ON the eve of Hari Raya, 22 villagers from Kampung 
Batu Uban received the shocking news that they have to 
evict from their homes by 31 August, 2012.  The devel-
oper was planning to build two blocks of condominium  
33-storey with  200 units.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng who was in Korea at 
that time received the information from MPPP Council-
lor Iszuree Ibrahim of PAS and couldn’t believe that there 
is such a lawyer who sent the eviction notice one day 
before these villagers celebrated Hari Raya. “Are you 
sure?  What kind of people are they?,” CM asked Iszuree.    

On his return, CM Lim went to Kampung Batu Uban 
with several Penang Pakatan Rakyat State leaders on 21 
August, 2012 to hold a dialogue with the affected vil-
lagers.  The leaders were Deputy Chief Minister I Datuk 
Mansor Othman, Assemblymember for Pantai Jerjak Sim 
Tze Tzin and Assemblymember for Batu Uban Raveen-
tharan Subramaniam.

“This is something that cannot be accepted. This is 
very sad. I cannot fathom what sort of people will do 
such a thing. What more when the people must move out 
by Merdeka. This is not in the spirit of Merdeka. We 
ended the British rule and now, we do not want to have 
local leaders who are kind,” CM told the people of Kam-
pung Batu Uban who fully agreed with him.

It appears that the developer did not receive any ap-
proval from MPPP and yet, he had gone ahead with the 
eviction.  Councillor Iszuree and other MPPP Councillors 
had tried to assist the villagers to get better compensation 
during the past few months and though it is still on-going, 
the developer had chosen to evict the villagers before a 
win-win solution is achieved.

CM added, “When we want to do any development, it 
is important to follow the rule of law and it is more im-
portant to adhere to  human  principles.  This lawyer, 
although a Malay lawyer, was so insensitive to the vil-
lagers who were about to celebrate Hari Raya.  I hope 
this matter can be resolved amicably.  I ask the lawyer 
to retract the eviction notice. If they do not retract, we 
will blacklist the developer. They cannot do business in 
Penang!” The villagers clapped and cheered when they 
heard the stern warning issued by CM Lim.

CM Lim also urged the developer to hold amicable 
discussions with the villagers and to talk nicely.  “Now 
we have a people-centric government.  This is not the 
previous government where they can do anything to the 
people. Previously, they didn’t treat the rakyat as hu-
mans.  Now we have changed.  We have a people-centric 
government, not a crony-centered government,” CM 
stressed.

People wondered what if the developer did not abide 
and heed the warning?  “If he continues to be stubborn, 
what can the State do?,” some of the worried villagers 
wondered.

CM replied, “We will instruct and deploy MPPP and 
District Office to stop the eviction.  We want all of you 
to continue the Hari Raya celebrations in peace and in a 
joyous mood.”

LOCAL Government and Traffic Management EXCO, 
Chow Kon Yeow said Penang State Government has 
made plans to turn the Jelutong Landfill into a park 
and a site for mixed development projects.

He said plans would be carried out through a pro-
posed landfill mining and reclamation (LFMR) pro-
cess.

“LFMR process is a proposed recovery and reuti-
lisation project for the landfill.

“The State Government has decided to give Penang 
Development Corporation (PDC) the responsibility to 
carry out the project,” he told a media conference at 
Komtar on July 17.

Chow added that in a recent meeting chaired by CM 
Lim Guan Eng, the State Government asked PDC to 
appoint a consultant to set the specifications for LFMR 
within three months.

“After the specifications had been set, PDC will call 

for an open tender or invite local and international 
experts with experience in LFMR to submit their 
proposals to make the Jelutong Landfill reusable for 
improved land-use again,” he added.

“We will leave it to the experts to use their expertise 
to turn the landfill into a park and a site for mixed 
development projects. Apart from this, they will also 
propose their plans on how to recover and reuse the 
waste materials and to treat and rehabilitate the land-
fill.” 

Chow estimated that the site recovery would take 
about five to ten years. He said the move would also 
help to solve some of the existing problems regarding 
the dumpsite. The landfill will remove the potential 
peat fire threats as well as reduce the production of 
methane and carbon footprint.

“The possibility of toxic contamination of under-
ground water sources can also be reduced. 

Added to this, LFMR would increase the land 
value of the Jelutong area and the social grievances of 

neighbouring residents will be resolved.
“For the State, this is one of our green projects to 

improve the environment for future generations,” he 
added.

From landfill to a park

REGULAR users of the stretch of roads along Gottlieb 
Road and Bagan Jermal Road will know how horren-
dous traffic was during school hours. Most times, traf-
fic almost came to a standstill.

However, due to MPPP road widening project which 
cost RM3.45 million and started in November 2011 was 
completed recently. Traffic conditions have improved 
tremendously.  A ceremony to mark the completion of 
the road widening was held on 7 August, 2012.

Besides the Gottlieb Road-Bagan Jermal Road wid-
ening project, other projects have been completed or 
are ongoing and they are :

1. Upgrading of Thean Teik Road/Lorong Batu Lan-
cang junction was completed in July 2011 and it cost 
RM333,000.00.

2. Upgrading of Air Itam Road at the junction of 

Jalan Masjid Negeri/
Scotland Road/Air 
Itam Road was com-
pleted in January 2012 
and it cost RM1.24 
million.

3. Upgrading part of 
Jalan Masjid Negeri 
from Jalan Delima to 
Udini Roundabout 
which began in April 
2012 costs RM7.3 mil-
lion. This project in-
volves the building of 
an underpass to enable 
drivers to make U-turn 
at Jalan Masjid Negeri 
be fo re  the  Ud in i 
Roundabout. The up-
grading work is ex-
pected to be completed 
in 18 months.

During the ceremony to mark the completion of the 
Gottlieb Road widening project, Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng also announced several other road upgrading 
projects which will start in September and November 
2012. In total, the first phase of  road widening costs 
RM28 million while the second phase will cost RM30 
million.

“Apart from these road upgrading projects, the Pen-
ang State Government is also taking action and making 
plans to encourage and improve the use of public trans-
port. The Penang State Government and Rapid Penang 
Sdn Bhd will work together to improve public transport 
services,” CM Lim said in his speech.

“We hope Rapid Penang will add the 200 buses 
planned for the State soon. We also hope Rapid Penang 

will provide free bus services on the island and also the 
mainland on Mondays to Fridays between 6 am to 9 am 
and 4.30 pm to 8.30 pm. Although the Penang State has 
written to the Finance Ministry and Rapid Penang to 
implement this, we have not received any reply yet. This 
free service may cost RM10 million per year. However, 
if implemented, it will ease traffic congestion,” CM Lim 
continued.

All the above prove the commitment of the Penang 
State Government to broaden infrastructure, especially 
transportation to ease traffic congestion which is one of 
the gripes of Penangites. Apart from this, the Penang 
Transport Masterplan Study Draft Final Report which 
was completed recently will create an intergrated and 
sustainable transport system which takes into consid-
eration the views of the public.

IN a press conference held at Penang 
Municipal Council on 15 August, 2012, 
Councillors Teh Lai Heng and Tan Hun 
Wooi urged the opposition members to 
check their facts before going to the 
press. Gerakan members have made a 
claim through the Chinese press that 
MPPP had sold a piece of land for RM2 
million and questioned why the land 
wasn’t used for public amenities instead. 
Councillor Tan Hun Wooi explained that 
the piece of land at Jalan Free School 
measuring 0.599-acre was sold through 
open tender for RM5.72 million.

Councillor Teh Lai Heng said, “Al-
though we welcome questions from the 
opposition as a matter of check-and-
balance in the State administration, we 
hope they will do their homework and 
check the facts properly before going 
to the press. Otherwise, they are mis-
leading the public. The land was sold 

by open tender for RM5.72 million and 
not RM2 million as what Gerakan 
claimed in Guang Ming Daily.”

The tenders were called two years 
ago and Tan questioned Gerakan, “Why 
didn’t Gerakan bring up the matter two 

years ago?” He said MPPP, after careful 
study, decided to dispose off the small 
piece of land as it is too small for any 
development. Moreover, within 1.5KM 
radius of the area. there are public 
amenities like a market, a mini library, 
a park and even a stadium. MPPP sold 
the land and is keeping the money in a 
separate fund to acquire another piece 
of land in Teluk Kumbar for a market, 
a multi-purpose hall, a mini library and 
a ‘pocket park’.

The 0.599-acre land in Batu Lancang 
was previously occupied by an illegal 
business (car spray painting) which had 
activities that received a lot of com-
plaints from the Consumer Association 
of Penang. The previous administration 
didn’t get  any form of income from the 
land. Tan said under normal administra-
tion, MPPP could have made RM3M 
from that piece of land but the previous 
government had left the land vacant for 
10 years. 

MPPP Councillors urge Gerakan

PENANG State Government has announced the 
Housing Assisted Programe of Penang, YES! or 
HAPPY! which will improve the quality of life for 
those living in low and medium cost housing projects.

HAPPY! is a RM50 million allocation by the 
Penang Pakatan Rakyat State Government to repair, 
upgrade and renovate low and medium cost flats.  
The  money comes from Penang’s frugal spending 
and anti-corruption.

“Penang is the first state in Malaysia to carry out 
a systematic program to improve the quality of life 
of people living in  low cost flats (those valued 
below RM42,000) and medium cost flats (those 
valued below RM72,000). The State is confident 
of reaping at least RM50 million from 2011 anti-
corruption efforts and by carrying out a CAT gov-
ernance of Competency, Accountability and Trans-
parency.  The State recorded a surplus of RM88 
million in 2008 and RM77 milion in 2009 and 
RM33 million in 2010,” CM Lim said in a press 
statement on 18 August, 2012.

600 low and medium cost housing schemes and 
thousands of units of flats in Penang will benefit  
from HAPPY! 

CM Lim continued, “Although the Federal Gov-
ernment has set up a fund of RM500 million for 
low and medium cost housing schemes by offering 
to fund 90% of the low cost flats’ upgrading and 
repairing while the residents bear the 10%.  For 
medium cost flats, the percentage is 70% funded 

and residents pay 30%.”
“Such efforts failed because most residents of 

low and medium cost flats cannot afford to bear the 
10% and 30% respectively.  So, the Penang State 
Government will bear the cost of 10% and 30% for 
the residents.  The State Government will fund up 
to RM50 million to repair, upgrade and renovate 
the low and medium cost flats.  Resident associa-
tions are urged to apply for the funding from the 
Federal Government immediately,” CM Lim said.

In conjunction with the joyous Hari Raya cele-
brations, CM Lim hoped that the announcement of 
HAPPY! will make Raya even merrier.  The RM50 
million will boost the local economy and Penang 
State Government will also urge that local contrac-
tors be awarded the work through open tenders.

“HAPPY! which is a people-centric program 
unfortunately did not receive much publicity by the 
mainstream media.  They are more interested in 
printing slander and lies about Pakatan Rakyat 
leaders in Penang,” CM Lim said.  

“Penang Pakatan Rakyat State leaders can only 
remain patient and calm in facing these slanders 
and lies because they know that only the righteous 
ones will be subjected to slanders by irresponsible 
parties.  The Penang State has spent RM100 million 
for various people-centric welfare programs to 
eradicate hardcore poverty and in other programs 
like the Senior Citizens, Single Mothers, OKU,  
Golden Student, Golden Child, RM1,000 assistance 
for entering into public universities  etc,” CM 
concluded.

5000万令吉成立“快乐房屋协助计划”基
金，以协助州内廉价屋及中廉价屋进行维修
工作，以协助减轻人民的负担。

槟州首长林冠英于8月15日召开记者会时
指出，槟州行政议会于该日议决通过该项计
划，主要是希望能够协助减轻人民的负担。

“从今天开始，槟州中廉价屋及廉价屋的
管理单位可向槟岛市政局或威省市政局的
监委会员申请拨款，管理层可用这笔经费
进行油漆、维修电梯、更新储水糟等保养工
作。”

他说，联邦政府在今年4月推出一项总值
5亿令吉的“房屋维修保养计划”，为国内
廉价屋提控90%的维修保养经费，额外的

10%则由居民自行负责；至于中廉价屋方
面，70%由联邦政府负责，30%由住户负
责。

“为了减轻民众的负担，槟州政府将全面

SIS Charter Sdn Bhd has chosen Pen-
ang to build their first educational 
centre - the Straits International School 
(SIS).

Its chief executive officer Lita 
Nasyitah Goh Abdullah said they de-
cided on Penang as their first educa-
tional hub in Malaysia as they believed 
Penang was one of the most developed 
states.

We look forward to nurturing and 
guiding young Penangites towards 
greater success and a lifetime of 
achievement.

We chose Bayan Lepas specifically 
as it is a free industrial zone and a hub 
of multinational companies.

The locality has great accessibility, 
infrastructure and logistics, she added.

She was speaking before the signing 
of a memorandum of agreement 
(MoA) between Oztek (M) Sdn Bhd 
and SIS Charter Sdn Bhd at the Eastin 
Hotel on August 4.

We see that Penang is gearing up to be an educa-
tional hub. Hence, the setting up of our campus here 
is a decision which will definitely benefit all con-

cerned, Lita Nasyitah Goh said.
Oztek (M) Sdn Bhd managing director Datuk Alex 

Ooi, who is the developer, said that his company was 
currently finalising the building plan with Penang 
Municipal Council.

The built-up area of the school is about 
150,000sq ft and the building costs about 
RM20mil to RM25mil.

Construction started in August of this 
year and is scheduled to be completed in 
the third quarter of 2014.

We are looking to lease the building to 
SIS Charter Sdn Bhd for 20 years, he said.

SIS will begin its academic programme 
from its temporary campus at 1-Square, 
Penang Cyber City, which is at Tingkat 
Mahsuri 1, Bayan Lepas, The new term 
started on Aug 27.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng wit-
nessed the MoA signing ceremony and 
the launching of the temporary campus 
at One Square in Bayan Lepas.

CM Lim said that the new five-storey 
building of the school would be a state-
of-the-art facility.

The incorporation of SIS underlines 
the growing importance of providing 
quality curriculum.

“This move will help place Penang as an educa-
tional hub of choice for not only the locals but the 
expatriate communities living in Thailand and Indo-
nesia,” CM Lim added.

THE world’s largest commer-
cial air freighter, a Boeing 
747-8 from Cathay Pacific 
landed for the first time at the 
Penang International Airport 
on August 13.

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng welcomed the aircraft 
from Hong Kong. Joining him 
were Cathay Pacific Country 
Manager for Malaysia and 
Brunei, Mandy Wu and the 
airl ine’s Penang Manager 
Cindy Tse.

In his speech, CM Lim said 
the maiden flight by the air-
craft was timely to support the 
growing demands of logistics 
by investors in Penang.

“We hope its services will 
add more value and assist 
multinational corporations as 
well as local small and medi-

um enterprises grow to greater 
heights,” he added.

Meanwhile,  Mandy Wu 
lauded the freighter’s techno-
logical innovations, including 
its advanced engine and use of 
composites and lighter alloys, 
which lead to highly reduced 
fuel consumption and emis-
sions.

She added that Penang is 
the only destination they have 
chosen in Malaysia. 

Cathay Pacific is the first 
Asia Pacific airline to take 
delivery of the Boeing 747-
8.

“Cathay Pacific currently 
operates a fleet of 24 wide-
body freighters serving more 
than 40 international destina-
tions and also carries cargo in 
the bellies of its passenger 
aircraft to over 160 destina-
tions around the world,” Man-
dy Wu said.

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PLANS are afoot to transform  ‘Sia Boey’ site to become a 
Heritage Square.  On 31st July, 2012, Penang Development 
Corporation Bhd   made the announcement to the press.  
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, Exco Members Wong Hon 
Wai, Law Heng Kiang, Chow Kon Yeow and PDC’s Gen-
eral Manager Datuk Rosli Jaafar visited the site and unveiled 
the plans.

Datuk Rosli said, “Penang State Government and Penang 
Development Corporation (PDC) are planning to develop 
Komtar Phase 5, comprising 4.5 acres of land, into Penang’s 
new heritage enclave, named Heritage Square. This is in line 
with George Town’s World Heritage Listing as well as to 
complement PDC’s revitalisation efforts for Komtar as the 
socio-civic centre and business hub of the State. This prime 
4.5 acres of land in the heart of George Town will predomi-
nantly be public space, as part of giving back to city dwellers.”

Currently, the former market is left empty.  However, 
exciting plans revealed that the Heritage Square will comprise 
5 major elements:

i. Restoration and expansion of “Sia Boey” (Prangin 
Market);

ii. Creation of urban spaces;
iii. Creation of a Heritage Celebration Square and an 

iconic George Town Heritage Centre (GHC);
iv. Reinstatement and adaptive reuse of heritage and old 

shophouses; and
v. Restoration of Prangin Canal.
The Heritage Square and Centre will dedicate, consecrate 

and restore the cultural vibrancy of George Town by promot-
ing the living heritage and street life in the inner city, as well 
as greening the city, thus ensuring a balanced development 
for the area.

The project which is at the planning stage, is also aimed 
at revitalising Komtar Phase 5 area, and to enhance the 
heritage value and significance of the site by creating urban 
spaces and landscapes for healthy urban living.

The components of Penang’s Heritage Square comprise 
the following:

i) To restore and refurbish the existing “Sia Boey”
(Prangin Market) structure. This will revitalise the “Sia 

Boey” into a retail and tourist site, comprising among others 
a visitors’ centre, crafts and souvenir retail areas, flowers and 
food hubs. To expand the “Sia Boey”, market, PDC will build 
an additional adjacent market to complement the existing 
one for the same intended use.

The restoration and revitalisation of   “Sia Boey” is sig-
nificant to Georgetown, as it marked the core zone bound-
ary of the Georgetown UNESCO Heritage Site;

ii) As George Town requires more public space for rec-
reation, public congregation, celebrations and cultural per-
formances, the urban public space which includes same 
green areas will be to promote the first of its kind in Penang 
healthy living. The heritage celebration square will also 
provide a venue for the establishment of culture, arts and 
traditions in George Town, thus promoting cultural vi-
brancy and the concept of a melting pot of cultures in the 
inner city;

iii) To refurbish and reinstate the urban setting of the area 
whereby existing traditional shophouses along Maxwell 
Road will undergo adaptive reuse into cafes, “kopitiams”, 
tea-houses, crafts and handicraft centres, mini-museums, 
boutiques and B&B hotels which are in line with the heritage 
ambience and theme of the area. To reinstate urban setting 
of the area whereby Maxwell Road will be for limited vehi-
cle usage with emphasis on pedestrianisation;

iv) A 5-storey GHC will be created which will further add 
to the vibrancy of the Heritage Square. This iconic building 
will serve as a venue for arts, cultural, heritage, community, 
youth and performing activities. The GHC will be raised 
above street level to provide street plazas for the public; and

v) To restore the Prangin Canal with plans for hawker 
street food zone and street furniture amidst well-landscaped 
areas.

In his speech, Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng said, “The 
Heritage Square Project will complement the adjacent 
Komtar building which is presently undergoing a revitaliza-
tion process initiated by  Penang State Government and PDC 
which is aimed at bringing back the glory of Komtar, as the 
nerve centre of Penang.”

He added, “The Heritage Square is a project not just for 
the urban community of Penang, but for Penangites and 
visitors to experience the old-world charm of George Town 
and its cultural melting pot, is all poised for success. Penang 
State Government and PDC which have been the prime 
movers of urban redevelopment will undertake to work 
closely with stakeholders and heritage organisations like 
George Town World Heritage and other NGOs.”

He also announced, “In achieving maximum public par-
ticipation, I have requested that an exhibition be set up in 
Komtar next week to allow the public to give their views on 
the proposed Heritage Square so that we can have public 
input.”

The project will also enhance George Town’s position as 
Malaysia’s most liveable city and 8th most liveable city in 
Asia, as well as to reinforce Penang’s position as a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site and a tourism hub of the East.

THE Episcopal Ordination and installation ceremo-
ny of Bishop Sebastian Francis was held in great 
pomp and splendour at St. Anne’s Church, Bukit 
Mertajam on Monday, 20 August, 2012 at 5.00 p.m.

Sebastian Francis was born in Johor Bahru on 
November 11,1951. He had his Primary education at 
St. Joseph’s Primary School, Johor Bahru. He had 
his Secondary education in Singapore. He obtained 
his Higher School Certificate in 1970 at St. Francis 
Xavier’s Minor Seminary in Singapore. He had his 
Degree from the University of St. Thomas Aquinas, 
Rome, Italy. On July28, 1977, he was ordained a 
Priest by Bishop James Chan.

By 3.00 p.m. on 20 August 2012, all the 2,300 
seats inside the Church had been occupied and before 
5.00 p.m., all the 2,500 seats outside the Church were 
also occupied. Bus-loads of Catholics as well as non-
Catholics had come from Johor, Melaka, Kuala Lumpur, 
Ipoh, George Town and Kedah.

There were 10 Arch-Bishops and Bishops and over 
100 priests from Thailand, Singapore, Brunei Darus-
salam, Sabah and Sarawak.

Present was the Pope’s representative, Monsignor 
Marek Zalewski, who serves as the Charge d’Affairs of 
the Apostolic Nunciature in Kuala Lumpur.
