FOR the first time in Malaysia, a
state government will step in to
bridge the gap to help the lower
income group to realise their
dreams of owning a home.

Announcing the launch of a
scheme called SOS, or Share
Ownership Scheme, Chief Min-
ister Lim Guan Eng said: “Some
people fail to get approval from
banks for 90% or 100% loan to
purchase a home. The state will
offer these lower income groups
a 30% loan which is interest-free
and they will get the 70% loan
from the bank.”

This will prove to be a respite
for a huge majority of people
who previously could not obtain
loans from banks and had no
hope of ever owning their own
homes.

For thousands of Penangites,
their dream of owning their own
homes will soon be a reality.

The first step began with them
filling up the new housing regis-
tration form PN-1.

State Secretary Datuk Farizan
Darus announced that 3,000 forms
were snapped up within 10 minutes
from the launch of the new form on
Dec 14.

The form launched by Lim has
made history.
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“For the first time, the state is giv-
ing away free forms. Previously,
people had to pay RM1. Penang
Pakatan Rakyat also made history
because for the first time, the state
has set up a special fund of RM500
million to build affordable homes for
Penangites.

“Besides this, we are also imple-
menting an audit system to monitor
the selection of qualified and deserv-
ing people who succeed in getting
either a low-cost, low-medium cost or
affordable homes,” Lim said after the
launch.

Another glimmer of hope is the
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Rent-Buy Scheme which looks
into the interest of those who do
not qualify for a bank loan or
their applications were rejected
by banks. More details will be
revealed at a later stage but these
two schemes are clear proof that
the Penang Pakatan Rakyat is
serious in ensuring that the low-
er income group’s interests are
looked into and cared for.

Penangites will be excited to
know that about 20,000 low-cost,
low-medium cost and affordable
homes will be soon available for
them.

Those who have obtained their
forms can submit the completed
forms with full documentation.

There are 10 housing projects
in the pipeline and the first homes to
roll out are from Jalan SP Chelliah.

For this project, interested purchasers
should ensure that their completed forms
are submitted by March 30, 2014.

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House turns lively
on gender issues

THE usually mundane proceed-
ings at the Penang State Legisla-
tive turned lively when Chong
Eng, exco member for Youth and
Sports, Women, Family and
Community, raised some gender
issues.

In fact, Speaker Datuk Law
Choo Kiang even announced that |
he was extending the debate time
for everyone to discuss this issue
as Penang has the highest per-
centage of women voters in
Malaysia with 54% women vot-
ers compared to men.

However, it was heartening to see that male
politicians from both sides of the political divide
stood up for the women, especially mothers who
stay at home to care for their children.

It started with Chong Eng’s claim that Barisan
Nasional did not do anything for housewives in
56 years which caused Opposition Leader , Telok
Air Tawar assemblymemer, Datuk Jahara Hamid
to interject.

Chong Eng pointed out several points in the
recent Penang Budget 2014 presented by Chief
Minister Lim Guan Eng which are aimed at em-
powering women, especially housewives.

“We should take a holistic view. Women get
equal opportunities in education, public amenities
and much more. So it is not true that BN did
nothing.” Jahara pointed out.

Former exco member, Berapit assembly mem-
ber Lydia Ong Kok Fooi, who held the portfolio
Chong Eng is holding now, then suggested that
maybe the Penang Women Development Corpora-
tion (PWDC) should hold a Gender Responsive
Budget (GRB) briefing for all the 40 assembly-
members, including Umno’s male assemblymem-
bers, to enlighten them what is GRB and how the
gender sensitive budgeting and planning help the
nation.

Pulau Betong assemblymember Datuk Shah
Headan Ayoob quipped that maybe both sides of
the divide should come together and work out
something.

Chong Eng replied: “It won’t solve anything.
We must change the rules in the electoral system
that each political party must put up 30% women
candidates.”

Wong Hon Wai, assemblymember for Air Itam,
then related to both Chong Eng and Jahara how
they had inspired him when he was a university
student.

Both women have been in politics for up to
five terms or over 20 years.

“I recal when I was a student, I was sitting at
the back in this hall as an observer. At that time,
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Chong Eng calls for 30% quota for women in political parties’
leadership positions.

YB Chong Eng was in the opposition and YB
Jahara was in the ruling government. They are
sitting on the opposite side now. Their debating
skills on social issues inspired me,” Wong said.

He made some suggestions.

“I suggest we sow the seeds from young. Let’s
invite students to observe more assembly sittings
so they too can be inspired.”

At this juncture, Shah Headan quipped again:
“Well, it is a good suggestion but first of all, we
have to ensure that we don’t turn the assembly
into a shouting match with name calling or else
the students will be frightened and run away.”

Two politicians then stood up to praise moth-
ers who sacrificed their lives to nurture their
children.

Permatang Pasir’s Datuk Salleh Man said:
“Mothers’ roles are very important. At certain
times in their lives, they have to sacrifice them-
selves to fully care for the children. So we must
acknowledge and praise these housewives.”

Sungai Acheh’s Datuk Mahmud Zakaria con-
curred with Salleh Man.

“Women are the first nurturers of future leaders.
She also leads the family,” he said. Mahmud took
a jibe at Chong Eng’s suggestion on husbands
contributing to an Employee Provident Fund ac-
count for their wives.

“Some husbands give allowances to their
wives. Don’t tell me they also need to register for
an EPF account to do s0?”

Another male politician who is a champion for
women is Jawi assemblymember Soon Lip Chee
who told the meeting that when he was a council-
lor, he championed for a special counter at the
Seberang Perai Municipal Council to serve preg-
nant mothers, OKU and senior citizens, hence
reducing the long queue they had to endure.

“It is very important we take care of our com-
munity and try to ease the burden of the OKU
and senior citizens. Due to their condition, I also
asked for pregnant women to be allowed to use
the special counter,” he said.

Property players welcome new rules

MEMBERS of the International Real
Estate Federation (FIABCI) Penang
Branch made a courtesy call on Chief
Minister Lim Guan Eng at his office in
Komtar on Dec 8.

The group was headed by its ad-
viser, Datuk Khor Teng Tong, and
Hunza Properties Bhd’s Datuk Daisy
Ooi Lay See.

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Property prices not likely to go down

GOING out of the regular state govern-
ment reporting circuit, Buletin Muti-
ara’s Chan Lilian attended the Penang
Real Estate and Housing Developers
Association (REDHA) press briefing on
the Penang Property Outlook 2014.

Questions which may be on every-
one’s minds, like “Are property prices
still going up?” or “Is it a good time to
buy a house now?” or “How will the
new housing rules announced in the
Penang State Budget affect house
prices?” were tackled by REHDA
panel of members at Menara IJM on
Dec 10.

REHDA chairman Datuk Jerry Chan
has been known to be very vocal and
someone who speaks his mind.

In the past, he had hit back on the
media making claims on dying hills
while at the same time taking advertise-
ments for hillslope projects including
having companies selling properties
during the property fair the media com-
pany organised.

The main message from REHDA is
— There is no property bubble that has
the risk of being burst.

“A property bubble only exists when
the banks lend like crazy. Now, the
banks have tightened their loan approv-
als. So, there is no property bubble,”
Chan said.

The other topic brought up by RE-
HDA is how first-time home buyers
were not taken care of by the federal
government as the federal budget did
not reflect anything that would ease the
burden of the young who are starting a
family and looking for a home. “Young
people who have just started working
and those looking for a home to start a
family will find it a burden to pay for
their rental and at the same time, their
loans. There is nothing in the federal
government budget that looks into their
needs,” Chan said.

In past issues of Buletin Mutiara,
various calls to register with the Penang
state government Housing Registrar
through http://erumah.penang.gov.my/
had been published.

In the Penang State Budget for 2014,
under item 66, there is a new policy on
low-cost, medium-cost and affordable
homes.

A Selection Process Enhances Com-
mittees (SPECS) was set up in June with
the purpose of distribution and alloca-
tion of homes in a fair and transparent
system.

This system will be audited by a
certified accounting firm and this is the
first time in Malaysian history that an
accounting firm has been engaged for
this purpose.

Various measure are being taken and
designed to ensure that public housing
and affordable housing are bought by
genuine purchasers who are qualified
first time buyers from lower and mid-
dle-income groups.

As for the prices of properties in
Penang, Chan and REHHDA deputy
chairman Toh Chin Leong did not paint
a very rosy picture for those looking to
buy cheaper homes. Prices are not
likely to go down.

“The property market it healthy. Sup-
ply of affordable housing is coming out.
Penang is vibrant with medical tourism
and tourism. The economy is vibrant.
Bank Negara has tightened loans and
speculative transactions have benn re-

duced.” Chan said.

However, Toh voiced his concerns
on the various measures taken by the
federal and state governments.

He showed to members of the media
a list of over 200 industries that may be
at risk of slowing down if the curbs take
effect.

Toh also warned that with the im-
pending 6% GST that will be imple-
mented in April 2015, Real Property
Gains Tax increase, increase of con-
struction material prices, increase of
land prices, shortage of labour, increase
of fuel and electricity charges and
other factors, property prices are un-
likely to go down.

REHDA also revealed the breakdown
of development costs:

Construction/Material 55-60%

Land Cost 20-25%

Compliance Cost 12-15%

Others (overheads etc) 8-10%

In conclusion, REHDA is of the
opinion that a few pertinent factors have
caused property prices to maintain their
current level or even move upwards
next year.

SINCE the proposal of a cable car
system was introduced in the Pen-
ang Hill Special Area Plan (SAP),
many have voiced their concerns of
overcrowding and overdevelop-
ment of the hill.

Yap Soo Huey. assemblymember
for Pulau Tikus who is also member
of the Public Hearing and Investi-
gation Committee for the Penang
Hill and Penang Botanic Gardens,
has received much feedback and
encourages more to further improve
the SAP.

“We understand that Penang Hill
is special to Penangites and I
wholeheartedly agree with the peo-
ple that when the SAP is imple-
mented, we will have an upgraded

Penang Hill and still keep its natu-
ral environment preserved,” said
Yap.

Addressing reporters at a press
conference at her service centre,
she said the proposed cable car
system is still in the consideration
stage as the committee understands
the various environmental concerns
involved.

One of the reasons why a cable
car system was proposed is in line
with the five-key points of the SAP
draft implementation which is to
“enrich tourism* but another main
concern was raised.

Several non-governmental or-
ganisations have voiced their wor-
ries of an overcrowded Penang Hill
which as of now sees about 10,000
visitors per day and with the addi-
tion of a new commute system, the
risk of overcrowding might occur.

“This will not be the case as we
will control the frequency and
number of cable car units and peo-
ple going up the hill from the
ground station so that all who visit
Penang Hill will have a memorable
experience, she added.

The draft SAP was on display at
Komtar Level 3 and Penang Hill‘s
lower station until Dec 11 which
invited the public to submit their
feedback.

Call to empower women

GENDER inequality persists
and women constantly are fac-
ing discrimination in accessing
education, work, economy as-
sets and particularly participa-
tion in government.

Thus, Penang women politi-
cians recently called for more
equitable share of female in-
volvement in Parliament and
state assemblies to address is-
sues of equal treatment.

“There should be no gender
monopoly in the State Legisla-
tive Assembly and I hope the
30% quota for women representatives can be
done in Penang by the 15th general election,”
said Pulau Tikus assemblymember Yap Soo
Huey on Dec 13 at the Penang State Assembly.

“Many young females are not seeing leader-
ship and a political career as their pathway as
they are afraid to stand up,” said Padang Lalang
assemblymember Chong Eng who proposed
the quota in her speech at the recent State As-
sembly sitting.

Chong Eng hopes the people will support
her proposal and create more awareness since
women still lagged behind men in politics and

the nets. If we are to buy it, it will cost us about RM160.
So this reduces our expenses.”

Meanwhile, the chief of Gertak Sanggul Fishermen'’s
Association Datuk Chooi Sooi Kong, 67, said: “I have 180
fishermen and they need to buy new nets very often as the
nets get torn easily. So, this assistance is better than noth-
ing. Moreover, we get the free nets twice a year. Fisher-
men’s income is not consistent and they depend on the sea
conditions and weather. They make only about RM800-
RM1.,000 per month.”

Fishing and catching crabs at Gurney Drive since his
teens, R. Rajan, 53, learned the trade from his father.

However, he said the younger generation now no
longer likes to be a fisherman because the work is hard and
the conditions not conducive.

“I am glad the state is proposing to give interest-free
small loans to fishermen below 40 years of age. I hope
that will encourage them,” Rajan said.

Many of the fisher-
men Buletin Mutiara
spoke to expressed
their hope that the
government, whether
at federal or state lev-
el, will provide more
help for them.

Some hope to get
new engines for their
boats as they cannot
afford to replace them
on their own and have
to make do with
40-year-old engines.

IN line with the state govern-
ment’s move to make Penang
the first bicycle state in Malay-
sia, the Penang Island Municipal
Council (MPPP) has proposed a
Bicycle Sharing System and
called upon any interested party
to submit their request for pro-
posals (RFP).

This RFP is to plan, supply
and operate the bicycle sharing
system in Penang. Tender ap-
plicants can submit their sugges-
tions on two alternatives, based
on the concept that MPPP has
outlined or based on its own
suggestions.

This bicycle sharing system
outlined by MPPP is based on
concepts adopted in various
countries operated by members
of the public renting bicycles at
a certain fee from automated
kiosks via a card, going about
their daily routine and returning
the bicycles.

“The number of cyclists in
Penang is growing and there are
not enough facilities to meet
their needs. This bicycle sharing
system is a first step for bigger
plans to bring our state for-
ward,” said Chow Kon Yeow,
exco for Local Government,
Flood Mitigation and Traffic
Management.

Aiming to deploy at the core
of George Town and the Unesco
World Heritage Site area, a total

cards

of 24 kiosks will provide a fuel-
less mode of transport not only
for tourists but members of the
public to reduce the state’s car-
bon foot print, noise and air
pollution.

MPPP architect Yew Tung
Seang expressed his full support
in using this 300 hectare site to
transform George Town into a
low carbon city but acknowl-
edges the various challenges that
they have set for themselves.

“We realise that this system
might affect the existing bicycle
renting businesses in the area
but they are more than welcome
to join us in this venture,” added
Chow.

One of the local bike renting
businesses that have hopped on
board this proposed project is
Metro Bike.

Its marketing director, Ken
Khor, has expressed his delight
that there will be an improve-
ment in the state’s infrastructure
to implement a more bicycle
friendly traffic system.

“This proposal is good for
both the public and tourism but
safety is of the most importance.
Every great piece of techno-
logical advancement has to be
coupled with safety. It is a win-
win for businesses, public and
environment,” said an enthusi-
astic Khor.

I heard from the
Community Development
Committee (JKKK) members
about the free uniforms so I
applied. It is quite easy and
convenient to apply and I got
the approval within a few
days.”

Among these is the suppression of
wages which results in locals being
displaced from jobs due to the accept-
ance of lower wages by the foreigners.

But the biggest problem remains the
huge numbers of foreigners who are still
undocumented.

Among the strategies to reduce over-
reliance on foreigners is to encourage
investors in more high-tech and value-
added industries such as aerospace and
medical which require a highly-skilled
workforce.

Meanwhile, the state government will
focus on services like Shared Service
Outsourcing (SSO) and Business Pro-
cess Outsourcing which will use almost
100% locals in the information technol-
ogy sector.

A SMART centre will be set up to
encourage automation in small and
medium enterprises while the new
Penang Science Council will create
a more skilled workforce in science
and technology.

Water sports
enforcement beefed up

SUNNY Penang with its seas and
beaches continues to lure tourists
from far and near. Hotels line the
beaches along Tanjung Bungah,
Batu Feringghi and Telok Bahang
and holiday makers head for the
beach and the array of water
sports activities available.

Fully aware of the importance
of making sure foreign tourists
and locals have a safe and enjoy-
able stay and taking its responsi-
bility as the local council, the
Penang Island Municipal Council
(MPPP) has tightened up its en-
forcement.

“MPPP has set the demerit
system for water sports operators
and an Investigation and De-
merit Committee will monitor
those who flout the regulations
under the Personal Watercraft
(Penang) Enactment 1999.,”
MPPP chief Datuk Patahiyah Is-
mail said during a course organ-
ised at the Penang Youth Park on
Dec 12.

“However, if the enforcement
is not strict and the officers are
not familiar with their roles and

responsibilities, then the enact-
ment will not achieve its pur-
pose,” she added.

“This is indeed the right time
to provide our enforcement offic-
ers better awareness and knowl-
edge so that they know their re-
sponsibilities, duties and roles.
Often, the public is not aware of
the roles they play behind the
scenes.

“Hence, MPPP decided to
make it known that our officers
undergo training and courses to
better equip themselves,” she
said.

Twenty-five MPPP enforce-
ment officers underwent a one-
day course with facilitators from
the Marine Police, Civil Defence
Department, Malaysian Maritime
Enforcement Agency and Marine
Department Northern Region.

“MPPP is also planning to
provide special uniforms to the
enforcement officers who are on
duty along the beaches so that
they appear neater and stricter.
They may get the new uniforms
by next February.”

“PENANG’S PR state government is
willing to be ruthlessly and mercilessly
punished by ‘heartless critics’ for help-
ing first-time buyers of affordable and
public housing,” said Chief Minister
Lim Guan Eng over a series of press
conferences regarding the state’s new
housing rules.

“It’s okay if people want to go for me.
People can criticise me or even hold
demonstrations, but in the end, we are
doing all this to help first-time buyers
of low-cost housing and to ensure that
nobody misuses these housing units,”
Lim added at a press conference after
witnessing a signing ceremony between
Heng Lee and Company Sdn Bhd and
HSC Property (Penang) Sdn Bhd.

Public housing (low-cost houses) are
priced at under RM400,000 on the island
and under RM250.,000 on the mainland.

With a huge lack of financial support
from the federal government, Penang is
in a way, left on its own to come up with
the funds and means needed to provide
decent housing for its people.

“In fact, the federal government is
building only 70 units of public housing
in Penang, the lowest in the country,”
Lim said.

“Despite this, Penang is still set on
setting up the largest housing fund from
any state administration in Malaysian
history, RM500 million, through com-

petent administration, prudent spending
and anti-corruption measures such as
open tenders,” Lim added.

Penang’s current administration, ac-
cording to Lim, had come under scrutiny
with regards to housing development
many times.

Some reports claimed that the state
wasn’t doing enough in developing new
low-cost units, and now with the new
housing rules, Penang’s state govern-
ment again, has made the headlines.

“This has happened so many times
before. We do also wrong, when we
don’t do, also wrong,” Lim pointed out
when addressing members of the press
regarding the new housing rules being
criticised by certain quarters.

Penang’s new housing rules are a
three-prong approach to help first-time
buyers of affordable housing.

Firstly, to compel private housing
developers to build public and affordable
housing, secondly, to establish a RM500
million Public and Affordable Housing
Fund to build 20,000 units by the Penang
Development Corporation (PDC) and
lastly, to implement new housing rules
effective on Feb 1 which include impos-
ing a five-year sale restriction on afford-
able housing and a 10 year sale restric-
tion for public housing, subject to ex-
emptions for appeals in special cases.

Lim said all this is to ensure that there
will be no property bubble burst and no
one misuses these housing units.

FREEDOM of expression is a big
concept in Penang these days.

Being the first state with a
beautiful collection of street art
pieces which directly contribute to
the heritage cultural lure of George
Town, courtesy of the talented
Lithuanian born but Penang boy
at heart, Erest Zacharevic.

Zacharevic’s expansion to the
streets of Johor caused a bit of
infamy and controversy recently
with the depiction of a robbery
waiting to happen with lego man
paintings on the walls of an area
in Johor Baru known for snatch
thefts.

The infamous lego man street
art then made its way to Ah
Quee street in George Town,
where it is, as of now, still un-
touched, pending the artist’s
decision, as Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng says, “The piece was
done by Ernest. If he wants it
taken down, we will take it
down but if he wants it up, who
are we to put a stop to freedom

of expression?”

Adding a third event to this
saga of expression and art on the
streets, a piece done by Zacha-
revic near Nagore Road has
made the headlines.

Making art out of a long left
pothole, sparks from critics
lashed out against the local gov-
ernment, claiming that the art
piece’s underlying message was
aimed at Penang’s inefficiency
in doing proper road repairs.

Zacharevic decorated the
outer edges of the pothole, fram-
ing it to resemble a picture
within a picture frame.

In a statement, Zacharevic
said the key concept behind this
piece was to show and say that
“beauty is all around us”, and
had no direction towards a pot-
hole left unfixed in Penang.

In a press conference, Lim
said that responding to the news
report claiming that the art piece
was aimed at voicing out poten-
tial dangers on the roads of
Penang, the Penang Island Mu-
nicipal Council (MPPP) filled
up the hole to avoid any mishap

THE Toyohashi University of Technology (TUT), Japan,
launched its new overseas educational base in Penang on
Dec 4.

In cooperation with Universiti Sains Malaysia (USM),
the base, named TUT USM Technology Collaboration Cen-
tre will aim to advance further global education in the field
of engineering technology.

USM is the first overseas education base for TUT and the
centre, located on Jalan Biggs, off Jalan Cantonment, allows
the two institutions to jointly work with the manufacturing
and engineering industries in Penang.

The opening ceremony was officiated by Chief Minister
Lim Guan Eng who welcomed the first ever higher educa-
tional undertaking by a Japanese national university in
Penang.

“Despite many Japanese companies operating in Penang
and having a Japanese school, we have no Japanese institu-
tion of higher learning till now. With Toyohashi here, this
overseas base definitely makes the state of Penang more
academically international and renowned to the Japanese
people.” Lim said in his opening address.

Lim added that this university opening shows the mani-
festation of cultural diversity and harmony in Penang.

“Here in Penang with a growing long-term Japanese
population of 1,600 in 2008 to more than 2,300 in 2013, it
is important for young Malaysians and Japanese to study
together and exchange ideas to strengthen people-to-people
links needed in a more globalised environment,” he said.

Professor Datuk Dr. See Ching Mey. who represented
USM vice-chancellor Professor Datuk Dr. Omar Osman,
said: “This arrangement will allow closer university-indus-
try collaboration besides bringing a global perspective to the
collaboration.”

She explained that students from TUT would be granted
access to internships in Malaysia and USM students in turn
will be able to benefit from industrial training opportunities
in Japan.

Penang’s first medical tourism building

PENANG, as of now, contrib-
utes two-thirds to the country’s
medical tourism industry, with
the annual revenue from medical
tourists increasing every year in
the double digits.

In the first half of 2013, the
industry saw revenue of RM 174
million with a projection of hit-
ting RM314 million by the end
of the year.

In light of this, comes a joint
venture, signed recently by
Heng Lee Sdn Bhd and HSC
Property (Penang) Sdn Bhd to
develop the Menara HSC, an

integrated, one-stop healthcare,
wellness and lifestyle building.

The signing ceremony was
witnessed by Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng.

The building will be located
on Jalan Magazine, near First
Avenue and in front of Komtar’s
upcoming phase 5.

Menara HSC Penang, a
20-storey structure, is set to be
completed in two years.

This proposed medical tour-
ism building will mirror the
existing Menara HSC in Kuala
Lumpur, housing a medical
centre, with the greater part of
the building a hotel.

There will also be retail, food

and beverage outlets located in
the existing heritage terraces
adjacent to the proposed new
building.

“This new facility will pro-
vide the ultimate matching of
medical and hospitality services
which will be able to give a one-
stop location with complete fa-
cilities to care for both patients
and their families,” said Seth
Lim, executive director of HSC
Property (Penang) Sdn Bhd.

In his address, Guan Eng said
this project will greatly contrib-
ute to the already blooming
medical tourism industry, setting
up Penang as a preferred health-
care and travel destination.
