biggest investment for 2014.

Ibiden’s managing officer and deputy op-
erations manager Sotaro Ito said the second
building would supply high-technology and
quality printed writing boards (PWB) and
free via stacked up structure (FVSS) to meet
with the higher worldwide demand for the
growing 4G communication network.

“With this investment, the Malaysian operation

will be the biggest base in Asia. This decision was
made as a result of our confidence in Malaysia
which provides a conducive business environment
with an abundant skilled workforce,” Ito said at a
press conference.

Also present at the press conference was
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng who encour-
aged all Malaysians to grab the 1,500 job
opportunities as quickly as possible.

This figure was presented by James Lochhead,
acting director of the Penang Stop Human Trafficking
Campaign at it’s re-launch on Nov 21.

This continues the campaign that was earlier
spearheaded in October 2012 by the National Coun-
cil of Women’s Organisations (NCWO) Penang
Branch.

Also, as part of the re-launch, in support of eradi-
cating human trafficking locally and globally, Penang
Stop Human Trafficking Campaign received a gener-
ous monetary boost of RM51,000 from the United
States ambassador to Malaysia, Joseph Y. Yun, on
behalf of the US State Department.

The funds will be channelled into avenues and
opportunities that will not only be aimed at putting a
stop to the inhumane act of modern day slavery but
into events and activities that will show Penangites
what part we can play in saving the innocent and
restoring innocence.

“We want a campaign that goes beyond simply
saying ‘Enough! Stop Human Trafficking’. We need
to increase understanding and knowledge of where
human trafficking actually occurs in Penang,” Loch-
head said.

Lochhead also revealed that through a one-year

research done by case worker Todd Morrison with
Jaringan Utara Migrasi Pulau Pinang (JUMP), four
major categories of users were identified in Penang’s
sex trade.

“They include residents, businessmen, tourists and
migrants. We must be clear with what role different
people play in this sordid world of human trafficking.

“It will assist us in devising appropriate strategies
and messages to prompt better awareness,” he added.

He went on to say that the authorities should
change their approach as women picked up in raids
at sex joints are often charged as criminals rather than
their customers and pimps.

“According to Todd, between 2008 and 2010, some
29,000 foreign women were arrested, suspected of
prostitution and the government only rescued 189
victims, a mere 0.7 per cent,” he said.

“In other words, we are very bad at identifying
victims of trafficking. Why? Because Suhakam says
Malaysia considers and treats victims of human traf-
ficking as illegal immigrants and deports them as
undocumented migrants before identifying them as
victims.”

“We need to be more sensitive. When the au-
thorities raid, they need to find out how they were
brought in, whether they were trafficked or not, and
document it,” Lochhead said.

I hope members of the
media can also take the initial steps to help as well,”
Law added.

Members of the media were also given a briefing
on how the assembly works.

Senior staff member Ahmad Othman briefed the
reporters on some of the Standing Orders, including
dress codes and visitors to the assembly.

The press invitation to all media have been sent
from the Speaker’s Office to attend the next sitting.

The budget for Penang will be tabled on Nov 29
while the assembly sittings will be from Dec 9 to 17.

Law also revealed that the Standing Orders to-
gether with the papers tabled by the Adun will be made
available online in the next sitting.

This will give greater transparency and accountabil-
ity as the public can view for themselves what their
respective assemblymembers are doing for them.

Voters can now evaluate if they have put the right
person into the government to represent them as they
can scrutinise the performance via live streaming and
also read the issues brought forward by their state reps.

IN support of the
state govern-
ment’s effort to
develop more af-
fordable homes,
the Penang Is-
land Municipal
Council (MPPP)
and Penang De-
velopment Cor-
poration (PDC)
have planned for
the development
of medium and low medium-cost afford-
able homes at Jalan S.P. Chelliah in
George Town.

Some 1,900 units of medium-cost and
low medium-cost homes will be built on
an 11.04 acre site in the area.

This is in addition to the 11,800 units
of affordable homes that will be built by
PDC in Batu Kawan in stages over a 10-
year period.

The other affordable home projects be-
ing planned on Penang island, besides SP
Chelliah, are in Teluk Kumbar and Jelu-
tong.

With regards to the S.P. Chelliah pro-
ject, MPPP has appointed PDC as its
project administrator to administer and
manage the development of the land into
affordable homes.

To this end, a signing ceremony for the
joint development agreement between

MPPP, PDC and Zubicon Sdn Bhd was
held at PDC’s office in Bayan Baru on Nov
14.

Zubicon was awarded the project
through an open tender exercise.

The entire development of affordable
housing on the land must be fully com-
pleted within four years.

The related facilities that will be built
in this project include, among others, in-
frastructure like pavilion, linear park,
community park, riverfront point, market
street, big tree skyway, bus terminal, taxi
hub, and civic centre.

The development shall comply with the
Green Building Index (GBI) of Gold Class
and shall consist of 70 per cent green area.

No housing shortage

STATE committee chairman for
Town & Country Planning and
Housing Jagdeep Singh Deo has
refuted claims that there were no
more low-cost (LC) and low medi-
um-cost (LMC) units left for sale
as reported in several Chinese
press.

Jagdeep has cleared the air say-
ing that the Selection Process En-
hancement Committee (SPEC)
delivered the list of applicants for
17 pending projects comprising
1,061 LC and LMC units in August.

“That does not mean that there
are no more such LC and LMC
units left,” Jagdeep said during his
Deepavali Open House at Taman
Jajar.

“Clearly, the need to provide
name lists is ongoing. Projects are
ongoing and the requirement for
such name lists is not stagnant. We
will continually provide the name
list to developers upon request or
provide a fresh name list for current
projects in the instance of non-
takers of units ,” he added.

Since 2008 to June 2013, plan-
ning approval has been given to
developers for a total of 11,910 LC
and 7,776 LMC units and these
pending projects will eventually
require the list of applicants from
his office.

Apart from the developer pro-
jects, there are eight affordable
state housing projects, namely
three on the island at Teluk Kum-

bar, Jelutong, and SP Chelliah
amounting to 3,152 units and five
on the mainland at Kampung Jawa,
Ampang Jajar, off Jalan Berapit,
Bukit Juru and Batu Kawan
amounting to 15,941 units.

Thess 19,000 LMC and afford-
able housing units will range from
RM72,500 to RM400,000 and ap-
plication for such units will be
available commencing Dec 14 and
15 at the concourse level of Komtar
and at the Housing Department on
the 20th floor.

“I also call upon the federal
government to make good on their
promise to Penangites of the 20,000
units under PRIMA announced
under Budget 2014. I urge Urban
Wellbeing, Housing and Local
Government Minister, Datuk Abdul
Rahman Dahlan, to provide us with
the confirmation, location and
timeline of this PRIMA units,”
Jagdeep said.

Jagdeep also expressed his will-
ingness to work with the federal
government on this matter as po-
litical differences cannot be a rea-
son to deny Penangites the basic
necessity of housing and hopes to
receive a response from Abdul Rah-
man.

SPEC was set up by Jagdeep on
June 7 to undertake the selection
process togther with officers from
the Housing Department so as to
expedite the issuance of name lists
to housing developers.

In a press conference on Oct
25, MPPP secretary Ang Aing
Thye said: “As far as the three
major roads are concerned, no
change will be made with re-
gards to the current one-way
flow.

“However, MPPP will look
into the secondary roads if
there is a necessity. In future,
MPPP will continue to monitor

the flow. This decision was
made by the sub-committee for
traffic management on Oct 23.”

A detailed 7-page report
with the traffic count on each
road before and after the im-
plementation was given to
members of the media.

Speed tables and rounda-
bouts were some of the steps
taken by MPPP to control the
traffic while its personnel con-
tinue to observe the flow.

Some of the future plans are
to widen part of the Mount
Erskine Road from Burmah
Road/Gottlieb Road/Bagan
Jermal Road/Mount Erskine
Road to Tingkat Erskine. The
road widening work is ex-
pected to be completed in the
middle of next year. MPPP is
also aware of the bottleneck at
the Bagan Jermal fire station
and works are being carried out
to solve this issue.

“From MPPP’s study, we
found that traffic flow im-
proved and travelling time has
been reduced by 20 per cent,”
Ang said.

Second bridge further delayed

PENANGITES are wondering
when the Second Penang Bridge
(SPB) will be opened for them
to cross to the mainland and vice-
versa.

However, the people living in
Batu Maung area and those
working in the factories in Bayan
Lepas are even more anxious
because since the collapse of the
access road leading to the SPB in
July, their daily commuting has
been a nightmare since part of the
road is still closed.

Sensitive to the people’s
grouses, the assemblymember
for Batu Maung, Datuk Abdul
Malik Abul Kassim, together
with Exco for Works, Utilities
and Transport Lim Hock Seng
visited the SPB site office at
Jambatan Kedua Sdn Bhd
(JKSB) in Batu Maung on Nov
18 with a group of reporters.

Representatives from Penang

Real Estate and Housing Devel-
oper Association (Rehda) led by
their chairman Datuk Jerry Chan
also joined the entourage for the
briefing and site visit.

JKSB, incorporated on July 9,
2008, is wholly owned by the
Minister of Finance Incorporated
and was appointed as the conces-
sionaire to construct, manage,
operate and maintain the Second
Penang Bridge.

During the briefing by JKSB
staff, Lim voiced the state’s con-
cerns on the opening of the re-
paired access road to ease the
suffering faced by the people
living and working in the Batu
Maung area.

Lim was told that the road will
be ready by the end of this month.

As for the big question of
when the bridge will be opened,
Hamizol Ngah, construction di-
rector of JKSB, said: “We have
to wait for the directive from the
(Finance) Minister. However,
our project is 99 per cent ready.

“We are facing a slight delay
due to the completion of the toll
booths on the Batu Kawan side.”

The RM4.5 billion project
links Batu Maung to Batu
Kawan. The length of the bridge
is almost double of the 1st Pen-
ang Bridge. It spans 16.9 km one
way with another 7.1 km of ex-
pressway.

The meandering bridge has
two lanes with a motorbike lane.
An impressive “Gateway to Pen-
ang” arch is being constructed at
the Batu Kawan side to welcome
visitors coming to the island.

On the drive towards the is-
land, the sight of Penang island
is nothing like the view from the
drive on the first bridge.

On the first bridge, one sees
tall buildings, dense residential
areas in Macallum/Sungai
Pinang, the iconic Komtar build-
ing, Penang port, bright colourful
lights and things familiar to
Penangites.

However, when one is on the
second bridge, the island looks
so far away.

Gray and bluish hills in the
horizon give a new perspective
of the island. Lush green forests
take the place of the tall build-
ings.

Indeed, the opening of the
SPB will open up more areas for
Penangites to explore when they
can easily get to Batu Kawan and

SIGNIFICANT PROJECT MILESTONES

e The bridge is set to be the longest in Southeast Asia with the
total length over water of 16.9km.

e The bridge will be the longest bridge in the world that in-
corporates the High Damping Rubber Bearing (HDRB) which
provides an effective seismic isolation system.

e The first bridge in Malaysia utilising the seismic expansion
joint system which allows for movement from earthquake activ-
ity with fixed and movable options.

e The Cable Stayed Bridge bored pile design of 2.3m diam-
eter is among the deepest in the world at a depth of 130m.

e The Statnamic Load Test carried out for the bored pile was
among the largest in the world at 54 MN (meganewton).

e The Toll Plaza building is designed to achieve platinum rat-
ing criteria of 87 per cent Green Building Index (GBI) which
will be the first in Penang.

e The building also incorporate 80 per cent IBS (industrialised
building system) components that minimise environmental
disturbance while maintaining high quality and aesthetical as-
pect as well as adopting fast construction concept.

WITH the current global economy resulting in
price increases from commodities to basic neces-
sities, home prices all over the country, espe-
cially in Penang, have risen exponentially with
each passing year.

In light of this, the Penang Development Cor-
poration (PDC) will be starting a new project to
provide more affordable housing units for Pen-
angites currently residing on the mainland.

Situated in Kampung Jawa in North Seberang
Perai on a 8.8 acre plot of land, this proposal
entails a two-towered building block, one having

25 storeys consisting of 353 low medium-cost
units and the other tower having 35 storeys, made
up of 354 medium-cost units.

In addition to the 707 affordable living units,
the project will include facilities like a kinder-
garten, a wide open recreational area, a multi-
purpose hall and multi-storey car park bays.

PDC Properties Sdn Bhd chairman Wong Hon
Wai added that there will also be 17 units of shop
lots together with a surau.

“After selecting the most suitable contractor
via open tender, construction should be expected
to begin within the first quarter of next year,”
Wong added at a press conference in Kampung
Jawa.

New screening, form for
affordable home applicants

THE state government will soon announce
the list of successful applicants for affordable
homes of 766 units in 16 projects.

“The Spec-Select committee is continuing
to screen the applicants to ensure only the
eligible ones are given the chance of owning
a house of their own,” said Jagdeep Singh
Deo, exco for Town & Country Planning and
Housing, at a press release on Nov 15.

“We have also amended many clauses in
the PN1 form to improve and simplify the
housing application process,” he added.

Spec-Select, formed in June, has been
tasked to look into the entire system and pro-
cess involved in the selection of applicants
for low-cost and low medium-cost housing
units.

The Housing Department will have to

verify the status of eligibility of the appli-
cants.

Apart from the selection process, the com-
mittee has finalised the PN 1 application form
which has a substantial inclusion of the cat-
egory of affordable housing besides applica-
tions for low and medium-cost housing.

The affordable housing scheme is for
houses priced below RM200,000, RM300,000
or RM400,000 and applicants should have a
maximum monthly income of not more than
RM6,000, RM8,000, and RM10,000 respec-
tively for the said units.

Applicants have to be born, working and a
registered voter in Penang or have resided in
Penang for at least five years prior to the date
of the application and be a registered voter of
Penang.

Eligible Penangites may apply using the
amended form PN1 which will be open to
public on Dec 14 or do an online registration.

“The last exercise was in 2005. Lo-
cal governments in Malaysia need to do
this once every five years. Take note
that MPPP is considerate and mindful
of the rates they are imposing, which
will not be a burden to rate payers,” he
added.

Ang reported that in 2013, the annual
assessment collected was RM153.533
million. The assessment rates range
from one per cent for agricultural land
to 13.5 per cent for industrial land.

Generally, the rate for residential
properties ranges from 7-10 per cent.

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“Pink October” with Briged Wanita Pulau Pinang

EVERY year, “Pink October” is celebrated all around
the world as well as nationally as a noble cause to
raise awareness on breast cancer, which is the number
one killer disease among women. In October of 2008,
the White House was lit in pink to commemorate this
cause.

Survey by the Ministry of Health shows that 94%
of the cases treated in government hospitals are at
critical stage; treatment is difficult with the possibil-
ity of fatality. The state of affairs is largely
caused by lack of awareness among women to
go for early screenings. Many women also
depend on traditional medicines to prevent or
treat the disease.

This year, PWDC celebrated “Pink Octo-
ber” with our Briged Wanita Pulau Pinang
Induction Training participants. These train-
ings were held at the district level, in Seberang
Perai Utara, on the 19th of October at Sunway
Carnival Convention Centre and Seberang
Perai Selatan, on the 26th of October at Hotel
D’Jawi Bella respectively. They were organ-
ised by the Briged Wanita Pulau Pinang State
Level Committee together with the State Com-
mittee for Youth and Sports, and Women,
Family and Community Development with
PWDC as the Secretariat.

During these trainings, as part of our briefing to the
participants on the state government’s free mammo-
gram programme, we also spoke to the participants
about breast cancer awareness and the importance of
early screening. We have also spoke about the mam-
mography screening method which is particularly
useful in detecting the early stages of breast cancer.

The Honourable Chief Minister of Penang, YAB
Tuan Lim Guan Eng officiated both trainings. To

commemorate “Pink October”, all guests of honour
pasted a pink sticker on their thumbs and clothing
throughout the opening ceremony. In his speech, the
Chief Minister emphasised that awareness of breast
cancer and women’s health is important not only to
save the woman, but to save a family as well, because
women are often the pillar of the family.

Mammography is a common screening method,
since it is relatively fast and widely available in
developed countries. It is the process of x-ray imag-
ing of the breast area, and a mammogram is the re-
sultant film image. A mammography is typically used
for two purposes: to aid in the diagnosis of a woman
who is experiencing symptoms (called diagnostic
mammography), and for medical screening of appar-
ently healthy women (called screening mammogra-
phy). A trained female radiographer will assist pa-
tients during mammography. Usually, cancerous
growths detected through mammography are at
early stages and this enables women to seek therapy
early, and to retain their breasts without having to
go for a mastectomy.

The United States’ National Cancer Institute recom-
mends mammography screening with a baseline
profile beginning at the age of 35. Statistics from
developed countries show that 80-85% of cancer
patients are able to carry on with their lives as normal
because the disease was detected early and treatment
was successful. In Malaysia, sadly, that figure is much
lower, at around 58%.

The Penang state government will start a free mam-
mogram screening programme called “Mammo Pen-
ang”. The mammogram centre is targeted to open next
year. The programme is themed “Love Penang
Women” (“Sayangi Wanita Pulau Pinang”) with the
aim of raising awareness among women in Penang to
be more aware about their health and to promote

early detection before any growths are felt.

Mammo Penang targets women aged 35
above, who reside and vote in Penang. The
programme will operate within the portfolio
and under the supervision of YB Dr. Afif Ba-
hardin, the State Exco for Agro-Based Indus-
try Agriculture, Rural Development And
Health.

This programme, a first for Penang, is cer-
tainly a meaningful in promoting women’s
health and family welfare. The first of its kind
in Penang, it also aims to provide free trans-
portation to and from treatment centres to
facilitate easy access for women.

We look forward to this important step to-
wards reducing the risk of critical stage breast
cancer and fatalities among women in the state,
and to better and healthier Penang.

THE Penang International Airport in Bayan
Lepas is targeting to reach 6 million pas-
senger arrivals and departures next year in
conjunction with Visit Malaysia Year 2014.

Malaysia Airports Holdings Berhad
senior general manager (operations) Datuk
Azmi Murad said the recently renovated
airport is targetting an increase of 10% to
13% in passenger traffic growth next year,
following this year’s encouraging figures.

He said from January until October this
year, the airport recorded 4.4 million pas-
senger arrivals and departures, compared to
3.8 million during the same period last year.

“It is a 13.7% growth, which is very
positive. With November and December
being good months for air travel, we hope
to achieve between 5.2 million and 5.5 mil-
lion passenger arrivals and departures for
this whole year.

Meanwhile, Lim said the Penang airport
was now the third in the country in terms of
passenger traffic, after the Kuala Lumpur
and Kota Kinabalu international airports.

Hong Kong Express is Hong Kong’s
first and only low-cost carrier, flies direct
from Hong Kong to Penang and vice versa
once daily.

Hong Kong Express Airways Limited
deputy chief executive officer Andrew
Cowen said the airline aimed to bring
