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THE state government on Oct 6 signed a 
preliminary agreement with Consortium 
Zenith BUCG Sdn Bhd jointly with 
China Railway Construction Corporation 
International (CRCC) and Beijing Urban 
Construction Group to undertake feasi-
bility studies and detailed design works 
(FSDD) for the planned RM6.3 billion 
Penang highway and traffic mitigation 
projects involving three major inland 
road works and an undersea tunnel link-
ing Gurney Drive and Bagan Ajam in 
Butterworth.

The signing ceremony was witnessed 
by Penang Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
and president and chairman of CRCC 
International Co Ltd Zhuo Lei.

“The FSDD is a critical component of 
the total project plan to ensure that we 
meet the requirements,” said Consortium 
Zenith BUCG Sdn Bhd chairman Datuk 
Zarul Ahmad Zulkifli. 

“The initial phase of the FSDD project 
will take approximately a year and a half 
after which, upon approval, we will com-
mence the initial phase of tunnel and road 
works.”

Zarul added that construction will only 
begin after the FSDD and the follow-up 
environmental impact assessment (EIA) 
plans have been approved.

Concurrent with the preliminary 
agreement signing with the state govern-
ment, Consortium Zenith BUCG also 
signed two agreements with CRCC. 

The China state-owned multinational 
is assigned to work on detailed project 
design and engineering, materials pro-
curement, and construction of the tunnel 
and expressways. 

The agreements signed by the two 
Chinese owned companies with the 
Penang state government are the first 
step towards the completion of the 
major highways and tunnel by 2025 
namely:
• Tanjong Bunga-Teluk Bahang Paired  
 Road: A four-lane, 12km road to be  
 completed by 2018.
• Ayer Itam-Lebuhraya Tun Dr. Lim  
 Chong Eu: A 4.6km expressway and  
 a by -pass to be completed by 2019.
• Persiaran Gurney-Lebuhraya Tun Dr.  
 Lim Chong Eu By-pass: 4.2km of  
 expressway to be completed by 2022.
• Third Tunnel Link: 6.5 km of under
 sea tunnel to be completed by 2025.

CRCC will undertake 70 per cent of 
the construction works while Beijing 
Urban Construction Group will construct 
30 per cent of the project. 

They will provide completion guaran-
tees for the whole project undertaken.

“We firmly believe this project will not 
only improve Penang’s economy, but also 
benefit all Malaysians,” Lim said.

“Apart from multiple job opportuni-
ties, the contractors are committed to 
awarding contracts to Penangites and 
Malaysians. For the long term, we will 
also benefit from transfer of technol-
ogy and technical skills from an 
award-winning and reputable compa-
ny – all of which will enable local 
contractors to raise their standards and 
bid for local, regional, and interna-
tional projects.” 

Further these major infrastructure 
projects will improve connectivity and 
help to bring about development in Se-
berang Perai Utara (SPU). 

This balanced development is to give 
SPU a link after Seberang Perai Tengah 
has the 1st Penang Bridge and Seberang 
Perai Selatan has the 2nd Penang Bridge 
to achieve “two halves, three links, one 
Penang”.

The 6.5km undersea tunnel, the first 
in Southeast Asia, is estimated to be 
completed by 2025 and will connect 
George Town and Butterworth. 

The project is also subject to compli-
ance with Environmental Impact Assess-
ment Studies. 

The other three highways will be toll-
free.

The project will be funded exclu-
sively by local and international banks. 

In terms of funding concessions, the 
state government will award 110 acres of 
net land in its permitted land bank on 
Eastern & Oriental Bhd’s Sri Tanjung 
Pinang 2 and a 30-year toll concession to 
operate the tunnel with the same rate as 
that of the Penang 2nd Bridge.

“We working diligently to ensure that 
environmental and social and economic 
impact of this project have a positive 
effect in encouraging extended invest-
ments while flourishing the state’s 
economy,” added Zarul.

PENANG - come for the cendol, stay 
for the education. 

Not entirely a normal combination of 
words when describing Penang, but this 
could very well be one of the other ways 
people talk about Penang in the years to 
come.   

With Kolej Damansara Utama (KDU) 
set to open a campus in the Batu Kawan 
area, the island state could very well be 
on its way to actualise its plans of be-
coming a highly acclaimed educational 
hub.

At a press conference in Komtar, 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng an-
nounced that Paramount Corporation 
Bhd, the parent company of KDU, has 
acquired a 30-acre site in Batu Kawan 
from Penang Development Corporation 
(PDC) aimed at setting up a new univer-
sity college campus.

Ten acres will be set aside for devel-
oping the university college campus 
while the remaining 20 acres will be 

used for mixed development purposes.
KDU Batu Kawan is expected to take 

its first batch of students in five years 
with facilities which will be more in 
line with the requirements of a univer-

sity college, and a future university 
accredited campus offering courses in 
engineering, accounting, business, pre-
university studies, hospitality, culinary 
and tourism, information systems, mass 

communications, design and English.
“This is the second university pro-

ject in Batu Kawan following the re-
cent announcement by the University 
of Hull in the United Kingdom. Hull 
will be offering courses in law, ac-
counting, logistics, engineering and 
business studies by the latest, 2017,” 
Lim said.

Paramount will obtain all approvals 
from relevant authorities and complete 
this development at its own cost. 

KDU College Penang is currently 
working towards a university college 
accreditation.

“The presence of KDU in Batu 
Kawan along with Hull augurs well for 
education and knowledge-based projects 
planned by the state and PDC, all in line 
with the emphasis of the Penang Para-
digm on cultivating human talents by 
training, retraining and attracting talent 
as well as collaborating with universities 
to structure high-quality curriculum 
with knowledge-led growth ,” Lim 
added.  

KDU sets sights on Batu Kawan campus

up its affiliated campus in Batu 
Kawan. 

In addition, KDU has set its 
sights on setting up a second cam-
pus in Batu Kawan as well.

As mentioned by Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng in numerous 
press conferences pertaining to 
educational advancements in 
Penang, “The fuel of the future is 
not with fuel itself but in human 
talent.” 

It is safe to say that with a sec-
ond KDU campus, producing 
high calibre graduates will be a 
goal that is certainly achievable.

In light of this, Buletin Mutiara 
took to the streets of Penang to get 
a first-hand, real life, actual ac-
count  from current and previous 
KDU students regarding their 
experiences at KDU and how they 
felt about having a second campus 
in Batu Kawan.

Josh Tan, a student pursuing his 
degree in business, said: “My 
experience in KDU is one of the 
memories that I will cherish the 
most. You meet great people and 
get exposed to new things almost 

every other day. Having two cam-
puses works great for students. 
I’m guessing class sizes would get 
smaller over here at the main 
branch and in my opinion that 
creates a better student-to-lecturer 
ratio which will definitely increase 
the quality of learning.”

Mass communications student 
Ben Yeoh told us that studying in 
KDU was a wonderful experience 
for him as he enjoyed the teaching 
modules, facilities and, more im-
portantly, the social culture of 
camaraderie established during his 
time there. 

“With the new campus, it 
would allow more and more peo-
ple to attend KDU, which I feel is 
the best place you can study in 
Penang,” he added.

Sarah Khoo, a first class hon-
ours graduate from the School of 
Business Administration, gave us 
her side of the KDU experience. 

“In terms of the facilities and 
food it was alright. Many of my 
college mates constantly com-
plained of how inefficient the 
management was but after hearing 
stories from friends from other 
colleges, I’m thankful for KDU. 
Though its number 1 problem is 
parking spots for students, I feel 
it’s a very strategic location, being 
in the middle of everywhere (re-

ferring to the KDU campus on 
Anson Road).”

Her thoughts on the second 
campus: “It’s about time they 
expanded. Since now they are 
taking in way too many students 
than the current building can ac-
commodate. Also, the Butter-
worth /Prai people don’t even 
have to rent a place here and 
travel so far everyday just to attend 
classes.”

Diploma graduate from the 
class of 2009 Denise Chuang 
recollected the best times of her 
life.

“What made my diploma ex-
perience great was the amazing 
bunch of classmates with whom I 
shared my laughter and tears and 
the cheap and good cafeteria food!

Nick Choong, a business man-
agement and marketing student 
pursuing his degree said: “KDU 
has always been an ‘outgoing’ 
kind of college, with many on-
going activities related to culture, 
social issues and sports.

For me, 
campus life is not all about study-
ing or about the activities; it’s for

Students 
from the mainland won’t have to 
travel all the way down to Penang 
Island just to receive a good edu-
cation. Plus, it’ll boost the econo-

Chuang, a graduate from KDU’s 
mass communication degree pro-
gramme and also an executive at 

one of the top public relations 
companies in Kuala Lumpur.

“It is true that the people make 
the organisation; KDU Penang 
has proven this by having the best 
bunch of lecturers during my two-
year stint there. They are genuine, 
dedicated and are always at hand 
to provide us advice,” she said.

“We kept in touch over the 
years and I’m glad to have worked 
with them even though I’ve 
graduated. I’m certainly glad that 
KDU brought us these awesome 
lecturers who taught us what we 
know now.”

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THE opening of China’s new Consulate-General office 
in Penang reflects the burgeoning increase in Chinese 
tourist arrivals by 50 per cent at the Penang Interna-
tional Airport.

“The state government welcomes the announcement 
by Chinese President Xi Jinping that a new China 
Consulate-General office will be set up in Penang,” 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng said in a recent state-
ment.

The 50 per cent increase was recorded for the 2012 
period compared to 2011 and again another 50 per cent 
increase for the first six months of 2013 compared to 

the corresponding period in 2012. 
The involvement of Chinese contractors in the RM 

4.5 billion 2nd Penang Bridge project and the RM 1.2 
billion expansion of the Mengkuang Dam is a strong 
indication of the growing presence of Chinese com-
panies, Lim said.

The signing of the largest civil works infrastructure 
project in Penang’s history with Chinese contractors 
for the construction of four major highways worth 
RM6.3 billion, including Malaysia’s first undersea 
tunnel linking Gurney Drive to Bagan Ajam, will also 
deepen trade links between both China and Penang. 

“Hopefully these trade links will be bolstered by 
increased tourism arrivals,” Lim added.

The opening of the China Consulate General office 
follows the opening of the Bank of China branch in 
Penang last year. 

The China Consulate-General office will be the 
fourth one in Penang after the Consulate-General office 
of Japan, Thailand and Indonesia. 

This brings the number of foreign representations 
including Honorary Consuls (14) to 18, the second 
highest number of foreign representations in Malaysia 
after Kuala Lumpur.

Chinese Consulate-General 
office to open in Penang

A CUTLERY seller, a clothes trader and an as-
trologer! 

They were among the latest recipients of the 
Penang Development Corporation (PDC) micro-
credit scheme which has benefitted nearly 1,500 
people with funds of RM5.7 million given out 
as an interest-free loan.  

Though the numbers may not appear big or 
impressive, the lives touched, improved and 
families sustained are priceless.

This is yet another effort by the Penang Pa-
katan Rakyat people-centric state government to 
enrich and empower Penangites.  

Started in October 2009, the interest free 
loans, amounting from RM1,000 to RM10,000, 
have been given out to qualified applicants like 
hawkers, pasar malam traders, tailors, beauti-
cians and others.

“I want to open my third stall selling scarves 
for Muslim women and clothes with the 
RM5,000 I am getting.  It wasn’t difficult to ap-
ply for the loan and I am glad I now have 
money to buy more stock.  PDC officers come 
to my shop weekly to collect the pay-
ment and best of all, there is no inter-
est,” a smiling Rahayu Abdul Rahim, 
36, told Penang Deputy Chief Minister 
I Datuk Mohd.  Rashid Hasnon when 
she collected her cheque from him at a 
ceremony in PDC on Sept 25.

PDC general manager Datuk Rosli 
Hashim said PDC does not only give out 
the loans but also empowers the traders 
with training and courses to enhance 
their businesses.  “We want to encourage 
the culture of saving, help these traders 
to expand their network and provide 
them more capital,” he said.  

“Those who borrow and repay on 

time get to re-apply for a big-
ger loan and we have several 
who have applied for the third 
time.” 

Another recipient of the 
loan, Yeoh Teoh Yong, 42, 
from Nibong Tebal, brought 
his wife and baby along to get 
the cheque for RM4,000 
which he said will be helpful 
to expand his cutlery business.    

He heard about the loan 
from friends and was pleased 
that PDC makes it easy for 
him to apply.

An interesting recipient is Aru Purnataha 
Amutham, 43, who is an astrologer.  

She got a RM3,000 loan which she is going to 
use for renovation and start a business in “lucky 
stones” to enhance her fortune-telling services.

These petty traders have inspiring success 
stories to share because PDC officers are con-
stantly in touch with them.  

With the personal touch and motivation, many 
individuals have been empowered and enriched 
by the state’s people-centric efforts.

Small loan, big hopes

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A NEW Magneti Marelli auto-
motive lighting plant for the 
production of headlamps and 
rear lights for the automotive 
sector was officially opened in 
the Batu Kawan Industrial Park 
on Oct 8.

The plant is the third interna-
tionally acclaimed company to 
set up shop in Batu Kawan over 
the course of the past two 
months, showing the state gov-
ernment’s efforts in holding to 
its promise of bringing up Pen-
ang’s newest township.

The plant was built to replace 
its former facilities in Bayan 
Lepas due to a significant in-
crease in its production capacity 
which went up from producing 
1.7 million lighting units to 2.2 
million annually, with the 

chance to further increase its 
output to 2.9 million units a year.

The grounds of the new facil-
ity cover a total surface area of 
56 600 square metres with a 
workforce of 1,000 employees 
that could possibly grow by 50 
per cent in relation to the grad-
ual increase of the production 

capacity.
“We expect the sales growth 

for the lighting-related business 
in Malaysia to increase from 
RM365 billion this year to 
RM574 billion in 2017. This 
plant is bigger than the previous 
one with lots of room for expan-
sions which can and will in-

crease the production capacity,” 
said general manager of Auto-
motive Lighting China and 
Southeast Asia, Sylvian Dubois.

He added that the Asean mar-
ket is becoming increasingly 
important, both in terms of in-
ternal dimensions and as a pro-
duction hub.

The inauguration ceremony 
was officiated by Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng who said: “We 
are pleased that a world-class 
company like MAL has chosen 
Batu Kawan to site your facility. 
Together with other world-class 
companies like Bose, Haemon-
etics and Honda, MAL’s entity 
into Batu Kawan proves that 
Batu Kawan has attained inter-
national recognition as a loca-
tion of choice for world-re-
nowned companies.”

The plant will be committed 
to producing front headlamps, 
rear lights and fog lamps as well 
as LED-based technological 
solutions and will aim to provide 
its products to Japanese car 
makers like Honda, Mazda and 
Suzuki as well as Asean car 
makers like Proton and Perodua 
in Malaysia, Ford in Thailand 
and GM in Indonesia.

Magneti Marelli opens new 
automotive lighting plant

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GLOBAL technology research and 
advisory firm Gartner, in partnership 
with investPenang, held its Gartner 
Asia Pacific Local Briefing here Oct 9, 
giving technology and business leaders 
in Penang a platform to learn and share 
new knowledge and views regarding 
technology trends that are critical to 
the future of their businesses.

At this briefing, Gartner analysts 
identified critical technologies that will 
shape the future of devices, hardware, 
platforms, software and services and 
allowed local business owners in this 
sector to learn which business depend-
encies will shape the future of IT and 
how the critical technology decisions 
they make today will shape the tomor-
row of their companies.

The briefing is the first ever Gartner 
event to be held in Penang and is part 
of the local briefing series held in Sin-
gapore, South Korea and Taiwan.

Two top technology trends were 
discussed that day.

Firstly was understanding the new 
economy that came with the way con-

sumers today use the Internet. As 
stated by Gartner, in 2009 there were 
2.5 billion connected devices with 
unique IP addresses to the Internet; in 
2020, Gartner expects there to be up 
to 30 billion devices in total world-
wide. 

Total economic value predictions 
for this new economy is expected to 
hit US$1.9 trillion by 2020 as well. 

Understanding the evolution of this 
would benefit a wide range of indus-
tries like healthcare, retail and trans-
portation.

The second topic touched on was 
that of “Wearable Computing”, wire-
less devices worn or attached to the 
human body that include a sensor and 
circuitry to communicate status. 

Gartner predicts that by 2016, 
this will emerge as a US $10 billion 
industry. 

The greatest revenue opportuni-
ties for wearable smart electronics 
come from the fitness, athletic per-
formance,  communications and 
healthcare sectors.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who 
was invited so speak at the briefing, 
touched on the importance of informa-

tion technology 
in business as it 
influences the 
w a y  p e o p l e 
work, supports 
business pro-
cesses,  deci-
s i o n - m a k i n g 
and maintains 
the business’s 
c o m p e t i t i v e 
edge.

“Related to 
IT, I  believe 
you have also 
heard of the up-
coming tech-
nology of 3D 
printing or also 
known as addi-
tive manufac-
turing. In the 
Gartner report 
‘Forecast: 3D Printers, Worldwide 
2013’, the 3D printer market is said to 
have reached its inflection point and 
shipments of it worldwide would grow 
49 per cent in 2013. 

“As products rapidly mature, or-
ganisations will increasingly exploit 

3D printing’s potential in their various 
industries. 

“The state government hopes that 
companies here can take advantage of 
these opportunities as well,” Lim 
added during his speech at the Gartner 
briefing.

Technological trends swap meet

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THE US$80 million investment in 
Penang by National Instruments (NI) 
is a testament to the state’s success 
in attracting top-notch investors.

“We are proud to have this invest-
ment by NI, a global market leader 
of robotic software with annual rev-
enues of US$1.15 billion,” Chief 
Minister Lim Guan Eng said in a 
recent statement. 

With a headcount of 410 employ-
ees that is expected to increase to 
1,500 in 10 years, NI’s new facility 
here just feels like a carbon copy of 
its headquarters in Austin Texas.

Malaysia and Penang’s economy 
has shifted from extraction in the 
1960s to industrialisation, from the 
export of raw commodities to manu-
facturing. 

“In other words, Penang’s econo-
my was factor-driven by relying on 
basic commodities before being ef-
ficiency-driven by relying on manu-
facturing. Penang needs to be not 
only efficiency-driven but also inno-

vation-driven in manufacturing, 
services and even the public sector,” 
Lim said.

The key to future economic suc-
cess is not an over-reliance on one 
sector but to seek convergence of not 
only the manufacturing sector but 
also both the services and govern-
ment sector. 

Services sector includes not only 
tourism, medical treatment and educa-
tion but shared services such as finance, 
accounting and data processing.

The government plays an impor-
tant role as an enabler between 
manufacturing and services sector. 

“Government must also invest and 
innovate. The government must in-
vest in infrastructure, people, incen-
tives and subsidies,” Lim added. 

Penang’s successes in the services 
sector has even attracted First Solar, 
the world’s leader in solar energy, to 
set up their shared services outsourc-
ing hub not in their factory in Kulim 
but in Penang. 

“This gives us confidence that 
heavy investment by the Federal 
government in Kedah would also 
ultimately benefit Penang,” Lim said.

“What we need to do is to ensure 
a partnership of equals between the 
three sectors of manufacturing, ser-
vices and government.”

Penang remains top draw for investors

THE University of Hull from the 
United Kingdom is all set to open 
a main franchised branch, in asso-
ciation with ALC College, a sub-
sidiary of PKT Logistics, in Batu 
Kawan, increasing the capability of 
Penang in becoming an educational 
hub.

News of this has been the buzz 
for the past month and one more 
step towards this goal was actual-
ised when both educational insti-
tutes signed an MOI (memorandum 
of intent) on Oct 9 witnessed by 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng.

This venture was spearheaded by 
PKT Logistics chief executive of-
ficer Datuk Michael Tio, a graduate 
from Hull himself, who decided to 
bring the high quality of education 
from his alma-mater to the shores 
of Penang.

“When we came up with this idea 
of a concept campus, we decided 
the campus should be designed over 
an actual ship as we are heavily 
involved in the shipping business 

too. Once we conceptualized that 
idea, it is only appropriate that Hull 
be invited. As you know, hull is part 
of a ship,” Tio added the MOI sign-
ing at E&O.

The campus,  which will  be 
named ‘The Ship Campus’ will have 
a capacity of 5000 students when 
completed. Four blocks of student 
accommodation will be provided at 
the Batu Kawan campus, all named 
after their Hull siblings namely, 
Thwaite Hall, The Lawns, Needlar 
Hall and Taylor Court, ensuring a 
living accommodation similar to 
what one would expect in the 
United Kingdom.  

The Ship Campus is set to sail in 
2016 and will provide courses like 
Electrical and Electronics Engi-
neering, Mechanical Engineering, 
Business Studies, Logistics Studies, 
Accountancy and Law. The cost for 
these courses will be offered at 
competitive rates which are lower 
than actually studying at Univer-
sity of Hull. Visiting lecturers from 
University of Hull as well as per-
manent University of Hull teaching 
faculty will be based in Malaysia.

“For their convenience, 
escalators and a glass elevator 
will be installed.  The roof at 
t he  midd l e  pa r t  w i l l  be 
changed to allow increased 
level of lighting to provide a 
sense of security to the users.”  

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng suggested using solar 
panels for a cleaner and green-
er building, and less use of 
electricity.  

The upgrading work is ex-
pected to be completed by the 
end of 2015.

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EXCO for Housing, Town 
and Country Planning Jag-
deep Singh Deo has urged the 
Urban Wellness, Housing and 
Local Government Ministry 
to clarify whether there are 
still funds in the 1Malaysia 
Maintenance Fund (TP1M). 

 “I wrote to the ministry on 
June 12 to enquire on the sta-
tus of the 114 applications by 
low-cost (LC) and low medi-
um-cost (LMC) flats in Penang 
to seek aid from TP1M,” he 
said recently.

 “And I received a reply on 
July 8 that the ministry was 
still in the midst of taking 
over the portfolio of Urban 
Wellness which was previ-
ously under the Federal Ter-

ritories and Urban Wellbeing 
Ministry.

 “ W h e n  t h e  S a u j a n a 
Heights Apartments joint 
management body (JMB) ap-
proached me with a letter 
from the ministry dated  April 
24, I was shocked by its con-
tent.” 

He added that the ministry 
could not carry out mainte-
nance works due to insuffi-
cient funds.

 “If the ministry lacks 
funds, why did they give me 
a different reply?”

Jagdeep added of the 114 
applications, only one from 
Penang - for Taman Emas, 
Sungai Batu in Teluk Kumbar 
- was approved.

He then sent another letter 
on Sept 19 to ask the ministry 
whether it had funds in the 

TP1M.
“If there are 

no more funds, 
the state gov-
ernment has de-
cided on a new 
formula to use 
t h e  s t a t e ’ s 
RM50 million 
allocation under 
the Housing As-
s i s t ance  P ro -
gramme of Pen-
ang, Yes! (HAP-
PY!) for main-
tenance of the flats.

 “Under the TP1M, the 
Federal  government wil l 
subsidise the maintenance of 
LC and LMC units through-
out the country, at a 90:10 
and 70:30 ratio respectively,” 
he said.

Jagdeep added that the bal-

ance of 10 per cent  and 30 
per cent would be borne by 
the state under HAPPY!

M e a n w h i l e ,  S a u j a n a 
Heights  Apar tment  JMB 
chairman A. Joseph said the 
cost  of  the  maintenance 
would reach RM1 million.

“Faulty lifts, broken roof-

ing, leaking water tanks and 
cracks have to be repaired. 
Painting work is also need-
ed,” he said.

 “Yes, we do collect main-
tenance fees monthly from 
the residents, but this is not 
enough as the amount needed 
is just too much.”

NATIONAL Institute of Occupational Safety and 
Health (NIOSH) chairman Tan Sri Lee Lam Thye 
has urged the 143 local authorities nationwide to 
bid for the National Safety and Health Administra-
tion System (OHSAS) 18001: 2007 accreditation.

He said they should follow the footsteps of the 
Seberang Prai Municipal Council (MPSP) which 
was recently awarded the Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration System 18001: 2007 certi-
fication.

‘This accreditation is an honour for MPSP,” Lee 
said at a press conference after handing the OHSAS 
18001:2007 certificate to MPSP president Maimu-
nah Mohd Sharif on Oct 1.

  “It shows their concern and care for the safety 
of their employees at the work place by providing 
proper safety conditions for them.” 

He added that many local authorities were hesi-
tant in implementing the requirements of the Oc-
cupational Safety and Health Act 1994.

 “The Act was created to protect the employers 
and ensure a safe working environment.” 

Meanwhile, in her speech, Maimunah said in July 
2012 MPSP has targeted to obtain the OHSAS 
18001: 2007 accreditation by July 2013.

“My challenge to MPSP staff to be positive think-
ing to achieve excellent teamwork in a year, fi-
nally bore results when in August 2013, we were 
awarded the OHSAS 18001: 2007 certification by 
NIOSH,” she said.

 “I understand that MPSP represents the first lo-
cal council in West Malaysia and the second  in the 
country to obtain the OHSAS 18001: 2007 ac-
creditation.”

Maimunah said among the factors for MPSP to 
strictly follow the guidelines set by OHSAS include 
cost reduction and cut down losses due to work 

stoppage resulting from injury or accident, improve 
productivity and workers moral and also lessen li-
ability claim from employees.

She added that apart from obtaining the OHSAS 
18001:2007 Certification, MPSP has also achieved 
the ISO 9001:2008, EMS 14001:2004 and Penang 
Green Office Project awards.

IJM support for Penang squash

THE state government introduced the stateless 
person programme in February to deal with the 
rising number of “eligible” permanent residents 
being denied citizenship by the National Registra-
tion Department (NRD). 

“Those applicants were born and bred in Ma-
laysia,” said Penang Deputy Chief Minister II Prof 
Dr P Ramasamy, who is also chairman of State 
Economic Planning, Education and Human Re-
sources, Science, Technology and Innovation 
committee, at a press conference on Oct 8.

“We can only assist in filling up the application 
forms but it is all up to Putrajaya to take action,” 
added Ramasamy, stressing that the difficult ap-
plication process resulted in higher failure rates.

Thus, Penang has placed a citizenship assistant 
officer in all five districts to help them out. 

Till Oct 7 this year, 351 cases, 60-70 per cent, 
are from the Indian community whose applications 
had been sent to Putrajaya. 

“It is a great injustice when people are denied 
their rights to citizenship after 40, 50, 60, and 
even 70 years of living in Malaysia,” Ramasamy 
said.

“This means they lose out on all privileges, like 
voting rights, getting bank loans,  BRIM and many 
more.”

Despite having Penang-born parents, MooiYeok 
Pheoy,53, said his application has been denied 
five times without any reasons given and clueless 
as to what is required.

The same goes for Perak-born Konthandabaani 
who had blue-IC parents, finished Year 6 and able 
to write in Jawi but also being rejected on flimsy 
grounds.  

Among the problems faced are a year of pro-
cessing duration, no guarantee of the approval, 

lack of coordination between the state registration 
department and NRD and many cases of orphans 
who did not know the status of the biological 
parents.

To overcome the problem, Penang has made a 
few suggestions. 

For those over 50, born in Malaysia and holding 
MyPR, exemptions should be given for the lan-

guage test and granted automatic citizenship if 
their children are Malaysian citizens.

In the Star on Sept 19, it was reported that three 
applicants managed to get citizenship through 
civil summons.

The state programme wishes to do the same 
since cases highlighted by the mass media stand 
a higher chance of approval. 

Uncertain future for the stateless

FOR some 1,200 people it was a challenging Sun-
day morning walking “handicapped” and contrib-
uting to charity at the same time.

While most of them were blindfolded, some also 
wore earplugs to be in the shoes of the hearing 
impaired. 

 These participants came from all strata of so-
ciety and some came from other states for the fifth 
session of “Walk for Sight and Sound 2013” held 
at Penang Municipal Park on Oct 6.

About 100 disabled people from St. Nicholas 
Home for the Blind and the Society of the Disabled 
Persons Penang also took part in the event. 

Those who were not blindfolded guided par-
ticipants who were visually disabled or had blind-
folds on.

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟州政府欢迎中国国家
主席习近平的宣布，那就是中国将在槟城设立新
的参赞处；而槟城新的中国参赞处，也反映了近
年来到槟州国际机场的中国游客及商务旅行游客
激增了50%。

他表示，2012年，中国前来槟城的游客比2011
年增加了50%，2013年首六个月中国来槟游客人
次再次比2012年同时期增加了50%。中国承包商
在槟城第二大桥涉及45亿令吉的工程，以及价值

12亿令吉的孟光水坝扩建工程，正是中国公司在
槟城不断增加的指标。

林冠英于10月5日发表文告时表示，槟城将与
中国承包商签署槟城历上最大的土木工程基建合
约，价值63亿令吉，包括我国第一个连接新关仔
角及峇眼阿占海底隧道，这将会加强中国与槟城
的商贸联系，希望游客的增加能进一步促进这些
贸易联系。

“随着去年中国银行在槟城设立分行，今年中
国选择槟城设立参赞处，这将是继日本、泰国及
印尼之后的第四个参赞处。这也令槟州的外国代
表人数包括名誉参赞从14名增加至18名，这也是

继吉隆坡之后第二多外国代表的州属。”

他说，中国位于槟城的参赞处也确认了槟州做
为国际及智能都市的地位日渐重要，这是马来西
亚 第 二 个 拥 有 联 合 国 科 教 文 组 织 文 化 遗 产 的 城
市，是旅游胜地也是医疗旅游中心。新设立的中
国参赞处将协助槟州政府将槟城打造成一个共享
金融服务、会计及数据处理的商务流程外包中心
(BPO)。

“槟州政府有信心，新设立的中国参赞处标志
着中国在槟城的投资及旅游业的旅程碑，它将让
中国及槟城都受惠，尤其是今年我们将庆祝槟城
及厦门结为姐妹市20周年，其意义更为深远。”

中国在槟设参赞处

美国的第一太阳能公司（First Solar）
将他们的资源共享服务外包设施设立在槟
城而不是居林，让人坚信联邦政府在吉打
促成的重大投资也可惠及槟城。

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟城为能获得国
家仪器8000万美元的投资感到自豪，国
家仪器是一家领先全球机器软件市场，
年盈利11亿5000万美元的企业。目前在
槟城拥有410名员工的国家仪器将在10年
内增员1500名。我发现槟城的国家仪器
厂房设施完全跟我在2009年官访国家仪
器在德萨斯州奥斯丁总部如复印般一模一
样。

他表示，大马与槟城的经济在60年代工
业化转型，从出口原料转型为制造业。换
句话说槟城以往的经济在还没有依赖效率
导向的制造业之前，是依赖条件导向的原
产品。而今，槟城不止需要效率导向，更
需要拥有创新导向的制造业、服务业，甚
至是公家领域。

槟城首长林冠英于9月30日发表文告时
指出，槟城希望能向国家仪器学习如何提
升制造业，并扩大成为服务业，以便可以
往更高的层次迈进。未来关键的经济成功
模式，不再于过渡仰赖单一领域，不过却
汇集了制造业、服务业及政府。所谓服
务业不只是旅游业、医药服务及教育，也
包括金融、会计及资讯处理的资源共享服
务。

政府作为制造业与服务业之间的率先启
动者扮演着重要的角色，因此政府也必须
投资及创新。政府必须投资在硬体设施、
人才、奖励与津贴；同时政府必须在政策
模式上创新：

· 松绑原有的规则，减少官僚作业

· 舍弃非核心事业或必须承认“政府 
 对经商需要做的事，就是别亲自经 
 商”

· 允许自由及公平竞争

· 鼓励增加人力资本，如今人才已经 
 成全球经济的“新石油”

“ 无 可 否 认 ， 槟 城 能 被 K P M G 国 际 会
计公司列为全球31个商业服务外包中心
（BPO）的其中一个据点，槟城自有其必
要条件。两年前，州政府毅然做出重要决
定专注这项服务领域，因为他们能高薪聘
请了100%的本地员工。”

“我没有预料槟城的商业服务领域反映
热烈，导致如今A级的办公室几乎缺市。
今年来槟的顶尖大企业还包括亚洲航空将
其资讯科技、采购及人力资源共享中心从
曼谷迁移到槟城。营业额450亿美元的全
球食品业巨人丰益国际也在槟城设立资源
共享服务中心。”

他续称，花旗集团也刚在槟城设立他们
最新的金融服务外包公司，聘请了超过
1000名本地员工作为营运每年2000万笔
交易量，共5.8兆美元交易额的最大区域

设计（FSDD）是整个工程计划最重要的环
节，以确保能够达到相关要求。

“最初阶段的工程计划，预计将需要1年
半，一旦获得批准，我们将展开海底隧道及
公路的初期工程。”

再鲁也说，唯有完成可行性研究及详细工
程设计(FSDD)，并在环境评估被批准后，建
筑工程才会开始。

另一方面，为配合Consortium Zenith 
BUCG与槟州政府签署初步协议书，该公司
也与中国铁建国际集团有限公司签署两份协
议书。

该家由中国政府拥有的跨国公司将负责详
细工程设计、工程、原料采购、海底隧道及
高速公路的建筑；该两家中国公司与槟州政
府签署协议书，为将于2025年竣工的四项高

速公路及隧道工程的开启第一步。

中国铁建将会负责70%的建筑工程，而北京
城建集团将负责30%的工程。他们将会提供
整个工程的竣工保证。

林冠英坚信，这项工程不只会改善槟州的
经济，也会让全国人民受惠。

“除了无数的工作机会，承包商也承诺将
工程合约颁给槟城人及马来西亚人。长期来
说，我们也将从得奖及信誉良好的公司学习
科技转移，这将让本地的承包商提升他们的
水平，竞标本地、本区域及国际工程。”

“再说，这些主要的基建工程将能够改善
槟威两地的连接，并协助威北的发展。这项
平衡发展是为了让威北有一个连接点，目前
威中有槟城大桥连接，而威南有槟城第二大
桥连接，实现“两岸、三通、一个槟城。”

长达6.5公里的海底隧道，连接乔治市及北
海，是东南亚第一个海底隧道，估计在2025

《有限的公职生涯》

所谓“书中自有黄金屋”，
每一本书都有其值得探索的价
值，也是咱们知识的泉源。校
园 里 的 学 生 们 除 了 上 课 时 间
外，图书馆就是另一个可以让
他们们吸收更多知识的地方。

继课室以外，图书馆应是每一
间学校的“必需品”，这是最
基本的设施。遗憾的是，我国
现有的学校图书馆多数面对设
备简陋，书籍不足的问题。一
些郊外学校，除了要解决校园
环境恶劣外，也基于学生人数
少为由，校园内没有一间像样
的图书馆。

根据官方统计显示，我国人民
的平均阅读量比1年有365天的
数目仍处在低阶段，平均阅读
量低至每年只有8本书。

在欧美和亚洲国家中，比如新
加坡、美国、英国、法国、澳
洲、纽西兰等，身在当地，无
论在校园内或公共场所，随处
都可找到阅读角落，或设备完
善的图书馆。当地国民在受到
书香熏陶下，读书风气必然也
相继提升。

当地的读书文化不局限于学
生而己，而是延续到青年、中
年至老年人，实实在在地反映
出“读到老、学到老”的精神。

说来惭愧，反观我国各州各
县的公共图书馆，除了设备和
书籍不足外，甚至一些郊外地
区，仅设有流动图书馆。到访
时间也只介于每两週至每月一
趟而己，少得可怜。

缺华文
书籍，

配合《
星洲日报》的推动，鼓励民众
捐出二手书，结果反应相当踊
跃。

届时，我促请中央政府有必要
认真看待每州每县图书馆的重
要性，在提升人民的阅读风气
上多加努力，预料到提升图书
馆的设备将惠及全民。

因面对图书馆设备不足，许
多人被逼到书局或托海外朋友
邮寄书籍，自费买书，加重负
担。

说回爪夷选区，虽然这里设有
一间图书馆，但碍于多年来设
备都不完善，知道的和到访的
民众少之又少。这是导致当地
的读书风气非常弱的其中一项
因素。

所谓“民富”，才能“国强”
，要培育人民养成良好的阅读
习惯，灌输他们大量知识，以
开拓他们的视野，在各造的配
合下才能栽培出优秀的下一代。

现阶段，我正着手考察和了解
有关这方面的背景和概念，希
望不久后，可向爪夷至全槟人
民捎来好消息。

《居者有其屋！！！》

十月四日，我和大山脚国会议员沈志强一
起在大山脚督苏布村向其中一户人家借宿
一夜，深切地体会到”居者有其屋”的迫
切性。

这个村的五十多户家庭因为被逼搬迁的问
题，而需要政府从中协助。作为人民代议
士，站在人民的基本住房权利和发展之间，
我除了给予职责范围内的全力协助，也希望
各造可以人道地处理这个问题，并确保搬迁
可以在和平和公平的情况下进行。

碰巧，联合国定下的”世界人居日”落在
10月7日（即每年十月的第一个星期一），
我呼吁所有马来西亚子民认真地思考和监
督政府制定的政策，以捍卫自身的权利，
同时确保我国没有严重贫富悬殊的问题，
没有弱势群体在发展中被忽略或边缘化。

发展的意义并不是给人民带来痛苦，也不
是给发展商带来绝对的利益，或助长朋党
主义和贪污风气。人民要的是一个以民为
本的全民政府，无论是国阵和民联政府都
必须无时无刻地警惕自己，并制定利惠全
民的政策。

在房地产价值高涨的经济蓬勃发展浪潮
中，许多低收入者的弱小声音应该被听
见——我们需要可负担房屋。

槟城政府今年已敲定兴建约2万单位可负
担房屋的计划；中央政府也说要在5年内推
出100万间可负担亲民房屋。

人民和非政府组织应该全力地监督这些政

府承诺实行的惠民计划，确保政府没有开
出空头支票。唯有如此，人民才能真正地
从政府制度中受惠，一起迈向成为高收入
国的目标。

“世界人居日”的宗旨是，反思城镇和
城市的状况和人人享有适当住房的基本权
利。但随着世界人口的增长，我们的居住
环境面对越来越多问题，一些人人都应享
有的基本权利，如拥有适当的住屋和享用
基本设施如公共交通等，往往被以利益为
主的商业发展所忽略掉。

而首当其冲的受害者通常是年轻人。青年
沦为房奴的现象越来越普遍，同时也背负着
卡奴和车奴的称号。在政府希望人民追求更
高的生活水平之际，政府在制定财政预算案
或任何发展政策时，必须积极地听取人民的

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槟已逝申请者仍领取福利金   
有心人政治化问题

针对《2013年总稽查司报告》指槟州
福利局在2006年至2012年期间，仍发
放34万4540令吉福利金给已逝世的申请
者，槟州环境、福利及爱心社会委员会
主席彭文宝回应，有关方面有意政治化
这个问题，目的是让槟州民联政府“背
黑锅”，因为槟州福利局是隶属联邦政
府，而不是槟州政府部门。

根据槟州福利局的最新数据显示，在
去年7月至今年7月期间，有720名已逝
世的申请者，已被当局终止援助金；而
槟州目前有2万3600多人申请援助金，
根据当局列出新条规，这些申请者每年
必须重新向当局提出申请，才能继续领
钱。

彭文宝指出, 槟州政府是首个推行通过
银行匯款方式发放福利援助金给申请者
的州属，当援助金已过账到申请者的银
行户头，如果没有人在21天内领出这笔
钱，银行就会退还给槟州福利局。

“每名申请者必须在期限结束前的3个
月，再度提出申请，这做法是為了减轻
当局官员的负担。为了有效解决这个问
题，福利局已实行中介连接系统，与国
家登记局连线，可以在5分鐘内查探有关
申请者是否已经逝世。”

他指出，当局也已从今年开始缩短领取
援助金的期限，由21天减至10天，若10
天内没有人领出该笔款项，银行就会直
接退还给当局。

他出示数据时表示，在240间租屋中，其中
133间已经申请转名手续，而当中的93个申
请者已处理，68个已经获得批准；其余的25
个被市政局拒绝申请个案中，10个被收回租
屋，10个正在上诉，5个已交回市政局。

他说，每3至5年，市政局都会进行调查行
动，除了更新租户的资料以外，也彻查租户
是否虚报资料或者是隐瞒市政局，若当局发
现租户冒充或给假资料将会采取行动。

他强调，拖欠租金的租户将会收到当局发
出的信函，若是贫穷者，可以与市政局商
量；若已逝世的租户欠下的租金就将由转名
的家属或亲戚承担。

他补充，租屋的维修将在获得公开招标后
才可进行租屋内外的维修，所以行动较为缓
慢。

另外，他也针对英报《星报》一篇标题为
《租户非法安装冷气机》的报导做出回应，

那就是市政局将了解实际现况，从体恤及以
人性化角度看待租户在租家内安装冷气机，
因部分租户向市政局官员表示家中有长者及
婴儿无法忍受炎热，所以被逼安装冷气机，

而有些则是社团等福利机构所赠送的。

他说，根据租户条约，若租户能够提出合
理诉求的情况之下，市政局将会批准租户们
申请安装冷气机。

跑的固本收费制，及将于明年5月落实的电子预付收费制，
而他希望这2个新系统将为民众带来便利。

无论如何，他也没忽略将因随着新收费系统落实而失业的
抄写员，他促请获得新系统的公司能够给予援助，安顿这些
抄写员或业者，以免他们面对失业或生计顿失的困扰。

的月票，月费是每月150令吉，而首半年优惠20巴仙，因
此，民众能够以120令吉购得月票。

他表示，槟州政府重视槟州迈向发展稳健的计划，惟当一
个城市发展快速时，就会面对严重的交通阻塞情况，因此，
地方政府就必须采取数个方案来解决这些问题。

“在每个城市，交通工具数量越来越上升，当面对交通阻
塞问题时，地方政府必须采取短期方案来解决问题，同时停
车位系统也会因为停车位不足而成为一个问题。”

他说，槟州交通大蓝图揽括了短期、中期解决方案，而目
前属于槟岛市政局管理的停车位共有1万1000个，而这1万
1000个停车位每日要应付7万辆汽车的高峰期，是个严峻的
挑战。

槟岛市政局一直以来采用角子机及抄写员的收费制度，收
费也从以前的10仙涨至现在的30仙、40仙。

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英 国 人 莱 特 上 校 于 1 7 8 6 年 开 埠
槟榔屿以后，大批华裔先民基于经
济因素前来拓荒谋生。他们从中国
带来家乡的传统文化与习俗，也为
了 守 望 相 助 而 自 发 地 成 立 了 综 合
性、血缘性、地缘性及业缘性社会
组织，但这些社会组织都不具备政
治目的。然而，所谓“政治是管理
众人之事”，虽然华裔先民不主动
涉及政治，但由于华裔人数日益增
多，殖民地政府在各个时期通过委
任在华社负有名望及权力的富裕华
裔为甲必丹、咨询局委员、工部局
局员等公职，通过他们来维持华社
的法律及秩序，无形中也将这些华
人领袖带入政治领域。

槟榔屿首任甲必丹是辜礼欢。辜礼
欢在被委任为槟榔屿甲必丹以前，
他已是吉打州华人甲必丹。据说，
英国海军在莱特上校的率领下登陆
旧关仔角的第二天，辜礼欢在得知
消息后来到槟榔屿，并献上一张渔
网给莱特上校，以示效忠。1790年
左右，莱特上校委任辜礼欢为槟榔
屿甲必丹，当时岛上华人多数聚居
在乔治市附近，估计不超过两百人。

自1857年1月以后，殖民政府委任
杰出且富裕的华社领袖出任公职，
这些机构包括工部局、保良局、华
人参事局等，使华裔先民有机会参
与公共事务。例如，辜上达为辜礼
欢曾孙，经营百货业，受委多届工
部局局员；林花鐕从事海外贸易、

中 药 材 生 意 等 ， 于 1 8 9 0 年 受 委 为
华人参事局参事；谢增煜经营船用
杂货及百货生意，被委为工部局局
员，华人参事局参事等。这些受委
官职的的华裔除了巩固及扩大本身
在 槟 榔 屿 经 济 和 政 治 的 影 响 力 以
外，同时也肩负谋求同胞福利的重
任。

辜上达（1833─1910），祖籍福建漳州海澄，辜礼欢曾孙，

林花鐕（1837─1912），祖籍漳州海澄三都鳌冠社。他从事
海外贸易、中药材生意等。早在1890年就受委为华人参事局参
事，1905年受封为太平局绅。

切合时宜的修正刑事程序
法令与刑事法典，以加重
刑事罪犯的刑罚，是国阵
联邦政府日见国内犯罪案
件有增无减的恶化，而采
取的一种亡羊补牢的重典
举措。

但是，如果不及时根除一
些立法者与执法者对性别
平等的歧见和对性暴力犯
罪的迷思，尤其是对性侵
受害者所遭遇的羞辱，再
严厉的法治，也只不过是
治标而不治本，而不能对
症下药的根治社会弊病。

这好比强制性的判处死
刑的贩毒罪，明知道是死
刑，还是有那么多人挺而
走险，不惜陪上生命，也
要闯关。这说明了虽然严
竣的法例会起一些程度的
阻吓作用，但是，还是不
能连根拔起，贩毒案件仍
时有所闻，屡见不鲜。

国内妇女权益组织经年来
的力促之下，尽管国阵联
邦政府就两性平等及打击
性暴力的法例上已有所改

进，但是，在整体的政府
政策，性教育和社会观念
上，我们仍然大有进展空
间。

两性不平等已经被公认为
衍生性暴力的主要导因。
如果继续纵容和包庇那些
经常在言论上肆意羞辱女
性及歧视女性尊严的政治
人物，再多的严厉法例，
也 是 无 济 于 事 ， 虚 有 其
表，无助于杜绝性暴力案
件的滋生。

非常需要加以纠正的是，
一般性暴力受害者在警方
录取口供的查案过程中，
会受到查案警官有意无意
间的轻视与歧见，她们经
常面对令女性难以启口的
难堪问题质询。这种情况
继续存在的话，女性受害
者要在法庭上获得司法公
正的诉求，就会受到妨碍。

根据调查数据，在2000
至2010年，国内总共发生
25,363起的强奸案及19,465
起的非礼案，其中3,255起
发生在槟州，占了个案总
数的将近10%。更甚的是，
这 些 罪 犯 在 法 庭 被 定 罪
的，只有仅仅的4%，而因

证据不足而被判释放却不
等于无罪的，却高达45%。
这说明了我们现有的司法
程序仍有瑕疵。

社会观念认为性侵受害者
有些时候是女性本身咎由
自取，因为穿著暴露而招
引性侵，甚至有者认为要
防治性犯罪，女性只能自
保。

发出这种歧视女性言论
的政治人物，应该受到制
裁，他们不配做为一个具
有崇高道德思想的人民代
议士，他们不应该继续受
拥护，更不能参政竞选。
身为公众人物，他们必需
在言行立下表率，因为缺
少了妇女选票，他们是无
望当选的。

根据最新发布的《香港
妇女遭受暴力经验调查》
结果显示，在曾经遭受性
暴力的妇女当中，有超过
90%都会对性暴力哑忍。这
种情况在马来西亚也略有

所同，原因是太低的定罪
率，让女性对司法行使公
正的成效不怀信心。

因此，既然有了严竣的
法例与刑罚处分，执法成
效也必需相应提高，才能
相辅相成的收到预期的效
果。在这方面，警队的破
案效率与主控官和法庭的
治罪效率，也一样需要加

以改进。

目前仍然存有许多对女
性不公的传统社会习俗迷
思 ， 有 了 重 典 治 罪 的 法
例，有了最起码的保障，
紧接下来的工作是教育更
广大的女性知道和运用她
们的权力和权利，继之才
能移风易俗，实务的做到
两性平等的尊重女性。

• 审理强奸未成年少女初犯者之法官，不可引用刑事 
 程序法令第294条文判处被告守行。

• 犯下2宗或以上罪行的被告之每项控状刑期，必需分

• 提高强奸罪之最低监禁刑期从至少5年提高至10年，

CHOW Kon Yeow, exco mem-
ber for Local Government, 
Traffic Management and Flood 
Mitigation, has called on youth 
to have their voice heard.

THE walking dead may not be 
among us, but based on the 
2012 Auditor-General’s Re-
port, a total of 240 MPPP 
public housing units have 
been, in a sense, rented out to 
240 tenants who have already 
died!

In short, clearing any zom-
bie alerts, the 240 living quar-
ters were registered under 240 
tenants who, from their ap-
pointed tenancy up till now, 
have passed away. 

From a legal standpoint, 
current tenants, are required to 
re-register their homes under 
their own names.

The problem here, as stated 
by the Auditor-General’s Re-
port, was a case of falsifying 
tenancy authentication. 

These units, bought by the 
state government, are meant to 
house individuals below the 
poverty line in Penang. 

With unregistered tenants 
or, in this case, individuals liv-

ing under the guise of deceased 
tenants might hinder the state 
from housing those who are in 
dire need of living arrange-
ments.

“The Public Housing Ten-
ancy Agreement states, rented 
premises occupied by tenants 
and occupants will be regis-
tered. When a tenant dies, the 
lease immediately ends unless 
stated on a written request of 
family members within 30 
days from the date of death of 
the original tenant,” was taken 
from the Auditor-General’s 
Report.  

As of now, out of the 240 
Penang Is land munic ipal 
Council (MPPP) public hous-
ing units, only 133 new tenants 
have submitted requests to 
transfer tenancies to their own 
names, leaving a total of 107 
units unaccounted for. 

Out of the 133 new requests, 
93 have been processed. From 
the 93 processed requests, 68 
have been approved and 25 
were denied new tenancy due 
to false authentication. 

As of now, the MPPP has 
verified false tenancy authen-
tication and confiscated a total 
of five public housing units.

“We normally conduct a 
general housing check and 
survey every three to five years 

on the units,” said MPPP coun-
cillor Tan Hun Wooi at a press 
conference recently.

“Some people provide us 
with false information and 
when this happens, we report 
the matter to the police and 

proceed to take back the unit. 
In light of these incidents, we 
will set up new guidelines to 
ensure that current tenants are 
who they say they are and are 
still alive. This will help tight-
en our authentication efforts.”

THE Social Welfare Department has come 
out with an immediate response to the 2012 
Auditor-General’s Report which said gen-
eral aid management in the state is “unsat-
isfactory” with regards to withdrawals from 
the deceased accounts which amounted to 
RM344,540. 

“Penang government was the first state to 
start using transactions through Bank Sim-
panan Nasional (BSN) instead of vouchers 
since 2008 to avoid fraud,” said Phee Boon 
Poh, state exco for welfare, caring society, 
health and environment. 

“I regret the accusation of poor imple-
mentation,” Phee said, adding the depart-
ment is under the Federal government, not 
the state.

“Our review had shown RM331,620 was 
refunded by the bank and the balance of 

RM12,920 has yet to be collected from the 
kin of the deceased,” said department direc-
tor Zulkifli  Ismail. 

“Since August, we have been using ALIS 
(Agency Linkup System) and National Reg-
istration Department records to track the 
death of the general aid recipients and it only 
takes five minutes to do so,” he added. 

Since January, Penang has implemented 
yearly applications, cross-checking applica-
tion with ALIS and a 10-day processing 
period. 

Using ALIS, 15 cases have been termi-
nated in the last two months. 

The department has set up a task force at 
district level to ensure recipients receive the 
new rate of RM100 instead of RM70 through 
the integrated system of welfare aid (iSBK). 

To date more than 23,600 applicants have 
received help from the department compared 
to 7,600 in 2006.

Br i t ton  was  speaking af ter 
launching the event with Penang 
Island Municipal Council (MPPP) 
president, Datuk Patahiyah Ismail.

Some 2,000 people attended the 
event on the morning of Sept 22, 
already car-free every Sunday 
since 2011.

Organised by Think City Sdn 
Bhd, the activities included street 
games, bicycle rides and a Zumba 
dance competition by Zero Fitness 
Dance Studio.

Britton, who came at the invita-
tion of Think City to witness Pen-
ang’s first attempt in celebrating 
the global event, said the earliest 
Car Free Days had taken place in 
Iceland, Britain and France in 
1995.

 “Since then, more than 10,000 
car-free days have been organised 
worldwide,” he added.

A DIALOGUE on “Sustainability, Mobil-
ity, Accessibility in Penang: Challenges 
and Opportunities” was held on Oct 2 at 
the MPPP Town Hall.

“We have completed 70 per cent of the 
147km-long bicycle lanes,” said Penang 
Island Municipal Council (MPPP) Engi-
neering Department director Addnan 
Razali while presenting 
the cycling route slide-
show at the dialogue. 

The 147km involves 
Category Two (5m wide) 
and Category Three (4m 
wide) where the bicycle 
lanes are shared with oth-
er vehicles. 

“Part of the 38km route 
from Batu Maung to Teluk 
Kumbar, 12.5 km coastal 
route from Queensbay to 
Komtar involving five 
main contractors IJM 
Land Bhd, Tropicana Ivo-
ry Sdn Bhd, Midas Ceria 
Sdn Bhd, CP Landmark 
Sdn Bhd and Asia Green Group, will be 
ready by end of next year,” he added.

Addnan also showed the increasing 
number of cyclists in the state and the plan 
for a 20km eco-route passing through the 
beautiful padi fields and villages.

Meanwhile, the latest project is the 
RM4.5 million bridge for pedestrians and 
cyclists across Sungai Pinang onto Tun Dr 
Lim Chong Eu Expressway which is ex-
pected to be completed by next May.

Currently, chief coordinator of Penang 
Transport Master Plan (PTMP) Lim Thean 
Heng is focusing on the opposite flow of 
the bicycle lanes for safety reasons. Be-
sides eye contact, road users will be aware 
of each other.     

The Chief Minister’s Bicycle Master 
Plan deserves acknowledgement. 

“It is a focus in the new mobility agen-
da and Penang has rooms for improve-
ments,” said World Car-Free Day founder 

Prof Emeritus Dr Erik 
Britton. Prof Britton 
shared his 50 years of 
experience in order to 
improve the state mo-
bility system for eve-
ryone’s benefit.

THE Penang Legislative Assembly’s 
Public Accounts Committee (PAC) has 
launched an inquiry into RM66 mil-
lion e-Tanah system, reported to have 
numerous issues with its implementa-
tion.

This fully-computerized system 
was aimed at replacing all manual 
documentation and paperwork in re-
gards to the state Lands and Mines 
Department.  

The e – Tanah project started in 
Penang as a pilot project between 2005 
and 2007 and was to be utilized by six 
departments in the Land and Mines 
Office and its district land and district 
offices.

The system is made up of nine 
modules - registration, development, 
disposal, acquisition, revenue, en-
forcement, auction, strata titles and 
permission of titles, mortgages and 
leases.

“The Auditor-General’s Report 
2011 had pointed out the errors in the 
system where only four out of the nine 
modules were fully functioning while 

the other five were not operational and 
were still being handled manually by 
department officers,” said PAC chair-
man Wong Hon Wai at a press confer-
ence after chairing the first Penang 
PAC meeting.

“We want to investigate this matter 
because the National Audit Depart-
ment found that the overall implemen-
tation was less than satisfactory. This 
is a federal project costing RM66 
million that would involve all five 

districts and land offices. We need to 
see if there have been leakages in the 
procurement and awarding of con-
tracts,” Wong added.

Wong assures the public that the 
PAC will pick up this responsibility 
and execute it as best they can, staying 
true to the “competency, accountabil-
ity and transparency” motto of Pen-
ang, stressing the importance of get-
ting to the bottom of this issue as 
Penang was the first state to adopt this 
system.

The Penang PAC is made up of nine 
assemblymembers. Besides Wong (Air 
Hitam), the others are Yap Soon Huey 
(Pulau Tikus), Dr Norlela Ariffin (Pen-
anti), Datuk Mohd Salleh Man (Pema-
tang Pasir), Dr. Jayabalan Thamb-
yappa (Batu Uban), Muhamad Farid 
Saad (Pulau Betong), Mahmud Zaka-
ria (Sungai Acheh), Omar Abdul Ha-
mid (Pematang Berangan) and Shah 
Haedan Ayoob Hussain (Teluk Ba-
hang).

PAC will be holding regular meet-
ings to investigate this issue and 
hopes to reach a conclusion to solve 
these discrepancies by the end of next 
year.

THE Church of Divine Mercy (CDM) in 
Sungai Ara near Bayan Lepas was de-
clared a parish on Oct 8.

This historic moment was witnessed by 
some 1,000 people as all of the 918 seats 
available were filled up. 

At the ceremony, Rev Father Martin 
Andrews Arlando was installed as its first 
priest.

“This is a unique occasion for parish-
ioners to witness the establishment of 
CDM as a Parish,” Father martin said.

 “Perhaps, none among us have wit-
nessed a church being declared a parish 
in our lifetime.”

Also in the congregation were Father 
Martin’s parents, Arlando Arokiam, 74, 
and Vanakka Mary, 63, as well as his 
siblings, Stella Roseline and Celestine.

Raised in Seberang Prai, Father Martin 
grew up serving in the Church of the 
Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary in 
Butterworth and was a deacon of St 
Anne’s Church in Bukit Mertajam.

Earlier at the ceremony, Bishop of the 
Penang Roman Catholic Diocese Bishop 
Sebastian Francis and Father Martin 
signed a document on Father Martin’s 

appointment as the parish priest.
Bishop Sebastian later handed over 

a mock key to Father Martin as a sym-
bolic gesture to mark his appointment.

CDM, located in Jalan Kenari, Sun-
gai Ara, was built in 2010 at a cost of 
RM6.8 million and came under the care 
of Cathedral of the Holy Spirit in Ting-
kat Besi, Island Park, while awaiting 
papal appointment of a parish priest. 

Land for the church to be built was 
donated by a parishioner in 1989. With 
the opening of CDM, there are pres-
ently 14 Catholic churches in the state 
- nine on the island and five on the 
mainland.

CDM comprises a four-storey annexe 
building with 15 classrooms, adminis-
trative offices, the priest’s residence and 
also a meeting room.

According to information at the temple, the 
history of goddess Arulmigu Kamatchi Amman 
originates from the South Indian town of 
Kanchipuram.  

Known for being humble, goddess Kamatchi 
is one of the three famous goddesses worshipped 
by people all over India.

In Air Itam, a humble attap temple was built in 
the early 1900s by a community of goldsmiths, 
blacksmiths, carpenters, span smiths and scupltors 
known as Vishwakula.  After a long struggle, a 

proper temple was built in 1944.

temple is the Navarathri Festival which is a nine-
day celebration which coincidentally falls in the 
lunar month when the Penang Chinese Taoists 
celebrate the Nine-Emperor God Festival.

Finale of the celebration is a grand 
procession followed by the carrying of the 
palkudam (milk pot).  The chariot procession takes 
place on Oct 15 this year and will pass through 
several temples in George Town.  During the 
procession, devotees are welcome to join the 
procession and obtain the blessings of Arulmigu 
Kamatchi Amman.”

“Similar email addresses such as penangmarathon.
gov.my.1@gmail.com and penangmarathon.gov.my.2.@
gmail.com claimed that participants can now register for 
PBIM 2014 using BitCoin and they can participate in 
“PBIM Bitcoin Lucky Draw.”  

Law has reported the matter to the Malaysian Com-
munications and Multimedia Commission (MCMC), 
police and the email providers regarding this matter.  

“This is the first time such a scam is happening.  We 
expect 47,000 runners in this year’s PBIM 2013.  

“The registration for PBIM 2014 is not yet open so 
we urge the public and those who receive such emails 
to be aware and be careful.  We cannot be sure if the 
system was hacked as our webmaster said no hacking 
activities were detected.  

“We are also not sure if the database was leaked.  Let’s 
wait for an investigation,” Law said.

Beware of 2014 
marathon scam

PENANG Bridge International 
Marathon (PBIM) 2013 partici-
pants can rejoice because they 
now have a chance to win a 
Honda City.

Aun will see that run-
ners get herbal pills to 
keep them from get-
ting “heaty” after the 
run.

Met after the hand 
over of the mock key 
of the Honda City, 
Syed Aidid explained 
why he contributed a 
car.  

“In deep commit-
ment to the marathon 
scene in Penang, I am 
contributing a prize to show my 
support to YB Law and the 
PBIM.  I myself have partici-
pated in many marathons since 
the 1980s and this is just to show 
my earnest support,” he said.

FROM scorching the skies with 
skyscrapers and airplanes, to put-
ting one’s mark on the highest 
peaks of the planet, man has al-
ways pitted himself against the 
forces of nature. 

It was just a matter of time 
before this concept was built upon 
into an extreme sport full of grit 
and glamor.

In line with the concept of go-
ing against nature in the name of 
sports, the International Skim-
boarding Competition 2013 got 
underway  on our shores on Oct 
5 and 6, where we saw heated 
battles up in the air and on the 
waves where boarder went against 
wave against man.

Skimboarding is a board sport 
in which a skimboard (a smaller 
version of the full-length surf-
board without fins) is used to glide 
across the surface of the water. 

Differing from surfing, a skim-
board run begins from the shore-
line as the board is dropped onto 
the thin wash of previous waves. 
The momentum built from this is 
then used to skim out to the on-
coming breaking waves which 
skimboarders ride in a manner 
similar to surfing. 

W h i l e 
doing so, 
the skim-
b o a r d e r 
would be 
expected to 
perform an 
a r r a y  o f 
aerial tricks 
on the wash 
o f  t h e 
waves they 
ride, mak-
ing this a 
major dif-
ference between the two water 
board sports.

The competition, a joint ven-
ture between the Penang Skim-
boarding Association and the 
Penang state government, saw a 
turnout of 68 contestants from all 
over the world with their eyes set 
on the prestigious championship 
title in various categories.

Chong Eng, chairman of the 
committee for Youth and Sports, 
Women, Family and Community 
Development, who officiated the 
opening ceremony, said: “It is 
important for teenagers to spend 
their time with sport activities.”

A total of four categories 
were seen in the competition - 
Women, Junior (aged 13-17), 
Senior (30 years and above) and 
Men’s category.

The prizes for first, second and 
third placing were handed out by 
Teh Yee Cheu, assemblymember 
for Tanjong Bungah and a long-
time advocate of sports develop-
ment and healthy living. 

Prizes were given out in plastic 
garbage bags, in line with the 
theme of this year’s competition, 
“Keep our oceans and beaches 
clean.”

After being handed the prizes, 
Penang Skimboarding president 
Kee Jet Shon jokingly told all 
winners: “Now with the plastic 
bags you all get, take out the 
prizes, bring the bags back to your 
beaches and make sure you use it 
to clean up the place.”

 Board outfits for the competi-
tion were sponsored by Hurley 
Malaysia and energy boosts were 
provided by Red Bull.
