BUKIT Gelugor MP Ramkarpal

Let
us not interfere with the investi-
gations,” Ramkarpal said at a
press conference in Komtar on
Aug 19.

Yew Kuen, 66, told members
of the press that he tried to pre-
vent a man from charging and
hitting the younger Lee on Aug
17 at Farlim.

As a result, he was hit on the
head three times and started to
bleed.

He showed media members
the blood-stained shirt he wore
that night and the wound he had

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PBA explains murky waters

CONSUMERS in the state were re-
cently subjected to murky water from
their taps.

Water concessionaire Perbadanan
Bekalan Air Pulau Pinang and PBA
Holdings Bhd (PBA) were asked by the
state exco to explain to the public why
water to consumers throughout Se-
berang Perai and some parts of Penang
island was found murky.

PBA general manager Jaseni Maid-
insa was at Komtar on Aug 13 to provide
an update on the incident to the media.

“The primary cause of murky tap
water in Penang recently was the sudden
spike in the turbidity of raw water from
Sungai Muda that was more than 3.5
times the normal rating,” Jaseni said.

Turbidity is the measure of suspend-
ed particles in water.

Sungai Muda in Seberang Prai is the
primary source of raw water for Penang.

Its raw water is treated at Penang’s
biggest water treatment plant, the Sun-
gai Dua Water Treatment Plant (WTP)
and the treated water is supplied
throughout Seberang Prai, and delivered
to Penang Island as well via twin sub-
marine pipelines.

The normal turbidity of raw water
from Sungai Muda is about 90 NTU.

At 9.30pm on Aug 9, the turbidity of
raw water from Sungai Muda suddenly
rose to 161 NTU.

The turbidity of the river water con-
tinued to rise until it hit a peak of 341
NTU, or more than 3.5 times above the
normal level, at 10am on Aug 10.

“The Sungai Dua WTP personnel and
treatment systems could not cope with
the raw water. The filtration system
became choked. As a result, the treated
water pumped from the Sungai Dua
WTP to consumers was murky for about
12 hours from around midnight on Sat-
urday to noon on Sunday,” Jaseni added.

“We did not delay the aid as it concerns the basic
necessity to live comfortably,” said exco for Housing
and Town & Country Planning Jagdeep Singh Deo
after handing over the cheque to the residents’ rep-
resentatives on Aug 15.

Jagdeep, who is also Dato’ Keramat assembly-
member, added it is upsetting that the federal govern-
ment only approved 14 out of 119 applications for
TPIM since 2012 with only three in the Pakatan

2016 completion for SPICE

THE Subterranean Penang International Con-
vention and Exhibition Centre (SPICE) project
in Bayan Baru is 37.5% completed and ex-
pected to be ready in 2016.

SP Setia (Property North) general manager
Khoo Teck Chong said the arena, which is an
attraction for trade fairs and events, was almost
fully refurbished.

Penang Island Municipal Council (MPPP) at
the site recently.

Also present were MPPP building director
Yew Tong Siang and SP Setia’s senior project
manager technical dept, property division
(North) Anilarasu Amaranazan.

Khoo added that the SPICE Club, which
houses the aquatic centre, would have more
facilities such as a gym, badminton courts and
children’s playground.

“Besides providing the state’s swimmers

with better facilities, we will try to make the
club a more family-oriented place,” he said.

Enveloping the SPICE club would be the
Setia commercial and retail spaces where most
of the food and beverage outlets will be located.

“There will be a lot of activities taking place
here, especially with our convention centre and
the arena in the midst. Guests want to have
coffee or have their breaks and this commercial
and retail space is where they can go,” Khoo
said.

He added that piling work for the convention
centre had been completed but the continuous
bore piling work was still in progress.

“We also have the SPICE Hotel project in
the pipeline, which will feature two 23-storey
towers that are connected to the sPICE conven-
tion centre and the arena,” he said.

Among the external works that have been
completed are the bicycle lane and jogging
track, new fencing, two guard houses along
with the replacement of old street lights.

Meanwhile, Chow said the state government
and MPPP would monitor the progress of the
project to ensure that all regulations are fol-
lowed.

AVID hikers now have another attraction with the
recent launch of Penang Hill’s latest facility, an
850m trail from the lower station up to the middle
station.

‘Show us the PRIMA housing projects’

JAGDEEP Singh Deo, exco for Housing and Town
& Country Planning, has once again questioned the
federal government on the promised affordable hous-
ing under the PRIMA (Perumahan Rakyat 1 Malay-
sia).

At the same time, he reminded Datuk Zainal Abidin
Osman, the Penang Federal Action Council chairman,
to concentrate his efforts on building affordable hous-
ing units in Penang under PR1IMA as promised.

According to a media report, Zainal claimed that
not a single unit of affordable housing was approved
by the Penang State Planning Committee.

Jagdeep called on Zainal to provide details of the
projects providing 9,850 low-cost and affordable hous-
ing units, which he claimed had been submitted to the
State Planning Committee.

“Datuk Zainal alleged that these housing units were
not approved in the last eight months. To my knowl-
edge, none of their projects have been rejected,”
Jagdeep said at a press conference on Aug 8.

“In any event, it must be stressed that the State Planning
Committee which is chaired by the Chief Minister himself and
which comprises state executive councillors and heads of depart-
ments of all agencies will meticulously assess all applications
for development by all parties and not just federal bodies.

“It must be noted that stringent technical requirements must
be met before a project can be approved,” Jagdeep added.

“However, it is absolutely disappointing that until today, not
even one unit of PR1IMA affordable housing has been submitted
for approval to be built in Penang despite my numerous cor-
respondence with PRIMA and even the Prime Minister,” Jag-
deep said.

roadshow
kicks off

IN an effort to inform the public
about the state’s affordable hous-
ing projects, the state housing
department, is kicking off a series
of affordable housing roadshows
called, ‘Mission: Home Possible’.

State exco for town & country
planning and housing, Jagdeep
Singh Deo said the roadshows,
which started on Aug 23, will take
place every two weeks on Satur-
day.

“We understand that it is dif-
ficult for applicants who are
working to come and submit their
forms on a weekday, during work-
ing hours. As such, I have de-
cided to go on this series of
roadshows to make it easier for
everyone to submit their applica-
tions and to further inform the
public about our affordable hous-
ing projects,” Jagdeep said.

The roadshows would cover all
13 parliamentary constituencies
in Penang, first in the Jelutong
and Tanjong constituencies, with
the other 11 taking place in the
following weeks.

Venues for the roadshows will
be updated as the series moves
along and Jagdeep said the state
housing department will be se-
lecting public locations like malls
and other public places to make
it even easier for people to drop
by.

“Since the launch of the new
Borang PN1 application forms for
affordable housing last Decem-
ber, a total of 100,000 forms have
been taken by the public with
some 3,000 forms returned to us
so far,” Jagdeep added as he re-
minded the public that the state
government is placing the provi-
sion of affordable housing for first
time Penangite buyers as its top
priority.

The requirements to be an eli-
gible buyer of affordable housing
in Penang, applicants must be a
Penangite or show that they’ve
been residing in Penang for at
least five years, be a registered
voter and a first-time house buyer.

Jagdeep added that together
with Penang Development Cor-
poration, the state government
will be providing some 20,000
more units of affordable housing
within the next five to 15 years.

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More patrols to curb crime

THE police have started extra patrols in six crime-prone spots
as George Town moves to reduce cases of snatch theft.

For a start, 30 personnel from the tourist police unit carry out
their duty in police cars, motorcycles and even bicycles from
noon to midnight.

“Safety has been our concern and we are gearing up to curb
crimes,” said Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng in a press conference
on July 24.

Lim expressed his gratitude to the Royal Malaysian Police
who promised to intensify their efforts to combat theft, robbery
and other crimes.

Lim also added that the state government will study the pro-
posal made by Penang police chief Datuk Abdul Rahim Hanafi of
having one-way streets in the heritage area to deter criminals.

Despite the crime index for the period January-June seeing a
drop of 7.8% compared to same duration last year, reports show
there have been cases of tourists falling victim to snatch thieves
and even bogus cops at the heritage area.

Northeast district police chief ACP Mior Faridalathrash Wahid
in a recent report said a couple from Hong Kong lost RM6,000
to two culprits who introduced themselves as “police” at the
junction of Lebuh Pantai and Jalan Penang on July 6.

“Two snatch thefts also took place in the heritage area in
early July that involved foreign tourists,” added Mior.

Thus, the community of Penang needs to do much more in
helping the police fight crime in order to create a safer city.

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Landmark community contract the first of
its kind in Malaysia and Southeast Asia

AUG 17 saw Penang setting a new
milestone with the launch of the Projek
Perumahan Rakyat Jalan Sungai (PPR
Jalan Sungai) Community Contract,
which is the first of such community-led
initiative undertaken at the local govern-
ment level in Malaysia and the greater
region of Southeast Asia.

PPR Jalan Sungai Community Con-
tract was launched by Chief Minister
Lim Guan Eng in a festive celebration
that was also attended by EXCO for
Youth & Sports, Women, Family and
Community Development Chong Eng;

This GRPB pilot project with the
residents of PPR Jalan Sungai was initi-
ated in April 2012 and involves a “bot-
tom-up”’, four-phase process in which
the residents identified their needs and
priorities in terms of their residential

complex.

With building maintenance and clean-
liness being voted as the most important
concern, the GRPB team along with the
residents’ association, Pertubuhan Ko-
muniti PPR Jalan Sungai (PKPJS),

drafted a proposal for PKPJS to take
over the cleaning contract of PPR Jalan
Sungai.

MPPP in response awarded the clean-
ing contract to PKPJS, and in doing so
forged a new precedence as it has been
the norm of municipal councils to award
cleaning contracts to external contractors.

Apart from managing the cleanliness
of PPR Jalan Sungai, PKPJS had also
embarked on a beautification project that
saw the repainting of their building.

In his speech, Lim commended the
residents of PPR Jalan Sungai for their
efforts in giving their residence a re-
markable facelift that was far from its
former deplorable state.

“This project shows that when trust
and responsibility is given to the people
to act as partners of the State and to take
care of their homes, the result will
positive transformation,” he said.

Lim also presented the PKPJS the

THE Seberang Perai Municipal Council
(MPSP) recently announced that it made
a surplus revenue of more than RM2.7
million last year merely by emphasising
prudent spending.

MPSP president Maimunah Mohd
Sharif in her speech at the corporate as-
sembly on Aug 7 said income for the
council for 2013 amounted to
RM197,069,228 with total expenditure of
RM199,811,772, leaving a surplus of
RM2,742,544.

“In reducing costs (expenses), MPSP
will always ensure the quality of services
rendered is not affected,” she added.

As with most local councils which al-
ways face financial demands, Maimunah
said she will continue to find ways and

means to reduce costs and increase reve-
nue.

All contracts should have added value
and generate lucrative outcome while the
overall departmental authorities should
boost collecting returns and practise sav-
ing, added Maimunah.

Also present at the gathering were
MPSP secretary Rozali Mohamud and
MPSP councillors.

Maimunah also listed out the ongoing
flood mitigation and drainage upgrading
projects implemented by MPSP at a total
cost of more than RM 10 million.

Among the areas involved in the pro-
jectare Taman Machang Bubuk, Jalan
Kampung Baru, Taman Sri Nibong and
Taman Siakap.

“I DON’T think the council (Penang Island Municipal Council or MPPP)
is on top of things. They need to pull up their socks,” a displeased exco
member for Local Government, Traffic Management and Flood Mitigation
Chow Kon Yeow said.

Chow issued the stern reminder after a few Category 2 heritage build-
ings were either demolished or too run-down to be restored to their former
glory.

Category 2 heritage buildings are those with heritage value but are
sited outside of the George Town UNESCO World Heritage Site.

He repeated his call that both MPPP and the Seberang Perai Municipal
Council (MPSP) must ensure that demolition of heritage buildings can
only be done after approval has been given.

“The approval process must be very stringent and comply with existing
conventions and standards. Whatever guidelines that have not been put
in place must be put in place immediately,” Chow added.

“I want the councils to be on top of things because they are not, right
now. As we can see, unauthorised works are being done,” he said.

Recently, Chow took a group of media members to the Runnymede
building which has been left to rot for several years.

“I want the developers to know that they cannot think they can leave
the house to rot and then only submit their planning permission and when
the building is too bad to be salvaged, the council will be forced to ap-
prove.

“That’s not the way to develop! If a building has heritage value and is
under the list of heritage buildings, then all efforts must be made by the
landowners to develop and restore the building to its former condition,”
Chow said.

He also said that he has written to Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who
holds Heritage portfolio, and to the MPPP regarding this matter.

Chow was accompanied by architect Lawrence Lim to have a look at
the building materials salvaged from heritage building 218 Macalister
Road.

Tiles, timber, bricks, window frames and other parts have been salvaged
from the building.

The usable parts will be restored to the original building after develop-
ment in the surrounding areas is completed.

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MPSP marks 40th year

THE Seberang Perai Municipal Council
(MPSP) had many things to celebrate in con-
junction with its 40th anniversary on Aug 16.

It is an understatement to say that MPSP
has been performing well over the years as it
has received a multitude of international
awards such as the “Best Cities Award* from
the Europe Business Assembly.

Its president, Maimunah Mohd Sharif, has
proved to be a capable leader even winning
the “Best Cities Manager Award* also by the
Europe Business Assembly, thus accrediting
her efforts to maximise MPSP‘s output while
minimising cost.

Another notable milestone for MPSP is the
accreditation of the ISO 50001: 2011 (EnMS)
under the Energy Management Systems after
a3% or 69411 kW decrease in energy con-
sumption by its head office in 2013 from 2012.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was also
proud that MPSP has officially fully taken
over waste disposal systems in Seberang
Perai.

“One of the key importance of taking over
the waste disposal system from private con-
tractors is so that we can employ more local
workers.

More CCTVs for Seberang Perai

THE Seberang Perai Munic-
pal Council MPSP has added
86 more closed-circuit televi-
sion (CCTV) cameras around
its three districts to further
deter crime and ensure safety
among the residents, tourists
and foreign investors.

The state government add-
ed 56 CCTV cameras which
cost around RM9.8 million
over a span of five years while
the contractor sponsored the
remaining 30.

With the 86 cameras which
began operation on Aug 18,
the total number is now 110
units distributed as follows:
37 in North Seberang Perai

“We are anticipating another 20 units from the Hous-
ing and Local Government Ministry,” said MPSP sec-
retary Rozali Mohamud.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was present to officiate
the launch of the CCTVs at the MPSP control room.

“We are very serious about safety in Penang. There
are three ways in which we can further reduce crime in
the state,” he said.

“First is for the state government to have good coop-
eration with the police, second to have more CCTV
cameras and streetlights and lastly improving our Penang
voluntary patrol unit (PPS),” Lim said.

He urged the people of Penang to not solely rely on
the local councils and the police but to assist them how-
ever possible and report all crimes if they should witness
any as the statistics will help the authorities allocate
resources in combating crime.

AN exhibition of Maori carvings was launched
at the Tuanku Fauziah Museum and Gallery at
Universiti Sains Malaysia (USM) as part of the
arts aspect of this year’s George Town Festival.

The opening of the exhibit was officiated by
USM vice-chancellor Datuk Dr. Omar Osman
and David Pine, New Zealand High Commis-
sioner to Malaysia.

THE greatest testament of confidence in
the state government comes in the form
of a RM1.05 billion investment from
Seagate.

While all sorts of wild allegations and
false claims were thrown up by the op-
position, data and figures provided by
the authorities like MIDA put a stop to
all of them

On Aug 11, Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng said in a press statement: “Up to
May 2014, Foreign Direct Investment
(FDI) into Penang amounted to RM3.1
billion in investments - up from RM3.9
billion for the whole of 2013. Up to May
2014, FDI into Penang’s manufacturing
sector amounted to RM2.34 billion, up
from RM 1.8 billion for 2013. However,
theses figures from MIDA of FDI of
RM?2.34 billion does not include Sea-
gate’s RM1.05 billion investment.”

Lim said: “Penang remains attractive
to high technology and innovation based
investors and there is a gradual trend of
investors moving their higher knowl-
edge content jobs especially research
and development and design. Three to
four new projects in the state will be
announced in the course of the year
which may not be recorded in MIDA’s
investment figures.”

There is also a surge of Shared Ser-
vices Outsourcing or SSO investors in
Penang - such as Wilmar, CitiGroup, Air
Asia, IHS, First Solar Global Service
and TOLL - which offered high-income
and high-value jobs to locals over the
last two years.

Even though investments by SSO in-
dustries are not captured in MIDA fig-
ures, this industry provides average net
salaries of RM5,783 per month (accord-
ing to MDEC, 2014) versus average of
RM2,786 per month in the manufacturing
sector (according to DOS, April 2014).

This sector currently employs over
7,000 people.

The state government has signed a
RM11.3 billion joint-venture agreement
with Singapore’s Temasek Group to
carry out the Penang International Tech-
nology Park in Batu Kawan and BPO
projects in Bayan Baru that will create
21,000 high-value jobs.

Also not captured in the MIDA fig-
ures are investments in six new hotel
projects with an approximate gross de-
velopment value (GDV) of RM693
million materialising on the island be-
tween 2014 and 2017 (Malaysian Hotels
Association, Penang Chapter). Using the
multiplier factor of 4.75, the 1,157 new
hotel rooms are estimated to create
5,500 new jobs in accommodation and
