The Penang Island Munici-
pal Council  (MPPP) will be 
upgraded to Penang City

The application made since 

2010 had received the Cabi-
net’s approval and is awaiting 
an official proclamation by the 
Yang di-Pertuan Agong.  

Chow said that it is prema-

ture to provide further details 
on the impact of the change of 
status and will do so after re-
ceiving the consent of the 
Yang di-Pertuan Agong.

 Penang first got its city 
status on Jan 1, 1957 upon a 

royal charter granted by Brit-
ain’s Queen Elizabeth II and 
since then MPPP has contin-
ued to celebrate City Day on 
Jan 1  each year although the 
city status was lost in the 
1970s.

BULLIED with lies – that was 
what Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said regarding the uproar on 
the Allah issue recently.  

Lim said headlines were played 
up by certain media claiming he 
tried to interfere in Islamic affairs 
with his statement that an Islamic 
religious edict or fatwa is not ap-
plicable to non-Muslims because 
Islamic laws cannot be imposed 
on non-Muslims.

On Dec 14, Lim had issued a 
statement that said: “This posi-
tion that a fatwa does not apply 
to non-Muslims is not only hu-
man and morally right but also 
sanctioned by the Federal Con-

stitution and even embodied by 
the Administration of the Reli-
gion of Islam (State of Penang) 
Enactment 2004. Section 49 (1) 
of the Enactment states that a 

fatwa shall be binding on every 
Muslim in the state…, without 
mentioning non-Muslims, clear-
ly restricting its application on 
Muslims.”

He regretted that Home Min-
ister Datuik Seri Ahmad Zahid 
Hamidi had either been misin-
formed or is deliberately trying 
to distort the issue for political 
gain to raise hatred and threaten 
him for interfering in Islamic 
affairs.   

“Ahmad Zahid should be 
training his guns on MCA for 
demanding that the Penang state 
government repeal the Adminis-
tration of the Religion of Islam 
(State of Penang) Enactment 
2004 to allow the use of the word 
‘Allah’ by Christians,” Lim said.

“The Penang state govern-
ment had never asked for the 
repeal of the Administration of 
the Religion of Islam (State of 

Penang) Enactment 2004.” 
Lim added: “The inflamma-

tory demand by MCA calling for 
the repeal of the Islamic Enact-
ment is clearly a definite and 
serious interference in the admin-
istration of Islamic affairs? Why 
then is there no action or attacks 
by Umno on MCA? Clearly 
Umno and MCA are playing a 
double-faced political game.”  

Lim held another press confer-
ence on Dec 15 to voice his dis-
appointment.

“We did not talk about repeal-
ing it.  MCA is the one calling for 
the repeal.  Why then is a police 
report made against me and not 
MCA? Why is the media not 
printing my stand on the issue?”

Lim explains fatwa issue

Meanwhile, among nominees from 
Indonesia and Philippines, Maimunah 
was also nominated as ICLEI Global 
Executive Committee (GexCom) 
member, a global perspective juris-
diction and extensive duty compared 
to RexCom.     

Located in Bonn, Germany, ICLEI 
World Secretariat will bare all ex-
penses for trips and accommodation 
as Maimunah dedicates her time on 
the international platform.

MPSP makes it 
to international stageAN increasingly shaky confidence in the 

Royal Malaysian Police (PDRM) has 
seen more calls being made to establish 
the Independent Police Complaints and 
Misconduct Commission (IPCMC), 
claims the Malaysian Bar Council.

Nine years ago, the Royal Commission 
to Enhance the Operations and Manage-
ment of the Royal Malaysia Police pub-
lished a report to address several chal-
lenging issues the PRDM faced.

Among the key findings of the report 
were the widespread concerns regarding 
the high incidence of crime, perception 
of corruption in the Royal Malaysia Po-
lice, general dissatisfaction with the 
conduct and performance of personnel 
and a desire to see improvements in the 
service provided by the police.

Also the issue of an alarmingly high 
number of deaths in custody and the 
failure of the police to investigate and 
failure to hold inquests into these deaths 
stuck out like a sore thumb.

These key concerns were raised by 
members of the public, non-governmen-
tal organisations and international or-
ganisations and led to the recommenda-
tion of the IPCMC which could make 
PDRM operations more transparent and 
accountable.

The IPCMC, an independent body, 
would be able to investigate complaints 
about PDRM personnel, investigate mat-
ters of corruption and misconduct and 
have a strong voice by proposing meas-
ures to the Home Minister.

“IPCMC if established would not only 
improve the integrity of the police force 
but also reduce the possibility of miscon-
duct such as corruption, commission of 
criminal offence and non-compliance 

with legal and police regulations as well 
as building public confidence in the 
PDRM,” said Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng.

“I want to make it clear that we need 
police accountability not to lash out at the 
police force but to enable them to serve 
the people free from being abused by 
those in power. The police force will be 
able to function best when it functions 
independently,” Lim said.

Lim expressed his regret that even with 
a resounding voice to introduce the IP-
CMC, it has not been accepted by the 
Government but instead Parliament 
passed the Enforcement Agency Integ-
rity Commission (EAIC) which fell short 
of its objectives.

The EAIC has very limited powers 
and is not wholly dedicated to investi-
gating complaints of misconduct by 
police as it was dedicated to purview 19 
government agencies as opposed to the 
IPCMC which could tackle police ac-
countability head on.

“The IPCMC should it be introduced 
could remain independent and free of 
influences because it would have seven 
commissioners with a tenure that is lim-
ited to three years and membership bars 
retired or those serving the police force,” 
Lim said. 

Christopher Leong, president of the 
Malaysian Bar, said the need for the IP-
CMC has been repeated many times.

“This year alone, there were 11 deaths 
in police custody nationwide, six of 
which were recorded in Penang. This is 
only the deaths in police custody and not 
deaths in prison,” he said.

“The federal government released a 
Parliament report on June 23 last year 

which says that there have been 231 
deaths in police custody between 2000 
up until May 2013. This means that there 
is a death in police custody happening 
once every three weeks,” Lim added.

Leong also cited the case that moved 
away from public attention of 32 year 
old N. Dharmendran who died from 
heavy bruising from multiple blunt force 
trauma. 

“It is very alarming that detainees pass 
away in such questionable circumstances 
with no clear inquisition and investiga-
tions despite multiple highlights and calls 
made repeatedly to the police and govern-
ment,” he said.

“This raises the question of do the 
police arrest first and investigate later 
when it should be the other way round”.

He also ascertains that these circum-
stances only raise public speculation that 
detainees were prematurely apprehended 
and forced to illicit confessions under the 
fear of intimidation and abuse.

Leong also raised another concerning 
matter of the federal government drafting 
provisions titled “Toward Combating the 
threat of Islamic State” which seeks to 
fortify the Security Offences (Special 
Measures) Act 2012, the Prevention of 
Crime Act and the Penal code.

“While it is important to have anti-
terrorism laws, we could possibly see 
the government given executive powers 
of detainment without trial. What we 
could see is the reintroduction of the 
Internal Security Act (ISA). We hope it 
is not so when the proposed anti-terror-
ism law and amendments to existing 
laws are revealed”.

Lim and Leong were speakers at a 
public forum on the IPCMC on Dec 13.

Renewed calls to establish IPCMC

THE state government has agreed to 
raise the income level limit for families 
to obtain study aid from RM6,000 to 
RM8,000 from next year.

“I welcome the attendance of 251stu-
dents and representatives for degree 
levels from the Southwest district to 
receive a registration aid of RM1,000 
for Penangites chosen to continue their 
studies at degree level for 2014/2015,” 
he said when launching the function at 
Balik Pulau recently. 

“For this year, the state government 
has approved 333 applicants from 
Southwest district comprising 251 stu-
dents for Bachelor degrees and 82 di-
ploma students,” he added.

Application for i-BITA 2014 was 
opened for students for diploma level 
from June 2 till June 30. 

The award ceremony for diploma 
students was held on Aug 23, while 
those for degree students applying for 
i-BITA  was opened from Sept 1 till Oct 

14,” Lim said, adding he hoped the fi-
nancial burden of parents will be re-
duced through this aid.

Also present at the function held at 
the Penang Island Municipal Council 

(MPPP) office at the public market 
complex in Jalan Tun Sardon, Balik 
Pulau, were Deputy Chief Minister 1 
Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon and Bayan 
Baru MP Sim Tze Tzin.

Meanwhile, 572 students in mainland 
Seberang Prai Tengah (SPT) received 
RM1,000 each to continue their studies 
at university level for the 2014/2015 
session.

Lim said the state government has 
approved applications from 2,028 stu-
dents with an allocation of RM2.5 mil-
lion for 2014.

For SPT, the state government ap-
proved 781 applications with an alloca-
tion of RM781,000. 

This year’s applications consisted of 
572 students at degree level and 209 
diploma students.

The total allocation for Seberang 
Perai Tengah district from 2011 till 2014 
is RM2.7 million.  

To give more opportunities to stu-
dents in Penang, the state government 
has agreed to extend the allocation to 
students at four other universities – Wa-
wasan Open University, Universiti 
AIMST, Kolej Universiti Tunku Abdul 
Rahman (TARC) and Universiti Tunku 
Abdul Rahman (UTAR).

Diamonds in the rough
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PENANG Island  Municipal 
Council (MPPP) councillor 
Lim Boon Beng was aghast by 
the claim of Penang Gerakan 
secretary Oh Tong Keong over 
MPPP’s slow response in tak-
ing action against illegal park-
ing attendants.

Oh was quoted in a state-
ment published in a local daily 
as saying that the state govern-
ment had promised to resolve 
the problem when it came into 
power in 2008.

“They also said that the in-
troduction of the parking cou-
pon system could stop the 
menace of illegal parking at-
tendants.

“But now, we have a case 
where a member of the public 
was assaulted by an illegal 
attendant for refusing to pay 
‘parking fees’ at a free carpark 
at the foot of Penang Hill,” Oh 
said in the same news report.

Lim in a reply said Oh’s 
claim was totally unfounded.  

He said when MPPP re-
ceives a report about illegal 
parking attendants, the council 
will inform the police and 
make arrangements to visit the 
site to monitor.

“We have authority only to 
caution and issue summonses 
to illegal parking attendants, 
but not to make any arrest as 
only the police can do so,” he 
said, adding that this is stated 
in the Road Transport Act 
1987.

“In 2014, till Dec 12, MPPP 
has referred 67 cases of illegal 
parking attendants to the po-
lice, seeking help to make ar-
rests,” Lim said.

He added MPPP will work 

with the police to encourage 
co-operation from the public to 
check the issue of illegal park-
ing attendants.

“The police should also put 
up notice boards in hot spot 
areas, informing motorists 
where to report when harassed 
by illegal parking attendants,” 
he said at a press conference 
held at the MPPP office in Jalan 
Padang Kota Lama recently.

“It will be useful if there is 
a task force set up to monitor 

this activity,” Lim said.
Another councillor Ong Ah 

Teong, who was also present at 
the press conference, rubbished 
Oh’s claim, saying that only the 
police can arrest illegal parking 
attendants.

Ong said since 2008, MPPP 
has been working actively with 
the cops in arresting the illegal 
parking attendants.

On Dec 8, nine illegal park-
ing attendants pleaded guilty in 
a Traffic Court to soliciting 

money from motorists, while 
on Dec 9, another nine pleaded 
guilty to a similar offence.

Meanwhile, in a related 
development, MPPP Recrea-
tion, Tourism and Interna-
tional Affairs Department di-
r ec to r  Mohamed  Akba r 
Mustapha said the council had 
identified 20 hotspots where 
the illegal parking attendants 
were operating.

“Our officers will be sta-
tioned at these hot spots and 
work on shifts,” he said at a 
press conference in Komtar 
recently, adding that the num-
ber of officers had been in-
creased from four to eight.

Besides that, Mohamed 
Akbar said 12 new signboards 
have been placed around 
George Town to remind the 
public not to entertain any il-
legal parking attendant.

The signboards display the 
hotline numbers to be con-
tacted if the public encounter 
any illegal attendant.

He said enforcement officers 
would be working round the 
clock at the hot spots to curb 
the problem.

MPPP rubbishes ‘slow response’ claim

THEAM Ah Soo, 52, came to Komtar on Dec 3 
immediately after being discharged from hospital 
to highlight the case of being assaulted by an il-
legal parking attendant on Dec 1.  

Theam arrived at Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng’s office in a wheelchair, accompanied by his 
wife and daughter. 

Looking frail, with swollen eyes and a needle 
for his medicines still inserted in his hand, Theam 
came with the intention to highlight the pain he 
endured so that others do not fall prey.

“I went to the Penang Hill free carpark around 
6 pm on Dec 1. After I got down from my car, a 
man on a motorbike came to me demanding for 
parking fees. I pointed out to him that there are 
banners stating that the carpark is free. He got 

angry and swung his helmet and hit my face and 
head three to four times. When I regained con-
sciousness, the fire and rescue volunteers were 
attending to me and took me to the General Hos-
pital,” a weak Theam said in a press conference 
held at Lim’s office.

Lim assured Theam that he will seek the help 
of the state police chief to look into the case. 

Lim also hopes the police can take action 
against the suspect who assaulted Theam as the 
police were able to identify the person. 

At the same time, Lim hopes the police can 
cooperate with both the local authorities – Penang 
Island Municipal Council (MPPP) and Seberang 
Perai Municipal Council (MPSP) to carry out 
enforcement on illegal parking attendants.

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THE Kedah Road flats are shining again, compared to 
the past, after refurbishment work was completed re-
cently.  

”Since this low-cost and low medium cost flats are 
right in the middle of the city, it is important to main-
tain them,” Padang Kota assemblymember Chow Kon 
Yeow said after visiting the flats on Dec 6 to see the 
newly installed 20 units of CCTVs costing RM18,000.  

Chow is also the exco member for Local Government, 
Traffic Management and Flood Mitigation.

He was greeted by Teh Chai Hock, chairman of the 
Residents’ Association, and other committee members.  

Teh briefed the press on the upgrading works that 
had taken place.

“We are thankful to YB Chow for providing the extra 
20 units of CCTVs. Now we have 32 units.  He had also 
assisted and provided our flats with three rubbish bins, 
three streetlights and helped in getting the flats painted 
in 2012,” Teh said.

Kedah Road Flats was painted in 2012 through a 80% 
- 20% HAPPY scheme where Penang Development 
Corporation (PDC), which owns the flats, bear 80% of 
the total cost of RM328,050 while 20% or RM65,610 
was borne by the residents.  

Out of the RM65,610, Chow allocated RM30,000 
from his constituency allocation while the flat owners 
each paid RM180.25 only.

A visit to the flats revealed that the place is well-
maintained with airy space planted with flowers.  

Residents of various races mingle well and some 
spend their time chit-chatting at the eatery on the 
ground floor.  

Chow attributed the nice environment to the resi-
dents.  

“We have a dedicated team of residents here who are 
part of the joint management body. 

“When the people living here have a sense of belong-
ing, they will take better care of their living space. 

“When we spruce up the flats with a new coat of paint 
and improve the security with the added CCTVs, there 
will be less vandalism. 

“We are now using technology to improve our envi-
ronment,” he said.

The Kedah Road Flats has 320 units with 25 shoplots 
belonging to PDC.  Maintenance fees have been kept 
low at RM25-RM35 for the low-cost flats and RM55 
for the three-room units.

UNTOLD hardship had befallen a large group of low 
income people who had bought units at Majestic 
Heights in Paya Terubong.  

Buletin Mutiara had previously featured some of 
the buyers who were saddled with debts and housing 
loans to service when the project was abandoned.  

However, a white knight in the form a developer 
willing to rehabilitate the project has come into the 
picture and now, the dream homes will become a 
reality.  

They are now a step closer when some of the buy-
ers inked the deal at Komtar on Dec 15.

During a press conference attended by Chief Min-
ister Lim Guan Eng, exco member for Housing and 
Town & Country Planning Jagdeep Singh Deo, some 
of the Majestic Heights Phase 2A buyers came with 
the developer PLB Sdn Bhd.  

“The state government has facilitated the reha-
bilitation of Phase 2A of the abandoned Majestic 
Heights project involving 370 property owners, by 
successfully procuring PLB Sdn Bhd to agree to re-
habilitate it. This project was abandoned since 
1998,”Lim said. 

After the announcement of the rescue project by 
PLB Sdn Bhd in April this year, the white knight 
company has now finalised the construction agree-
ment which is to be executed by the purchasers and 
PLB KH Bina Sdn Bhd.

The total cost involved to revive the abandoned 
phase 2A of Majestic Heights stands at RM17 million. 

Further, after successful negotiation between the 
state government and the company, the company has 
agreed to extend the defect liability period from 3 

months to 12 months.
Under the said construction agreement, the com-

pany has agreed to proceed with the rehabilitation 
works after a minimum number of 220 purchasers 
execute the said agreement. 

The execution of the agreement between the com-
pany and the purchasers, which began on Dec 10, has 
to date seen 127 purchasers executing the said agree-
ment.

Lim urged the remaining purchasers to come for-
ward and execute the said agreement so that the 
project can take off.

“The Penang state government views seriously the 
plight of those purchasers who have become victims 
of abandoned housing projects and will facilitate to 
the best of its ability the rehabilitation of such pro-
jects in the interest of the victimised purchasers,” 
Lim added.

It was smiles all around when one of the purchas-
ers’ representatives, Neoh Hong Lee, 56, signed the 
agreement dressed in a red T-shirt with the letter “E”.  

The purchasers had been united in fighting for their 
project and they wear the red T-shirts bearing the 
alphabets that make up MAJESTIC 2A.

IT was a joyous moment for 
house buyers at Taman Seri 
Sayang, Balik Pulau, when 
they received their house 
keys after a 14-year wait.

State exco for Housing, 
Town and Country Planning 
Jagdeep Singh Deo presented 
keys to 38 apartment units 
and 14 shoplot owners on 
Nov 30.

Among them was book-
shop owner Noordin Ahmad, 
who registered for a shoplot 
in early 2000, hoping to move 
his business from Taman Sri 
Indah nearby into the unit 
which was supposed to be 
completed by late 2002.

“Little did I expect that it 
was to be the start of a 14-
year ordeal as the project was 
delayed. Planning and ap-
proval matters left buyers in 
a spot until the developer 

resubmitted new plans before 
commencing work,” he told 
Buletin Mutiara.

“Some of the buyers met 
up with the developer after 
forming a committee to pur-
sue the matter,” he added.

”Jagdeep was very helpful 
by joining us in the meetings 
between the committee and 
the developer.

“All our efforts came to 
fruition when we eventually 
got keys to our shoplots, 
apartments and double-storey 
houses,” Noordin added.

Meanwhile, Januari Prop-
erties Sdn Bhd director Tham 
Soon Seong said the company 
had to re-submit the plans for 
the project after the initial 
plan was rejected and the 
whole process was blocked 
pending approval from other 
authorities.

“However,  the  buyers 
should now rejoice as the 38 
apartment units which they 
bought at  RM90,000, 11 
d o u b l e - s t o r e y  h o u s e s 

(RM245,000 each) and 14 
shoplot units (RM285,000) 
have tripled in value,” he 
added.

Jagdeep, who witnessed 

the key-handing ceremony, 
said Noordin’s strong will in 
following up the matter was 
the driving force in getting 
the issue resolved.

AIR Itam assemblymember Wong Hon Wai said coring tests 
conducted by the Northeast district office along Jalan Shaik 
Madar, which was recently resurfaced, proved to be satisfac-
tory. 

The road and its side roads tested had a thickness exceeding 
the standard fixed by the Public Works Department (JKR). 

“Results were satisfactory as the contractor did not cut cor-
ners.

“The standard thickness for resurfaced roads is 40mm while 
new roads require an additional 10mm as they are new and do 
not have a basic layer. 

“This side road is 60mm and this is very good,” he told a 
press conference after a site visit recently. 

Wong added he wanted to highlight the coring test as the 
public had questioned if the roads were resurfaced properly. 

“We want to make sure that taxpayers’ money is spent cor-
rectly and everything is up to standard.” 

He added that they were still conducting surveys on which 
roads to be resurfaced next year.

“We have already resurfaced many roads this year including 
that of the Kampung Pisang area that was completed last year. 

 “Main roads are maintained periodically by the JKR and 
the Penang Island Municipal Council,” said Wong. 

Meanwhile, Northeast land and district office assistant en-
gineer Abdul Razak Osman said contractors were paid accord-
ing to the thickness of the roads. 

“If we find that they failed to adhere to the fixed standard, 
we will ask them to make the necessary adjustments.

 “A newly resurfaced road can last up to five years,” he 
added. 

The state government undertook four projects to resurface 
30 roads in Air Itam this year at a the total cost of RM681,000. 

“The money was an allocation from the state government 
and the work was carried out by the JKR and district office,” 
Wong said.

首长促联邦豁免高楼管理费消费税
槟州首长林冠英吁请联邦政府豁免

高楼管理费的消费税，以免造成人民
负担！

林冠英指出,将于明年4月实施的消
费税将对槟州人民有很大的影响，就
连高楼管理费也必须交付消费税。

“根据槟岛市政局及卫生市政局的
统计，槟威两地共有约100万人居住
在23万5932个高楼单位，一旦联邦政
府征收6%的高楼管理费，将对这些人
士造成巨大影响。”

基于影响的层面甚广，林冠英指
出，槟州行政议会一致通过要求联邦
政府豁免全国高楼管理费的消费税，
避免加重人民生活负担。

林冠英是于12月5日在首长办事处
召开记者会时发表谈话。同时出席者
为槟州房屋委员会主席佳日星及槟州
房地产商公会主席拿督陈福星等人。

另外，佳日星说，大马估价及房地

产顾问协会（PEPS）、大马皇家特许
测量师公会（RISM）及大马购屋者协
会早前已致函首相，要求高楼建筑管
理费豁免消费税。

上述组织在联署公函中指出，住户
们缴付的管理费并不含商业性质，而
是用于维修及维持住宅区内的治安与
整洁，因此政府要求住户们额外付上
消费税是不公平的。

同时，有关组织也宣称，他们是代
表着全国600万高楼住户提呈有关公
函。

另外，陈福星也呼吁政府豁免想管
理费征收消费税，因为民宅毕竟不是
商业用途，这项额外的课税将造成人
民负担。

同时，他也认为该政策也会造成一
些问题，一旦出现某些不缴付管理费
的住户，其消费税或将转嫁予其他定
时缴付费用的住户。

槟州首长林冠英指出，国云集团在今年4月份作出
宣布后，这家白武士公司目前正敲定将由购屋者及
其旗下子公司PLB KH Bina有限公司的建筑合约。

他说，根据合约条款，包括购屋者只需缴付1万
令吉总额给同时代表双方的律师楼，即首批5000令
吉在工程启动时，将发放给有关的发展商，余额的
5000令吉则将会在有关计划完工后发放。

“原本国云集团向州政府建议，每一名购屋者需
缴交4万5000令吉以复兴大华高原2A房屋发展计
划。不过，经过州政府与发展商的谈判后，发展商
同意只向每名购屋者征收1万令吉。振兴大华高原
2A房屋发展计划，总开销为1700万令吉。”

槟州首长林冠英12月15日召开记者会时表示，在
州政府的谈判下，发展商也同意将有关计划的缺陷
责任期，从原有的3个月延长至12个月。

“在有关的建筑合约下，国云集团同意在收集至
少220名购屋者履行协议后，就会执行是项振兴大
华高原2A房屋计划的协议。有关公司与购屋者的协
议，从上周三起迄今，共获得127名购屋者履行协
议。”

“我们希望剩余的购屋者，能够现身履行协议。
他们可以在12月17日下午2时至4时之间到光大53楼
与相关的律师安排日期。”

“槟州政府严正看待被搁置房屋发展计划的事
件，并将会竭尽所能，重振这些被搁置的计划，以
为被牺牲的购屋者讨回一个公道。”

RapidPenang位于海墘的B巴士总站正式启
用，槟州首长林冠英表示，如果RapidPenang
在州内运作的巴士增加至800辆，州政府将在乔

槟州首长林冠英表示，州政府为改善州内公共

林冠英于12月16日为RapidPenang海墘B巴士

看十年前我写的年度回顾，驚觉我已走

的路向。

我告诉学生们别当罐头学生。罐头学
生是工厂生産線下同一个模型产生，
唯 一 的 差 别 只 是 可 用 期 限 （ E x p i r y 
date）。

我说每天安份做事无法突破自我，反
而应该学习和挑战新事物来长进和突
破。我们可以为每年定下新目标，一
年复一年去做，就会发觉自己有所成
长，也会有更明確的目标。

我鼓励学生们走出舒适圈，从看似简
单的事情开始，如去旅游，看一本厚
厚的书，学习编写电脑程序等。我亦

我的人生不只是我自己，我的家庭，
我希望能够在众人事务上做出更多改
变及影响。 

2015年财政预算案刚通过，大部分的
人民并没有对它留下什么深刻的印象，
除了为即将在明年实行的消费税感到担
忧之外，甚至有人说：这好像跟我没
有什么关系！但是，参与式预算倡议的
是：你缴的税，自己决定怎么用！人民
有必要知道，政府的钱从哪里来，又去
了哪里？

其实，参与式预算有助于监督政府的
财政透明度，确保每分每豪的公帑都用
在关键的地方，避免经费和拨款被滥
用，继而导致贪污腐败现象的发生。最
重要的是，在一个民主自主的社会里，
一个居民应该要有当地社区需要的话语
权和参与权。唯有政府和居民都参与财
政预算的过程，一个社区才能逐渐壮大
和进步。

开放财政预算案不只是政府、国州市
议员、地方领袖或几个人的事。它需要
全民的参与，因为参与式预算强调民间
智慧。社区本身最了解社区的问题，并
知道问题的根源，可以提供政府最有效
的解决方案。

很多问题的解决方法如果可以由下而
上地进行分析、讨论、协商和决定，那
么就能减短解决问题的时间，同时也能
让每个阶层的领袖发挥他们的角色和作
用，而不只是被一小撮有影响力的人士
所控制。尤其是一些复杂的民生问题，

民间的参与更是非常关键。只有当地居
民才能告诉政府，钱应该怎样用在这个
地方才能让他们真正的受惠。

推 动 参 与 式 预 算 是 刻 不 容 缓 的 。 但
是，民间有个迷思：我们选国州议员
就是要他们帮我们制定财政预算案，
为什么他们要推卸责任来推动参与式
预算？

其实，所有人民都应该了解财政预算
案的周期，一起参与拟定财政预算案的
过程，因为一个负责任的政府应该将涉
及公众切身利益的公共项目建设资金，
交给人民来讨论和决定。

在财政预算案周期的第一阶段（6月
之前），各部门会收到通告，要求填写
来年的财政预算。在接下来的两个月
内，财政署将过目财政预算案及进行评
估。在8月至10月，政府将与利益相关
者举办财政预算案咨询会及检讨。接
着，在11月至12月进行的州议会上提
呈财政预算案，辩论及通过。而在最后
一个阶段，即12月至1月之间，前一年
的财政预算案将被稽查。

一个开放政府的基础，可以先从全民
来做预算开始。政府和人民代议士们应
该逐步在各自的选区和社区里推动参与
式预算，唤醒人民的民主意识和参与意
识，以共同打造一个可以充分自由表达
民意的民主社会。

公开焚烧垃圾这问题每天都在
各地上演，在垃圾堆旁、道路
旁或乡区里随处可见。虽然我

民的投诉，但却因现有的法令
而无法开出罚单。随着时间的
改变，许多现有的条令也渐渐
的不再适合了。因此，在一个
发展中的国家或州属，应时时
刻刻关注现有的条令是否还适
合来制衡违规者。

我 认 为 ， 我 国 的 环 境 局 应 该
更加积极执行他们的任务，保
护良好的环境，严厉的对付公
开燃烧者。虽然地方政府在法
令 下 是 没 有 权 利 对 付 公 开 焚
烧垃圾者，可是可以考虑拟定
Undang-Undang kecil，以
让地方政府可以付公开焚烧垃
圾者。

我们的邻国新加坡就因拥有良
好的条规及法令，才能让他们
把国家管制得非常有系统化，
不论在清洁、治安、卫生及交
通方面都有良好的条规来制衡
违规者，甚至能够让每个市民
因为怕被政府处罚或罚款而循
规蹈矩。

在槟州，槟州环境局在处理公

开焚烧垃圾事件也有待加强，
因为从2010年至2014，槟州环
境局只发出116张罚单给公开焚
烧者，然而真正公开焚烧者的
数量肯定不止这么少而已。环
境局不但没有24小时电话连线
服务，巡逻队也没有每天或24
小时进行巡逻。因此，许多违
规者都在下班后时段进行公开
焚烧垃圾，因为他们知道在下
班后的时段并无执行官员采取
行动。

此 外 ， 威 省 市 政 局 虽 有 U n -
dang-Undang kecil，但却
因 无 法 确 认 违 规 者 而 从 未 执
行 ， 罚 单 收 费 也 只 有 区 区 2 5 0
令吉，而槟岛市政局完全没有
undang-undang kecil对付
公开焚烧垃圾者。在此，我建
议地方政府重新研究现有的条
令 ， 同 时 提 呈 新 的 U n d a n g -
undang Kecil以解决此问题。

因 此 ， 我 希 望 中 央 政 府 、 州
政府及地方政府能关注我所提
出的课题，重新研究现有的条
令，修改或拟定新的条令以制
衡违规者，让人民不再随意的
公开焚烧垃圾，保护我们的环
境。

贩 , 并 非 得 把 街 边 的 小 贩 赶 尽 杀

绝,只要好好规划,槟城夜市也可

其实我们也有很棒的土产,比如

国。

息。

《台湾行后记 -- 行千里路，胜读万卷书》
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槟政府坚持伊法不会施加在非穆斯林
槟城州政府将公平捍卫槟州2004年伊斯兰宗教行

政法案以对抗马华要求废除此法案，同时槟州政府
也坚持伊斯兰法规（Fatwa）不会施加在非穆斯林
的基本原则。

槟州首长林冠英指出，巫统极端份子及种族主义
份子已经基本上改变了联邦宪法应有的精神特质，
剥夺非穆斯林在宪法中所拥有的权力，强硬认为伊
斯兰宗教法规可以如同施加在穆斯林一样，施加在
非穆斯林之上。

“槟城州政府将站稳立场，坚持现有的法律显
示，伊斯兰法规只能施加在穆斯林，不能施加在非
穆斯林之上。”

“槟城州政府毫无保留的谴责国阵控制的报章拒
绝刊登我之前的文告，我之前的文告指出巫统极端
份子硬要将伊斯兰法规施加于非穆斯林，同时也忽
略我指出马华是这次争议的导火线，因为马华要求

废除槟州2004年伊斯兰宗教行政法案。槟城州政
府已经驳回马华这项非常过分的要求，因为这将会
极大地干涉穆斯林事务，一旦废除该法案将牵连甚
广，届时，连在此法案之下成立的槟州伊斯兰宗教
理事会也将被迫废除。”

槟州首长林冠英于12月18日发表文告时指出，巫
统对马华要求废除该法案保持沉默，跟马华对巫统
要将伊斯兰法规施加于非穆斯林保持沉默完全默契
十足。

“可见，马华及巫统已经算计好将在这一切谎
言、虚伪及双重标准中，捞取政治利益。这种不负
责任的伎俩只会影响国家团结及埋葬宗教和谐。”

他续称，在联邦宪法列明或任何法令及法案列明
之下，非穆斯林若作出宗教犯法如向穆斯林宣教，
是可以被控告，但这是属于民事法所通过的律法，
而不是伊斯兰宗教法，因为若将伊斯兰宗教法施加

在非穆斯林身上是非常危险及不可接受。

“在槟城，非穆斯林可在槟州1996年伊斯兰宗教
刑事犯错法案第5条法案之下，在民事法庭被提控。
可这一切并没有提到非穆斯林若不遵守伊斯兰法规
（Fatwa）就是犯法。即使是槟州2004年伊斯兰
宗教行政法案的第49条第1项条文中列明所有州内
的穆斯林必须遵守伊斯兰法规（Fatwa），但却没
有提及非穆斯林。因此很明显此法令只施加于穆斯
林。”

“巫统应该停止尝试像欺负马华及民政一样地欺
负我，要我接受伊斯兰法规可施加于非穆斯林。我
要重申，若巫统诚心要捍卫伊斯兰教，那么巫统应
该针对马华要求废除槟州2004年伊斯兰宗教行政法
案作出谴责及报警。马华严重的干涉及污辱伊斯兰
教事务，因为废除上述法案也将废除掉槟州伊斯兰
宗教理事会。”

因反对伊法用于非穆斯林　
林冠英：巫统敢不敢谴责砂首长？
槟州首长林冠英反问，巫统包括像

凯里加玛鲁丁这样的部长敢不敢报警
及谴责砂拉越州首长丹斯里阿德南，
因为他反对伊斯兰刑事法以及认为伊
斯兰法规不适用于非穆斯林身上?

林冠英表示，他一点也不惊讶牛津
大学毕业生如青年部长凯里加玛鲁丁
继续拥护极端及原教旨主义来谴责
我，因为我说过伊斯兰法律（Sya-
riah, 以伊斯兰教教义为准则的法律
体系）及伊斯兰法规（Fatwa, 伊斯
兰教法学家所作的裁决）适用于穆斯
林而不适用于非穆斯林身上。

“非穆斯林可以因向穆斯林传教这
类宗教罪行而被提控,但这是在民事
法律之下如:刑事法典,而不是伊斯兰
教法律,因为将伊斯兰法实施于非穆
斯林身上是危险及不能被接受的。”

“巫统必须知道采用伊斯兰法规对
付非穆林斯的后果。如果非穆斯林受
伊斯兰法规对付,那么他们也将受伊
斯兰刑事法对付或者说非穆斯林不能
喝酒。伊斯兰法规不适用于非穆斯
林,而只适用于穆斯林,这是我们的联
邦宪法阐明的,我们的高庭也无数次
说明。2014年12月15日马来邮报在
线报道指出,三名司法专家确认了我
并没有越权也没有干预伊斯兰事务,
而仅仅是陈述法律而已。”

槟州首长林冠英于12月16日发表
文告时举例，宪法律师New Sin Yew
甚至引用联邦法庭的裁决，在苏莱曼
达克立对登嘉楼政府（2009）6MLJ 
354一案中，已经坚定表示伊斯兰法
规不适用于非穆斯林身上。

“律师兼教授拿督巴尔吉星及律师
公会宪法委员会主席菲尔道斯也确
认,伊斯兰法规只适合穆斯林而不是

非穆斯林的法律。之前,已故卡巴星
也如此总结。”

“就连2004年伊斯兰行政法（槟
州）也如此阐明。伊斯兰行政法第
49（1）条文阐明，伊斯兰法规约束
州内所有穆斯林...,并没有提及非穆
斯林,很明显地,它只适用于穆斯林身
上。凯里要求将伊斯兰法律实施于非
穆斯林身上,曝露了他真正的极端原
形,他小心翼翼戴着的容忍、合理及
中庸的面具。”

“巫统,包括像凯里加玛鲁丁这样
的部长,敢不敢报警及谴责砂拉越州
首长丹斯里阿德南,因为他反对伊斯
兰刑事法以及认为伊斯兰法规不适用
于非穆斯林身上?为什么当阿德南的
立场和我一样时,他却没有受到巫统
的谴责?很明显地,巫统正在欺负我,
正如巫统从前欺负马华及民政党一
样,他们要伊斯兰法规强加于非穆斯
林身上。”

林冠英重申，如果巫统是真诚及认
真地捍卫伊斯兰,巫统应该针对马华
要求修改2004年伊斯兰行政法（槟
州）报案并谴责之。马华公然干预及
侮辱伊斯兰,还要求修改法律及废除
槟城伊斯兰理事会。

“很明显地,这些都是以我为箭靶
中心的双面政治及肮脏政治,行动党
和槟州政府皆反对马华要求修改法令
举动,我仅仅是说明槟州政府的司法
立场,没有法定权力来在非穆斯林身
上施加伊斯兰法规。如果凯里及其它
巫统联邦部长想要如此,他们大可动
用联邦法律,逼迫槟州非穆斯林遵从
伊斯兰法律或伊斯兰法规,因为巫统

眼。”

“ 槟 州 政 府 从 来 没 有 要 求 修 改
2004年伊斯兰行政条例(槟州)。马
华煽动地要求修改伊斯兰条例很明
显地是要干预伊斯兰行政事务,为什
么巫统不攻击马华,很明显地,巫统

和马华在玩弄双面人政治游戏,一方
面攻击我反穆斯林,一方面民政党和
马华却攻击我反非穆斯林,他们质疑
州政府在伊斯兰事务方面的拨款比
国阵政府增加两倍。”

“非穆斯林及中庸穆斯林普遍上
不赞同国阵联邦政府禁止基督徒特
别是沙巴及砂拉越州在用马来文祷

不能强制于非穆斯林,因为伊斯兰法
不适用于非穆斯林。以此类推,任何

词。数名著名的律师包括已故卡巴

“我要确定的司法立场就是,槟州

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孙意志建议成立特别小组  
官民携手寻策解决高渊水患

12月8日下午一场突如
其来的倾盆豪雨恰逢河水
涨潮期，导致高渊多区面
临水患；爪夷区州议员孙
意志毫不怠慢，巡视后立
即安排威省市政局及水利
灌溉局等相关部门隔日上
午再次巡视灾区与民对
话，了解水患症结及收集
民意，以寻求治水解决方
案。

孙意志于12月8日下午3
时11分接获投报后，先安
排助理在灾区巡视，他则
火速从槟城会议中赶回水
灾地区，连同威南水利灌
溉局工程师札西、威省市
议员罗如发及高渊乡委会
主席许浩涛到每个灾区巡
视。

札西指出，所有水泵可

能酿成水灾。根据当局在
武吉班卓测雨站的资料显
示，这场逾小时的豪雨降
雨量达106毫米，比平常的
雨量超出1.5倍，再加上吉
輦河涨潮的因素，造成水
患。较威南其他地区的降
雨量，水患灾区80%在爪
夷选区。

受灾的住宅有高渊市
区、高渊花园、庆丰园、
东海园、火车桥下、老
鹰园、团结园、柏卡卡花
园、圣淘沙花园、双溪吉
舌、甘榜维拉班、甘榜火
车站、甘榜仄阿米娜等，
其中高渊花园和圣淘沙花
园是灾情最严重，水位达2
尺。

孙意志随即采取行动在
隔天9日上午与威省市政

局主席拿督麦慕娜、威省
市政局工程师、水利灌溉
局工程师札西、威省市议
员方美铼、罗如发、监督
威省市政局小组成员黄甘
利、高渊乡委会主席许浩
涛到高渊花园会见居民，
聆听居民心声。

孙意志要求威省市政局
即刻成立一个包括居民代
表在内的特别小组进行研
究，并收集各方意见共同
寻求解决方案，然后他再
将此方案呈给行政会议与
治水委员会进行讨论，以
便能够更快速的进行改
善，解决水患问题。

监督威省市政局小组成
员黄甘利认为，即便如何
提升沟渠的尺吋，若排出
吉輦河的瓶颈不除，都是
治標不治本，依然面临水
患问题。高渊的水流几乎
全都流向直落依俾的水泵
站排出，倘若吉輦河水
位较高则需靠水泵抽水排
出。在8日发生水患时，水
泵正常运作，而排水沟也
没被垃圾阻碍，这证明此
次水灾是排水不及导致。

“威省市政局及水利灌
溉局在进行治水计划时，
不可只观察高渊区，应研
究及观察整个威南地势，
找出根源对症下药，方能

全面有效解决水患。”

麦慕娜在聆听民众意见
后表示，当局拟定长短期
治水方案，有时必须先采
用短期方案以暂时延缓水
患情况。目前当局已着手
研究威省区水患问题及灾
区，以拟定一套改善与提
升计划，此为长期方案。
在长短期方案双管齐下将
取得最佳效果。

“目前威北及威中整体
性排水系统的工作已在今
年展开，预计明年会完
成，而威南区将在明年进
行。”

她也呼吁民众与市政局
配合，发挥高度的环保及
公民意识，勿把垃圾丢入
沟渠内或将杂物置放在沟
渠旁，以免影响排水，提
高水患的风险。由于水患

导致灾民家具损坏而需丢
弃，她也安排市政局罗里
前往各灾区以收取垃圾。

市政局工程师透露威省
区共有60个水患黑区有待
进行提升工程，而各地的
工程仍需“排队”进行。
市政局的提升工程主要让
流水可迅速流到排水口，
而这也需水利灌溉局的配
合，就如高渊的排水主要
都靠水泵站抽水排出。

“高渊花园耗资约150
万令吉的提升排水系统工
程正分阶段进行，首阶段
已完成，次阶段有待进
行。”

孙意志表示將在槟州治
水委员会中提出有关事项
以进行讨论，希望让提升
工程尽快进入次阶段，以
减轻当地水患问题。

与其让土桥尾组屋旁的

他也指示槟岛市政局官
员查证在上述空地后方的
一间再循环厂是否涉及占
用州政府土地，若证实占

补习教师不满政府医院怠慢态度
家住高渊安乐园的印裔女补习

教师申诉，她因严重咳嗽及呼吸
困难在住院期间遭受护士的无理
对待，以致她躺在被尿液浸湿的
床上3小时无人受理。

42岁女事主瑟乐斯汀表示，她
于11月2日上午10时30分，因严
重咳嗽至呼吸困难而到双溪峇甲
政府医院求医，医生随即安排她
住院治疗。

“医生在我入院后依据病状让
我 服 用 抗 生 素 及 使 用 咳 嗽 喷 雾
器。在当晚9时，我开始严重咳嗽
及呼吸困难，因此向值班护士要
求使用咳嗽喷雾器减轻狂咳的情
况，但我被告知该药物只能4个小
时服用一次，因我已在晚上8时服
用，所以院方须到午夜12时才能
再次提供。接着，护士为我进行
血液、氧气、心臟等检测，至今
尚未给予检查报告。”

“因狂咳不停、呼吸困难及床
位被尿液浸湿，导致我一整夜都
无 法 入 眠 。 由 于 我 咳 嗽 至 非 常
辛苦，需提高声量方能与护士交
谈，当我要求护士寻找医生看诊
及更换床单却没被当一回事，反
而 被 护 士 喝 令 我 降 低 声 量 ， 以
免 影 响 其 他 病 患 休 息 ， 我 就 这
样 躺 在 被 尿 液 浸 湿 的 床 上 3 个 小
时。”

她表示，当时隔壁床的病人也

同 情 她 ， 帮 她 倒 热 水 及 给 她 鼓
励，反之护士却袖手旁观。

她说，当医生午夜再次为她看
诊时，却责怪她提高声量乱骂护
士，经她解释让医生了解来龙去
脉后，医生对护士的态度代为道
歉，同时也解释本身忙于紧急医
疗事务而无法及时见她。

她续说，医生尝试想要开药物
让她服用，但被她拒绝并提出出
院申请，凌晨2时她在丈夫陪同下
出院，即前往高渊警局报案，接
着凌晨4时再叫丈夫送她到巴里文
打医院求治。

“在巴里文打医院住院3天里，
我 感 受 到 了 该 院 医 务 人 员 的 尽

善 服 务 ， 直 至 痊 愈 才 允 许 我 出
院。”

瑟乐斯汀不希望再有病患遇到
如此怠慢，因此本月9日上午在爪
夷区州议员孙意志陪同下，在其
服务中心召开记者会，希望讨取
公道。出席者包括威省市议员方
美铼、罗如发、楣南乡委会秘书
詹登、高渊志愿巡逻队长杜建慖
及谭金章。

此外，她也对医药及住院费提
出申诉。她指出，在双溪峇甲政
府医院接近12小时的收费是47令
吉，医药账单上没显示任何治疗
项目，只显示价钱；而在巴里文
打 医 院 3 天 的 治 疗 ， 收 费 却 只 有
49令吉，医药账单也列出所进行
的治疗项目。

爪夷区州议员孙意志指出，他
已就此事致函双溪峇甲政府医院
院长，并将副本寄给卫生部，要
求院长在在14天內针对此事调查
后给他一个报告，否则他将亲自
前往医院要求院方解释。

他表示，政府医院拥有完善的
医疗设备，而到政府医院的多是
贫困弱势群体或居住在医院附近
的居民，医务人员须以耐心与爱
心来照顾病人。

他呼吁卫生部正视医务人员的
服务态度，提高医院的医护水平

亚依淡区州议员黄汉伟表示，亚依淡区今年完成四个阶段的重铺道路
工程，重铺的道路共有30条，耗资68万1000令吉的铺路费用由州政府
拨款承担，铺路工程则由公共工程局执行。

他说，第四阶段的铺路工程是赛玛达路的8条住宅道路及甘榜小巷，
共耗资7万3000 令吉。

他补充，亚依淡区今年第一阶段铺路工程共有15条道路，从钟灵
中学旁马来孤儿院至升旗山公民小学交通圈，全长2公里，耗资50万 
8000令吉。

“第二阶段是安乐村的6条道路，长达4016平方米，该工程耗资8万
令吉；第三阶段则是惠安村的850平方米长住宅区道路，耗资2万令
吉；第四阶段是赛玛达道路，在11月尾竣工，仅仅在4天内把8条道路
小巷道路重铺。”

黄汉伟于12月8日巡视赛玛达路（Jalan Shaik Madar）重新铺路工
程后说，一般重铺道路工程竣工后，会引起争议是否符合规格，因此
巡视第四阶段竣工道路后，带同东北县官员阿都拉萨前来进行钻取沥
青样本测验。

他说，一般重铺道路厚度必须达到40毫米才算是符合标准，而测试
结果证实赛玛达路的重铺沥青厚度达到60毫米，超过原本一般道路标
准规格40毫米。

他说，若重铺道路沥青厚度少于40毫米则将要求承包商重新铺路直
到合格。

东北县官员阿都拉萨表示，沥青铺路厚度必须达到40毫米才算符合
标准规格，全新的道路则必须达50毫米的厚度，而重铺之后的道路沥
青可耐5年以上。

槟州首长林冠英指出，只有保持积极态度面

JELUTONG wet market has 
joined three other wet markets 
in the state  in the organic recy-
cling programme.

The other three are in Bayan 
Baru, Pulau Tikus and Lebuh 
Campbell.

Penang Island Municipal 
Council (MPPP) alternate com-
mittee chairman Joseph Ng said 
the council has installed four 
retention tanks at the market.  

“We hope all traders will help 
to recycle food waste into or-
ganic fertiliser,” he said at the 
launch of the food waste conver-
sion programme at the market 

recently.
He added that all 30-odd trad-

ers will be turning rotten vegeta-
bles and fruits into bio-liquid 
fertiliser. 

This will help reduce landfill 
methane emissions.

Rotten waste is collected and 
put into a Bio-Regen Instant 
Food Conversion machine to 
turn the decomposing food ma-
terials into liquid fertiliser.

“The Bio-Regen machine, 
which costs about RM20,000, 
can produce about 4,000 litres 
of bio-liquid fertiliser in 28 
days,” Ng said.

He said the waste manage-
ment programme was part of the 

state’s initiative to reduce the 
increasing costs of managing 
household and domestic wastes.

“Although Penang has a 
population of only about 1.5 
million, Penangites are among 
the biggest contributors of solid 
waste in the country.

“Through this programme, 
we hope to inculcate public 
awareness of recycling,” he 
added.

Ng commented that the coun-
cil collected some 100 tonnes of 
household waste daily.

“The cost of collection, trans-
port and treatment of waste at 
the dump site is between RM100 
and RM120 per tonne.

“Under the waste recycling 
programme, we can save cost 
and divert the funds to hold 
more activities for rate payers,” 
he said.

Also present were MPPP 
secretary Ang Aing Thye and 
MPPP councillor Ong Ah Teong.

Meanwhile, Ong said the wet 

markets at Farlim and Padang 
Tembak will soon be furnished 
with these machines.

“The use of the machine is 
also in line with the state gov-
ernment’s policy to recycle food 
waste in its vision to make Pen-
ang a Cleaner, Greener, Health-
ier and Safer State.”

Jelutong market joins 
organic recycling programme

ON Dec 6 and 7, residents of 
Kampung Sg. Chenaam in Ni-
bong Tebal went to the polls as 
part of the Penang Women’s 
Development Corporation 
(PWDC)’s ground-breaking 
Gender Responsive and Par-
ticipatory Budgeting (GRPB) 
project. Women and men, girls 
and boys of all ages lined up to 
drop their ballot papers into 
boxes, marking a milestone for 
a year-long innovative process 
that aims to empower residents 
to voice out their needs and 
have them met. 

Voting Day is Phase 3 out of 
the four-step GRPB model em-
ployed in Kampung Sg. Che-
naam, and was open to all resi-
dents aged 10 and above. The 
results of the two-day voting 
process saw the highest number 
of votes go to a proposed ‘Fut-
sal Court’, followed by ‘Safe-
ty’, ‘Cleanliness’, ‘Recrea-
tional Park’ and lastly ‘Resi-
dents’ Awareness Program.’ 

The GRPB process began in 
April 2014 with Phase 1, com-
prising a demographic census 
of 221 out of 310 households 
conducted with the help of 
Zakat Pulau Pinang. Phase 
Two, which began in mid-Aug 

2014, saw Focus Group Discus-
sions with residents grouped 
according to specific gender 
and age categories (Men / 
Women / Senior Citizens / 
Disabled). From the Focus 
Group Discussions, key com-
munity concerns were identi-
fied and brought over to Phase 
3 for voting.  

With Phase 3 or Voting Day 
now over, the fourth and last 
phase will see the voting results 
and residents’ top choices con-
veyed to the Municipal Council 
of Seberang Perai (MPSP) for 
further budget planning and 
discussion. A follow-up Budget 
Dialogue between MPSP and 
residents is tentatively sched-
uled for early 2015. 

The weekend also saw a 
‘Karnival Kampung Sungai 
Chenaam’ organized alongside 
Voting Day for the enjoyment 
of residents. Activities included 
a men’s futsal competition, 
women’s badminton competi-
tion, family sports, lucky draw, 
silat performance, and movie 
screenings. The carnival was 
organised with the cooperation 

of the Municipal Council of 
Seberang Perai (MPSP), the 
office of the Nibong Tebal 
Member of Parliament (YB 
Dato’ Mansor bin Hj Othman), 
the service centre of Penyelaras 
KADUN Sungai Acheh, and 
JKKK Kampung Sungai Che-
naam. 

With GRPB’s participatory 
model, communities like Kam-
pung Sungai Chenaam are 
transformed from passive ben-
eficiaries of public services to 
active change agents and part-
ners for community improve-
ment. GRPB, in essence, is 
democracy in action by empow-
ering residents to speak up and 
let government know exactly 
what they want and need.

CURRY mee comes in 
many distinctive tastes 
and is prepared differ-
ently in Penang.  There 
are at least three very 
unique styles of curry 
mee.  

First there is the white 
curry mee which is pre-
pared from hearty stock 
of anchovies, bones, 
herbs like lemongrass 
and other secret ingredi-
ents and of course, coco-
nut milk.  

The yellow noodle and meehoon are served 
with the boiling hot stock and garnished with 
prawns, cockles, mint leaves, squids and taupok 
(dried soyabean cubes).  

Some of the famous white curry mee that 
come to mind which many Penangites know will 
be Lorong Seratus Tahun, Kuantan Road, Tavoy 
Road and Lee Huat Cafe.

The second type of curry mee, which is not 
very popular in Penang, is the curry chicken type 
which is the version found in other states.  

However, one exceptionally good one is Tua 
Pui Curry Mee at Kimberley Street (near Car-
navon Street junction).  

If love you to add stuff to your curry mee, 
then, you will be spoilt for choice at Tua Pui’s 
stall because he has plenty of fresh prawns, 
squids, fish-balls, chicken and chicken gizzard 
and liver.  

If we talk about curry mee, we certainly must 
include Siam-Ee’s curry mee.  

It is not about the taste as many other stalls 
have caught up in terms of flavour and taste, but 
the unique way you are served.  

Tourists absolutely adore to squat on tiny 
wooden benches, cradling the hot bowl of curry 
that is spicy.  

The special ingredient at Siam-Ee and a few 
other stalls in Air Itam is the dried squid cooked 
in chilli that spices up the soup.

But on those lazy days, one can easily whip 
up a bowl of curry mee at home within minutes 
with instant noodles.

Truth to be told, the white curry mee that is 
currently a much sought after commodity world-
wide and in Malaysia has copied the taste of the 
real thing really well.

However, which brand is the best is subject 
to debate.  

People can get into a passionate discussion if 
Ah Lai curry mee is better than the world famous 
MyKuali or if Ibumie is the best of all.  

Then, there is the Maggi tempting advertise-
ment of curry mee cooked in a palace that makes 
you go out and grab a pack out of curiosity.

“These companies have 
helped to set up local skilled 
labour, thus retaining human 

talent,” he added.
He said this will indirectly 

assist employees to escape the 
middle income trap, which is a 
setback to increase productiv-
ity in the work force and fam-
ily wellbeing.
