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ALTHOUGH Penang does not 
need water rationing for now, 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, 
who is also chairman of Penang 
Wa t e r  S u p p l y  C o r p o r a t i o n 
(PBAPP), issued a press statement 
on Feb 20 to remind Penangites to 
save water.   

 Penangites may heave a sigh of 
relieve to hear this after reading 
about water rationing and crisis in 
other states.  

“From the information provided 
by the management of PBAPP, the 
state government wishes to inform 
consumers that PBAPP is ready to 
face the dry weather,” Lim said.  

According to PBAPP, every year 
they ensure that the water levels in 
the dams are at the maximum level 
at the beginning of January. 

In fact, the dry spell is not an 
unusual phenomenon as it is an 
annual occurrence and will last 
until April when the inter-mon-
soon season starts.

Lim was told that the water level 
at the Air Itam Dam is at 71% capac-
ity and sufficient for 70 days of 
supply, Mengkuang Dam is at 
50.5% capacity and sufficient for 84 
days of supply while Teluk Bahang 
Dam is at 91% capacity which is 
sufficient for 277 days of supply. 

“There is no need for water 
rationing now,” Lim assured.

Of the three dams, only Air 
Itam Dam is dropping fast and 
PBAPP is doing all it can to main-

tain the reserve capacity to last for an-
other 90 days by bringing in more water 
from Seberang Perai. 

However, it cautions consumers not 
to waste water for washing cars and 
gardening or watering of plants. 

If no rain falls in the catchment area 
within 30 days, the Air Itam Dam level 

will reach 40% capacity which will only 
last for another 43 days. 

At this critical stage, PBAPP will 
commence water rationing on the island.

Lim also touched on steps taken by 
PBAPP.  

“Penang consumers are advised to be 
careful and not to waste water. To avoid 

water wastage, PBAPP has imposed a 
Water Conservation Surcharge (WCS) 
to penalise consumers who waste water. 
Unfortunately, Penang recorded the 
highest water consumption in the coun-
try for 2013 at 299 litres per person per 
day as compared to the national average 
of 215.”

THE state government has re-
cently come under criticism re-
garding the sale of land to Swed-
ish giant IKEA for its outlet in 
Batu Kawan – the first outside the 
Klang Valley.
Some critics have alleged that 

the state sold the land too cheaply 
to IKEA.
“When some states are willing 

to offer free land, the successful 
sale of 245 acres in Batu Kawan 
to an economic catalyst like IKEA 
will ensure the success of a self-
contained and ful ly equipped 
modern city suburb in Batu Kawan 
as well as boost economic growth 
for Penang,” Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng said in a recent state-
ment.
IKEA’s land is priced at RM45 

per sq ft on a “as is where is” 
basis, Lim said.
“Unfortunately these critics 

ignore the fact that IKEA has sig-
nificant economic multiplier ef-
fects and its decision to come to 
Penang is seen as a bonus for 
Penang by all Malaysians.    To 
these critics who claim that the 
price of RM45 per sq ft for IKEA 
is too low, this is higher than the 
RM30 per sq ft fixed for indus-
trial land to manufacturing com-
panies.
 “For those who claim that the 

Penang state government is rely-
ing solely on selling off all state 
land in Penang to generate reve-
nue, this is untrue as BN has sold 
35 times more land than PR and 
yet received less money. 
“BN has sold at least 3,661 

acres of land for RM1.0586 bil-
lion as compared to PR selling 
only 106.1 acres for a higher re-
turn of RM1.1102 billion,” Lim 
added.
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UNSUBSTANTIATED news reports, 
wild claims made by a blogger and a few 
attempts to disrupt social harmony and 
peace, like the fire-bombing of a church 
and police station last month and the lat-
est desecration of a mosque on Feb 16, 
caught media attention.

On Feb 20, the exco member for 
Religious Affairs, Domestic Trade and 
Consumer Affairs Datuk Abdul Malik 
Abul Kassim revealed investigations 
by the state government found the al-
legation of Bibles being distributed to 
be false. 

“According to the Malay daily Sinar 
Harian, Sekolah Menengah Haji Zainal 
Abidin Parent-Teacher Association 
(PTA) chairman Nor Amin Ahmad was 
reported to have caught three men hand-
ing out Bibles,” Abdul Malik said.

“The state CID chief, Superintendent 
Mazlan Kesah, said the three men said to 
have been caught by the PTA chairman 
were also not handed over to the police. 

We have doubts whether the incident 
actually took place as reported by Sinar 
Harian,” Abdul Malik said.

Earlier, Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
had issued another press statement in 
which he assured the people that the state 
government is in close contact with the 
police to deal with these attempts at dis-
turbing public peace and disrupting 
public order. “The state government re-
mains confident that the police in Penang 
are on top of the situation and will take 
all necessary steps to check and stop 
these destructive elements,” he said.

However until that is done, he urged 
the people of Penang to remain calm and 
united as well as continue with their 
daily lives normally.

“The state government has always 
believed that mutual respect, social har-
mony and peace in our diverse commu-
nity can only be achieved when we cel-
ebrate both our uniqueness and differ-
ences,” he added.

“Clearly these destructive groups 
involved in such treacherous acts 
against religious places of worship 

have not given up on undermining and 
destablising the PR Penang state gov-
ernment. Whilst the state government 
will hold firm to the mandate given by 
the rakyat in giving a 68% popular sup-

port in the last general elections, there 
is genuine concern that these destruc-
tive groups will not stop until they have 
achieved their purpose against the state 
government.”

THE state government and Penang Island Minicipal 
Council (MPPP) have built two canals to allow 
stagnant sea water under the Tanjung Bungah Float-
ing Mosque to flow back to the ocean.

A naturally formed sand bar stopped the water, 
then blackened, foul smelling and riddled with 
rubbish, from flowing back into the sea.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was present at the 
mosque and told reporters that mitigation works 
would begin on Feb 20 by the Department of Irriga-
tion and Drainage (DID) and will took up to five 
days to complete.

He said this is a short-term solution to a long-
standing problem as it was pointed out by the 
mosque officials that this is a yearly occurrence 
usually in January and February.

DID and the Department of Environment (DOE) 
have also been tasked to perform an investigation 
as to how the sand bank is formed and to propose 
a solution to overcome this recurring problem.

State exco for Local Government, Traffic Man-
agement and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow 
added that the state government places the cleanli-
ness of the beaches in Penang as a high priority.

“While draining out the stagnant sea water, con-
tractors will also be removing the rubbish col-
lected making sure none of it flows back into the 

sea,”  he said.
On the issue of pollution of the state‘s rivers and 

beaches, Chow explained that the river task force 
will meet within one month to determine the cause 

of pollution to the state‘s river system and beaches.
“From the findings of the task force, we can take 

immediate action to treat any and all pollution to 
our state‘s river basins.”

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THE state has gone into full force to tackle 
crime with the implementation of phase two 
of the closed-circuit television camera 
(CCTV) project.

All 80 CCTVs are equipped with infra-red 
function that can capture better pictures at night. 

“I believe with the added CCTVs the traf-
fic flow in Penang will improve,” said Chief 
Minster Lim Guan Eng at the Phase 2 CCTV 
System launch on Feb 15.  

Lim added that phase 2, which cost RM5.8 
million, was carried out by Datasonic Tech-
nologies Sdn Bhd who gave five additional 
CCTVS for free. 

Among the CCTVs, 34 cameras are 
equipped with additional function of pan, tilt 

and zoom (PTZ) while 46 are of fixed view. 
All PTZ cameras can turn 360 degrees and 

able to zoom more than 37 times easily spot-
ting car number plates at a maximum range 
of 100 metres away from the camera pole 
during the day. 

“The special features make enforcement 
action easier,” said Penang Island Municipal 
Council (MPPP) engineering department 
deputy director A. Rajendran. He added that 
MPPP’s CCTV and Traffic Control room 
operates from 7am to 7pm daily while the 
CCTV control centre at the state police head-
quarters and northeast district police head-
quarters functions 24 hours.

“MPPP will expand the CCTV coverage 
in stages,” said council president Datuk Pa-
tahiyah Ismail who was also present at the 
launch. 

Zooming in on wrong doers

THE state government has vowed that 
it will appeal Putrajaya’s decision to 
reject its application to build a Tamil 
secondary Tamil in Butterworth  - the 
first in the country.

More than 100 pupils scored 7As in 
the UPSR last year.

Deputy Chief Minister II Prof Dr P. 
Ramasamy in his speech said there will 
be more focus on soft skills after the 
allocation was made for infrastructure. 

Every Tamil school in Penang is now 
equipped with a computer lab in a 
move to equip youngsters with com-
puter skills that is vital in today’s 
world. 

Shanti Deve, SJK(T) Ladang Jawi 
Parent-Teacher Association chairman, 
said she was glad to receive RM63,741 
this year and the allocation is for com-
puters, air-conditioning units, books 
for the library and their UPSR and 
childhood programmes.

Also, an additional 2.5m lay-by 
lane will be constructed for parents to 
pick up their children without disrupting 
traffic flow,” Wong added.

The total cost of this project is RM3.6 
million and is currently 23% completed.

FOLLOWING numerous complaints 
by residents of Kg Sungai Dua near 
Sungai Nibong in Bayan Baru, led Sg 
Dua assemblymember S. Jayabalan to 
discover illegal sand mixing being 
carried out at a residential area in his 
constituency.

“It is illegal to carry out such an 
activity in a residential area as it 
poses a serious health hazard,” he 

said.
“This activity which was carried 

out at night resulted in high volumes 
of dust being deposited in the area, 
subjecting children and the elderly to 
various health problems.

“I have asked the Penang Island 
Municipal Council (MPPP) to take 
action and close down the operation as 
soon as possible,” he said during an 
enforcement exercise by the council to 
check on the sand mixing activity.

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THE state government, on Feb 18, 
gave a one week deadline to the de-
velopers of the Centrio Avenue low-
medium cost apartments in Bukit 
Gambir to resolve pricing issue dis-
putes raised by buyers.

The complaints arose when the buy-
ers claimed that they were being over-
charged for their flat units. These 
units, as set by the state government 
were to be sold at a flat price of RM 
72 500. 

Reports from home buyers however, 
pointed out that the developers were 
hard-selling and in some cases, even 
forcing buyers to pay additional 
charges.

These charges came in the form of 
renovation packages, as these low-
medium cost units were bare, and 
extra parking bays per unit. 

In some cases, a few buyers claimed 
that the price for their 650 sq ft units 
were marked up to RM168,000.

On Feb 13, the state issued a letter 
to the said developer, demanding an 
explanation behind the additional 
charges imposed for the Centrio Av-
enue units. 

The developer then responded and 
has since agreed to settle all discrepan-
cies within the allotted time given by 
the state.

State exco for Town and Country 
Planning and Housing Jagdeep Singh 
Deo said the developer has agreed to 
meet the buyers and would scrap im-
posing any additional charges on buy-
ers who did not wish to take up the 
renovation and parking bay packages.

“We received a total of 100 com-

plaints in December. As of now we are 
left with 81 complaints. From that 
number, 25 cases have been settled, 29 
remain in talks with the developer, 24 
are yet to meet the developer and three 
have already declined the offer to 
purchase the said units,” Jagdeep said 
in a press conference with the devel-

oper of Centrio Avenue.
“The developer has no right to im-

pose any additional charges on these 
units on buyers who do not wish to 
take up any extra renovation charges 
as this price was set by the state and 
already agreed upon by the developer 
since last year,” Jagdeep added.

THE Penang Real Housing and Developers 
Association (Rehda) has called for more as-
sistance from the federal government and 
banks for first-time house buyers and those 
from the lower income.  

Speaking at a Rehda Chinese New Year 
gathering on Feb 12 for its members, Datuk 
Jerry Chan, chairman of Penang Rehda urged 
the media to highlight the issue so that they 
can help the first-time buyers and the poor 
to own homes.  

“The federal Budget has not addressed the 
concerns of the first-time buyers. How are 
we to help them?” he said.

“There is no help from the banks in terms 
of interest rates. First-time buyers and those 
from the lower-income group have difficul-
ties owning low-cost, low medium-cost and 

affordable housing in the range of RM200,000 
to RM300,000 because they are not getting 
help.  

“Loan rates are highest, and they get 
charged the full BLR (base lending rate).

But he pointed out that banks offer good 
rates to those who own many properties and 
are earning a good income, at BLR minus 
2.2 to 2.4.  

“So in the end, a poor guy who tries to get 
a loan for a low-cost unit will be charged full 
BLR,” Chan said, adding that this situation 
does not make sense.  “The situation in Ma-
laysia is that the banks will help the rich 
more but if you are poor they will charge you 
the full rate. The federal government needs 
to address this,” he said.

Eden Handicap Service Centre, a 
non-profit organisation since 1991, has 
started the Handy-CAB which has 
made life that much easier and mobil-
ity simpler for the disabled.

Currently, Eden Handicap has two 
special vehicles which ferried almost 
1,400 wheelchair bound passengers 
last year free of charge.

“With these specially-fitted vehi-
cles, wheelchair bound passengers are 
safely and securely transported door-
to-door,” said Bertie Tye, general 
manager of Eden Handicap, at a press 
conference on Feb 12.  

“It is too tedious to use a van that 
takes 4-5 persons as the passengers are 
usually going to hospitals and hence, 
have different timings and routes.  
That’s why we want to get another five 
more Handy-CAB.  

“Although we have the AP (approved 
permit) and tax exemption approvals, 
we do not have enough funds to pur-
chase the vehicles,” he added.

Che Wan Abdul Wahab, a 50-year-
old single mother of two young chil-

dren aged 7 and 12, said: “I lost eve-
rything after a motor bike accident 
which made me unable to walk. Bound 
to a wheelchair, I faced difficulty go-
ing to the hospital for treatment.  

“Although the taxis charge me RM25, 
the drivers aren’t able to help me get in 
and out of the vehicle. I am so touched 
that Eden Handicap ferried me free of 
charge in my times of need.”

The cost of purchasing these five 
vehicles plus maintenance will amount 
to RM1 million.

因，个人或个别商业机构不可能造成如此污
染，虽然河水已经恢复以往，海滩如今也干
净了，但有必要鉴定污染源头和如何确保污
染不再重演。

过滤后，才能从处理后的储水槽输送给用
户。

“我们定期每隔6个月清洗沉淀水槽，而过
滤水槽则每隔72小时清理，洗涤水再流入沉
淀水槽(supernatant tank) ，该水槽的沉淀
物将储存在沉淀废物贮存池，当这个沉淀废
物贮存池满时，我们将雇用合格的承包商进
行废物填埋，这已获得环境局批准。从这个
过程中多余的水将被泵送回污水处理厂，与
直落巴巷水坝的水源再循环。”

“峇都丁宜的处理厂从2005年开始获得
ISO 14001:2004标准认证（环境管理系统标
准），所以在水源处理过程不能随意直接排
放污水到天然环境，包括不能排放到峇都丁
宜河。因此，峇都丁宜污水处理厂是以“零
排放”的方式操作。”

林冠英补充，环境局已于2月10日，派3名
官员到峇都丁宜污水处理监察，并鉴定以上
废水处理方式。

基于接获近百宗购屋者的投诉，

佳日星说，其实这不是新案件，
而发展商早在去年12月3日承诺遵守

他续称，在发展商提供的名单中
有81个投诉，其中25宗投诉已经

我是电脑科学科班毕业的。
当年1997年毕业时，市场上
的电脑科学毕业生不多。当
时，资讯的流通缓慢，不像今

进行了六个月的实习。我放弃

注定了往后我在家乡发展而不

跨国公司，有系统化的实习计
划，有个实习生的小空间，我
称它为”木人巷”。实习生们
每人配有一架终端机 Dumb 
Terminal。

我用的作业系统是HP-UX 惠
普版的UNIX。当年这已经是
很前卫了。那时Windows 视
窗95 及Internet Explorer 刚
推出，工厂都还未广泛使用。
我用的网络软件是只有纯文字
而没有图片的软件叫做Lynx. 
试想看只用纯文字，没有图
片，没有色彩的互联网是如何
的单调。

那 时 候 微 软 公 司 已 起
步，Microsoft Office及其他
视窗程序语言还不流行。大学
里及工厂里清一色是UNIX 的
世界。我写软件程序语言都是
用UNIX 平台上逐行完成的。
我在木人巷六个月后，造就了

去考上了微软视窗专业课程，
成了管理部门电脑系统的工程
师。

那是十九年前实习的旧事。
今 天 唸 电 脑 科 学 的 学 生 连
Dumb Terminal 都没看过，
也不会去用Lynx这古老软件。

今天资讯大量流通，什至报
纸的新闻都会有陈旧的感觉。
今天手机及平版电脑已逐渐的
取代了个人电脑及手提电脑。
每个智能手机用户及平版电脑
用户都是总编辑，大家都上网
在面子书上，在部落格上，在
推特上发佈及转载讯息。

资讯流通以全方位出现。报
纸上的新闻不象以往般吸引
人。报纸上的特点反而是网络
上无法提供的新闻评论，独家
新闻及具有地方特色的文章，

广告及讣告。

我大约小学四年级开始阅报
至今，现今从事公共事务，因
工作需要，我毎天阅读十份各
语文报纸，不过近期我也改变
了阅报习惯，开始转阅网络版
的报纸。

资讯流通带来了新的机遇及
挑战。做为政府的也必须与时
并进。

对于资讯管理，我们怎可以
还停留在1972年机密法令的
那个年代？

槟州民联政府在州议会通过
了资讯自由法令，这是与机密

法令完全不一样概念的资讯管
理思维。机密法令说政府文件
是属机密，只有通过解密的程
序才可公开。资讯自由法令说
除了特定原因之外，公共资讯
可以公开,也定下了民众的上
诉程序，解放了资讯管理的陈
旧思维。

我记得民联槟州政府第一份
解密的文件是当时州政府发展
北海青屋于2004年签下的合
约。当时我在行政议会内主张
解密,以把真相告诉蒙在鼓里
但身受影响的青屋居民们。执
行解密任务的公务员两星期后
还未能成事，我追问之下，公
务员向我报告他从来没有执行
过解密，所以耽误了时间。其
实只要行政议会通过，在每一
页盖上”解密”印章，纪录在
案即可解密。这份合约后来我
亲手交给了青屋居民代表，还
原了真相。我们期待资讯自由
法令今年在梹州执行，开啟政
府资讯流通的年代。

槟州政府新闻及通讯部最近
也与一家电讯公司签备忘录，
为市民提供免费传信息SMS的
服务。我上网査看了资料。在

美国纽约紧急服务处亦提供
类似信息服务，以更快捷的把
天灾人祸，封路，天气恶劣等
状况第一时间与市民联系，这
是政府在资讯年代，充分利用
信息的力量来为民解困，为民
服务的好方案。十年前海啸在
梹岛海岸发生时，资讯传播缓
慢。如今，上述传信息的服务
就可第一时间发佈预警，警惕
民众。

五年前，我吩咐我的助理帮
我从事某专题研究。现在，我
越来越依靠谷歌Google 寻找
资料。谷歌的出现使世界变平
了，资讯就在谷歌的转角间。

十年前我写篇中文稿是很慢
的,我对于输入法掌握有限,又
不熟悉汉语拼音。现在我写中
文稿轻鬆多了,基本上我用手
写在苹果 IPad 上， 名副其实
的直接写稿，而不靠难掌握的
输入法。

我做为民选议员也充分利用
面子书，部落格，电子邮件与
选民联系。不过，我还是认为
资讯年代，与选民在巴刹，咖
啡店，宴会, 婚礼或丧礼见面
交流是面子书取代不了的。

《不一样的三八妇女节》

日 前 ，
我 的 服 务
中 心 举 办
了 一 场
《 两 地 穿
梭 ： 女 性

主义在香港及马来西亚的实践》讨论会，
邀请了香港新妇女协进会主席陈效能博
士，香港关注妇女性暴力协会主席霍婉红
和公正党霹雳州十八丁州议员蔡依霖，来
一起分享她们对女性课题的看法，获得
50多位巾帼部队委员、非政府组织、媒
体和关注女性议题的民众积极参与。

主讲者以各自的组织经验和教育工作来
探讨性别意识和性别平等，引领大家思考
女性主义在香港及马来西亚的实践，激荡
着参加者的脑袋，一起找出性别平等的行
动策略，以在各自的社区积极推动性别平
等教育。

虽然香港性别平等的情况和马来西亚的
不同，但还是有许多相同和值得借鉴的地
方，如不同性质的非政府组织如何积极渗
透不同的社区，以建设一个对性暴力零容
忍的社区环境。

主讲者也跟参加者们分享全港首间预防
性暴力教育资源中心——“Anti480-反性
暴力资源中心”，和取名为“风雨兰”的
全港首间性暴力危机中心的运作方式，值
得我国政府、非政府组织和民间团体参考
和实践。

香港关注妇女性暴力协会主席霍婉红
说，“平等机会妇女联席2013年的调查
访问了近900人，结果逾40%受访的妇
女曾遭受性骚扰，34%发生在职场或学

校。”

值得让我们反思的是，这个现象会不会
同样发生在马来西亚？而对抗性暴力是谁
的责任，有多少人可以勇敢地公开讨论这
个课题，揭发施暴者的同时协助受害者求
助。因此，政府应该积极设下目标，为女
性打造一个安全的生活环境，让她们免于
被家暴、性暴力、性骚扰和其他威胁所伤
害。

很多人有一个迷思，觉得女性议题不是
男人的“话题”，而避谈女性所面对的问
题、不利环境和不平等的待遇。而事实
是，占据一半人口的女性是整个社会的重
要推手。她们对国家经济和社会发展的贡
献是不容忽视的。

如果政府可以由上而下地推动政策，在
学校推动性别平等教育，并通过媒体和社
区醒觉活动来灌输正确的性别意识，剔除
男尊女卑和其他对女性的刻板印象，塑造
男女互相尊重的和谐环境，那么我们将有
望实现性别平等的目标。

308国际妇女节在世界各地有很多不同
的庆祝方式和活动意义，但最终的目的还
是让女性们更加了解本身的权益，提醒政
府和人民“制定性别平等政策”对社会起
着关键性的作用，并关注女性的参政率和
妇女劳动价值，以确保国家向前迈进。

因此，我希望参与这个讨论会之后，女
性们可以认真思考——我要如何过一个不
一样的三八妇女节，并勇敢地提出意见和
想法，让我们一起打造一个性别平等的社
会。

檳州政府計劃在5年內打造“
環島腳車道”，讓檳州成為繼環
保州後，全國首個腳車州。在威
省，虽然威省市政局在2011年
已成立脚车道小组，但到目前为
至威省仍然没有一个正式的脚车
道。当我还是威省市议员的时
候，曾联同威省市政局和爱骑车
脚车俱乐部设立了威省第一个
脚车公园，就坐落在北海Am-
pang Jajar休闲公园，长达0.9
公里。

最近这几年，我们都可看到喜
欢踏脚车的市民日益增加。踏脚
车不再只是运动而已，现在已进
展到成为一种风气。 此外，许
多大大小小的脚车队及脚车公会
也陆续在槟州成立起来，意味着

槟州市民已开始和槟州政府同步
努力去实现全國首個腳車州这目
标。

因此，槟州政府应该更加关注
在槟州各区设立脚车道，以便能
够继续推广及带动更多市民踏脚
车。在国外如日本和中国，踏脚
车去上班是非常普遍的风气。因
此，踏脚车这运动或风气不一定
要局限在办公时间过后而已，它
其实也可以被当成上班或上学的
一种交通工具。

在设立脚车道的当儿，脚踏车
骑士的安全也不可被忽略。如果
要在一些比较繁忙或狭窄的道路
上设立脚车道，槟州政府必须谨
慎的处理及规划，以确保这些脚
车道实用和安全。

在505大选过后，我本身看到
在高渊有很多爱好踏脚车的市
民，他们都期望威省可以设立完
善及安全的脚车道给市民使用。
所以，徵詢民意后，我就在威省
爪夷选区设立了威省的第一个沿
河脚车道，从Teluk Ipil 到 By-
ram，全长约9公里。这个脚车
道的特点是除了可以让市民沿河
踏脚车外，也可借此欣赏沿河的
风景及到河的尽头欣赏日落。

我希望通过设立威省的第一个
脚车道，可以带动威省市政局在
其它地区设立更多脚车道，以让
威省一带爱好踏脚车人士可以安
心的在真正安全的脚车道上踏脚
车。
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槟州供水量充足
槟州州内3大水坝若在数周

内没降雨的情况下，蓄水量
仍足够提供人民使用至3月
尾；惟如果在4月之后还没降
雨，州政府将再另寻解决方
案，因此，槟州首长林冠英
呼吁槟州人民节省用水，才
不必耗资成本另寻水源。

槟州首长林冠英于2月23
日巡视亚依淡水坝后表示，
目前有两大问题困扰着大马
人民的生计，其一是百物涨
价，其二是更为严重的水荒
问题，如雪兰莪及柔佛州所
面临的水荒问题极为严重。

林冠英派定心丸，槟州目
前虽然数周都是滴雨未降，
但是却没有面临水荒问题。

“槟州供水机构在孟光水
坝进行提升工程，料在2年后
完成，增加州内的蓄水量，
就算面临旱季，槟岛所有水
坝的蓄水量也可以维持4个
月。”

他指出，槟城州内的直落
巴巷水坝水位、亚依淡水坝
及孟光水坝水位分别是90
、74及50%，蓄水量仍足够

提供槟州人民使用至3月尾。

“若直到3月尾都没有降
雨，那么州政府会另寻解决
方案，透过更多方法开发水
源，不过这些都交由水源专
家研究处理。如果干旱天气
继续没有改善，州政府便会
要求穆达河释放比平时更多
水量以应付水荒情况，由州
政府承担该费用。”

因此，他呼吁槟州人民要节
省用水，尽管至今槟州水费是
全马最低，是柔佛州的3分之
一，但是因为太过便宜的水
费，导致人民不懂得珍惜。

“即使州政府把水费调高
一倍也是全马最低，但是槟
州政府体恤人民，深知人民
以受到百货涨价的困扰，因
此水费都是维持现状。

他说，若人民可以节省用
水，就不必再另寻开发水源
方案，也不需要再另外开
销。槟州人民目前每日的用
水量是300公升左右，若可以
减少50%用水量，就可以把
槟州水坝的蓄水量从原本的4
个月延长增加到6个月为止。 槟州首长林冠英派定心丸，槟州目前没有面临水荒问题。

Al-Gadeir承包商在彭亨路进行一项兴建工程，却对槟岛市
政局所发出的停工令置之不理，强行动工打桩，导致其兴建单
位附近的4间房子及商业单位受影响，因此，槟岛市政局将采
取法律行动提控该承包商。

丹绒区国会议员黄伟益在巡视彭亨路9号单位后表示，Al-
Gadeir承包商在152号单位兴建一座5层楼高及一层地下室停
车场的商业单位，但该承包商在2013年6月4日接获槟岛市政
局的停工令。

然而，该承包商在接获停工令时，基于工程进度是在修建着
地下室停车场，因此，该承包商向槟岛市政局上诉，指如果该
商业单位的地下室停车场若不能尽快完成，将导致地下水流灌
入地下室停车场而可能发生地面及附近建筑崩塌，或滋生蚊子
等。

黄伟益说，槟岛市政局为了顾及承包商所面临的问题，只好
让承包商先把地下室停车场完成，但承包商却无视停工令，继
续动工打桩，导致彭亨路9号、11号、115号及117号屋子及商
业单位受到影响，单位内墙壁、地面都多处出现龟裂，单位情
况非常严重。

槟岛市政局接获附近单位的投诉后，立即在2013年10月份
及2014年1月份向该承包商发出2次警告，但承包商却置之不
理。

他指责承包商在动工兴建该单位3楼及4楼处并没有设下建筑
安全网是十分危险的行为。槟岛市政局在24日带通执法人员前
来对该承包商再次发出停工令，并且引用1974年道路沟渠及
建筑法令第70项条文提控Al-Gadeir承包商。

他补充说，该承包商必须与另外委任的工程师向受到影响的
单位屋主进行商讨修补工程及保险赔偿，以及把所受到影响的
单位维修之后，获得市政局的检查通过后才能继续动工。

在人来人往的古迹区街道上，一间外观设计平凡

等待着你，只要走进来，既可进入超人英雄的世界
里，再次重温儿时的梦想，当起个人专属的超人。
不管是儿时所崇拜的蒙面超人，还是目前最火红
的美国超级英雄钢铁人，都可以在Toys Cafe里找
到。

丘志权，槟城人，凭着其兴趣与爱好，创立了风
格独树一帜的Toys Cafe。

然而，他在接受《珍珠快讯》采访时坦言，当初
考虑在槟城开设咖啡馆时，就了解到并非想象般的
简单，尤其是要如何能够在众多咖啡馆里突出重
围，而让他感到困惑。

最后，他决定采用特别、不一样的元素融入咖啡
馆概念，来吸引客人的目光。经过一番思考，让他
联想到他所收集的模型玩具，这才让他决定以模型
玩具作为摆设，把超人图腾作为咖啡设计，以超人
英雄做为该店主题。

由于模型玩具这方面的概念对众多人而言，仍存
有很多疑问，甚至认为是小孩子的玩意及奢侈品，
但丘志权却有不一样的看法，更获得家人的支持，
因此开办了Toys Cafe。

同时，对他而言，所收集的模型若摆在家里也只

能独自观赏，倒不如摆设在店里让更多志同道合的
模型玩具及咖啡爱好者一同欣赏、交流分享。

“收藏模型玩具主要是摆出来欣赏，若模型只能
藏在盒子里，或是柜子里就失去了购买模型的定
义。模型玩具也并不是一般人所认为的“小孩子玩
意”，因为模型及玩具种类繁多，甚至有些价格不
菲，但这都是对童年回忆的一种重温，对现实的一
种解放。”

因此选择店名时，他曾多次考虑但所选择的名
字 都 不 符 合 该 咖 啡 馆 主 题 ， 与 同 伴 商 量 是 否 使
用“Toys”（玩具）一词作为该咖啡主题，除了
可以很充分地体现该咖啡馆主题，同时也能让他所
收藏的模型“发挥”所长，最终也获得同伴的赞
同，而取名为Toys Cafe。

在Toys Cafe里可看见所展出的众多模型当中，
蒙面骑士（或称假面骑士）数量最为多。丘志权笑
言，收藏模型玩具长达10年的他，目前还仍然继
续地为店里添加新模型玩具，带给客人不一样的新
玩意。蒙面骑士是他最爱的超人英雄，对于蒙面骑
士模型的收集也是爱不释手，单单收藏大小不一的
蒙面骑士模型就有200至300之多。而镇店之宝也
非蒙面骑士莫属，但他“强调”地说，蒙面骑士非
要摩多车不可，不然则名不顺。

在谈至丘志权的“另外”一项兴趣则是泡制咖
啡，他表示，多年前曾到中国云南丽江古城游玩，
所寻获的新兴趣，当时候的他到当地朋友所开办的

面包店里当起了“义工”，在学习及旅游的当儿，
他尝试了不同的咖啡，而在不一样的环境之下，
所品尝的咖啡更是有着不一样的感觉。虽然Toys 
Cafe无法与云南丽江古城的景色相比，但对于爱
好模型玩具者而言，欣赏着模型玩具，享用着美味
的咖啡，也是有着异曲同工之意。

至于接下来会不会为Toys Cafe注入更多不同的
元素，丘志权表示，会加入更多的模型及食物饮
料，因为并非所有人都能喜欢饮用咖啡，尤其是漆
木街一带，商业公司员工及学院生较为众多，因此
会加入更多的饮料供客人们选择。

目前，Toys Cafe的主要餐单以是英式小吃为
主，惟接下来会随着客人的要求而增加。

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今年1月24日和25日在槟城举行
的性别与发展工作营，吸引了绝大
部分来自槟岛市政局和威省市政局
的市议员及高层决策人士的热烈参
与，在槟州迈向落实性别回应预算
理念的进程中，奠立了另一个新里
程碑。

这两个地方政府当局的主要政策
与决策层人士在这两天的议程中，
经验分享与交流让他们对性别回应
的理念真义和方法应用，以及它在
预算规划程序中所能够为以民为本
的设施发展带来的绩效，有了更透
彻的了解，而且从中理解槟城从
2012年1月试行以来的心路历程。

正如槟岛市政局主席拿督巴达雅
依斯迈，在一项有关性别回应预算
项目的录影访谈中所说的，她最初
对性别回应预算的效应抱着不置可
否的怀疑态度，可是，现在经过了
验证，她开始体认到性别回应预算
所能真正发挥的巨大潜能。

威省市政局主席麦姆娜莫哈默沙
里夫在受询时表示，从一开始，她
就非常看好性别回应预算所能带来
的正面效益，在性别回应预算项目
的推行过程中，让她深深被吸引的
是地方上的民众都有份参与，而且
他们的意见都受到征询。对她而
言，这意味地方政府当局是可以一
改过去一贯以来公式化的施政模式
的。

能够获得地方政府当局的最高层
之认同与肯定，并加以推崇，这是
令人感到欣慰的。不过，要把性别
回应这一环节有效的纳入地方政府
的预算规划，最先决的是，有关官
员必需对性别回应预算的概念有非
常全面的充分了解，而且最重要的
是，他们必需要有实用的知识及懂
得如何善用性别回应预算的工具。

为了达到这个目的，槟州妇女发
展机构主办这项工作营就是要让相
关人士明了性别回应预算的理念和
掌握应用与实践的技巧，以便能够
在市政局的预算与施政中可以带

来 有 所 不 同 的 改
变。

槟 岛 和 威 省 两
地 的 市 议 员 和 官
员 们 ， 在 分 组 讨
论 时 也 热 烈 的 参
与 ， 抱 着 认 真 的
态 度 ， 聆 听 组
员 们 的 分 享 ， 这
种 表 现 是 令 人 感
到 鼓 舞 和 值 得 赞
扬 的 。 我 们 相 信
这 种 经 验 相 互 交
流 ， 可 以 改 变 他
们 以 往 在 处 理 民
生 设 施 规 划 与 预
算 方 面 的 思 维 ，
尝 试 从 性 别 的 角
度 来 看 待 及 处 理
民 生 设 施 项 目 的
规 划 ， 预 算 ， 实
行 ， 监 督 与 评
估 。 在 这 方 面 ，
我们仍然大有所改善的进步空间。

在为这项工作营主持开幕时，也
是性别回应预算督导委员会主席的
槟州地方政府，交通管理及治水委
员会主席曹观友行政议员重申，槟
州政府非常认真看待把性别元素纳
入槟州各项政策与预算主流的迫切
性。这也意味，在性别回应预算可
以往更高层次推进之前，若要有效
的实行性别回应预算，我们仍然有
必要深化各相关方面对这个课题的
认知及知识的有效掌握，正所谓；
工欲善其事，必先利其器，才能事
半功倍的奏效。

 槟州妇女发展机构的性别回应
预算单位将在今年内陆续主办各种
相关的训练计划，以让高层的市政
局官员掌握更熟练的技巧。这些训
练计划包括邀请国际知名的性别
回应预算专家伊莉莎白克拉瑟博士
（Dr. Elisabeth Klatzer）授课的
课程，由她分享如何把性别元素纳
入地方政府的预算程序中。另一项

训练是邀请科实渴姆斯（Koshy 
Thomas）前来主持，他是我国
财政部主管根据成效为准而规
划预算事务的部门首长。

透过这些深化训练，我们将进
一步研习如何促使地方政府当
局把性别回应预算机制化。

单是纸上谈兵是无济于事的。
怎样学以致用的让我们所学的
在“办公室以外”发酵，才是
我们所希望看到的成果。正如
我们过去在一些社区所试行的
项目，我们以当地居民的迫切

需要为导向，在
整个过程当中让
不同年龄层和背
景的居民有分参
与，全方位落实
性别回应预算的
理念。透过这些
项 目 的 成 功 实
行，我们希望能
够扩大层面以涵
盖 槟 州 更 广 大
的社群，从而改
善这些社群的生
活。

性 别 回 应 预 算
在槟州推行的过
去这两年来，我
们在许多方面汲
取了很宝贵的学
习经验。一路走
来不易，因为很
多时候，我们必
需在摸索中寻找
正确的方向，况
且，在这里我们
没有一个楷模可
以让我们做为参考借镜，虽然不同
形式的性别回应预算在世界上许多
国家早已经在应用。

《不同的社群，不同的需索》是
我们的性别回应预算项目的主题。
这意味，不论在地方社区，地方政
府，州政府或中央政府的不同层
面，我们都必需确保性别回应预算
的概念，工具和实行都能同我们特
定的需求相吻合。这是因为，我们
不能以偏盖全的一概而论，不同的

情况，就必需要有不同的方案，这
就是为什么我们在槟城要做中学，
从不断的体验中学习和实践。

从工作营的热烈反应看来，让我
们感到欣慰的是，千里之行，始于
足下，我们总算迈开了脚步，跨出
去，以稳健的步伐，朝我们的目
标，走下去。

性别回应预算(GRB)的体验，学习与实践
LEARNING BY DOING – THE GRB WAY

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亚依淡区州议员黄汉伟认为，马来西亚的语
文政策必须注重促进语言的多样性及促进母
语的持续发展。

他说，自2000年开始，联合国文教科组织 
（UNESCO） 定下每年2月21日为国际母语
日(International Mother Language Day)
， 至 今 已 经 庆 祝 了 十 四 年 ， 在 世 界 各 地 与
合作伙伴举办活动，讲座，音乐会，研讨会
等。今年的国际母语日主题为“当地语言促
进世界公民意识：聚焦科学” （Local Lan-
guage for global citizenship: Spotlight 
on Science”）。

“在庆祝国际母语日当儿，我们有必要重新
认同母语的应用，接受母语教育是普世的人
权，是受到国际社会的认同。懂得和会讲多
种语言能让我们更好的理解我们这个世界丰
富的文化互动。”

黄汉伟在国际母语日发表文告说，马来西亚
独立后六十年代，国家教育政策的改变下，

母语教育受到冲击。英校改制变成了以国语
教学为主。华文中学也面临了抉择而形成今
天全国60间独中及78所国民型中学的局面。

“政府在60年代劝说华文中学改制时期，
开出的其中一个条件就是允许这些学校三分
之一上课时间使用华文教学。在梹城10 所
国民型中学中，各校的每周华文节数至少有
6节。但在东海岸及东马的改制国民型中学
却底线不保，一些当年的华文中学现在每週
只剩3节华文，也实质上面对华文师资的问
题。”

28日申请准证，但市政局只发出了15张
横挂布条准证，但是却在槟岛20多处取下
了超过300多张该广告布条。

他表示，由市政局官员把布条及准证取
回逐步检查之后，发现该电讯公司布条上
所贴上的布条准证是伪造的，而数量也有
问题。

他表示，在获得市政局法律顾问小组质
询后，市政局官员立即针对该电讯公司及
张挂布条的承包商所横挂布条准证的造假
事件报警，交由警方调查，再决定是否对
该电讯公司及承包商采取进一步的法律行
动。

他说，事后市政局曾联络相关电讯公司，但该公司主管表示横
挂布条都付费予雪隆承包商负责，而该承包商却表示转由槟城另
一家承包商负责，对布条及准证毫不知情。

“市政局对该电讯公司发出335张准证造假罚单，每张250令

吉，总共为8万3750令吉。同时把该电讯公司及相关承包商列入
黑名单6个月，从本月开始生效。” 

他强调，申请市政局布条准证每月收费是52令吉，其中2令吉
是贴纸，20令吉是租金，剩余的30令吉是抵押金，因此奉劝承
包商们不要再为了省钱，铤而走险尝试隐瞒市政局。

亚 依 淡 区 州 议 员 黄 汉 伟 于
2月12日在记者会上表示，

他说，峇都兰樟道路的车流
量每年增加，根据统计，每
日早上6时30分至8时，使用
峇都兰樟道路的车辆是2300
辆左右，而下午放工及学校
下课时间则是1900多辆，基
于道路两旁造成阻塞问题，
左转入州回教堂路的车辆也
被阻挡动弹不得，甚至摩多
骑士也无法穿过车群。

围篱笆挪后2.2公尺，加宽该
处道路。

他说，峇都兰樟道路旁有3
所学校，但3所学校都共同使
用仅有的人行道，因此槟岛
市政局将在乔治市小学的前
面增设一架交通人行道，方
便该校的学生步行过马路。

托给马来西亚环境、工艺及发展中心，而这项
推广活动始于2012年9月。乔治市路演则是第16
次及倒数第二个地点。

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THE Gender and Develop-
ment: An alternative Approach 
workshop on 24th and 25th 
January 2014, which marked 
another milestone in the Gen-
der Responsive Budgeting 
(GRB) journey in Penang, saw 
the participation of the major-
ity of councillors and decision 
makers from the two local 
authorities, the Municipal 
Council  of Penang Island 
(MPPP) and Municipal Coun-
cil of Seberang Perai (MPSP). 

This gathering of key policy 
and decision makers to famil-
iarise themselves with the 
gender responsive perspective 
and its application to budget-
ing, as well as the use of GRB 
tools to facilitate people-cen-
tred development is reflective 
of how far the GRB Project 
has come since its inception in 
January 2012.

As MPPP President YBhg 
Datuk Patahiyah Ismail con-
fessed in a video recording on 
the GRB project, she was ini-
tially sceptical but is now be-
ginning to see the potential of 
GRB. MPSP President Puan 
Maimunah Mohd Sharif, on 
the other hand, had embraced 
the positive traits of GRB from 
the start and in the course of 
the project’s implementation 
has been particularly attracted 
by its features that involve 
engaging and consulting the 
people. This has meant the lo-
cal authorities learning to do 
things quite differently from 
what was the norm previously.

The endorsement from the 
very top echelon of the mu-
nicipal leadership was very 

heartening indeed. However, 
for effective integration of 
gender responsiveness into the 
budget cycle of the local au-
thorities, a full understanding 
of its concepts and hands-on 
knowledge and use of its tools 
are necessary – hence the or-
ganisation of this Gender and 
Development workshop to 
provide the people that matter 
the ideas and skills that matter 
so that an alternative approach 
to municipal budgeting in 
particular and municipal gov-
ernance in general can be put 
into practice.

It was encouraging to ob-
serve the serious engagement 
and participation in many of 
the break-out groups where 
councillors and municipal 
staff alike tried new ways of 
carrying out their old tasks, 
i.e., by adding on the gender 
lens to other lenses they might 
have used in project/pro-
gramme planning, budgeting, 
implementation, monitoring 
and evaluation. But we still 
have quite a way to go up the 
learning curve.

When officially opening the 
workshop, Chow Kon Yeow, 
the chair of the GRB Steering 
Committee and the State Exco 
for Local Government, Traffic 
Management and Flood Miti-
gation, asserted that the State 
is serious about mainstream-
ing gender in Penang’s poli-
cies and budgeting. That also 
means a lot  more serious 
learning still needs to be done 
before GRB can be taken to a 
higher level and can be effec-
tively implemented.

The GRB team 
has  l ined up a 
number of other 
t r a i n i n g  p r o -
grammes for the 
rest of the year to 
help equip key 
municipal offic-
ers with the requi-
s i t e  h a n d s - o n 
skills. These in-
clude a workshop 
on  In teg ra t ing 
Gender into Local 
A u t h o r i t i e s ’ 
Budgeting Pro-

cesses to be conducted by In-
ternational GRB Expert Dr 
Elisabeth Klatzer and another 
on Integrating Gender into 
Outcome Based Budgeting to 
be conducted by Koshy Thom-
as, the Head of the Outcome 
Based Budget ing Project 
Team, Ministry of Finance, 
Malaysia.

We will be getting into the 
brass tacks in these and further 
training sessions – all these 
being an integral part of the 
process of institutionalising 
GRB into the local authorities.

However, the learning must 
also go on “outside the build-
ing” as it were: in the pilot 
communities where the com-
munity-based and participa-
tory component of the GRB 
project is being carried out, 
and in the larger society of 
Penang where we hope GRB 
will extend itself and touch 
lives.

The last two years of GRB 
implementation has certainly 
been one giant learning expe-
rience at many levels. The 
journey has not been an easy 
one because we had to chart 
our own course most of the 
way. There are simply no GRB 
prototypes that we can draw 
upon although GRB in various 
forms has been practised in 
numerous countries in differ-
ent parts of the world. Our 
project tagline, “Different 
People, Different Needs” is 
just as relevant at the commu-
nity level as at the municipal, 
state or national levels – mean-

ing we have to adapt the con-
cepts, tools and practices of 
GRB to our specific needs. 
Because there is no one size 
fits all solution, we in Penang 

had  to  f ind  our  so lu t ion 
through learning by doing.

Judging from the response 
at the workshop, we haven’t 
done too badly.

THE Penang Island Municipal 
Council (MPPP) has issued 
compounds  amoun t ing  to 
RM83,750 to a telecommunica-
tions company for using illegal 
stickers on 335 bunting placed 
around George Town.

“The telecommunications 
company applied for licences for 
15 bunting in January but when 
we made our rounds on Feb 10, 
we found that 350 advertise-
ments were hung along Jalan 
Penang, Jalan Dato Keramat and 
Jalan Macalister,” said MPPP 
councillor, Ong Ah Teong.

Upon initial investigations, it 
was found that the 335 illegal 
bunting used counterfeit licence 
stickers – an offence which car-
ries a compound of RM250 
each.

“The telecommunications 
company placed the advertise-
ments through a middle-man and 
both companies are now black-

listed for six months, prohibiting 
them to place any advertise-
ments in George Town besides 
the heavy fines,” Ong said.

MPPP has also lodged a po-
lice report against the telecom-
munications operator, holding it 
responsible for commissioning 
works of illegal bunting and the 
use of counterfeit licensing 
stickers.

“We look at this as a very 
serious offence and hope adver-
tisers and their runners take this 
issue seriously as well,” said 
Ong.

Not only that but it was also 
found that the illegal bunting did 
not adhere to the height of place-
ment, thus endangering road users 
especially those on motorbikes.

“These procedures that are in 
place are to benefit everyone, 
advertisers and public alike. We 
will not compromise in taking 
action against those who do not 
comply with these guidelines,” 
he added.

TAKING matters of beach cleanliness to a 
more serious level, the Penang Island Mu-
nicipal Council (MPPP) recently purchased a 
motorised beach cleaner in hopes of further 
enhancing beach cleaning methods along the 
Batu Ferringhi stretch, a major tourist belt for 
Penang.

The cleaner, named the “Sand Man – Walk 
Behind Beach Cleaner” was ordered from the 
United States as part of a pilot project to see 
if these motorised cleaners would be able to 
fully replace the current manual cleaning 
method.

The Sand Man will be used to clean a 1.8km 
stretch along Batu Ferringhi, starting from the 
Rasa Sayang beach front all the way up till 
the Bayview beach area. 

The machine will comb the sandy shores 

for marine debris and any other type of waste, 
pick it up into a container, sieve it out and 
return the sand back to the ground.

MPPP president Datuk Patahiyah Ismail 
said it was imperative to improve the current 
cleaning methods along the Batu Ferringhi 
stretch as a dirty beach would directly affect 
tourism.

“With the Sand Man, we will be able to 
conduct a more detailed cleaning method. The 
machine will dig 10cm into the beach, sieve 
through for rubbish, providing a more thor-
ough clean up,” she said after launching the 
motorised beach cleaner on Feb 19.

Patahiyah added that as of now, MPPP has 
only one machine but will purchase another 
one in six months depending on the results of 
this trial project. 

Besides the four-time motorised clean-up, 
the current cleaning contractors will continue 
to clean up the beach manually.

THE Penang Animal Sanctuary Society (PASS) relies on 
public funding and private individuals to save stray animals 
like cats and dogs from being put to sleep as it advocates a 
no-kill policy.  

“These strays and abandoned animals are creatures of God 
and deserve a right to live too,” said Datuk Leslie Lee, 
president of PASS.

In order to help Penang and in particular the Penang Island 
Municipal Council (MPPP) to take these strays off the streets, 
MPPP has alienated a piece of land in Relau for PASS to set 
up an animal sanctuary.  

PASS needs a large sum of money for the building project 
and is organising a charity dinner and dance with the theme 
“Let’s Dance for Love” on April 12 at the Bayview Beach 
Resort.  

In a press conference at Komtar, Local Government, Traf-
fic Management and Flood Mitigation exco member Chow 
Kon Yeow said: “Finally, the long awaited home for displaced 
animals is almost realised. The committee has worked tire-
lessly with the local council to get all the necessary approvals.”  

The building will include a multi-purpose hall to run edu-
cational projects for school children, hold family days besides 
having facilities to shelter 1,000 cats and dogs each when 
fully completed.  

Work will commence by the middle of the year and will 
take about nine months for the first phase to complete.

IN efforts to cultivate a zero waste 
community, a village on the main-
land of Penang has shown us that 
truly, nothing can and should go 
to waste.

On Sept 30, 2012, the villagers 
of Permatang Nibong, with a help-
ing hand from the Seberang Perai 
Municipal Council (MPSP), set up 
their own resource centre and on 
the same day, in partnership with 
the CIMB-Community Link Pro-
gramme, embarked on an eight- 
week long effort themed “Com-
posting Food Waste”.

The main objective of this pro-
gramme is “turning food waste 
into valuable soil amendments” 
and the “diversion of food waste 
from landfills”, said MPSP secretary Rozali 
Mohamud who officiated the Permatang Nibong 
Resource Centre’s end result showcase in late 
last month.

The programme ended on Dec 29, 2012 with 
participation of 56 households collecting a total 
of 1,120kg of food waste for composting. 

Following the success of this programme, in 
January 2013, the village started a collection of 
recyclable materials and has since accumulated 
4,529kg to be sold. 

The income has been channelled towards the 
development and maintenance of the local 
mosque and the running of its Quran reciting 
classes.

Late last year, again in a joint 
effort with MPSP, the Permatang 
Nibong Resource Centre organised 
a “Creative Recycling Workshop”, 
teaching the residents to recycle 
and reuse waste materials to create 
market value products like bags 
made out of rice plastic packages, 
various woven items and accesso-
ries crafted from old magazines and 
papers.

The workshop facilitator was 
SVAC Virogreen Sdn Bhd, a green 
industry company that promotes 
the usage of biogas produced from 
kitchen waste.  

These events led to yet another 
project, converting food waste to 
energy, dubbed “The Bio Gas Pilot 
Project”.

“Residents here bring in 2kg of 
organic waste to ‘feed’ the digester 

and in return receive enough bio gas  to cook for 
two hours,” Rozali said.

“Fast forward to today (2014) and it’s safe to 
say that a main objective has been accomplished. 
MPSP aimed to cultivate a recyclable and reus-
able lifestyle for Permatang Nibong, and not just 
the success of a few events.”

WORLD renowned aircraft product 
manufacturer Singapore Aerospace 
Manufacturing (SAM), through its 
subsidiary company Aviatron Sdn 
Bhd, is expected to supply more 
than RM75 million worth of local-
ly-made aerospace products world-
wide this year.

SAM expects the revenue from 
its Malaysian plants to hit RM1 bil-
lion per year by 2018. 

SAM chairman Phillip Yeo said 
the company is currently bidding to 
supply parts for several aerospace 
projects for new generation aircraft 
including, the Airbus A320neo, 
Boeing 737 MAX, and the second 
generation Embraer aircraft.

“We (SAM) have invested a total 
of RM400 million in Malaysia since 
2008, including the acquisition of 
former LKT Industrial Bhd, setting 
up new facilities, equipment, spe-
cial process lines and investing in 
manpower skills,” he said in his 
opening address at Aviatron’s grand 
opening in Batu Kawan.

Present at the opening ceremony 
were International Trade and Indus-

try Minister Datuk Seri Mustapa 
Mohamed and Penang Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng. 

Both men praised SAM for its 
success and expressed high hopes 
for the future of its subsidiary, 
Aviatron.

“The aerospace manufacturing 
industry in Malaysia has seen 
steady growth, and between January 
and October 2013, three more pro-
jects were approved amounting to 
RM45 million. From this, RM31.5 
million came from foreign invest-
ments while RM 13.5 million came 
f rom domes t i c  i nves tmen t s , ” 
Mustapa said in his speech.

“We are proud of Aviatron, its 
local workforce and technical kno-
whow that equals or surpasses some 
of the world’s major suppliers. I am 
confident that Penang’s sound in-
frastructure and talented workforce 
can complement SAM’s quest for 
more aerospace works,” said Lim.

When asked about expansion 
plans for Aviatron, Yeo said the 
company plans to purchase a 1.6ha 
plot of land next to Aviatron which 
wil l  involve an investment  of 
RM200 million and 300 additional 
workers.

“The key reason why First Solar 
chose Penang and Malaysia to 
build its shared services centre are 
primarily, the availability of criti-
cal talents in finance, IT and en-
g i n e e r i n g .  A l s o ,  P e n a n g ’s 
strengths in science and technol-
ogy, good governance and integ-
rity in leadership were also critical 
for establishing this centre here,” 
said Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
who officiated the opening.

Penang is now the administrative 
and manufacturing hub for compa-
nies with Shared Service Outsourc-
ing (SSO) operations in human re-
sources, procurement, data process-
ing, credit transactions, finance, 

accounting and IT. 
Currently, the outsourcing sector 

provides high salaried employment 
to some 7,000 Penangites.

First Solar joins a long list of
