ASSEMBLY sittings can be 
boring and mundane to most.  

The recently concluded 
Penang State Assembly sitting 
went without much drama.  

Previously, demos would 
spice up the scene and give 
members of the media an 
adrenaline rush in between 
the routine.

The sitting began with the 
tabling of the 2016 budget for 
Penang.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng had explained the surplus 
budget but the mainstream 
media continued to publish 
“deficit” in their headlines.  

“Penang recorded annual 
surpluses every year and our 
accumulated surpluses during 
the last seven years from 
2008-2014 amount ing  to 
RM503 million exceeded the 
RM373 million accumulated 
over 50 years from 1957-
2007. At the same time our 
debt has been reduced by 90% 
since 2008,” Lim said.

 However, the last day of 
the sitting ended with a heat-
ed debate.  

A motion by Umno’s Pulau 
Betong assemblymember Sr. 
Muhamad Farid  Saad was 
described as “BN’s sneaky, 

devious entrapment 
motion”.  

“I have exposed the 
charade and entrap-
ment by Umno on this 
issue. The decision on 
the land reclamation 
was approved by the 
same party when one 
of them was holding 
o f f i c e  a s  a n  e x c o 
member in the previ-
ous administration. It 
is a clear case of dou-
ble standards. What 
type of principle is 
this? He did not apol-
ogise and yet he dares 
to deny he played a 
role,” Lim said.

“The motion is not 
necessary as the cur-
rent law states that 
new land reclamation 
requires the Detailed 
Environment Impact 
Assessment (DEIA) 
report. However, the 
a s s e m b l y m e m b e r 
wants to be holier than thou 
and be a hero now. I asked 
him to man-up, admit that the 
one who approved the land 
reclamation was his party. 
Clearly, the motion was trying 
to trap us. We refuse to fall 
into their trap,” Lim said.

Tanjung Bungah assembly-

member Teh Yee Cheu had 
apologised and admitted he 
made a mistake by voting for 
the motion. 

Lim said DAP will give 
him a cooling off period since 
he had apologised and admit-
ted his mistake. 

Any further action to be 
taken will be decided at a 

later date.
As for the five PKR as-

semblymembers  who ab-
stained from voting, Lim said 
he will leave it to their party 
to handle.

PULAU Betong Umno assemblymember 
Muhamad Farid Saad’s motion against 
land reclamation in the Penang State As-
sembly on Nov 20 shamelessly ignored 
the previous BN government’s abysmal 
track record of parcelling out 3,241 acres 
of land reclamation in contrast to the 60 
acres approved by the present state gov-
ernment. 

Farid’s motion against land reclama-
tion is absurd as it would include land 
reclamation approvals by the previous 
BN state government, which Farid as a 
member of the previous administration 
had fully supported.

Farid’s motion had proposed that there 
should be public feedback on land recla-
mation, and all new reclamation projects 
be suspended until a complete detailed 
environmental impact assessment is 
conducted as well as any projects which 
brought negative effects to Penang 
should be cancelled. 

Farid’s motion was superfluous be-
cause the requirements of public feed-
back and approval of detailed environ-
mental impact assessment (DEIA) were 
already a legal necessity under federal 
law before any land reclamation can 
proceed. 

Witness the Tanjung Pinang reclama-
tion project by E&O Bhd, which involved 
a DEIA, exhaustive public hearings and 
consultations conducted by the Depart-
ment of Environment and also the Town 
& Country Planning Department, both of 
which are federal government agencies. 

In other words, Farid’s motion brought 
nothing new in terms of public hearings 
and consultations or even DEIA, as these 
are compliance issues already required 
by federal laws.

The real sticking point in Farid’s mo-
tion is that by postponing or suspending 
all new reclamation projects, the state 
government is exposed to the risk of pay-
ing compensation running into hundreds 
of millions of ringgit. 

Farid had refused to address his role 
as a member of the BN state government 
that had approved reclamation projects. 

Some of the reclaimed land by BN 
were approved without open tender at 
giveaway prices of RM1 per sq ft. 

Of the 3,241 acres of reclamation land 
approved by the previous BN state gov-
ernment, 744 acres had been reclaimed, 
leaving 2,500 acres to be reclaimed.

Under present laws of the sanctity of 
contract, the state government is bound 
by the land reclamation approvals of the 
previous BN state government. 

Any postponement or suspension of 
the remaining 2,500 acres, especially on 

those that had already complied with 
federal laws on DEIA and public hear-
ings, will likely invite issues of compen-
sation payments. 

Compensation payment on such large 
tracts of reclaimed land involves hun-
dreds of millions of ringgit, if not more, 
and may ultimately bankrupt the state 
government. 

To fully cover the state government 
from having to make compensation pay-
ments to suspend land reclamation ap-
proved by the previous BN state govern-
ment, why is there no full indemnity of 
such payments by the federal government 
to the state government? 

If Farid’s motion is passed, it would 
be patently absurd that the present state 
government would have to pay compen-
sation to delay land reclamation approved 
by the BN administration.

Any responsible government would 
not allow itself to be bankrupted in such 
a manner.

This begs the question – will Lim 
Guan Eng be praised for permitting the 
Penang state government to go bankrupt 
by paying compensation so as to stop 
reclamation projects approved by the 
previous BN government that will only 
benefit BN cronies?

This would appear to be the conclu-
sion in a malaysiakini columnist endors-
ing DAP Tanjung Bungah assemblymem-
ber Teh Yee Cheu for supporting the 
Umno motion and the five PKR assem-
blymembers led by Ong Chin Wen (Bukit 
Tengah) and the others, Norlela Ariffin 
(Penanti), Cheah Kah Peng (Kebun 
Bunga), Dr T Jayabalan (Batu Uban) and 
Lee Khai Loon (Machang Bubuk) for 
abstaining from voting. 

I do not believe that I was elected to 
allow Penang to go bankrupt. 

I am willing to be condemned than 
praised to keep Penang free from bank-
ruptcy with a healthy surplus for us to 
undertake investment in building public 

infrastructure, education and innovation.
The present Penang state government 

has undergone the painful experience of 
paying RM14.7 million (still not recov-
ered) for the Tang Hak Ju land scandal 
incurred by BN and another RM20 mil-
lion to Boustead Holdings Bhd for reduc-
ing the height of their hotel in George 
Town to five storeys from the 12 ap-
proved by BN.

In other words, this motion would al-
low BN to play the hero in opposing land 
reclamation and also force the present 
state government to pay the price for 
stopping land reclamation approved by 
the BN state government. 

Such a devious and slick tactic of play-
ing both sides is a win-win situation for 
BN. At once a hero politically for oppos-
ing land reclamation and yet at the same 
time, their crony companies also ade-
quately compensated for any delay or

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suspension of land reclamation.
How can Umno be trusted on opposing 

land reclamation now when Farid refused 
to account nor apologise for his support 
for land reclamation when BN was in 
power? 

And yet there are some who are en-
trapped by Umno’s devious and slick 
tactic until they are willing to trust that 
“a leopard can change its spots”, forget-
ting the axiom that “kingdoms may 
change but not so easily one’s basic 
character”.

First is Teh who broke party ranks and 
stood with Umno by voting for the mo-
tion. 

After an emergency meeting following 
the end of the assembly sitting involving 
all 19 DAP assemblymembers, Teh told 
a press conference that he realised he had 
made a mistake and apologised to the 
party. 

He promised to return to the party and 
was willing to accept any punishment 
meted out. 

All Penang DAP assemblymembers 
are deeply unhappy that a colleague is 
willing to trust and stand together with 
Umno – a first in DAP’s history. 

Voting in support of Umno’s motion 
against his own party is unacceptable and 
warrants stern disciplinary action, which 
will be dealt through DAP’s internal 
party mechanism.

The move by the five PKR assem-
blymembers to abstain from voting 
cannot be dismissed as an act of a 
loner, but something pre-planned and 
organised. 

PKR whip Ong told the press that the 
PKR five abstained in accordance with 
their conscience and that it “reflected the 

current political situation”. 
Does this mean that their own assem-

blymembers holding government posts, 
namely Penang Deputy Speaker Datuk 
Maktar Shapee, the three PKR excos of 
Deputy Chief Minister 1 Datuk Mohd 
Rashid Hasnon, Datuk Abdul Malik Abul 
Kassim and Dr Afif Bahardin, who voted 
against Umno’s motion have no con-
science? 

What type of current political situation 
is he talking about when the Umno as-
semblymembers had earlier opposed 
PKR’s motion to ask that imprisoned 
party leader Datuk Seri Anwar Ibrahim 
be given medical treatment of his choice 
as well as refusing to answer questions 
relating to the RM2.6 billion donation 
scandal?

Abstention by the PKR five, as a BN 
daily emphasised, is as good as support-
ing Umno’s motion and an “act of mu-
tiny from within”. 

This is politically untenable as 
one cannot run with the hares and 
yet hunt with the wolves. 

In this regard, we appreciate 
Datuk Salleh Man’s loyal support 
to the Pakatan Harapan Penang 
state government even though he 
remains a PAS member.

Equally disturbing is Ong’s 
claim that the five PKR assembly-
members had decided to abstain 
and duly informed their party 
leadership. 

However, he refused to say 
which PKR national leader he had 
informed. 

Ong also admitted that the 
other four PKR assemblymembers 
who supported the Penang state 
government by opposing Umno’s 
motion had no knowledge that the 

PKR five intended to abstain. 
This is a clear sign of dissatisfaction 

by the PKR five or even a mutiny against 
their party members holding government 
posts.

The Penang state government does not 
intend to meddle in the internal party 
problems of a party ally and will give 
PKR time to resolve them before the state 
government decides how to deal with 
their preference to trust Umno more than 
their own state government.

Malaysiakini also published a column 
wondering why veteran DAP leader Lim 
Kit Siang can ask that BN respect the 
rights of two MCA assemblymembers, 
who abstained against a DAP motion by 
Danny Law in 2002, but his son cannot 
respect the rights of the PKR five to ab-
stain against an Umno motion. 

We must remember that the two MCA 
assemblymembers abstained because 
they opposed the RM1 billion Penang 

Outer Ring Road (PORR) project pro-
posed by their own BN government.

The difference is that the PORR had 
not been finalised (and is never built 
until today) unlike the land reclamation 
projects that were approved and finalised 
by BN.

The PH state government is willing to 
pay for our own mistakes but not pay for 
BN’s mistakes and failures, especially 
when there is no full indemnity by the 
federal government on any compensation 
paid for postponing or cancelling land 
reclamation. 

Failing to protect the interest of the 
state government from making huge 
compensation payouts and instead choos-
ing to either abstain or support the Umno 
motion, is highly irresponsible.

Finally, the people of Penang will 
decide who they trust more on land rec-
lamation – Umno or their own state 
government of Penang.

PERMATANG Pasir state assemblymember Datuk 
Salleh Man of PAS was in the limelight at the debate 
on Nov 20 between opposition Barisan Nasional (BN) 
and the Penang state government in the Pakatan 
Harapan coalition at the Penang State Assembly sit-
ting.  

BN’s Penaga assemblymember Mohd. Zain Ahmad 
had questioned if Salleh should be in the opposition 
now that PAS is not in the Pakatan Harapan coalition.  

Mohd Zain also asked if there was a double standard 
applied as the media had reported that some village 
security and development committee (JKKK) members 
had their appointment terminated while Salleh contin-
ues in his position.

In replying to the question, Lim said: “The Penang 
state government does not practise double standards. 
This is based on the spirit of togetherness as a family. 
The Permatang Pasir assemblymember continues to 
be loyal to Pakatan Harapan. Although he is from PAS, 
he has continued to support and defend the Pakatan 
Harapan leadership.”

Meanwhile, the issue about the 300 JKKK members 
from PAS who had their services terminated was also 
explained by Lim.  

Earlier in another press conference on Nov 19, 
Deputy Chief Minister I Datuk Mohd. Rashid Hasnon 
had also explained the issue to the press.  

Rashid said the 300 JKKK members had chosen not 
to work with the state government and hence had their 
services terminated.

“The state government has a lot of programmes for 
the benefit of the people and we need the support and 
participation of these JKKK members to carry out the 
aspirations of the state. These members chose to leave 
the JKKK when they received the notice in September 
from their party,” Rashid said.

Lim pointed out that there are 1,083 JKKK members 
who are from PAS and only 30% had their service 
terminated.  

“There are still 783 members and these members 
should consult their PAS party on their positions.  If 
they are loyal and supportive of the Pakatan Harapan 
state government, they can continue.  I don’t expect 
the Barisan Nasional side to understand.  This is to be 
expected.  Barisan is only interested to divide the 
coalition,” Lim said.

Questions over PKR 5 move

HEAVY rain around 6pm on Nov 19 resulted in a 
leaky ceiling at the Penang State Assembly building 
when exco member Lim Hock Seng was presenting 
his papers.  

The leak disrupted the sitting momentarily but the 
assemblymembers carried on despite the leak.

Speaker Datuk Law Choo Kiang arranged for the 
Public Works Department (JKR) to look into the re-
pairs.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was asked to com-

ment on the leaking ceiling on Nov 20 at a press 
conference.  

“Although I agree with the Umno assemblymem-
bers that this state assembly building is best used for 
a museum, I wonder if they will help us to get alloca-
tions from the federal government to build a new 
one?” he said.  

“The cost of a new building will run into millions. 
Where are we going to find the money? Of course, 
the most ideal use of this heritage building is as a 
museum but at the moment, we do not have the 
money to build a new state assembly building,” he 
added.

THE emotional outburst at the Nov 19 as-
sembly sitting by Penanti assemblymember 
Norela Ariffin caught everyone by surprise.  

During the afternoon session, she had 
broken down in sobs and claimed that de-
velopment is not forthcoming for her con-
stituency although she had repeatedly 
pursued the matter.

However, this was quickly clarified when 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng revealed that 
the Permatang Pauh parliament seat, under 
which lies Penanti, received one of the 
highest allocations in the Penang 2016 
Budget.  

“A total of RM32.37 million had been 
allocated for Permatang Pauh. In 2015, a 
total of RM9.43 million was allocated for 
several projects,” Lim said in a press conference on 
Nov 20.

Some of the projects are land acquisition to build 
mosque, religious school, cemetery and community 
hall; six flood mitigation projects; five road widening 
projects; futsal court and badminton court, and re-

building of Masjid Timah, Kampung Belah Dua and 
Islamic primary school, Maahad At-Tarbiah Guar 
Jering.

For 2016, the amount allocated is RM32.37 million 
and that involves a RM22.47 flood mitigation project 
that includes building of new bridge, pump house and 
others.

A DEDICATED bicycle lane 
from Straits Quay to the Penang 
International Airport will be built 
soon. 

This announcement will be well 
received by cyclists who work in 
the Bayan Lepas factories as they 
had suggested for this facility to 
enable them to cycle to work.

During the presentation at the 
Penang State Assembly on 20 
Nov, Exco member for Local 

Government, Traffic Management 
and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon 
Yeow reported that the project will 
cost around RM10 million.

“In view of the increase in 
numbers of cyclists who are using 
the dedicated bicycle lane, the 
state government proposed to 
extend the lane. A bridge will be 
built to cross Sungai Pinang. The 
state government through the 
Penang Island City Council will 
also connect the dedicated lane 
from Straits Quay to the Penang 

International Airport and the Jam-
ba tan  Su l tan  Abdul  Ha l im 
Mu’adzam Shah (Penang second 
bridge) measuring 32km,” Chow 
said.

“The proposal includes the 
construction of a new lane, light-
ing, flyover from Lebuhraya Tun 
Dr. Lim Chong Eu and a viewing 
tower near Queensbay. Two bridg-
es will also be built over Sungai 
Keluang and Sungai Nibong. 
Work is expected to be completed 
by end 2017,” he added.

THE state government has allocated 
RM26.11 million for six construction pro-
jects and upgrading of road infrastructure as 
outlined in Budget 2016.

Exco for Works, Utility and Transporta-
tion, Lim Hock Seng said another allocation 
of RM17.45 million has also been set aside 
for maintenance of roads statewide.

To gain access and upgrade kampung 
roads, the state government has allocated 
RM2 million, apart from the RM5 million 
given by the federal government for the 
same purpose under the Malaysian Road 
Information System funding.

“This shows the increased funding in 
2015 (RM28.45) as the state government 
has approved RM1 million to take care of 
kampung roads and some RM3 million for 
the maintenance of these roads,” Lim told 
the state assembly during his winding up 
speech on Nov 19.

He said this showed that the state govern-
ment was concerned about the need to im-
prove road infrastructure for the convenience 
of the people in the quest to achieve inter-
national city status.

“The state government always ensures 

that building infrastructure is of top priority, 
to guarantee that completed projects will 
have a positive impact on the people,” he 
added.

To a question raised by Berapit assem-
blymember Ong Kok Fooi concerning a new 
road or alternative road in Bukit Mertajam 
to reduce traffic congestion in the town, Lim 
said at this moment there is no project to 
widen or improve roads which were under 
the Public Works Department (JKR).

“The state government has identified 
various suggestions concerning new/alterna-
tive roads in Bukit Mertajam under the 
Penang State Planning Program (RNPP3), 
that is a project for Jalan Permatang Rawa 
to Tanah Liat and Permatang Tok Elong to 
Jalan Berapit.

“Apart from this, the government also 
highlighted the application through the 11th 
Malaysia Plan to build a new outer ring road, 
Berapit–Kulim, in Central Seberang Prai 
costing RM59.85 million.

“This is subject to the approval from the 
federal government,” he added.

On the same matter, Pulau Betong as-
semblymember Muhamad Farid Saad 

voiced his concern over the repair of dam-
aged roads in Balik Pulau through “patch-
ing” which caused problems for motorcy-
clists.

Lim in his reply said such repairs were 
widely adopted by JKR to cover up pot holes 
on the road surface.

On issue of implementation of cashless 
payment of toll at Penang Bridge, as raised 
by Seri Delima  assemblymember RSN 
Rayer, Lim said the electronic ticketing col-
lection (ETC) at the Penang Bridge and 
Butterworth -Kulim Expressway (BKE) 
started from Sept 9.

“The main objective for the introduction 
of  ETC is to reduce traffic congestion at the 
toll plazas, reduce the issue of acquisition of 
land for toll plaza enlargement due to in-
crease in traffic load and possibility of  fire 
hazard  from vehicles arising from waiting 
in queue to pay by cash.

“At this moment, the number of vehicles 
using the Penang Bridge daily amounts to 
81,789, with about 70.1% using ETC before 
its implementation.

“During the implementation of the ETC 
system, the state government found that 

traffic congestion at peak hours had re-
duced,” Lim said.

Meanwhile, Pulau Tikus assemblymem-
ber Yap Soo Huey raised the issue about the 
study of the main roads project and under-
ground tunnel.

Lim said Zenith BUCG Sdn Bhd, the 
contractor, had carried out a feasibility study 
on three main road projects and the third 
tunnel link for Penang, which comprised 
feedback from individuals, local residents 
and social impact analysis.

Lim said the Economic Planning Unit of 
the Prime Minister’s Department has com-
pleted the Study on Building of New Airport 
in Northern Malaysia, which suggested the 
Penang International Airport to be upgraded 
from taking in 6.5 million passengers per 
annum (mppa) to 10 mppa.

In conjunction with this, the same study 
also listed the construction of the new Kulim 
International Airport in Kedah with a capac-
ity 25 mppa to take care of an increase in 
passenger load from 2025.

“However, the suggestion for these pro-
jects have not been finalised by the federal 
government,” Lim said.

RM26 million for upgrading of road infrastructure

STATE Exco member for 
Town and Country Planning 
and Housing Jagdeep Singh 
has urged the 1Malayisa 
People’s Housing Corpora-
tion (PR1MA) to confirm 
the status of its affordable 
housing projects in Penang.

“The National Housing 
Council meeting held on 
Aug 21 revealed that PR-
1MA has approved 24,923 
housing units in Penang. 
However, the Penang state 
government has yet to re-
ceive any official applica-
tion from PR1MA pertain-

ing to this matter,” said 
Jagdeep during a press con-
ference on Nov 14 in Gur-
ney Plaza.

It was announced on Aug 
21 that as of July 31, PR-
1MA has approved a total of 
153,807 housing units and 
based on that figure, it was 
also announced that Penang 
in particular recorded the 
highest rate of approval 
which is 24,923 housing 
units.

Jagdeep also urged PR-
1MA to be transparent on 
the details about this matter 
and not to leave the state 
government in the dark.

PENANG has produced and will still continue to produce 
world class athletes in the years to come.

State exco member for Youth and Sports and Women, 
Family and Community Development Chong Eng said 
this in her winding up speech on Nov 19 in the State 
Legislative Assembly sitting.

“I would like to take this opportunity to say well done 
and congratulate Malaysia’s men’s singles badminton 
player Datuk Lee Chong Wei and women’s singles player 
Goh Jin Wei who won the China Open in Fuzhou, China 
and the Yonex BWF World Junior Badminton Champion-
ship in Lima, Peru respectively,” said Chong Eng.

The recent wins for these two national badminton stars 
has increased their personal world rankings released by 
the Badminton World Federation (BWF).

The Penang State Sports Council has also taken the 
initiative to give Goh a special allowance of RM1,000 per 
month for her achievements since January 2013.

Chong Eng added that other than producing world class 
shuttlers, there is also Penang’s very own wushu queen, 
Chan Lu Yi.

Chan recently won the gold medal in the Taiji-Quan 
event on Nov 16 defeating over 904 other athletes from 
more than 70 countries in the 13th World Wushu Cham-
pionship in Jakarta.

Other notable achievements by Penang’s athletes in-
clude Moh Keen Hoo and Lim Kok Leong who emerged 
as world champions in the International Snooker and 
Billiards Federation (IBSF) World Team Championship 
on Aug 15 in Karachi, Pakistan and national diver Ooi 
Tze Liang who qualified for the 2016 Olympics on Sept 
4.

Pengkalan Kota assemblymember Lau Keng Ee brought 
up the issue of establishing a football academy in Penang.

Chong Eng clarified that football development is among 
those given priority by the Football Association of Penang 
(FAP).

A total of 15 football academies that are registered 
with FAP are very proactive in training new players in 
Penang.

Penang Medical College was appointed to 
carry out studies and several suggestions were 
also presented to the state government for 
consideration.

Phee added that the state has also launched 
a programme called “Let’s Live Healthy (Jom 
Hidup Sihat)” where the programme provides 
seniors citizens with activity centres and also 
various recreation activities with exercise fa-
cilities.

The state has also taken the initiative to 
encourage those in the aging community to 
exercise more and stress on the importance of 
health check-ups.

All these facilities are provided in most 
residential and community areas where senior 
citizens can strengthen friendships and pro-
mote a sense of neighbourhood.

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THE Penang government is seeking 
clarification from the Urban Wellbeing, 
Housing and Local Government Minis-
try on its plan to increase the prices of 
low-cost (LC) and low-medium cost 
(LMC) homes.

He added that it was proposed the 
prices be raised to RM65,000 for an LC 
unit and RM100,000  for an LMC unit 
during a meeting at the National Hous-
ing Council in August.

“There were no reason given for the 
proposal. We ask for clarification on 
this matter and how it will be imple-
mented in the various states,” he told a 
press conference on Nov 24. 

Also present was Jawi assembly-
member Soon Lip Chee.

He added that a letter had been sent 
to Urban Wellbeing, Housing and Local 
Government Minister Datuk Abdul Rah-

man Dahlan on the issue. 
In Penang, low-cost and low-medium 

cost homes were priced at RM42,000 
and RM72,500 respectively, Jagdeep 
said, and a price hike would adversely 
affect the low-income group.

He said applicants for such units were 
already having trouble getting housing 
loans at current prices.

“As an alternative, banks should 
work out a more affordable loan scheme 
to ease the burden of these applicants,” 
he added. 

Jagdeep said the states should be 
consulted if the federal government 
plans to increase the prices of these 
units.

“Our views should be sought before 
any decision is made,” he said, adding 
that he was prepared to meet the minis-
ter to talk about the issue.

House price hike will 
affect low-income group

IT’S an empty promise! 
That was the claim of exco for Housing & Town 

and Country Planning Jagdeep Singh on Dec 1 
when he slammed the federal government over the 
allocation for flood mitigation projects in Penang.

Feeling dejected over the development, he said 
Penang had done its part by relocating the af-
fected residents along Sungai Pinang to allow the 
mitigation project (Phase 2) to proceed.

“Now, we are faced with news about the rejec-
tion for the allocation,” he told a press conference 
at Lorong Kulit food complex.

“It is very unfair that despite paying RM6.3 
billion annually to the federal government in tax 
and customs duty, Penang has been sidelined after 
none of its applications for flood mitigation pro-
jects costing a total of RM805.4 million were 
approved,” he said.

Jagdeep said under allocations in the 11th Ma-
laysia Plan there were a total of seven projects, 
including the main one – Sungai Pinang Living 
River project (ROL) which has been allocated 
RM450 million.

He added that he has written to Natural Resource 
and Environment Minister Datuk Seri Wan Ju-
naidi Tuanku Jaafar seeking the ministry’s com-
mitment of RM450 million funding for the Sungai 
Pinang project.  

In his letter dated Dec 1, Jagdeep said the Pen-
ang state government has done its part by relocat-
ing the affected residents along the Sungai Pinang.

“In view of the present rainy season causing 

floods, it its now up to the minister to give his 
quick commitment to expedite the RM450 million 
funding to allow Phase 2 of the Sungai Pinang 
flood mitigation project to proceed,” he added.

EXCO member for Local Govern-
ment, Traffic Management and 
Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow 
received a group of people from 
the Machang Bubuk constituency 
led by the Village Development 
and Security Committee (JKKK) 
members on the sidelines of the 
State Assembly sitting recently.

They were there to voice out 
their concerns regarding cyberca-
fes which are believed to carry out 
illegal cyber gambling.  

According to them, this un-
healthy activity may attract youths 
and students too.

“Business licences are issued by 
the two local councils.  We have 
stringent guidelines and do regu-
larly monitor the situation. How-
ever, we do not deny that some of 

the premises may carry out illegal 
activities.  

“To counter the situation, the 
local councils will carry out en-
forcement with the police and 
other authorities,” Chow assured 
the residents.

It was also pointed out that 
though the JKKK demanded that 
licences be frozen, some commu-
nities do require cybercafes as they 
serve as a place for students to use 
the internet for their lessons.  

Therefore, Chow told them that 
every measure will be taken to 
ensure that the premises keep to 
the approved purpose of business 
and, at the same time, the local 
authorities will work closely with 
the other agencies to increase en-
forcement.

Machang Bubuk folk voice 
out on cybergambling
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BOOSTING tourist arrivals in Penang 
remains the most important task for state 
exco for Tourism Development and 
Culture Danny Law Heng Kiang (DAP 
– Batu Lancang) especially in 2016.

In his winding-up speech at the state 
assembly, Law said Penang will be 
hosting the World Travel Mart from 
May 18 to 20 next year.

“The brand World Travel Mart 
(WTM) is famous especially for WTM 
London which is undoubtedly the cen-
tre of attraction for all stakeholders in 
the worldwide tourism industry,” said 
Law.

“It gives me great pride that Penang 
was chosen to be the host for WTM 
Connect Asia for the first time in the 
Asian region. This programme to be 
held at the Straits Quay Convention 
Centre will cost RM400,000 and will 
attract potential clients and tour package 
providers from within and outside the 
country,” he added.

Law also reiterated the pull factors 
that the state government had come up 
with in attracting regional tourists into 
Penang. 

According to him, the US$10 incen-
tive per foreign visitor to Penang will 
be given directly to the airlines, namely 
AisAsia and Malindo Air, that cooperate 
with the state government in this ap-
proach.

The three direct flights in this scheme 
are Penang–Yangon (AirAsia), Penang–
Seoul (AirAsia) and Penang–Bandung 
(Malindo Air).

“The direct flights between Penang 
and Yangon will begin early next year 
and more than RM1.5 million has been 
allocated for the incentive,” Law said.

Furthermore, Law also stated that 
next year’s vision for the state tourism 
sector will be focused towards M.I.C.E. 
(Meetings, Incentives, Conventions and 
Exhibitions).

“The completion of SPICE and The 
Light Waterfront Convention Centre 
will enable Penang to offer attractive 
space for tourists who are involved in 
M.I.C.E programmes. And especially 
so for the more than 2,000 agents who 
are heavily involved in the industry in 
getting larger groups of people or visi-
tors to the state,” he said.

HOUSING woes affecting Pen-
angites remains the closest subject 
matter to the heart of state exco 
member for Town & Country 
Planning and Housing Jagdeep 
Singh (DAP-Datuk Kramat).

Responding to the issue raised 
by Permatang Pasir assembly-
member Salleh Man on the dif-
ficulty in getting approval for 
bank loans, especially for pur-
chasers of low cost, low-medium 

cost and affordable housing, 
Jagdeep was adamant that the 
state opposition members can 
work closely with the state gov-
ernment in sending the message 
across to Bank Negara.

“It’s a reality where my friends 
from the Opposition can help us 
out by getting the federal govern-
ment to get Bank Negara to in-
troduce loan packages which are 
less stringent in their terms for 
our purchasers of low-cost, low-
medium cost and affordable 

housing,” Jagdeep said.
“This is one effective way to 

cool my hot seat,” he added in jest.
Jagdeep also revealed that he 

had held discussions with offi-
cials from Bank Negara in ad-
dressing this pressing issue.

“My discussions with Bank 
Negara are fruitful in the sense 
that both parties shared experi-
ences especially on what is being 
faced by the Housing Depart-
ment when it evaluates appli-
cants for low-cost, low-medium 

cost and affordable housing. 
Bank Negara officials, on their 
part, also revealed their criteria 
when they process loan applica-
tions for such housing,” Jagdeep 
continued.

According to Jagdeep, Bank 
Negara is most concerned over 
Malaysians’ household debt which 
is around 89% of the Gross Do-
mestic Product (GDP), the highest 
in the region and thus concerted 
efforts must be made towards 
prudent debt management. 

Despite such circumstances, 
Jagdeep also informed Bank 
Negara officials that the Penang 
state government has plans to 
build and supply affordable hous-
ing with controlled prices be-
tween RM150,000.00 and 
RM400,000.00 on the island and 
between RM150,000.00 and 
RM250,000.00 on the mainland. 

A total of 35,000 units of such 
affordable homes are in the 
pipeline to meet the needs of 
Penangites.

EXCO member for Agricul-
ture & Agro-Based Industry, 
Rural Development and 
Health Dr. Afif Bahardin 
extended his congratula-
tions to the state govern-
ment for achieving positive 
growth in Domestic Direct 
Investment (DDI) and For-
eign Direct Investment 
(FDI) for the seventh con-
secutive year since Pakatan 
Harapan helmed the state. 

For the record, Penang 
achieved 93% growth in 
investment which is equiva-
lent to RM48.2 billion com-
pared to RM24.9 billion 
when Penang was still under 
the Barisan Nasional (BN) 
government.

With regards to matters 
which concern his portfolio, 
Dr Afif (PKR – Seberang 
Jaya) assured members of 
the assembly that the state 
government will never rest 
on its laurels in generating 

wealth through agricultural 
activities.

“In her book The Entre-
preneurial State by Profes-
sor Mariana Mazzucato, the 
author stated that it was the 
role of the government to 
invest in high risk industries 
or sectors for the purpose of 
generating wealth and to get 
high economic returns. The 
Agriculture & Agro-Based 
committee chaired by me 
shares the same ideals which 
is to generate wealth by 
means of agricultural entre-
preneurship. The state gov-
ernment has allocated 
RM13.6 million for this 
purpose,” he said.

On a separate matter 
raised by Tanjong Bunga 
assemblymember Teh Yee 
Cheu on the introduction of 
Pet Passport for pet owners, 
Dr Afif clarified the rules 
and regulations in the imple-
mentation of such an ap-

proach in dealing with 
household pets.

“For your information, 
this Pet Passport idea has 
started but as of today, it has 
not been made compulsory 
for all pets. The Pet Pass-
port, however, is an official 
document under the Malay-
sian Animal Traceability 
System which aims to help 
curb the spread of diseases, 
enhancing traceability of 
pets, promote responsibility 
in handling pets and to cre-
ate awareness on the welfare 
of animals,” Dr Afif ex-
plained.

“For the time being, the 
veterinary department 
strongly encourages pet 
owners to register their pets 
under the Pet Passport so as 
to make it easier to trace 
their pets. Animals which 
can be registered are dogs, 
cats, horses and rabbits,” he 
added.

他指出，前朝政府共批准了3241英
亩的填土计划，而现任州政府至今只
批准了60英亩的填土计划，因此，他
希望部分人士不要再颠倒是非，说现
任政府批准更多的填海土地，这是不
正确的。

他说，在上述3241英亩填土计划当
中，其中744英亩已填好，其余2497
英亩也已经获批，只是还没有填土，

因此，他希望部分人士不要歪曲有关
事实。

与此同时，林冠英解释，浮罗勿洞
州议员莫哈末法力在州议会上所提呈
的动议将影响到槟州的经济情况，因
为若展延所有的填土计划，包括已经
批准却尚未进行的填土计划，那州政
府就可能必须付出高额赔偿而导致破
产。

他指出，若莫哈末法力不愿看到槟
州政府破产，他应该在动议内加入“
还没被批准”的字眼，或要求联邦政
府给予槟州政府一对一的赔偿或补
贴，如此便没有问题。

他希望透过解释这项课题，民众能
更了解事情的真相，因为州政府不能

随便展延填土计划，否则将面对破产
的危险；即便是前朝所批准的，现任
州政府也必须尊重。

他补充，槟州政府向来奉公守法，
因此在填土的课题上也将遵守法律规
定。

林冠英是于12月2日在首长办事处
召开记者会时发表谈话。同时出席者
为槟州第一副首长拿督莫哈末拉昔、
槟州行政议员曹观友、拿督阿都玛
烈、林峰成及佳日星等人。

另外，曹观友指出，近来都有听到
反对党指责州政府批准填海土地的声
音，其中包括槟州交通大蓝图内的约
4000英亩填海建议。

他重申，槟州交通大蓝图至今仍在

建议阶段，州政府尚未批准，更何况
这计划也需要得到联邦政府的批准。

他解释，若联邦政府愿意批准有关
填土计划，州政府也将会感到高兴，
因为若有关填土计划没有获得批准，
槟州交通大蓝图将很难落实。

另一方面，曹观友指出，近来州内
的一些地区发生水灾，而槟州政府在
第11大马计划下向联邦政府申请逾8
亿令吉的治水工程，看来是没机会获
得批准。

他指出，柑仔园区州议员佳日星也
针对此事表达不满，而当本地的国阵
领袖质问州政府不赶快实施治水计划
的同时，也应该向联邦政府质问为何
不批准在槟州的治水计划申请。

言之凿凿地说，马华并没有如
反对党指的在“欺骗华社”

政治。

“承认统考是华社数十年来
的诉求，马华及魏家祥若有诚
意，应该具体地将承认统考的
时程表清清楚楚地告知民众，
不要永无止境地对话再对话，
最后依然不了了之。”

“槟州政府是第一个承认统
考文凭的州属。槟州政府早已
聘请柔佛寛柔独中的统考生邓
晓璇，她并不是普通职员，而
是担任槟州绿色机构总经理。
我促请魏家祥不要模糊焦点，
抹黑槟州政府在承认统考上的
努力。”

林冠英说，我国的公共服务
体系权力在于联邦政府，马华
不可能不知道，而受限於先
天的障碍，州政府只能另寻出
路，聘请持有独中统考文凭及
英国硕士学位的人才担任州政
府子公司的重要职位，协助州
政府制定与世界接轨的环保政
策。

首相署部长拿督斯里魏家祥日前言之

希望；另一边厢，高教部副部长拿督
叶娟呈却在昨天的国会上坚称，联邦
政府在国立大学收生资格的立场维持
不变，即统考毕业生不能进入国立大专
（IPTA），语锋并无婉转余地。

然而，魏家祥较后却说，他只是说
过“重启商讨承认统考事宜”，从未
说过政府承认统考，因此欺骗华社的
说法是不存在的，同时他也调侃林冠
英不谙中文。

针对此，林冠英炮轰，首相署部长拿
督斯里魏家祥無需以“不谙中文”來
攻擊他，如果要做出人身攻击，魏家
祥为何没有就因高达26亿一马公司丑

“魏家祥不要咬文嚼字，说槟州绿
色机构是间私人公司，而不是政府機
關，联邦政府也成立很多私人公司。
我希望魏家祥别再自欺欺人。魏家祥
的质疑对邓晓璇有欠公平。如果魏家

他续称，就因联邦府不承认统考文

另外，邓晓璇于11月28日发表文
告表示，她对于国阵政府领袖近日来
一再发表不承认独中统考文凭感到痛
心，对于全体马来西亚报考独中统考
的独中生形同一再侮辱。

新山宽柔中学1996年统考毕业生的
邓晓璇指出，独中在1961年教育法
令下拒绝改制后，独中生在马来西亚
就像是孤儿，被政府抛弃了还周而复
始地强调”不承认”，每一句”不承
认”，对我而言， 都是伤口上的一把
盐，可恶之极。

“国阵政府领袖若无法在国家公务员
及相关体制内，全面地、无条件地承
认统考文凭，最好闭嘴不再说话，否
则只是自曝其短、不知所谓。”

“虽然槟州政府受限于联邦公共服务
局制度，无法直接聘请统考生, 但至少
槟州政府用心良苦，州政府的子公司

首长促联邦保证槟州旱季有充足水供

由联邦政府资助的孟光水坝扩建工程竣工期预计
将延迟一年，槟州首长林冠英促请联邦政府保证让
槟州在干旱的季节依然有充足水源供应。

林冠英透露，耗资12亿令吉的孟光水坝扩建工程
由 联 邦 政 府 资 助 ， 并 由 能 源 、 绿 色 工 艺 及 水 务 部
（KeTTHA）执行，该计划原定于2016年7月竣工，
如今竣工日期却已经推迟至至2017年中。

他说，在孟光水坝展开扩建工程之前，是槟州面
对旱季的重要蓄水储备，当局趁雨季将生水储存在
有关水坝以备旱季之需。

他指出，槟城政府应KeTTHA的要求，于2014年
同意降低孟光水坝的水位，以便进行提升工程，而
KeTTHA给予书面保证同意在在有关工程的建筑及保
修期内，于旱季期间让吉打州释放生水至慕达河，
以确保槟州的水供充足，而相关开销由KeTTHA承
担。

他指出，基于有关工程预计将延期竣工，因此当
局也必须延期上述保证期限，并将保修期内也包含
在内。

他表示，在这两年里国内的一些州属都采取过配
水措施，包括雪兰莪、吉隆坡、布城、森美兰州、
柔佛州，主要是因为气候变化所致，甚至是太平也
曾经历配水。

他指出，槟州没有受到配水的困扰是因为3个关键
的原因，包括减少用水量的管理，槟州供水机构有
效管理水供，以及可以从慕达河抽取足够的生水。

他说，槟州人民不该因为水坝延期竣工而面临任
何水供危机或配水的风险。

他指出，截止目前为止，槟州供水机构都能够持
续为槟州56万1811注册用水客户提供良好的水供，
而该机构的客户也包括每天24小时营运，向全球输
送产品及服务的跨国公司，而槟州逾160万人民也
依靠持续的水供以应付日常生活所需。

他重申，槟州政府将尽力确保州内不会出现配水
的情况，并促请KeTTHA保证让槟州供水机构能够慕
达河抽取足够的生水，特别是在干旱季节里，而无
论在任何情况下，槟州的水供安全问题都不能够被
妥协的。

山人海，放眼看去参观者多
是西方人。众人对于战地记
者所拍摄的照片及书写的故

庁的广场步行街，你会对共
产主义及资本主义的对垒有
更深刻的了解。广场前有一
公里半长的步行街，一路可
走到西贡河。两旁尽是大酒
店，商店及小吃店。我们坐
在小吃店一边喝着西贡啤
酒，一边听着广场里大学生
组成的乐队Crazy Kids表演
的强劲越南音乐。

越战结束已40年了。当年
美国领导人，上战场的美国
大兵万万也想不到，他们试
图打击的共产主义，却被资
本主义包围了。西贡广场大
街，依然是远东的珍珠，东
方的巴黎。这好像上海的南
京东路步行街，一点共产味
道都找不到。

广场里胡志明伯伯的雕像
被众多大酒店包围着，只有
市政庁上的红旗依然飞扬
着。

第13届第3季第2次槟州立法
议会甫结束，我们的槟州首席
部长林冠英在州议会中公布财
政预算案，向广大的槟州子民
宣布了州政府在过去7年来都
有财政盈余，让储备金从2007
年 的 3 亿 7 3 5 9 万 令 吉 增 加 至
2014年终的8亿8075万令吉，7
年来增加了5亿716万令吉或
135.75%！

相比之下，国阵政府于数月
前宣布的“让人民生活幸福”
的预算案”预估国家出现3.1%
赤字，反观槟州政府每年不亏
反赚（5亿716万令吉），而国
阵政府则是50多年来累积了高
达8千亿令吉的债务。

尽管从2008年至今7年，槟城
都提呈赤字预算，但因为州政
府财务管理卓越、收入提高、

减少拖欠、开销谨慎及公开招
标各项政府的发展计划，州政
府每年年终结算时，都能获得
财政盈余。

其实，心水清的人民早已知
道民联做得比国阵好，希望联
盟赚来的钱不是自己用，而是
与民分享，包括拨款给学校、
宗教场所、改善基本设施等，
尤其是每年拨款850万令吉给华
小和独中，至今已拨出6千万令
吉。

但是，你们有发现到吗？国
阵政府在明年度的财政预算案
中，在教育拨款方面的拨款不
均现象，单是在高等教育的拨
款足足骤减少了24亿1千万令
吉，使到国内力20所公立大学
所获得的拨款一律减少。

槟州政府深谙一个道理，教

优秀，学府有了州政府这面强
而有力的后盾，在发展教育事
业方面必定事半功倍！

几天前有人跟我提起鬼怪可
怕 ， 我 就 回 应 ， 人 鬼 河 水 不
犯井水，怕什么？反而人比鬼
更可怕，人心难测，鬼不会害
你，人才会害你，更惨的是被
自己人扛上！

良心投票一向都是我们在追
求的，但“不谋而合的良心投

日前我的

办了《自信

商》父母成长课程，获得近80名
家长报名参加，并跟梁茗思游戏治
疗师一起讨论不同孩子的个案，让

近日，我们从报章上读到一些令
人感到悲伤和担忧的报道，其中
包括一位成绩优秀的17岁少年演
员，因为觉得SPM的考题太难而选
择自杀，而我的服务中心也有多宗
父母上门求助发生在孩子身上的自
残现象、叛逆、自闭等问题。

由此可见，因为生活压力导致孩
子和家庭的问题日益严重，而高风
险家庭（家庭关系紊乱、主要照顾
者罹患精神病或重病、单亲、隔代
教养等）的增加，将为社会和国家
带来更多的问题。因此，我在上两
个星期前的州议会上，建议州政府

在每个国会选区建立类似北赖妇女
服务中心（PPW）的单位，以提
供有需要的女性、儿童和弱势群体
辅导和咨询服务、并进行更多权益
醒觉的讲座和课程。

其实，照顾孩子与青少年的身
心、情感、社会和教育的成长需求
是很重要的。除了父母的身教和言
教之外，学校的教学文化和生活环
境的教材示范，都是影响孩子身心
灵健康成长的主要因素之一。

一个和谐的家庭可以更好地给予
孩子们安全感，也将影响他们的性
格塑造。因此，针对性地为高风险
家庭提供关怀服务，对这些濒临贫
困边缘的家庭来说，是十分迫切
的。

所谓，没家哪有国。只有在政策
和制度上为这些需要帮助的家庭建
立支援系统，才能避免更多问题家
庭的出现，也能及早将陷入生活失
衡困境的成人与小孩，从沮丧和失
望中救出来。这是现在就必须做的
事，刻不容缓。

电子烟是一种类似卷烟的
电子产品，有着与香烟一样
的外观、烟雾、味道和感
觉。它是通过雾化等手段，
将尼古丁等变成蒸气后，让
人吸食的一种产品。许多人
认为它无害并可以代替香烟
解烟瘾，但事实上，电子烟
里的尼古丁成分对身体是有
害的，它收缩血管，增加血
压，而却还会对心脏造成压
力。

因此，在本质上，电子香
烟有害健康，因为它们可以
导致心脏病发作和中风。世
界卫生组织对电子烟的研究
结论也显示了电子烟有害健
康，它更不是戒烟的好方
法。 因此，全球已经有很
多国家严禁电子烟了，如澳
洲、巴西、加拿大、港台、
新家坡、泰国等。

在 我 国 ， 电 子 烟 不 是 禁
品，反而是一种潮流，许多

年轻人因为好奇而尝试吸电
子烟后便上瘾，更严重的是
电子烟已经开始进入校园，
许多中学生甚至小学生也开
始吸电子烟。之前就有报导
指学生携带电子烟到学校，
并在厕所里抽电子烟。有些
学生甚至为了要赚钱，会上
网订购电子烟，然后在校园
里售卖电子烟给其他同学。
这些问题已经日益严重，使
到家长开始担心孩子们会跟
着这股热潮吸电子烟。

我认为政府是时候严厉看
待电子烟对社会的影响，尤
其是年轻的一代。如果政府
还不加强管制电子烟，杜绝
它对青少年和非吸烟者造成
的危害，那当越来越多的学
生应着潮流抽电子烟时，我
们国家未来的栋梁的前途就
没有希望了。

我国目前有1952 年毒药法
令及1985年危险毒品令来控

制尼古丁的买卖，但是法令
涉及的范围有限，难于对电
子烟的销售活动施于严厉管
制和打击。因此，中央政府
有必要修改法令或立刻制定
新法令，以便能够全面管制
电子烟。柔佛苏丹已下令要
禁电子烟，然而中央政府至
今还不敢作出任何决定。

我 认 为 电 子 烟 和 香 烟 一
样，都是危害身体健康的东
西。政府应站在人民的健
康、国家和社会公众利益的
立场下作出考量，立刻制定
新法令，采取行动严厉打
击、管制和禁止电子烟，以
避免电子烟的问题继续恶化
下去。

2010年到2015年9月主止，槟城国际机场的
客流量为2960万人次。这包括所有国际及国内
航班。峇六拜国际机场的承载量是一年660万
人次。2014年，该机场的客流量为600万人。

首相署经济策划单位目前正进行一项题为《
在北马兴建新国际机场的研究》。这项研究估
计需时6个月，预料在11月底结束。这项研究
也考虑槟城国际机场的扩建。有关研究将提供
更全面的实施指南给北马区机场项目，包括有
关商业发展的建议。任何关于发展槟城国际机
场的决定将取决于上述研究报告。

至于发展槟城国际机场周边地区的建议，马
来西亚机场控股公司也知道有关机场缺乏停车
位的问题。现有的666个停车位已经不足够应
付需求。因此，马来西亚机场控股公司还会兴
建一个多层停车场，将停车位增加至3000个，
以应付机场用户的需求。因此，关于在上述停
车位兴建四星级酒店或其它发展项目的问题并
不存在，任何商业计划将会在上述停车场以外
的地区开展。

槟仍需更多工程师助槟州转型为国际智能城市

尽管槟州目前拥有高达4万名工程师，但仍需
要更多的工程师帮助槟州转型成国际智能城市，
包括落实耗资270亿令吉的交通大蓝图计划。

槟州首长林冠英指出，州政府致力投资在槟
州的未来，并希望将槟州转型成国际智能城
市，因此需要更好的基设、更好完善的交通联
系以及更快速的互联网。

“州政府也投资在教育方面，以便能培育出
更好的人才。”

他指出，在基本设施方面，耗资270亿令吉
的交通大蓝图将改善州内的交通阻塞问题，交
通大蓝图的内容包括公共巴士、德士、渡轮、
轻快铁和缆车等，尽管槟州目前拥有将近4万

名工程师，但仍需要更多的工程师以将其落
实。

他说，在教育方面，州政府除了治理推行
STEM科学教育以外，更成立了科学咖啡馆和主
办大型的国际科学展，好让学生们对于科学与
科技的学习兴趣，同时也举办了全马最大型的
国际科学展。

他指出，槟州也拨款200万令吉来推行落实
德国双元技职训练计划，参与的学生不仅能够
学习，同时也能够获得每月1000令吉，在念书
的同时也有收入。

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垄尾区州议员杨顺兴认为，我国卫生部应该
加强与外国医药专家合作研发疫苗，这项疫
苗研发计划，旨在治疗我国骨痛热症病患提
供一个有效的解决方案，除了我国、泰国、
新加坡、越南、菲律宾等国家也开始在进行
临床试验。

杨顺兴指出，我国在控制黑斑蚊及孑孓滋生
方面的工作仍做得不够好，而这是政府及社
区都须肩负的责任，除了由政府负责喷射蚊
雾来消灭黑斑蚊，民众也必须主动清理住家
范围，预防孑孓的滋生。

他说，目前尚未研发出可预防骨痛热症的疫
苗或治疗药物，因此政府与民众必须加强合
作，以积极扑灭黑斑蚊并预防蚊虫的滋生。

他指出，卫生局认同，一些地方如建筑工
地、停车场或囤积大量旧轮胎的固体废料处
理厂等，都是蚊虫滋生的高风险地区，因而
对这些地方採取严厉的监督及执法。

杨顺兴是于11月28日出席垄沙花园组屋消
灭黑斑蚊清洁运动时发表谈话。同时出席者
为其助理纪日升及垄尾尾区社委会主席彭阿
南等人。

针对骨痛热症疫情严峻，甚至可能出现病毒
变种的问题是否对我国造成影响，杨顺兴认
为卫生部应该展开研究针对骨痛热症病毒进
行监管，时刻监督我国的骨痛热症病毒的变
化，是否出现变种现象。

他表示，全球共有逾25亿的人口面对染上骨

痛热症的风险而亚太病
患佔75%。

“40年前，骨痛热症
仅 在 数 个 国 家 肆 虐 ，
现在却演变成超过25
亿 人 口 面 对 染 上 骨 痛
热症的风险，相等于每
年有5000万至1亿宗病
例。”

他续称，在染上骨痛
热 症 的 人 口 中 ， 高 达
7 5 % 是 亚 太 国 家 的 居
民，而当中将近90%的
病患是15岁以下的孩
童。

“2011年1月杪，大
马医药研究院也在文冬
无人居住森林区，释放
逾6000只基因改造雄
性埃及斑蚊进行实验。
这些基因改造的雄性黑
斑蚊，一旦与野外的雌性黑斑蚊交配，产下
的卵在进入孑孓阶段时会自动死亡，藉此大
量消灭黑斑蚊。”

他指出，骨痛热症肆虐东南亚地区，大马、
泰国、新加坡、寮国、菲律宾和柬埔寨等国
家的死亡病例逾一直居高不下。此外，有迹
象显示骨痛热症病毒正在变种，病原可随旅

客传播至其他国家。

他续称，中美洲国家也经常爆发罕见的骨痛
热症疫情，其中洪都拉斯和萨尔瓦多更曾经
因为疫情严重而宣佈进入紧急状态。此外，
在消失了60年后，美国疾病控制和预防中心
于今年3月证实，骨痛热症重返佛罗里达州。

他补充，在过去，印度德里也出现千多宗宗
骨痛热症病例。

孙意志日前与拿督玛达沙比代表
卡米尔、威省市议员方美錸、威南
水利灌溉局工程师扎西、威南公共
工程局工程师赛祖比尔和威省市政
局代表前往该地视察。

孙意志表示，部分住户怪罪公共
工程局，认为槟怡大道的提升工程
没有做好排水系统是造成甘榜水患
的原因。其实这并非当局的过错，
据了解，水患是因为当地的排水系
统不完善所引起的。

“樟角路口水泵站的运作间接影
响甘榜西督的水患问题，因此我
要求水利灌溉局提升水泵站的设
施。”

卡米尔指出，甘榜西督约有20户
住户常年面对水患之苦，即5户华
裔、4户巫裔和11户印裔。他和拿
督玛达沙比曾多次向当地居民了解
情况，发现数个因素导致水患发
生，包括水泵站在雨天时没操作、
河堤崩裂及排水沟被封堵。

“甘榜西督的自动启动系统的水
平线比排水沟低，造成水泵尚未
自动操作，甘榜就已积水的情况发

生，因此我们已要求水利灌溉局將
自动启动系统的感应调低1呎，让
水泵在较低水位时就开始操作，同
时也要求当局时刻检查及维修河
堤，避免崩裂。”

他说，开沟排水是解决水患的其
中一个方案，但却有地主不愿配合
而封堵水沟，因此他们将致函要求
县署征地开沟。

威南水利灌溉局工程师扎西指
出，樟角水泵站的附近正在进行中
的道路提升工程，可能会改变水平
线或排水量，因此当局将重新研究
及调整，探讨是否提升该水泵站。
该局也将维修甘榜西督一带的河
堤，希望减缓水灾情况。此外，威
南公共工程局工程师赛祖比尔说，

当局将协助兴建排水道，把水引到
隔邻的沟渠。

威省市议员方美铼指出，离甘榜
西督约300公尺的威利斯里路口近
期下雨后出现路面积水情况，令
他担心积水造成一旁的冢山泥沙流
失，影响冢山结构。有鉴于此，威
南公共工程局已答应在冢山范围开
辟临时排水沟来排通水源。

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PENANG will continue to draw water 
from Sungai Muda, free of charge. 

Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau 
Pinang Sdn Bhd (PBAPP) chief ex-
ecutive officer (CEO) Datuk Jaseni 
Maidinsa said it was illogical for 
anyone in Kedah to suggest that Pen-
ang should pay for raw water drawn 
from a river that is partly located on 
its own soil.

“In 1982, Penang and Kedah 
signed a government-to-government 
MoU (Memorandum of Understand-
ing). This MoU facilitated the con-
struction of the Ampang Jajar Bar-
rage. It clearly states that the bound-
ary of Penang and Kedah is right in 
the centre of Sungai Muda,” he said 
in a statement on Nov 19.  

The MoU was signed by Tun Ab-
dul Rahman Abbas, who was then 
Acting Chief Minister of Penang and 
is now Penang governor, and the then 
Kedah Mentri Besar Datuk Seri Syed 
Nahar Shahabudin. 

Subsequently, the Kedah and Pen-
ang (Alteration of Boundary) Act 
1985 (Act 325) was passed and in-
cluded as an Act in Article 2 of the 
Federal Constitution.

Penang and Kedah also gazetted 
State Enactments on July 4, 1985 that 
placed the states   boundary at the 
centre line of Sungai Muda. 

“So, to this day, we draw raw water 
from Penang’s side of the river. It is 
therefore irrelevant to speculate on 
whether Penang should pay raw water 
charges to Kedah,” he added.

The statement was in response to 
a report in a Malay daily on Nov 18 
where Kedah opposition leader Datuk 
Amiruddin Hamzah was quoted as 
saying that Kedah had a right to col-
lect raw water charges from Penang 
for drawing water from Sungai Muda.

With regard to a comment that 
Kedah should seek Federal funds to 
preserve forest lands,  Jaseni said 
Penang would definitely support Ke-
dah’s application for funding to pro-
tect the Greater Ulu Muda catch-
ments.

“Let us be clear about this: the 
protection and preservation of the 
Greater Ulu Muda catchments will 
benefit a combined population of 3.8 
million people in three states –

Kedah, Penang and Perlis. As such, 
this initiative deserves federal fund-
ing,” he said.

Illogical to 
ask Penang 
to pay for 
raw water

THE completion of the RM1.2 billion 
Mengkuang Dam expansion project, im-
portant in ensuring Penang’s raw water 
supply, will be delayed  by another year.

Funded by the federal government and 
implemented by the Water Supply Depart-
ment of the Energy, Green Technology 
and Water Ministry, the dam expansion 
project was originally scheduled for com-
pletion on July 31 next year but will now 
be delayed to mid-2017, Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng told a press conference at 
the state legislative assembly building on 
Nov 17.

He added that the state government was 
concerned that the delay could impact the 
state’s supply of raw water, and urged the 
federal government to ensure that water 
supply is not compromised during the dry 
season.

Lim said to speed up the expansion, the 
state had agreed to lower the capacity of 
the dam after having a written guarantee 
that water from Kedah would be released 
into Sungai Muda at the Penang-Kedah 
border during drought.

“We will ask that this guarantee be 
extended for another year until the dam 
expansion project is completed.

“General manager of Penang Water 
Supply Corporation (PBAPP) Datuk 
Jaseni Maidinsa will write to the federal 
government to make this request.

“We hope there will not be any water 
crisis in Penang,” he said.

Meanwhile, Jaseni said the guarantee 
should be extended until the defect and 
liability period for the project ends, even 
after the dam is completed.

When completed, the dam which is the 
largest in the state will boost Penang’s 
water supply by three times.

“When the expansion is completed, you 
can put 27 Air Itam dams into the Meng-
kuang Dam,” Jaseni said, adding that it 
was also a good destination for recreation.

Lim said Penang was committed to 
keeping its track record of never having 
to resort to water rationing, even during 
drought, through measures like good 
management of water supply and demand.

“To date, PBAPP has been able to 
sustain continuous good water supply in 
Penang for the benefit of 561,811 regis-
tered water consumers including multina-

tional corporations that operate round the 
clock.

“We are proud of this achievement. We 
have zero tolerance for water rationing,” 
he said, adding that Penang was the only 
state that had never resorted to water ra-
tioning.

He urged 1.6 million Penangites to 
conserve water as Penang, where the 
water tariff for domestic use is the cheap-
est at 32 sen per 1,000 litres, was also the 
state that uses the most water.

Mengkuang Dam project delayed

THE Chowrasta Night Market which was 
initially slated to begin operations on Nov

(MBPP) to iron out certain issues with the 
affected stakeholders. 

Komtar assemblymember Teh Lai 
Heng, who held a press conference on Nov 
12 at his service centre to announce the 
initial date of commencement, assured all 
traders and stakeholders that things would 
get going as planned once the council 
solves a few outstanding matters.

Teh held a second press conference at 

his service centre on Nov 30 to announce 
the latest development concerning the night 
market.

“The Kampung Kolam village develop-
ment and security committee (JKKK) and 
Chowrasta Night Market committee would 
like to apologise over the delay of its op-
erations. Despite the fact that the city 
council had approved the operating licence 
on Nov 18, several outstanding issues re-
main unsolved and therefore caused the 
postponement,” said Teh.

“The committee involved in the night 
market will not give up on its plans to set 

up the night market at our heritage site. 
Once the issues are resolved, the committee 
will consider seeking the advice and coop-
eration from Penang Institute and George 
Town World Heritage Incorporated (GT-
WHI) in coming up with better planning 
and detailed research to run things in a 
much proper manner,” he added.

When pressed further by members of 
the media, Teh revealed that issues such as 
the weather conditions, concerns of the 
local residents and the yet to be ready car 
park are some of the reasons for the post-
ponement.

5 to monitor the progress of the

WHEN one steps into Passions of 
Kerala Restaurant at New World 
Park and lucky enough to do so 
when its proprietor Datuk Gary 
Nair is around, the warmth, 
friendliness and not to mention his 
sheer commanding presence  is 
obvious to all. 

That’s vintage Gary, as he is 
fondly known, a man of no preten-
sions and one who truly loves 
good Indian food and takes great 
pride that his restaurant is one of 
the pioneers which occupied the 
soon to be torn down New World 
Park, seven years ago.

“And I’m one of the best pay-
masters when it comes to the rent. 
I have another outlet at Taman 
Brown in Gelugor which I have 
operated for the past 28 years. 
Hidden in those typical housing 
area or taman and needing no 
advertisement. How would I have 
survived if the food quality leaves 
a lot to be desired?” a rhetoric 
question which he posed to the 
writer. 

The appointment was at 1pm 
and what really surprised the 
writer and his colleague was 
bumping into Deputy Chief Min-
ister II Prof. Dr P. Ramasamy, 
who was seated at a corner alone 
and having his lunch. 

“I do come here from time to 
come. The food here is pretty 
good and spicy. I like spicy food 
especially the banana leaf rice 
here. The fried fish here is nice 
too. I don’t know the secret behind 
it but the Kerala food here leaves 
a lasting impression,” Ramasamy 
said before rushing off to his next 
appointment.

We were seated together with 
Alen Bajkusa and his family at a 
large table. 

The size of the table was in-
dicative of what was coming and 
that referred to the number of 

dishes that will soon be placed in 
front of us. 

Bajkusa, a Bosnian married to 
a Malaysian, is a close friend of 
Gary’s and our food review ses-
sion coincided with his dropping 
by for lunch with his wife and two 
daughters. 

“The more people, the merrier. 
How much can just the two of you 
eat?” Gary quipped, once again a 
clear indication of how strategic 
things can be when he’s in charge. 

Before long, an array of popu-
lar Kerala dishes were served. 

The aroma of Indian herbs 
filled the air and the mood was 
relaxed and jovial. 

Rather than feeling like a food 
tasting session, the atmosphere 
was more like a reunion of old 
buddies.

The ever generous Gary or-
dered fried fish, chicken masala, 
deep fried bittergourd, mutton 
masala, fried sotong and crab 
masala for all of us.

The fried fish came in the form 
of a whole black pomfret which 
was marinated in turmeric, cumin, 
curry powder and various other 
ground spices. 

The preferred manner of eating 
it was by adding a squeeze of lime 
juice on the top and it goes well 
with rice.

Gary’s famous chicken masala 
was cooked in rich spicy masala 
gravy and garnished with corian-
der leaves. 

The thick gravy is a “must 
have” for those who crave for rice. 

In the personal description by 

the proprietor – one hasn’t tried 
chicken masala until one has 
tried his!

Mutton masala is definitely 
the writer’s all-time favourite 
Indian dish. 

The boneless mutton cubes 
were cooked in delectable gravy 
of various masala spices and 
coconut milk garnished with 
herbs.

The slices of deep fried bit-
tergourd were coated in spice and 
deep fried until they turned 
crunchy. 

Definitely appetising and de-
spite its name, they were hardly 
bitter at all!

Crab lovers must never give 
the crab masala a miss! 

This scrumptious dish was 
certainly a great delight with split 
fresh flower crabs being served 
in masala gravy flavoured by the 
juices from the crabs.

Not to forget the banana leaf 
set which is what Passions of 
Kerala is famous for! 

Patrons can choose between 
white or tomato rice and each set 
comes with four types of vegeta-
ble dishes; papadom, morru, 
rassam and dhall curry, refillable 
if the need arises.

For drinks, the writer and his 
colleague were served mango 
lassi and kiwi lassi respectively. 

Given such dishes and the 
down-to-earth manner in which 
Gary mingled with his custom-
ers, it was hardly surprising that 
he’s a true survivor in the food 
business.
