FANCY floating over Padang 
Polo?

Then come on down to the 
Penang Hot Air Balloon Fiesta 
this Feb 21 and 22 and get the 
chance to have a glimpse at 
George Town World Heritage 
Site from the sky.

Organised for the first time in 
George Town, the Penang Hot 
Air Balloon Fiesta will be the top 
highlight to kick-start Visit Pen-
ang Year 2015.

This RM650,000 event, spon-
sored by the state, promises visi-
tors a one-of-a-kind experience.

A total of 15 hot air balloons 
will be available and the event is 
open to all ages from 6am to 9pm 
at Polo Ground, with balloon 
set-up at 7am and free-flying 
balloons from Youth Park on 
both days.

During the two days, three 
tethered balloons will be availa-
ble for open rides to the public at 
RM25 per person while a cold 
inflation balloon at RM5 per 
person will allow one to walk 
into the interior of the hot air 
balloon for that special photo 
opportunity.

Watch out for the three spe-
cial-shaped balloons - Trump, 
Darth Vader and Humpty 
Dumpty.

“Besides the impressive hot 
air balloons, there will be family-
friendly activities such as fun 
inflatable playgrounds, creative 
workshops, archery, photography 

competition, paramotor perfor-
mance, remote plane/ helicopter 
and others.

“There’s even a fun run on Feb 
21 at 7am from Polo Ground,” 
Malaysia Tourism Promotion 
Board deputy director Haryanty 
Abu Bakar said at a press confer-
ence at Komtar on Jan 27, to 
announce the event.

Registration for this fun run is 
RM28.

To register go to mypenang.
gov.my/hab to get to the registra-
tion link plus details on the run.

For ease of parking during 
the event days, shuttle buses 
will be provided by the state 
from three different points on 
the island to Padang Polo.

Meanwhile, Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng said the recent 
irAsia flight QZ8501 crash 
could have affected tourist ar-
rivals in Penang.

He mentioned that the state 
recorded fewer tourists last 
month, compared to the same 
period last year.

According to Penang Tourism 
Department, Penang received 
142,115 tourists via seaport and 
airport last month, which is a 
drop of 0.58% or equivalent of 
825 tourists compared to the 
same month in 2013.

Lim added that he foresaw a 
challenging year ahead, stressing 
that the state would need to create 
more events to attract tourists.

“Our tourist numbers are still 
good, but the overall drop is 
something to ponder.

“There was a cooling-off pe-
riod last month. This could be 
due to the AirAsia tragedy,” Lim 
said.

He added that more events 
could be planned in a joint ven-
ture with Tourism Malaysia to 
boost the industry in the state.

“We need to work harder to 
lure tourists to the country and 
Penang, and to focus on Asean 
and domestic markets.

“We also need to think out of 

the box, like bringing in the Pen-
ang Hot Air Balloon Fiesta 2015 
to boost tourism.

“There is also the George 
Town Festival coming in August. 
We intend to support Putrajaya 
in drawing in tourists,” Lim said.

The Penang Hot Air Balloon 
Fiesta is supported by the state 
government with the cooperation 
of Penang Island Municipal 
Council and Penang Global 
Tourism in collaboration with 

Tourism Malaysia.
This event’s programming 

partners are AKA balloon Sdn 
Bhd, Today Lifestyle Marketing 
and ActifeStyle. Its official radio 
station is Fly FM.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng has 
thrown a challenge to the Malaysian 
A n t i - C o r r u p t i o n  C o m m i s s i o n 
(MACC).

Speaking at a forum titled “Gov-
ernment Audit: Formality or Account-
ability” held at Wawasan Open Uni-
versity , Lim said: “Many are still 
wondering when MACC is going to 
step up and be like Hong Kong’s 
ICAC (International Commission 
Against Corruption) instead of being 
a mere shadow of its self.”

Giving words of encouragement, 
he urged MACC to boost its perfor-
mance to be on par with its Hong 
Kong cousin.

Jointly organised by Penang Insti-
tute and the Centre to Combat Cor-
ruption and Cronyism (C4), the forum 
provided the perfect venue for stake-
holders, elected officials from both 
sides of the political divide and the 
media to scrutinise the findings of the 

Auditor-General’s Report for the year 
2013.

Others present were MPs Steven 
Sim (Bukit Mertajam) and Zairil Khir 
Johari (Bukit Bendera) and Public 
Accounts Committee chairman Datuk 
Nur Jazlan Mohamed.

MACC Chief Commissioner Tan Sri 
Abu Kassim Mohamed, who was ini-
tially slated to be one of the speakers, 
was unable to attend as he was ill. 

Abu Kassim was represented by 
MACC legal adviser Datuk Han Chee 
Rull. Cynthia Gabriel from C4 was 
moderator for the panel discussion.

Lim, in his opening address, re-
minded all those present on the key 
principles adopted by the Penang 
state government in combating cor-
ruption and the remarkable achieve-
ments that the state had achieved so 
far in its fiscal balance and savings. 

“In stark contrast to the usually 
abysmal findings in the audit of fed-
eral  ministr ies  and other s tates, 
Penang has maintained a stellar re-
cord. Commendations have been 

accorded to the state government for 
its clean, efficient and transparent 
governance – and not only in the 
AG’s Report but also by interna-
tional watchdogs such as Transpar-

ency International. We are proud to 
be lauded as amongst the best man-
aged and most efficient state admin-
istrators in Malaysia yearly since 
2008,” Lim said to loud applause.

MACC urged to step up

WITH the uniform comes authority and with au-
thority, one is entrusted with heavy responsibility!

That was the underlying message delivered to 
the 42 uniformed men who are part of the Penang 
Water Supply Holdings Berhad (PBAPP) auxil-
iary police force. 

Of the 42, eight received the position of ser-
geant, 24 became corporals and 10 are constables. 

They attended martial arts and basic police 
training and are entrusted to protect and boost 
security of all water installations and operational 
premises in the state. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who’s also chair-
man of PBAPP, witnessed the auxiliary police 
badge and logo pinning ceremony for the men by 
state police chief Senior DCP Datuk Abduk Rahim 
Hanafi. 

Also present at the ceremony which was held 
at the PBA Complex along Jalan Padang Tembak 
on Jan 15 was PBAPP chief executive officer 
Jaseni Maidinsa. 

Lim, in his speech, reminded all those who were 
present on the importance of water as a necessity 
to life and the significance of the auxiliary police 
force for its protection. 

“What’s the use of possessions if you don’t 
have water? Water is a gift from God. It’s a ba-
sic necessity and the quality of water must be a 
priority. 

“PBAPP will increase the strength of its aux-
iliary force from time to time depending on se-

curity requirements and financial capability. They 
also act as the eyes and ears for the police in 
addition to their duties in safeguarding PBAPP 
assets,” Lim said.

SDCP Abdul Rahim extended his congratula-

tions to the men and urged them to carry out their 
duties impartially and also encouraged more 
members of the public to take up the challenge 
of becoming auxiliary policemen at the various 
agencies. 

PBAPP ‘cops’ get their badges

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THE Penang Hill furnicular 
train came to a screeching stop 
just as it entered the tunnel near 
the Upper Station.  Passengers 
screamed and some panicked.   

The peaceful, quiet morning 
at the green crown of Penang 
was broken with passengers 
worried about enough oxygen 
supply as the air-conditioning 
and fans were stopped.  

However, we found out that 
the roof can be opened slightly 
to let the cool air blow in.

Thankfully, Penang Hill Cor-
poration (PHC) staff who had 
been trained knew exactly what 
to do.  

First, those of us who were at 
the last carriage saw some peo-
ple climbed up the chairs and 
moving from carriage to car-
riage to reach the front.    

Then, an announcement was 
made and filtered to us at the back.

We were told there was no 
electricity and the train would 

be stranded on its track inside 
the tunnel.  

The only choice we had was 
to get down and head to the near-
est emergency gathering point.

Getting down wasn’t as easy 
as it sounds as it wasn’t a hop 
down the bus kind of thing.  

In fact, there was not much 
space between the train and the 
tunnel wall.  

Imagine how the train is usu-
ally wrapped comfortably by the 
tunnel and how claustrophobic 
that can be?  

Well, there wasn’t a choice 
– get down from the train NOW 
was the only option.

The height of the train to the 
ground was huge and even 

taller persons like Shum and 
Lilian found it hard to reach the 
ground which was wet, slippery 
and covered with moss.  

The wall of the tunnel had 
spider webs and we had to care-
fully find a firm foothold while 
trying to not touch the tracks of 
the train or the wall.  

It was a bit like walking on a 
tightrope.

“Imagine if it is Mark (our 
colleague) here this morning. He 
would have probably fainted by 
now with the amount of spiders 
on the wall,” Lilian told Shum.

Once outside, we heaved a 
sigh of relief as the fresh morn-
ing air assured us that we will 
be alright.  

We followed the instructions 
from PHC staff and walked to 
the emergency assembly point.  

However, one girl had an 
asthma attack and had difficulty 
breathing while another older 
woman had to be put on the 
stretcher and carried by the fire 
and rescue personnel due to ex-
haustion from the short climb. 

Then, we found out another 
girl was getting sick as she had 
a fear of heights and a reporter 
was feeling dizzy and weak due 
to low blood sugar, probably 
from the climb to reach the as-
sembly point.

PHC staff had made the nec-
essary alerts and rescue person-
nel, St. John’s Ambulance, 
Penang Hill Residents’ Associa-
tion volunteers and other groups 
were already on standby at the 

emergency assembly point.  
The “injured” were quickly 

ferried by 4-wheel drive vehi-
cles to the foothill of Botanical 
Gardens and transported to the 
nearest hospital.  

Meanwhile, the rest of the 
passengers awaited their turn to 
hitch a ride down.

What was supposed to be 
Penang Hill Corporation Emer-
gency Response Training (ERT) 
turned out to be quite an adven-
ture as the aforementioned girls 
and woman were really sick and 
required special attention.  

As for the rest of us, we had 
good exercise together with 53 
college students playing the 
“passengers of a stranded 
train”.  

Island College of Technology 
sent 38 students while Penang 
International Islamic and Techno-
logical College (KITAB) sent 15.

The ERT was coordinated by 

Baharin Annuar Abu Bakar, 
Internal Operations Division 
manager of PHC.  

Baharin Annuar told the me-
dia before the ERT: “We have 
70 people going up today which 
includes fire and rescue person-
nel, volunteers, St. John Ambu-
lance and observers. We inten-
tionally invited the girls in jubah 
so that we are prepared to deal 
with tourists from the Middle 
East with similar dressing.”

All in all, the Track Rescue 
Team comprising various parties 
took seven minutes to respond 
to the distress call.  

They completely evacuated 
the stranded passengers from the 
train to the assembly area at the 
Lower Tunnel in 17 minutes.  

Within two hours, all the pas-
sengers had been ferried down 
the hill by 4-wheel drive and 
transported by bus back to Pen-
ang Hill foothill.

THE total numbers of visitors to Penang Hill has 
surpassed targets set for last year and also 2013.

For 2014, the total number of visitors to the 
popular resort reached almost 1.4 million, sur-
passing the target of 1.3 million, while the 2013 
figures of more than 1.2 million surpassed the 
target by 11%.

The departments involved are the Penang Island 
Municipal Council (MPPP), Public Works Depart-
ment (JKR) and the members of JKKK Bukit 
Gelugor. YB Rayer also joined us to clean up the 
place,” Mohd. Hafiz added.

After the clean-up, Bukit Gelugor MP Ram-
karpal Singh and Rayer went to inspect the place 
and are considering getting the relevant depart-
ments to turn the empty plot of land into a chil-
dren’s playground for the benefit of the people.

PBAPP: AVOID POS MALAYSIA’S RM0.90 FEE FOR WATER 
BILLS

PENANG, 23/01/2015: Water consumers in Penang should avoid the 
RM0.90 service fee imposed by Pos Malaysia (POS) for water bill col-
lection.

To avoid the RM0.90 fee, consumers may pay water bills:
• at PBAPP’s 9 Customer Care Centres - Komtar, Balik Pulau, Bayan 
Baru, Bukit Mertajam, Jawi, Kepala Batas, Prai Complex (Phase 4, Prai 
Industrial Estate), Rifle Range and Taman Selat (Butterworth).
• via the “PBAPP Online” e-water bill payment facilities established with 
7 banks – Ambank, Bank Rakyat, CIMB, HSBC, Public Bank, UOB and 
Standard Chartered.
• at MPPP, MPSP, PDC, Telekom Malaysia and TNB payment counters.

PBAPP would like to make a few other clarifications on this issue:

Firstly, the RM0.90 fee is imposed by POS, and not by PBAPP.
PBAPP has been “subsidising” water consumers who have been paying 
their water bills via POS by absorbing this fee. However, PBAPP can no 
longer afford to do so because the number of water consumers increases 
every year, and so does the total POS fee payout by PBAPP.

Secondly, PBAPP is not discouraging/preventing consumers from settling 
water bills at post offices. However, there is a price for the convenience.

Regardless of bill amount, POS charges PBAPP a fee of RM0.90 per bill 
collected. For about 75% of Penang domestic consumers, PBAPP bills 
RM21.40 (or less) for water supply every two months. If the bill is 
RM21.40, and the consumer pays via POS, PBAPP “only receives” 
RM21.40 – RM0.90 (POS fee) = RM20.50.

It is a well-known fact that Penang domestic consumers enjoy the lowest 
average water tariff for water supply of up to 35,000 liters per month in 
Malaysia – RM0.31 per 1,000 liters. This average tariff is heavily sub-
sidised for the benefit of domestic consumers. PBAPP can no longer 
afford to provide a “double subsidy” by “covering” POS’ bill collection 
fee.

Thirdly, PBAPP has not been “hiding”, nor are we trying to “hide”, the 
issue of RM0.90 POS fee.

The fact that we are printing a notice on all water bills shows that we 
are openly informing everyone ahead of time about this matter. We will 
continue to do so via other communication channels.

THE state government re-
cently appointed a total of 
4,350 village development 
a n d  s e c u r i t y  c o m m i t t e e 
(JKKK) personnel covering 
five areas around the state. 

The appointment was held 
in two stages  - Southwest and 
Northeast regions took place 
on Jan 10, while for Seberang 
Perai Utara (SPU), Seberang 
Perai Tengah (SPT) and Se-
berang Perai Selatan (SPS) it 
was carried out on Jan 11.

The JKKK acts as the eyes 
and ears of the state govern-
ment in delivering its poli-
cies.

“We  have  a  t o t a l  291 

JKKK, their commitment as a 
team is  crucial  to ensure 
greater development for the 
state,” said Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng at the Jan 10 
event. 

He added Penang is proud 
that its budget surplus yearly 
since 2008 is channelled to 
social welfare as well as de-
velopment projects. 

Meanwhile, at the event in 
Dewan Millenium Kepala 
Batas on Jan 11, Lim an-
n o u n c e d  t h a t  f o r  t h e 
2015/2016 term, a monthly 
allowance of RM650 will be 
given to each JKKK chairman 
and RM550 for the secretary. 

For  ordinary members , 
their attendance allowance 
starting this year has been 
increased to RM40 compared 
to only RM30 previously.

T h e  s t a t e  g o v e r n m e n t 
hopes the increased allow-
ance will encourage the mem-
bers to work harder. 

Ye a r l y,  a n  a m o u n t  o f 
RM12.6 million is allocated 
to all 291 JKKK around Pen-
ang for the welfare and safety 
of the local community.

STATE exco for Housing and 
Town & Country Planning 
Jagdeep Singh Deo on Jan 29 
threw a challenge to the fed-
eral government to submit 
firm proposals to build PRI-
MA affordable housing in 
Penang.

“My request was due to a 
grave concern arising from 
the inconsistent announce-
ments by various individuals 
from the federal government 
on the alleged locations that 
PRIMA affordable housing 
would be built in Penang,” 
Jagdeep told a press confer-
ence in Komtar.

“On top of all this, at the 
last National Council Meet-
ing on Local Government 
held on Jan 26 in Putrajaya, 
which was attended by exco 
for Local Government, Traf-
fic Management and Flood 
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow 
on behalf of the Penang state 
government ,  the  or ig inal 
documentation supplied by 
the Urban Wellbeing, Hous-
ing and Local Government 
Ministry stated that 12,074 
housing units in three pro-
jects by PRIMA were pending 
approval by the Penang state 
government.

“However, on the morning 

of the said meeting, that par-
t icular  document was re-
placed with a new one, where 
the 12,074 units in the three 
projects which were alleg-
edly pending approval by the 
state government, had myste-
riously disappeared from the 
books, confirming my theory 
that there are no concrete 
plans to  bui ld affordable 
housing by PRIMA in Pen-
ang,” he added.

Jagdeep stressed that Pu-
trajaya should show its com-
mitment to build affordable 
housing by submitting actual 
plans, just as the private sec-
tor in Penang has done, where 
a total of 9,858 affordable 
housing units in several pro-
jects have been actually sub-
mitted to the state.

“In fact, to compound mat-
ters, in answer to a written 
question by Jelutong MP Jeff 
Ooi specially requesting to be 
notified on the locations of 
housing units to be built by 
federal agencies, including 
PRIMA, in Penang, the Urban 
Wellbeing, Housing and Lo-
cal  Government  Minis try 
stated that  there were no 
plans to build any PRIMA 
housing projects, be it afford-
able or otherwise, in Penang.

“Subsequent to this, it was 
reported that PRIMA would 
be building 300 affordable 

housing units in Bertam, Pen-
ang. However, for the record, 
to date, we have not received 
any application for affordable 
housing projects in Bertam by 
PRIMA,” Jagdeep added.

“This  p rompted  me  to 
write the latest letter dated 
Jan 23 to the Minister in the 
Prime Minister’s Department 
Datuk Seri Shahidan Kassim 
to clarify the confusing state 
of affairs in relation to the 
alleged proposal to build af-
fordable housing in Penang, 

especially in view of the ad-
mission by PRIMA chief ex-
ecutive officer Datuk Mu-
talib Alias that there were 
unscrupulous parties abusing 
the PRIMA name,” he said.

He added that it is totally 
incomprehensible that the 
Penang Federal Action Coun-
cil chairman Datuk Zainal 
Abidin Osman has the audac-
ity to demand that the state 
government “should first ap-
prove the federal govern-
ment’s applications for the 

planning permission of 9,500 
affordable units here before 
asking for details about PRI-
MA projects”.

“Firstly, by his own admis-
sion, the projects submitted 
by them (JKP and Perda) 
were not for 100% affordable 
housing units and secondly, 
some of their projects were to 
be built on land procured by 
land acquisition for public 
purposes,” Jagdeep said.

Also present at the press 
conference was Chow.

PENANG’s Voluntary Patrol 
Unit (PPS) is a legal entity 
formed by the state government.

“We have always maintained 
this stand. So let the court de-
cide,” Penang Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng told the press after 
filing a judicial review applica-
tion on the home minister’s move 
to declare PPS unlawful in No-
vember last year.

He added that even the public 
has rejected the allegations that 
PPS is an organisation that is 
involved in criminal activities.

The state government’s ap-
plication named the home minis-
ter, the Inspector-General of Po-
lice and the federal government 
as respondents.

In the application filed with 
the Penang High Court recently, 
the state government is also seek-
ing for a declaration that the PPS 
was established legally and cor-
rectly under Section 101(v) of the 
Local Government Act 1976.

In addition, Penang is also 
asking the court to declare that 
PPS is not an organisation which 
falls under the Societies Act 
1965.

The state government is also 
seeking a certiorari order for the 
court to nullify a Nov 3, 2014 
declaration by Home Minister 
Datuk Seri Ahmad Zahid Hamidi 
that PPS was an unlawful or-
ganisation.

Penang further applied for 
restraining orders to stop the re-
spondents, their agents and offic-
ers from entering and searching 

premises of the PPS or arresting 
the unit’s members over the ban.

It is also asking for a manda-
tory order to compel the respond-
ents, their agents and officers to 
return all paraphernalia including 
vests and various equipment with 
the PPS logo, which were confis-
cated last year.

Lastly, it also sought an order 
under the Court Procedure 2012 
to suspend the minister’s order 
outlawing the PPS until the judi-
cial review is complete.

In addition, the state is also 
demanding for special and gen-
eral damages, costs and other 
relief deemed fit by the court.

Lim stressed that community 
policing is a proven method to re-
duce crime in many other countries.

“This is why we need PPS to 
continue playing the role,” he 

added.
A total 158 PPS members, 

including three elected repre-
sentatives, were arrested on Aug 
31 last year after the annual 
Merdeka parade.

The home ministry officially 
declared the unit unlawful in 

November last year and ordered 
that no group may use the name, 
symbol or logo of the PPS.

On its part, the state govern-
ment has ordered the unit to cease 
all activities from Sept 1 pending 
any criminal charges against PPS 
members.

Also present were PDC general man-
ager Rosli Jaafar, Bayan Baru MP Sim 
Tze Tzin and Bukit Jambul Hikers’ Club 
chairman Heng Yak Hoi.

“I am confident that PDC will con-
tinue to assist to make the hill a better 
place for all, as part of its corporate 
social responsibility.

“Thanks to Bukit Jambul Hikers Club 
formed 20 years ago, which I under-
stand has some 120 active multi-ethnic 
members, for taking the initiative in 
improving the hill facilities and build-
ing teamwork among all hikers and 
nature lovers,” he added.

The Bukit Jambul Hikers’ Club is one 
of the most active hiking clubs in the 
northern region, and had organised a 
hike by 14 of  its members to the Mount 
Everest Base Camp in 2009.

Apart from this the club has been 
organising the annual Bukit Jambul 
Hikathon over the past seven years, 
where in 2014 about 2,500 people took 
part. 

Proceeds from the hikathon were 
distributed to charity organisations.

A GROUP of residents in Tanjong 
Tokong have acquired pro bono ser-
vices of lawyer Jason Ong Khan Lee in 
a battle to save their village.

“We are thankful that the magistrate’s 
court had on Dec 26, 2014, given the 
original residents of kampung Tanjong 
Tokong a stay of execution,” Ong, the 
former Kebun Bunga assemblymember, 
told members of the media at a press 
conference on Jan 12 at the magistrate’s 
court.

Ong was with Mohd Salleh Yahaya 
and several others representing Persat-
uan Penduduk Kampung Tanjung 
Tokong and Kelab Setia Tanjung 
Tokong.  

They called on the state government 
and the Tourism and Culture Ministry 
to jointly develop Tanjung Tokong as a 
new tourism site to include traditional, 
cultural and heritage features and revive 
the Malay/Islam history in a living her-
itage enclave.

“We appeal to UDA to allow the 
development of 12 traditional houses on 
Phase 4A.  We also ask that the Kelab 
Setia Tanjung Tokong built in 1911 and 
the Madrasah Al-Taqwa originally built 
in the 1900s be rebuilt,” Ong said.

Meanwhile, Mohd Salleh also pro-
vided some ideas on how the Malay 
living heritage kampung can be en-
hanced by serving the traditional kuih 
and dishes which are getting rare.  

“Old traditional dishes like nasi 
lemak Rokiah, sambal tumis udang, 
bamia, mi rebus Pak Park, nasi minyak 
Pak Nagor and a lot more will bring back 
the heavenly food unique to Tanjung 
Tokong,” Mohd Salleh said.

Mohd Salleh voiced his gratitude that 
Ong is willing to help them pro bono, or 
without fees.  

“We are also thankful to all the NGOs 
for their support and we pray that Tan-
jung Tokong will get the recognition as 
a heritage site by Unesco in future,” he 
said.

The piece of land in Tanjong Tokong 
has been earmarked for development by 
UDA Holdings Berhad. 

However, some of the residents have 
been appealing for a section of the land 
to be turned into a living heritage kam-
pung and had taken the matter to court.  

They also demanded that UDA issue 
a performance bond of RM50 million 
for three years to ensure that all condi-
tions are honoured by UDA.

POLICE have been deployed to control 
traffic at the junction of Jalan Atas to

Soon mentioned that traffic condi-
tions at  the junction of Jalan Atas to

“In view of this, I have written to 

Seberang Perai South Traffic Police to 
arrange traffic dispersal at the men-
tioned area.

Apart from this, Soon also requested 
the presence of a JKR officer to join in 
the visit to the junction to investigate 
and resolve the traffic congestion prob-
lem in the area.

Penang state exco member for Agricul-
ture & Agro-Based Industry, Rural De-
velopment and Health Dr. Afif Bahardin 
was invited to witness the free cochlear 
implant and rehabilitation for two chil-
dren as part of LGL’s corporate social 
responsibility programme.

The Lions Club of Singapore MEYER 
(LCS-MEYER) donated the implants 
while the surgery was conducted on Jan 
15 by consultant ENT surgeon Lim Seh 
Guan and others.  

Two chi ldren,  Khor Kai  Zhe,  21 
months old, and Anna Teh, 13 months old, 
who had successfully undergone the sur-
gery, had their photos taken with their 
parents, doctors, Dr. Afif and the LCS-
MEYER members.

Dr. Afif praised the CSR effort and 
said: “Thanks to the LCS-MEYER, I hope 
this success story of giving the children 
the gift of hearing will impress upon oth-
ers to also contribute to help more chil-
dren. The state government will continue 
to support such CSR programmes.”  

In the long run, the gift of hearing will 
enable more children to grow up in a 
normal world and not confined to deaf-
ness.  

Helen Keller who was an American 
author, political activist, and lecturer 
once said: “Deafness is worse than blind-
ness.”  

According to Helen who was a “deaf-
blind”, deafness was a much greater 
handicap than blindness because, “it 
means a loss of the most vital stimulus 
which is the sound of the voice that brings 
language, set thoughts astir and keep us 
in intellectual company”.

槟州骨痛热症病例恶化，2015年开年的首3个
星期就已出现247宗案例，更已夺走2条人命，
比2014年病例剧增152.04%；槟州首长林冠英劝
勉，需要社会各阶层人士携手合作才能有效消灭黑
斑蚊来降低骨痛热症病例，而最有效的灭蚊行动，
还是得靠人民照顾环境卫生，以杜绝蚊虫滋生。

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟州政府及槟州卫生局已
锁定40个黑斑蚊黑区，并展开大扫除来进行灭蚊
行动，以控制疫情蔓延。

他说，槟州骨痛热症病例恶化，2015年开年的
首3个星期就已出现247宗案例，更已夺走2条人
命。

“槟州2014年骨痛热症病例已达3141宗，与

2013年相比之下剧增了200%，但2015年却没有减
低的现象，反而有两宗案例已夺走两条人民。”

林冠英于1月15日出席在威省诗布朗再也的州级
大扫除推介仪式时说，州政府至2014年举办州级
大型大扫除运动后，今年再次在威省诗不朗再也举
办州级大扫除以有效打击黑斑蚊疫情蔓延。

他指出，州政府严正看待灭除黑斑蚊行动，已在
州内进行多项检查工地、清除非法垃圾场及举办提
升公众意识活动，尤其是州政府与槟州卫生局锁
定州内40个黑斑蚊黑区展开大扫除，进行灭蚊行
动。

他补充，要有效降低州内骨痛热症病例，单靠州
政府及槟州卫生局是不足够的，而是要社会各阶层
的携手合作才能有效消灭黑斑蚊，有效的灭蚊行动
仍然是人民能照顾环境卫生，杜绝蚊虫滋生。

另外，槟州卫生事务委员会主席阿菲夫行政议员
表示，槟州2013年骨痛热症高达7宗死亡案例，而
2014年却剧增至11宗，暴增至45.5%，但2015年
首3个星期就已发生两宗骨痛热症死亡案例，骨痛
热症情况令人担忧。

他说，州政府及槟州卫生局在2014年举办多项
防范黑斑蚊行动，包括执法单位对违法者发出罚
单、举办公众醒觉运动、在黑区展开大扫除等，
同时州政府已通过拨款研发新灭蚊科技“蚊子磁
铁”(Mosquito Magnet) 对付黑斑蚊，但该科技
也是在初期试验阶段，但却是目前最有效的灭蚊仪
器。

他强调，社会各阶层人士的合作，保持家园环境
清洁才是最有效的消灭黑斑蚊，因此恳请人民能与
州政府携手合作在黑斑蚊黑区参与大扫除。

灭蚊止疫靠大家

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2013年总稽查报告显示槟
州政府成绩单亮眼，相反的，
联邦政府却是屡犯同样错误。

槟州首长林冠英表示，槟州
政府以能干、公信、透明的施
政原则作为核心思想，全力支
持国家稽查程序。

“我们相信有制衡才能真正
提倡良好施政，我们认同国家
稽查署及总稽查司履行他们
的专业职责。然而，国家稽查
署不听该被动的侦测纰漏、没
效率、犯错甚至贪污的行为而
以，反而是应该主动在政府机
构还没出麻烦前，主动出击稽
查，防止损失。”

“我们很自豪槟城民联州政
府自2008年来在稽查报告的
成绩。相比于其他联邦部门及
其他州在稽查上层层叠叠的问
题，槟州维持这亮眼的成绩。
州政府廉洁、有效及透明施政
的赞同不止来自于国家稽查报
告，更来自国际透明组织。我
们很自豪地说，我们是管理最
杰出的州属，也是马来西亚自
2008年以来最有效率的州政
府。”

他说，根据2013年稽查报
告，槟城税收增加了27.4%，
相比联邦政府只有2.6%。这
项税收的增加幅度，据观察是
全国最高。

“2013年，即使原本预算
将会有2亿6200万令吉的赤
字，不过最终槟城也获得了
130万令吉的实际盈余，自
2008年执政至今，持续财政
盈余。自2008至2013年，槟
城的财政盈余共4亿5300万令
吉，单在2011年更创下槟城
历史纪录，达到1亿3831万令
吉的盈余。这短短6年的4亿
5300万财政盈余，一举超越
了自有记录以来至2007年终
的3亿7360万令吉。”

“ 槟 城 州 财 政 逐 年 坚 强 增
长，在2013年，我们的州统
一储备基金在增加9985万令
吉或8.4%之后，总数已经高
达到12亿9000万令吉。这是
从2007年原本的8亿4700万
令吉，增加了4亿4500万令
吉，储备增长超过了53%。”

“我们州政府部门及机构在
接受评分的时候，目前不是获
得8分或53.3%的杰出分数，
就是获得7分或46.7%的良好
分数。换句话说，州政府各部

门及机构所获得的评分全都至
少在良好以上。槟州财政司及
槟州发展机构，更是自2008
年至2013年连续6年获得杰出
的评分。”

他续称，在2013年的稽查
报告中，有趣的发现是，截至
2013年12月31日，槟州已经
批准的3亿6339万令吉拨款总
数，只用了58.3%，但槟城却
能在总数3516项的全部计划
中，完成98.4%的计划。

“这证明州政府能以更低的
开销，却完成更多的计划。这
在财政术语来说就是有执行效
率及成功实施透明与竞争的公
开招标所带来的成果。”

林 冠 英 于 1 月 2 3 日 为 《 政
府稽查：流于形式，还是问
责 ？ 》 论 坛 主 持 开 幕 时 表
示，2013年总稽查报告已经
列出联邦政府在理财方面的多
重失败，特别是在执行方面。
总稽查司丹斯里安比林说，在
执行方面，91.1%的计划、活
动及项目面对没有效率的问
题、违反条例如不符合规格、
低质量、无理延工、不当的
采购、合约管理及政府资产维
修。

《政府稽查：流于形式，还
是问责？》论坛是由槟城研
究机构（Penang Institute）
及反贪反朋党中心（C4）主
办，主要是为了探讨年度稽查

报告。

“2013年总稽查报告对联
邦政府机构的财务表现评级
为“不理想”。2013年的表
现其实退步，45个政府部门
中只有21个部门（46.7%）
被评为“优秀”，2012年有
53.9%而2011年有50%。”

他说，不像槟州政府推行采
购公开招标那样，2013年总
稽查报告揭露一些联邦政府还
是通过“直接洽谈”发放出
去，这些项目通常与朋党、浪
费公帑有关。例如，农业部在
登嘉楼价值3亿4355万令吉的
Paya Peda水坝发展计划。

“ 不 只 是 它 通 过 “ 直 接 洽
谈”颁布，到了2013年7月，
它还处于18.49%延期。这项
工程也出现不符合规格、二级
承包商及不当付款的问题。”

“总稽查报告也忽略了一些
饱受丑闻缠身的机构，最明显
的例子是由政府拥有一马发展
机构（其网站如此说明）。这
个机构负债高达420亿令吉，
它也无法偿还一笔去年12月
到期的20亿令吉的债务，我
们感到困惑因为总稽查还不愿
意检查1MDB的账目。这是总
稽查可以矫正及阻止人民继续
承受可怕损失的机会。换句
话说，这是阻止另一宗损失高
出巴生自贸区三倍（130亿令
吉）的丑闻。”

“所有马来西亚人都在问：
随着总稽查报告一再揭发财
务疏漏及丑闻，稽查过程本
身究竟是不是能够有效地控
制政府在理财方面的不正当
性及弱点？或者它只是一个
形式？这个论坛必须讨论这
些问题，特别是我们的公共
账目委员会及马来西亚反贪
委会的嘉宾。”

林冠英认为，事实是联邦政
府没有政治意愿来解决这些公
帑浪费或损失的问题。当局还
没有纠正财政及项目管理的结
构性弱点，也没有解决滥权贪
污的问题。国阵联邦政府不急
于揭露贪污，反而好像是要允
许更多贪污。

“我们希望总稽查司出现“
白武士”一举歼灭这些贪污
的“吸血鬼”，别让他们散尽
国家的财富。至于反贪污委员
会，很多人还觉得奇怪，反贪
污委员会几时才要像香港的廉
正公署行动起来，又或者继续
成为自己的影子。总稽查报告
不只揭露过度挥霍，反贪委会
也没有交代涉及严重公共问责
的丑闻，从砂州首长家族的超
级财富、到1MDB、巴生自贸
区丑闻或2003-2013年期间流
失到国外的非法资金1.4兆令
吉。上述外流的非法资金平均
起来等于第一名国人损失了5
万令吉，难道我们还要另外损

失5万令吉，反贪委会才肯行
动起来？”

“ 犯 罪 者 往 往 不 受 惩
罚。2012年总稽查报告中175
名公务员被指理财不当，政府
总秘书指出，虽然85人被判
有罪，但是只有1人被解雇。
很多人受到纪律处分，但是他
们的行动并没有阻止浪费及滥
权的风气。KLIA2的工程成本
从最初的16亿令吉增加到40
亿令吉呢？为什么不施压政府
领袖像槟州政府那样公布财
产？这是许多反贪成功国家的
政策。反贪委会应该比我更有
资格回答这些问题。”

他补充，良好及有效的公共
财政管理是极为重要的，因
为一个廉洁及透明的政府将
能提供公平平等的环境让各
行各业发展，更重要的是，
人民的利益将获得保障。举
例来说，公开招标不止可以
使政府在各方面节省成本，
又能获得更好品质的产出，
效益得以彰显。

“另一方面，当政府面对大
量公共资金外漏之际，将会
促成资本主义朋党的形成、
无效率服务、降低公共财的
投资以及贪污腐败蔓延的情
形。如此一来，有政治关系
的利益人士永远比別人更容
易成功，而贫穷及不平等则
将日益严重。”

“ 槟 州 政 府 在 把 守 州 财 库
之上一向谨慎以待，特別是
公共财及社会福利上，更是
尤其关注。州政府提供免费
巴士服务穿行於市区及来往
槟威两地，同时，也颁发各
类援助金予乐龄人士、单亲
妈妈、家庭主妇、身心障碍
者、大学新生、三轮车夫、
渔夫以及学生。”

“ 我 们 设 置 了 公 平 经 济 议
程，期许透过制度化的方式，
确保槟州的每户家庭月入不少
过790令吉。迄今，槟州政府
已支出2亿8700万令吉作为人
民福利之用。今年，我们更另
外拨出1亿1700万令吉的现款
予民众，这笔款项是年度预算
的12%。实施“能干、公信、
透明”的反贪污腐败政策所得
来的红利。”

他续称，稽查报告为改善治
理的一帖良方，对人民的福祉
而言，绝对是美事一桩。

题。”

曹观友于1月31日出席小印度大扫除活动时举例，领养社区任务例如解决
非法停车问题、解决水患问题、有无设无障碍设备以及确保广告牌是否合法
等。

“一旦乔治市升格为市后，代表槟州地方政府将面对更多的挑战，但地方
政府还是会继续一直以来的努力。现在规定槟威市议员领养社区任务，每名
市议员必须构思要执行的任务、进行有关任务、参与及提高民众的醒觉、以
及最后的阶段为进行执法。”

“市议员必须融入社区，而民众亦必须给予配合，共同打造更清洁及更好
的槟州。这项领养长达一年的计划，将在圈定的范围内执行。而这长期社区
任务计划也可被视为评估市议员们的表现成绩单。”

公职有别于私人界。私人界只须
向上司或股东负责。公职是面向公
众，对社会群众，面对历史及为未
来负责。立法议员是个公职，社会

对议员有所期待，所以也有一定的
行为规范。

我们对于Stephen Covey 的高
效能人士的7个习惯（The Seven 
Habits of Highly Effective Peo-
ple)是目濡耳染。诺兰原则（No-
lan Principles) 所提的公职人员
的7项原则(Seven Principles of 
Conduct in Public Life) 虽重要
但知名度却不高。

诺 兰 原 则 由 英 国 政 府 邀 请 诺 兰
勋爵（Lord Nolan) 草拟并立于
1995年,是规范所有公职人员的操
守标准。

诺兰公职人员七项原则如下：

1. 无私:公职人员在作出决策时,
只能以公众利益为依归。他们不应
借此以替自己,家人或朋友获取金
钱或其他物质上的利益。

2. 正直 :公职人员不应对任何外
界人士或机构负有财务上或其他责
任上的承担，足以影响他们履行职

务的表现。

3.客观:公职人员在履行公务时，
包括委任公职、授予合约、或举荐
其他人士接受奖励与津贴等，应以
受惠人的成绩和资格作为决定的指
标。

4. 问责:公职人员需对他们的决
策与行动向公众负责，并準备承受
任何对于他们职务上的监察。

5. 公开:公职人员在所有决策的
工作及施行上，应尽量保持公开态
度。他们应要提供理据解释为何作
出有关决定， 同时只能在符合广
大公众利益的前提下， 才可限制
资讯的发放。

6. 诚实:公职人员有责任申报他
们 所 有 与 公 职 有 关 的 私 人 利 益 ， 
并 需 要 采 取 行 动 解 决 任 何 利 益 冲
突， 以保障公众利益。

7. 领导才能:公职人员应以身作
则，在推广和支持以上原则上起领
导作用。

我 认 为 每 个 议 员 都 必 须 认 真 上
堂七个原则的课，学习Stephen 
Covey效率原则及Lord Nolan 的
公共操守原则。

“我建议每户家庭每星期定期进
行“家庭清洁计划”，一家大小每
星期至少一次在自己家里及住家周
围进行清洁工作。这有助提倡公民
及环保意识，也将有效长期性保持
住家四周的清洁卫生，进而提升
市容环境整洁。 倘若人人都进行
该计划，相信社区卫生将会大大提
升。”

他指出，骨痛热症病例近年来大
幅度增加，威南区在2014年的证
实病例共有154宗，相较2013年
的64宗证实病例，幅度超过140%
。在今年开年首周威南共有7宗证

实病例，而其中1宗就发生在爪夷
村。

数据显示，2014年威南区的骨

痛热症证实病例中，武吉淡汶区共
有49宗，成为威南之最，其次是
爪夷区42宗，接下来是双溪峇甲

区32宗和双溪亚齐区31宗。

她续称，西报国阵主流媒体一向把矛头指向民联的华裔首席部长，

THE much awaited new Penang 
Hill multi-storey carpark is finally 
completed!  

Soon, parking woes faced by 
tourists or the traffic jam endured 
by nearby residents will come to 
an end.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
was present at the opening cere-
mony on Jan 19.  

Exco members, assemblymem-
bers, councillors and heads of 
several departments and agencies 
were also present.

The RM11.49 million carpark, 
which was constructed and funded 
by Penang Development Corpora-
tion, was built to cater for the in-
creasing number of visitors to 
Penang Hill as well as to facilitate 
traffic flow.   

There are a total of 306 parking 
lots for vehicles and 182 lots for 
motorcycles, and five special park-
ing lots for the physically chal-
lenged (OKU).

“The carpark will complement 
the facilities provided by the Pen-

ang Hill Corporation (PHC) fu-
nicular railway to provide visitors 
with an enjoyable and meaningful 
visit up Penang Hill,” Lim said in 
his speech.

For added attraction at the foot-
hills, there is also a commercial 
area on the ground floor, including 
11 stalls, one food court as well as 
bus lay-by for buses to drop and 
pick up passengers. 

The carpark is also fitted with 
disabled-friendly ramps with direct 
access to passenger lifts.

“This is a vast improvement on 
the facilities provided for the visi-
tors to Penang Hill as well as lo-
cals, compared to the original 
carpark completed in March 2011 
which provided only 96 lots, and 
which the state government de-
cided to demolish in June 2012 to 
build this facility,” he added.

Although this building was 
expected to be completed in No-
vember 2013, the construction was 
initially delayed due to the need to 
remove a vast quantity of rocks and 
boulders during the piling works 
which took up a lot of time.

The project was eventually 

completed on Nov 7, last year, 
pending the issuance of certificate 
of completion and compliance 
(CCC) for the building, almost a 
year from its original contract 
completion date of Nov 25, 2013.

Lim was also delighted that due 
to the efforts of the state govern-
ment, through Penang Hill Corpo-
ration (PHC), visitor arrivals to 
Penang Hill, one of Penang’s 
premier tourism destinations, have 
increased by leaps and bounds over 
the years.

“I am very delighted to hear that 
the total number of visitors in 2014 
has reached 1,364,074 surpassing 
the target set for the year (1.3 mil-
lion) and 2013 figures of 1,233,556 
passengers by 11%. Furthermore 
the performance of funicular op-
erations has also been maintained 

and this has helped in improving 
customer experience while taking 
the funicular service up to Penang 
Hill.”

Ticket sales and other income of 
PHC have increased about 14.9% 
from 2013, and the target for next 
year is 1.45 million visitors.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng of-
ficiated the opening of the aptly-
named Colonial Penang Museum 
(CPM) on Jan 16.

Located at No 7, Jalan D.S. Ram-
anathan, or also known as Scott 
Road, the museum occupies the 
grounds of what was once the Senior 
Citizens Association building. 

Housed inside the double-storey, 
colonial-style building and within the 
compounds of the museum are more 
than 1,000 well-preserved antiques 
and artefacts belonging to the Ma 
family. 

An ardent collector of antiques, 
CPM director Eric Ma and his moth-
er Jasmine Tan have been expanding 
their collection and noted that the 
artefacts have been the family heir-
loom for three generations. 

He also revealed that the family 
spent around RM3 million to renovate 
and restore the dilapidated building. 

The museum has a vast collection 
from four categories, which are Euro-
pean, Chinese, Indian and Peranakan. 

Some of the priceless exhibits are 

Belle Epoque furniture by Francois 
Linke, a white carara marble item by 
Atelier R. Bigazzi Florence, East 
Indian-styled furniture, a pair of 
Nyonya bridal tables and a 1919 As-
prey Silver crystal ladies’ vanity 
dressing table set and stained glass 
windows. 

Parked just outside the main build-
ing to kindle the interest of vintage car 
enthusiasts is a classic American auto-
mobile – a 1929 Dodge Senior Landau. 
Thirty architectural columns and pil-
lars from the Victorian and Edwardian 
eras are erected at the lawn while a 
treehouse is currently being construct-
ed to provide visitors with a breath-
taking bird’s eye view of the entire 
compound of the museum. 

Lim, in his speech, expressed his 
enthusiasm for the museum to pro-
vide further impetus to the tourism 
industry of Penang.

“Moreover, it is of vital impor-
tance that the artefacts remain in 
Penang because they are part of Ma-
laysian history rather than to be 
procured by a neighbouring country,” 

he said.
“Although we may not agree with 

the British colonisation back then, let 
us accept that this is part of our his-
tory,” Lim added.

The museum is open daily from 
9.30am to 6.30pm. 

The entrance fee is RM30 per adult 

while each child aged between 5 and 
12 will be charged RM15. 

MyKad holders will pay RM20 for 
adults and RM12 for children.

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Line Clear still safe, says MPPP chief

LINE Clear can still operate as there are no plans to 
close down this popular nasi kandar stall which has been 
in operation since the 1930s.

The Penang Island Municipal Council (MPPP) has 
set a condition on the current operator of Line Clear 
Nasi Kandar outlet to move out or the council “will do 
what’s appropriate”, MPPP president  Datuk Patahiyah 
Ismail told a press conference in Komtar on Jan 22.

She said the council was left with no choice but to 
move in on the current operator, Abdul Hamid Seeni 
Pakir, who was insisting on staying put despite not hav-
ing a valid licence to run the outlet in Jalan Penang, 
George Town.

“We did not conduct the raid on Jan 19, in line with 
the Hawkers By-Laws 1979, with the intention of shut-
ting down the business.

“The previous agreement was for the licence to be 
issued annually to the four cousins on a rotational basis,” 
she added.

Following the system decided by the council, a letter 
was also sent separately last Dec 16 to Abdul Hamid to 
vacate the premises from Jan 1, 2015.

“A follow-up visit by MPPP showed Abdul Hamid 
was operating without a licence.

A letter was also sent to his lawyer on Jan 13 to advise 
Abdul Hamid to follow the contents of the letter issued.”

When asked why business was still going on as 
usual at the outlet, she said it was impossible for MPPP 

to totally clear out the busi-
ness, adding that what it 
could do was to slowly crip-
ple the business by making it 
troublesome for them to op-
erate by seizing tables and 
chairs.

In June last year, it was 
reported that authorities in 
the state were “stepping in” 
to ensure the famous Line 
Clear Nasi Kandar, which 
had occupied a side alley, was 
run legally and hygienically.

This followed a family 
dispute over the operations of 
the 24-hour Indian-Muslim 
restaurant.

The eatery had become 
synonymous with Penang  
and a famous must-eat place 
among visitors to Penang.

The trouble started when 
the ownership of the outlet 
became an issue among four cousins fighting over the 
rights to the eatery.

They were identified as Abdul Latiff Thulkarunai, 
Sahubarali China Mohd Hanibah, Pathumah Iskandar 
and Abd Kader Ali. 

Patahiyah said the council licence was issued to the 
four on an annual rotation basis and the rotation was 

decided by the cousins themselves.
Under the rotation system, Abdul Hamid’s licence 

was for 2014 and he was supposed to vacate the prem-
ises to allow the next licence holder, Abdul Latiff, to 
take over in 2015.

Patahiyah mentioned the licences for the next two 
operators were Sahubarali (2016) and Pathumah (2017) 
before it was Abdul Hamid’s turn again in 2018.

Seberang Perai prioritises cleanliness

Maimunah has big plans for MPSP.

CLEANLINESS is vital for the “liveability” 
of a city, Seberang Perai Municipal Council 
(MPSP) president Datuk Maimunah Moham-
mad Sharif believes. 

This is why it is her focus for 2015, she told 
online news portal FutureGov in a recent in-
terview.

A city must be clean to be able to attract 
economic investment, Maimunah explains and 
she has launched a campaign to tidy up the 
municipality and encourage more businesses 
to set up shop.

MPSP has 900,000 residents, and the gov-
ernment must engage all of them for this 
campaign, giving them an improved sense of 
ownership of their local environment, said 
Maimunah.

She has introduced community composting 
programmes to recycle waste created by neigh-
bourhoods, and this year will expand a com-
petition among the 14 neighbourhoods to find 
the cleanest residential park in the city.

The campaign is intended to encourage the 
development of local industry. 

However, Seberang Perai also has very clear 
rules about what industries can and cannot do 
- in order to balance environmental sustaina-

bility with economic growth, she said.
“We encourage companies to invest in our 

city, but we have clear guidelines about how 
they can invest and what are the things they 
need to comply with before we approve any 
investment or project,” Maimunah said. 

This year, she plans to charge industries a 
fee for dumping waste in municipal landfills 
to encourage them to recycle.

As for other new year resolutions, Maimu-
nah intends to learn from other regional cities. 

This month she is meeting with officials 
from Yokohoma, Japan to learn about urban 
design as she is impressed by the way Yoko-
hama translates its city plans into actual de-
sign.

“For example, planners can look at the 
design and (even) control the materials used 
on the ground,” she said.

Design can also improve the cleanliness of 
a city, from landfills to landscaped parks. And 
while most people conduct a spring clean, in 
Seberang Perai, it’ll be a year-long task.

GEORGE TOWN is no stranger to hav-
ing a story behind every street name, 
alley and building but often it is the 
people who have the greatest stories.

It is precisely that which “Re:engage: 
The People’s Court Art Project” curator 
Lea Cheah Ni set out to share with the 
world; the generations of stories of folk 
who were born and raised in the heart 
of George Town.

Nestled between Jalan Cintra and 
Jalan Pintal Tali, the People’s Court is 
rich with cultural history.

Prior to the Second World War, it was 
a bazaar for everyday items but after 
the war’s devastation, wooden shanties were 
erected on the premises and subsequently replaced 
with three blocks of low-cost flats in the 1950s.

Since then, the Cantonese speaking residents 
have lived their mainly quiet life away from any 
limelight, tending to their traditional businesses 
such as salted fish preparations, tailors and small 
coffee shops.

Organised by the Japan Foundation, the project 
saw the engaging of actual residents in various art 
projects including talent shows, a drama skit and 
an art and photo exhibition with the residents 
themselves being stars!

“I sincerely thank the residents for their support 
and comments in making this humble project a 
success. Although small, we hope that this will be

MOVE over fish & chips! Chicken tikka 
masala is the UK’s new favourite dish.  

In the UK, they love their curries so 
much they even have an event called 
“World Curry Festival” (WCF) which has 
been held for five years.

Buletin Mutiara’s Chan Lilian caught 
up with Chef Matthew Benson Smith who 
flew all the way from the UK to be one of 
the chefs at the WCF.   

Chef Matthew is a two-star Michelin 
trained chef. 

He has 30 years’ experience working 
as head chef in top hotels and award-
winning restaurants in London and across 
the UK. 

He is dedicated to passing on essential 
skills and techniques to the next genera-
tion of chefs, and to improving catering 
standards.

“In the UK, they love this dish call 
‘Cumin spiced beef brisket with pickled 
vegetables and crispy shallots’.  

“What I did was to flavour beef brisket 
with spices, vacuum-seal it and simmer 
in water over a slow fire. Then, the beef 
brisket is removed from the vacuum pack 
and grilled and caramelised with sauce,” 
he said.

He said the curries are less spicy and 
have a subtle hint of spices.

Chef Matthew can cook a mean ren-
dang which is his favourite curry dish.  
However, for a start, he shared with Pen-
angites the famous fish and chips.  

Instead of a beer batter, Chef Matthew 

used ginger ade 
(the soda drink) 
for the batter.  

He learned 
cooking from 
h i s  m o t h e r 
when he was 
very young and 
was inspired by 
an older broth-
er, John, who 
cooks for top 
football team, 
Manches te r-
City.  

As th is  i s 
C h e f  M a t -
t h e w ’s  f i r s t 
visit to Penang, 
he is looking forward to exploring the city 
famed for culinary dishes.

“London and Penang have a lot of 
things in common. I think both cities will 
make a fantastic gastronomical exchange. 
I teach at universities and I find that Lon-
don and Penang can offer each other a lot 
in terms of new ideas and exchange of 
skills,” Chef Matthew said.

“I find it very unique that a spice festi-
val is being held here at a place called 
SPICE Arena too. I have been to many 
places like Shang-Hai, Singapore, Thai-
land and other Asian countries but have 
not been to Penang. I hope I have the time 
to sample Penang’s famous laksa before 
I go back,” he added.

BULLOCK cart pulled by two oxen 
which were lavishly decorated with 
sequins and beads and with hooves and 
horns painted bright orange is not a sight 
one can see much around Penang any-
more.  

As the oxen pulling the bullock cart-
with Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng and 
Bukit Gelugor MP Ramkarpal Singh 
meandered along Jalan Kaki Bukit, 
Gelugor, the cow bells tinkled while the 
Indian traditional drums were blasting.  

On hand to welcome the Chief Min-
ister was Seri Delima assemblymember 
RSN Rayer and his wife, Komala, and 
members of the Village Security and 
Development Committee (JKKK) of 
Lengkok Bawah.

THE European Society for Medical 
Oncology (ESMO) held its first sum-
mit out of Europe in Penang from Jan 
23 to Jan 25, which attracted the most 
brilliant minds in oncology from the 
Asean region.

The summit titled “Precision 
Medicine in Cancer Care” and organ-
ised by the Malaysian Oncological 
Society (MOS), is a joint initiative 
which provided participants access 
to the latest cutting-edge news and 
practice-changing information from 
the ESMO 2014 congress held in 
Madrid last year.

“Usually, ESMO holds its summits 
once every two years in Europe but 
this year we wanted to bring the ex-
pertise, treatment practices and 
medical opinions to Southeast Asia 
and of course, Malaysia,” said organ-
ising chairman Datuk Dr Adel Zaatar.

“ESMO is committed to advancing 
the specialty of oncology and provide 
a multidisciplinary approach to can-
cer treatment and care for patients. 
ESMO’s mission is to advance cancer 
care and cure through fostering and 
disseminating good science and 
knowledge leading to best practice 

and the best treatment choices for our 
patients,” he said in his welcoming 
speech.

Dr Ahmad Kamal Mohamed, 
president of the Malaysian Onco-
logical Society, said that previously 
chemotherapy was the norm in treat-
ing cancer but new medical advanc-
es are discovered every year for a 

more targeted and precise treatment.
“In Malaysia, the most common 

cancers are of the breast, colon, lung, 
nasal and cervical where breast can-
cer represents 50% of all cancer 
cases,” he said quoting the latest 
Malaysian National Cancer Registry 
which saw 18,219 new cancer pa-
tients diagnosed in the year 2007.

“It is thus very important for 
women to go for regular check-ups, 
mammograms and even a Pap smear. 
Not only women but everyone should 
be well informed of the symptoms of 
cancer. Screening is the best way to 
find and treat cancers early.”

Dr. Adel added that while the 
number of cases of cancer is increas-
ing worldwide it is due to the average 
lifespan of a person being increased 
as well.

“The longer we live, the higher the 
chances of developing cancer at some 
point. It is thus very important to 
make changes in our lifestyle for the 
better. This includes cutting out hab-
its like smoking and excessive vices. 
Moderation is key,” he said.

The summit saw a line-up of 37 
foreign and local speakers with high-
lights on personalised treatment 
strategies in breast cancer, optimis-
ing treatment modalities in lung 
cancer, developments in the treat-
ment of gastro-intestinal malignan-
cies, renal cell carcinoma and pros-
tate cancer, practices in supportive 
care management, updates and stra-
tegic options in lymphoma and mul-
tiple myeloma and gynecological 
malignancies.

If you want to create a 
virtuous cycle, you must create a labour 
force that is skilled so that they will have 
the social mobility to move up. That is 
why we have to offer them escalators of 
mobility and lifts of opportunities,” he 
added.

Given the context of Penang as a 
highly industrialised state, it has little 
choice but to be the centre of excellence 
in terms of science and technology. 

As the state has no natural resources 
but only human resources, it is Penang’s 
responsibility to ensure that the education 

system has what it takes to meet the 
global challenges and changing market 
demands. 

“That is why the state government 
cannot just sit idly by and wait to die 
when our education policy-makers fail 
our children. We must be confident and 

daring enough to invest in education. We 
must provide our youths with opportuni-
ties and supply them with platforms to 
demonstrate their talent and strengths.
