TAXI drivers have been called
the “Mini Ambassadors of Pen-
ang”.

“We are thankful to the Pen-
ang state government for this
incentive. I have attended such
events six or seven times as the
state has been giving the incen-

tive consistently since 2013. 1
think Penang is the only state
which appreciates taxi drivers.
Therefore, I urge all taxi drivers
to maintain the image of the
profession and work with com-
mitment,” Abdul Malek said.

When Lim delivered his
speech, he received loud ap-
plause.

“Janji pasti ditepati (prom-
ises are definitely fulfilled). We
are allocating RM788,100 in
this morning’s event and the
next day (for the mainland).
The state has surpluses because
we are ‘bersih’ (clean without
corruption). You are all part of
the important people in the
state. Even trishaw riders get
their own incentives,” Lim
said.

”Now the services sector is
contributing to the state econ-
omy at almost the same ranking
as the industries. To enhance
the services sector, we want to
make sure the tourists are
happy with your professional-
ism,” Lim added.

He also voiced his empathy
for the drivers.

“I know your job is not easy.
Not only are you burdened with
GST, now I read that the toll
will increase by 30% in Sep-
tember. This is painful.”

Hari Raya bonus cheer

CIVIL servants in Penang have reason to cel-
ebrate with the announcement by Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng on June 18 that they are
getting half a month bonus or minimum of
RM600 for Hari Raya.

This news is especially sweet as they had
read the news a day earlier that Prime Minister
Datuk Seri Najib Abdul Razak had proposed a
RMS500 Raya bonus for civil servants in the
Federal government.

“The Penang state exco has approved half a
month bonus for the 4,178 civil servants or a

minimum of RM600. The state also proposed
to the Penang Island City Council and Seberang
Perai Municipal Council to do likewise. A total
of RM4.5 million will be paid to the civil serv-
ants,” Lim said in a press conference in Komtar.

Meanwhile, teachers in the Islamic religious
schools, staff and teachers of Chinese private
schools and Quran teachers will get between
RM?200 and RM300 each.

The total payout for both the civil servants
and these group of teachers amounts to
RMS5,217,700.

Road safety plan launched

THE state government on June 5
launched the Penang Road Safety Stra-
tegic Plan 2014-2020 which sets the
target to reduce motor vehicle accident
fatalities by 50% over the next five
years.

It is on record that there were 37,158
accidents where 400 deaths occurred in
2012; a number aimed to be slashed by
half, if not more, by 2020 through the
implementation of the strategic plan.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng un-
veiled the comprehensive plan which
encompasses planning, managing, im-
plementation and monitoring of road
safety, the first of its kind in Malaysia.

He said that the plan can be broken
into four main components, namely
information accessibility, attitude shifts,
providing safer roads and a focus on
increasing the safety of motorcyclists.

“I believe the most important thing
is the changing of people’s attitudes on
the road. We always believe that we will
never get into accidents but it is not true.
No one knows who will get into one.
What we can do is to take steps to
minimise any such chances,” he said.

“About 70% of road accidents are
believed to be caused by motorists’ at-
titudes on the road. It is a major factor
that will be toughest to tackle,” Lim
added.

Special emphasis is also given to
motorcyclist safety because in Penang,
60% of accident fatalities involve mo-

torcyclists.

The road safety plan is inclusive of
plans for designated motorcycle lanes
and the implementation of light reflect-
ing attire.

State exco for Local Government,
Traftic Management & Flood Mitigation
Chow Kon Yeow said the state govern-
ment, government agencies and non-
governmental organisations were com-
mitted to the strategic plan to make roads
safer for all users.

He said that work began with the
formation of a special committee on
road safety in February last year through
a series of workshops and through a
collaborative study with Universiti Sains
Malaysia (USM) to document the plan-
ning and implementation strategies on
road safety, including the strategic plan.

“The whole study is ongoing and will
be expected to be ready in two years.
The strategic plan is also part of the
Penang Transport Master Plan which
stresses on road safety,” Chow said.

“The state is currently conducting a
road audit, especially in fatal accident
prone areas together with USM, local
councils and the Road Safety Depart-
ment.”

The Road Safety Tactical Committee
has also set up pilot projects in Berapit,
Penanti and Pulau Tikus state constitu-
encies to review and scrutinise each
strategy implemented in the strategic
plan.

egic Plan involves a collective effort from various
government agencies to bring down the number of fatal accidents in the state.

On another issue, he said Penang
will be able to overcome the hardship
of the impending toll increase and
Malaysian currency slump.

“I strongly believe Penang will be
able to overcome the negative impact
better than other states because of our
strong investments and growth in the
tourism sector. The state is a happening
place and people come here because of
the hospitality it offers.

“The opening of Ikea store is an
indication that they are confident of our
ability to overcome the ‘headwind’
faced by the country. The prospects
remain bright for Penang,” he said.

“I met with Chua twice over the past year
and within both discussions, we have
achieved a firm and mutual understanding
on the future of Penang Port. I am not sure
what he meant when he said things were
hanging in the air,” he said during a press
conference on June 12.

“From the two meetings, it was under-
stood that we have reached agreements
on several matters including the develop-
ment of Swettenham pier, the marina and
the international cruise terminal hub.

“Chua as the chairman of PPC even did
not object to the Sky Cab and the under-
sea tunnel projects,” Lim added.

THE plan for all households to separate
their waste will be enforced on Sept 1
in several states in Malaysia according
to Act 672 of the Solid Waste Manage-
ment and Public Cleansing Act 2007.

It will affect all households in
Kuala Lumpur, Putrajaya, Kuantan,
Johor, Malacca, Negri Sembilan, Per-
lis and Kedah.

Penang is exempted from this Act
but exco for Local Government, Traf-
fic Management and Flood Mitigation
Chow Kon Yeow has encouraged Pen-
angites to begin adopting this practice
as it is a proactive step in solid waste
management.

“Penang will most likely adopt a
similar approach by the federal govern-
ment next year. We will be studying
their execution and see how it can be
implemented here. Recycling at source
is much more efficient than recycling

at the end of the pipe,” he said during
the official opening of the ‘Environ-
mentally Sound Technologies and
Public-Private Partnership for Organic
Waste Management Workshop on June
8.

“Separation at source is a positive
way to increase our recycling rate of
32% for Penang, the highest in the
country but still very low by standards
of advanced countries,” Chow said.
Essentially, separation at source man-
dates that all households and busi-
nesses separate their waste into two
categories; recyclable solid and or-
ganic waste subject to predetermined
schedules by waste management com-
panies.

“For example, we could see the
three rubbish collection days segre-
gated to Mondays and Wednesdays for
organic waste collection and Saturdays

for recylable solid wastes,” he said.

“Of course there is a lot to plan to
ensure that this programme is inte-
grated smoothly. We also have to con-
sider the mechanics when it comes to
apartment complexes. While we draw
up bylaws on separation at source, we
will run publicity and education pro-
grammes and engage statkeholders for
feedback.”

He said that a high recycling rate
means less waste gets into landfills,
prolonging their lifespan, especially on
the island where land is a limited com-
modity.

“Organic waste that is collected will
be repurposed and converted into bio
soil enhancers that can be used for
agriculture purposes. Not only will it
help the reduce the local government’s
cost of managing such waste but also
help reduce our carbon footprint”.

High alert at Air Itam dam

He also expressed the interest in
exploring waste to energy technology
in bio fuel where animal waste at large
farms could be tapped, processed and
turned into bio fuel and electricity for
local use and if necessary and viable,
be linked into the national grid.

Together with the various agencies,
Penang has taken several steps to in-
corporate technology in managing
waste such the Penang Island Munici-
pal Council (MBPP) and the Seberang
Perai Municipal Council (MPSP) in-
stalling organic waste composting
machines at wet markets.

Chow expressed his thanks to the
United Nations Environment Pro-
gramme (UNEP) for have collaborated
with the state government in providing
resources and funding several projects
towards zero waste with organic waste
management in mind.

THE auxiliary police of Perbadanan Bekalan Air
Pulau Pinang (PBAPP) are on high alert for any
suspicious activity after several rusty bullets were
found at the Air Itam dam on June 10.

A film production crew stumbled upon the bullets
during a location scouting exercise. They reported
it to a PBAPP employee and auxiliary police who
then lodged a police report.“Although it is noted that
the bullets were rusty, we consider it to be a serious

issue of dumping dangerous items in a restricted
area. We also advise visitors to the dam to be vigilant
when visiting the dam, especially in the early hours
of the morning and late in the evening,” said Jaseni
Maidinsa, chief executive officer of PBAPP.

The dam is a popular recreation spot and is open
to the public from 6am to 7pm daily.

“Raw water and public safety is a key priority.
Our PBAPP auxiliary police force has been di-

rected to be on high alert and will patrol the dam
areas frequently,” he said in a press release dated
June 11.

“All dam visitors should be aware of their sur-
roundings at all times and report any suspicious
activities or untoward incidences to our auxiliary
policemen who are on 24 hours duty at the dam.
They are posted at the security post near the entrance
to the Dam’s crest.”

More measures to curb flash floods

PENANG exco member for
Local Government, Traffic
Management and Flood Mit-
igation Chow Kon Yeow on
June 8 paid an inspection
visit to monitor the prepara-
tion for the flood mitigation
project at Jalan Hutton.
Costing the state govern-
ment a total of RMS5.86 mil-
lion, the project, the fourth of
six phases, involves work to
enlarge and widen the exist-
ing drain size from 2.0 me-
tres to between 3.6 and 4.8
metres so as to enhance water

flow efficiency.

“This project would be
most crucial in overcoming
flash floods in areas covering
Jalan Hutton, Jalan Argyll,
Tranfer Road and the sur-
rounding areas. For decades,
these places have been very
flood-prone areas,” Chow
told members of the media.

Described as a delicate
project, Chow said there
were delays at the initial
stage before the commence-
ment of the construction
work supposed to begin in
April due to the shifting of
utilities such as pipelines
beneath the ground.

“This project is also part
of the Jalan Transfer flood
mitigation work which in-
volves the building of a tidal
gate at the Jalan Sultan Ah-
mad Shah junction,” Chow
added.

He also noted that similar
projects in areas covering
Kimberly Street and Jalan
Sungai Ujong have been suc-
cessful in overcoming flash
floods.

Construction work for the
project, which was awarded
to RESDAR Engineering
Sdn Bhd by open tender,
began on June 9 and will take
about 60 days to complete.

Remembering Penangite
who died in Sabah quake

CHIEF Minister Lim
Guan Eng on June 9
attended the wake of
Lim Choon Seong, 44,
who perished in the
recent Sabah earth-
quake while attempt-
ing to hike up Mount
Kinabalu.

Describing Choon
Seong’s death as a loss
not only to Penang but |
Malaysia as well, Lim
also spent around 15
minutes consoling and
speaking to Choon
Seong’s 70-year-old
mother, Ooi Beng
Hong.

“I’m greatly sad-
dened by Penangite
Lim Choon Seong’s death in
this calamity. A former student
of Chung Ling High School, he
had a remarkable record not
only locally but overseas too.
Undoubtedly, his demise is a
loss to Penang and Malaysia,”
Lim said.

Choon Seong also leaves
behind his wife, Leow Me Me,
44, and their six-year-old son,
Lim Yi.

Speaking to reporters at her
husband’s family home at Jalan
Kebun Nyior, Leow described
Choon Seong as an outdoor
person who particularly loved

mountain hiking.

“It was his third time climb-
ing Mount Kinabalu when the
earthquake happened. He was
with a friend from China and
they both died when the trag-
edy struck,” said Leow, who
remained composed while
speaking to the media.

According to witnesses who
survived the earthquake, Choon
Seong, who worked as a cus-
tomer service manager for an
electronics company in Shang-
hai, sustained head injuries due
to falling boulders and soon
succumbed to his injuries.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng said the Penang
government’s “think out of the box” mindset has
created ways to solve problems arising in the state.

An example is the flood mitigation issue in the
Jalan Transfer and Jalan Hutton areas in George
Town.

“With the state government working together with
the Drainage and Irrigation Department (JPS), we are
in the process of solving the flood and drainage issues
in various parts in Penang,” Lim said when he
launched the flood mitigation and upgrading works
of Jalan Transfer and Jalan Hutton on June 15.

Also present were Penang mayor Datuk Patahiyah
Ismail, exco for Local Government, Traffic Manage-

ment and Flood Mitigation, Chow Kon Yeow, and
Penang Island City Council (MBPP) secretary Ang
Aing Thye.

In 2013, a total of RM3.76 million was spent in
the drainage upgrading in Jalan Burma, Jalan Tan Sri
Teh Ewe Lim, Jalan Gottleb and Jalan Besi.

Meanwhile, in 2014, the state government through
MBPP spent RM3. 23 million to upgrade the drainage
system in Lebuhraya Pykett, Jalan Logan, Jalan Can-
tonment, Jalan Residensi, Jalan Macalister and Gat
Lebuh Pasar.

The state government has approved an allocation
of RM8.36 million for drainage upgrading and flood
mitigation projects by MBPP.

“This allocation covers the flood mitigation and
drainage upgrade project in Lorong Perak costing
RM2.5 million and the project launched today, at
Jalan Transfer and Jalan Hutton involving RM5.86
million, which has been tendered to contractor, Res-
dar Engineering Sdn Bhd, with the project scheduled
to complete by May 26, 2016,” Lim said.

In all, he said the Penang state government has
approved an allocation of RM48 million so far this
year to state agencies to undertake projects and stud-
ies in flood mitigation in the state.

“From the RM48 million, RM21 million was al-
located for Penang island, while the balance of RM27
million was for Seberang Perai,” Lim added.

THE widely popular Armenian Street’s Got
Talent (ASGT) which was previously man-
aged by Komtar assemblymember Teh Lai
Heng’s office, has now appointed Dream
River Vision Enterprise to help better man-
age the weekly art street festival.

ASGT was first introduced in November
2013 by the Kampung Kolam Village De-
velopment and Security Committee (JKKK)
with collaboration of George Town World
Heritage Incorporated (GTWHI), Penang
Global Tourism (PGT), Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) and Penang State Arts,
Culture and Heritage Committee.

Dream River was appointed after being
chosen from two other applicants and has
agreed to a three-month probationary pe-
riod after which they may sign a one-year
contract to fully manage ASGT.

“Dream River will maintain the objec-
tives of ASGT which is to promote creative
arts, performing arts as well as to enrich the
cultural characteristics of George Town. The
weekly RM10 fee paid by tenants will be

the same but a stricter selection and manage-
ment structure will be practised to fully
reach our project’s objective,” said Teh.

“Since we started in May, we see around
1,000 to 1,500 weekly visitors to ASGT of
which 70% are tourists and outstation
visitors. We would love to get more local
Penangites to be involved,” said H.L Tan,
manager of Dream River Vision Enterprise.

Tan said the RM10 weekly fee is nomi-
nal and will not likely make any profit but
he wished to take over the management as
he has a passion for creative arts and herit-
age.

“As of now, we have 48 weekly tenants
and we are aiming to increase that amount
to 65. We give priority to interested parties
who can bring art and performances to
ASGT but also welcome food stalls and
other forms of applications,” he said.

“The upstream area of Sungai Pinang
was filthy and had lots of rubbish es-
pecially around the Kampung Rawa,
Kampung Makam, Taman Free School,
Jalan Kuantan Market and Sungai Je-
lutong.

Chow noted.

The inspection team had ascertained
the main sources of pollution in Sungai
Pinang which included rubbish from
the market area, waste discharge from
the premises built along the river bank
and households without proper drain-
age systems.

“Special teams have been set up and
are working closely together in plan-
ning and carrying out environmental
awareness campaigns to educate the
public on this pressing matter,” added
Chow.

RM15,000 compounds issued to lltterbugs

IN its effort to ensure Penang gets cleaner,
the Penang Island City Council (MBPP)
will now have anti-litter squads roaming
the streets on the lookout for litterbugs.

This was made known to the public
during a press conference at the Town Hall
on June 3 which was called by MBPP
Public Health Standing Committee alter-
nate chairman Ong Ah Teong.

According to information released by
the MBPP, the main target areas of the
anti-litter squads since April 17 included
Padang Kota, Gurney Drive, Queensbay,
Batu Feringghi, Komtar and Bukit Jambul

and the total amount of the compounds
issued so far had reached a whopping
RM15450.

“The anti-litter squads consist of per-
sonnel from the Licensing, Enforcement
and Urban Services departments and they
have been making their rounds in the hot-
spot areas that we have identified,” Ong
said.

“We are also monitoring these areas
through the CCTV network especially at
the heritage enclave,” he added.

Also present were fellow MBPP coun-
cillors Lim Boon Beng, Yacoob Omar and

Anti-litter squad on their rounds to brief premises owners.

MBPP Urban Services Department
director Mubarak Junus.

Mubarak said the main offences
being targeted by MBPP were
premises not having proper indi-
vidual rubbish bins and food stall
operators throwing their waste di-
rectly into the drain.

“We want to remind operators
who have not placed bins outside
their premises that they cannot

dump rubbish anywhere. They have
14 days to comply with the bylaw
on rubbish bins from the date they
were issued the compound,” he
added.

MBPP will continue with its
operations against illegal rubbish
dumping every Monday to Thurs-
day while food premises will be
checked on Fridays between 9am
and 12pm.
