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IT was not unexpected but when Datuk Seri Dr. Wan 
Azizah Wan Ismail was declared winner of the Perma-
tang Pauh by-election on May 7, cheers of joy rang out 
from leaders and supporters alike.

Speaking at a press conference on May 8, Chief 
Minister Lim Guan Eng said that the Permatang Pauh 
voters preferred the united and people-centric policies 
of the PR Penang state government.

“Despite claims of no development in Permatang 
Pauh, the Penang state government has poured more 
than RM70 million in direct cash aid and development 
funds since 2008, or an average of RM10 million an-
nually,” he said.

“Not only did the rakyat receive money for the first 
time, Permatang Pauh voters saw the best community 
hall built by the state government in Seberang Jaya, 
repainted mosques and new roads all completed before 
the by-election. The state government will continue this 
commitment of serving the rakyat at all times and not 
only five years once during elections,” he added.

In terms of financial standing and development, Lim 
said that the state awarded a total of RM7.8 billion out 
of RM8.3 billion or 94% of contracts to bumiputera 
contractors under open competitive tenders, thus silenc-
ing political critics who claimed Bumiputera contractors 
in Penang were being sidelined.

“On Islam, we showed proof that allocations given 
by the PR state government more than doubled com-
pared to what was approved by the previous BN state 
government, from RM25.5 million by BN in 2008 to 
RM52.2 million by PR in 2014,” he said, further quell-
ing allegations of neglect of Islam in Penang.

Wan Azizah, fondly known as Kak Wan, is president 
of Parti Keadilan Rakyat (PKR) and stood under the 
PKR ticket.

She received 30,361 votes, winning by a healthy 
majority of 8,841 over Barisan Nasional’s (BN) Su-
haimi Sabudin who garnered 21,475 votes, Parti 
Rakyat Malaysia’s Azman Shah with 101 votes and 
independent candidate Salleh Isahak with 367 votes.

Azman Shah and Salleh lost their deposits.
This by-election marked Wan Azizah’s fourth term 

as Permatang Pauh MP after her husband Datuk Seri 
Anwar Ibrahim was jailed in February.

“Today’s victory is proof that the people, especially 
those in Permatang Pauh are against the detention of 
Anwar, the burdensome GST (Goods and Services Tax), 
corruption and abuse of power,” she said after her vic-
tory.

“This by-election will also be the spark and the 
driver for the people’s movement to bring total change 
and bring back the nation to the right track,” Wan Azi-
zah said.

During the election period at the poling stations, 
supporters of both BN and PKR were largely peaceful 
although some hiccups were reported and anomalies 
raised.

“I cast my vote early in the morning at Sekolah Ke-
bangsaan Seri Penanti to avoid the traffic jam and what 
a pleasant surprise to have met Wan Azizah casting her 

vote here too! I tried to get a photo with her but there 
were just too many supporters crowding around her,” 
said an ecstatic 24-year-old who only wished to be 
identified as Hafiz.

“I do hope that our votes here today will help to bring 
a better tomorrow for my family and for my country. 
There are a lot of things that need fixing; in with the 
good out with the bad, like they say,” said 44-year-old 
mechanic Tan Heng Kee.

Critics and analysts were largely divided in opinion 
as to how the by-election would play out but after the 
May 7 results, it leaves little room for doubt that the 
Pakatan Rakyat coalition is not in jeapordy.

“Despite a drop of at least 20% in turnout rate, 
mostly of the younger generation voters who may not 
have been able to return to vote as it is a working day, 
we were still able to maintain a high performance of 
above 80% comparable to 2013 and it is already a suc-
cess,“ said Bukit Mertajam MP and DAP election direc-
tor, Steven Sim.

Permatang Pauh ‘yes’ to PR

THUMBS-UP 
FOR HILL
CABLE CAR
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IN conjunction with Labour Day on May 1, Chief 
Minister Lim Guan Eng reminded the people that on 
top of the Goods and Services Tax (GST) implemen-
tation, income values have eroded and diminished due 
to the stock market and our ringgit being the worst 
performer in Asia in 2014. 

“But as a result of its people-centric policies, Pen-
ang has succeeded best in Malaysia in bridging income 
inequality, with our Gini Coefficient improving by 
12% in only three years from 0.42 in 2009 to 0.37 in 
2012” Lim said.

The Gini coefficient is a measurement intended to 
represent the income distribution of a nation’s resi-
dents, and is the most commonly used measure of 
inequality.

“The Penang state government’s decision to estab-
lish a scholarship fund through the Penang Future 
Foundation (PFF) will help workers who are affected 
by rising prices, rising debt and stagnant wages. 

“Malaysians already suffer from the highest per-
sonal household debt in Asia at GDP ratio of 87.9%, 
or RM940.4 billion as at end-2014.

“Scholarships with a maximum of RM100,000 for 
the entire course through the PFF, provided to all 
Malaysians with emphasis on Penangites, for studies 
at local universities will help bright children of ordi-
nary workers,” he added.

Financial assistance from the Federal government 
has been lacking due to wastage, inefficiency and 
malpractices. 

The RM42 billion ringgit 1MDB scandal and the 
imposition of the 6% GST has only imposed heavier 
burdens and hardship on the rakyat in the form de-
pressed stock market values, depreciation of the ring-
git and rising prices of goods and services, Lim said.  

“Our ringgit has now plunged to its lowest levels 
in history. All this can be traced to the 1MDB scandal, 
which has raised serious questions about our credit 
rating, ability to pay, current account deficit and com-
mitment to plug leakages such as corruption. Under 
the prevailing harsh economic climate, it is workers 
who suffer more and big companies that benefit,” he 
added.

For instance, Tenaga Nasional Bhd’s (TNB) net 
profit for the second quarter ended February 2015 rose 
24% to RM2.16 billion from RM1.73 billion a year 
earlier. This was attributed to higher electricity sales, 
lower generation cost due to lower coal price and 
lower usage of the more expensive liquefied natural 
gas (LNG) fuel.

“Unfortunately TNB’s higher earnings have not 
benefited the rakyat, apart from lower tariffs for three 
months until 30 June 2015, announced on Feb 11 by 
Energy, Green Technology and Water Minister Datuk 
Seri Dr Maximus Ongkili. The BN Federal govern-
ment has refused to clarify whether the electricity 
tariff reduction will be extended beyond that date. 
Clearly the announcement of the tariff reduction was 
timed for the Permatang Pauh by-election.

“Whilst the BN Federal Government struggles to 
manage the economy burdened by corruption, leak-
ages and debt, the PR Penang state government has 
not only managed to record a budget surplus of RM453 
million from 2008 to 2013, we have also turned this 
surplus into an anti-corruption dividend through direct 
cash grants to the tune of RM287 million to help the 
needy and other vulnerable groups,” Lim added.

Income inequality gap 
reduced in three years

CHINESE opera troupe, stalls selling see-koh th’ng, 
lorbak, koay teow th’ng and other traditional foods 
may become a thing of the past if we do not continue 
the tradition of the Chinese opera show that is so com-
mon in Penang.  

The Hean Boo Keong Temple in Sungai Ara per-
formed the ground-breaking ceremony on April 21 to 
build a bigger temple and a Chinese opera stage. 

The new temple and stage costing RM2.3 million 
will be ready in three years.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was invited to the 
ceremony and he spoke about the Penang Dream where 
the people have freedom - freedom to pursue their 
dreams and freedom of religion. 

He also condemned the recent protest by a group of 
people who demanded that a cross be removed from 
a church in Selangor. 

“In Penang, the state government will ensure that 
there is freedom for the people to practise their respec-
tive religious beliefs and we will not allow such things 
to happen,” Lim said.

He also announced the contribution of RM25,000 
towards the building funds of the temple which re-
ceived loud applause from its devotees. 

The temple is located off Lorong Kenari 8 in De-
saria, Sungai Ara. 

The Sungai Ara Gospel Hall sits next to the Chinese 
temple which is a sign of religious harmony very com-
monly found in Penang.

Temple building committee chairman Wong Ah Sin 
was elated to receive several donations from a few 
philanthropists.  

He told Buletin Mutiara, “It will take about three 
years for the temple to be ready.  The state has con-
tributed RM25,000 to the temple building funds and 
the Chief Minister has assured us that the state will 
help if there are insufficient funds.”

Also at the ceremony was Batu Maung assembly-
member and state exco member Datuk Abdul Malik 
Kassim.

After all the upgrading works since 2012, a visit to 
Penang Hill has become a journey of discovery.

Lim and Nazri were at the launch of the Penang Hill 
Phase Two Project on May 2.  Estimated to cost RM9.05 
million, the breath-taking elevated level with three view-
ing decks at varying heights provides visitors a pano-
ramic view.  

The Skyway mesmerises visitors with a 360-degree 
view.

“The Penang state government is always working 
closely with the Tourism Ministry, especially Datuk Seri 
Nazri, to develop the economy and improve the tourism 
sector,” Lim said in his speech.

“To meet the demands of the people visiting Penang 
Hill, the state government has requested for allocations 
under the 11th Malaysia Plan to build a cable car from 
Teluk Bahang to Penang Hill which will cost between 
RM200 million to RM250 million,” Lim added.

The request was supported by Nazri who stated so in 
his speech.  

“The cable car is not only a form of tourist attraction 
but also an alternate transportation mode. People may 
want to go to Teluk Bahang without the hassle of   traffic 
on the road.”

The number of visitors to Penang Hill has shown a 
tremendous leap over the years. In 2007, there were 
461,237 visitors to the hill.

This figure increased gradually every year and last year 
there were 1.36 million visitors to the hill – representing 
a more than three-fold increase in seven years!

The present capacity of the furnicular train is 100 pas-
sengers per trip and at peak hours, the capacity is 1,000 
per hour.

PUBLIC listed company PBA Holdings Bhd (PBAHB) lodged a police 
report at the Jalan Patani Northeast district police headquarters on May 
1 over a cheque purportedly issued by the company.  

Its chief executive officer Jaseni Maidinsa accompanied by corporate 
services division head Joyce Lee and director Datuk Abdul Malik Kassim 
met the press after the police report was made.

On behalf of PBAHB, Jaseni filed the police report regarding the 
publication of a falsified cheque on a Facebook page which they found 
on April 30.

“Last night, it came to our attention that someone had posted the im-
age of a false and fabricated PBAHB cheque that was ‘addressed’ to 
Encik Mohd Yusni bin Mohd Piah. The amount ‘printed’ on the cheque, 
dated 29th May 2015, was RM2.5 million. This fabricated cheque was 
also depicted with the ‘signatures’ of PBAHB chairman Y.A.B. Tuan 
Lim Guan Eng and PBAPP corporate services division head Ms. Joyce 
Lee, as well as my ‘signature’,” Jaseni said.

“No such cheque has been issued by PBAHB and no such payment 
has been made to the addressee,” he added.

He also pointed out that Lee is no longer serving as a cheque signa-
tory because she was appointed as head of PBAPP’s corporate services 
division on March 1.

“I have not approved nor signed any such cheque. PBAHB is a public 
listed company on the Main Board of Bursa Malaysia. We view this 
matter seriously because it affects our good name as a public company,” 
Jaseni added.

“While we will leave it to the police to investigate this matter thor-
oughly, PBAHB will also consider taking legal action on grounds of 
libel and defamation.”

FOR over 25 years, a fam-
ily in Kampung Kubang 
Ulu, Penanti, has been de-
pending on its family well 
as a main source of water.

The news of the Lims 
having to rely on murky and 
foul smelling water as the 
household’s only water 
source made rounds on so-
cial media, drawing criti-
cism towards Perbadanan 
Bekalan Air Pulau Pinang 
(PBAPP) and the state gov-
ernment.

In an immediate re-
sponse, PBAPP chief ex-
ecutive officer Jaseni Mai-
dinsa rushed to No. 1123, 
Mukim 20, Kubang Ulu to 
settle the problems faced by 
the family.

“It was shocking to learn 
that the 79-year-old Lim 
Ching Chuen has been us-
ing well water for 25 years. 
He said he did not apply for 
water supply because he 
was illiterate and could not 
write a letter,” Jaseni said during a visit 
to the Lim household.

Within 48 hours of learning of the 
predicament, PBAPP contacted Lim and 
provided the household with a free pipe 
connection to a nearby PBAPP sub-
mains, a free tap outside the home and a 
free supply of the first 30,000 litres of 
water per month.

“Today he is enjoying tap water supply 
at home, for the first time in a quarter of 
a century!”

PBAPP is assisting Lim in accordance 
with its PPRT (Program Pembangunan 
Rakyat Termiskin or Hardcore Poor 
Citizens’ Development Programme).

The PPRT is part of PBAPP’s corpo-
rate social responsibility initiative in 
Penang. 

This PPRT only applies to households 
with very low incomes in Penang, upon 
recommendation by the Penang State 
Welfare Office, District Offices or 
PBAPP.

This was the stand of Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng on a proposal reportedly made by 
Penang Port Commission (PPC) chairman Tan 
Sri Dr Chua Soi Lek that the commission was 
willing to hand over ferry services to the state 
government as long as it absorbed the 236 
workers and ferry crew members on their cur-
rent employment terms.

“There’s no way we will allow the ferry 
services to be terminated as it is iconic and 
the symbol of Penang. Part of the soul of 
Penang, in fact. We want a clean slate. They 
should write to us, the state government, and 
come up with a proper proposal,” he said.

“The state government will not pay for past 
failures or foot the bills of the previous man-
agement. On the matter of absorbing the top 
management staff, we need to know if they 
are being paid value for money. We do not 
want to have to pay high retrenchment benefits 
if necessary. We will evaluate our options once 
our proposal has been replied in writing,” he 
added.

Lim said this at a press conference after 
officiating a cycling and health event organ-
ised by the Kampung Simpah Village Devel-
opment and Security Committee in Butter-
worth on May 1.

On a separate note, Lim also mentioned the 
rationale and reasons behind the state govern-
ment’s Sky Cab proposal which once materi-
alised, would offer Penangites an alternative 
to travel between the mainland and island.

The public would rather spend time on 
productive activities instead of being stuck in 
traffic jams. The state government therefore 
wants to invest in an efficient mode of public 
transport. If everything goes according to 
plan, the Sky Cab will be functional by 2018 
and Penang would be the first state in Malay-
sia with a cable car system in place which 
connects both sides of the shorelines,” he said.

“The greatest advantage of the Sky Cab is 
that it awaits its passengers and not vice-
versa.  Once operational,  Penangites no 
longer need to waste time waiting for a public 
transport mode to travel between the island 
and mainland,” he added.

The cycling event on May 1 was followed 
by a health exhibition held in the SJK (C) 
Kwang Hwa school hall which drew the par-
ticipation of over 30 health-based or health-
related companies ranging from dental care, 
pharmaceutical products, martial arts, physi-
otherapy, hearing aid and health insurance.

“The state government comprehends the 
importance of health for Penangites. That’s 
why there are allocations each year to promote 
and organize health-based events such as cy-
cling. It’s only by having a healthy body and 
good stamina, can we pursue our goals in life,” 
Lim said in his speech.

Also present at the event were State Exco 
member for Works, Utilities and Transport and 
concurrently Bagan Jermal assemblyman Lim 
Hock Seng, Jawi assemblyman Soon Lip Chee, 
MPSP Secretary Rozali Mohamud, Kampung 
Simpah JKKK chairman Teoh Swee Hong and 
the chairman for the event Tan Chong Hee.

PENANGITES are advised to reduce 
their water consumption level as a meas-
ure for the state government to avoid 
the implementation of water rationing. 

This was the message delivered by 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng on April 
26 at Air Itam Dam in conjunction with 
World Water Day 2015.

According to statistics released by 
Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau Pinang 
Sdn Bhd (PBAPP), the average per 
capita domestic consumption of water 
in Penang for the year 2014 was 293 
litres/capita/day (l/c/d) and this is the 
highest in Malaysia. 

The proposed target is to reduce the 
consumption level to 260 l/c/d, which 
is a mere 6.6% reduction in overall 
water consumption. 

“The state government and PBAPP 
need the people’s cooperation to avoid 
water rationing. All we are asking is for 
you to use less water and to use water 
wisely. We need you to conserve water 
because of climate change. 

“Compared to 10 years ago, it is now 
hotter, hazier and drier in Penang at 
certain times of the year. The annual 
rainfall that fills our dams is less predict-
able. So we have to adapt by using less 

water so that we always have enough 
for all,” Lim said in his speech.

Also present were exco member for 
Works, Utilities and Transport Lim 
Hock Seng, PBAPP general manager 
Jaseni Maidinsa, Water Watch Penang 
president Prof. Chan Ngai Weng and 
previous PBAPP general managers Da-
tuk Lee Yow Ching and Datuk Liew 
Chook San.

Jaseni, in his speech, made a com-
parison of Penang’s water consumption 
level with that of Singapore’s and 
clarified that the proposed 260 l/c/d is 

not too far-fetched a target to achieve.
“The 260 l/c/d is not a difficult or 

impossible target. The national average 
was 210 l/c/d in 2013. Singapore has 
achieved 150 l/c/d in 2014. I would also 
like to point out that 14 years ago, Pen-
ang’s per capita domestic consumption 
was 262 l/c/d,” he said.

Lim also mentioned another reason 
behind the need to conserve water in 
Penang which is the stalled Sungai 
Perak Raw Water Transfer Scheme 
(SPRWTS) which was proposed by 
Penang to allow the state to tap a second 

and alternative raw water resource from 
Sungai Perak but the Energy, Green 
Technology and Water Ministry had 
refused to be the mediator between the 
Penang and Perak state governments.

“Perak has indicated that it only 
wants to sell Penang treated water when 
what we need is raw water. Clearly this 
idea by Perak is not practical because 
their price will be too high. Our water 
tariffs will at least triple if not more if 
we are forced to buy treated water from 
Perak,” Lim explained.

The Chief Minister, furthermore, 
highlighted the benefits that Penangites 
get in return for using water wisely 
where the average domestic tariff for 
the first 35,000 litres per month is at a 
mere RM0.32 per 1,000 litres.

“Please let me be clear about this. No 
one else charges RM0.32 per 1,000 li-
tres for the first 35,000 litres per month, 
anywhere else in Malaysia. Please do 
not be fooled or misled by certain par-
ties who claim that water tariffs have 
been raised too many times or that 
Penang’s tariffs burden the people or 
that the timing of the water tariff review 
is untimely or suspicious or whatever. 

“We have only raised domestic tariffs 
once since the 90s and this is to conserve 
water as water is wasted when the tariffs 
are too low,” added Lim.

THE Penang Chinese Girls’ High School (PCGHS) 
at Jalan Gottlieb has taken an innovative move to 
solve the traffic woes at its entrance especially during 
peak hours by getting parents of students to volunteer 
as traffic wardens. 

Pulau Tikus assemblymember Yap Soo Huey held 
a press conference in the school on April 29 to high-
light the exemplary cooperation forged between the 
school authorities with the Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) in managing the traffic flow through this 
approach. 

Yap also expressed her hope that other schools 
would emulate PCGHS to solve traffic congestion in 
their vicinity.

“There are four schools including one kindergarten 
located along Jalan Gottlieb within a 600m stretch 
and the traffic woes can be a serious issue if nothing 
is done by the parents or school authorities in ad-
dressing this issue,” Yap said.

Also present were MBPP councilors Edward Tan 
and Lee Chun Kit, PCGHS Parent-Teacher Associa-
tion (PIBG) chairman Dr. Lee Keat Hwa, PIBG 
deputy chairman Sim Wei Hoe, school principal Ewe 
Beng Guat and Zainuddin Mohd Shariff, who’s 
MBPP engineer in-charge of Traffic and Public 
Transport.

Dr. Lee recalled how parents were initially scepti-

cal of her suggestion of parents volunteering as traf-
fic wardens but eventually warmed up to the idea and 
contributed their time for the benefit of the students 
as well as other road users.

“More than 10 showed up when we first came up 
with the idea of involving the parents by getting them 
to volunteer as traffic wardens to ease the traffic jam. 
Now there are 38 of us taking turns to contribute our 

time between 12pm and 1.30pm from Monday to 
Friday,” Dr. Lee told members of the press.

“We plan to extend this project to all parents so 
that all of them get to do their bit for the benefit of 
their children, the school and other road users. The 
PIBG believes education should start at home and 
parents should set an example in which their child 
would be proud of,” continued Dr. Lee.

TUN Abdul Rahman Abbas was sworn in for a sixth 
term as Penang Governor on April 30 at a grand cere-
mony which saw state dignitaries in attendance.

Abdul Rahman, 77, the state’s seventh Yang di-
Pertua Negeri, took oath of office before Penang High 
Court judge Datuk Mohd Zaki Md Yasin.

The ceremony at the Governor’s official residence, 
Seri Mutiara, was witnessed by Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng, his wife Betty Chew, Deputy Chief Minister 
1 Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon, Deputy Chief Minister 
11 Dr P. Ramasamy, State Secretary Datuk Seri Farizan 
Darus, State Assembly Speaker Datuk Law Choo Kiang, 
Penang Islamic Religious Council president Datuk 
Mohd Salleh Man and other dignitaries.

Abdul Rahman was first appointed Governor on April 
17, 2001.

A school teacher from 1958 to 1977, Abdul Rahman 
left to pursue a political career.

He won the Bertam by-election in 1977 and helmed 
the state seat for four more terms.

Lim, in his congratulatory speech, wished Abdul 
Rahman and his consort Toh Puam Majimor Shariff 
good health.

Lim said Penang’s economic and socio-political 
achievements were due to the combined efforts of its 
residents. 

“Whilst Penang is on its way towards achieving a 
developed state and high-income economy by 2020, 

this success will come to nothing if there is no sense of 
ownership by everyone.

“We must all dream the same dream – the Penang 
Dream which is people-centric and rules-based

focussing on three groups of individual, community 

and institution,” he stressed.
Lim added that the mechanism of the Penang 

Dream could only be strengthened and reinforced by 
rules-based institutions like the federal and state 
constitutions.

PLAN for a new assembly build-
ing to reflect current times.

This was the suggestion by 
Governor Tun Abdul Rahman Ab-
bas when he opened the current 
state assembly sitting on April 30.

“In my observation and visits 
to some states, I learnt that almost 
every state has a new and modern 
building to meet present and future 
needs.

“So, I urge the state government 
to plan for a new building from 
now and to identify and get a suit-
able site for this,” he said in his 
speech.

He suggested that the state 
government give due considera-
tion to construct the building on 
the Jelutong landfill site.

It has previously been reported 
that the landfill, which was started 
in 1992, was closed in 2002. 

It is presently used for the 
dumping of construction waste.

“The location of this site is 
strategic as it is situated between 
the island and the mainland,” he 
said.

Abdul Rahman said the current 
building in Light Street in George 
Town had been used since 1959 
when there were only 24 assem-
blymembers.

“However, we now have a total 
of 40 state seats and are still oc-
cupying the same building.

“With the rapid development in 
the state, we need to provide better 
services to the people. So, the cur-
rent building is not enough to ca-
ter, to the increased seats,” he 
added.

Selangor Mentri Besar Azmin 
Ali was among those present at the 
opening of the assembly sitting.

REVEAL your affordable housing plans 
for Penang.

That was the message of exco for 
Housing, Town & Country Planning 
Jagdeep Singh Deo to the newly-appoint-
ed 1 Malaysia Peoples’ Housing (PR-
1MA) chairman, Tan Sri Dr. Ali Hamsa.

 Ali was appointed on April 21 after the 
tragic passing of PR1MA’s previous chair-
man, Tan Sri Dr. Jamaluddin Jarjis in a 
helicopter crash on April 4.

Jagdeep hopes that Ali will be able to 
pick up where Jamaluddin left off in rela-
tions to PR1MA’s affordable housing 
project in Penang.

“Since the promulgation of  the PR-
1MA Act 2012, and after numerous an-
nouncements by the federal government 
that PR1MA affordable housing would be 
provided to Penang, to date not even one 
unit of such housing has been delivered 
to Penang, let alone submitted for plan-
ning approval,” he said.

“Unlike all the empty announcements 
made by the various leaders of the fed-
eral government such as Urban Wellbe-
ing, Housing and Local Government 
Minister Datuk Abdul Rahman Dahlan 
and even the Prime Minister himself, that 
PR1MA will reach the shores of Penang, 
the only representative who came forward 
to meet me on behalf of the Penang state 
government was the late Tan Sri Dr. Ja-
maluddin Jarjis,” Jagdeep added.

Jagdeep wrote to Ali on April 22 con-
gratulating him on his appointment as well 
as enclosing letters of correspondence 
between him and Jamaluddin.

He hopes that Ali will be able to make 
good to Penangites their share of afford-
able housing under PR1MA whereby the 
federal government has announced that 
80,000 units of such housing will be 
provided at a cost of RM1.3 billion in the 
last budget.

In the letter, Jagdeep also highlighted 
four key aspects of Penang PR1MA which 
include:

i)	 the locations of PR1MA afford-
able housing to be built in Penang

ii)	 the number of such PR1MA af-
fordable hosing to be built in Penang

iii)	 the timeline for the submission of 
planning approvals to the relevant au-
thorities in Penang

iv)	 the timeline for the actual con-
struction of such PR1MA affordable 
housing in Penang

“As Penangites pay the third highest 
amount of taxes in the country, it is only 
fair that Tan Sri Dr Ali Hamsa ensures this 
happens. Penangites definitely deserve 
such PR1MA affordable housing,” Jag-
deep said.

On another matter, Jagdeep and Real 
Estate & Housing Developers’ Associa-
tion Malaysia, Penang (Rehda) has re-
quested the Urban Wellbeing, Housing 

and Local Government Ministry to re-
spond to the inquiry as to the non ap-
proval of Developer License and Adver-
tising Permits  (DLAP) from Penang 
developers.

Rehda Penang chairman Datuk Jerry 
Chan said there should be no reason for 
the delays in approval.

“Penang developers are familiar with 
the industry and have submitted com-
pleted applications but since August 2014 
until now, only 18 applications of 48 were 
approved while 30 are still pending,” he 
said.

“Usually it only takes two weeks to be 
approved. The developers have fulfilled 
all criteria for approval but for some rea-
son only Penang is facing this problem,” 
he said.

Jagdeep weighed in saying that the 
pending DLAP also involves affordable 
housing projects and should be looked 
into by the ministry immediately.

“It won’t be just a positive impact for 
Penang but the consequential effect is that 
it will improve the overall economy of 
Malaysia if the ministry can grant the 
approvals fast,” he said.

AFFORDABLE childcare is sometimes 
the biggest challenge faced by women 
who wish to continue working after hav-
ing kids.  

Exco member Chong Eng. who is the 
chairman of Penang State Women, Fam-
ily and Community Development, said it 
is the best gift a government can give to 
working parents.

Women leaders who are mothers 
themselves made a visit to the Central 
Seberang Perai before and after school 
childcare centre at Taman Serumpun on 
May 5.  

Newly-elected Permatang Pauh MP 
Datuk Seri Dr Wan Azizah Wan Ismail 
joined Chong Eng, assemblymembers 
Lim Siew Khim (Sungai Pinang) and 
Norlela Ariffin (Penanti) and others on 
the visit.

Komtar called Taska D’Komtar for three 
months to four-year-old children of pub-
lic servants’ children working at Komtar 
was also made available.

Chong Eng assured that more efforts 
are underway.  

“The State Women, Family and Com-
munity Development Committee, chaired 
by me, assisted by PWDC Childcare 
Committee has been working with the 
Penang Island City Council and Seberang 
Perai Municipal Council to find ways to 
reduce red tape and cost of setting up 
childcare centres. A cross-departmental 
committee is now working to achieve the 
objective of full compliance of all such 
centres by year end,” she said.

“Children are our future. I call on the 
private sector to work with the state 
government to provide more affordable 
childcare services to ensure all young 
children have equal opportunity to 
early child care and education,” she 
added.

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为减轻人民负担   
槟2地方政府吸纳消费税

槟州首长林冠英宣布，槟岛市政厅及威省市政
局2个地方政府自7月开始，将吸纳地方政府进项
税及销项税项目所附加的消费税，以减轻人民负
担，那么人民在使用相关政府服务时，就不必缴
付消费税。

林冠英表示，槟州2个地方政府，即槟岛市政厅
及威省市政局从7月开始，将会承担进项税及销项
税（Input & Output tax）所征收的消费税。

他解释，2个地方政府将承担进项税及销项税所
征收的消费税，进项税是地方政府在进行公共工
程时须缴付的费用，而消项税则是关系到民众，
那就是民众在使用地方政府服务如租借礼堂、停

车服务或巴刹时须缴付的费用。

“在消费税实行后，槟岛市政厅原本承担1440
万令吉的消费税，而威省市政局则是约500万令
吉左右；在吸纳这笔消费税后，槟岛市政厅所承
担的费用将增至1563万令吉，而威省市政局则是
583万令吉。”

林冠英于5月11日在州议会休会召开记者会时做
出这项宣布后表示，州政府在经过行政议会讨论
后作出该项议决。

他说，当联邦政府开始实行消费税后，进项及销
项税也附加了消费税，而州政府则决定吸纳相关
税务所需缴付的消费税，让人民将从中受惠。

“虽然这将减轻人民的负担，但对于市厅及市局
而言将会是一项重大的负担。”

他续称，他在早前已经致函首相兼财政部长拿督
斯里纳吉，要求地方政府及房屋部承担槟岛市政
厅及威省市政局所需缴付的消费税，惟至今仍未
取得首相的回应。

另外，他也呼吁各州政府联合向联邦政府要求，
豁免所有州政府及相关机构的服务和合约所产生
的消费税。

厅耗资441万2636令吉购置
了21辆垃圾车，这由槟岛市

別负责浮罗山背和直落公巴
的固体废料处理工作。

情。

林冠英是于5月1日在北海光华学校出席
2015年健康展兼脚车行后，针对槟州港务局
主席丹斯里蔡细历在报章上指愿意让州政府
接管渡轮服务一事发表谈话。

他补充，州政府不会承担渡轮服务过往的
债务，并会重视员工的需求，同时也要中央

最“亲民”的。

槟州首长林冠英呼吁槟城人
民，勿被某些指槟州水费已
调涨太多次、槟州水费造成
人民负担、或说调涨水费时
机“不合时宜”或“可疑”
的人“愚弄或误导”。

他 列 出 了 数 项 事 实 及 数
据，包括每个月使用少于3万
5000 公升用水的家庭，平均
每1000公升只付32仙、 每10
户家庭当中，超过7户是每个
月使用少于3万5000公升用水
的。

“槟城平均每千公升32仙
的水费，比全国平均每千公
升66仙还要少50%。与此同
时，吉打的收费是67仙、霹
雳收费73仙，柔佛收费则是1 
令吉05仙。”

因 此 ， 林 冠 英 说 ， 槟 州
75.3%的家庭享有国内最“亲
民”的水供收费率。

“ 请 让 我 说 清 楚 这 一 点 ，
在大马，没有其他地方每个
月首3万5000公升用水只征收
每千公升32仙的收费。这是
一个简单的事实，而且没有
人可以否认。我们想强调的
是，明智地用水是有好奖励
和益处的。”

林冠英于4月26日在亚依淡
水坝出席2015年世界水源日
庆祝活动时指出，槟城仍然需
要人民的合作，以避免配水。

“ 因 为 气 候 变 化 的 问 题 ，
我们需要您节约用水。与十
年前相比，现在每年一些特
定时候，天气更热、烟霾更
浓、气候更干燥。我们无法
对抗气候变化，所以我们必
须去适应，通过减少用水的
方式，好让我们时刻有足够
的用水供给所有人。”

林冠英也说，联邦政府和霹
雳也已搁置了霹雳河原水输
送计划（SPRWTS），一个槟
州自1999年就提出的跨州水
源计划。

他补充，能源、绿色工艺及
水务部（KeTTHA）不愿意为
霹雳及槟城调解进行讨论。

“同时，霹雳也已表明，只
愿意贩卖经过处理的水给槟
城，但我们需要的是原水。
显然，这想法是不实用的，
因为其价钱会非常高。”

“按照槟州政府在2011年
与联邦政府签署的水务重组协

议，联邦政府必须承担推行霹
雳河原水输送计划的责任。我
们会继续推动，但我们不知道
该计划什么时候能实现。直到
联邦政府兑现其承诺以前，我
们呼吁槟城所有人节约用水，
以防万一。”

另外，槟州供水机构首席执
行员杰瑟尼说，槟州2015年
调整水费的目标，是要把家

槟政府重视槟威发展

槟州首长林冠英强调，州政

绿盛世在公开招标中以7亿
9600万令吉夺标，该集团将
在峇都加湾占地470英亩地段
进行Eco Marina综合发展计
划及打造高尔夫球场，发展总

值高达100亿令吉，预料将在
未来9个月内动工。

林 冠 英 也 提 到 ， 州 政 府 也
将 在 未 来 对 外 征 求 企 划 书
（RFP），在峇都加湾建造全
球最长的人造沙滩及主题公
园，该人造沙滩预料将与现有

的红树林相映成辉。

他续称，槟州政府致力将峇
都加湾打造成为全马最现代化
的卫星城镇，并成功吸引许多
工业及服务领域的巨头在该处
设立工厂及业务，州政府希望
透过平衡发展让峇都加湾成为
人们心目中首选的城镇，进而
促进槟州的经济发展。

另外，槟州酒店公会主席邱
武林也在首长的陪同下向媒体

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟州政府与登加楼政府

年自行吸纳原属人民所需缴付的消费税，分别
需承担1千563万1000令吉及583万令吉！

林冠英是在5月12日发表文告时表示，槟州
政府欢迎登加楼州政府随槟州及柔佛州政府的
步伐，自行吸纳人民需缴交给地方政府的消费
税，尽管登加楼州务大臣拿督斯里阿末拉兹表
明州政府吸纳消费税的期限仅限一年。与登加
楼州政府不同的是，槟岛市政厅及威省市政局
将会每年吸纳原属人民所需缴付的消费税，总
额分别是1千563万1000令吉以及583万令吉。

他指出，消费税的不公平是如此的霸道和广
泛 ， 甚 至 连 政 府 为 人 民 提 供 的 服 务 及 发 展 计
划，如建路、沟渠、巴刹、礼堂等惠及人民的
非盈利发展，都需被征收消费税。这就是为什
么当柔佛州宣布将自行吸纳地方政府服务的消
费税，并向财政部申请消费税豁免时，显示了
他们对消费税的抗议和反对，也强化了他们申
请豁免的条件。

他表示，在柔佛州作出是项宣布之前，只有槟
州政府就政府服务需缴交消费税一事提出反对
声音，而他本身也在2015年3月4日，曾就此事
致函首相要求豁免政府服务之消费税，惟并无
取得任何回复。

他透露，槟岛市政厅及威省市政局每年需缴
交的总额2150万令吉消费税，是一个沉重的负
担。但是负起这重担是有必要的，以展现我们

依然需要分别缴交1440万令吉及500万令吉的

向公众分别征收123万令吉及86万3000令吉使

然而，公众却还得间接缴纳1940万令吉的消费
税，因为当槟岛市政厅及威省市政局自行缴纳
1940万令吉消费税，就表示将少了1940万令吉

使用在人民身上。

“我实在无法了解槟州国阵主席邓章耀及他那
群亲消费税党继续咬着说槟城州政府的行政开
销并没有消费税，但是柔佛及如今的登嘉楼证

及2013年续任。

槟州首长林冠英于4月28日
出席槟城州元首府举行的州
元首就职宣誓典礼时表示，
拥有效率、稳固及永续的制
度，是州政府实现国际及智
慧型州属的先决条件。

“ 相 较 于 2 0 1 3 年 的 3 9 亿
1000万令吉，槟城在2014年
成功吸引了81亿6000万令吉
的投资。投资者对槟城有信
心，因此从2008年至2014年
7年来，槟城共获得482亿令
吉投资，较于2007至2001年
前七年槟城所获得的249亿令
吉，高出93.6%。”

林 冠 英 表 示 ， 槟 城 融 入 在
一片欢庆与快乐的气氛中，
因为槟州再次写下历史新篇
章 ， 槟 岛 于 2 0 1 5 年 1 月 1 日
正式升格为市，槟岛市政局
（MPPP）荣升槟岛市政厅
（MBPP）。

巴刹及小贩中心。同时，槟
州发展机构也拨出1100万令

他续称，槟州政府面对2个

空中德士将连接威省北海的
槟城中环广场及槟岛位于快
捷通巴士停车场旁的港仔尾
地段（红灯角对面）。”

他表示，为了确定能让房屋

四月下旬及五月初的那两个星期，
我有多个晚上从槟岛花一个钟头车程
来到峇东埔补选为民联候选人站台演
讲。算一下，我已经横跨三个州选
区共讲了五场分别在Guar Perahu, 
Kampung Paya，Seberang Jaya
及 Kpg Cross Street。四场是马来腹
地群众，一场是华人村。

那一晚比较特别，我演讲后才十一
时，离午夜十二时的每日竞选检讨会
议还有一个钟头空档。我就去安曼基
金会旁的摊子喝咖啡，一坐下来就和
当地的助选人员閒话家常。

同桌都是当地土生土长的马来长
者 。 话 匣 子 一 开 ， 就 天 南 地 北 的
谈。我随口一问，为什么此地叫Per-
matang Pauh?

马 来 长 者 很 耐 心 的 和 我 分 享 说
Pauh是一种芒果。Permatang 意
即稻田里高起来，可让人行走的田
间小路，中文名称为阡陌。在 整个
马来半岛，以Permatang 这个名字
开头的地名应有数十个。例如槟岛
的Permatang Damar Laut, 威中
Permatang Pasir, 浮罗山背的Per-
matang Pasir, 威北的Permatang 

Berangan,全都是产稻田之地。

在玻璃市亦有个Kampung Per-
matang Pauh. 在彭亨北根市亦有
个Permatang Pauh 小镇。

在马来语的世界里，地名多用当
地 的 本 土 状 况 。 有 的 是 用 树 名 如
Jelutong, Gelugor, Penaga, Ni-
bong, Kumbar。有的用果名如
Permatang Pauh -盛产芒果的稻田
地。有的用地势坏境Bagan Jermal, 
Bagan Ajam, Bagan Dalam 北海
系列的Bagan 即码头。有地名以园
坵公司命名如Bertam, Alma等园坵
公司。

我又再问当地Kubang Semang 
地名由来。马来长者说很久以前，当
地曽有Semang土著部落，后来当
地逐渐开发，Semang 部落迁去内
陆森林去了。Kubang 即水牛在泥
沼上打滚之意。

我再问为何我们叫Prai? 英国人来
到威省时称此地为Province Welles-
ley, 也把最先开拓的市镇名为But-
terworth，以公元1843-1855任职
海峡殖民地总督William John But-
terworth命名。后来，独立后正名

为Seberang Perai。马来长者告诉
我Prai是暹罗语。当年1821-1842
年，暹罗兵曾和吉打交战，一直打到
现在我们称为威省之地。在暹罗语
里，Prai是森林之意。暹罗兵在此等
待，休息以备再进攻吉打。当地马来
人称为暹罗兵在森林里休息之地为
Prai。

和我对话的马来长者是威省市议员
Haji Dahalan。他现在正推动威省
故事系列，讲述及还原地方历史系
列。

上个星期，我为槟州博物馆50周年
庆所主办之历史研讨会致闭幕词。
历史研讨会里是以莱特（Francis 
Light) 书信研究为题。莱特在1876-
1894年期间与马来皇室，大臣及商
人的书信多达1200封，现珍藏于伦
敦大学亚非研究学院。我在演讲时鼓
励历史研究员多研究社区史，以让学
子们更加了解他们所在的地方，其历
史及渊源。我说我们的历史教育是残
缺不全的。我们的教育系统规定学子
们要把马六甲王朝历史倒背如流，要
我们填鸭式的记住历史事件日期。学
校历史教育要求学子记住邦咯条约，

但却冷对社区史。社区史是重要的，
因为它是环环相扣，是了解及连接国
家史及世界史重要的一环。

Haji Dahalan 是当时出席研讨会
的研究员之一。一星期后，我们再次
相逢于峇东埔星空之下，有了这么一
个有趣的对话。我希望他及其他历史
研究者能够书写地方史，路名及市镇
名，填补我们历史课程里缺席的社区
历史。

当选第二年的505，想
来个自我评估，之所以选
择这个题材，因为我在这
一 天 执 笔 ， 有 感 而 发 ，
不是炫耀，也不是反躬自
责，毕竟赤裸裸地公开自
我评估是需要勇气的。

最近，501红潮涌上街
头 反 消 费 税 ； 净 选 盟 发
起“505黑色行动”；云
冰 和 峇 东 埔 补 选 也 跟 着
来，让我想起了两年前的
大选，重新翻阅当时定下
的竞选宣言，离不开公共
交通、乔治市商业改进区
计划、光大商业发展、古
迹、可负担房屋、绿色空
间等课题，总归来说，最
主要还是兴复光大。

如今，光大摩天楼振兴
计划如火如荼地走着，包
括5楼的宴会厅、59-60
楼及64-65楼高级餐厅、
顶楼空中餐厅和观景升降
机 。 虽 然 开 始 改 革 ， 但
还不足以振兴整个光大，
所以我之前提出的建议，
把州政府行政中心迁出，
让步打造成综合性商业广
场，或槟州发展机构购下
所有私人界单位后重新整
顿，还必须努力。

公共交通方面，我一直
支持恢复电车服务，也曾
在州议会里大力建议，如
今很高兴首长也支持这项
计划，并已列入交通大蓝

图为首要项目，
只盼联邦政府勿
阻扰。

随着SP齐来也
路可负担房屋计
划的开建，不单
人民有屋，也可
让光大区人潮回
流。区内许多基
本 建 设 已 获 得
提升，包括拥有
百年历史的吉宁
万山、柑仔园小
贩中心、交通花
园、打石街篮球
场等。

在绿色空间方
面，最近刚推行
了市政局与居民
合作的 “一家店
一盆栽”计划，并以畓田
仔街作为旗舰。除此，安
顺路也多了个口袋休闲公
园，而光大周围的人行道
也筑起指示牌和美化路灯
等设施。另外，我想提一
提“文艺达人巷”，我认
为这是个“bonus”，虽
然这个计划不在竞选宣言
内，但我相信，它肯定对
州内的文创领域有帮助。

这两年来，我处理过许
多大大小小的民生课题，
出席超过数百场的活动与
宴会，参与民庆节目，与
地方领袖打交道。话说回
来，没有人是完美的，议

员也不是万能的，还是有
些事情没能处理，比如新
街拉直计划还未能开始，
废置屋子所制造的问题，
流浪者的课题等，对于一
些帮不到的人，我也很抱
歉，但求尽力而为，问心
无愧。

对于选区的发展，我不
哗众取宠，更注重踏实苦
干 ， 以 民 众 利 益 为 出 发
点。两年只是个开始，这
是个中期的检讨，未来还
有很多要做的，我会不断
检 讨 再 改 善 ， 也 会 继 续
在州议会里争取。如今，
回顾当时所立下的竞选宣
言，我给自己70分！

席 邓 章 耀 及 槟 州 国 阵 应 该 要 公 开 道
歉，他们撒谎说州政府的发展项目及
服务不受消费税（GST）影响。在峇
东埔选期间，邓章耀说我发表虚假宣
言，指消费税迫使州政府、地方政府
及政府机构需支出4800万令吉来征收

用。

“邓章耀说州政府不必支付如此高
额的消费税。邓章耀及国阵在说谎，
柔佛州苏丹也表达了他不满公众或州
政府必须为政府的服务及工作支付消
费税。苏丹依不拉欣也说，服务公众
是政府的责任，向纳税人征收消费税
是不公平的，因为纳税人已经支付了
其它商品及服务的消费税。”

林冠英于5月10日发表文告时表示，
苏丹也指示州政府及地方政府向联邦
政府要求豁免向公众征收消费税。

“槟州政府也已经写信给首相拿督
斯里纳吉，要求豁免消费税，因为我

们不是赚钱的商业机构。如果州政府
筑路、造渠、兴建礼堂或其它让人民
受惠的公共工程都需要支付6%消费税
是非常荒谬的。”

“ 不 幸 地 是 ， 首 相 方 面 还 没 有 回
应。我已经强调，6%消费税对州政府
而言是庞大的负担，影响了全国13个
州政府。反之，邓章耀却声称不是这
么一回事，还诬蔑我错误诠释。现在
柔佛州州务大臣拿督莫哈末卡立诺丁
已经宣布，他们正向关税局及联邦政
府申请豁免权。”

他说，为了赢得峇东埔补选使出肮

脏伎俩，很明显的，国阵及巫统不只

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谁在欺善怕恶？

马华全国妇女组主席王赛芝日
前在云冰补选中为国阵站台时，
发表“收入高、孩子少，华裔最
不该反GST”的谬论，新闻通过
《 中 国 报 》 脸 书 曝 光 后 ， 旋 即
引起网民的愤怒回响，短短数小
时内，有关新闻被疯狂转载上千
则，底下留言几乎一面倒地批评
王赛芝。

弔诡的是，《中国报》却在不
久后移除相关新闻，并在其脸书
罕有地发表“更正启事”，表示
错误诠释了王赛芝的言论，对此
致以歉意！然而，更叫人大掉眼
镜的是，事后有网友将当天的录
音上传到网络，经仔细聆听，王
赛芝确确实实曾发表相关言论，
换言之，《中国报》的报导如假包换，从头到尾并未错
误解读；倒是有人挺不住群众的压力，而将之转嫁予媒
体。

王赛芝不解民情固然叫人遗憾，不过，《中国报》作

为主流媒体的办报态度，才是叫人惊讶的，何以一个
有影响力的报纸，竟然能够不惜典当风骨，为国阵/马
华漂白至此。相反的，同样的情况若是发生在槟州首席
部长林冠英身上时，结果肯定截然不同，正如网友的留
言：“这不是7382，什么才是7382？”

欺善怕恶，新闻作假
《中国报》在王赛芝事件

上“欺善怕恶”其来有自，
今年4月16日，该报在脸书专
页上上传一段有关记者在走
廊“英勇追访”槟首长林冠
英的视频。画面一开始就是
记者冲向正赶赴另一场会议
的林冠英，并追问后者没有
出席国会投票的事情。整段
视频似乎意图凸显中国报“
英勇正义”的形象。随后，
有关新闻也刊登在隔日A17
版，遗憾的是，无论视频或
新 闻 ， 皆 含 强 烈 的 影 射 意
图，且歪曲事实。

首长于记者会的实际情况并非一如《中国报》在
该篇报导第3段所形容般，“本报记者趋前询问他是
否要回应缺席国会一事时，他立刻走出会议室”。
这段文字无疑是记者用来制造首长无礼的假象，达
到该媒体槟城办事处一贯的目的。

根据现场的录影及首长办公室的闭路电视录影显
示，林冠英在发表2 项课题后，旋即向媒体用国文
表示，“如果没有任何问题，我就交给阿都马烈（
行政议员）来讲另一个课题”。当时，首长还坐在
椅子上一阵子，但未见中国报或其他媒体代表举手
发问，於是，首长立即赶赴另一场重要会议。

林冠英并不是一如报导所影射般“因为要逃避记
者的询问而立刻走出会议室”，反之，是记者在林
冠英离开记者会后，才“追上”林冠英并拋出问
题。上传到《中国报》脸书专页的“英勇追访”影
像，显然是一早策划好的计划，不只英雄化自身记
者，也成功达到丑化林冠英“闪避”问题的目标。

不愿道歉，持续抹黑
尽管首长助理事后曾就有关事实要求《中国报》做出的错误报

导道歉，可是，该报却顾左右而言他，不像王赛芝事件般“爽
快”致歉。当然，《中国报》槟城办事处为攻击槟民联政府，不
惜在新闻上作假之事非头一遭，可说记录累累。

今年3月8日，该报单单访问了几个人，就在该报北马版封面
登上：居民谢绝发展姓氏桥。这个标题制造了假象，仿佛全体
居民对整个古蹟发展指南全盘反对，但事实上，这些居民仅就
几点建议发表异议而已。《中国报》为何那么做？动机昭然若
揭。

同年4月22日，《中国报》在北马封面刊登了一则名为：“导
游：老行业越来越少 乔治市渐失文化旅客”的专访文，暗示州政
府管理不当，导致文化游客目前仅剩5%。文章痛批州政府，但这
份数据从何而来？该报记者避而不答。事实上，根据槟城理科大
学所作出的研究，得出的答案刚好和新闻报导相反，冲著乔治市
古城及欣赏槟城文化而来的游客是大幅成长的。

《中国报》自认意见反馈不科学
首长助理较后针对《中国报》的民调

不科学一事作出回馈，只是，掌握话语
权的该报评论版主编林明标回应：报章
的大众意见反馈确实是不具备科学性。
但报章的这类访问行之有年（除非妳从
来没有看过报纸），从来不曾自诩为具
科学性的民意调查，而是定位为具有参
考价值的民间意见，这和政治人物，包
括林吉祥常提的若干巴仙巫裔、华裔支
持民联的道理是一样的，除非妳也没有
留意过林吉祥等人的言论。

首 先 ， 林 吉 祥 等 人 每 次 所 引 用 的 数
据，是民调中心说做出的研究调查，经

得起考验，和中国报儿戏或有议程而做
的民调迥然不同，并不能相提并论。再
者，既然《中国报》本身已承认自己的
新闻不科学，为何还要刊登来误导读
者？

《中国报》为何不能中立客观，用科
学严谨的态度来办报？难道为了攻击和
自己立场不一样的政府，就能无所不用
其极，抹黑、污名化对方？以致连首长
助理的回应权也予以投篮，不愿读者见
到真相？

从王赛芝事件，到一连串对槟州民联
政府的恶意中伤，《中国报》办报的态
度，真是叫人沉重！
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以下为槟首长助理王丽丽针
对《中国报》专栏回应的短
文，但有关文章最后不被刊登
在《中国报》。有关“投篮
文”如下：

《你科学民调了吗？》
中国报北马办事处副主任吴

慧芳在其专栏中“你听得进耳
吗？”提出质疑，槟州政府是
否听得进耳民间对“槟州空中
德士”的反对。吴慧芳预设立
场味道极浓，因为针对“空中
德士计划“，槟州首席部长林
冠英已不只一次表明，州政府
準备听取及接受所有私人及非
政府机构的意见。

首 长 昨 日 经 发 表 文 告 给 各
报，解释空中德士被认为是“
软性”交通工具或旅游产品，
因为只能乘载最高10名乘客，
因为如今迫切需要一种与渡轮
服务交替的“软性”交通工
具，渡轮服务水準让人失望，
每趟必须耗费半小时，空中德
士能作为交替的交通工具，因
为它每趟只需15分钟。

首长也重申，关于空中德士
是以填土作为融资条件是不确
实的指控。只有少许填土工
程，作为空中德士的缆车站及
停车场。

首长发文告同日，吴慧芳选
择性以槟消协主席指此计划不

经济、不可行、不长久的言论
为其专栏立论，质疑首长到底
办了多少场公众咨询来收集民
意支持空中德士计划，影射当
官的是否听得进耳不同意见。

吴 慧 芳 喊 出 “ 反 对 空 中 德
士”的声音，首长办公室听
见。但反对与支持或是没有意
见，目前仍是一个未知数，我
们会继续听取。作为社会公器
的中国报，若想要更了解普遍
民意，不妨进行自己的民调，
以便能够了解民众对空中德士
的观点，更何况在民主自由的
国家，民意调查向来是民主社
会运作的一环，媒体监督政府
也可进行民调。

不过，媒体在进行民调过程
必须严谨、科学，且必须具备
基本知识。国外各媒体机构最
常用的是横断调查法（cross-
sectional survey），就是要
了解一组样本人群，在一个特
定时间对某个特定事件的看
法。

媒体经分析获得答案后，可
公布民调答案，但也需公开操
作方式，诸如如何抽样、问卷
题目等，让各界人士了解方法
是否拥有公信力，而非随便或
选择性访问5至10人，即大篇
幅报导人人皆反有关计划。毕
竟，这样的过时报导即不客观
也不科学，只能彰显执笔者的

偏见。

我们欢迎媒体收集民意或读
者看法监督政府，但非个人预

设立场，用非科学性呈献，否
则就是针对性的公器私用，成
了变质的民意。

法期间向民众宣导正确的

停车方式，并在一个月后
探讨成效，一旦有关情况
不被改善，当局将探讨加
重罚款的可能性。

他以罗眼路为例子，希
望民众不要贪图一时的方
便而将车辆停放在人行道

及禁区，以妨碍到行人及
造成交通诸塞。

他补充，基于罗眼路两
旁拥有多栋公寓、1家医院
及学校，一旦停满了车子
则将造成道路拥挤，同时

他说，槟州政府推行的免费乳

房X光造影检验计划，是为了要降
低女性乳癌的机率，同时也要提
高女性勇于接受治疗的机会。

他表示，凡是35岁及以上的槟
州女性选民只需到各选区的州议
员或协调员服务中心登记，就能
免费接受市价200令吉的乳房检查
服务，进而保障自身健康及守护
家庭幸福。

他续言，女性是家庭及社会的

持有患上乳癌的风险，因此定期检查是有
必要的，因为乳癌若及早发现及医治，痊
愈与生存的机率非常的高。

他说，这项运动已经开跑，为期3年，

A t ro u b l e  t ha t 
most sporting asso-
ciations find is that 
once their players 
have reached a cer-
tain age, especially 
a f t e r  comple t i ng 
their schooling, they 
opt to focus on fur-
ther education and 
career paths but it is 
not so with floorball.

College student 
and national player 
Ling Ling, 20, said 
although she has her 
priorities set on her 

studies, she still finds the time to prac-
tise twice a week.

“It definitely is a great hobby. I am 
really looking forward to see how 
floorball can grow to be a bigger sport 
than it is,” she said.

Fellow national squad player Nur 
Aainaa also shared her sentiment say-

ing that in the past three and a half 
years of playing she too wishes that 
Penang will spearhead the floorball 
movement in the country.

“Even after finishing school, I will 
continue with floorball training,” the 
16 year old said.

Koh said the Penang State Sports 

Council has been supporting the sport 
for the past several years and it has 
helped the sport gain a name in the 
country.

“Floorball is sprouting all over Ma-
laysia now; Penang, Kuala Lumpur, 
Selangor, Sabah, Johor and Sarawak. 
It can almost be considered to be a 
Sukan Malaysia (Sukma) event.”

On the issue of what the sport re-
quires, both the administration and 
players hope to have a dedicated space 
for training and competitions.

At present the Penang Floorball As-
sociation trains at two venues; the 
men’s team at the Balik Pulau Market 
Hall and the women’s team at the Batu 
Lanchang Market Hall.

A PROJECT to mitigate and pre-
vent flash floods in the Permatang 
Tinggi area in Seberang Perai 
Tengah  was launched on April 18 
by exco member for Local Gov-
ernment, Traffic Management and 
Flood Mitigation Chow Kon 
Yeow. 

The completion of the two 
packages of the project will cost 
the state government a total of 
RM15.85 million.

“Despite the exorbitant cost 
involved, the state government is 
willing to carry out this project 
for the benefit of the people. Alma 
and Permatang Tinggi are very 
flood prone areas and this results 
in difficulties and financial loss to 
the local folk,” Chow said in his 
speech at the ground-breaking 

ceremony.
Package 1 involves the build-

ing of a new pump house which 
is located in front of the Perma-
tang Tinggi Church and Sungai 
Junjung while Package 2 will 
involve the construction of a by-
pass channel from Jalan Impian 
Ria until the flyover at Jalan 
Rozhan. 

Besides building the 2km-long 
bypass channel, other works 
slated to be carried out include the 
widening of the existing drain on 
the left side of the road leading to 
Taman Impian Ria. 

According to studies con-
ducted by the Department of 
Irrigation and Drainage (JPS), 
during a downpour, as much as 
30% of rain water will be redi-

rected to the new bypass chan-
nel from the current monsoon 
drain at Jalan Impian Ria and 
this will greatly reduce the oc-
currence of flash floods. 

The planning for this project 
began in 2013 and its detailed 
study and comprehensive design 
were done by Perunding Amar 
Bina Sdn Bhd at a cost of 
RM175,000.

“During the construction stage 
for the project, there will inevita-
bly be some inconvenience to the 
nearby residents such as moving 
infrastructure, shifting of trees 
and utilities and also traffic con-
gestion. However, these are only 
for a short term period and once 
done, the people will benefit 
greatly,” added Chow.

Keeping Permatang Tinggi flash floods at bay

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PEOPLE can expect to see major upgrades and green-
ing of the state‘s roundabouts over the next few years 
as the private sector has pledged to lend its support 
to the state as part of its corporate social responsibil-
ity (CSR).

One such CSR project that was recently launched 
on April 25 was the Bayan Baru roundabout which 
saw Ideal Property Development Sdn Bhd injecting 
RM800,000 to upgrade the old roundabouts facade.

Ideal Property chairman Datuk Alex Ooi said the 
roundabout incorporates elements of Penang Perana-
kan culture as seen by the four giant Peranakan vases.

The 1.21ha roundabout also features several species 
of fauna such as the Bismarckia Palms, Tecoma and 
Foxtail Palm.

Penang Island mayor Datuk Patahiyah Ismail during 
the launch said: “We thank Ideal Property for complet-
ing this project and for undertaking another RM1.4 
million beautification project along the Tun Dr. Lim 
Chong Eu Expressway.”

She added that  the beautif icat ion of  Penang‘s 
roundabouts was an ongoing programme by the Pen-
ang Island City Council (MBPP), engaging the private 
sector to bring forth the vision of a cleaner, greener, 
healthier and safer Penang.

Among the other projects that have been carried 
out in the state were IJM Land Bhd‘s Persiaran Gur-
ney, Udini roundabout; Eastern and Oriental‘s Air 
Itam roundabout and SP Setia Bhd at the Bayan Lepas 
roundabout.

Patahiyah said pocket parks were also part of the 
agenda where eight were created last year while a 
further eight are in planning to be introduced this 
year.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng credited that the 
beautification projects were a boon to local busi-
nesses in the area.

“In the past, the Bayan Baru area was lifeless and 
many businesses shied away but now after many ini-
tiatives by the MBPP and the state government, we 
see many businesses small and big thriving with 
nearly no vacant lots at the nearby Krystal Point 
complex,” he said.

He told those present at the launch that MBPP and 
the private sector had planted 72,093 saplings on the 
island and in 2014, MBPP spent RM2.58 million on 
the beautification of neighbourhoods and pocket parks 
in the state.

“MBPP has allocated RM3.37 million this year to 
create more pocket parks and neighbourhood beauti-
fication projects this year,” he added.

Car-free Sundays 
in Seberang Perai

PENANGITES especially those who stay along 
Sungai Pinang need to change their attitude in 
improving the cleanliness of the river.

The industrial sector was also urged to follow 
suit to achieve this objective.

Exco for Local Government, Traffic Manage-
ment and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow made 
the call during his site visit to the waste trap of 
Sungai Pinang recently.

He said the combined efforts of the state govern-
ment, Penang Drainage and Irrigation Department 
(DID) and Penang Island City Council (MBPP) 
and the funds allocated will come to naught if the 
public does not change its careless attitude in pre-
serving cleanliness of the river.

“We need to address the contamination of the 
river at its origin. This is due to the importance of 
checking the problem at source, failing which all 
efforts will be fruitless,” he added.

“The state government and DID never let up in 
their efforts to check the contamination of Sungai 
Pinang to achieve excellent results, as highlighted 
by the media.”

Accompanying Chow were Sungai Pinang as-
semblymember Lim Siew Kim, DID deputy direc-
tor Khuzai Hussain and its northeast district engi-
neer Haslinda Hamran.

Meanwhile, Haslinda said her department spent 
more than RM200,000 yearly in efforts to clean 
five rubbish traps in Sungai Pinang.

“In 2013, 15 tons of rubbish was collected from 
the rubbish traps, with 50 tons in 2014 and for 2015 
(January till March), the collection was an astonish-
ing 50.158 tons,” she told newsmen.

She added that the collection of rubbish carried 
out daily involved two sessions, from 9am to 11am 
and 2pm till 4pm.

“For the present moment, DID will take steps to 
remove mud from the banks of Sungai Pinang to 
facilitate water flow,” she said.

Elaborating on the upgrading works on the rub-
bish traps, Khuzai said the results can now be 
quantified.

“In 2014, the DID pump house always encoun-
tered breakdowns due to clogging by rubbish, while 
to date in 2015 there has been no breakdown. There 
is an increase in collection of rubbish which shows 
that the upgrading of waste traps has shown re-
sults,” he added.

The cleanliness of Sungai Pinang is seen as an 
important process taking into consideration the 
river is a pertinent drainage system in George Town 
city besides helping in flood mitigation.

For a shop that says it sells 
curry fish head, he reveals that 
it is the belacan chicken that is 
the best seller.

For RM6, all orders come 
with three pieces of tender 
juicy belacan chicken, some 
green vegetables, a fried egg, 
rice and a bowl of winter 
melon and chicken soup; a 
relatively balanced and an ul-
timately satisfying lunch.

Belacan chicken or shrimp 
paste fried chicken is a delicacy 
often found in Southeast Asian 
and southern Chinese cuisine.

In some cases, the belacan 
can seep into the meat giving 
it an overpowering taste but 
not with Yeap’s recipe where 
each chicken is marinated with 
the right amount of salt and 
shrimp paste flavours.

Entire designing and development was done 
by Indian scientists which also kept the total 
cost of the mission low at US$73 million.”

Lim was taken on a tour around the exhibi-
tion area to view many of the interesting 
exhibits.
