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Budget surplus
every year!

DESPITE tabling a budget
deficit for 2016 on the first day
of the Penang state assembly
sitting on Nov 6, Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng is adamant
that the state as long as it re-
mains under Pakatan Harapan
administration will record
budget surplus by year end.
Lim was speaking to report-
ers after the launch of the
book, “Penang: The Fourth
Presidency of India, 1805-

1830, Fire, Spice and Edifice”
the day after he tabled the
state’s 2016 Budget which
raised the eyebrows of many
quarters.

The 2016 state budget in-
volves a projected expenditure
of RM979.53 million and a
deficit amounting to RM292.13
million compared with last
year’s budget.

“This is after taking into
account the estimated profit
for 2016 of RM687.40 million
compared to the administra-
tion expenditure of RM978.53

The Pakatan Harapan administration will ensure Penang
records a budget surplus every year.
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million. The expected deficit
has increased by RM61.82mil
compared to that of last year,”
Lim told the press.

“It is only an estimate.
When the accounts are closed
at the end of the year, it is the
actual numbers that are more
important. The estimate is a
deficit due to two reasons.
Land acquisition is one reason
because we need to place a

contingency sum of a mini-
mum 25% and even more if it
involves squatters. And sec-
ondly, due to the rejections of
project cost. Because we have
open competitive tenders, we
save at least 30% on costs. So,
the deficit figures are only
estimates,” he added.

“We don’t have budget def-
icits. We have budget surplus
every year. Those in Penang

know this. For the past seven
years since we took over the
administration of Penang, we
have an accumulated surplus
of RM503 million which is
better than the surplus of the
previous government which
was in power for 50 years be-
tween 1957-2007 amounting
to RM373 million. We outper-
formed them in a mere seven
years,” he added.

‘Land reclamation 50 times more under BN’

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
recently hit out at the former
Penang state government under
Barisan Nasional (BN) rule, es-
pecially the latter’s constant
untruths on land reclamation in
Penang.

In a strongly worded press
statement issued by his office on
Nov 13, Lim said: “Barisan Na-
sional should concede the fact
that their rule in Penang died and
ended because of failed govern-
ance and lack of transparency,
accountability and competency
in running the Penang state ad-
ministration.”

Referring to the issue of land
reclamation, Lim said: “In terms
of reclamation projects, I had
revealed in the Penang State As-
sembly during my 2016 Penang
State Budget presentation on
Nov 6, that the Penang State
Government had so far approved
60 acres of land for reclamation.”

Lim further revealed: “In
comparison, the previous Bar-
isan Nasional state government
had reclaimed 3,241 acres of
land. I had not included 1,120

acres reclaimed by Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC)
for industrial, commercial and
housing purposes as this was to
spur economic growth. If that
1,120 acres had been included,
Barisan Nasional would have
approved 4361 acres which
would be more than 72 times of
what has been approved for
reclamation by the present Paka-
tan Harapan-led state govern-
ment.”

The difference between Bar-
isan Nasional state government’s
approval of 4,361 acres of re-
claimed land in contrast to the
present state government’s 60
acres lies not just in terms of the
large disparity in land size of
area reclaimed but also that the
land reclaimed was either con-
ducted without public open
tenders or below market price.

This can be seen by the fact
that companies that were granted
the reclamation projects either
recorded extraordinary profits or
the public failed to obtain any
discernible benefit from these
projects.

“For instance, the land recla-
mation approval in Tanjung
Pinang was granted at a shock-
ingly low price of RM1 psf. The
present state government man-
aged to improve the terms of the
concession land by increasing
the reclaimed land granted to the
state government from 10% to
20% after intensive negotiations
with E&O,” Lim said.

As for the Tun Dr. Lim Chong
Eu Expressway project, favour-
able terms granted by the Bar-
isan Nasional state government
has enabled IJM Properties to
rely on their reclaimed land in
Penang as their principal and
dominant profit generator.

“Hence, Barisan Nasional
should concede that their lack of
transparency and accountability
in conducting the reclamation of
the state lands had caused loss of
revenue which otherwise could
have benefitted the Penang peo-
ple,” Lim said.

Furthermore, the 60 acres of
reclaimed land that has been ap-
proved by the present Pakatan
Harapan state government has

enabled Penang to set up a
RMS500 million fund for building
affordable and public housing
(22,515 units) as well as sports
complexes of world class stand-
ard, including a velodrome, three
basketball courts, an open public
football field with international
specifications and an interna-
tional Olympic-sized swimming
and diving pool.

“In contrast, for the 4,361
acres approved by the Barisan
Nasional state government, why
did Penangites not benefit in
comparable terms equivalent to
72 times more?”” Lim asked.

Even if we compare in terms
of money paid to the state gov-
ernment, when the state sold
106.1 acres of land at Bayan
Mutiara it received a higher sum
of RM1.1102 billion but the
3,661 acres sold by Barisan Na-
sional state government only
obtained a lesser amount of
RM1.0586 billion.

“In other words, the Barisan
Nasional state government got
less money even though they
sold 36 times more land than the

Pakatan Harapan state govern-
ment,” he said..

This proves the benefit of the
open competitive tenders and
transparent governance practised
by the current state government
as compared to the opaque and
crony policy of the Barisan Na-
sional state government.

“The state government regrets
that the federal government has
marginalised Penang by refusing
to approve any project for us
during the 2016 Federal Budget.
Accordingly, the Penang state
government has to find other
sources of revenue to ensure
continued investment of infra-
structure improvements, invest-
ment in education and invest-
ment in innovative enterprises to
propel Penang’s economic
growth towards high-income
economy status. This would
necessarily include future pro-
posals for land reclamation that
can optimise returns to the state
government without affecting
sustainable development and
also minimise environmental
impact,” Lim concluded.

In case
of emergencies and natural
disasters, the BPS will be
part of the immediate re-
sponse team,” Lim said.

The BPS is expected to be
launched by January 2016

Lim also announced the
launch of the mobile phone
apps facility known as
“BPS.COMM.HELP”.

The apps acts like a panic
button when an emergency
occurs which will allow
family members, friends or
social media community
members to seek help. It
sends out alerts to a pre-
determined contact in the
system.

According to the facts of the case, Ng had
written an article in Chinese with the title “Let
the trumpet of reformasi sound” in February this
year which concerned mainly the imprisonment
of former Opposition Leader Datuk Seri Anwar
Ibrahim. The article was then published in a
Chinese daily.

“With Anwar in jail, it is time for us to seek
reformasi again, until the next GE, until the days
that rakyat can be the real decision-makers of
the country. Let us not continue to be misled by
those stupid politicians!” Ng had written in his
article.

A police report was subsequently lodged
against Ng by the Penang MCA deputy Youth
chief on Feb 16.

“I will continue with my writing unless I am
told to stop by the press. I will continue to speak
for the people and will carry on being a vocal
politician. I don’t think this charge can deter me
from continuing my struggle,” Ng told the press
after pleading not guilty to the charge.

Eng directly to Inspector-General of Police Tan Sri
Khalid Abu Bakar, the Royal Malaysia Police, in a
letter dated Sept 23 and signed by the Penang police
chief Datuk Abd Rahim Hanafi, maintained that all
lock up conditions complied with existing laws which
governed such matters.

“Pertaining to the subject matter of detention in
police lock-ups, the Royal Malaysia Police adheres to
the principle of ‘Rule of Law’ which is governed by
the following rules and laws namely; 1) Lock-Up
Procedures (L.N 328/1985), 2) Prisons Act 1995 (Act
537), 3) Inspector-General of Police Permanent Order
Part A 118 (Detainees and Lock-Up), 4) Penang CPO
Permanent Order No. A 48 (Regulations and Safety
of Detainees in Police Lock-Ups),” the letter stated.

Furthermore, according to the standard practice of
the police, detainees are separated according to the
following categories: 1) convicts who are waiting to
be sentenced; 2) convicts who are detained for a tem-
porary period; 3) convicts who are dangerous; 4) those
who are intoxicated; 5) drug addicts; 6) those who are
of unsound mind; 7) female detainees and 8) juveniles.

Chong Eng also urged the police to come up with
more concrete measures to safeguard the privacy of
members of the transgender community in lock-ups
and not to depend solely on one’s personal judgement
in handling them.

“I believe laws which cater to the specific needs of
the transgender community should be in place to
protect them. There’s currently no standard operating
procedure in these matters and everything depends on
the individual police officer’s personal judgement,”
she said,

“I hope there will be a fixed standard operating
procedure or a circular being issued to address this
matter. Detainees in lock-ups who are from the
transgender community ought to be segregated from
male detainees,” she added.

State budget a people-centric one

EXCO member for Housing and Town & Country
Planning Jagdeep Singh Deo has described the
Penang state government’s budget 2016 as one
that is people-centric where housing is concerned.

“This is as opposed to Budget 2016 announced
by PM Najib for Malaysia, which completely
sidelined Penang, not only where housing is con-
cerned, but in all aspects,” he said on Nov 7 dur-
ing a visit to Ramakrishna Ashrama in Datok
Keramat.

Where maintenance of low and low-medium
cost housing, both public and private is concerned,
Penang has reconfirmed the commitment by an-
nouncing that a sum of RM9.76 million will be
allocated for the 49 public housing schemes.

Meanwhile, for private low-cost schemes, a
sum of RMS5 million has been allocated.

The allocation of RM2.8 million for the 80:20
maintenance fund for low and low-medium cost
housing in Penang, and the allocation of RM3
million under the Housing Assistance for Penang

Programme, Yes (HAPPY!) is indeed very much
welcomed.

“This is especially so due to the dismally slow
rate of approval of applications under the said
federal maintenance fund by Penang low and low-
medium cost schemes, whereby, according to our
records since 2012, out of 144 applications
throughout the state, only 26 have been approved,
whilst 118 are still pending,” he added.

This dismal rate of approval is wholly unac-
ceptable as Penangites pay one of the highest
amount of taxes to the federal government, where
a sum of RM6.3 billion was paid last year!

“The best news for housing in Penang is the
announcement that, in order to reduce the burden
of residents of low and low-medium cost housing
in the state, the local authorities assessment will
be waived for the year 2016,” Jagdeep added.

“The amount collected for 2015 was
RM11,494,135.12. 1 fully commend the Penang
state for having prioritised its commitment to ad-
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dress the hardship faced by this category of house
owners by making this very appropriate and
timely decision, in particular having regard to the
state of our economy and increasing prices due to
GST and revocation of subsidies,” he said.
During the state assembly tabling of the
budget, Jagdeep had a debate with Pulau Betong
Umno assemblymember Muhamad Farid Saad
regarding low and low-medium cost housing.

“It should be noted that between 2008 to May,
2015, a total of 8,092 low cost housing has been
built in Penang, whereas a total of 8,107 units of
low-medium cost housing has been built during
the same period,” Jagdeep said.

“This is in contrast with the 4,355 units of low-
cost and 769 units of low-medium cost units built
in Penang during the period 2001 to 2007 under
the previous administration,” Jagdeep said.

This proved that the new state government has
built twice the number of houses than during the
previous Barisan Nasional administration.

TWENTY civil servants were among the
29 nabbed for corruption up to October
this year.

“Of the 20, 17 were from the police
force with one each from the Penang Is-
land City Council (MBPP) and Seberang
Perai Municipal Council (MPSP) and one
from the marine police,” Penang Malay-
sian Anti-Corruption Commission
(MACC) director Datuk M. Samarajoo
said during a press conference at MACC
office on Nov 6.

“This year figure is about the same as
last year at 33 persons charged with cor-
ruption and abuse of power,” he said.

Phase two of the Flood Mitiga-
tion Plan (RTB) in Jalan Sungai
Pinang has been pending since
2008. There are 101 structures and
227 squatters in Jalan Sungai
Pinang.

It is dangerous for the public
especially when it rains because
flash floods have been happening
so often nowadays.

There are four phases in RTB but
it has been at a standstill since the
completion of Phase one back in
1999.

This is due to the sensitive prob-
lem of the relocation of the squatters.

“It was hard but I am proud to
say that we have completed the
relocation as of this year but when
we submitted for the allocations for

the project, the federal government
rejected our request. How could
they do this? This is outright cheat-
ing!

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
recently announced that there will
be an allocation of RM117 million
for flood mitigation projects for the
whole of Penang until the year
2017.

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Good support for waste separation at source

PENANG Green Council, via PGC Strategies Sdn
Bhd, had from July 29 till Sept 29 carried out a
study on the perception of Penang residents towards
recycling at source and recycling activities.

This study aimed to gather feedback through
questionnaires distributed at shopping malls, wet
markets, schools and also through online survey.

A total of 1,484 respondents took part in the
survey.

The results showed that majority of the respond-
ents understood the Reduce, Reuse, Recycle (3R )
concept and practise it in their daily lives.

Most of the respondents separate recyclable items
such as paper (80.20%) and newspapers (76.9%).

However, the rate for electronic waste is lower
at 35%.

“Regarding the practice of 3R to reduce waste,
the result shows that the implementation of ‘No

Free Plastic Bag Day’ since July 6, 2009 is consid-
ered successful based on 80.7% of the respondents
who brought along their own bags for shopping,”
exco for Local Government, Traffic Manangement
and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow told a press
conference at Komtar on Nov 11.

“Apart from this, the study also found only 25.1%
of the respondents practise food waste composting.
Two reasons identified are not having enough space
for composting activity (56.5%) and the lack of
knowledge on how to compost (49.4%),” he added.

Also present was PGC general manager Thing
Siew Shuen.

“The majority of respondents (86.5%) supported
the law to be enforced to increase recycling rate in
Penang. The majority believe that in general Penang
residents are supportive of the state government’s
vision of mandatory waste segregation at source in
June 2016,” Chow, who is also PGC vice-chairman,
said.

He commented that in Penang, a total of 656,090
tonnes of waste was generated in 2014 and an aver-
age of 1,700 — 1,800 tonnes of waste are sent to
Pulau Burung landfill daily.

It costs between RM100 and RM120 to collect,
transport and treat a tonne of waste.

The estimated landfill life span is 42 years.

“Respondents were asked to suggest options for
waste management systems in Penang when the
Pulau Burung Landfill reaches its lifespan. Some
70% of respondents suggested strengthening of
waste separation at source/3R policies and prac-
tices, 66.3% waste-to-energy technology in Pulau
Burung Landfill as an option, and only 37.70%
suggested a new sanitary landfill in Penang,” Chow
said.

He added the results from the survey will be
taken into consideration during the policy making
process of the mandatory waste segregation at
source.

Hefty price for missing deadline

HOTELS or motels in the moratorium
list that do not have a temporary operat-
ing permit or have yet to apply for one
have another chance.

The Penang state government has done
alot through the Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) to help the hotel operators
obtain lawfully legal operating licences.

One of the efforts being done by the
state government is to loosen the condi-
tions for licence applications.

“MBPP has decided to give temporary
operating permits to those hotels in the
moratorium list. A one-year extension
will be given to those who already have
the temporary permits at the rate of
RM2.,400 for hotel or RM 1,200 for dor-
mitory. This is on condition that they
have submitted their applications for
change of use which includes rezoning,
planning permission, building plans or
the express conditions in land title to the
respective authorities before Oct 31,”

said Exco member for Local Govern-
ment, Traffic Management and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow during a
press conference on Nov 2 in Komtar.

Also present was MBPP Building
Department director, Yew Tung Seang.

Those who already have the temporary
operating permit but have yet to submit

any of the four change of use conditions
before the deadline of Oct 31 will also be
given a one-year extension but at a dif-
ferent rate of RM7,200 for hotel or
RM3,600 for dormitory.

Last category in the moratorium list
eligible for the new temporary operating
permits are those who had ignored or
failed to submit any application to the
authorities.

They will be able to get the one-year
extension but at a higher price of
RM9,600 for hotel and RM4,800 for
dormitory.

New hotels which are not in the
moratorium list will be eligible for the
temporary operating permits if they have
submitted their applications but will be
subjected to the new rates.

Chow added that a permanent operat-
ing licence only costs RM240 a year and
urged all hotel operators to get their
permits as this announcement will not
stop the MBPP enforcement department
from taking action against illegal hotels
unless their permit has been obtained.

Workshop on reducing
housing loan rejection rate

A WORKSHOP between the banks and Penang state govern-
ment will be arranged to find ways to narrow the gap between
the total of housing loan applicants and its rejection rate.

Exco member for Town and Country Planning and Hous-
ing Jagdeep Singh Deo held a press conference on Nov 4 in
Komtar to address this matter.

Jagdeep had on Nov 2 met Bank Negara Malaysia’s as-
sistant governor Abu Hassan Alshari Yahaya to discuss the
request to consider introducing more flexible loan packages
for applicants for low-cost housing, low-medium cost hous-
ing and affordable housing.

“It was overall a positive meet-up for both sides. Hon-
estly I would be happy to be able to reduce loan rejection
rates by 10 to 20%,” said Jagdeep at the recent press confer-
ence.

Also brought up in the meeting were suggestions to re-
introduce the Developer Interest Bearing Scheme (DIBS)
especially for first-time affordable home buyers and the
Shared Ownership Scheme (SOS) which is a programme by
the state government.

Bank Negara Malaysia welcomed the SOS suggestion
and stated that it will consider the applicants with this
scheme differently seeing how the state government will be
responsible for a part of the loan.

After the meeting, it was agreed by both sides that al-
though the loan approval criteria must be strictly complied
with, there was still room for cooperation between the state
government and the central bank to reduce the housing loan
rejection rate.

Jagdeep hoped the workshop can be held as early as
December.

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Hotel operators to
comply with the law

IT is not all gloomy tales for
hotel operators in Penang espe-
cially for the licensed ones with-
in the heritage enclave of George
Town which can still make a
profit.

This was proven when exco
member for Local Government,
Traffic Management and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow held
a press conference at the Spices
Hotel located at Lorong Lumut
on Nov 4.

Over the past weeks, enforce-
ment action had been taken by
officers of the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) on illegal hotels
around George Town and the
message sent by the authorities
was clear - operators of hotels
need to follow the due process of
the law and that licences must be
obtained prior to the opening and
running of such businesses.

Speaking to members of the
press, Chow, who was accompa-
nied by MBPP director of Build-
ing Department Yew Tung Seang
and MBPP senior environment
health officer Goh Eng Chun,
related the story of how Spices
Hotel came into being.

“The purpose we are here to-
day is to share the story that ob-
taining a proper licence to run a
hotel can be done though it can

be tedious. All rules can be com-
plied with if one works hard at
it,” Chow said.

“Another requirement which
the MBPP considers is the pro-
vision of car parks. At one time,
the rules were stringent that car
parks must be provided or else
the plan would be rejected.
Now in lieu of the physical
provision of car parks, the
council accepts a contribution
of RM25,000 for each required
car park,” he added.

Also present was the proprie-
tor of Spices Hotel, Michael Ong
Chin Keong, who shared his
story of how he painstakingly
step by step made physical
changes to the building and the
paperwork involved to start his
business.

“The four pre-war houses
which now form Spices Hotel
were acquired in late 2011. The
owner at the time wanted to con-
vert these buildings into a swift-
let house. Being a trained archi-
tect myself, I am passionate of
these buildings though they were
in a dilapidated state. I quickly
submitted plans to restore the
buildings to the relevant authori-
ties. And today, we have the
eight-room boutique hotel,” Ong
said.

Risky alternative for Elsiedale folk

RESIDENTS of El-
siedale Estate are at
the risk of being
trapped in their own
housing area.

The problem began
when the landowner Ko
sold the front piece of
the land to a devel-
oper, Jiran Bina Sdn
Bhd.

Families from 64
houses on the outer
part of Elsiedale Es-
tate moved out in Sep-
tember after the land
sale.

There is only one
road that leads in and out of Elsiedale Estate and
it connects to Jalan Evergreen 5.

The developer is now beginning to do ground
works on the cleared land and this includes the
need to seal off the construction site which in-
cludes cutting off the one and only road that
leads in and out of Elsiedale Estate.

The developer built a make-shift, temporary
alternative road for the remaining residents of
some 50 houses in the back part of the estate.

This temporary road is currently the only
available road for the residents to access and
they will have to use this road for the next three
years while construction is ongoing.

Pulau Tikus assemblymember Yap Soo Huey
held a press conference on Oct 31 in Elsiedale
Estate to address the issue.

“The alternative road is very dark at night,
steep, dusty, and overall very dangerous for the
residents to use. I strongly urge the Penang Is-
land City Council (MBPP) to not allow any
construction work to begin until this problem is
solved,” Yap said.
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The map of the alternative road given to the residents by the developer.

The estate residents range from young chil-
dren to elderly folk as old as 85.

School buses cannot use the alternative road
because it is too dangerous and narrow, hence
students now have to walk out to reach the bus
stops.

It was only 300 metres via the old road to
reach the bus stops and market.

With the alternative road it is 1.2km to the
nearest bus stop and 1.4 km to the market.

Chan Fee Hing, 75, said she has stayed in the
estate since 1972 and this is one of the most
inconvenient arrangements made especially for
the elderly.

“It is very scary, dangerous, dark and far if I
have to repeatedly go on the new road just to go
to school every day,” said Chan Tze Kye, nine.

Yap also urged the developer to come up with
a better solution rather than this hasty temporary
route.

Elsiedale Estate is a community of more than
100 houses located behind Taman Evergreen,
which is next to the Mt. Erskine market.

“LOL Bazaar is BP’s third
public health awareness bazaar
project for this year, and is part
of BP’s corporate social re-

sponsibility. Next we intend to
host in Ipoh and Skudai, Johor.

“BP has acquired a six-sto-
rey building in Muar and a
hospital in Batu Pahat as part

of its expansion project,” Beh
said.

Meanwhile, Dr Afif said
BP’s newly extended centre in
Penang will bring greater ben-
efits to the community in this
area especially in terms of bet-
ter and more accessible health
facilities.

“With this new outlet, folks
in this area can now get impor-
tant health screening services
with the full range of choices
for their diagnostic healthcare
needs.

“I am very glad to see such
businesses setting up to serve
local communities. This shows
that BP is caring for the health
of local communities in Pen-
ang,” he added.

Penang has potential to be medical city

THE medical devices industry
is one of the targeted develop-
ment areas for the country, with
nearly half of the Health care
Entry Points (EPPs) identified
for medical device under the
Economic Transformation Pro-
gramme (ETP).

Out of the eight Entry Point
Projects related to medical de-
vices, six are led by medical
devices companies in Penang,
namely Mediven, Vigilenz,
Karl Muller Scientific, Straits
Orthopaedic, Sima Medical,
UWC Group and Toshiba Med-
ical.

“In fact, the medical device
market growth at the compound
annual growth rate (CAGR) of
9.5% from year 2008 to 2013
has shown that it is an industry
with great promise to drive the
transformation of our economy
and strengthen the health care
