MALICIOUS! That’s how
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
described a photo that looked
like a screenshot of his Twitter
account.

The photo of the fake tweet
reads : “Larangan pembesar
suara di Masjid & Surau dlm.
P.Pinang muktamad. Mereka
yang tak setuju tak layak tinggal
dalam negeri ini. Sila keluar!”

However, it is actually a doc-
tored photo as neither Lim’s
Twitter account nor Facebook
page had the update.

Penang Mufti Datuk Dr Wan
Salim Mohd Noor had on Oct 1
clarfied that the state’s fatwa
committee did not issue such a
fatwa to ban the use of loud-

speakers for the azan.

Instead, the matter was on the
use of loudspeakers in mosques
and suraus for other pro-
grammes.

This was done after receiving
10 complaints, including from
the Muslim community.

This led Wong Hon Wai,
political secretary to the Chief
Minister,and Seri Delima as-
semblymember RSN Rayer to
lodge a report at the Jalan Pa-
tani police station on Oct 3.

Wong who met reporters at
the police station said: “A photo
of a fake tweet message dated
Oct 1 @5.18pm had been spread
online. The photo of the fake
tweet used the handle of Twitter
account with @cmlimguaneng.”

“The Chief Minister did not

make the tweet and we believe
this is done with evil intent to
damage his name and cause
disharmony. I urge the police to
investigate this,” Wong said.
On Oct 6, the police, led by

investigating officer ASP Ja-
maluddin Ismail, had taken a
statement from the Chief Min-
ister at his office in Komtar.
“The tweet is fake. I did not
publish it. The fake photo is

done with malicious intent to
cause hatred towards me, be-
tween the races and religions
and cause chaos in Penang. After
I 'had clarified, the rakyat under-
stand. I hope Bukit Aman will
carry out an investigation,” Lim
said.

“As in previous cases, no ac-
tion has been taken so far. This
almost seems like a performance
and seems to waste the police
and my time. It is important to
solve the problem so that we can
build harmony and respect
amongst the races. At the same
time, it is as if when it comes to
BN leaders, quick action will be
taken against the perpetrators.
However, if it involves us (the
Pakatan Harapan leaders), ac-
tion seems slow.”

Illegal hotels take note

EXCO for Local Gov-
ernment, Traffic Man-
agement and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon
Yeow said the Penang
Island City Council
(MBPP) has identified
22 new unlicensed ho-
tels on the island.

MBPP will clamp
down on these hotel
operators from Oct 5.

“For a start, we will
haul up new illegal ho-
tel operators,” Chow
said, adding that the
next step would be
against the old unli-
censed hotels number-
ing about 29.

“The third and fourth
stages, to begin in No-
vember, 2016, will be
against operators who
fail to submit their building plans and those
whose building plans had been after reject-
ed,” he said.

Chow added that hotels with temporary
licences could renew them for another year.

“Hotels, motels and hostels with tempo-
rarily licences must submit their building
plans by Oct 31 for renewal of their licence
at the old rate, failing which they have to
pay triple,” Chow told a press conference in
Komtar on Oct 2.

He added that regulation was necessary
as any untoward incidents at the unlicensed
hotels could jeopardise Penang’s position as

an international tourist attraction.

Last year, the state government decided
to issue temporarily licences in business
areas at RM2,400 for hotels and RM1,200
for hostels and motels, to control the mush-
rooming of unlicensed hotels.

Meanwhile, MBPP building director Yew
Tung Seang said hotel operators who
flouted the rules would be subjected to the
Town and Country Planning Act, the Street,
Drainage and Building Act and also the
Licensing Act.

STATE Health exco Dr Afif Bahardin was
visibly angry when asked at a press con-
ference on Sept 30 if puppies were
strangled and gunshots were heard in the
culling process due to the rabies outbreak.

“This is utter nonsense,” Dr Afif re-
plied.

“There is no such thing happening here
in Penang. Our target is to stop rabies
from spreading and become endemic in
Malaysia. We cannot afford to allow ra-
bies to be back,” he added.

“Culling is only one part of the process
to stop rabies. The main part is vaccina-
tion. Due to the surge in demand and
shortage of supplies of vaccines, we are
urging pet owners to keep their pets on a
leash. At the same time, we are also or-
ganising talks and briefings to educate the
health workers, local councils, JKKK and
members of the public on rabies preven-
tion.

“So far we have held over 200 such
briefings and talks. We hope more NGOs
will come forward and help,” Dr Afif said.

Echoing Afif, Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng also urged animal activists to
come forward with trained manpower to
help in the battle to contain rabies.

“At the moment, government resourc-
es are stretched and we can only do so

much. NGOs which are interested to help
may contact Lim Li Lian who is 4PAWS
secretary. Let’s offer rational action and
not irrational emotions,” Lim said.

“We are using very humane methods
in the culling. Our programme is much
slower than other states as we use tran-
quilisers before a jab. We do not shoot.
Moreover, the process is carried out by
government workers and not paid con-
tractors. This is unlike the previous ad-
ministration where dogs were killed at
RMS8O0 each,” Lim said.

Lim was referring to the previous Ba-
risan Nasional government administra-
tion where records show that 6,054 dogs
were shot and put to sleep by private
companies engaged and paid by the local
councils.

The councils had to fork out
RM484,320 for the exercise.

“I regret that people have continued to
spread lies such as I eat dog meat and
make dealings with dogs. To these people
who cannot accept the facts being pre-
sented, I have nothing more to say. My
duty is to protect the families bitten by
rabid dogs and the priority is the public
health,” Lim said.

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Cleaner water with better amenities

RESIDENTS of Wisma Taman Saibee at Jalan P.
Ramlee have every reason to rejoice when state exco
member for Town & Country Planning and Housing
Jagdeep Singh Deo responded to their needs by
supplying them with five new water tanks as well
as new PVC piping as part of efforts to alleviate
their difficulty of having clean water.

Jagdeep, who visited Taman Saibee on Sept 12
to view the newly installed amenities, was given a
warm reception by the residents.

He also spoke to members of the press regarding
the expenses incurred and how the state government
will continue to fork out money to meet the urgent
needs of the people.

“The cost of supplying the five water tanks was
met through the 80-20 maintenance funds formula.
The state government has given 80%, I as the ADUN
for the area gave 10% and the residents came up
with the remaining 10%. The total cost of this pro-
ject is RM38,920,” Jagdeep said.

“For many years, the residents here had to put up
with low water pressure because the previous
metal pipes became narrow due to rust and the wa-
ter wasn’t very clean too. Now we’ve changed all
the piping to PVC ones and we’ll continue to work
with the management committee to bring improve-
ments to the two blocks here,” he added.

On a separate matter, Jagdeep also revealed that
he had raised the issue of the 1Malaysia Housing
Fund (TP1M) for the second time in a letter dated
Sept 11 that was addressed to the director of Imple-
mentation Coordination Unit (ICU) in the Prime
Minister’s Department.

Copies of the letter were distributed to the press.

In the letter, Jagdeep stated his concerns over the
existence of TP1M which was not mentioned at all
in the 11th Malaysia Plan.

Records show that a total of 118 applications for
the funds to upgrade and maintain low cost and low
medium cost housing projects in Penang have yet
to be approved.

The total cost for these projects is estimated to
be in the region of RM28 million.

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Jagdeep also elaborated on the importance of the
federal government to make a stand on this issue so
as to enable the state to decide on its next move in
meeting the housing needs of the people.

“Government agencies need to reply letters they
receive, especially government-to-government cor-
respondence. Efficiency is at stake here. Answer
them instead of just leaving them just like that.
Otherwise, what’s the point of writing letters?” he
asked.

Funding for non-Muslim places of worship

NON-Muslim places of worship in Penang
will now be entitled to special funding by the
state government to improve their infrastruc-
ture, with the maximum allocation under this
fund for each applicant is RM20,000.

This was revealed by exco member for
Town & Country Planning and Housing
Jagdeep Singh Deo at a press conference on
Sept 22.

Jagdeep also elaborated on the application
mechanism, the criteria to be met by the re-
ligious organisation as well as the existing
balance of the funds ready to be disbursed to
successful applicants.

“For the time being, the funds for non-
Muslim houses of worship (RIBI) is placed
under the management of the two local coun-
cils, namely the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and the Seberang Perai Municipal
Council (MPSP). The accumulated amount
as of March 31 this year is RM 1,391,957 for
MBPP while MPSP has RM4,231,032.50,”
he said.

“The RIBI coordination committee is
tasked with coordinating and assessing the
applications received by the local councils
while the state financial department monitors
the account in which these funds are kept.
MBPP and MPSP will act as the technical
agency and provide the technical feedback
on the feasibility of the proposed new infra-
structure,” he added.

The funds for RIBI which the state govern-
ment is now disbursing are collected from
developers in lieu of places of worship which
they are required to provide under council
laws.

“The rates that developers are required to
contribute if they are unable to come up with
specific plots of land for RIBI purposes
depend on the zones and area map value that
is determined by the local council. Each
application for exemption to allocate RIBI
land must be referred to the One Stop Cen-
tre (OSC) of the local council,” added
Jagdeep.

Criteria which must be fulfilled by an applicant:-

1. A formal application letter to the RIBI coordinating
committee.

2. Feedback from the assemblymember or Member of
Parliament of the applicant’s area.

3. Certificate of Registration of the religious organization
issued by ROS.

4. List of committee members of the religious organization
5. Letter of Consent from the landowner and committee
members

6. Details of application including the status of the land
ownership

7. The specifications of the renovation to the existing
infrastructure

8. Feedback from local councils, Land and District office
and the Office of Lands and Mines Penang.

9. Three (3) quotations for the proposed renovation or
work to be done.

10.Any criteria which would be considered from time to
time.

me that recently Kuantan Road floods easily
despite a mere drizzle. I have personally written
to the MBPP to monitor the situation here and
the council has identified the root cause of this
problem. MBPP has also conveyed this to the
complainant in a letter dated Sept 3,” Jagdeep
told members of the media.

According to the letter, Kuantan Road is situ-
ated in a low lying area and a back flow effect
occurs during high tide at Sungai Pinang.

As a result, the water flows inwards instead
of towards the sea and floods the area as the
drainage system at Kuantan Road is ill-equipped
to cope with this.

To rectify this problem, the MBPP had put
forward a condition to the developer of the state’s
affordable housing project at Jalan S.P. Chelliah,

Zubicon Sdn Bhd, to upgrade the existing drain-
age system that borders Kuantan Road as well
as enlarge the existing monsoon drain to a width
of 3m.

The widening work is currently being under-
taken by the said developer.

Also present during Jagdeep’s inspection
visit were the complainant Tan Tean Cheng,
Kuantan Road Traders Market Association
president Khoo Saw Ean and her committee
members Tay Seng Hock and Tan Chim Poh and
Zubicon represented by its project planner Lim
Bee Kee.

“I have also instructed MBPP to clean the
drains as we can see the water does not seem to
be flowing. Apart from contributing to floods,
this is also a dengue hazard,” added Jagdeep.

Housing made easier for ‘Talents & Skill’

THE state government has made it a prior-
ity for the provision of low-cost, low
medium-cost and affordable housing for
Penangites.

Towards this end, the Selection Process
Enhancement Committee (SPEC) was set
up to oversee the entire mechanism of
selection and make recommendations as
to how to enhance its efficiency and ensure
only the deserving applicant is allocated
such a unit.

“In this matter, in particular with re-
gards to the criterion involved in the selec-
tion process, investPenang has recently
proposed to SPEC that a certain percentage
be allocated to ‘talents and skill’, so that
these ‘talents and skill” who are gainfully
employed in Penang are contributing to
the economy of the state, and at the same
time enjoy home ownership in Penang, can
be retained here,” exco for Housing and
Town & Country Planning Jagdeep Sing
Deo told a press conference in Komtar on
Sept 29 with investPenang general man-
ager Loo Lee Lian and executive council-
lors Phee Boon Poh and Dr Afif Bahardin.

Also present were representatives from
Real Estate and Housing Developers’ As-
sociation , Penang Chinese Chamber of
Commerce and Malaysia Institute of Ac-
countants (Penang branch).

Meanwhile, Loo said in making the
proposal, investPenang referred to a sur-
vey that it had conducted where it was
forecast that 13,088 new jobs would be
required by the private sector in the fields
of engineering, accountancy and technol-
ogy by 2017.

“For more details on eligibilty for Pen-
ang State’s Priority Affordable Housing
Scheme

for Talent and Skilled Group, visit :
www.erumah.gov.my and www.investpen-
ang.gov.my,” she added.

Jagdeep said it should be noted that
currently, in order to be eligible for such
affordable housing, an applicant has to be
a Penangite, employed in Penang and be
a registered voter in the state.

For those who are not Penangites, they
have to show proof that they have been
residing and working in Penang for the last
five years and also a registered voter in the
state.

“The proposal by investPenang is to
cater for those ‘talents and skill’ defined
as knowledge workers with either a di-
ploma with a minimum two years working
experience or a minimum bachelor degree
recognised by the government.

“They have also proposed that for ‘tal-
ents and skill’ from other states, the mini-
mum five-year work experience in Penang
be waived, and further, that priority is
given to such applicants to affordable
housing units located close to their place
of employment,” he added.

Clearly, the proposal has merits and is
in line with the state government’s aspira-
tions to be an international and intelligent
city.

“We welcome individuals with such
talents and skill to Penang as they will
certainly contribute towards making this
aspiration a reality,” Jagdeep said.

“Further, SPEC has decided not to re-
serve a certain percentage of projects
available to this category, but will con-
sider applications on a case to case basis,
as we will also have to cater to the already
existing applicants on the waiting list,” he
added.

Those who wish to apply for affordable
housing can do so by going through in-
vestPenang (PSDC Building 1, Jalan
Sultan Azlan Shah, Bayan Lepas), who
will then forward the same to SPEC for
consideration.

Total waste segregation by June

IN its efforts to promote a cleaner and
healthier environment, Penang aims to
achieve complete segregation of waste
at source by June 1 next year.

During a workshop from Oct 2 to 4,
various stakeholders including repre-
sentatives from shopping malls, hotels,
factories and joint management bodies
(JMB) of condominiums met officials
from the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) to discuss the matter.

Subsequently, seven clusters have
been identified so far to play a pivotal
role in the implementation of this poli-
cy, namely villages, hardcore poor hous-
ing projects (PPRT), high-rise buildings,
factories, housing estates, shopping
complexes, hotels and food outlets.

The management bodies, local com-
munity leaders and operators of the
mentioned clusters will be tasked to
prepare and manage the recycling bins
in their respective areas in order to seg-
regate the disposed waste and to pro-
mote good recycling habits.

State exco member for Local Govern-
ment, Traffic Management and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow, who at-

“Waste management is a huge chal-
lenge for a developing nation like Ma-
laysia. This is made even worse for
states which have insufficient financial
resources. I am, nevertheless, truly
confident that Penangites will give their
complete support and cooperation to the

state government in this pressing mat-
ter,” Chow said in his speech.

“Penang is one of the smallest states
in Malaysia but the participation of its
people in government policies is among
the highest. Lone Pine, Palazzo, Gold
Coast, Kampung Sungai Jawi, Taman
Pandan, Pangsa Tanjung Indah, Park
View and Sunway Carnival Mall have
successfully implemented their respec-
tive segregation of waste and they form
our pilot project in this matter,” he
added.

Others present during the event were
assemblymembers Yeoh Soon Hin (Paya
Terubong), Soon Lip Chee (Jawi), Teh
Lai Heng (Komtar) and Lee Khai Loon
(Machang Bubuk), Solid Waste Man-
agement unit head Oon Lai Kuan and
the principal assistant secretary of the
Local Council Division (Penang State
Secretariat) K. Vishanthini.

According to figures released by the
local council, an average of 1,800 tons
of garbage is produced daily which
comes to around 1.1 kg of waste pro-
duced by each Penangite in a single day.

This figure is in line with global
standards of waste production per per-
son per day. Penang has a population of
1.6 million people.

PENANG Green Council
has developed a mobile
application called Trash-
2Treasure in efforts to
move towards a zero waste
society.

Since Sept 1, the fed-
eral government has im-
plemented the mandatory
waste segregation at
source in six states and
two Federal Territories but
due to lack of publicity
and information on the
new policy, many people
are still unaware of the
mechanism.

The state government
will ensure that the people
are well-informed and
embrace the waste segre-
gation at source policy in
June 2016.

“In our quest to make
Penang the first green
state of Malaysia, Penang
is the first to ban free plas-
tic bags at shopping cen-
tres, ban polystyrene food

containers and achieve the
highest recycling rate of
32% in 2014. Penang is
hoping to achieve the in-
ternational standard of
40% recycling rate by
2020.” said Chief Minister
Lim Guan Eng who was at
the press conference for
the “Trash2Treasure Mo-
bile Application Launch-
ing” on Sept 22.

Penang residents can
find locations of recycling
centres with ease through
this new mobile app. They
can also find new owners
or buyers for used items
through a core function
“Trade In Your Ex”.

Penang solely relies on
private initiatives to divert
waste from the only land-
fill in the state in Pulau
Burung.

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COMBI ‘report card’ to fight dengue

THE state government views
the dengue menace seriously
and has raised the stakes in
combating it by adopting
various measures.

One of them is the COMBI
approach pioneered by the
COMBI committee of Kam-
pung Titi Teras in Balik Pulau.

COMBI stands for “Com-
munication for Behavioural
Impact” and was specially
introduced by the World
Health Organisation (WHO)
in 2001 as a strategic measure
against dengue.

At a press conference on
Oct 1 chaired by state exco
member for Agriculture
&Agro-Based Industry, Rural Develop-
ment and Health Dr. Afif Bahardin,
details of the COMBI approach that
included its grading system, implemen-
tation and participation were disclosed
to members of the media.

“This COMBI approach which we are
now adopting serves to move the various
community sectors as a whole to combat
dengue. It inculcates a sense of com-
munal responsibility and it helps to af-
fect the attitudes, behaviour and social
norms in acommunity against acommon
threat. As of August 2015, there were
altogether 120 COMBI committees
throughout Penang,” Dr. Afif said.

According to the COMBI grading
system and methods of its implementa-
tion, volunteers in Kampung Titi Teras
would make periodical visits to various
homes each week and grade them from
A to E which commensurate with the
level of cleanliness inside the house and

its surroundings.

These grades will then be analysed to
determine the status of the monthly
dengue cases in that particular village.

“The efficacy of this approach de-
pends very much on peer pressure be-
tween neighbours as a push factor to
maintain the level of cleanliness in one’s
home to get rid of breeding spots for
aedes mosquitoes.

“It encourages members of the com-
munity to look after the condition of their
homes and COMBI volunteers get to do
their work easily as they are used to the
systematic inspection of homes,” added
Dr. Afif.

In view of the simple and efficient yet
economically expedient method of
COMBI in combating dengue, a road-
show on this strategic approach will be
held from Oct 3 to cover all five districts
in Penang under the auspices of Dr Afif’s
office.

This very first Penang Hanwang
Forum, furthermore, aimed to hold dia-
logues so as to share knowledge and
experience and harness ideas to estab-
lish regional and sub-regional coopera-
tion among Asean countries on sustain-
able development in creating and
achieving mutual economic and social
benefits of “One Belt, One Road” with
Penang as the focal point.

In addition, it was intended that the
forum would raise awareness on the
importance of establishing a framework
and cooperation in development of

sustainable cities (eco-cities) along
“One Belt, One Road” with Penang as
a model.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, in his
speech at the forum, shed light on sev-
eral characteristics which are of utmost
importance in today’s global economy,
China’s undisputed economic impor-
tance in the region and the roles South-
east Asian nations like Malaysia can
play in the current economic trend.

“This construction of the Silk Road
Economic Belt has several defining
characteristics. The first is win-win
cooperation. It is based on the principles

of co-commerce, co-building and shar-
ing and is dedicated to establishing a
community with shared interests, re-
sponsibilities and destiny.

“The second characteristic is its
openness and inclusiveness. China’s
plans will be coordinated with the stra-
tegic development of involved nations
and integrated with various industries
to balance the concerns, interests and
benefits of all,” Lim said.

“The third characteristic is that it is
a positive and pragmatic strategy, pri-
oritising the promotion of infrastruc-
tural interconnectivity and cooperation

in the areas of trade, industry, energy,
finance, culture and the environment in
order to gradually build up a pattern of
large-scale regional cooperation,” he
added.

“The fourth characteristic is its flex-
ibility and efficiency. Multiple coopera-
tion models will be explored by taking
into account conditions in different
nations. The idea of the joint construc-
tion of a Silk Road Economic Belt fits
the development needs of the countries
involved, including Southeast Asia,” he
noted.

Also present at the event were Paya
Terubong assemblymember Yeoh Soon
Hin who’s also the organising chairman
for the forum, exco member for Welfare,
Caring Society and Environment Phee
Boon Poh, Chinese Consul-General Wu
Jun, Foreign Minister of Nepal Mahen-
dra Bahadur Pandey, ambassadors and
high commissioners and heads of de-
partment from various government
agencies.

The name Hanwang Forum was
based on the the town of Hanwang, one
of the three state-level earthquake me-
morial sites of the 2008 Sichuan earth-
quake. Interestingly, the bell tower in
Hanwang Township in Deyang Sichuan
Province froze forever on all four of its
sides at 2.28pm on May 12,2008, mark-
ing the tragic moment when the earth-
quake struck.
