EXCO member Dr  Afif Bahardin 
lodged a report on April 7 with the Ma-
laysian Anti-Corruption Commission 
(MACC) for the anti-graft body to in-
vestigate the Perda land scandal.

 Afif together with exco member 
Datuk Abdul Malik Kassim and political 
secretary to the Chief Minister, Wong 
Hon Wai, held a press conference out-
side the MACC building in Jalan Sultan 
Ahmad Shah.  

“I urge Prime Minister Datuk Seri 
Najib Abdul Razak to intervene in this 
land scandal by Perda,” Afif said.

On April 1, Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng made a shocking expose when he 
raised questionable acts committed by 
federal agency Perda in which land for 
the purpose of building affordable 
homes was sold to a buyer who submit-
ted plans for building 27 shoplots in-
stead.  Extending an invitation to Perda 
chairman Datuk Shabudin Yahaya to 
have a coffee session on April 3, Lim 
hoped Shabudin would oblige so as to 
clear the air over an issue of public inter-
est.  

Shabudin, not surprisingly, did not 
turn up.   

The Perda land scandal involved the 
sale of a piece of land measuring 8.5 
acre.  

It was discovered that Perda had sold 
the land to SYT Prestige Sdn Bhd on 
July 28, 2015 at a mere RM1.4 million 
- a fraction of 8.6 % of the real market 
value of RM16.6 million. 

  Realising the seriousness of the is-

sue, the exco meeting on April 6 de-
cided that Afif shall be entrusted to lodge 
a report with the Malaysian Anti-Cor-
ruption Commission (MACC).

 “We have asked Perda but no an-
swers were given why there is a huge 
difference of RM15.2 million. This is 
the rakyat’s money. The land is the 
rakyat’s land. They cannot evade these 
questions. Was there an open tender 
when the land was sold?” Lim asked at 
a press conference on April 6.  “The 
exco members have decided that this is 
a very serious issue involving public 
interest. The land belongs to the poor. 
Yet, there was no plan to build housing 
for the poor. Instead, only shophouses 
will be built. So, we want the MACC to 
investigate and the exco members have 
appointed Dr. Afif to lodge the report,” 
Lim added.

In the face of the actual Perda land 
scandal, the opposition and mainstream 
media tried to bring in various issues to 

divert attention.  
On April 3, exco member Jagdeep 

Singh had responded to an article in 
Mingguan Malaysia relating to the Chief 
Minister ’s wife, Betty Chew Gek 
Cheng. 

Jagdeep clarified on conveyance mat-
ters related to Lim’s Jalan Pinhorn 
bungalow.  ”It is very clear that certain 
(opposition) parties are going on a witch 
hunt and trying to intimidate the CM’s 
wife,” Jagdeep said.

  ”There is nothing wrong for a so-
licitor to act on behalf of her spouse. In 
fact, Betty did not attest but her col-
league did. She is not a partner of the 
firm but only a legal assistant. It should 
also be pointed out that the loan was 
made by a third party. The solicitor was 

appointed by Citibank. Betty only vetted 
through the documents but did not at-
test,” Jagdeep clarified.

As if that is not confusing enough, 
another wild allegation involved the 
seller of the house to the Chief Minister. 

The opposition’s youth wing, Umno 
Youth, alleged that Phang Li Koon, the 
seller, has business connections with the 
Penang state government. 

Exco member Chow Kon Yeow de-
bunked the claims. 

He pointed out that the company 
Magnificent Emblem Sdn Bhd had sub-
mitted plans to the Penang Island City 
Council (MBPP) on June 2, 2015 but 
was rejected by MBPP on Dec 1, 2015.

The proposed alignment of the 
Bayan Lepas LRT serves the 
heavier travel demand corridor 
in the eastern or Bayan Lepas belt 
– from Komtar all the way to the 
Penang International Airport. 
The LRT system is most suitable 
to cater for future increases in 
travel demand from:

Expansion of the Penang In-
ternational Airport from 6.5 mil-

lion passengers per annum to 
potentially 20 million passengers 
per annum;

Expansion of the Bayan Lepas 
industrial zone; and

The developments in the 
southern coast reclaimed islands.

The LRT is also recommended 
based on its superior perfor-
mance with respect to its long-
term practicality for the required 
long route length, ridership de-
mand and better operational 
performance.

In terms of integration, the line 
will integrate with the Sky Cab 
line across the Malacca Straits at 
the Sky Cab Station, as well as 
with the George Town-Butter-
worth LRT line at The Light 
Station.

The rail line also integrates 
with other forms of public 
transport services such as the 
inter-city buses at the Sg Nibo-
ng Express Bus Terminal and 
commercial  aviation at  the 
Penang International Airport.

Game changer to make Penang soar

A HISTORIC milestone for Penang.
That was how exco member for Lo-

cal Government, Traffic Management 
and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow 
described the launch of the Penang 
Transport Master Plan (TMP) website 
and also the state’s handover of the 
proposed Bayan Lepas to Komtar light 
rail transit (LRT) line plan to the Land 
Public Transport Commission (SPAD) 
for approval.

The simple ceremony was held in 
Komtar on April 1 and witnessed by 
exco members, State Secretary Datuk 
Seri Farizan Darus and companies’ 
representatives from the delivery part-

ners SRS Consortium Sdn Bhd, Con-
sortium Zenith BUCG Sdn Bhd and 
Malaysian Resource Corporation 
Berhad (MRCB).

“Dato’ Seri Farizan Darus had sub-
mitted to SPAD the Bayan Lepas-
Komtar alignment on March 29. The 
Bayan Lepas LRT is the first line of 
the rail network proposed under the 
Penang TMP. It will be the backbone 
of the rail-based public transport in 
Penang,” Chow said.

“The implementation of the Bayan 
Lepas LRT is expected to contribute 
significantly to achieve the targeted 
40% public transport mode share by 
2030 in this region in line with the 
objectives of the Penang TMP,” he 

added.
The Bayan Lepas LRT alignment 

starts from Komtar in the north of the 
island, passes through Jelutong, Gelu-
gor, Bayan Baru, Bayan Lepas and the 
Penang International Airport before 
ending at the proposed Penang South 
Reclamation (PSR) development.

“The TMP is a game changer that 
will make Penang soar,” Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng said.

“The implementation of the Bayan 
Lepas LRT demonstrates the Penang 
state government’s commitment to 
provide better public transportation 
services for the people, uplifting the 
standard of living among the citizens 
and turning Penang into a choice des-

tination for investment and com-
merce,” he added.

Lim then launched the website at 
pgmasterplan.penang.gov.my which 
was set up by the in-house team of the 
Local Government Department, the 
Information Technology Department 
and Corporate Communications De-
partment.

Public feedback can be channelled 
to the state government through the 
website or email to pgmasterplan@
penang.gov.my.  

Every feedback, query or proposal 
will be noted by the state government 
to ensure that the holistic 50-year plan 
can be carried out successfully and 
efficiently.  

Proposed Bayan Lepas LRT line 
awaiting approval “This does not mean that she has any business con-

nection with the state. For example, if my passport 
expires and I need to apply for a new one, it doesn’t  
mean I have any business connection with the Prime 
Minister or the country,” Chow said.

To add further to what are obviously far-fetched 
claims, a purported cashier order has been shared online 
with claims that the Penang state government refused 
to accept money from Gerakan who claimed to offer 
to purchase the Taman Manggis land at RM22.1 mil-
lion.  In 2012, Gerakan had expressed an intention to 
purchase the land at RM22.1mllion and paid the 1% in 
cash. 

“They came with the cash and a counting machine 
and banked in to Maybank. We gave them a month to 
complete the purchase, i.e. Dec 5, 2012. They asked 
for a Sale & Purchase agreement. Gerakan, being the 
former state administration, should know that land 
transactions with the state do not require the S&P. 
Instead the title will be issued,” Chow said.  Chow also 
pointed out that the purported cashier order for the 
balance payment was issued on Nov 2, 2012 which is 
even before the date given by the state. 

The payment was made to a company which is not 
even a state agency, i.e. Taman Manggis Fasa 2 Sdn 
Bhd.  “If really the money has been deposited, why 
didn’t they pay the Penang state to alienate the land? 
Where is the money? Where is this company (Taman 
Manggis Fasa 2 Sdn Bhd). I hope Gerakan can recall 
this?” Chow said.  

“I hope Teng Chang Yeow can answer this.”
Chow also questioned where Gerakan obtained the 

value of the Taman Manggis land at RM22.4 million 
or RM450/sq.ft when the State Valuation Department 
gave a value of RM8.5million - and that was already 
based on commercial prices. 

So Chow asked how Gerakan derived the value when 
they expressed that their intention was to build public 
housing (which will place the land value even lower).

Questions need to be answered but Shabudin did not 
turn up for coffee with the Chief Minister to explain.

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A FATHER and son Malaysian team will 
embark on a 14,000km journey from 
Beijing to Paris to help raise funds for 
needy children in Mongolia.

THE state’s opposition Barisan Na-
sional has been challenged to deny it 
made a proposal to use a portion of the 
land in Taman Manggis for a mixed 
project of shophouses and government 
quarters and not the People’s Housing 
Project (PPR).

Exco member for Housing and 
Town & Country Planning Jagdeep 
Singh said a memorandum dated July 
1, 2003, from the then Housing and 
Local Government director to the 
Penang state secretary stated that there 
was a proposal to build an additional 
14-storey block with 160 PPR units on 
the balance of a 1.251 acre of land in 
Taman Manggis.

“I would like to dare Penang Ba-
risan Nasional to deny the fact that 
after the memo was issued; then in 
2005, the Penang government at that 

time suggested that the balance of the 
land be used for a mixed development 
project of shophouses and government 
quarters,” Jagdeep said at a press con-
ference on March 26.

“It was also suggested that the mixed 

project on the said land be given to a 
private developer for development.

“Checks carried out showed that 
these were facts that happened after 
the memorandum, which is known by 
all in the Penang state government at 

that time, including those in high of-
fice,” he added.

Jagdeep said from records of the 
previous state government, it had just 
built a total of 4,335 low cost and 769 
medium cost houses from 2001 to 
2007, compared to the present state 
government which has built a total of 
8,092 low cost and 8,107 units medi-
um cost houses from 2008 till 2015.

“The Penang state government has 
also identified a 11-acre site in Jalan 
SP Chelliah to build affordable hous-
ing, which comprise 770 units of low-
cost and 1,323 affordable units.

“This is in conjunction with the 
decision made as the 1.251 acre of 
land in Taman Manggis is too small 
for a housing project, which requires 
a minimum of two acres,”  he said.

Also present were exco member for 
Local Government, Traffic Control 
and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon 
Yeow.

THE Penang DAP on March 
25 announced its unanimous 
decision to stand firmly be-
hind the party’s embattled 
secretary-general and Chief 
Minis ter  Lim Guan Eng, 
whose purchase of his house 
at Jalan Pinhorn last year, 
became fodder for political 
and character assassination 
attempts.

Making the announcement 
at the party’s headquarters, 
the state DAP committee led 
by its chairman Chow Kon 
Yeow, turned out in full force 
and reiterated their undivided 
commitment and complete 
confidence in Lim’s contin-
ued leadership of the state 

government and the party 
despite Barisan Nasional’s 
(BN) efforts to undermine 
him.

“The mere existence and 
struggle of DAP in its beliefs 
for the past 50 years speak 
volumes for the party’s integ-
rity and that of Saudara Lim 
Guan Eng who’s also Penang 
chief minister. After much 
deliberation over the facts and 
legal issues in this house pur-
chase and Taman Manggis 
land issue, we have come to 
the decision that this whole 
episode is nothing short of 
attempts of victimisation and 
political persecution against 
Saudara Lim,” Chow, who is 
also state exco for Local Gov-
ernment, Traffic Management 
and Flood Mitigation, said.

“The need for Saudara Lim 

to go on leave from his offi-
cial duties as chief minister 
pending investigations does 
not arise as this whole con-
certed tirade of political and 
character assassination are 
mere efforts by BN to under-
mine the state government of 
Penang, its chief minister and 
the DAP in Penang,” added 
Chow. 

Also present was the par-
ty’s legal bureau chairman 
Gobind Singh who confirmed 
to the press that the Malaysian 
Anti-Corruption Commission 
had contacted him in the 
morning.

“They said they need a few 
more days to facilitate inves-
tigations. They will probably 
call the chief minister next 
week to assist in the investi-
gations,” he said.

State DAP 
firmly behind CM

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng has expressed 
his sadness over the recent arrest and remand 
order issued on Pandan MP Rafizi Ramli.

“We are very sad to see Rafizi in purple 
prison garment. He did not do anything. He was 
merely protecting the rakyat’s money. Yet, he 
was charged. Is this to divert attention from the 
Panama papers? Why were those mentioned in 
the Panama papers not charged nor investigat-
ed?” Lim asked in a press conference in Komtar 
on April 6.  Lim also hit out at Minister in the 
Prime Minister’s Department, Datuk Paul Low.  

“Rafizi should be protected under the Whistle-
blower Act. It looks like the Act is not used. Why 
do you become a minister if the Whistleblower 
Act cannot be applied?” he told Low.

Lim urged Low to resign as a protest as con-
tinuing as a minister shows that the Whistle-
blower Act is a mere decorative item.

Rafizi was remanded for three days until April 
7  to facilitate investigations under the Official 
Secrets Act 1972. 

Rafizi was arrested outside the Parliament 
gates at about 6pm on April 5.

IN this climate of economic uncertain-
ties, Penang has proven resilient and 
still stands well as a preferred invest-
ment destination.

Penang recorded RM8.2 billion in 
investments in 2014, a 110% increase 
compared to RM3.9 billion in 2013. In 
2015, it recorded RM6.7 billion. For the 
seven years period between 2008 – 
2014, Penang recorded an investment 
of RM48.2 billion, a 93% increase 
compared to the previous seven years 
period 2001 to 2007 of RM24.9 billion.

“We are certainly proud that a large 
portion of this foreign direct investment 
(FDI) is from Germany, and this in-
cludes luminaries such as Bosch, 
KMWE, Multitest, Zestron and Osram.

“Atotech’s investment in Penang is 
the latest in a series of FDIs and is a 
direct result of the state government’s 

effort in steering Penang towards be-
coming a highly developed state and 
gearing towards a higher knowledge 
economy,” Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said when officiating the opening 
of the new manufacturing plant of Ato-
tech (Malaysia) Sdn Bhd at Batu Kawan 
on March 11.

Also present were Atotech president 
Reinhard Schneider, director of Malay-
sian Investment Development Author-
ity (MIDA)  Penang, Azhana Mohamed 
Saleh, general manager of Penang De-
velopment Corporation, Datuk Rosli 
Jaafar, Seberang Perai Municipal Coun-
cil president, Datuk Maimunah Sharif, 
executive director of  investPenang, 
Datuk Lee Kah Choon and its general 
manager, Loo Lee Lian.

“This also reflects our policy to move 
up the value chain and diversify from 
manufacturing to becoming a hub for 
Global Business Services and Creative 
Multimedia Content.”

Atotech Malaysia has been present in 
Kuala Lumpur and Penang since 1998. 

This new RM50 million investment 
in Penang will provide employment to 
50 workers compared to the current 36.

The plant will focus on specialty 
chemical production for the entire 
Asean region.

Meanwhile, Reinhard said the state 
government demonstrated  its steadfast 
commitment and efforts to enable in-

vestments from foreign companies 
throughout the process.

“investPenang provided assistance 
and speed in enabling Atotech to acquire 
a suitably sized plot of land of 10,000 
sq metres, which the plant stand on to-
day – after only 10 months of construc-
tion – from the piling to securing the 
certificate of completion and compli-
ance for the legitimate occupation and 
operation of this plant,” he added.

Penang still preferred choice for foreign 
investments

THE careless attitude towards 
drain filters is among the many 
causes of  filthy, smelly and 
clogged drains around the 
Bayan Lepas public market.

Making the situation worse 
is when the innards of slaugh-
tered poultry is believed to be 
thrown directly into the drains. 

Penang Island City Council 
(MBPP) councillor Gan Ay 
Ling found this out when she 
visited the market on March 4. 

Gan was accompanied by 
Pekan Bayan Lepas Village 
Development and Security 
Committee (JKKK) chairman 
Mohd Harani Yusof and MBPP 
maintenance workers.

Mohd Harani proposed that 
the slaughtering of livestock 
not be allowed in the market.

“Many have complained that 
the slaughtering of chickens in 
the Bayan Lepas market had 

resulted in smelly, clogged 
drains in the vicinity.

“We hope the council will 
look into the matter. This is an 

on-off problem that has been 
going on for years,” he said.

Mohd Harani also high-
lighted that Pekan Bayan Lepas 

residents are requesting that 
they be allowed to use a piece 
of land in Lorong Kolam Ikan 
3 belonging to the council for 

community purposes.
 “We also hope to have a 

simple playground there for our 
residents or use it as a place for 
leisure and hope the council 
will consider it,” he said.

Meanwhile, as to the stench 
from the slaughtering of the 
chickens in the market, Gan 
said the Urban Services Depart-
ment will send more personnel 
to clean up the area.

“We will also bring up the 
matter to the health and licens-
ing department to solve the 
problem.

“Those disposing waste 
without following procedure 
will be fine RM250,” she add-
ed.

On the use of the piece of 
land, Gan said there were 
guidelines for vacant land.

“Some of these plots have 
different status, so we need to 
check it. Application for them 
has to be done properly,” she 
added.

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Lim Guan Eng: Penang’s crusading chief minister

LIM Guan Eng, chief minister of 
Malaysia’s northern state of Pen-
ang, is invigorating the local econ-
omy through reforms and may in-
spire the country to set aside its 
protectionism to achieve sustaina-
ble growth.

On Feb. 8, Lim was celebrating 
the Chinese New Year with his sup-
porters in a meeting hall in Penang. 
The hall was surrounded by about 
30 men carrying placards denounc-
ing him. “It is clear they have no 
respect,” Lim said. “If they had an 
issue to protest about, they could 
have done it at any other time.” 

Lim is the only state chief minis-
ter of Chinese descent in Malaysia, 
which maintains a Bumiputera (“son 
of the land”) policy favoring ethnic 
Malays. Moreover, he comes from 
an opposition party.  Eight years 
have passed since he became chief 
minister, and verbal attacks against 
him are still an everyday occurrence.

He has earned a reputation as a 
reformer. He introduced an open 
bidding process for state projects, 
abolishing the practice of awarding 
contracts preferentially to ethnic 
Malays and opening the door to all, 
including foreign and ethnic Chinese 
companies.  

The state government handed over 

the operation of a golf course it 
owns to a Japanese company after 
the project was put out for tender. 
The decision led protesters to storm 
the golf course, but the company that 
won the order was relieved by Lim’s 
words: “To increase foreign visitors, 

foreign companies’ wisdom is need-
ed.” Users of the golf course have 
grown 30% since the Japanese com-
pany took over the operation.

In another reform, he introduced 
performance-based pay for state 
employees, including those doing 
menial street sweeping jobs. “My 
dream is to transform Penang into 
an international and intelligent city. 
To wake up, we must be clean,” Lim 
said. The heaps of garbage littering 
the roadsides disappeared in a year.

Under Lim’s leadership, Penang 
has revived its image, which has 
suffered since the island’s heyday in 
the 19th century, when it flourished 
as a trading port. In the six years 
since he took office, investment in 
the state has doubled. The state has 
become a beacon of hope in Malay-
sia,  which was cri t icized for i ts 
protectionist regulations in the ne-
got ia t ions  for  the  Trans-Pacif ic 
Partnership trade deal.  Penang’s 
economy grew 8% in real terms in 
2014, compared with 6% for the 
whole country.

His father, Lim Kit Siang, is also 
an opposition politician. When Lim 
was eight years old, his father was 
arrested and held for a year and a 
half on suspicion of violating the 
public security law. It was a lonely 

time for Lim Guan Eng. “Who wants 
to befriend a prisoner ’s son?” he 
said. “I grew up quite alone and only 
had one or two close friends. I did a 
lot of reading on my own.”  

At age 25, when he was working 
for a foreign-affiliated bank, Lim’s 
father persuaded him to enter poli-
tics. He was imprisoned twice for 
anti-establishment activities. He got 
sick and almost lost heart, but he 
returned to politics, reflecting that 
“you don’t know how beautiful and 
important freedom is until you lose 
it.”

He is now pondering how to ease 
the island’s traffic congestion. There 
are only two bridges linking Penang 
Island to Peninsular Malaysia, and 
Lim plans to build a tunnel and fund 
it by selling the rights to a reclaimed 
area.

Many emerging countries realize 
growth by imitating developed coun-
t r i e s ’ mode l  o f  r e ly ing  on  low 
wages to grow the economy. They 
then squash competition and turn 
inward when they suffer a slow-
down. But protectionism will never 
lead to new growth. For Asia to 
continue growing through innova-
tions, it will need the courage of 
nonconformists like Lim who open 
the door to the world.

Penang, the only Asian country to make 
it into the list, came in second after 
Coronado, Panama,” Lim added.

“One of the key attributes of Penang’s 
success is good leadership, sound poli-
cies and superior management as well as 
clean governance. We like to think Pen-
ang has the best government in Malay-
sia,” Lim proudly acclaimed.

He also talked about servant leader-
ship and quoted a verse from the Bible 
– “Whoever wants to become great 
among you must be your servant,  and 
whoever wants to be first must be last”.  

“Leadership is not just about manage-
ment techniques. Leadership is shown 
through a person’s character. It deals with 
aspects like integrity, values, principles, 
passion and commitment. As such, lead-
ership comes from within a person,” Lim 
said.

“And so, NEX2016 is a timely event 
for us. It reminds us that there are never 
enough great leaders out there and that 
we should give ourselves, and others the 

opportunity to rise as leaders who can 
make a profound difference to our or-
ganisation and to society. NEX provides 
a platform for both local and interna-
tional experts who have worked tire-
lessly throughout their lives to earn the 

respect and recognition that they so de-
serve today,” he added.

In closing, Lim gave these parting 
words, “These are people with integrity 
and courage with the characteristic of

Conference to nurture, engage and exchange
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CHIEF Minister Lim 
Guan Eng’s presence at 
Taman Lone Pine Resort 
a n d  C o n d o m i n i u m 
marked the launch of the 
pilot  Segregation of 
Waste Project for High-
Rise Residential Build-
ings in Penang. 

The event that took 
place on March 13 was 
also attended by other 
elected representatives 
including exco member 
for Local Government, 
Traffic Management and 
Flood Mitigation Chow 
Kon Yeow, Bukit Gelugor 
MP Ramkarpal Singh and Paya 
Terubong assemblymember 
Yeoh Soon Hin. 

Lim, whose opening remarks 
centred upon the incurred ex-
penses shouldered by the Pen-
ang Island City Council (MBPP) 
in disposing the state’s daily 
accumulated waste, also an-
nounced new measures that will 
be adopted by his administration 
to ensure the success of this lat-
est waste management policy. 

“Each passing day results in 
a total of 1,700 tonnes of rubbish 
collected and disposed at Pen-
ang’s sole disposal site in Pulau 
Burong. A projected decrease in 
this amount is believed to be 
attainable with the implementa-
tion of the segregation of waste 
at source on June 1. 

“MBPP and MPSP (Seberang 
Perai Municipal Council) spend 
almost 40% of their respective 
annual budgets on waste man-
agement every year. And this 
comes to around RM199.3 mil-
lion per year. It is time we work 
towards reducing this incurred 
expenses,” Lim said. 

“Communities that achieve 
excellent results in waste segre-
gation at source will be given 
priority when applications for 
state allocations are made. This 
would be applicable to all as-
semblymen and Village Devel-
opment and Security Commit-
tees (JKKKs) in Penang on June 
1, the official statewide imple-
mentation of waste segregation. 
A key performance index (KPI) 
would be set to measure the 

level of success,” added Lim.
Also present was Penang Is-

land mayor Datuk Patahiyah 
Ismail.

Meanwhile, a day earlier on 
March 12, a similar approach 
but one which aimed at elec-
tronic waste was held at Straits 
Quay Retail Marina.

The event which started the 
two-month campaign lasting 
until May 1 was officiated by 
exco member for Welfare, Car-
ing Society and Environment 
Phee Boon Poh and was also 
attended by representatives from 
other supporters of the initiative, 
including Shan Poornam Sdn 
Bhd, E-Waste Alam Alliance 
Malaysia, Penang Green Coun-
cil and Malaysia Department of 
Environment.

Members of the public are 
encouraged to hand over elec-
tronic discards such as laptops, 
CPUs, cameras, mobile phones, 
household electrical appliances 
and other similar items to the 
Straits Quay Information coun-
ter throughout the campaign 
duration.

“The federal government’s 

commitment to the world com-
munity made in Copanhagen in 
2009 was to reduce our carbon 
footprint by 40% come 2020. I 
salute the people of Penang who 
hear the call of our prime min-
ister. We have achieved 34% 
recycling rate in 2014. We have 
already achieved the national 
target,” Phee said in his speech.

“Penang has achieved an 

average of 32% of recycling 
rate which I am proud to say 
is the highest in the country. 
The state government and 
MBPP have been working 
towards creating a cleaner 
and greener Penang through 
various waste reducing meth-
ods such as the 5R which 
stands for Reduce, Recycle, 
Reuse, Rot, and Refuse,” said

Penfabric was selected as 
the waste segregation at 
source project implementa-
tion site for the factory cate-
gory.

Penfabric is also the first 
factory in Penang to do food 
composition recycling.

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柏达集团未解释低于市价出售土地一事

针对柏达集团在没有公开招标的情
况下出售土地，导致亏损1520万令吉
的丑闻，柏达迄今仍未予以回应；同
时，柏达也还没解释，为何联邦政府
已估价1660万令吉，但柏达却未遵
守？

槟 州 首 长 林 冠 英 指 出 ， 柏 达 是 在
2015年以140万令吉的价格售出高渊
一块8.6英亩的土地，而当时，内陆
税收局对该片土地的估价达1660万令
吉。

“柏达主席拿督沙布丁辩称，联邦
政府作出1660万令吉的估价，乃针对
有关土地附近的价值，而非该片土地
本身的价格。看来，沙布丁尚不愿接
受亏损1520万令吉的事实，他一直对
联邦政府的估价视而不见，究竟所为
何事？”

“沙布丁解释，基于该片土地需千
万 令 吉 修 复 地 陷 问 题 ， 而 不 惜 亏 损
1520万令吉将之贱卖。不过，作为交
换条件，买家即SYT Prestige有限公司
必须为人民承建廉价屋。”

“ 沙 布 丁 的 理 由 是 令 人 难 以 接 受
的，事实上有关土地修复的费用最多

只是500万令吉。再者，柏达作为联
邦政府旗下一个非营利单位，为何不
自己去承建廉价屋，却要透过另一家
公司承建并售卖廉价屋，同时赚取营
利？”

槟州首长林冠英于4月5日发表文告
时指出,倘若如此，柏达大可将自己名
下的土地全部售予私人界，然后打包
走人就好。柏达必须明白，公开招标
可让价高者得，一旦柏达不愿解释为
何不用公开招标，则土地真正价格可
高至哪点则不得而知。若要成为土地
中介商，也得要赚钱，不能在没有公
开招标下亏损贱卖土地。

“另一方面，沙布丁提及有关买家
承诺会兴建廉价屋一事，也是令人有
所保留的，事缘SYT有限公司的建筑
师提呈予威省市政局的图册中，只是
兴建27间店屋，根本没有所谓的廉价
屋。”

“柏达辩称，有关单位在兴建店屋
过后，就会开始承建廉价屋，这种说
法是极为模糊且不负责任的。根据国
家订定的法令，任何发展计划一旦被
要求承建廉价屋（包含中廉价屋），

相关单位必须先兴建廉价单位后，再兴
建店屋或豪华的单位，或是两者同时进
行。问题在于，有关单位根本没有提呈
要建一间房屋，甚至是一间廉价屋的申
请，试问他们该如何去建？”

“沙布丁无需再颠三倒四，强说贱卖

土地是为郊外穷人的好。他要是认为自
己是对的，则应该提起勇气来我面前一
一解释。请不必再强词夺理，把亏损
1520万令吉贱卖8.6英亩土地的事情，
说成是为柏达及公众的利益。”

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槟州首长政治秘书黄汉伟反击槟州民政
党并强调槟岛山竹园地段是透过公开招

报章上刊登公开招标广告，由高级公务
员组成的招标委员会决定出售给标价最
高的投标者,上述出售价比产业估价局所
估的价更高,没有任何政治人物在此招标
委员会里。

黄汉伟指出,槟州政府在2008年上台后
就执行公开招标政策,这是前任州政府及
联邦政府无法做到的事,产业估价局的估
价只是一个参考，公开招标所得的价格
往往会比估价更高。

黄汉伟指出,如果民政党认为联邦政府
属下的产业估价局（JPPH)山竹园地段估
价有问题，民政大可针对此事向反贪局
报案，让反贪局向联邦政府产业估价局
做出地毯式调查及召见有关估价师做出
彻底盘问。

黄汉伟于4月4日发表文告时表示,槟州
政府有鉴于山竹园地段只有1.1英亩，所
以把发展平民屋的计划改去齐来耶路，
比山竹园地段大十倍。

至于民政党指山竹园斜对面空置楼层的

价格比山竹园高，黄汉伟说空地的价格
是和已有图测的建筑物肯定有所差异。

难同胞纪念馆。纪念馆以“生与

死”、“痛与恨”为主题，以灰及
黑色调为主。墓地广场的雕塑及枯
树，表达死亡，残破的意境。万人
坑里展示了受害者的遗骨。

我站在一大片寸草不生的卵石广
场良久，耳边仿佛响起响彻全城的
防空警号，南京三月的天空阴沉沉
的，我只能为69年在这里发生的事
默默的哀悼。1937年12月13日，日
军在国民政府的首府南京展开了猛
烈的战役，攻进了南京，展开屠城
行动，屠杀了超过三十万名南京市
民。

南京纪念馆的灰黑色调使我想起
我曾参观过的南非约翰尼斯堡的
Apartheid Museum (种族隔离主
义博物馆）以及台北景美人权文化
园的白色恐怖遗迹。这都不是太遥
远，都是上个世纪所发生的事件。

不过南京受
难实在是人
性极度丑恶
的一面，是
恶魔横行，
远远超越其
他地方所发
生的恶行。

南京纪念
馆里一角掛
着 星 云 法
师的照片。法师是南京大屠杀这场
灾难的受害者和见证人。南京沦陷
后，法师在南京出家，时年12岁。
南京受难影响了星云法师一生为慈
悲，和平，推动佛教思想及精神，
令人肃然起敬。

我们可以宽恕但不可以忘却。我
们要记住历史，不要记住仇恨。

花结果。本著推动政府在制定财政
预算案或议员在决定使用拨款应该

个社委会（JKKK）一起来角逐。

地方民主的历史。当晚净选盟（Ber-
sih）的代表黄进发博士也表示这是
自1955年马来亚第一场选举乔治市
地方选举，刚好今年是65周年，确
实有很重大意义。

此外，为了确保整个投票过程是顺
畅、公平和透明的，我们根据净选盟
的民主投票的原则，包括采用简单实
用有效的Google Excel来确定选民
不会重复或双重投票。而票纸是没有
编号但是票根都有编号以确定没有假
票或灌水的状况。

在这个民主盛会中，年轻人、乐龄
人士甚至新婚夫妇一起到邻近的10
个投票中心去表达自己要参与政府或
议员拨款决定的政治决心。

因此，在『我们的钱，我们作主』

我和我的工作团队将继续努力为民服

林吉祥，我和许多党员都称他
为“老大”，不要误会这老大的

眼看我国在纳吉和国阵领导下，国家日益沉沦，贪
污腐败越来越严重，在消费岁落实后加上国家贪污严

免出现滥权 、独裁和不专业的情况。

很令人失望的是，在马来西亚我们时常都
会看到政治高层领袖在控制着一些重要的部
门和职位，而且一些还要经过国家政治领袖
委任的，根本就没有所谓的三权分立，甚至
出现了独裁的情况。失去了三权分立的原
则，那一方都可以自己制定自己的法律（立
法），自己下判决（司法），和执行自己的
判决（执法），那如果是这些国家政治领袖
犯了规或犯法，会有多大的可能性他们会被
采取法律行动呢？

我认为马来西亚必须作出大改革，重新实
施三权分立，以让各重要部门的主席或总裁
都必须完完全全独立及专业性的操作，否则
换汤不换药，再怎样的高声喊改革也是一
样的。

垃圾打捞机提升至2台新
的自动打捞垃圾机，以
有效地处理垃圾让排水
顺畅。

槟 州 地 方 政 府 、 交 通
管理及治水委员会主席
曹观友行政议员于3月24
日在爪夷区州议员孙意
志、槟州水利灌溉局副
主任拉那拉惹、威南水
利灌溉局主任扎西、威
省市议员王育璇及高渊
乡委会主席许浩涛陪同
下为提升工程主持启动
礼。

曹观友表示，高渊市区的花园常在大雨后闪
电水灾当雨量在1小时内超过80毫米，经调查
后发现其中一个肇因是水泵站垃圾过滤网原有
的垃圾打捞机承受不了大量垃圾，导致积水被
垃圾阻挡，水泵无法及时操作。

“有鉴于此，垃圾打捞机的提升工程于去年
8月开始动工，只用了7个月的时间，工程比预
期提早了5个月完成。2台自动垃圾打捞机，每
2分钟可捞起1公吨的垃圾，比旧的快了6倍，
不仅速度增快，打捞的垃圾量也比较多。”

他说，此次提升工程共花费90万1000令
吉，费用来自槟州政府的治水基金。这项计划
有助于改善高渊闪电淹水的问题，但居民需合
作，不要将垃圾丢在地上或沟渠，避免沟渠阻
塞，影响排水，造成水灾的祸首之一。

曹观友强调，自2014年开始，槟州政府向房
屋发展商征收的发展基金，每英亩土地从1万

在五金店便可购买得到。

他说，为了方便能力差异人士，他们的专属停车
位的空间比一般停车位较大，目前，威省市政局共
发出722张合格的能力差异人士停车位贴纸，其中
有379张属于残疾人士本身车子，而342张属于看护
人，惟全威省只有59个残疾人士停车位，因此，停
车位是非常地有限。

张龙大是于3月21日召开记者会指出，当局无法统
计市面上目前有多少山寨贴纸，而当局加强执法是
为了阻止民众因贪方便而使用盗版能力差异人士停

车位贴纸，以遏止能力差异人士停车位遭到滥用。

他续称，从4月起，当局将强制停放在能力差异人
士停车位的车辆必须贴上印有槟岛市政厅及威省市
政局标签的合格贴纸，至于如果使用向马来西亚残
疾矫形协会购买的贴纸，则需将残疾卡同时展示在
车镜前，否则当局将一律开出罚单。

另外，他也说，威省市政局在今年已将占用能力
差异人士停车位的罚款调高至100令吉，而在今年
一月及二月份共发出144张罚单。

察及商讨后，决定腾出大道两旁作为临时泊车
处。

孙意志于3月25日上午与威南工程局主任赛
祖比尔、芒加山公塚的管理单位爪夷村天后圣
母宫理事会主席魏振喜、爪夷村乡委会主席钟
瑞平及执委视察时发表谈话。

该公塚由爪夷村天后圣母宫理事会管辖，每
逢清明时节，民众纷纷停车在路旁扫墓，导致
交通拥挤甚至阻塞。此次安排的临时泊车处预
计可容纳近300辆车辆，以期舒缓交通阻塞问
题。

他表示，大道两旁临时泊车处将从3月25日
至4月10日让扫墓者停放车辆，工程局将以塑
料障碍物隔开道路与泊车处，同时设有多个出
入口，方便扫墓者进出，而泊车处入口也有告
示牌。

“目前天气炎热干旱，我希望民众能减少焚
烧香烛冥纸等纸扎品，并等余火燃尽后再离
开，以避免留下火种引发火患，履行对祖先的
敬意及孝心之余，也响应政府环保政策。”

此外，孙意志也指出，今年截至本月18日，
威南共有113宗蚊症病例，分别是武吉淡汶区
54宗，双溪峇甲区25宗，双溪亚齐区18宗及
爪夷区16宗。卫生局提醒民众应将垃圾及废
弃物收拾干净，勿留在墓地，尤其是积水容
器，避免成为蚊虫滋生的温床。

威南工程局主任赛祖比尔表示，该道路拓宽

工程自前年启动，目前工程已完成80%，比
预期的78%超前。爪夷村前路段将会在6月完
成，而整体工程预计10月9日竣工。

“双溪峇甲国小前的天桥，原供行人使用，
经提升后將成为行人与摩哆天桥，预计4月可

而行人和摩哆通道将会分开，民众请放心使

用。”

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Penang fishes for new growth in old waters

PENANG, Malaysia -- Penang, an 
island-state in northern Malaysia, 
is fishing around in its surround-
ing waters for ways to promote 
growth and diversify its economy.

After building up a semicon-
ductor industry that contributed to 
the industrialization of Malaysia 
in the 1970s, and also developing 
a significant tourism industry, 
Penang’s latest venture is offshore 
farming.

“Each of these longfupan is two 
kilograms,” said Yeoh Hock 
Choon, beaming proudly as he 
hauled a pair of dragon tiger 
groupers from a floating cage in 
the middle of the sea. It has taken 
the 38-year-old breeder two years 
to reach this point.

Locals prize the grouper for its 
outstanding flavor when cooked, 
usually by steaming. Yeoh, an 
ethnic Chinese, is one of 180 aq-
uaculture operators who also farm 
sea bass, shrimp, and tiger prawn 
in these waters, supplying major 
seafood restaurants in Malaysia, 
as well as Singapore and Hong 
Kong.

Yeoh’s farm, located in the 
Malacca Strait some 20 minutes 
offshore from Sungai Udang, 
consists of 55 cages with six-
meter dimensions that contain in 
total roughly 30,000 fish. Busi-
ness is good, he reports. Demand 
is always strong for quality sea 
fish, and the recent depreciation 
in the ringgit has made things 
more attractive for foreign buyers.

Yeoh worked locally in aqua-
culture for 10 years before striking 
out on his own three years ago. He 
is among the beneficiaries of the 
state government’s policy to 
award business licenses directly 
to business owners.

“We actually grew this industry 
from nothing,” Guan Eng, Pen-
ang’s chief minister, told the Nik-
kei Asian Review. When his op-

position Democratic Action Party 
took office in 2008, among the 
“abuses” uncovered was awarding 
businessmen with powerful con-
nections rights to sub-rent to aq-
uaculture operators.

“This was unethical and we 
decided we must stop the prac-
tice,” said Lim. Under his admin-
istration, licenses could only be 
given to owner-operators who met 
the required criteria. They in turn 
pay 3,600 ringgit ($871) annually 
to rent an 8,000 sq.-meter patch 
of sea.

The policy has attracted quali-
fied operators from neighboring 
states, and stimulated competi-
tion. Indeed, while Penang is one 
of the smallest states in size, it is 
now the largest in terms of aqua-
culture production, with output of 
68-million kg of seafood in 2014 
with a wholesale value of

1.16 billion ringgit. According to official 
figures, Penang ranked fifth in the 2008 
state rankings, with production valued 
at only 180 million ringgit.

The industry has provided jobs for 
many in Sungai Udang, a village of about 
4,000, processing fish and providing cold 
storage and logistics. Chew Thong Tai, a 
transport operator, has trucks leaving 
around noon each day on the four-hour 
journey to Kuala Lumpur. Johor Baru and 
Singapore are ten hours away, with the 
produce in high demand among whole-
salers and restaurants there.

“Demand for saltwater fish is always 
higher than freshwater due to the taste,” 
Chew said. Dragon tiger grouper sells 
wholesale for about 30 ringgit per kilo-
gram, but restaurants in Kuala Lumpur 
charge at least six times that on the plate.

Penang likes to bill itself as an “en-
trepreneurial state” that creates business 
opportunities without getting involved 
with state-owned holding companies -- a 
mainstay of Malaysia’s corporate scene.

“The business of the government is 
to stay out of business,” said Chief Min-
ister Lim. He says he is content to sim-
ply facilitate the process and let “ex-
perts” optimize the business and make 

the profits.
That approach might also explain 

why Penang is the most favored state for 
foreign direct investment among the 
thirteen in Malaysia. It attracted some 
$1.05 billion in 2015 -- about 20% of 
the country’s total. Among the multina-
tionals it has onshore already are Bosch, 
Intel, and Osram.

The service sector has also devel-
oped, contributing half of Penang’s in-
come in 2014 from less than 42% in 
2010. Investment in tourism got a boost 
after Georgetown, the state capital, 
gained Unesco World Heritage status in 
2008.

Penang has promoted itself as a 
center for shared services and business 
process outsourcing. Companies like 
AirAsia, Kerry Logistics, Hewlett Pack-
ard, and Wilmar International have all 
relocated back office operations there in 
recent years.

Penang’s agricultural sector, which 
includes aquaculture, may only have 
accounted for 2.3% of the state’s gross 
domestic product in 2014, but that 
leaves plenty of room for growth. Yeoh 
has big dreams, and recently started 
breeding lobsters for new high-margin 
customers. “I hope to sell my produce 
to Japan,” he said.

MANUFACTURER of surgi-
cal instruments, KLS Martin 
Malaysia Sdn Bhd plans to 
invest RM100 million over 
the next five years into its 
manufacturing plant in Pen-
ang.
