GOVERNOR 
TURNS 78

THE national shuttlers whose efforts saw 
the Jalur Gemilang flying high in the Rio 
Olympics will be amply rewarded for 
their efforts.

Topping the list are Penangites Datuk 
Lee Chong Wei and Chan Peng Soon 
who will receive RM100,000 from the 
state government.

World number one Chong Wei lost to 
China’s Chen Long 21-18, 21-18 in the 
men’s singles final on Aug 20, while 
Peng Soon and his partner Goh Liu Ying 
won silver in the mixed doubles final.

“Their never-say-die spirit saw them 
scaling great heights and the badminton 
team came back with three silvers. This 
is something all Malaysians are proud 
of even though the gold still remains 
elusive,” Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
said in a brief statement when announc-
ing the special cash reward.

The Penang state government will 
also reward Liu Ying, who is from Ma-
lacca, RM25,000 to reciprocate the 
Malacca state’s RM25,000 for Peng 
Soon.Malacca made the decision after 
announcing a RM25,000 reward for Liu 
Ying.

“This is the right move in the spirit of 
sportsmanship as they are doubles part-
ners,” Lim said.

In addition, Hunza Properties Berhad 
also announced a RM50,000 reward for 
Peng Soon.

All this is above and beyond what will 
be given by the federal government 

under its sports rewards scheme.
Despite not winning the gold medal 

which all Malaysians hoped for, in the 
eyes of the people Chong Wei, Liu Ying, 
Peng Soon, Tan Wee Kiong and Goh V 
Shem have emerged as the heroes and 
heroine who brought glory to the nation 
at the Rio Olympics.

The players’ persistence and undying 
effort in putting up a good fight against 
Indonesia and China best exemplified 
the “Malaysia Boleh!” spirit which 
aptly became the catchword of the Ma-
laysian fans and supporters at home.

Our mixed doubles team of Liu Ying 
and Peng Soon, who played against In-
donesia’s Tantowi Ahmad and Liliyana 
Natsir on Aug 17 unfortunately lost 14-
21 and 12-21 in the gold medal match.

The same goes for our men’s doubles 
of Wee Kiong and V Shem who lost to 
the higher-ranked Chinese pair of Fu 
Haifeng and Zhang Nan 21-16, 11-21, 
21-23 on Aug 19.

Chong Wei’s nail-biting victory over 
Lin Dan in the semi-finals raised the 
hopes of all Malaysians for the country’s 
first ever gold medal in the sport. 

Despite losing to Chen Long, Chong 
Wei, who put up a tough fight, will re-
main as one of Malaysia’s badminton 
legends, one who set a new benchmark 

for future players to emulate.
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who 

watched all three games live at Gurney 
Paragon with thousands of other Malay-
sian fans and supporters hailed the play-
ers especially Chong Wei as our na-
tional heroes.

“I know many of you will want to sing 
our national anthem to celebrate the 
fighting spirit of Datuk Lee Chong Wei. 
Despite not winning gold, he is still the 
hero in the eyes of all Penangites and 
Malaysians,” he said. 

All in all, Malaysians feel the rewards 
in cash and kind for the players is some-
thing that is well-deserved for the glory 
they brought the nation.

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GEORGE Town World Herit-
age Inc. (GTWHI) general 
manager Dr. Ang Ming Chee 
on Aug 12. briefed members 
of the press on the manage-
ment of the Sia Boey ar-
chaeological site at the GT-
WHI office.

“GTWHI has been follow-
ing up on this issue since 
January 2016. We kept a low 
profile to enable the archaeo-
logical professionals to work 
undisturbed. I urge all parties 
concerned not to speculate 
before the detailed reports 
are ready. These are expected 
to be made available in No-
vember,” Ang said.

On Aug 7, Chief Minister 
L im Guan  Eng  had  an -
nounced that GTWHI will be 
appointed as the site man-
ager for Sia Boey.

One reporter asked Ang 
about an NGO’s suggestion 
to allow public education at 
site.  

“Before the NGO makes 
such a suggestion, do they 
even know the condition of 
the site? Right now, we have 
to ensure safety and also 
security. The place has ex-
posed metal reinforcements 
and some of the excavation 
is under water. The NGO 
should understand the site 
first. Let the USM archaeo-
logical professionals do their 
work first,” she said.

“GTWHI doors are open. 
My staff members and I are 
always here for everyone. If 
any NGO or any individual 
wishes to talk to us, we are 
here,” Ang added.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng said Penang Fo-
rum’s letter to the Unesco World Heritage Centre 
in Paris was akin to being “stabbed in the back”.

“This feels like we are being back-stabbed. 
Why no one says anything about the Malacca 
monorail project which is in the heritage zone? 
Why does Penang’s proposed project which is 
not even in the heritage zone receive this sort 
of action?” Lim said at a press conference in 

Air Putih on Aug 14.
“If the NGO wants to go against the state, 

this is not the way. If they do not want the state 
government or if  they want to sabotage the 
state, this is not the way. Do not oppose this 
way. If you do not want the Transport Master 
Plan, why put our Unesco World Heritage status 
at risk?” he asked.

“I hope the NGO will be more fair. I am very 
disappointed that there are Penangites who put 
the Unesco heritage status at risk,” he added.

On Aug 12,  George Town World Heri tage 
Inc.  (GTWHI) general manager Dr.  Ang Ming 
Chee  r evea l ed  tha t  Penang  Forum,  r ep re -
sented by Dr.  Lim Mah Hui ,  had submit ted a 
le t ter  to  Unesco.

“Dr. Lim had submitted the four-page letter 
dated June 23 which had 11 pages of text an-
nexes and 13 pages of photos. The action of 
Penang Forum caught both GTWHI and the 
Department of National Heritage off-guard,” 
Dr. Ang had said.

NGO’s action akin to back-stabbing

MARTINA Rozells may not be a famil-
iar name to many. 

The Eurasian community, however, 
has kept her name and story alive. 

Martina was married to Captain 
Francis Light, the founder of Penang.

In a short play at the Assumption 
Heritage Fest, the Eurasian community 
shared who she was and the role she 
played in Light’s life.

Exco member for Housing and Town 
& Country Planning Jagdeep Singh was 
at the Assumption Church at Jalan Far-
quhar to watch a preview of the play.

In a short speech, Jagdeep touched 
on the proposed reintroduction of the 
Rent Control Act for pre-war buildings.

On July 4, Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng had in a press conference said that 
the state government will through its 
State Legal Adviser study the possibili-
ties and implications involved in rein-
troducing the act in order to prevent the 
gentrification of George Town heritage 
areas.

Although he acknowledged that it 
was not the business of governments 
to be involved in market forces that 
determine rental rates, due to an exor-
bitant increase in such rates since the 

Rent Control Act 1966 was repealed in 
1997, George Town risks being gentri-
fied.

“The state government will protect 
and support all communities living here 
including the Eurasians. As you can 
see, we have a history dating back 500 
years. We do not have only tangible 
heritage but also living intangible her-
itage like the Eurasians here,” Jagdeep 
said.

“All these contributed to the Unesco 
heritage value. We have been talking 
about the reintroduction of rent control 
because we want to ensure preservation 
of those buildings and also the people 

living there. If the people cannot con-
tinue to live in those buildings, we will 
lose the intangible heritage,” he added.

“The building owners have to re-
member that the prices of the buildings 
shot up when Penang got its Unesco 
heritage status. Before that, George 
Town had dilapidated buildings. There-
fore, if the people cannot afford to live 
there and are forced out, we stand to 
lose. However, the matter is still being 
studied and only pre-war buildings are 
affected,” he added.

At the event, Jagdeep contributed 
RM10,000 to the Eurasian festival 
which is into its third year.

EXCO member for Housing and Town & Country 
Planning Jagdeep Singh hit out at Dr. Lim Mah Hui 
in a press conference at the Chief Minister’s Office 
in Komtar on Aug 19.  A day earlier, Guan Eng’s 
political secretary, Wong Hon Wai, had issued a press 
statement and challenged Dr Lim to stop playing 
politics. 

“Penang Island City Councillor Lim Mah Hui 
should stop playing politics and continue to challenge 
the Chief Minister of Penang to sack him because he 
dares to voice dissenting views from the Penang state 
government. If dissenting views justify the sacking 
of Lim Mah Hui from his councillor post, Penang 
Institute director and Penang Transport Council 
member, he would have been sacked many years ago 
and not continue to remain in his appointed posts till 
today,” Wong said in the statement.  Meanwhile, 
Jagdeep pointed out to Dr Lim that he cannot use 
Article 172 of the UNESCO Operation  Guidelines 
in his letter to Unesco Paris. 

“It is premature to use Article 172. Dr Lim who is 
a member of the Penang Transport Council (PTC) 
knows very well. Why did he not disclose he is a 
member of PTC to Unesco? He has a lot to answer to 

Penangites why he wrote to Unesco. I have made it 
very clear in my statement that only when a project 
has been crystallised, and this has not happened, can 
Dr. Lim invoke Article 172,” Jagdeep said.  Dr. Lim 
has been accused of back-stabbing and sabotaging 
the Penang state. 

Wong, in his press statement had said: “Lim Mah 
Hui conducting a pre-emptive strike against the TMP 
and the proposed transport hub without informing the 
state government is a stab at the back, when the state 
government has taken him in confidence by giving 
him full disclosure of all necessary informa-
tion.”   Jagdeep said the PTC has not finalised the 
PTMP hub. 

“There is no intention nor decision to undertake 
any construction. The PTMP is still considering 
opinions from everyone including Dr. Lim. It is at a 
deliberation and consultant stage,” Jagdeep said.  “If 
at all anyone wants to protect the George Town Un-
esco World Heritage site, it is the Penang State Gov-
ernment,” he added.

The state government regrets that the Penang Fo-
rum condones the improper conduct of Dr Lim in 
writing the letter without informing the state govern-

ment, and instead continuing to attack the proposed 
transport hub in Sia Boey even before the final ar-
chaeological assessment has been completed. 

The state government believes that the transport 
hub and Sia Boey can co-exist. 

The preemptive strike by Dr Lim in complaining 
to Unesco may jeopardise the entire TMP by giving 
the federal government reasons for the TMP to be 
rejected.

THERE is a story about “The 
Touch of the Master’s Hands”.  

It is about how an old violin 
which was worthless became a 
treasure with a touch of the mas-
ter’s hands that made the battered 
and scarred old instrument into a 
masterpiece, producing a melody, 
pure and sweet.

Speaking to Susumu Tomiy-
ama, 69, and looking at the glint 
in his eyes when he said, “This is 
a piece of wood. Give it life!” 
reminds one of the story.  

Susumu picks discarded piec-
es of woods, old wooden furni-
ture and turns them into graceful 
cranes, jewellery boxes, decora-
tive love knots and other items.

What caught Buletin Mutiara’s 
attention was Susumu’s willing-
ness to impart his wood-carving 
skills to the younger generation.  

And even more worthy of 
mention is that Susumu volun-
teers as a teacher and proceeds 
from the sale of the crafted 
pieces will be sold and profits 
channelled to help children’s 
education through the Penang 
Science Cluster.

“I have legal background and 
retired in Penang eight years ago. 
As far back as when I was 30 
years old, I was already looking 
for a perfect place to retire. In my 
work, I travelled extensively as I 
was dealing with the legal side of 
contracts. After having been to 

60 countries and tak-
en so many years to 
seek that perfect re-
t i rement  home,  I 
picked Penang. Pen-
ang is the best!” Su-
sumu who hails from 
Hiroshima, Japan 
said.  Some of the 
r e a s o n s  S u s u m u 
loves Penang are the 
f r i e n d l y  p e o p l e , 
housing, food and he 
said he can meet 
many types of people 
who do not bear prej-
udices.  

Susumu has two 
daughters residing in 
Japan and Australia 
and therefore, finds

dren.

“I was delighted to hear that 
the Penang Science Cluster (PSC) 
was looking for someone to teach 
wood carving and they have the 
machines and tools. So, I volun-
teered as I like PSC’s mission of 
providing education to school 
children. It is like nurturing the 
future of Malaysians and I am 
very touched and agreeable to 
chip in,” Susumu said.

Susumu is an avid cyclist, hav-
ing cycled long distance in sev-
eral countries and is very fit for 
a man his age.  

He attributed the vitality to his 
passions and recommended wood 

carving.  “Touching wood is very 
calming, even for children. Ac-
tive children will benefit from 
learning wood carving. I also like 
calligraphy and incorporated that 
into my wood carvings,” he said.  

“My Hungarian teacher taught 
me that when you have a piece of 
wood, it is nothing.  Give it life. 
We can make any modern art out 
of imagination,” he added.

He is now looking forward to 
start his wood carving class at the 
Penang Science Cluster.  

His target is 14-year-old and 
above students as the tools are not 
safe for younger children.

HOW old are you, Joe?  
That was the question posed to Joe Sidek (pix), but 

before Joe even answered, we decided that it was not 
an important question because if you have met Joe, 
you will know him as the Eveready Bunny - the one 
who has endless energy and boundless passion.  

The same Joe who is everywhere in Penang at arts 
scenes and also the Joe that you read in international 
news like the New York Times.  

Age is just a number.
Buletin Mutiara’s team of writers Zainulfaqar 

Yaacob, Chan Lilian and photographer Darwina 
Mohd. Daud caught up with Joe amidst his ex-
tremely busy schedule during the height of the 
George Town Festival (GTF) and the Butterworth 
Fringe Festival (BFF).  

Sitting down at the quaint Mugshot Cafe, Joe 
revealed what drives him to continue his stint as 
the festival director of the world-renowned GTF.

It certainly has not been a bed of roses for Joe 
with brickbats being aplenty.  

Every year, some groups are bound to complain.  
So how does Joe feel about all these negativities 

towards something that has gained international 
recognition and lauded by international media?

“I aim to inspire locals to explore after they have 
been exposed to international shows and arts. I 
worry for the future. Imagine...if our 13 to 17 year 
olds are not exposed to arts and culture, what will 
become of them? Let me ask you a question, Lilian. 
You have a 13-year-old son too. What are the 
things he is exposed to? Pokemon Go, Justin Bie-
ber, things they see on Youtube....right? What 
local culture and art do they get to see?” Joe said 
in raising a very pertinent question.

Joe revealed that they have worked with second-
ary schools to provide youths aged 13-17 years a 
chance to watch some of the offerings at GTF.  

“My main reason for doing GTF is not only to 
cater to the international audiences.  Contrary to 
what many think, it is for the locals. I know there 
are people who claim that some of the shows are 
so ‘atas’ and they cannot appreciate it. However, 
they need to widen their horizon and be given the 
opportunity to watch international shows.”

Some quarters have claimed that GTF does not 
feature much Malay programmes.  

However this was rejected by Joe.  
“They are deceitful. Why didn’t they send in 

their proposals when I invited them?  For the re-
cord, the Butterworth Fringe Festival (BFF) which 
is part of GTF has 84% local content and for GTF 
on the island, almost 70%. I aim to inspire locals 
to explore. I want the younger generation to ap-
preciate our own culture so that they can expand 
internationally.”

“If these NGOs are sincere, show me the way. 
Don’t just attack me. Why don’t they come and 
tell me what they want. I have my mission and I 
am not worried about the people who hate me. My 
mission is to imparting our local culture to the 
younger generation and to inspire them.” he 
added.

Joe also praised the Penang state government.
“Penang has given so much space and freedom 

for arts. Who can refute that GTF is not successful. 
The New York Times has featured GTF and even 

the Singaporean tourism board is coming to study how 
we do it. People are coming to learn from us.”

Joe revealed that there are offers for him to organ-
ise such an arts festival elsewhere but he said: “I love 
this job. I want to be in Penang where the Chief Min-
ister has given us the trust and freedom to carry out 
the task. The state gave access to the people to have 
access to culture and arts at affordable prices. No-
where else in the world can you find festivals of this 
magnitude available at such an affordable price,” he 
said.

Joe’s mission for the future
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IT was a glittering night at the Olive Tree Hotel 
on Aug 13 when state leaders and dignitaries 
joined Governor Tun Abdul Rahman Abbas and 
his wife Toh Puan Majimor Shariff to mark his 
78th birthday.

Zakaria: “Appreciate the recognition”.

CALVIN Ong, 14, an only child, was 
born deaf. 

His mom, Annie Khoo, recalled 
how she was sad but she sought help 
for Calvin to get a cochlear implant 
through public funding.  

In 2007, the family again gave 
Calvin another implant for the other 
ear at Loh Guan Lye Specialist Centre.

In the recent “Ride For Hearing” on 
July 24, Calvin rode with 400 cyclists 
to create awareness on hearing impair-
ment and the importance of early in-
tervention.  

Looking at Calvin now, one is 
amazed how a child who would have 
been deaf and unable to live a normal 
life like other boisterous boys has 
been given the gift of hearing.

Buletin Mutiara’s Chan Lilian 
asked both mother and son to share 
their experiences so that they can help 
others.  

For babies born deaf, they need 
early intervention to enable them to 
learn to talk, was Annie’s advise to 
other parents. 

“If there is one advice I can give to 
other parents, it is to accept the fact 
and move forward. Seek help from 
professionals and parents support 
group,” she said.

Calvin is a Form Two student at 
Penang Free School.  

“It was the first time I cycled on the 
road during the ‘Ride For Hearing’. I 
am not sure if the ‘Ride For Hearing’ 
created much awareness. However, I 
do talk about my implants and tell 
others how cochlear implants benefit-

ted me.”
“Instead of resign-

ing themselves to a 
life of silence and out 
of the mainstream 
speaking community, 
babies born deaf can 
grow up normally and 
become any profes-
sional they want. They 
can contribute back to 
society. However, we 
need public awareness 
about early interven-
tion. Cochlear implants were carried 
out 20 years ago and so far we have 
done 95 cases,” said Datuk Dr. Lim 
Seh Guan, a ear, nose, throat, head and 
neck surgeon who is also Calvin’s 
doctor.  

The 400 cyclists wearing orange 
T-shirts were led by exco member for 
Health, Rural Development and Ag-
riculture and Agro-Based Industry 
Dr. Afif Bahardin who flagged off the 
30km ride. 

Some RM12,000 raised from the 
event was handed over to Kwong Wah 
Yit Poh Charity Fund for needy pa-
tients by LSC executive director Dr. 
Nicholas Loh. 

The funds will enable other patients 
to get the gift of hearing.  

Now, Calvin who benefited from 
public funding is an active student.  

He is a member of the PFS Chess 
Club, Buddhist Society and the 
School Band.  

“I play the trumpet in the band. 
During my free time I like to play 

Clash of Clans and watch anime on-
line. I love playing the trumpet so I 
take extra classes on Sundays. I have 
also joined the Penang Philharmonic 
Society,” Calvin said.

Buletin Mutiara asked him what he 
refers to the implants.

“I call them my ears……I always 
tell my parents ‘my ear no battery, my 
ear hang, etc…..’ I felt special as I 
have ears that can be switched on and 
off as I like. Especially when I don’t 
want to hear my parents scolding me!” 
he answered cheekily.

When asked if he feels any different 
from his school mates with normal 
hearing, he said: “Not really. They 
treat me like a normal person. The 
only difference is I am not allowed to 
play much contact sports as my par-
ents are worried about my safety. I 
also have to be very careful in crowd-
ed places so that I do not lose my ears 
(hearing aid). After Physical Educa-
tion lessons, I have to spend extra time 
to dry my ears.”

Letting the deaf hear

Calvin at two and half years and now 14 years old 
with audiologist Poh Boon Fong from Loh Guan 
Lye Specialist Centre.
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THE Penang Island City Council Relau 
Sports Complex (MBPP RSC) is located 
strategically in Relau and easily accessible 
by local residents. 

It is an excellent recreational and ath-
letic venue and ideal for athletes to carry 
out their training. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, exco 
member Chow Kon Yeow, Bukit Gelugor 
MP Ramkarpal Singh, Paya Terubong 
assemblymember Yeoh Soon Hin, mayor 
Datuk Patahiyah Ismail and MBPP coun-
cillors were at the site to view the project 
on Aug 20.

The two-storey complex is built over a 
2.17-acre site with approximate 114,100 
sq. ft built-up area. 

It is equipped with an Olympic size 

swimming pool with a diving pool and 
seating capacity for 300 spectators, 10 
indoor badminton courts with capacity for 
250 spectators, gymnasium, dry-gym 
room, shower and changing rooms, pro-
shop, cafeteria and al-fresco dining, surau 
and multi-purpose hall, among others.

“With a distinctive and attractive exte-
rior, MBPP RSC is designed with quality 
specifications and in compliance with 
Green Building Index (GBI) Silver rat-
ing,” Lim told members of the press after 
the visit.

“This is the first GBI sports complex in 
Malaysia,” he added,

Green materials like low VOC paints 
and adhesives, recyclable materials and 
environmentally-friendly material were 
used for all internal and external spaces.

The project also features a number of 
green approach and elements, for example 

bicycle lane, universal accessible facili-
ties, extensive day lighting strategies, 
material selection, energy efficiency ap-
proach, natural ventilation, indoor air 
quality and other green approaches.

“This project will definitely benefit the 
public and encourage a fit, healthy and 
productive lifestyle. It is also to unearth 
sports talent in Penang,” he said.

Launched in April, 2015, the complex 
will be completed by next January. 

The project costs MBPP RM21.4 mil-
lion and is 70% completed as at Aug 20, 
2016.

It is an election promised fulfilled as 
this project was promise during the Bukit 
Gelugor by-election in 2014 when Ram-
karpal was contesting.

The 2016 Rio Olympics has probably 
inspired many youths and children.  

Malaysian divers Cheong Jun Hoong and 

Pandelela Rinong made the country proud 
as they clinched Malaysia’s first medal at 
the games after winning a silver in the 
women’s 10m platform synchronised on 
Aug 9.

Lim had said that diving and swimming 
are sports with potential and hence, hoped 
that the venue provided by the Penang 
state government will allow young talents 
to train.

Sports Complex a promise fulfilled

OFTEN we read from foreign 
magazines and publications how 
wonderful Penang is and the state 
has won many accolades.  

Buletin Mutiara’s Chan Lilian 
sought out a professional archi-
tect to give his views on Penang.  

Let’s see what makes Penang 
great and how we can make Pen-
ang even better.

First, an interview with Dr. Tan 
Loke Mun who is professional 
architect with about 30 years 
experience. 

He is the past president of the 
Malaysian Institute of Architects 
2005-07 and Founding Team 
Leader for Green Building Index 
(GBI).  

Tan is a strong advocate of 
equitable eco-systems, sustaina-
ble cities, a greener built environ-
ment and good design.

Q: What do you think of 
Penang? 
Dr Tan: Penang has a lot of po-
tential ... historically, geographi-
cally and also culturally. Not 
many places on the planet have 
this rich combination in one area 
or locality.

Q: You said you were impressed 
with Penang. In which area? 
Dr. Tan: Town planning, archi-
tecture. I am impressed by the 
progress made in recent years but 
also attracted by the possibilities 
available to Penang for the future. 
There is much more to do and 
Penang can really stand out again 

as the Pearl of the Orient. 

Q: What are some of the factors 
that you think contribute to the 
progress we have seen in the 
past eight years?  
Dr. Tan: New vision and new 
ideas to move forward. More 
decisive decision making.  

Q: What suggestions do you 
have for the state to further 
improve? 
Dr. Tan: It is important to con-
tinue to engage the people. En-
gage the local residents as well as 
visitors to get their input to create 
a more equitable and sustainable 
eco-system. Cities are for people 
and it really needs to address their 
dreams, visions and aspirations. 
Great cities must have room and 
capacity for residents to create 
and recreate and thus the combi-
nation of lively thinking and en-
terprise coupled with good public 
spaces for recreation. 

Q: As someone living outside of 
Penang, how do you get news 
of the state?  
Dr. Tan: I don’t get much news 
other than from colleagues or 
from my regular visits to the state.   
Some good and some not so 
good. Different people have dif-
fering views. From my observa-
tion ... the state has progressed 
well.   

Q: NGOs in Penang are vocal 
and they have often been given 

the platform to voice out their 
views, most often contrasting to 
what the state wants. For exam-
ple, Penang has plans for Gur-
ney Wharf and the Penang 
Transport Masterplan.  
Dr Tan: I am not overly enthusi-
astic about massive land reclama-
tion projects. And all future 
transport master plans must take 
into account the future of smart 
technology driven services and 
the advent of driverless cars 
which will change the whole 
scenario of roads, carparks, car 
ownership and public transport.  

Q: NGOs will come up with 
alternative ideas. The other 
example is the proposal to 
implement Rent Control Act. 
On one hand people complain 
the city is getting too elitist, on 
the other hand, they say busi-
nesses will be affected. As a 
professional architect, do you 
think these opposing views are 
a hindrance, or do you find 
them helpful? Given the 
chance, how would you tackle 
these opposing views, often the 
rich (and powerful) have the 
louder voices while the com-
mon rakyats’ voices get 
drowned. 
Dr Tan: As mentioned ... cities 
are for the people. It is important 
to give room for people to par-
ticipate and contribute to create 
the best-fit eco-system that suits 
their socio economic views and 
also their dreams and aspira-

tions. Government and NGOs 
all have a part to play in this 
eco-system. The problem one 
finds in many countries is that 
government and businesses have 
the most say or influence in the 
direction for the future. This has 
been at the expense of the third 
part to this equilibrium which is 
made up of respected academia 
and professionals. Academia 
must be given room to contrib-
ute scientifically and factually to 
test proposals and propositions. 
Failing which cities often lunge 
from erratic booms and reces-
sion driven mainly by blinkered 
development. There is sufficient 
knowledge, case-history and 
experience available to make 
better and more sustainable de-
cisions for a better tomorrow. 
Any other short-term vision or 
decision can lead to the even-
tual destruction of the sensitive 
eco-system that makes up soci-
ety and cities of today. Tools 
such as Green Building Index 
and internationally recognised 
ratings such as “most livable 
cities” index if adopted can also 
help provide a health check and 
guide. 

Q: To quote an example, people 
who oppose the density ratio, 
the rich want low density, but 
reality is more homes need to 
be built for the average income 
earner.
Dr Tan: The issues related to 
population growth are a reality. 

World population has grown from 
about 2 billion people in 1900 to 
more than 7 billion today. This 
pattern of growth is not going to 
slow or change in the near future. 
Cities need to address this. Failure 
to do so will lead to massive 
dangers of overpopulation and 
overstretched infrastructure. The 
other issue is the increase in ine-
quality. Both these issues will 
drive the intellectual discussions 
for a better tomorrow. No simple 
solutions but certainly awareness 
and action must start to be taken. 

Q: Lastly... it is very obvious the 
city has improved in leaps and 
bounds over the last few years 
under the new government. Do 
you think this is due to the new 
leadership? Or do you think 
that the civil service (eg the lo-
cal council) already has that 
pool of talents?   
Dr. Tan: Penang has done reason-
ably well. It needs to continue to 
engage the people to create the 
necessary eco-system for the fu-
ture. Good sustainable cities have 
a healthy and lively eco-system. 
It is the people or the residents 
and users of the city that make up 
this system. Government, busi-
nesses and academia/profession-
als are needed to contribute and 
test propositions and ideas to 
ensure that correct and necessary 
decisions are made for a better 
tomorrow. This tri-partite rela-
tionship is necessary and should 
be developed.

BEST, or Bridge Express Shuttle 
Transit, are the buses provided by 
the state government with the coop-
eration of Rapid Bus Sdn Bhd.  

The buses ply the Free Industry 
Zone, hence the name BEST FIZ.

Each month,  the s ta te  pays 
RM154,800 to Rapid Penang for the 
service.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
together with exco member Chow 
Kon Yeow surprised a busload of 
passengers who were on their way 
to work on July 26 when they got on 
the bus and gave each passenger a 
goodie bag and wished them good 
morning.  

They are among the 900 passen-
gers who have chosen to take the bus 
instead of driving.

“Since the launch of BEST in 
March 2011, more and more people 

have chosen to use the service. This 
shows that the service is a success. 
In September 2012, the BEST FIZ 
had two more new feeder hubs from 
Bandar Perda and Juru Auto City. A 
total of 14 Rapid buses are used for 
the service,” Lim said.

槟州首长政治秘书黄汉伟促请槟岛
市政厅市议员林马惠应停止玩弄政

黄汉伟于8月18日在槟城乔治光大
发表的声明，要是“持有异议”是
革除林马惠的市议员、槟城研究院
董事及槟州交通理事会成员职位之
正当理由的话，他早在很多年前就
被开除了，而不是到现在还能够继
续维持着他被委任的职位。

“林马惠需要解决的，并不是因大
胆发表异议逞英雄而引发的问题，
反之，他应该解决的是他试图掩盖

SRS Consortium工程总监司徒伟龙等人。

（CRRC）数据,即每公里兴建费用只需

资料显示该公司的电车造价介于4000万令
吉至1亿2000万令吉之间，而槟城论坛却只

了 世 界 6 0 多 个 国
家 之 后 ， 认 为 槟
城 是 全 世 界 适 合
退 休 的 地 方 ， 并

休以后生活的第二家园。

富 山 進 指 出 ， 年 轻 时 代 因
为工作的关系，经常有机会

OVER the years, Sungai Pinang has gone 
through constant development and upgrades 
to turn the constituency into a more sustain-
able and comfortable area.

Buletin Mutiara had a short interview with 
its assemblymember, Lim Siew Khim, to ask 
more about what has changed in the area 
since she took over the office and also what 
her future plans are for the area.

Bandar Sungai Pinang’s main attraction, 
Karpal Singh Drive, is the seaside promenade 
which is currently the recreational spot for 
Penangites.

Lim, 46, also shared her secret of main-
taining the balance between work and her 
family.

“As a mother of 5 children, it is really 
important to spend time with my family but 
at the same time, I must also serve the people.

My youngest child is four years old and it is 
true that I don’t get to spend as much time as 
I would like with them but they understand 
that their mother is also the people’s repre-
sentative so we spend time in other special 
ways. My family participates in my events 
whenever they can so you can say that is our 
way of spending extra time together,” added 
Lim.

Lim took over the Sungai Pinang con-
stituency in 2013 when she won in the 13th 
General Election. Lim is one of the five ca-
pable women assemblymember that won 
their seats during the election.

“I don’t mind getting my hands dirty and 
going up to high places personally just to help 
the people. They elected me as their repre-
sentative and I will do my best to look out 
for them. In the three years that I have taken 
over Sungai Pinang, I can really say that my 
team and I have done our very best to improve 
and help our constituency and the people but 
there is still a lot to be done,” said Lim.

A lot has changed in the constituency in 
the last three years, there are now free mam-
mogram check-ups, pocket parks, play-
grounds, futsal courts, free tuition center for 
the public and these are all thanks to Lim.

Lim also added that the free tuition centre 
was set up to help the less fortunate children 
to focus on their studies as she feels that 
education is the pillar and core of everyone’s 
life and she also stressed the importance of 
healthy living and that some fresh air is al-
ways good for the body.

“There were several hitches along the way 
of improving the area but I would have to say 
housing was and still is our main concern. 
It’s a very compact area with so many devel-
opment projects ongoing but still, my team 
and I will continue to do our best to help and 
serve the people,” Lim replied when asked 
about the main problems faced in her con-
stituency.

Lim told Buletin Mutiara that her main 
aim in the years to come will be to continu-
ously upgrade the flats and homes in the area 
so that it will become safe and comfortable 
for everyone.

She also urged anyone with any concerns, 
feedback or suggestions to visit her at the 
service center as she will always welcome 
them with open arms.

According to MBPP council-
lor Joseph Ng, this new system 
by S&S IT Innovations Sdn 
Bhd, besides being economi-
cally expedient, also saves 
time. 

“This SPG gadget makes 
things easy for everyone. Users 
do not have to worry over the 
duration of their parking time. 
Before leaving your vehicle, 
just press the ‘Start’ button and 
when you’re done with your 
chores and back in your car, 
just press ‘Stop’,” Ng said.

Buletin Mutiara went to the 
streets to ask youths what 
they think about current de-
velopments in George Town 
and the city’s heritage assets.

IN recent weeks, Penang went 
abuzz with the discovery of a 
sluice gate canal, a building 
foundation said to belong to an 
old police station and artefacts 
buried underneath the old 
Prangin Market or famously 
known as Sia Boey.

Heritage activists believe the 
discovery of these ancient ruins 
could further enhance George 
Town’s Unesco World Heritage 
Site status. However, Sia Boey 
was initially earmarked as the 
site for an integrated public 
transit station, as part of the 
proposed Bayan Lepas LRT 
project under the Penang Trans-
port Master Plan (PTMP). 

Activists are now urging the 
State Government to consider 
shifting the transit station to 
another location as they fear it 
may risk George Town’s World 
Heritage Site (WHS) status. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng clarified that the proposed 
PTMP’s Bayan Lepas LRT line 
will not be constructed in the 
Unesco WHS, and hence would 
not impact the heritage zone.

Despite the brouhaha, Pen-
ang youths generally feel that 
the State Government is doing 
an excellent job in conserving 
and protecting the heritage 

sites. 
16-year-old Benjamin Yeung 

admires what the State Govern-
ment has done in reviving its 
prehistoric buildings by mak-
ing them hospitable to house 
cosy cafes.

However, he suggests that 
more should be done to save the 
other heritage buildings located 
around George Town.

“There’s a section of old 
buildings near 1st Avenue 
which I would like to see being 
renovated and put to good use 
like some buildings that were 
repurposed for boutique cafes. 
There are a lot of these cafes at 
the coastal area.”

“For us, (the youths) pre-
serving these heritage sites is 
not something we think about 
every day. But it is great that 
the State Government is doing 
something about it. I do believe 
that it is good we have kept 
those heritage sites as they 
were.”

“I would also like to see 
more modern and integrated 
use of technology. I heard they 
(the State Government) are 
building an LRT system so 
that’s good!”

“On one hand, Penangites 
are (also) able to see more de-
velopments and I hope this will 
create a cleaner and greener 
Penang without affecting the 
heritage sites,” adds the eager 
student. 

Earlier, a briefing on the ar-
chaeological findings at Sia 
Boey by Universiti Sains Ma-

laysia had allowed media per-
sonnel to enter the Sia Boey site 
without obtaining prior ap-
proval from the State Govern-
ment and relevant authority 
including the George Town 
World Heritage Incorporated.

On June 23rd, Penang Forum 
steering committee member Dr 
Lim Mah Hui on his own ac-
cord submitted a 15-page letter 
to Unesco’s World Heritage 
Centre believing that the PTMP 
could pose a serious threat to 
the Outstanding Universal 
Value of George Town’s herit-
age buildings. 

Chief Minister Lim ex-
pressed his disappointment 
over Dr Lim’s meddling on the 
PTMP, despite the State’s ef-
forts to be inclusive in its en-
gagement with NGOs on the 
master plan. Dr Lim is a coun-
cillor of MBPP and an ap-
pointed member of the Penang 
Transport Council.

Penang Forum explained in 
an open letter that it’s detailed 
letter to Unesco was not in-
tended to delist George Town 

but merely to highlight the 
NGO’s concern on the physical 
altercations, policies and a 
transport masterplan that may 
not align with the heritage 
value of Penang’s capital city. 

For history buff, Shannon 
Anne-Ooi, she is all about see-
ing development in Penang 
particularly in building an inte-
grated public transit infrastruc-
ture, but she hopes this would 
not lead to sacrificing the his-
torical charm of George Town.

“Most of the old buildings 

are being renovated or torn 
down to make way for new 
ones. I think the State Govern-
ment should conserve more 
(buildings). Like the shop-
houses in George Town are 
really nice. Just don’t tear them 
down.” 

“I love history, unlike most 
teenagers. It’s more of a per-
sonal thing. When you teach 
history in schools, they (stu-
dents) don’t really listen be-
cause they’re forced to memo-
rise the subject. They don’t 

really have the love for it. I 
guess youths these days don’t 
appreciate or understand the 
true value of these heritage 
sites,” describes the 18-year-
old student.

For Ipoh-born Amir Zakuan 
Abdul Rahmi, he finds that 
Penang is progressing too fast, 
which has led to overcrowding 
and congestion on the island. 
When comparing between Ipoh 
and George Town, he feels that 
his hometown does a better job 
of preserving its heritage and 
cultural sites.

“In Ipoh, there are more land 
for expansion and dedicated 
area for development, unlike 
Penang. Penang needs to have 
an allocated space for future 
expansion to alleviate develop-
ment pressure away from 
George  Town,”  adds  the 
30-year-old.

Amir who has spent several 
years working in Abu Dhabi, 
United Arab Emirates, is look-
ing into migrating to Penang 
with his family. 

Keep the heritage, but give space for development too

THE existing recycling rate in Penang 
at 32% is the highest in Malaysia and 
three times more than the country’s rate 
of 10.5%, which is expected to achieved 
20% in 2020.

“I am positive that the recyclable 
rate will further improve and be at par 
with that of advanced countries which 
is more than 40%,” Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng said when launching the 
waste segregation at source pro-
gramme at Taman Sri Idaman in Air 
Putih, Air Itam on Aug 14.

“Waste segregation at source will 
reduce the amount of waste sent to the 
landfill at Pulau Burung. This will help 
both the Penang Island City Council 
(MBPP) and Seberang Perai Municipal 
Council (MPSP) to save funds in man-
agement of waste products through 
cost of waste collection, transportation 
from waste removal stations to the 
landfill in addition to tipping fees for 
waste collection at Pulau Burung,” he 
added. 

Also present at the event was Bukit 
Bendera MP Zairil Khir Johari.

Lim said each resident of Penang 
disposes an average of 1.1kg of waste 
daily, resulting in a total of 1,700 tons 
of waste being collected for disposal at 
the Pulau Burung landfill.

“Both our local councils, MBPP and 
MPSP, have allocated RM95.64 million 
and RM98.99 million respectively in 
this year budget to manage their waste 
disposal and public cleanliness,” he 
said.

The cost of waste transportation from 
the transit station at Ampang Jajar to the 
Pulau Burong landfill is  RM1.2 million 
monthly, while the tipping fee is 

RM20.20 per ton.
Besides this, there is the cost of land 

measuring 157 acres, which is allocated 
for the waste disposal.

“Considering the cut back of 4% of 
waste from entering the landfill, it is 
estimated there is a cost saving of 
RM2.5 million per year,” Lim added.

Meanwhile, later in the evening, Lim  
joined Deputy Chief Minister 1 Datuk 
Mohd Rashid Hasnon at the launching 
of the “Think Green Act Green Waste 
Segregation” programme at Queensbay 
Mall in Bayan Baru.

In addressing the crowd present, he 
lauded the management of Queensbay 
Mall to improve their efforts in preserv-
ing the environment through various 
methods, including the launch of the 
“Think Green Act Green Waste Segre-
gation” programme.

He termed waste segregation as a 
life changer, which benefits the family 
and community at large.  

“Just spend around one minute a day 
to do waste segregation at source and 
you are on your way to moulding your 
family and society and helping the 
state in its effort to be a cleaner, 
healthier and greener place besides an 
intelligent and international city,” he 
said.

Lim also equated the present craze 
of Pokemon Go as only a game chang-
er compared to the life changing waste 
segregation.  

The Chief Minister added that since 
2012, Queensbay Mall had practised 
waste segregation at source, resulting 
in 94,400kg and 90,800kg of recyclable 
waste collected in 2014 and 2015 re-
spectively.

“For the last three years the mall also 
spent some RM50,000 to come out with 
the recyclable bins,” he added.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan 
Eng on Aug 17 handed out 
initial aid amounting to 
RM9,000 to 12 fire victims 
of Kampung Gertak Sang-
gul near Teluk Kumbar.

S ix  fami l i e s  whose 
houses were destroyed re-
ceived RM1,000 each, five 
whose houses were par-
tially damaged received 
RM500 and a coffee shop 
o w n e r  a l s o  r e c e i v e d 
RM500.

Lim said the payment 
was made following stand-
ard operating procedures 
(SOPs) set up by the state.

“This is an initial pay-
ment from the state gov-
ernment, and we will plan 
further payments necessary 
for the fire victims,” he 
said after handing over the 
aid to the victims at Se-
kolah Kebangsaan Poi Eng 

at Gertak Sanggul.
At the function, repre-

sentatives from SRS Con-
sortium also handed over 
schooling necessities to 
students affected by the 
fire.

Lim also expressed his 
sympathies to the families 
who lost their houses in the 
fire, and are temporarily 
putting up in the school’s 
hall.

Lim was also taken to 
view the nearby site where 
fire razed the eight houses 
at around 6pm on Aug 17.

Among those present 
were Air Itam assembly-
member Wong Hon Wai 
who is also the political

Aid for fire victims

better for all of their people through the power of inde-
pendent journalism.  

Citiscope which can be accessed online at http://citi-
scope.org/ promises on-the-ground reporting by local 
journalists with extensive coverage of global debates on 
the future of cities and expert commentary and analysis.

On Aug 6, Christopher Swope, managing editor of 
citiscope, had featured “How Seberang Perai’s first fe-
male mayor is reducing waste and boosting citizen en-
gagement”.  

Swope met Maimunah at the gathering of mayors at 
the United Nations.  Maimunah was appointed by the 
Penang state government in 2011, she’s the first woman 
in the city to hold what is essentially the job of mayor. 

Buletin Mutiara extracts parts of the interview be-
tween Swope and Maimunah.

Q: Tell me about the Four Ps and Rs.
A: Let’s start with the Rs. When I took over the post, I 
realised that we would like to improve our revenue, and 
we would like to reduce our cost of doing business. If we 
have the revenue, then we can provide more facilities and 
amenities for the people.

Our budget is around US$200 million. But when I 
went in in 2011, we were spending 42% of this on solid 
waste management.

Q: 42%? Wow.
A: Yes, it’s quite a lot. I was invited to present our case 
in Kawasaki, Japan, and when I mentioned that solid 
waste management is 42% of our budget, our Japanese 
friends asked ‘Did you say 4.2% or 42%?’ Because it’s 
close to 4.2% there. They were shocked.

When 42% of our budget goes to solid waste manage-
ment, there’s very little left for development. I told the 
stakeholders: ‘Look. I collect the rates from you, and I 
turn your money into rubbish. Do you want that?’

So I had a town hall meeting. We already do reduce, 
reuse, recycle. I said: ‘We have to rethink.’

Q: What do you mean by ‘rethink’?
A: I use this example at schools. You want to eat, you go 
to the canteen. You rethink. Maybe normally you take two 
cookies. But your tummy is already half full. Just take 
one. Because otherwise, it becomes waste. In my city, 
50% of the waste is organic — food waste. And the food 
waste is very, very heavy compared to other waste.

Or take toys. There’s a mother who told me her son 
wanted to buy extra toys. And his big brother told him to 
‘rethink’ — you have so many toys already at home. 
Rethink. It’s been very well received. Now in my city, 
it’s like rethink, rethink, rethink.

Q: How is ‘rethink’ different from ‘reduce’?
A: When you reduce, you already want to consume. You 
used to consume big, now you consume small. But now 
you rethink: Maybe you don’t need to consume. You 
don’t need to generate waste. Because it’s already enough. 

We also say when you eat, you eat until you finish. 
First, you rethink. Your tummy is full so you take only 
one slice of bread not two. Rethink. But the moment you 
take the amount that you want, you have to finish it. 

Because I don’t want it to become waste.

Q: How has this changed the bottom line on that 42% 
of your budget spent on waste management?
A: In 2015, it was reduced to 32%. That’s about US$9 
million.

Q: Do you think these messages are part of what’s 
reduced that?
A: Yes.

We also have a programme called ‘sustainable resi-
dential area.’ We have a competition between neighbour-
hoods to reduce waste generation. Our workers collect 
rubbish three times a week. In those areas that commit 
to do the sustainable residential area, we only collect once 
a week. This reduced our spending. We also promote 
composting of kitchen waste.

My city is the first in Malaysia to ban free plastic bags. 
Now if you want to use a plastic bag, you’ve got to pay 
20 cents. Styrofoam is also banned.

Q: What about the Four P’s?
A: The Four P’s are about how to manage and maintain 
public space. There’s public-private partnerships. But 
there’s also people — this is your neighbourhood.  I 
already provide you with the facilities. Can you adopt 
it? Can you take care of the space so that there’s less 
cost to the city in maintaining it?

Another way is developers or multinational corpora-
tions or any other concession can adopt the public 

spaces. They can improve it, and then they sign with us 
for five years for maintenance. They maintain it. But 
we give them the right to advertise their product.

It can be parks. It can be a street, it can be a rounda-
bout or a traffic island. We have 34 ‘Four P’s’ projects 
for parks already.

Q: How much revenue does that bring in?
A: It’s not so much about revenue, but saving me from 
maintaining the parks. They maintain for five years. 
They provide the facilities, and they maintain for five 
years together with the people there, the residents’ as-
sociation. Not only can I reduce my cost of doing busi-
ness, but I’m also building the trust within the people. 
I trust you  and you trust me.

Q: How else do you build trust with the people?
A:  Every year, before we do our budget, we call a town 
hall meeting and we ask the people: ‘What do you want 
us to prioritise with the money that we collect from 
you?’ For the first five years, cleanliness was the top 
priority. At this year’s town hall meeting, the percentage 
of stakeholders saying cleanliness was the top priority 
was down to 26%, meaning that our city has now be-
come cleaner.

We are very transparent. We show the people how 
much we collected. The spending goes to this, this and 
this. That’s where we build the trust among the stake-
holders.

Q: Can I ask you, as the first woman to lead your 
city — is there something new you bring to the dis-
cussion in your city that maybe wasn’t there before?
A: I think so. The first thing to me is public engagement. 
Because we ask the people.

Another thing I’m bringing in is activities. Because 
I realised that a city without activity is a city without a 
soul. When I came in, I asked my employees: ‘What do 
you do after Monday to Friday?’ They said: ‘Nothing.’ 
Then I went to the open spaces, the public spaces, and 
they were very quiet. I said there must be activities in 
the city.

I started aerobics in the public spaces. Exercise. Now 
Zumba. Many people said, ‘Why the heck does the 
mayor want to dance in the big field? Don’t you see we 
are shy dancing?’ I said no, because with aerobics, I meet 
the people. And people like music, it makes them happy. 

Slowly I’m bringing my office and services to the 
people. I have a mobile office, so even on Sundays they 
can have services. I bring this mobile office to the 
aerobics. And people can talk to me and also take care 
of any rates they have to pay or licenses they need to 
apply for. They can even pay with the credit card.

I also bring my nurse. Just do a simple health check. 
Before they go for exercise, they can take their blood 
pressure. They enjoy it. Now every neighbourhood 
wants aerobics.

I also started an activity called car-free morning, 
when we close a street and say the street is yours. You 
can dance, you can lie down, you can bring your kids, 
you can do cycling, you can do whatever it is on the 
street. It’s every first Sunday of the month. Now the 
demand is, can you do two Sundays of the month?

ment whereby all the depart-
ments serve the core business 
of the council as one unit. 

“As the Chief Minister often 
reminded the civil servants, do 
not adopt the silo mentality. I 
know the task of facing the 
public is not easy now. With 
technology and the higher 
demands from the public, eve-
ryone has to work together to 
move the council forward. 
When transformation breaks 
down, the impact will be great-
er on the local government as 
they are the ones closest to the 
people,” Chow said.

Chow also reminded the 
civil servants on how the 1Ma-
laysia Development Berhad 
(1MDB) crisis escalated.  

He said one must not be 
manipulated for personal gains 
and when an agency cannot 
carry out its roles, political 
intervention occurs.  

In brief, he said the failure 
of the federal government in 
managing the issue had caused 
embarrassment to the civil 
service.  

“If transformation fails at 
the top of the hierarchy, the 
impact is much bigger. We 
must not be satisfied with the 
1MDB issue because of the 
failure to handle the matter. 
Therefore, I hope the local 
council will work on the trans-
formation as well. I know the 
mayor, the secretary and the 
councillors are working hard.” 
he said.  

The mayor of Penang, Da-
tuk Patahiyah Ismail, who also 
delivered a speech, spoke on 
gathering public feedback and 
also to create awareness on the 
council’s roles.  

“The plan is also to strength-
en the integrity of the local 
council staff, develop human 
talents, improve the financial 
resources and services, in-

crease competitiveness and 
promote the local council ar-
eas as hubs for investment, 
residential, working and rec-
reation,” she said.
