CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng has  
expressed surprise at the speed in 
which Penang Barisan Nasional (BN) 
chairman Teng Chang Yeow knew that 
Lim had sent a notice of demand to The 
Star for printing what he described as 
lies by Teng.

Lim said this at a press conference 
on Nov 24 to reveal that he had in-
structed his lawyers to send a notice of 
demand for defamation against The 
Star.

Teng had told the media at a press 
conference on Nov 23 that Lim had 
initiated such legal action.

“Only The Star and I would be privy 
to this information. This validates eve-
ryone’s suspicion that the mainstream 
media and BN have such a close rap-
port. Even my colleague here, Jagdeep 
Singh, only knew about this action this 
morning when I told him,” Lim said.

Lim’s lawyer Mureli Navartnam had 
issued the notice of action for defama-
tion in respect of an article titled “Pulau 
Jerejak Land Sale Questioned” pub-
lished in The Star newspaper and The 
Star Online on Nov 16. 

The notice of action was addressed 
to Star Media Group Berhad and two 
employees.

Earlier, on Nov 21, Lim had given 
Teng 48 hours to show proof of his al-
legations over the Pulau Jerejak land 
sale issue.  

However, Teng has refused to show-
proof and replied that he would only-
unfold the details of the 2013 deal-
where he said Lim rejected a RM220 
million profit guarantee for Penang 
Development Corporation (PDC) -“one 
after another” or as The Star headline 
says “bit by bit”.

“BN newspapers in the English and 
Malay media have no public credibil-
ity or integrity,” Lim said.

“Teng should be reminded that this 
is not a game or some strip-tease show 
but a serious allegation that the Chief 
Minister rejected a deal that could have 
earned PDC a RM220 million profit 
guarantee. If he is serious, he should 
show proof now and not ‘play-play’. 
By refusing to do so, Teng shows how 
unprincipled and irresponsible he is 
and completely unfit to be a political 
leader,” Lim said.

Referring to another report, Lim 
said: “The Star has consistently not 
only published lies but also created lies 
especially about one flood victim who 
died when all other newspapers re-
ported the death as an accident because 
at the time of death, there was no rain 

yet.” 
The defamatory statements and false 

allegations on Nov 16 are as follows:- 
“The rejection of the joint-venture 

agreement caused PDC to lose about 
RM220mil in profit guarantee and also 
the authority over its land on Pulau 
Jerejak,” said Teng.

Quoting “reliable” PDC sources, he 
said the agreement inked in December 
2013 had a potential profit guarantee 
of up to RM450mil based on a gross 
development value of RM1.5bil.

He said the Chief Minister, who is 
also PDC chairman, had, however, 
rejected the 2013 agreement between  
Tropical  Is land Resort  Sdn Bhd  
(TIRSB)  and Ideal Property.

“Why did Lim keep silent over his 
rejection of the joint-venture agree-
ment but decided to sell PDC’s 49% 

stake in Pulau Jerejak to Ideal Prop-
erty’s subsidiary?” Teng was quoted as 
saying by The Star.

 TIRSB was formed in 1997 with 
PDC taking a minority 49% stake with 
an investment of RM15.44 million and 
UDA the remainder 51%. 

In 2001, BN and Gerakan betrayed 
Penangites by selling 80 acres of land 
out of 895 acres in Pulau Jerejak at 
RM12.95 million to TIRSB, when the 
then market price was RM 47.6 mil-
lion, a loss of RM 34.6 million. 

“Once again the Pakatan state gov-
ernment had rehabilitated and saved a 
failed BN project as well as recouped 
our investment, loans and losses. We 
recoup back our RM4.4 million loan 
and the amount invested of RM15.44 
million by selling for RM156 million. 
We also disposed of our 49% stake in 
a loss-making company, TIRSB that 
had recorded book losses of RM40 
million losses at end 2015, to secure a 
profit of RM140.6 million that is 
nearly 10 times over our initial invest-
ment,” Lim said.

In concluding, Lim referred to the 
matter as “a clear case of sour grapes 
when Gerakan attacks the sale because 
they failed to do what we have done by 
recouping the RM15.44 million invest-
ment and the RM4.4 million loan. More 
importantly Gerakan should be ashamed 
of themselves for selling out Pulau Jere-
jak as early as 1997”.

“This is a classic case of a ‘thief 
shouting thief’! Despite this remark-
able turnaround of also recording a 
profit of RM140.6 million that is 
nearly 10 times the amount invested, 
Gerakan and BN Penang continues to 
attack us for selling out on Pulau Jere-
jak to the BN Federal Government. Are 
they not part of BN?” he asked.

Legal action on Pulau Jerejak reports
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CHIEF Minister Lim 
Guan Eng has expressed 
shock that a cartoon 
exhibition needed the 
presence of the police 
Federal Reserve Unit 
(FRU).

“Have we come to 
this stage?” he said in 
response to questions 
from members of the 
media on Nov 30.

Lim was asked how the 
state is going to handle 
situations like when car-
toonist Zunar’s exhibi-
tion at the concourse in 
Komtar was destroyed in 
a ruckus on Nov 25.  

“We will discuss how 
we are to ensure that 
public space is safe for 
the public. Any efforts 
to prevent any event to be held 
should best be left to the police. 
We may or may not agree with 
what the police are doing but the 
only thing is to have the authori-
ties to take action. They should 
not allow intervention, especially 
physical threats from gangsters 
and hooligans,” he said.

“The people of Penang have to 
remain brave, have courage to 
stand firm. I remember six years 
ago when these hooligans were 
even attacking reporters on the 
bridge. One of them was physi-
cally attacked and yet no action 
was taken. 

“Sometimes, it is necessary and 
important to remind the people of 
Penang to look at the real face of 
the hooliganism and gangsterism. 
This is the real face. They attack 
you. They hit you and they assault 
you. For them, the only freedom 
they believe in is the freedom to 
lie. We accept real freedom,” Lim 
added.  

Referring to the ruckus, Lim 
said the police were present and 
they arrested two of the suspects.  

“We can only ask them to en-
hance security. We should not 
lose faith. For example, at the 
Speaker’s Square which was set 
up eight years ago, we thank the 
police for not interfering. The 
challenge is to maintain order and 
peace against those gangsters 
who use violence to try and dis-
rupt peaceful gatherings.”

Lim added Zunar ’s cartoon 
exhibition was held in a public 
area and the public has the right. 

“The people must not back 

down, stand up and show that you 
will not bow to their threats and 
bullying. Or else, the freedom we 
have fought so hard for will be 
taken away,” he said.

“We should not allow hooligan-
ism and gangsters to dictate the 
way we live. We want to live in 
peace. We do not want to live 
under threats. We will discuss 
further with government leaders 
and the police on this.”

Zunar’s exhibition ended sud-
denly after a group of between 20 
and 30 people stormed the event 
at about 2.45pm, less than three 

hours after its opening.
On Nov 26, Zunar was arrested 

under Section 4 (1)(c) of the Sedi-
tion Act 1948, at about 6pm when 
he turned up at George Town 
district police headquarters in 
Patani Road upon the request of 
the police.

He was released on Nov 27 on 
police bail.

Zunar said his paintings were 
not politically motivated.

His exhibition, themed “Fight 
Through Cartoon”, depicts hap-
penings and events in the country 
involving Malaysians.

Do not lose faith, stand up

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng’s corruption 
trial will start from March 27 next year.

High Court judge Datuk Hadhariah Syed Is-
mail on Dec 6 set the dates for the case to be 
from March 27 to 31, April 10 to 14, April 24 
to 28, May 15 to 19, May 29  to June 2, June 13 
to 16 and July 17 to 21.

But the prosecution and defence have also 
been ordered to submit all relevant documents 
for the case by Jan 6.

“I want the prosecution and defence to come 
out with the agreed facts and issues to be tried 
and get all documentations ready. Please do not 
waste the court’s time.

“The prosecution must be ready. We cannot 
delay anymore. Please be ready by Jan 6 for 
case management,” she said.

The prosecution team had earlier told the court 
they were having some issues with their 13,000 
documents that they previously failed to index.

She said the dates set for the trial will not be 
delayed or postponed as the prosecution will be 
calling 60 witnesses for the trial.

“Get everything ready by Jan 6 because I don’t 
want any further delay,” Hadhariah said.

Meanwhile, Gobind Singh, who leads the 
defence team, said they will prepare the state-
ment of defence and submit it before the trial 
starts.

Dec 6, was the case management for Lim’s 
case but only his team of lawyers, led by Gob-
ind, were present at court on the day..

Court sets March 
27 for graft trial
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THE imam of Al-Aqsa Mosque in 
Jerusalem, Ali Omar Yacoub Ab-
basi, was in Penang for a visit and 
performed his prayers at the Mas-
jid Kapitan Keling on Nov 29.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng has urged the 
Inspector-General of Police to impose stringent 
mental health checks on those applying for or 
being given gun licences.

“We need a more stringent policy so that 
other tragic incidents can be avoided,” Lim said 
on Dec 3 after visiting the family of the late Choi 
Hon Ming, 32, who was one of the shooting 
incident victims that happened on Dec 1 at the 
Tun Dr Lim Chong Eu Expressway. 

Lim offered words of comfort to Choi’s fam-
ily members at the Batu Gantung Funeral Parlour.  

Choi’s elder sister, Poh Peng, shared that she 
was the last person to see Choi. 

“My only brother dreamt of opening his own 
balloon concept shop and provide professional 
clown and mascot services. That evening, he was 
on his way to set up an event and it is really hard 
for me to accept this sudden loss.”

According to her, Choi had registered his 
marriage and his wife, who is currently working 
abroad, is on her way home. 

“My brother is a happy go lucky guy. For his 
funeral, his friends are planning to release 32 
helium balloons to signify his age and they are 
also planning to come in clown costumes to re-
member the jovial person that Choi was,” a 
deeply saddened Poh Peng said amid tears.

Choi’s father, Wee Hong, 75, related to Lim 
and exco member Lim Hock Seng how he felt 
at losing his only son.

Choi was killed when a single bullet hit him 
in the chest. 

Lim handed over a token sum to the family 
and spent some time chatting with them.

Lim also visited the family of Senthil Mu-
rugaiah who was also killed in the shootout 
incident.

The chief minister, who was accompanied by 
exco member Lim Hock Seng, also contributed 
bereavement payment to Senthil’s family.

“I have no words to describe what the family 
is going through as Senthil was an innocent 
victim in this tragedy,” Lim said.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng on Dec 2 visited the victims 
of the shooting incident which took place at Tun Dr Lim 
Chong Eu Expressway.

Lim, accompanied by state Health Director Datuk Dr M. 
Sukumar also visited RTM’s cameraman Mohamad Amirul 
Amin Mohamed Amer, 27, who was injured in the left 
shoulder after he was hit by a stray bullet.

He is being treated at the intensive care unit of the Penang 
General Hospital.

Lim also met Amirul’s mother, Bunisa Mohd Ali, 58, and 
the families of the other victims.

“I am at the hospital to express my sympathies to all af-
fected,” he said.

“Please wait for the full report from the police and most 
importantly the public should not speculate,” he told report-
ers present at the hospital.

Inspector-General of Police Tan Sri Khalid Abu Bakar 
and George Town police chief ACP Mior Faridalathrash 
Wahid also visited the victims.

In the incident which happened at 7.30pm on Dec 1, three 
people were shot dead and four wounded, with one in criti-
cal condition.

FOR the first time in Penang, 
the 770 school bus operators 
in the state received a cash 
incentive from the state gov-
ernment as a measure to help 
them cope with the rising costs 
of maintenance.

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng, in a ceremony at the Se-
berang Perai Municipal Coun-
cil (MPSP) Auditorium on Dec 
3, presented the cash incentive 
amounting to RM600 to each 
school bus operator registered 
with the Land Public Transport 
Commission (SPAD). 

For the following year, the 
same amount would be divided 
into two separate payments for 
them.

According to the chief min-
ister, the incentive from the 
state government is a token of 
appreciation for the services 
rendered by the school bus 
operators for the students who 

rely on public transportation 
to go to schools.

“This is the first incentive 
of its kind in the country. The 
amount might not be much but 
it is a token of the state gov-
ernment’s concern and care for 
school bus operators in the 
state who are facing the ill ef-
fects of our economic down-
turn,” Lim said.

THE pioneer batch of Penang Young 
Community Organisers received their ap-
pointment letters from Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng during a simple yet meaningful 
ceremony at the Penang Institute on Nov 
26.

The 30 of them, after undergoing a train-
ing programme that lasted almost a year, 
will be tasked to reach out to the youth in 
addressing various social issues affecting 
the community. 

They are from the five districts through-
out the state and will perform their duties 
as and when needed in their respective 
districts.

Lim, in his speech at the ceremony, 
recounted the crucial challenges faced by 
the people of Penang during these trying 
times filled with uncertainties.

“We face three main challenges – traffic 
congestion, the ever rising need for more 
public and affordable housing and most 
recently, the changes in our weather that 

had resulted in serious flash floods,” Lim 
said.

“The state government is still waiting 
for the allocation amounting to RM970 
million for flood mitigation in Penang. 
The state contributes more than RM7 bil-
lion every year to the federal government 
in taxes. And we also contribute more than 
30% in excess trade to the country,” he 
added.

The chief minister also reminded the 
task ahead for the 30 youth leaders and 
expressed his hope that they meet what is 
expected of them.

“This team is known as Penggerak Ko-
munity (PEKA) or community organiser 
because we want the youth of Penang to 
immerse themselves in community work 
in society. If you want to be a leader, you 
have to be a servant,” Lim said. 

Others at the ceremony included exco 
member for Youth & Sports, Women, 
Family & Community Development 
Chong Eng, Bukit Mertajam MP Steven 
Sim and Machang Bubuk assemblymem-
ber Lee Khai Loon.

PENANTI will come alive next month when 
two exciting events are held there.

Assemblymember Dr Norlela Ariffin, ac-
companied by exco member for Tourism 
Development Danny Law Heng Kiang and 
exco member for Youth & Sports, Women, 
Family and Community Chong Eng, held a 
press conference at the Penang state assembly 
on Nov 24 to announce the two events.

The first one is a Homestay Carnival on Dec 
2 which will begin with a forum.  

The second one which is part of the Home-
stay Carnival is the first Street Workout Team 
Battle to be held in the northern states of 
Malaysia.

“I wish to thank the Chief Minister for al-
locating RM1.25 million in the 2017 Penang 
Budget for the development and upgrading 
of the homestay in Mengkuang Titi and the 
upgrading of the football field. In 2016, the 
state also allocated RM300,000 to upgrade 
the Kampung Terus river tourism project,” 
Dr. Norlela said.

“In Penanti, we want to improve the stand-

ard of living for the people but at the same 
time, maintain the laidback kampung life-
style. The state has also invested RM2.3 
million for an activity innovation centre 
where efforts will be put in to research and 
develop innovative ways to improve the liv-
ing of the people,” she added.  

The Homestay Carnival will attract more 
than 3,000 people in the fishing and cooking 
competitions, concert by Khalifah, street 
workout and other sports and recreation ac-
tivities.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng 
on Nov 19 hit out at the media 
for not questioning Penang 
Gerakan chairman Teng Chang 
Yeow over his so-called proof on 
the Penang Development Corpo-
ration/Pulau Jerejak issue.

He asked why the media did 
not ask Teng to show proof of his 
claims that Lim had rejected the 
offer that allegedly gave PDC a 
profit of RM220 million. 

“Don’t to be a coward, show 
your proof,” Lim told Teng.

“Why does the Chinese press 
print his statement but not ask 
him to show the proof that I re-
jected the offer. Every time 
Gerakan makes a statement and 
ask the state to show proof, we 
show the proof. But why doesn’t 
the Chinese press ask Teng for 
the proof?” Lim posed.

Earlier, Lim had rebutted Pen-
ang opposition leader Datuk Ja-
hara Hamid who claimed that the 
state manipulated the Penang 
budget.

“This is a false and baseless 
allegation. I am disappointed. 
How can we manipulate these 

numbers because the figures are 
confirmed by the Auditor-Gen-
eral who audited our financial 
statements?” Lim said.

“The additional amount is for 
us to carry out development to 
deal with the economic crisis. 
Why didn’t they criticise the 
national budget where the fed-
eral government only allocated 
17.6% for development while we 
allocated 61.1%?” he said.

In the article by the New 
Straits Times, it was quoted that 
an NGO branch adviser had 
claimed that PDC is a profit-
making business entity. 

“An accountant will not make 
such a statement. He falsely 
claimed that PDC is a profit 
making entity. PDC is not for 
profits. If PDC is for profits, they 
will not build housing for the 
people. I hope the person will not 
talk about things he does not 
know, especially if he is not an 
accountant. If you want to criti-
cise the state, don’t hide behind 
the name of an NGO, just clear-
ly show your support for BN,” 
Lim said.

THE state government will 
continue to focus on the manu-
facturing and services sectors to 
achieve an active cum robust 
economic growth.

The manufacturing sector is 
on a positive trend for the first 
eight months of this year, with 
investments of RM3.77 billion, 
which is the third highest in the 
country behind Selangor 
(RM3.82 billion) and Johor in 
top position (RM17.99 billion).

“Penang is still the choice of 
big international investors,” 
Deputy Chief Minister 1 Datuk 
Mohd Rashid Hasnon said in his 
winding-up speech at the recent 
State Assembly sitting on Nov 
23.

Meanwhile, in reply to Telok 
Ayer Tawar assemblymember 
Datuk Jahara Hamid on the role 
of the state government to check 
or reduce the downward trend 
of foreign investors, he com-
mented among others :

a) To have better focus on 

strategies to attract new inves-
tors and at the same time main-
tain the    existing ones.

b) Working together with 
federal authorities on matters 
regarding the competitive in-
centives offered to investors in 
line with international bench-
marks.

Give focus to Penang’s 
strength in the fields of electrical 
and electronics (E & E), also the 
ability to offer various indus-
trial activities like medi-
cal devices, health sci-
ence, aerospace and 
avionic and LED tech-
nology.

Apart from this, at-
tention was also given 
to business process out-
sourcing, shared services and 
outsourcing, global business 
services and human resource 
services, among others.

These activities will give rise 
to high-value job opportunities, 
he added.

To improve infrastructure 
for industrial parks and ad-

vanced techonology of interna-
tional standard. small medium 
industr ies  (SMI) cluster 
equipped with top amenities to 
be built within the industrial 
parks.

c) Supply facilities to inves-
tors to assist in ease of doing 
business and co-operate with 
all stakeholders so cost of do-
ing business in the state will 
remain competitive.

d) Work with agencies and 
relevant sectors to 
ensure Penang has 
enough talents to 
meet investors’ re-
quirements.

“Meanwhile, the 
state government 
through InvestPen-

ang will continue to explore new 
markets and new industries to 
remain competitive on the inter-
national scene,” added Rashid, 
who is also the exco for Indus-
trial Development & Interna-
tional Trade, Co-operatives & 
Community Relations and En-
trepreneur Development.

State focus on manufacturing, services sectors

IN his winding up speech at the 
recently concluded state as-
sembly session, exco member 
for Agriculture & Agro-Based 
Industry, Rural Development 
and Health Dr. Afif Bahardin 
presented a detailed account on 
statistics and measures to con-
tain the spread of dengue in 
Penang.

“In spite of the negative 
trend in the outbreak of this 
dengue menace, the state gov-
ernment will not remain com-
placent but will adopt innova-
tive measures to combat its 
spread. For the year 2016, as of 
Oct 23, a total  of 2,291 cases 
of dengue were recorded. This 
is a 48% drop for the same cor-
responding period for the previ-
ous year - 4,408 cases,” he said.

Responding to questions 
raised by RSN Rayer (DAP-
Seri Delima) on whether the 
federal authorities represented 
by the Health Minister or his 
deputy had provided alloca-
tions or held discussions with 
the exco member on the best 
way to deal with the situation, 
Dr Afif had this to say: “The 
Health Minister at state level is 
represented by the state health 
director and meetings are held 

every two weeks with the rel-
evant officials collectively 
known as dengue special duties 
officers. Current statistics, 
identified hotspot areas and 
planned proper action are top-
ics frequently discussed to 
come up with solutions,” Dr 
Afif, who’s also Seberang Jaya 
assemblymember, said.

In terms of financial alloca-
tions by the federal as well as 
the state governments, Dr. Afif 
also provided a comprehensive 
list on the exact amount pro-
vided and the areas in which 
they were spent to contain 
dengue in Penang.

“The Heal th  Minis t ry 

through the State Health De-
pa r tmen t  had  a l loca t ed 
RM688,261 to finance anti-
dengue programmes in the state 
for the year 2016. These com-
munity-based programmes in-
clude Anti-Aedes, Let’s Bash 
Up Aedes Campaign (Kempen 
Jom Belasah Aedes), Avoid 
Zika and Dengue, Community 
Cleanliness Programme which 
were organised by NGOs. In 
terms of equipment, two 
mounted ULV machines, 12 
hand-held compression spray-
ers, seven mistblowers, seven 
thermal foggers and vehicles 
for our control squads were 
purchased,” he added.

THE morning session of the 
fourth day of the Penang State 
Assembly sitting on Nov 21 
begun with a proposal by Wong 
Hon Wai (DAP-Air Itam) to 
Speaker Datuk Law Choo Ki-
ang (pix) to allow the assem-
blymembers to continue with 
their debates. 

His proposal was supported 
by RSN Rayer (DAP-Seri De-
lima) and Opposition Leader 
Datuk Jahara Hamid (BN-
Telok Air Tawar).

On Friday at 5pm, Deputy 
Speaker Maktar Shapee had 
called for the assemblymem-
bers to continue but when he 
did not get a response, he 
wrapped up the debate session. 

“I want to state that the 
Deputy Speaker made the right 
decision. I support his decision 

as it is the order of the state 
assembly proceedings. I also 
want to reprimand some of you 
who had told the press that 
there was no bell or any other 
reason like the count was too 
fast. Some of you have implied 
that the Deputy Speaker wasn’t 
fair,” Law said.  

“It is your responsibility. 
You missed the chance. In the 
House, when the Deputy 
Speaker or I chair the sitting, 
you have to take it seriously 
and be prepared,” he added.

“This is a strict decision 
made with a smile. I have 
weighed the matter and agree 
to re-open the debate session 
although I do not wish to.”His 
decision was met with appre-
ciation and thanks from Rayer 
and Jahara.

Speaker’s advice to 
assemblymembers

TOURIST arrivals in Penang has 
shown an upward trend over the 
past few years.

In 2014, tourists arrivals at the 
Penang International Airport was 
6,029,850 passengers and in 
2015, it increased by 3.62% to 
6,258,756.

“In 2016, we can see foreign 
tourists coming to the Penang 
Airport till September totaled 
1,032,716 passengers. Compared 
to the same period in 2015, it was 
only 928,353. This shows an in-
crease of 11.24% in 2016.

“I am confident the number of 
passengers will increase from 
October till December due to 
the school holidays, festive 
seasons and holidays during the 
winter season,” exco for Tour-
ism and Culture Danny Law 
Heng Kiang said during his 
winding-up speech at the recent 
State Assembly sitting.

He said 10 countries that were 
top in terms of visitors till Sep-
tember were Indonesia (195,929), 
Singapore (110,486), China 
(47,448), Japan (18,149), Aus-
tralia (15,481), United Kingdom 
(13,451), USA (13,192), Thailand 
(11,373), Taiwan (9,214) and 
India (6.035).

Law said Penang still received 
many awards from international 

media, as below:
Lonely Planet magazine named 

George Town as - “Fourth Best 
City in the World To Visit in 
2016”.

Conde Nast Traveller magazine 
chose Penang as “The Best Place 
To Retire in 2016”.

Los Angeles Times chose 
George Town as “16 Best Tourist 
Destination for Year 2016”.

Forbes Magazine also chose 
Penang as “The World Best 
Budget Travel Destination” for 
Year 2016.

 “This show that Penang is get-
ting more famous in the eyes of 
the world, more so with the herit-
age cultures we have.

“Following this, more tourists 
namely international media, TV 
producers and film directors will 
give their focus to the state.”

Touching on meetings, incen-
tives, conventions and exhibitions 
(MICE) tourism, Law said the 
state government will give focus 
to this sector.

He said in 2017, a few MICE 
programmes have already been 
lined up, including the Asia 
Pacific Tourism Conference, 
Penang International Food Fes-
tival, V-Conference, MBI Con-
vention and Vietnam Frienship 
Convention.

Tourist arrivals on the increase
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IN his winding-up speech in the 
state assembly recently, exco mem-
ber for Works, Utilities and Trans-
port Lim Hock Seng responded to 
Datuk Salleh Man (PAS – Perma-
tang Pasir) on issues pertaining to 
the massive traffic congestion on the 
first Penang Bridge.

The sole PAS assemblymember 
in the state suggested that measures 
be taken to ensure that all vehicles 
heading to Bayan Lepas Free Trade 
Zone at peak hours use only the 
Sultan Abdul Halim Mu’adzam 
Shah bridge.

Lim responded that resorting to 
such measures is beyond the juris-
diction of the state government but 
lies solely under the responsibility 
of the Malaysian Highway Author-
ity (LLM).

“Nevertheless, the state has taken 
various initiatives to divert vehicles 
at peak hours in order to prevent or 
minimise traffic congestion. 
Through LLM, we have installed 
Digital Road Signboard (DRS) to 
inform road users of the estimated 
journey time on the first and second 
bridges.,” Lim, who is Bagan Jermal 
assemblymember, said.

“By means of the Variable Mes-
sage Sign (VMS), we also send out 

messages to users of the Tun Dr. 
Lim Chong Eu Highway to use al-
ternative routes such as the second 
bridge to get to Batu Maung and 
Bayan Lepas. For now, we have also 
enforced restrictions on the use of 
heavy vehicles on the bridge from 
6.30am to 8.30am and 5pm to 7pm. 
Exceptions to this ruling are only 
granted to certain categories of 
heavy vehicles so as not to affect the 
economic activities on the island,” 
he added.

To the concerns raised by Yap 
Soo Huey (DAP–Pulau Tikus) on 
the study of the traffic flow from 
Jalan Mount Erskine, Tanjong 
Bunga to Pulau Tikus in order not 
to disrupt the town planning plans 
in her constituency, Lim assured her 
that detailed studies have been done 
by the Public Works Department.

“The state government through 
the Public Works Department has 
studied measures to address the 
concerns of the Pulau Tikus assem-
blymember. PWD will study the 
said traffic flow in order to ascertain 
whether the route needs to be up-
graded. Once the detailed study is 
complete, PWD will submit the 
report for consideration by the state 
government,” said Lim.

RESPONDING to questions raised by 
Datuk Salleh Man (PAS–Permatang 
Pasir), Deputy Chief Minister II Prof 
Dr P. Ramasamy, in his winding-up 
speech in the state assembly, gave an 
assurance that education and training 
for the disadvantaged youth remains a 
priority of the state 
government.

R a m a s a m y 
(DAP–Perai) listed 
the vocational train-
ing programmes and 
e n t r e p r e n e u r i a l 
skills workshops and 
courses made available to the people 
as measures by the state government to 
ensure their competitiveness in seeking 
employment or to generate income on 
their own.

“The state government works close-
ly with the Penang Development Cor-
poration (PDC), Penang Skills and 
Development Centre (PSDC) as well 
as Universiti Sains Malaysia (USM) 
and other private and public institu-

tions of higher learning to train our 
skills-intensive human resource,” he 
said.

“Among the important areas being 

given attention by us are engineering 
that covers computing, electronic, me-
chatronic and telecommunication as 
well as manufacturing technology 

(CAD/CAM).
“Through investPenang, the state 

government also plans investment and 
economic growth strategies by setting 
up the SME Market Advisory, Resource 
& Training Centre, S.M.A.R.T. Centre, 
for short, to assist graduates as well as 
those who couldn’t make it in the main-
stream education system by providing 
them advice on the latest information 
on business set-ups and practices,” he 
added.

On a separate matter raised by Mu-
hamad Yusoff Noor (BN–Sungai Dua), 
Ramasamy replied that a total of 63 
participants are currently enrolled in 
the German Dual Vocational Training 
(GDVT).

“These participants or trainees are 
attached with multinational corpora-
tions (MNCs) like B Braun, Osram, 
Inari, Carsem, Dynacraft, Southern 
Steel and Bosch undergoing training in 
mechatronics. From May 2017 on-
wards, a new programme under this 
GDVT will be introduced and it covers 
mainly electronic engineering in sys-
tem and devices,” he said.

DATUK Abdul Malik Abul Kassim, 
who chairs the state committee on Re-
ligious Affairs, Domestic Trade and 
Consumer Affairs, gave a detailed ac-
count on steps being taken under his 
portfolio in boosting domestic trade 
activities in Penang.

“In 2016, various concerted efforts 
were made by the state government to 
run programmes to increase business 
opportunities and to showcase our busi-
nesses beyond our borders to build 
networks and enhance the competitive-
ness of our businessmen,” he said.

“One such measure is the 7th Penang 
International Halal Expo and Confer-
ence 2016 (PIHEC) which was held 
from Jan 29 until 31 at the SPICE 
Arena which not only attracted the 
participation of our local Malaysian 
traders but also from overseas. This 
conference gave everyone the opportu-
nity to build networks and to grow their 
respective businesses,” the PKR as-
semblymember for Batu Maung added. 

Furthermore, the 8th Calendar Pen-
ang Trade Events 2017 (PTE) was also 
recently launched by Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng on Nov 26 at Gurney 
Paragon. 

According to Abdul Malik, the num-
ber of trade events and activities kept 
growing by the year since it began in 
2009 and as of November 2016, the 

total registered trade events for next 
year has reached 112.

“Penang Trade Events 2017 covers 
activities throughout next year to pro-
mote trade and business activities. 
Since the PTE was first mooted in 2009, 
numbers of trade events kept growing 
by the year. We only had 15 in 2009, 40 
in 2010, 49 in 2011, 52 in 2012, 58 in 
2013, 69 in 2014, 112 in 2015, 176 in 
2016 and now, as of today, we already 
have 112 scheduled for next year and 
the number is still growing,” he said.

The state exco member also ex-
pressed his confidence in the Asean 
Economic Community (AEC) Seminar 
that was carried out in three series cov-
ering trade and business, investment 
and industries and human resource and 
manpower and involved various groups 
to foster closer economic ties among 
Asean partners.

“This AEC seminar was the result of 
the collaboration between the Penang 
Development Corporation (PDC) and 
Penang Institute on the state govern-
ment’s side and the International Trade 
and Industry Ministry. The three series 
carried out throughout this year in-
volved the stakeholders in the indus-
tries, like academicians, entrepreneurs, 
business people, bankers, government 
agencies and the private sector,” he 
added.

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THE state Legal Department has advised 
the Housing Committee that the dwell-in 
requirement for units priced at RM72,500, 
which are known as Type B affordable 
housing in Penang now, may not be binding 
on low-medium cost (LMC) apartment 
owners.

 “The present law allows any property 
owner to benefit from their asset and this 
includes renting out to tenants,” Exco for 
Town & Country Planning and Housing 
Jagdeep Singh said in a press conference at 
the sidelines of the Penang State Assembly 
on Nov 22.

He added LMC owners who run homes-
tays contravened the Penang Island City 
Council’s bylaws against running lodging 
businesses in residential units and action 
could be taken.

However, Jagdeep said the state planned 
to test the law in court and would take legal 
action against errant LMC owners soon.

He also said it was a national problem and 
he had written to the Housing and Local 
Government Ministry several times to call 
for new laws to bind the housing eligibility 

requirements on the owners.
“As a follow-up, I will get in touch soon 

with Housing, Urban Well-being, and Local 
Government Minister Tan Sri Noor Omar to 
seek his decision on the matter,” he added.

He was replying to a letter handed over 
to him earlier at the State Assembly building 
by Parti Cinta Malaysia vice-president Da-
tuk Huan Cheng Guan, party Youth chief 
Liew Yeow Hooi and housewife, K.L. Soh.

Soh moved into her LMC home last May.
Her neighbour uses his unit for a homes-

tay business.
Soh, 50, from Bukit Gelugor, who suffers 

from muscular dystrophy on both legs, said 
her neighbour’s homestay business was 
thriving with regular “check-ins”.

“The noisy guests stay up late into the 
night. They litter along our corridor. We feel 
so insecure to have strangers on our floor,” 
she added.

Soh said she felt disillusioned with the 
state housing policy because LMC apart-
ments were meant to meet housing short-
ages but her neighbours were profiting 
commercially.

管理开销的表现

  “槟州政府已多次致函给交通部，要求扩建槟城国际机场。槟城
国际机场去年的乘客量达620万人次，如果今年乘客量维持在6%的成
长，那么将达到660万人次。这项要求已被首相拒绝，理由是“没有
钱”。没有钱扩建槟城国际机场，却有钱扩建其他仍未达到饱和点
的机场。槟城国际机场是继吉隆坡国际机场之后，第二个最繁忙的
机场，因此，没有理由不批准扩建槟城机场的要求，除非是与政治
因素有关。”
  林冠英于11月28日召开记者会时表达不满，联邦政府拒绝扩建槟
城国际机场，这是对槟城的偏见，因此，他促请联邦政府以国家利

净选盟集会的意义

辛亥革命在1911年取得成功前，孙中山曾发
动10次的起义，最终在第11次才成功推翻

满清政府，结束中国帝制。哪么过去已经来到
5.0的净选盟集会，到底有没有意义？
 净选盟集会与辛亥革命有别，不在于推翻政
府，而是为了5大诉求，即干净选举、清廉政
府、巩固议会民主、异议权利以及赋予沙巴和
砂拉越的权利。反对集会的红衫军，在集会前
两个月多次举行暴力示威，意图让人民害怕退
缩，缺席集会。然而，人民清楚集会的诉求，
毅然穿上黄衣，不分种族踊跃出席集会，最终
集会也和平的进行及解散。我当天凌晨5时就抱
病从槟城出发，到了吉隆坡孟沙集合点，就步
行前往集会地点与大家会合。据我所知，身在
世界各地的大马子民，虽无法赴会，也通过举
行小型集会，来表示支持。
 另外，国安法令立法原意是要打击恐怖分子，
但警方却在集会前一天，援引这项法令逮捕净
选盟2.0主席玛丽亚陈。难道一名关心国家前
景，呼吁人民通过和平集会，向政府提出诉求
的妇女是恐怖分子吗？遭到扣留10天的玛丽亚
陈，尽管已经获释，但我希望警方完成调查工
作后，可以给人民合理的解释。净选盟一再举
行集会，是因为政府无法兑现人民的诉求，我
希望下一届大选，人民能以手中的一票为国家
带来改变，这样就不需要再举办净选盟6.0集
会，甚至更多的集会。

国会议员请注意言行举止

其实要当人民代议士，就必须要懂得尊重自己和尊重别人。除了要为人民服
务，在议会时为人民请命，更要注意言行举止，懂得在发言时不可随意攻

击，讽刺，言论不能够含有种族歧分，讽刺性别等的字眼。在大马，我们时常都
会看到有关国会议员或部长们在报章或国议会上发表侮辱女性，种族的言论。身
为一位部或国会议员，如果连他也出口侮辱女性，那他哪还有资格为人民服务？
  最近在国会里，就有一个部长以“kok”的字眼来调侃行动党士布爹国会议员郭
素沁，这样的行为让人民感到非常失望，为何部长也可以说出这样的话？其实人
民代议士的行为，信实及诚信都是很重要的，是不是人民代议士在还没竞选或被
选后必须去上课？还是人民代议士的国家宪法应该有一个条规，如果有人民代议
士触及种族敏感课题，侮辱女性及制造骚乱，都必须受到国会的法律制裁？身为
农业及农基工业部副部长，拿督斯里达祖丁不但出言调侃郭素沁及开黄腔，其儿
子菲道斯还到国会发难及企图打人，为什么国阵政府及巫统没有采取行动惩罚这
样的国会议员及部长？如果国阵政府不正视这些事件后果的严重性，也没严谨对
付这些国会议员，那人民怎能对国会议员及部长们有信心和尊重他们，其它国家
的人又会如何看待我国的政府呢？

有感的预算案

11月28日，我受槟城研究院之邀出席主讲槟
州预算案。这是一个小众的论坛，其他主

讲者亦包括政经评论界人士。我说一个好的预
算案必须具有高度，环球视野的高度。一个好
的预算案亦须有如显微镜般的细微。面对世界
经济对槟州电子工业和制造业的冲击，槟州必
须成为以企业和以福利为主的州属，槟州政府
亦须拟定长远计划推动新工业发展，而养殖渔
业与海洋经济的扩展，是未来的新商机。
 2017年槟州预算案，拥有广阔视野，拨足拨款
改善基建解决民生，也提倡有效策略鼓励私人
企业参与州内发展。槟州政府与私人界伙伴关
系（PPP）计划，如电子图书馆，科学咖啡馆及
圆顶科学馆都是成功例子，以鼓励私人界参与
州内发展计划。
 我说良好施政和惠及全民的预算案，不只是在
议会厅辩论，也能即时解决民生问题，而拨款
推动治水计划，就是为民解困的良好预算案，
有感的预算案。全球都在谈黑天鹅现象。其实
我见过好几只黑天鹅，那是受邀台北迎宾馆出
席双十节国庆酒会，賓馆小溪边在戏水的黑天
鹅，它们是真实的並不可怕。

我们都是潜在灾民

刚落幕的槟州议会，我以“风险社会”（risk society）来做总结，那是来自
德国的社会学家Ulrich Beck在80年代末提出的，但来形容今天的社会仍然

有解释力。风险的本质是非个人的，而是社会或是集体的。当危机发生的时候，
社会上是要共同地承担。我认为在我们社会中出现的危机，是以一种更为激烈的
方式在呈现。例如气候变化（climate change),、天气的异常，令天灾、雨灾更
加严重、频密的发生，海水温度的升高影响了我们渔夫的生计、蚊虫的滋长导致
了病症的蔓延，这些危机基本上是所有人都收到影响的。我们每个人都成为了潜
在的灾民（potential victims）。经济的不稳定、货币贬值带来的是失业、低收
入、购买力下降的问题。
  在当下的社会环境里，危机的激化与四面而至，充分体会到人的脆弱。而我们
在议会里的，不管是立法议员还是政府成员，都要回答的是，在这个风险社会
里，没有人能独力的解决这些风险，而作为从政者，我们扮演著什么角色？能否
担起责任，让个人，以及每个市民在面对危机时，提供基本的保护，能让市民不
至於太无助？所以，我希望再次强调政府从个人精神健康、到生计与生活的保
障、到城市的永续规划，等多个方面著力，建立制度上的安全网，使市民的生活
减少不确定性，保障市民能有安全美好的生活。

全民预算案

刚刚过去的州议会正式通过了2017年的槟州财政预算案，这是一份真正照顾全
民，注重发展经济和改善民生的预算案。明年，州政府拨款5757万令吉予道

路基建，另外，也将拨2亿2000万令吉进行州内治水计划，我相信，这些计划将使
槟城基本设施获得明显提升，以及改善水灾问题。
  让中下层人民受惠的包括廉价屋、中低价房屋及甘榜屋将继续豁免门牌税，在
垄尾区拥有密集的中廉价组屋，因此垄尾选区也是受惠的地区之一，以便减轻人
民的生活负担。国阵中央政府不断宣布各种生活用品起价之际，槟州希望联盟政
府反而宣布豁免廉价屋门牌税，凸显两者的差别。槟州政府也不忘华校的需求，
这包括和往年一样，继续落实制度化拨款给华小，独中以及国民型华文中学等，
让华校和其他源流学校改善教学环境。

ONCE again great literary minds compris-
ing the outstanding men and women of 
letters from across the globe gathered in 
Penang for the sixth consecutive George 
Town Literary Festival from Nov 25 until 
27. 

With this year’s theme known simply as 
“Hiraeth”, which in Welsh means “the long-
ing for a homeland that is no longer there 
or an earnest desire for the land of the past”, 
these celebrated personalities share a com-
mon desire of using their works to help 
others discover their roots, identity and 
where the heart lies as far as one’s home is 
concerned. 

Many among them are well-known in the 
Malaysian literary scene like Amir Mu-
hamad, Dina Zaman and Chiew Ruoh Peng 
and national laureate Datuk A. Samad Said, 
while others were from Indonesia, Aus-
tralia, Holland, Germany, India, Belgium, 

Hong Kong and Germany. 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who of-

ficiated the event, summed it up right when 
he captured the very essence of the festival 
in his speech.

“The theme captures a universal unrest 
and longing for a better world is a reality 
that sees mass displacement of people, gross 
violations of human rights and a growing 
chasm between the powerful and the dispos-
sessed, all caused by the proliferation of 
crippling globalisation, urbanisation and 
regressive ideologies. Our world or collec-
tive homeland is one that is no longer rec-
ognisable,” he said.

THE close collaboration between Arts-ED and 
George Town World Heritage Incorporated 
(GTWHI) finally bore fruit on Nov 19 as the 
youth participants gathered and gained exposure 
through a series of activities to connect with their 
heritage and community.

This programme provided the platform for 
the participants, numbering around 80 between 
the ages of 13 and 17, to explore, investigate, 
research and express their understanding and 
thoughts on the cultural heritage of George Town 
using their creativity. 

As part of their activity, they were required 
to work with artist facilitators in Chowrasta 
Market and came up with creative outputs which 
featured the cultural assets of the place such as 
a photo flipbook of the fish value chain. lino 
prints on jeruk traditional trade, illustration of 
the market vendors and musical performance 
inspired by the surroundings of the market. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who launched 
the event at Kimberly Street, pledged the con-
tinued support of his administration in maintain-
ing the uniqueness of George Town as a cul-
tural and heritage hub of the state.

“As pronounced by Unesco, our unique ar-
chitectural and cultural townscape is unparal-
leled anywhere in East and Southeast Asia. My 
personal belief is that the true gem of George 
Town is our living heritage – and the Penang 
state government together with the communities 
living here, is dedicated to keeping this alive,” 
he said.

“Safeguarding our outstanding universal 
values remains the top priority of the Penang 
state government.

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THE rampant occurrence of cyber vio-
lence as reported in the press prompted 
the state government to come up with its 
very own campaign – Penang Goes Or-
ange (PGO) – to combat as well as to 
create greater awareness on this issue.

(PWDC) works closely with Women’s 

Centre for Change (WCC) in 
organising PGO campaigns to 
eliminate violence against 
women especially involving 
the use of cyber violence.

Lim, in his speech, spoke 
on the lurking dangers await-
ing our helpless children es-
pecially girls in cyberspace by 
those who resort to under-
handed means to victimise or 
take advantage of them.

“According to Telenor’s 
Safe Internet Survey, 37% of 
students in Malaysia were 
either cyberbullied online or 
have been subjected to cyber-
bullying. This is in fact a 
shocking statistic that reveals 
so many of our children are affected,” he 
said.

Also present were state exco member 
for Youth & Sports, Women, Family & 
Community Development Chong Eng 

and Members of Parliament Steven Sim 
(Bukit Mertajam) and P. Kasthuri (Batu 
Kawan).

“Cyber violence can happen in the 
form of cyber stalking, cyber harassment, 
cyber sexting and inappropriate video 

calls. We want people to be aware of 
them, by calling out this problem through-
out this campaign. Only by preventing it 
will we be able to provide a safer cyber 
space for our younger generation,” said 
Chong, who’s also PWDC chairman.

The conference, which was 
officiated by Governor Tun 
Abdul Rahman Abbas, had 
among its guest speakers Dep-
uty Foreign Minister Datuk 
Seri Reezal Merican Naina 
Merican, University Sains Ma-
laysia (USM) professor of 
Criminology Prof Dr P. Sundra-
moorthy and prominent Malay-
sian economist Prof. Dr Jomo 
Kwame Sundaram. 

FICAC, founded in 1982 in 
Copenhagen, was born out of the 
necessity to bring together con-
sular associations or corps from 
all over the world and to provide 
the platform for the sharing of 

experience and coordinating ef-
forts to enhance the status as 
well as the effectiveness of 
consuls. 

It is also the oldest institution 
to serve international bilateral 
relations.
