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A PERSONAL ACCOUNT BY CHIEF MINISTER LIM GUAN ENG ON HIS DETENTION BY MACC

MACC for 15 hours

PENANG HOPE 2.0

ON June 29, I was busy as
usual chairing my exco meeting
when I was suddenly informed
that a reporter from an online
media had turned up at my office
at 9am.

I was taken aback and thought
to myself: “Isn’t my press con-
ference supposed to be at 12.30
pm? Did my staff make a mis-
take?”

I approached the reporter to
tell her that she’s too early but
instead, she informed me that
her head office had received
information that the Malaysian
Anti-Corruption Commission
(MACC) would be looking for
me that day. I might find myself
in trouble for the day, she said.

Despite the alarm she raised,
my office was at the time very
quiet and peaceful. When she
told me that the information was
given by the MACC headquar-
ters in Putrajaya, I knew it was
a deliberate move to put me in
bad light, to publicly embarrass
me and humiliate me.

As more and more members
of the media assembled at my
office reception, I got myself
ready emotionally and prepared
for the worst. Anyhow, I was

already prepared for what’s to
come during the early stage and
it’s only a matter of time.

The clock ticked and each
moment passed by without any
action taken by the MACC. Dur-
ing my press conference
at 12.30pm when the topic was
regarding the undersea tunnel,
nobody took much interest on
that hot topic.

Then came rumours that the
MACC would “strike” at
3.30pm. Many reporters had
arrived at my office again
by 3pm. Yet, there were still no
signs of the MACC.

At 5pm, my confidential
secretary Farida Hani informed
me that she was contacted by the
MACC officials. They were on
their way to see me. They also
said they were willing to wait
until my exco meeting was over
before meeting me.

ONE COUNTRY TWO

Upon their arrival at my of-
fice when I was still chairing my
exco meeting, they waited in the
room where I usually hold my
press conferences. When my
meeting was over, they came to
me, showed me their Warrant of

Arrest and told me that I will be
facing charges for two offences
and will be spending the night
in the MACC lock-up.

The words uttered by the
MACC officials that I would

spend the night in the MACC
lock-up infuriated my lawyers.
Are they worried that I might
run away in the middle of the
night? If I were to run away,
isn’t that even better for BN? I

have done no wrong and I will
fight the charges brought against

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me in court.

When former Selangor Menteri Besar
Dr. Khir Toyo was arrested, he need not
spend the night in a lock-up. Why the
different treatment for the same charges?
Is the country sliding towards double
standards, with one country but two
systems. Obviously, the sole aim in this
deliberate move was to put me in bad
light so as to humiliate me.

After meeting the MACC officials, I
returned to my exco meeting room and
sought the opinion of my colleagues on
the potential outcomes in this matter. At
the same time, I also advised them to
remain strong and committed towards
the delivery of the state government
policies in the event any untoward inci-
dent happened to me. If the need truly
arises, an emergency exco meeting will
be called.

During this time, my Pakatan Harapan
Muslim assemblymen who were busy
preparing for the Hari Raya celebration
offered to come back and to face this
debacle with me. I also began to receive
calls from my Pakatan Harapan coalition
partners; Azmin Ali, Kak Wan and Mat
Sabu.

HOLD THE FORT!

Before I left my office with the MACC
officials, YB Chow Kon Yeow was my
first colleague who hugged me and shook
my hands. Other exco members followed
suit and hugged me as a way of giving
me encouragement. Many were in tears.

I did not shed tears. I was fully aware
that at this very moment, I have to remain
strong, even stronger than the others. I
told Chow: “Hold the fort.”

Following the MACC officials, I took
the stairs to Level 29, then took the lift
to the car park (this route was taken by
the MACC officials to avoid the press).
Many reporters, however, were already
waiting at the VIP car park. Ironically, it
was the first time I had the “privilege” of
police cars and outriders escorting me
when I left Komtar and even set up road
blocks for the sole purpose of arresting
me.

Later I discovered that some con-
cerned party members used their super-
bikes to join in the police entourage
which took me to the MACC. There were
supporters who showed up at the en-
trance of MACC. Some cried as they saw
me getting off my car.

Upon my entry into the MACC build-
ing, I saw Ms Phang Li Koon who was
also arrested earlier on. We both stood at
the entrance and spoke for five minutes
before we were each taken to different
rooms to give our statements.

Soon, my wife, lawyer and son ar-
rived. The interrogation session lasted
until around 7pm when the Muslim
MACC officials prepared to break their
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Lim, surrounded by his supporters, heading towards the Town Hall.

fast.

At about 7.30pm, I was provided with
nasi campur. I only managed to take a
few mouthfuls of rice as I had no appe-
tite. I found out later on that my sister
Hui Ying tried to get some food passed
to me but was not allowed to.

INSIDE THE LOCK-UP - A
NEW EXPERIENCE

The interrogation session resumed
at 8.45pm and this continued until
around 12am. During this period of
time, I could hear faint cries and chants
outside the MACC building. I could
actually feel the people of Penang with
me. I was not alone in this fight. The
MACC officer also told me that condi-
tions outside were rather tense but to
what extent, I had no idea and I wasn’t
informed.

This time, the attitude of the same
group of the MACC officers who came
all the way from Putrajaya was positive.
They were fully aware that I gave full
cooperation and had nothing to hide. My
wife brought me clean clothes to be
worn the next day during my court ap-
pearance.

My father and family members were
allowed to see me. Then MACC brought
along a doctor from the General Hospi-
tal to give me a medical check-up at
lam. The doctor told me that the proper
procedure was for the authorities to send
their suspects to the hospital for a
medical check-up and this is the first
time he was brought to MACC head-
quarters.

The results of my check-up — blood
sugar level at 5.2 was normal. The first

readings of my blood pressure was
140/97. I felt something was not right
and requested a second reading. My
previous records weren’t so high. I
asked for a retake of my blood pressure.
The second reading — 128/80 was better
and normal.

Then according to standard proce-
dure, the finger prints of all my 10 fin-
gers were taken three times. And then I
“spent the night” in MACC. Conditions
were much better compared to my pre-
vious imprisonment. There was air-
conditioning (with luck, I was in thick
clothes). The MACC officer on duty
also occasionally asked me if I needed
the temperature adjusted.

A LONG NIGHT - BOREDOM
AT ITS WORST

During this period of my incarcera-
tion, I observed a female MACC officer
seated right under the air-conditioner
who seemed to have caught a cold. I told
her why not she step outside where it
was much warmer with no air-condi-
tioning. She replied me that it didn’t
matter if she caught a cold as it was her
duty to be present.

At any given time, there were four
officers on duty who watched over me.
The worst part was the boredom as I had
nothing to do and could do nothing at
all. And it wasn’t only me. Even those
who stood guard to watch over me also
felt bored. It was a typical ironic situa-
tion where you look at me and I look at
you. The night was long and before we
realised, we started chatting. I asked
them where they came from. Among the
MACC guards, two were from Penang,

one from Malacca, two from Kelantan
and two from Kedah.

While in detention, there’s a small
rule to be observed which many people
aren’t aware of and this involves toilet
time. The toilet door must not be com-
pletely closed. Please don’t ask me if
they peeped at me while I took a leak. I
have no idea. But one thing I can be sure
of, due to my previous experience of
being detained, the MACC officers can
now heave a sigh of relief for shoulder-
ing the unenviable task of detaining the
Head of Government of a state.

From the moment I stepped into the
MACC building, everything that I did
— going to the washroom, having a drink
of water — was recorded on video. There
was a video camera that was placed right
in front of me and it recorded all my
actions and whatever I did, whether it
was having my statement taken while I
was seated or lying down. It felt like Big
Brother was watching me.

Due to the excessive boredom in the
lock-up, I suggested to the MACC of-
ficers that I could observe Sahur with
them in the early hours of the morning.
This greatly delighted them. The only
problem was, I could hardly sleep
throughout the night and when I finally
did, I overslept and didn’t wake up on
time for Sahur which was at 5am. It was
already 7am when I woke up. Breakfast
was placed right in front of me on a
table but as I had no appetite, I didn’t
eat it. [ had a court appearance to make
and had to quickly prepare what I had
to say mentally.

According to standard procedures
while being detained, I am not allowed
to travel in my official car to go to court.
They had earlier prepared a white car
which took me to court from the MACC
building. From behind the tinted win-
dows of the car, I saw many supporters
who were standing along the route all the
way to the court. What really moved my
heart this time was the presence of not
only DAP members but also of all the
other races who came to show their sup-
port. Some even stood from 7am until
after 12pm. Despite being told that the
Chief Minister had been released on bail,
they still remained where they were.
They wanted to see me leaving the court
premises with their very own eyes before
they themselves returned home.

The press had reported in detail of the
court proceedings and so I won’t say
much regarding this. I will also leave it
to them to explain the reasons behind the
astronomical figure of my bail amount.

Given all the circumstances, what re-
ally went beyond my expectation was the
high-spirited response of the Malays and
Indians over my case. I quietly asked
Chow: “Were they arranged to be there
to support me in such a manner?”

Chow said: “No”.

The members of the public came on
their own in support of me, leaving be-
hind their work. Nobody paid them.

On the way from the court to the Town
Hall, a young Malay woman held my
hand and thanked me profusely while
sobbing at the same time. An elderly
“Pak Haji” hugged me and cried non-
stop. In such a manner, I slowly made
my way to the town hall for the scheduled
press conference.

The State Secretary told me that the
state government’s I-sejahtera system
was akin to a state welfare system that
touched the hearts of many. This re-
minded me the time when I released the
first payment of RM100 to single moth-
ers in Penang, an Indian single mother
suddenly knelt in front of me and kissed
my feet. She was so impoverished that
she had no means of celebrating Deep-
avali but the RM 100 payment by the state
government enabled her to buy her chil-
dren some new clothes and she knelt
down out of appreciation.

For the past eight years, bit by bit,
little by little, we touched the hearts of
the people who gave us their trust. We
walked the talk and proved how a clean
government will have the financial means
to enrich and benefit the people.

POLITICAL CONSPIRACY
AND CHARACTER ASSASSI-
NATION

What truly enraged the people and
something that all of us can hardly
fathom is, why one who is clean and
honest can be charged with corruption
but those who have huge donations in
their bank accounts remain free?

It’s crystal clear that no benefit was
given to one party and there’s no unfair
enrichment to another and yet, charges
of corruption can be made!

I couldn’t sleep a wink on my deten-
tion night not because I was surrounded
by the four icy cold walls nor due to
concerns of my personal well-being and
future. I thought to myself this whole
episode is nothing short of a political
conspiracy and character assassination
against me. My conscience is clear. I did
no wrong and Ms Phang did not get any
benefit. But I did ask myself the ques-
tion: For those who are standing outside
the courtroom, my coalition partners,
my comrades, my voters and the people

of Penang, will they have confi-
dence in me that I am clean and
not corrupt?

I am relieved that the public
continued to show their unstint-
ing support that they did not be-
lieve the BN’s lies that I am
corrupt. I can withstand this dirty
onslaught against me because I
have the confidence of the people
that I am clean. The people have faith
that the eight years of clean administra-
tion and good governance have suc-
ceeded to clean up what’s dirty in
Penang.

I’m truly moved that for the past eight
years, our yearly payments of RM100
to help the elderly, the infirm, the single
mothers, the one-off RM 1,000 bereave-
ment payment or RM1,000 university
students benefit and the RM200 for new
born babies have borne fruit.

Earlier, reporters had asked Lim to comment
on his feelings as the gala dinner was his first
official assignment after being charged with
corruption.

They are not only very supportive in words
but also in kind. Thanks from the bottom of
my heart for breaching the RM1 million for
the party in record time. With the support, I
am touched and we will continue to work for
Penang as we are elected by the people,” Lim
said.

‘Kafir harbi’ label deeply hurtful

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng, in a press con-
ference at Komtar on June 26, commented on
the news report that Pahang Mufti Datuk Seri Dr
Abdul Rahman Osman had labelled enemies of
Islam, including DAP, as “kafir harbi”.

“We regret deeply that this type of remark
which is extreme is coming from a mufti. He is
supposed to talk about peace and harmony. In-
stead, he is labelling people as enemies and that
sanctions murder. I think this is unacceptable
and hope it can be corrected,” Lim said.

“We are very disappointed. Of course, we are
urging that reason prevails and we want to react
in a calm and controlled but very strong manner
to show that we do not agree. We object strong-
ly to this type of violent remark. He has deeply
hurt us to say that we are no. 1 enemy of Islam
who deserve to be murdered. This is completely
unacceptable,” he added.

The next day, Lim hit out at MCA president

Datuk Seri Liow Tiong Lai for not voicing out
on the “kafir harbi” label.

“Liow dares not comment on the ‘kafir harbi’
issue. He should say what is right. It is an act of
cowardice for not daring to speak up. Not even
non-Muslims but even Muslims had objected to
the use of the term ‘kafir harbi” which permits
Muslims to kill non-Muslims. These types of
sentiments are only used by IS terrorists,” Lim
said.

Many Muslim netizens have also roundly
condemned Abdul Rahman for his statement.

The Pahang mufti has refused to retract his
statement nor apologise for making it.

Abdul Rahman said what he had said was
based on fatwa (edict) as well as religious rul-
ings, and not political in nature and he was
speaking in his capacity as a state mufti ap-
pointed by the Sultan of Pahang, Sultan Ahmad
Shah.

PENANG is an industrial city,
with more than 95% of its gross
domestic product (GDP) from
services and manufacturing.

Even though Penang is the
second smallest state in the
country with its population
making up just 5.5% of the
national population and 0.5%
of land coverage, the state
contributed 7.4% to the coun-
try’s GDP in 2014 and 12.4%
from tourist arrivals.

“The World Economic Forum
report classified a high income
country as having GDP per
capita of US$12,467.00 or
RM40, 841.00. Resulting from
the drop of the ringgit, this
benchmark has been raised to
RM50,000.

“However, the state govern-
ment is positive of achieving the
high income status by 2020,”
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng

said when officiating the gather-
ing of Penang civil servants in
Komtar on June 24.

approach on Cabinet reshuffle

PRIME Minister Datuk Seri Najib
Razak announced on June 27 the
appointment of a few new ministers
and made some changes in the Fed-
eral Cabinet.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
was asked by members of the media
to comment on the appointments at
apress conference in @ CAT Wisma
Yeap Chor Ee on June 28.

“The PM has the right to appoint
anyone. Generally, there is some
feedback and analysis on the ap-
pointments. Whether they can de-
liver and bring positive changes,
time will tell. Some see it as a clear
indication that some are appointed
based on politics and as if to reward
those who had shown loyalty,” Lim
said.

However, Lim singled out the
appointment of Second Finance
Minister Datuk Johari Abdul Ghani.

“I wish to congratulate Datuk
Johari who received the promotion
in a very short time. He has shown
in Parliament that he is more fo-
cused on facts than emotions and I
hope he will show the same integ-
rity he displayed in Parliament in
his new post,” Lim added.

“Whether the others are selected
based on political leanings or their
prestige, it is up to the view of the
public. When you try to politicise
the functions of a ministry, Penang
and other states will suffer. Malaysia
will suffer too. Unfortunately, not
many ministers are like Datuk Seri
Mohamed Nazri Abdul Aziz who is
the Tourism and Culture Minister.

“He adopts a more constructive
approach and views from the Ma-
laysian perspective. Sadly, many
ministers do not share his views and
they took a very vindictive stance
against Penang just because Penan-
gites wanted to elect their own
government. That is not people
centric but cronies centric,” Lim
said.

Members of the media asked Lim
to comment on the appointment of
Datuk Abdul Rahman Dahlan who
is a Minister in the PM’s Depart-
ment in charge of Economic Plan-
ning Unit (EPU).

“It is something we have to deal
with. The federal government must
realise that by victimising and mar-
ginalising, it is not only undemo-
cratic and unfair, it will also lead to

unbalanced development. The
country and the people will suffer
and they have to decide themselves
if they want to discriminate and
persecute the people.”

Lim gave an example of the Ad-
vertising Permit and Developers
Licences (APDL) which Penang
developers had claimed were de-
layed due to discrimination.

The matter was under the pur-
view of Abdul Rahman when he was
the Urban Wellbeing, Housing and
Local Government Minister.

“Normally this type of unfair-
ness and injustice will lead to
abuses where they punish only
one state and not others. Those
who want to have a fair and fresh
start should not discriminate and
victimise.”

Reporters also asked Lim re-
garding the approval of the Penang
Transport Master Plan and if it will
be affected.

“Since the EPU is under Rah-
man Dahlan who has shown hostil-
ity and swept by political and not
national consideration, we shall
wait and see. Finally, it is up to the
PM to decide.”

chided for inaction on
MAS 6,000 sacking

IT IS unfair to sack 6,000 employees because a few
were caught sleeping on the job.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng said this when
commenting on a report regarding the sacking of
6,000 employees from Malaysia Airlines.

News reports said that MAS chief executive of-
ficer Christoph Mueller had sacked 6,000 employ-
ees because some were caught sleeping on the job.

“It’s quite shocking. This is not an excuse to
reduce staff. If there are staff who are caught sleep-
ing, sack them. It’s unfair to sack 6,000 people. You
cannot be implementing collective punishment.
That’s not right. It is very unfair to other MAS staff
who work hard. It doesn’t make sense,” Lim said
in a press conference at the Penang Sports Club on
Jun 18 after a sports event.

“I think the Transport Minister Datuk Seri Liow
Tiong Lai is sleeping. What action is he taking to
protect the MAS employees? Why didn’t he say
sack only those sleeping and not mete out collective
punishment?” Lim asked.

“How come Liow is not daring enough to talk?
If he dares not talk against Umno, we understand.
Is he even scared of Mueller? For example, if [ see
any of the government staff sleeping on the job or
not working, I will tell the state secretary to sack
that worker but we won’t be sacking one-third of
the civil servants. What type of logic is this? You
reward those who work hard and punish those who
don’t. Instead of sacking the MAS workers, sack
Liow,” Lim said.

Statutory declaration is vital

STATE exco for Works, Utilities and Transport Lim Hock
Seng said Penang Gerakan Youth leader Jason Loo was not
allowed access to government documents under the state’s
Freedom Of Information (FOI) Enactment 2010 because he
declined to sign the requisite statutory declaration (SD).

He added that Loo would not be refunded the RM500
he paid to apply for access to the documents pertaining to
the planned undersea tunnel and three paired roads.

Lim said Loo would have been allowed to see the
documents if he had signed a sworn statement.

“The SD is vital so that the state government’s docu-
ments would not fall into wrong hands or a third party for
the purpose of commercialisation,” Lim told a press con-
ference at Komtar on June 17.

Also present was State Secretary Datuk Seri Farizan
Darus.

On June 16, Loo cried foul that he could not secure the
documents although he had fulfilled all conditions under
the enactment except signing the SD.

He accused the state government of practising double
standards by allowing an Umno minister to view the

documents for free but not him.

Meanwhile, Farizan said documents obtained through
FOI could not be reproduced for other parties.

“The documents belong to the state and can only be
viewed.

“If they are allowed to be reproduced, some quarters
might interpret them wrongly.

“We do not wish people to be confused. That’s why we
have that particular clause,” he added.

Commenting on Barisan Nasional strategic communica-
tion director Datuk Abdul Rahman Dahlan being invited
to view the documents without having to sign the SD, Lim
said he would give the same treatment for Gerakan presi-
dent Datuk Mah Siew Keong.

“However, they are only allowed to vet through docu-
ments which are not bound by the FOI Enactment,” he
said.

Lim stressed he had clarified matters on the undersea
tunnel and three paired roads via four press statements,
including a breakdown of the RM305 million for the fea-
sibility study and detailed design report for the three roads.

Flats costing up to RM150,000 to get funds for upkeep

EXCO for Town & Coun-
try Planning and Housing
Jagdeep Singh said the
state government had re-
vised the eligibility criteria
for affordable housing pro-
jects in Penang. Units
priced up to RM150,000
will receive funds for
maintenance and repair
works involving lifts, water
tanks, piping system and
roof.

He said the revised eli-
gibility criteria will include
painting and road tarring
as well as fixing corridor
lights and staircase railing.

With this, affordable
housing projects in Penang
with units priced up to
RM150,000 are now eligi-
ble for aid from the State
Housing Maintenance
Maximum 80% Fund
(TMPSOPP).

He added the aid would be given out
at a ratio of 80:20 for units priced
RM100,000 and below wherby the state
would cover 80% of the cost while the
cost of the remaining 20% would be
borne by the residents.

He said the ratio was 60:40 for units
priced above RM 100,000 to RM 150,000
as the monthly maintenance fee paid
by the residents would be higher, thus
enabling them to fork out a bigger sum.

“However, we will limit our contri-
bution for painting and road tarring to
aratio of 20:80 for both housing catego-
ries, with 20% of the cost to be borne

by us and the remainder by the residents.

“This is because we expect the cost
of painting to be exorbitant.

“Painting is secondary in importance
to other work,” he told reporters on June
16 at the Kedah Road Flats.

Jagdeep said the state paid RM64,
140 or 80% of the cost for the repairs to
the main sheave and hoisting rope of the
two lifts there.

The flats’ management committee
paid the remaining RM16,035.

Accompanying him at the site visit
were exco for Local Government, Town
Planning and Flood Mitigation Chow

Kon Yeow. Also present were Kedah
Road Complex management corpora-
tion chairman Tay Chye Hock and
Market Street Village Security Develop-
ment Comittee chairman Maula Mydin.

Jagdeep commented the state would
consider funding other types of mainte-
nance work apart from those mentioned
under the TMP80PP.

He added the state has allocated
RM11.5 million for the fund since its
establishment in 2013.

Roundtable
discussion on crimes
against children

PENANG state exco member for
Women, Family and Community
Development, Youth and Sports
Chong Eng led a roundtable discus-
sion on the topic “Protection of
Children in Malaysia” on June 27
at Komtar.

The main topic of the discussion
was crimes involving children and
what is being done in Malaysia to
overcome the problem at hand.

“I hope that at the end of this
discussion, we would be able to
give our personal point of view on
this matter. Our main aims are to
raise awareness about sexual crimes
against children and also to work
towards eliminating sexual crimes
against children,” said Chong Eng.

Over the years, there has been a
continuously growing number in
sexual crime cases that involve
children in Malaysia and a high
percentage of the reported cases
involve girls.

“There is actually very high leni-
ency towards sexual crimes involv-
ing children and it is actually sicken-
ing to say that it seems like the
Malaysian government is actually
condoning these sexual crimes with
child marriages which are happening
more often nowadays,” said Sim
during his speech on the overview
on the topic.

Teo also shared about the Child
Act, the amendments made to it re-
cently and its shortcomings.

“As much as the Child Act was
made to protect the children, there
are also some shortcomings to it such
as the stateless children and child
marriages. Stateless children do not
have citizenship because their par-
ents did not register their marriage
with their foreign spouse hence no
citizenship. Child marriages are
permitted especially among Muslim
children who can marry at any age
with the permission of the Syariah
Court,” added Teo.

Sim added that the public needs
to be more aware about the problem
at hand and also work together in
preventing these crimes from hap-
pening.

housing projects

THE Penang state government gives utmost
priority to the provision of affordable hous-
ing to Penangites.

Jagdeep said as several private developers
have already begun registration for appli-
cants for the affordable housing units they
are building, it had been decided that in order
to show the state ‘s appreciation and ac-
knowledgement of their role in building
100% affordable housing for Penangites, the
developers will be invited to participate in
the roadshow.

This expo will be held on July 30 and 31
from 1lam to 9pm at the Ground Floor,
Prangin Mall in George Town.

Besides the state government, the par-
ticipants from the private sector are Aspen
Vision Ventures Sdn Bhd, I-Global Prop-
erty Network Sdn Bhd, M Summit Corpora-
tion Sdn Bhd, Taman Sri Bunga Sdn Bhd
(BSG), Silver Channel Sdn Bhd, Zubicon
Sdn Bhd, JKP Sdn Bhd and Iconic Land Sdn
Bhd.

“There are some 9,314 available projects
by the state government and private sector,
which are open for public registration during
the expo. However, as of May 2016, the total
balance units is 3,597,” he added.

Jagdeep said the private sector should take
note that affordable housing units proved to
be the category of housing with the highest
demand for the first quarter of 2016.

“As such, the Penang state government
repeats its calls to the private sector to de-
velop such 100% affordable housing pro-
jects,” he added.

PENANG is third on the list
of highest Total Proposed
Capital Investment for Jan-
Mar 2016 as reported by the
Malaysian Industrial Devel-
opment Authority (Mida) at
RM1.34 billion.

“As a state government,
the economy is our most
important duty.

Therefore, I hope
the federal government will
approve the Penang Trans-
port Master Plan valued at
RM27 billion and not politi-
cise it,” Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng said at a press
conference in Komtar on
June 27.

“It is important to focus on
the economy and to accept
the new reality like the recent
Brexit where Britain exited
from the European Union.
We should not permit distrac-

tions to our goal of ensuring
economic sustainability. We
hope that all parties can un-
derstand and of course try not
to distract attention from our
focus on sustainable eco-
nomic growth,” he added.

However, we are well poised
to handle them due to low
unemployment rate at 1.5%
in Penang which is the lowest
in the country. If the ration-
alisation extends, we need to
look at the economic growth
generator like infrastructure
and construction sectors.”

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Fishermen not agalnst TMP

SPEAKING with Mad Zin Che Din
and Hadith Sidik on June 29, one
cannot help but notice their genu-
ine concern over the livelihood of
the fishermen, the group which
would be most affected by the Pen-
ang Transport Master Plan (TMP)
and the three man-made islands
simply known as A, B and C at the
south of Penang island.

Both are fishermen by profession
and active members with leadership
positions in the Fishermen Unit of
Teluk Kumbar and Permatang Tepi
Laut respectively.

When asked about the general
perception of their members on the
three islands which come with the
TMP package, both are adamant that
none are against the TMP per se but
their primary concern involves
bread and butter issues and the fu-
ture of their livelihood.

“Yes, our livelihood would defi-
nitely be affected because the area
for us to fish offshore in the southern
part of the island gets smaller with
the land reclamation. But in terms
of development, we understand the
project is a must go. The point is we
have to come to a win-win situation
between the fishermen and SRS
Consortium,” said Mad Zin, 66.

When asked to elaborate on what
he meant by a win-win situation,
Mad Zin listed alternative job op-
portunities, skills training, water
taxi and boat operators and afford-
able housing schemes to enable
them to own their own homes as
examples.

Hadith, 48, was equally con-
cerned with the livelihood and in-
come of his members but noted that
most of them are sensible people

who are aware of
the stakes in-
volved for the
future of Penang
and the grand
scheme of things
to come.

“With ade-
quate compensa-
tion and a proper
compensation
scheme, I'm
sure most would
accept the TMP.
For example,
will the compen-
sation be in in-
stalments or in a
lump sum? SRS
can also look
into the upgrad-
ing of our equip-
ment to enable
us to go further
out into the sea
to fish and also
provide the local
folks with business and job oppor-
tunities,” he said.

Fully aware that the fishing com-
munity would be most affected by
the TMP, the state government,
through its exco member for Do-
mestic Trade, Consumer and Reli-
gious Affairs Datuk Abdul Malik
Kassim who’s also Batu Maung
assemblymember, had on several
occasions involved them in dia-
logue sessions.

“Of course there are some who
are swayed by politics in this issue
and allow their heads to be ruled by
their hearts. Nothing could be done
to persuade those who are hardcore
against the TMP for political rea-
sons. We talk to those who are
broad-minded and come up with the
best solution,” added Mad Zin.

MEETING the men behind the
forthcoming attraction in Penang
— Penang Tech Dome — on June
17,the Buletin Mutiara team took
note of their beaming faces which
revealed not only a strong sense
of relief and satisfaction but more
so anticipating what to expect
when it finally opens its doors
next month.

Evidently, these were men of
substance and calibre who were
tasked with putting the iconic
Komtar Dome into good use and
in the process, hopefully, to reju-
venate the fortunes of Komtar as
well.

Datuk Wong Siew Hai, who
spoke at great length and in detail
of the ideas which inspired him
and his team, was equally frank
when he shared stories of the chal-
lenges they met at the initial stage
when the idea of Penang’s very
own science discovery centre was
first mooted.

“I travel around the world and
I go to many of the science muse-
ums, tech centres and discovery
centres. I visited San Jose Tech
Centre in 2007 during the SEMI-
CON West Conference Show and
it dawned on me that Penang as
the Silicon Valley of the East does
not have its own tech centre. So,
I thought we should have one,”
said Wong, who’s the director and
steering committee chairman of
Penang Tech Centre (PTC) which
operates the Penang Tech Dome.

Wong with his three decades
of experience in the technology
and manufacturing industry as
vice-president of Intel was quick
to lament on the drop in interest
among our students in the sci-
ences and if the trend were to
continue, it would severely crip-
ple Malaysia’s ability to meet the
requirements of a knowledge-
based economy in terms of skilled

training for space.

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Studying the inner workings of the human body or performing an autopsy can be done digitally
now.

manpower.

“Our science centre focuses on
those in kindergarten aged below
five all the way to those aged 14
or 15.1was alarmed when I found
out that the number of students
studying science has dropped
from 60% 20 years ago to a mere
21% today. This is quite scary. On
top of that, we have a government
that tells us that we need to go
high tech and rise up the value
chain, get into medical devices,
aerospace, semiconductors and
non-semiconductors, things like
that.

“With the lack of students tak-
ing up studies in science, where
are we getting our scientists and
engineers? All these triggered our
efforts towards the Penang Tech
Dome,” he explained.

“Increasingly in schools, stu-
dents are now doing less and less
experiments. Some schools even
perform only two or three experi-
ments a year. The Penang Tech
Dome is our answer to this pre-
dicament our students are facing,”
added Penang Tech Centre chief
executive officer Dr. Khong Yoon
Long, who has 25 years of profes-
sional experience in education,
research and management posi-
tions.

Interestingly, the tech dome
which cost a whopping RM28
million has everything in place to
create an ambience which not
only inculcates the spirit of in-
quiry towards the sciences but to
nurture a genuine love to
immerse oneself in the
different fields in science,
thus complementing what
one studies in school and
to allow young children
to choose which specific
area to go deeper into.

The Penang state gov-
ernment through the Pen-
ang Development Corpo-
ration (PDC) provided
RMS5.15 million in start-

up capital and offered its current
premises, the Dome, to be used
by PTC. The balance was raised
from the corporate sector.

The Buletin team was given a
guided tour around the exhibition
area inside the dome by Dr.
Khong and PTC general manager
Richard Chung.

The Penang Tech Dome comes
with six galleries that focus on
different areas of science namely;
Optics, Computing (Information
Technology), Forces & Motion,
Life Tech, Electromagnetism and
Robotics.

It also has its own Observatory
with the largest state-of-the-art
telescope in Penang to allow
schools that cannot afford their
own telescopes to be able to pur-
sue their interest in astronomy.

The Children Discovery Cen-
tre also provides kids with the
classrooms and science labs to
attend courses or “‘science camps”
in their area of interest.

One of the highlights of the
exhibits specifically mentioned
during the interview was the
Digital CSI that was developed by

This digital autopsy tool allows
one to observe and study the
rarely seen internal workings of
the human body. And this can be
done right inside the dome itself!

THE people of Penang are known for
being a caring lot and precisely for this
reason, some unscrupulous individuals
or syndicates are capitalising on their
generosity to enrich themselves.

The state Welfare Department
(JKM), in an awareness campaign on
June 14, aimed to educate the public
on the correct way to direct their kind-
ness towards the truly needy and not
be duped by scammers.

Based on the information provided
by JKM, as of May this year, a total of
181 homeless people have been round-
ed up and placed in shelter homes of
which 142 of them are locals and the
remaining 39 are foreigners.

State exco member for Welfare, Car-
ing Society and Environment Phee
Boon Poh who also attended the event
and helped by distributing information
packs to bystanders, was concerned
that kind-hearted Penangites may be
taken for a ride.

“The authorities have nothing

3) lodge a report with JKM or call
the CARE Hotline 15999 to report on
any begging activities.
