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PENANG is very, 
very bullish about 
investment and the 
general sentiment is 
Penang is still attrac-
tive to investors due 
to several reasons. 

InvestPenang di-
rector Datuk Lee Kah 
Choon said this at a 
press briefing at the 
investPenang office 
in Bayan Baru on 
June 13 where he 
spoke on the Penang 
Economic Transformation.

However, Lee pointed out the changes 
in the industry and how trends of the im-
mediate future will be heading towards 
handphones and phasing out desktop 
computers and laptops.  

“Now we are into Global Business 
Services (GBS). Many of the electronics 
and electrical manufacturing activities in 
Penang have transformed over the 45 
years. For example, Dell Penang’s activ-
ity has changed from desktop PC manu-
facturing to GBS and high-end server 
production. Meanwhile, Intel Penang has 
been moving away from low-cost manu-
facturing to high-end R&D and D&D in 
tablets and smartphones,” Lee said.

Aware of the rapid transformation with 
mergers and acquisition (M&A) taking 
place, Lee spoke on the steps being taken 
by investPenang to deal with the situa-
tion. 

“In today’s industries and business, 
mergers and acquisition are commonly 
happening. This is not only to consolidate 
operations but also for other reasons such 
as increase in market share and technol-
ogy synergies. Despite these changes, 
rapid M&A activities have also brought 
to Penang the next phase of development. 
Although the changes impacted Penang, 
Penang has stayed in the game all the 
time. Penang will change with time,” he 
said.

THE Penang Transport Council 
(PTC) which was formed in 
2009 initially had only 15 
members and the purpose was 
for traffic management to ease 
congestion.  

However, the PTC now has 
54 members from various sec-
tors including three assembly-
members from Umno, the Con-
sumers Association of Penang, 
Malaysian Anti-Corruption 
Commission (MACC), various 
non-governmental organisa-
tions (NGOs) and independent 
groups.  

The members who accepted 
their appointment turned up at 
the Kompleks Masyarakat Pen-
yayang on June 14 for a brief-
ing session by Chief Minister 
Lim Guan Eng and exco mem-
ber for Local Government, 
Traffic Management and Flood 
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow.

The three Umno assembly-
members, Opposition Leader 
Datuk Jahara Hamid (Telok Air 

Tawar), Nordin Ahmad (Bayan 
Lepas) and Datuk Shah Headan 
Ayoob Hussain Shah (Telok 
Bahang) were missing from the 
briefing and the PTC’s first 
meeting.

“From what I gathered from 
my officer, Nordin has rejected 
outright the appointment. How-
ever, Datuk Jahara and Datuk 
Shah Headan wanted the terms 
of reference for study before 
they confirm. I hope they will 
coordinate amongst themselves 
and be part of the PTC,” Chow 
said.

“What we have done today 
has never been done in Malay-
sia. We are trying as much as 
possible to make information 
available. Members of the PTC 
can view the full 20 volumes of 
documents and they are wel-
come to provide feedback, 
whether negative, positive or 
constructive,” Chow added in 
a press conference after the 
event.

“We will take into consid-
eration all the input from the 
members. The documents were 

good at the time of submission 
and some revisions have been 
made. We make minor adjust-
ment based on the community’s 
feedback. Each revision entails 
new costs and further consid-
eration and studies. It takes 
time to work out the details.  An 
agreement is not likely to be 
signed at this moment and most 
probably only early next year. 
Work cannot start even after the 
agreement as the contractor 
will need to do the final de-

sign,” Chow said in response to 
press questions.

Earlier, in his speech, Lim 
said: “The TMP costing RM27 
billion is the second biggest 
infrastructure project in the 
history of Malaysia. It will be 
the catalyst to propel the eco-
nomic growth for the next 50 
years till 2065 and will change 
the facade of Penang when it is 
ready in 2030

“The TMP will make the 
Penang dream come true – by 

freeing us from traffic conges-
tion and providing equal op-
portunity to all Penangites, 
both on the island and main-
land. This in turn opens up the 
potential for everyone and 
protects the future of our chil-
dren,” Lim continued.

Lim reminded the newly ap-
pointed members: “Today, we 
witness the appointment of 36 
new members who will helm 
the PTC till Sept 30, 2017. 
There are NGOs, opposition 
members and assemblymem-
bers who will monitor, scruti-
nise and coordinate with the 
public the transport function in 
Penang.” 

A few vocal individuals who 
were newly appointed such as 
Penang Island City Council 
(MBPP) councillor Dr Lim 
Mah Hui and activist and blog-
ger Anil Netto raised questions 
related to the TMP after pres-
entations were made.  

In closing, the Chief Minis-
ter reminded all members of the 
PTC to carry out the task given 
them to with full responsibility.

There 
has been a marked increase in initiatives 
aimed at sparking an interest in STEM; 
and the Penang Digital Library is the 
next step in this development chain. It 
will provide users structured access to 
information and knowledge – via the 
over 3,000 specially curated e-books, 
e-magazines and reference journals – 
that will fan the spark of interest into a 
flame of knowledge,” Lim said.

An idea will only remain an idea 
without the knowhow of putting it into 
action. 

The Penang Digital Library aims to 
change this by leveraging various inter-
active informative displays to push the 
freshest content on technological con-
cepts and revolutions to users. 

Latest tools, gadgets and features will 
be made available to instantly guide 
them to what they are searching for and 
to help them turn their ideas into reality. 

The Penang Digital Library will be 
accessible to the public free of charge.  

This exciting development will also 
allow parents and their children a peek 
into the future – a brave new world of 
acquiring knowledge and learning 
through the magic of technology.  

Exciting times ahead with digital library
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CONSORTIUM Zenith chairman 
Datuk Zarul Ahmad Mohd Zulkifli 
(pix) held a press conference in the 
Chief Minister’s Office on June 15 and 
confirmed that the feasibility study for 
the tunnel project is already 83% 
completed and the remaining is ex-
pected to be finished in another six 
months.

This was contrary to some main-
stream media allegations that claimed 
that the project for the tunnel and three 
highways had been cancelled.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng also 
reiterated that the feasibility study for 
the tunnel can also be used for the 
third bridge should the federal govern-
ment approve the building of the 
bridge. 

“The Penang state government does 
not have to pay a single sen for the 
feasibility study. After the study is 
ready, the contractor has to complete 
the detailed design and get the DEIA 
approval. Therefore, unless and until 
the DEIA approval is received, the 
project cannot proceed. The project 

has never been cancelled like the 
mainstream media alleged,” Lim said.

Consortium Zenith had won the bid 
for the project for the three major 
highways and a tunnel through open 
tender process.

“We provide Penang State with a 
viable fee structure and an experi-

enced partner for the project. Our 
obligation is to fulfil the contract 
terms, keep it within the allocated 
budget, and deliver the finished pro-
ject within the prescribed time-
frame,” said Zarul.

“We are going on a roadshow soon 
to brief the local community on the 
long term benefits of the project. The 
roadshow also aims to clarify their 
concerns. The project is to spur eco-
nomic growth, create jobs and raise 
the living standards of the people, 
amongst others,” he added.

 In conclusion, Zarul told members 
of the press that they will focus on 
the building of the three highways 
which will begin next year.  

Meanwhile, the feasibility study 
for the tunnel, or the third bridge 
should the federal government ap-
prove, will continue and if everything 
goes well, the project will only be 
able to commence in 2021 or 2022 as 
the need for the third link is critical 
in 2027 because of the projected 
growth.

CONSORTIUM Zenith chairman Da-
tuk Zarul Ahmad Mohd Zulkifli con-
firmed that his company will proceed 
with legal action against Datuk Huan 
Cheng Guan of Parti Cinta Malaysia 
(PCM) for making defamatory state-
ments that were published in main-
stream media and online news.

“Datuk Huan insinuated, among 
other issues, that Consortium Zenith 
breached the gazetted scale of fees for 
consultancy rates when conducting the 
feasibility study and detailed design for 
the undersea tunnel project and the 
three paired roads and for making un-
warranted profits,” Zarul said in a press 
conference in Komtar on June 15.

“Datuk Huan’s media statements 
are defamatory, which critically jeop-
ardised the project and our reputation. 
It also directly impacts the on-going 
and future negotiations with current 
and future potential investors,” he 
added.

A VERY happy Yeoh Loy 
Cheow, chairman of the 
Board of Governors of 
SMK Convent Green Lane 
on May 27 thanked the 
state government for sup-
porting the school’s ex-
pansion project.

“Thank you to the Pen-
ang state government for 
supporting our school. The 
state has not only provided 
us financial support but 
also moral support in our 
expansion project. With 
the upgrading, we defi-
nitely will be able to be-
come a one session school,” Yeoh told Chief 
Minister Lim Guan Eng.

SMK Convent Green Lane was established on 
Jan 2, 1961 as a missionary school and is par-
tially aided by the government. 

Currently, the school has double sessions with 
the lower forms in the afternoon.

Recognising the need to convert the school into 
a single-session one for greater excellence both 
academically and in co-curricular field, the school 

embarked on an ambitious project in 2012 under 
the leadership of then principal Lim Yen Lee.

The cost of a new building is RM2.5 million 
and the project is still short of RM428,000. 

The Chief Minister has given RM100,000 from 
his CM’s special allocation.

The mock cheque was handed over to Yeoh 
who was accompanied by Dr. Manjit Kaur a/p 
Hardial Singh, who is chairman of the Building 
Fund Committee, Gurjeet Kaur a/p Karbal Singh, 
principal of SMK Convent Green Lane and others.

INSTEAD of 33 trees, the Penang 
Island City Council (MBPP) will 
transplant only sixteen trees lo-
cated along Jalan Masjid Negeri 
to several locations. This is to 
make way for the widening of the 
Jalan Masjid Negeri under the 
Project 5B.

MBPP Traffic Engineer Zainud-
din Mohamed Shariff held a press 
conference at site on May 27 and 
showed members of the press 
where the trees will be transplant-
ed. According to him MBPP is in 
the process of engaging arborist 
and contractor to do the transplant-
ing. “By end of June, we will move 
the trees in stages. If everything 
goes well, we expect an 80% rate 
of survival for the trees,” he said.

The 
trees will be moved in stages to a 
piece of land next to a tennis court 
nearby.  Some of the trees are 
between 25-45 years old.

PBA Holdings Berhad was proud to announce during 
its 16th annual general meeting (AGM) on May 24 
that the company had approved a final single tier 
dividend of 4.0% for the year in review. 

The amount of this final dividend payout was 
RM6.62 million.

As such, the net dividend proposed and declared 
by PBAHB for the financial year ending Dec 31, 
2015 would total approximately 7.5%. 

This marks the 13th consecutive year that PBAHB 
has rewarded all its shareholders with dividends.

However, Penangites were also relieved that there 
had been no water rationing in Penang while the 
company reaped a profit after tax (PAT) of RM38 
million, as compared to RM24.76 million in 2014.

“In 2015, the PBAHB group’s main source of 
revenue was the sale of water to 575,474 registered 
water consumers in Penang,” said chief executive 

officer Datuk Jaseni Maidinsa 
“During the year in review, sale of water gener-

ated RM300.325 million in revenue for the company, 
as compared to RM261.017 million in 2014, reflect-
ing a percentage increase in value of 15.06%. Other 
operating revenue contributed an additional 
RM11.245 million,” he added.

“Meanwhile, the cost of sales was RM207.119 
million while administrative expenses was RM60.632 
million. Taking into account interest income, PBAHB 
recorded a profit before tax (PBT) of RM44.770 mil-
lion. Tax expense amounted to RM6.770 million, 
resulting in a PAT of RM38.00 million,” he said.

Penangites can continue to be assured when Jaseni 
said, “To date in 2016, PBAPP has upheld the prin-
ciple of ‘no water rationing at all costs’ in Penang.”

The prolonged dry season caused by Super El Niño 
lasted five months. 

Nevertheless, with the implementation of effective 
dry weather control protocols, the reserves in the Air 

Itam Dam and the Teluk Bahang Dam will last at 
least another 49 days and 151 days respectively, as 
at May 23, without rain.

Meanwhile, PBAPP is still able to draw more than 
1 billion litres per day (MLD) of raw water from 
Sungai Muda in Seberang Prai Utara for treatment at 
the Sungai Dua Water Treatment Plant that supplies 
more than 80% of Penang’s treated water.

As such, PBAPP is still providing 100% urban and 
99.7% rural supply coverage in the state.

“Although there was some rainfall in May, PBAPP 
remains on alert status. We will continue to be vigi-
lant of sufficient raw water availability in all of 
Penang’s dams as well as in Sungai Muda,” he said.

The alert level will only be deactivated when the 
effective capacities of the Air Itam Dam and the 
Teluk Bahang Dam reach 60%; and the effective 
levels of the Beris Dam and Muda Dam in Kedah 
(that are designed to release water into Sungai Muda) 
are at 50%.

A bumper year for PBAHB

OUR local Penang durians are 
driving tourists from Hong Kong 
crazy and business is booming for 
tour agents as they are coming in 
droves to sample them, especially 
during the current durian season.

Penang Global Tourism (PGT) 
is working closely with Hong 
Kong-based tour company, EGL 
Tours, to promote Durian Series 
Tour Packages where Hong Kong 
residents get to spend three to four 
nights in Penang to indulge in 
premium breed durians like the 
“Musang King” as well as to taste 
the Empurau fish, known colloqui-
ally as “forget me not” in Chinese.

Besides pampering their taste 
buds,  they will  also be taken 
sight-seeing around Penang es-
pecially to popular attractions 
like the Street Art, Khoo Kongsi, 
Street of Harmony, the Clan Jet-

ties and others.
State exco member for Tourism 

Development and Culture Danny 
Law was at the famous durian stall 
located along Anson Road to wel-
come such a tour group on May 29.

“It is good for the durian sellers 
as well as a great boost for tourism. 
They are closing at 4pm today 
instead of the usual 6pm,” Law 
said referring to the durian stall.

According to EGL Tours, around 
five to six groups with each group 
numbering 40 tourists are brought 
over from Hong Kong every week 
under its Durian Series Tour Pack-
ages. 

In 2015, a total of 3,465 visitors 
came to Penang while for this year, 
as many as 1,390 have visited 
Penang at the time of writing.

Also present was PGT chief 
executive officer Ooi Chok Yan.

HIGH achievers in last year’s Sijil Pela-
jaran Malaysia (SPM) and Sijil Tinggi 
Pelajaran Malaysia (STPM) were given 
recognition and cash rewards by the state 
government in a simple ceremony on 
May 29.

Treat for Hong Kong 
durian lovers
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THERE are lots of things to be 
thankful this Ramadan. 

Apart from there’s never a 
drought or shortage of Ramadan 
bazaars for Malaysians to choose 
from, we too are grateful for another 
chance to be in such a blessed month 
to purify the body and mind, to re-
flect and recalibrate our moral 
compass and to devote ourselves to 
become better Muslims through 
good deeds.

A famous Islamic scholar, Dr 
Bilal Philips, once said: “Ramadan 
is not a temporary increase of reli-
gious practice, it is a glimpse of what 
you are capable of doing every day.”

Despite the Malaysian culture to 
overspend, we are always reminded 
that Ramadan teaches thus to put 
ourselves in the shoes of others, 
particularly those who are destitute 
and unfortunate. 

Malaysians’ willingness to spend 
on food should not be mistaken for 
wealth and prosperity but merely a 
facade to the struggle in coping with 
inflation since the introduction of the 
infamous Goods and Services Tax 
(GST) in April 2015.

It is truly unsettling to witness 

how much, for the past decades, we 
have accomplished as a nation but 
yet still lack in so many vital areas 
especially when it comes to eliminat-
ing income inequality that exists 
between those who live in rural ar-
eas and those of urban-dwellers.

In 1970, the rural-urban income 
gap was recorded to be RM228 and 
continued to increase into the 80’s, 
90’s and now in 2000’s. 

It is recorded in 2014 that the in-
come gap has expanded to RM3,002.

Therefore, what are the solutions 
that have been proposed by the BN-
led government to rectify such issues 
and if the past policies and eco-
nomic incentives have any impact at 
all in bridging the ever growing 
gaps?

The urban-rural divide does not 
end there. We too have serious 
healthcare disparities between differ-
ent regions in our country. 

Due to lack of specialists and 
medical equipment, most of the time 
patients who are seeking treatment 
are forced to be referred to another 
public hospital that could cater to 
their respective medical needs.

Our nation’s healthcare systems 
are lacking lots of things ranging 
from insufficient of the latest medical 
equipment to providing adequate 
number of doctors/specialists per 
population. 

Such inadequacy is made worse 
when we look at the inequity in ac-
cess to healthcare in rural and urban 
areas.

For example, in 2010 it was re-
ported that Malaysia only has 55 
tertiary care centres that specialise in 
treatment of cancer of which 28 were 
public hospitals and 27 privately 
owned. 

And of all the 55 hospitals, most 
were found in the west coast of 
Peninsular Malaysia. 

In 2015, the average doctor to 
patient ratio was 1:633, a far-fetched 
from the ideal ratio of 1:400 that the 
government would like to achieve 
by 2020.

Putting scepticism aside, even if 
the government managed to conjure 
up enough doctors to fill the gap, 
immediate steps need to be taken to 

ensure that those who live in rural 
areas would be able to access the 
same healthcare services enjoyed by 
their urban counterparts.

According to the State Health 
Plan 2011-2015, the doctor to patient 
ratios in Sabah and Sarawak are 
1:1357 and 1:957 respectively while 
in Peninsular Malaysia, states like 
Kelantan and Kedah fare better at 
1:917 and 1:837 respectively. 

It is a matter of concern that even 
amongst the poor states in Malaysia 
there is an apparent gap in terms of 
healthcare accessibility.

Although we welcome the gov-
ernment’s initiative to bridge the 
healthcare rural-urban gap in its 11th 
Malaysia Plan with the introduction 
of 1Malaysia clinics, it is also impor-
tant to highlight the serious lack of 
judgement and irresponsible deci-
sions made by the respective minis-
tries to put the health and fate of our 
citizens at the hands of nurses at the 
price of RM1.

Although we were ensured that 
the 1Malaysia clinics would only 
treat common illnesses like fever, 
cough and cold as well as follow-up 
treatment for diabetes and hyperten-

sion there is still a matter of whether 
it is ethical or even legal for someone 
other than the doctors or pharmacists 
to prescribe drugs or to assess the 
patient’s health condition.

As a country that prides itself to 
becoming a developed nation by 
2020, it is safe to say that we have a 
long road ahead to perfect our health-
care systems in providing quality 
healthcare for the rakyat.

It goes without saying that it is the 
federal government’s responsibility 
to ensure that all citizens from all 
walks of life are able to enjoy the 
benefits of excellent healthcare poli-
cies and able to access high quality 
public healthcare services irrespec-
tive of where they live.

Building more specialist hospi-
tals and finding ways to recruit 
more doctors and specialists for 
rural areas would be the right step 
to take. 

If the KPJ Healthcare Sdn Bhd’s 
latest plan to build eight specialist 
hospitals at a cost of RM1.3 billion 
is any indication, we could assume 
that one specialist hospital would 
only cost around RM400 million.

Bridging the rural-urban health gap
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CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng said 
four pylons the height of Komtar and 
cable cars plying across the seas with 
shimmering lights at night will protray 
a romantic sight.

“There is a distance of 1km to 1.5km 
between the pylons and there is no 
reason how the alignment is a problem. 
Ships have ample space to turn,” he 
added at a press conference in Komtar 
on June 1.

Also present was exco for Works, 
Utilities and Transportation Lim Hock 
Seng.

The Chief Minister was responding 
to the rejection by the Transport Min-
ister Datuk Seri Liow Tiong Lai of the 
Skycab project.

“The federal government is not even 
required to pay a single sen. This project 

is funded by the Penang state govern-
ment.

“I hope Liow will work profession-
ally and not politicise the matter to 
sabotage Penang. Liow said he had 
written to me but I did not receive any 
letter. I invite him for a discussion. 
Come, we are ready,” Guan Eng added.

“Malaysian Resources Corporation 
Berhad (MRCB) is the company which 
will carry out the project. They are close 
to the federal government and are work-
ing on Penang Sentral,” he said.

The Skycab will link Penang Sentral 
on the mainland to Karpal Singh Drive 
in Jelutong. 

The journey is only 15 minutes to get 
to the other side - unlike the ferry which 
takes almost an hour.

“This Skycab project is not only 
beneficial for Penang. It is also benefi-
cial for Malaysia as it is a tourist attrac-
tion as well,” Guan Eng added.

CHIEF Minister Lim 
Guan Eng has urged the 
federal government to 
implement the proposed 
Sungai Perak Raw Wa-
ter Transfer Scheme 
(SPRWTS) to explore 
water resources and ful-
fil the need for raw wa-
ter until 2050.

“We also hope the 
government will carry 
out its responsibility as 
agreed upon in the Na-
tional Water Services 
Restructuring Initiative 
in 2011, which states 
that the federal govern-
ment is responsible to 
fulfil the need for raw 
water in Penang and to sustain four million 
people within the northern region,” he said 
in his speech at the opening of the upgraded 
(Package 12) of Sungai Dua Water Treatment 
Plant (SDWTP) in northern Seberang Prai 
on June 3. 

Also present was Penang Water Supply 
Corporation Sdn Bhd (PBAPP) chief execu-
tive officer Datuk Jaseni Maidinsa.

The SDWTP, which was upgraded at a 
cost of RM54.9 million, will ensure sufficient 
water supply in Penang.

Jaseni said the plant supplies more than 
80% of Penang’s treated water daily.

“There are nine treatment plants and SD-

WTP is the only one that can meet the de-
mand or shortfall with a 36% reserve margin 
of treated water,” he added.

He commented that the plant has under-
gone seven major upgrading works since the 
official opening of the Sungai Muda Scheme 
by the late Prime Minister Tun Abduk Razak 
Hussein in 1973.

“Water consumption in Penang has in-
creased by 469.2% from 52.1 million cu m 
in 1973 to 296.66 cu m in 2015.

“SDWTP’s maximum treatment capacity 
has also increased from 136 million litres per 
day (MLD) in 1973 to 1,228 MLD now, 
which represents about 900% increase,” he 
added.

Putrajaya urged to implement 
raw water transfer scheme

Don’t delay highway projects, 
says Hock Seng
EXCO for Works, Utilities and 
Transport Lim Hock Seng on 
June 4 hit out at vice-chairman 
of Parti Cinta Malaysia, Datuk 
Huan Cheng Guan, who on June 
3 lodged a report at the Malay-
sian Anti-Corruption Commis-
sion (MACC) over alleged ir-
regularities in the RM6.34 bil-
lion proposed undersea tunnel 
and three highway projects.

Huan claimed the state gov-
ernment had allegedly paid up 
to five times higher for the fea-
sibility and detailed design stud-
ies for the undersea tunnel 
project and the three paired 
roads on the island.

The 7.2km undersea tunnel 
will link Gurney Drive to Bagan 
Ajam while the three paired 
roads are from Tanjong Bunga 
to Teluk Bahang (10.5 km – 
Phase 1), Tun Dr Lim Chong Eu 
Expressway to Air Itam (5.7km 
– Phase 2) and Gurney Drive to 
the same expreesway (4.1km – 
Phase 3).

Hock Seng said Phase 2 will 
commence this year, and the 
preliminary work will be done 
over the next few months.

“Subsequently, Phase 1 is 
expected to start next year and 
Phase 3 in 2018.

“We do not want to start all 
three phases at the same time, 
as we want to keep traffic inter-
ference to a minimal,” he added.

Hock Seng said that projects 
for the Penang Transport Master 
Plan were awarded through 
open tenders.

“The undersea tunnel project 
and the three paired roads saw 
seven companies participating 
in the Request For Proposal 
(RFP) before Consortium Ze-
nith BUCG Sdn Bhd was se-
lected.

“Come and visit me if he 
(Huan) is confused or has any 
doubts. I hope he won’t use 
MACC to delay the projects 
which will be commencing 
soon,” Hock Seng told reporters 
at the sidelines of the launch of 
the construction and upgrading 
of Jalan Paya Terubong paired 
road from Lebuhraya Thean 
Teik to Lebuh Bukit Jambul by 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
at Bukit Jambul.

Guan Eng recently revealed 
that the total cost of the feasibil-
ity and detailed design reports 
for the proposed undersea tunnel 
project together with the three 
paired roads was RM305 mil-
lion.

The newly upgraded Sungai Dua Water Treatment Plant in 
Sungai Dua, Kepala Batas.
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THE transformation under the “Cleaner, 
Greener, Safer and Healthier Penang” 
scheme, carried out by the state govern-
ment since 2010, has improved waste 
disposal and cleanliness in Penang.

“We have now a better and organised 
system, which is firm, advanced and at 
par with other international advanced 
cities through various programmes with 
the local communities, especially Local 
Agenda 21,” Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said at the launching of the Waste 
Disposal at Source function at Batu 
Maung on June 11.

Local Agenda 21 is the strategy and 
action programme for implementing 
sustainable development at a  local level.

“Daily each Penang resident dis-
poses of an average 1.1kg of waste, 
resulting in a total of 1,700 tons of 
garbage collected in the state for dis-

posal at the Pulau Burong landfill.
“Both the Penang Island City Council 

(MBPP) and Seberang Perai Municipal 
Council (MPSP) allocate RM95.64 mil-

lion and RM98.99 million respectively 
to manage waste disposal and  cleanli-
ness in their area,” Lim added. 

Also present were Deputy Chief 
Minister 1 Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon, 
exco for Local Government, Traffic 
Management and Flood Mitigation 
Chow Kon Yeow and Batu Maung as-
semblymember Datuk Abdul Malik 
Abul Kassim.

Lim said since the launch of the 
Waste Disposal At Source program at 
Komtar on June 1, he is confident the 
state will encounter a paradigm shift in 
waste disposal and public cleanliness.

“The existing recycling rate in Pen-
ang at 32% is the highest in Malaysia 
and is three times higher than the na-
tional rate of 10.5%, which is expected 
to reach 20% by 2020.

“I am confident the rate in the state 
will improve to be at par with that of 
developed countries which exceeds 
40%,” he added.

was 33 men against 
557 women, which is 
about 5% of the total 
cases. 

Although men also 
suffer from this prob-
lem, it is clear that the 
number of female vic-
tims is much higher, 
and therefore this issue 
has a more serious im-
pact on women.

Chong  Eng  a l so 
stressed that the cause 
of gender-based vio-
lence, including do-
mestic violence, is the 
difference or inequal-
ity of power between 
women and men.

In his article, Dr Lim cautioned 
against the prospect of “induced 
demand” for building highways in 
the PTMP, where travellers will be 
attracted back to using private 
vehicles on the roads because of 
reduced congestion and increased 
road supply.

However, there are several key 
factors which I beg to differ on the 
perspectives raised by Dr Lim 
against promoting car usage and 
public transport at the same time. 

The Case of Road Construction
Firstly, constructing new roads 

and highways on Penang Island is 
absolutely critical for the modernisa-
tion of Penang’s obsolete road infra-
structure left by the British in the 20 
century.

On first sight, this action of build-
ing more roads might seem contra-
dictory against the state govern-
ment’s own slogan of “Moving 
People Not Cars”. 

However, rather than having 
the mentality of “promoting car 
usage”, the construction of new 
highways can be justified to in-
crease accessibility and connectiv-
ity to areas which previously had 

inadequate road access. 
An example can be drawn from 

the townships of Air Itam and Far-
lim, whose developments in recent 
years have led to an increasing urban 
population and density in terms of 
residents and job opportunities. 

However, there is only one main 
access road serving the township, 
branching out from the Greenlane 
arterial road at present day. 

This insufficient road capacity is 
clearly reflected on the unacceptable 
traffic congestion frequently experi-
enced during peak times on a typical 
day. 

Making matters worse, it is also 
important to point out that busi-
nesses and freight transport rely 
heavily on adequate and reliable road 
networks in order to function effi-
ciently. 

The construction of new roads is 
also crucial for economic growth in 
the state, businesses and sustaining 
urban life. 

Hence, a holistic assessment and 
wider economic benefits of the 
project have to be taken into account, 
rather than solely focusing on the 
behaviour of personal travellers 
alone.

In addition to that, the perfor-
mance of road based public transport 
systems such as buses also heavily 
depends on the reliability of road 
networks and reduced congestion. 

It will not be practical to presume 
that buses will be able to run faster, 
punctually and reliably under present 
day road conditions. 

By opting against these key road 
constructions as proposed by the 
PTMP, the attractiveness of buses 
will further deteriorate over time due 
to worsening traffic congestion. 

On the other hand, the state 

government will have increased 
flexibility to implement more ef-
ficient traffic management strate-
gies after these additional road 
spaces are created. 

For example, traffic lanes can 
now be reallocated to public trans-
port such as priority bus lanes, im-
proving bus reliability, and also 
without compromising traffic flow 
and congestion on existing road links 
at the same time. 

Despite these arguments, it is 
essential to say that the PTMP will 
only be acceptable if the state gov-
ernment assures that these proposed 
highways will be the last major road 
construction on Penang Island. 

The key point of these highways 
is to unlock areas which previously 
have poor accessibility, as well as 
upgrading Penang Island’s obsolete 
road infrastructure, not necessarily 
promoting car use. 

Comparison with Other Cities
On the contrary, similar concepts 

on the case supporting road construc-
tion in Penang Island does not apply 
in the capital city of Kuala Lumpur 
and its surrounding areas due to dif-
fering circumstances. Kuala Lumpur 
and Selangor should stop building 
new roads and highways because the 
accessibility and connectivity in 
terms of road access between zones 
is already satisfactory. 

Not only that, it is also too sim-
plistic to pinpoint the construction of 
roads as the one and only factor 
causing the reduction of public tran-
sit modal share in Kuala Lumpur 
over time. Rather, a series of factors 
such as poor design, integration and 
station accessibility must be exam-
ined in the failure of the two LRT 
lines (Smart and Putra) and the KL 

monorail in achieving its expected 
ridership targets.

Moving on, the case study of 
Houston, Texas in its failure to re-
duce traffic congestion by building 
more roads was also highlighted by 
Dr Lim in his article. However, it is 
misleading and inappropriate to 
compare Penang with Houston on 
transportation policies due to the 
different nature and characteristics 
of the two cities. 

For example, Houston was 
founded during the automobile era 
which its infrastructure is focused for 
automobile use with low density and 
urban sprawl. 

Currently, above 95% of trips 
made in Houston is by car, which is 
the highest in the world (Newman 
& Kenworthy, 2015). 

These factors create an automo-
bile “lock-in” scenario for the city, 
which makes the provision of public 
transportation more costly and inef-
ficient due to its larger area. 

Conversely, Penang Island has a 
higher population density relative to 
Houston, as well as the confined land 
area on the island prevents the po-
tential for urban sprawl. 

With that in mind, the impact of 
the proposed Pan Island Link (PIL1) 
in terms of discouraging and restrict-
ing the modal switch towards public 
transport will not be as significant as 
warned.

Nevertheless, both highway and 
rail construction will be able to mu-
tually coexist as a package in the 
PTMP as long as the door-to-door 
speeds between car use and public 
transport are comparable. I believe 
this can be assured in the PTMP as 
the Penang State Government will 
be developing both new road and 
rail links (LRT) at the same time, 

instead of favouring one mode over 
another.
 
‘Yes’ to PTMP 

In conclusion, the modernisation 
of road transport networks in Penang 
Island is crucial in meeting the chal-
lenge and needs of the 21st Century. 
A lack of reliable road transportation 
infrastructure can certainly constrain 
economic growth and accessibility 
in a city, and thus should not be 
completely neglected. 

It will be a false exaggeration 
to envisage the PTMP being a 
turning point for Penang towards 
facilitating a car-dependent soci-
ety. As long as road construction 
is not set as the main priority in 
meeting transport needs, it is un-
likely that Penang will follow the 
footsteps of an automobile de-
pendent megacity of constructing 
endless spaghetti of super high-
ways. 

Overall, a well-established rail 
public network takes a longer time 
to construct relative to roads, while 
demand for transport is steadily in-
creasing. 

Hence, the urgency of meeting 
road transport demand has to be 
addressed in the short term, while 
also focusing on the long term provi-
sion and transition into sustainable 
modes of transport such as walking, 
cycling and public transport.

THE success of a greener Penang now 
rests on the shoulders of two women 
executors who were appointed by the 
Penang state government on June 1.  

Penang island mayor Datuk Patahi-
yah Ismail and Seberang Perai Mu-
nicipal Council (MPSP) chief Datuk 
Maimunah Shariff were recently re-
minded of their roles by Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng and exco member 
for Local Government, Traffic Man-
agement and Flood Mitigation Chow 
Kon Yeow.

Penang launched the Waste Segre-
gation At Source at Komtar on June 1 
and the public has a year to adopt to 
the policy before enforcement steps 
in.  

“Two streams of segregation are 
involved – recycable waste and or-
ganic waste (dirty rubbish, food 
wastes). Homes can begin adopting 
this method of separating their waste 
and collection of waste is still the 
same,” Chow said in his speech.

“Penang has the highest recycling 
rate in Malaysia at 32% compared to 
the national rate of only 10.5%. How-

ever, this figure is still low compared 
to Japan which is 77%, Korea 49% 
and Singapore 60%. With the waste 
segregation policy, we hope to see 
Penang’s rate increase,” Chow added.

Lim in his speech said it was a 
historical moment for the state.  

“We want to make Penang a green 
state in Malaysia. While we are com-
mitted to developing the state and 
improving the infrastructure, the peo-
ple must not remain backward where 
cleanliness and environmental protec-
tion are concerned,” he added.

“On a daily basis, Penangties pro-
duce 1.1kg of solid waste. A total of 
1,700 tonnes of solid waste is col-
lected for disposal at the Pulau Burung 
rubbish disposal site. This costs MBPP 
RM95.64 million and MPSP RM98.99 
million. If we can reduce the solid 
waste and have them recycled, it will 
save Penang at least RM2.5 million,” 
Lim said.

In the event held at Komtar, all the 
exco members were also in attend-
ance.  “Penang’s future to be a green-
er state shall now lie upon your shoul-
ders,” Lim said before handing over 
the executor task to the two ladies.

尽管槟州公共工程委员会主席林峰成行政议员已三番
四次地回应阿都拉曼达兰的问题，甚至已感到气馁，

经公开招标的37亿令吉海底隧道计划。

林冠英说，阿都拉曼是一名罕见不称职的部长，后
者怂恿他进行辩论，却在最后一刻临阵退缩逃到海外
去。

“他只敢躲在自己的冷气部长办公室内无的放矢，
不愿面对现实。他指槟州政府允许海底隧道拥有30
年的特许权期限，是因为高成本所致，比建大桥高上
许多。阿都拉曼认为，30年的特许权期限过长，不管
是国内或者是国外，都未曾签署过如此长的特许权合
约。

“看来阿都拉曼又再说谎了，事实上他不需舟车劳动
地到国外去，单单在他眼前就有一个例子了，那就是
我们的南北大道。当年，南北大道一签就签署了30年
的特许权合约，然后，又多展延了20年，直至2038
年。除此之外，由雪兰莪州万津到霹雳州太平的西海
岸大道，其特许权期限更是高达60年之久。”

“让我再次说明，海底隧道是一项长达12年的计
划，它并不会马上动工，而是会等到2027年当苏丹阿
都哈林大桥（第二大桥）开始面临阻塞问题时，才会
竣工。我们总不能等到面对问题时，才开始筹划新的
通道，而是要从现在就开始计划，并把日益成长的投
资及旅游业考量在内。”

“阿都拉曼挑战我们，说为何当初我们反对国阵收
取过路费，如今我们自己却要在海底隧道内收取过路
费。槟州希盟政府感到骄傲，因为过去8年来我们打造
了许多道路及桥梁，包括四条线道的大道都没有收取
过路费。最近，我们才推介了价值2亿7500万令吉的垄
尾大道计划，这也是不收过路费的。”

林冠英强调，比较起建设一座新大桥，海底隧道的价
格将贵上一倍。槟州政府别无他法，唯有以土地交换
及收取过路费的方式来帮补。

“无论如何，要是联邦政府批准州政府建设新大桥
来取代海底隧道，我们省下来的钱，将会用来打造一
座免收费的新大桥。不幸的是，联邦政府拒绝批准有
关计划，还继续予以破坏，包括空中德士计划，并指

重。”

开招标就等于没有贪污，没有
公开招标才是贪污。

林冠英是于6月4日出席动土
礼时发表谈话。出席动土礼的

莫哈末拉昔、槟州行政议员曹
观友、林峰成、佳日星、首长
政治秘书黄汉伟、武吉牛汝莪
国会议员蓝卡巴星及垄尾区州
议员杨顺兴及槟岛市政厅秘书
洪永泰等人。

另外，林冠英指出，尽管这
条道路耗资2亿7500万令吉，
但州政府将献给百姓，并不会
收过路费，这也是州政府向来
的政策。

-他指出，州政府只有在修
建海底隧道才会被迫收过路
费，因为其成本比建桥贵两
倍。然而，若联邦政府愿意批

过路费。

他指出希望联邦政府能够给

他指出，修建第三通道才是

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槟城人民选择希盟州政府8年，我们确保槟城未来
美好五十年。希盟政府不坐困塞车之愁城，肩负重
任不再像前朝一样大蓝图永远只停留在大蓝图，我
们坐言起行，不只为槟人民的儿女着想，更为槟人
民儿女的下一代着想。

唯有槟城交通大蓝图能解槟城在制造业与服务业的
瓶颈，一旦突破这瓶颈，槟城人的经济才能整体得
到质的飞升。因此槟州交通大蓝图势在必行，刻不
容缓。

为了解决槟城严重的交通阻塞问题，槟州政府
2011年就开始计划实行槟州交通大蓝图，这是槟州
有史以来最大型的交通工程，也是继吉隆坡捷运工
程之后，全马第二大的交通工程。

槟城史上最大工程

为落实交通大蓝图，槟州政府2014年6月公开招标
征求项目执行伙伴（PDP），并于去年8月宣布委任
由金务大（Gamuda Berhad，持股60%）、槟城
本地公司骆宝燕控股（持股20%）及宏升产业集团
（Ideal Property，持股20%）组成的SRS集团为270
亿令吉槟州交通大蓝图的项目执行伙伴。

金务大是国內基本建设工程的领头羊之一，曾负责
的工程包括巴生谷捷运，以及各高速公路、机场跑
道、铁路、公路隧道等，也拥有项目执行伙伴合作
方式之经验。一旦交通大蓝图內的各组合计划都获
得槟州政府及中央政府的批准后，项目执行伙伴就
会开始公开招标，招揽对各项计划有兴趣的承包商
一起参与计划。为了让槟州内的公司企业有机会参
与这项庞大的计划，项目执行伙伴SRS集团更将整个
工程分为5个板块进行。

轻快铁、单轨、电车、高速公路
打造最健全的交通网

槟城人常常对槟城美好的一切引以为豪，但是当去
到各国公共交通健全城市，往往羡慕人家。我们拥
有美丽的古迹，但槟城并不只是个名闻遐迩的旅游
及享受生活之城市而已，我们生活的写意的背后支
撑着的也有着总体产值累积以千亿令吉计的高科技
制造业、进出口业、还有高科技服务业。这些支撑
经济的各行各业需要一个整体获得提升的健全交通
网路。

因此我们有必要像其他国家的城市一样，以正面积
极的态度面对一次公共交通上的集体改变。我们羡
慕人家交通方便生活写意又繁华的城市，但我们必
须知道，他们今天笑脸迎接你，可是经历了一段不
长也不短的交通改革阵痛期所得来的果实。

槟州交通大蓝图是一项长达50年（到2065年）的
庞大工程，包括在槟城建造轻快铁（LRT）、单轨火
车（Monorail）、泛岛高速大道（Pan Island Link）
、电车和快捷巴士系统等，通过“移动人群而非移
动交通工具”的概念，一劳永逸解决槟州交通拥挤
与公共运输的问题，力求槟城的交通流畅度达到永
续水平，确保槟州至2050年及之后的繁荣发展。

目前，槟州交通大蓝图的计划是建立2条轻快铁路
线（光大至峇六拜机场、沿海公路的The Light至威
省的双溪育）、3条单轨火车路线（光大至丹绒道
光、光大至亚依淡、拉惹乌达至峇冬丁宜）、1条电
车路线（光大至码头）和1条快捷巴士路线（峇冬丁
宜至峇都加湾）。

根据SRS的计划，光大至峇六拜机场轻快铁线、新
关仔角至峇六拜的第一泛岛高速大道、槟岛南岸A岛
和B岛的填海工程，是优先推行的计划。

光大至峇六拜
轻快铁打头阵

打头阵的光大至峇六拜机场轻快铁线目前正在
等待陆路公共交通委员会（SPAD）审批。批准之
后，SRS就会展开公共审阅，向公众展示轻快铁和泛
岛高速大道的细节，包括路线、枢纽、受影响和被
征用的地段等，让公众阅览及提出抗议。

第二阶段是从光大至亚依淡及峇都丁宜的单轨火
车，第三阶段是从光大途经世界遗产城乔治市到瑞
典咸码头的电车。

之后的工程还有从湖内通过浮罗山背通往直落公巴
的第二泛岛高速大道，以及北部的沿海大道。

要展开如此庞大的计划，槟州政府的资金又从哪
里来？在缺乏资金的情况下，填海来交换工程，是
惟一的方案。SRS建议在槟岛南岸填出来的3个人造
岛，面积分别是2300英亩、1400英亩和800英亩，
让政府拍卖来集资槟州交通大蓝图的费用。

填海不只为了缴计划费
机场可扩建 工业区能延伸

为了融资进行这项逾270亿令吉的槟州交通大蓝
图，项目执行伙伴获得填海权作为回酬，被鉴定的
填海区为槟岛南岸，属于前朝政府在2020年槟州结
构大蓝图所鉴定的填海区。不过，在中央政府批准
各项准证和签约之前，SRS集团需自行承担一切开销
和风险，包括在填海集资前，先自掏腰包接近10亿
令吉的周转资金。

槟岛南岸填海计划究竟是怎么回事？这是公众十
分感兴趣之处，因为槟岛南部填出来的3个人造岛，
将成为槟城未来长达30至50年的精明城市计划，拥
有可负担房屋、商业区、住宅区、高速上网设施、

公园、保健村、劳工村、海滩、免费上网等等，此
外，面积2300英亩的A岛已保留300英亩供峇六拜工
业区及槟城国际机场作为扩充用途。

普华永道：大蓝图促槟经济飞腾

人造岛填海最快2017年即可动工，采沙石和卸泥
的地点分别是槟岛西部20海里、峇都加湾石矿场和
槟岛西北部的30海里处。根据SRS拟定的计划，槟州
政府将赔偿沿岸受影响的渔民，并在动工期间提供
大约1100个就业机会给当地居民，同时提升当地人
民的生活，包括在当地兴建渔人码头、推动水产养
殖业、旅游业和水上德士等。

根据世界四大会计行之一的普华永道（PWC）调
查报告，槟州交通大蓝图将带来的经济效益，包括
推动首15年（2016年至2030年）的槟州经济成长达
每年增长15%，促进槟州未来发展64%，所引进的新
投资机会也将创造46万个就业机会。总之，槟州交
通大蓝图与槟岛南岸填海工程不仅解决槟州的交通
问题，也将带动槟州经济飞腾。

人造岛方式保渔民生计
槟岛地形将如海龟下蛋

也许很多人感到奇怪，为何槟岛南岸填海计划是以
三个岛屿的方式来进行，而非直接从海滩填出去？

这是因为SRS集团考虑到渔民的生计问题，如果直
接从海滩填出去，就等于毁了渔民的生计。他们再
也不能出海了。

但是，现在填海以3座岛屿的形式进行，也就保护
了槟岛南岸的所有渔村，渔民不但不必搬离家园，
也一样可出海捕鱼（虽然可能必须改变路线）。

SRS集团还有一个考量点，那就是顾及槟城人的情
意结。槟岛是一个海龟的形状，这是深深烙印在槟
城人心目中的印象，也是一份深厚的感情。如今以
3座岛屿的方式来填海，也就保留了槟岛原本的形
状！

槟政府几年前开始着手制定槟州交通蓝图（Penang 
Transport Masterplan，PTMP），但在委任计划传递
伙伴SRS集团落实之时，已和原本蓝图相去甚远。甚
至在填海融资、公交模式选项、路线鉴定和征地等方

面引来一波波争议。加上官方资讯有限和流于表面，
民众日益好奇，是否有必要为功效成疑的蓝图一掷百
亿，且付出各种环境和社会的无形代价。

面对公民组织的反对声浪，槟政府欲继续推行此项被
视为吉隆坡捷运（MRT）计划之外，全马第二大的交通
基设建筑工程，难免要面临严峻的考验。其中最备受
争议的是，SRS建议的计划与原版蓝图存出入，耗资更

庞大且牵涉填海。

眼见工程势在必行，身为纳税者的民众有义务密切参
与和监督，政府接下来在财务分配和交通规划上的每
项决策。

为此，《当今大马》准备了以下14道问答录，让读
者对该份影响槟城人民未来50年的蓝图有一些基本了
解。

1. 槟交通蓝图由谁拟定？
槟州政府和北马经济走廊执

行机构通过公开招标，于2011
年5月耗资320万令吉聘请3家
公司，即：Halcrow Consul-
tants（交通策划与基本设施）
，AJC Planning Consultants（
土地规划）和Singapore Cruise 
Centre（水上德士与码头），
拟定为期20年的交通蓝图（至
2030年）。

2. 蓝图要解决什么问题？如何
解决？

顾问公司和政府单位、公民
组织等举行系列会议、工作营
和民调来鉴定交通问题，并于
2012年4月提出3项策略，即：
善用现有高速公路网路和建新
路、改善公交和降低私人汽车
增长率。数轮咨询后，最终选
择中短期（2020年前）先善
用原有交通网路，长期则采纳
综合以上3项策略的平衡模式
（balance approach）。

同时，报告说有必要采取额
外措施，克服大道堵塞问题、
推行与现有交通分隔的公交系
统、以及关注摩哆车和脚车骑
士的课题。

最终，蓝图建议4项策略：大
道改善计划、公交提升计划、
改善通达性和制度改革方案，
预计总耗资270亿令吉。具体计
划包括51条道路枢纽（主要有
乔治市外环绕道和亚依淡湖内
大道）、打造7条电车（Tram）
、3条快捷巴士（BRT）路线、
通勤铁路（Commuter rail）
、提供接驳巴士及水上德士服
务。

蓝图只建议电车和快捷巴士，
未明确提及轻快铁（LRT）和单
轨火车（Monorail）。原本计划
的7条电车路线为，从海墘川行
至丹绒武雅的北部路线、海墘
至垄尾的亚依淡路线、海墘至
机场的机场路线、中路路线、
乔治市古迹（CAT）路线、时代
广场路线和乔治市外环路线。3
条快捷巴士路线则包括：峇央
峇鲁路线、北海至马章武莫的
东部路线和北海至高渊的南部
路线。

3. 槟政府如何融资？
蓝图共列6种选项：

一、寻求联邦政府援助（金钱
或拨地）；

二、为工程承建商提供奖掖（

如发展权和扣税）；

三、向交通用户征费（过路
费、停车费和车票收益）；

四、要求发展商捐献交通基金；

五、向发展商收土地增值费和额
外产业税；

六、其它（如公交系统的商业和
广告收入，发售市政债券）。

4. 交通蓝图毫无争议吗？
并非毫无争议。

第一、在研究期间，槟政府
抢先宣布推行“两岸三通一个
槟城”计划（3条大道和海底隧
道），迫使顾问公司纳入蓝图
计划方案之一。

第二、耗用在道路（164亿）
的开销远高于公交（97亿）而
被批评轻重不分。

第三、蓝图估计槟城人口在
2030年激增至245万人，远比
统计局（DoS）预测的190万人
高，因此或没充足客量，而导
致新公交系统面临庞大亏损，
使全民买单。

更重要的是，交通蓝图交由
SRS集团计划落实时，已有落
差。其中最引起争议的就属填
海。

5. 蓝图是保密文件吗？
不是。蓝图在2013年3月25

日推介后，允许民众购买，售
价为30令吉。整个蓝图共分成
6卷，部分内容已上载至槟州交
通理事会的网站。

6. 如何落实交通蓝图？
槟州政府于2015年8月14日，

委任SRS集团为槟城交通蓝图的
计划传递伙伴（Project Delivery 
Partner，PDP）。SRS是由金
务大（Gamuda，60%）、骆
宝燕控股有限公司（Loh Phoy 
Yen Holdings，20%）和宏升產
业集团（Ideal Property Devel-
opment，20%）组成。

SRS是执行蓝图的统筹，每项
工程仍需公开招标来委任承包
商，但政府不阻止SRS集团本身
参与竞标。

7. SRS的回酬是什么？
《槟城月刊》在2014年报

导，计划传递伙伴可获得填海
权作为回酬。被鉴定的两个填
海区为槟岛南部及位于槟城大
桥和双溪槟榔河口的中途滩
（middlebank），两者均属前

朝政府在2020年结构蓝图鉴定
的填海区。

曹观友行政议员2015年8月14
日证实，SRS集团建议在南部填
海作为回酬。至于数额，根据
地方政府总工程师林天廷，计
划传递伙伴的佣金通常是工程
总值的5％到6%，意味工程开销
越高，报酬越多。

在联邦政府批准各项准证和
签约前，SRS需自行承担一切开
销和风险，包括在填海集资前
先拿出接近10亿令吉的周转资
金。

8. SRS完全依照原交通蓝图行
事？

不 是 。 根 据 汇 报 会 的 资
料，SRS的建议与原版蓝图颇有
出入，而且至今仍不断修订和
升级。例如把蓝图从30年延长
至50年（到2065年）、建议建
造泛岛高速大道（Pan Island 
Link，见下图）、把大部分电车
和快捷巴士系统改为轻快铁及
单轨火车、增加衔接槟威两地
的轻快铁等。

蓝图原本建议的10条主要公
交路线已被减至7条，即：2条
轻快铁路线（光大至峇六拜机
场、怡保置地的The Light至威省
的双溪育）、3条单轨火车路线
（光大至丹绒道光、光大至亚
依淡和拉惹乌达至峇冬丁宜）
、1条电车路线（光大至码头）
和1条快捷巴士路线（峇冬丁宜
至峇都加湾）。

9. 最新工程费是多少？
槟首长林冠英今年2月接受

《The Edge》专访时说，可能
高达400亿令吉。除了建筑成本
高涨，SRS建议各种新项目，和
以造价更高的单轨火车和轻快
铁取代电车和快捷巴士，相信
是成本上调的原因。

10. 此开销尚不包括什么？
耗资63亿令吉的“两岸三通一

个槟城”计划虽属交通蓝图的一
部分，但早已颁授Zenith BUCG
集团执行。根据环境局，此计划
中的3条大道只需提呈初步环境
评估（PEIA），唯独海底隧道需
详细环境评估（DEIA）。

首 条 道 路 预 计 今 年 6 月 施
工，3条大道启用后不收路费，
海底隧道收费则与第二大桥划
一。

槟政府将按照工程进展，以东
家集团（E&O）移交给政府的
斯里丹绒槟榔（STP）填海地，
作为海底隧道承包商的回酬。
至今，政府已交出价值1亿389
万令吉的地段，作为可行性和
设计的经费。

斯里丹绒槟榔是前朝政府批准
的填海计划（共分成2期），发
展商东家集团除了需移交大约
100英亩填海地给政府，现也自
费替政府在新关仔角填海131英
亩。

11.蓝图落实进展如何？
根据SRS的计划，泛岛高速大

道（免收费）和光大至峇六拜
机场的轻快铁路线，是优先推
行的2项计划。针对此，槟州政
府已委任顾问公司展开6项研究
和评估，即：轻快铁的环评、
古迹冲击评估、西部填海计划
的环评和同行复审、渔业影响
评估和泛岛高速大道的环评。

各项研究报告预计今年6月出
炉，但政府将在4月就先向陆路
公共交通委员会提呈申请轻快
铁执照的文件。

尽管如此，以上2项计划和填
海均需先通过详细环评，填海
工程另要在11月获得全国实体
规划理事会（NPPC）批准。

12.民众可否获知所有SRS的计
划细节？

SRS不曾公布竞标时提呈的策
划书，至今只通过12场汇报会
（对象包括朝野议员、渔民、
政府部门、民众、乡委会、非
政府组织和专业团体等）透露
零星内容。但，政府需按照环
评规定，于6月展示轻快铁和
泛岛高速大道的细节，包括路
线、枢纽、受影响和被征用的
地段等，让公众过目和提出抗
议。

此外，政府承诺在展览前把资
料上载到网站。

13.为何要填海？会带来什么影
响？

SRS建议在南部填3个人造岛（
面积分别是2300英亩、1400英
亩和800英亩），让政府拍卖来
集资。由州秘书领导的小组已
初步规划3个岛的用途，第一个
岛将保留地段给飞机场和工业
区未来扩建。

填海工程（其中两个岛）最早

将于2017年动工，并在7年内分
阶段完成。采沙石和卸泥的地
点分别是槟岛西部20海里、峇
都加湾石矿场和槟岛西北部的
30海里处。7个受影响的渔村分
别是峇东、峇东海滨渔村、甘
榜槟甲、公巴双溪峇都、公巴
渔村、美湖水长和美湖，受影
响渔民共约1000名。

根据SRS的计划，槟州政府将
赔偿受影响渔民，并在动工期
间提供大约1100个的就业机会
给居民，并改善海边的设备，
如兴建渔人码头、推动水产养
殖业、旅游业和水上德士等。

但渔民担心，填海的淤泥造成
污染和破坏海鲜繁殖地、导致
渔获锐减而影响他们的生计。
人造岛建竣后，他们更被逼绕
道出海捕鱼。

14.其他课题与隐忧
如前文所述，SRS沿用与统计

局有误差的人口预测，更建议
需要相对高乘客量的轻快铁和
单轨火车。尽管SRS宣称统计局
数据没纳入经济因素，而委任
顾问公司重新研究，但目前尚
未公布报告。

另外，SRS已委任一家香港
顾问公司，研究如何让无法
依赖票务收益的轻快铁等永
续经营，比如落实公交为导
向的发展（Transit Oriented 
Development，TOD），报告
也有待揭晓。

上个月曝光的7条公交路线，
未路经一些高密度住宅区（如
发林）而引起非议。SRS受促
出示研究，包括人口、乘客量
推算基础和鉴定车站地点的方
式，供公众考核。

槟政府或在4月开始，通过国
家土地法典的第4和第8条文征
地。尽管受泛岛高速大道影响
的屋子预计不会超过100间，但
槟华女中的前车之鉴已提醒政
府要谨慎处理。

根据城乡规划法令，结构蓝图
得每5年重新审核。槟政府或趁
机修订2020年结构蓝图的南部
填海范围，因为蓝图原本只圈
定在峇东沿岸填海，非建3座人
造岛。不过，原订在去年12月
对外公布的结构蓝图修订版至
今尚未出炉。

其中令人关注的是，会否取
消富有海草床的中途滩为填海
区，或反而鉴定更多的填海
区？
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今年即将迈入第七年的《乔

《A+SEAN》掀艺术节序幕
今年的艺术节，将由一场为

期两天的户外盛会拉开序幕，
大会邀请了来自澳大利亚和
东南亚顶尖的艺术家和表演
者来到槟城为民众带来精彩
万分的各种表演。这场命名
为《A+SEAN》的户外盛会将
在7月30日及31日（周六及周
日）假旧关仔角的大操场火热
上演。

如 果 你 看 过 荷 兰 艺 术 家 
Theo Jansen在网上破百万
观赏次数的仿生兽（Strand-
beests）的视频，这将会是
你亲身观赏仿生兽的难得机

会！同时，也有来自澳大利
亚的斯纳夫玩偶剧团 (Snuff 
Puppets)迎接你。至于那些

“同样的，再纳指控一
旦环境局属下的详细环境
冲击评估不通过海底隧道
这项计划，州政府就得赔
偿损失也是不实的。事实
是详细环境冲击评估一旦
不通过，承包商得承担所
有费用。”

黄汉伟于6月14日发表
文告时表示，海底隧道及

三条主要高速公路计划是
以公开招标发标，计划价
值63亿令吉。三条主要高
速公路预料将在2022年竣
工，至于海底隧道则将会
在2027年竣工，届时预料
第一及第二大桥将会交通
饱和阻塞。

“希盟州政府所建的高
速公路或桥梁是不收过路
费 的 ， 只 有 费 用 超 过 建
大 桥 两 倍 价 格 的 全 马 首
个海底隧道才需要收过路
费。再说，所收的过路费
并不像国阵的过路费合约
为承包商担保车流量，若
使用的车流量不足合约所
指 定 ， 政 府 还 必 须 赔 偿
承包商。海底隧道则没有
为承包商担保车流量，承
包商自己必须承担车流量
不足的风险，而不是州政
府。”

“首长林冠英表示若兴
建第三大桥的话成本将远
比 海 底 隧 道 低 。 无 论 如

何，首长准备接受国阵领
袖的挑战，只要联邦政府
批 准 从 新 关 仔 角 连 贯 至
威 北 峇 眼 阿 占 兴 建 第 三
大 桥 ， 该 桥 将 免 收 过 桥
费。”

他说，从海底隧道转为
建第三大桥并不会导致任
何 损 失 ， 因 为 同 样 的 承
包商也有能力建造第三大
桥，而且比兴建海底隧道
远 更 容 易 。 首 长 已 经 说
过，州政府之所以能兴建
免收费的第三大桥，主要
是兴建大桥的成本远低于
兴建海底隧道。

“直到目前为止联邦政
府还是拒绝批准兴建第三
大桥，理由是详细研究报
告还需再呈上进行商讨研
究。须知，第三大桥详细
研究报告动辄数以亿计，
若联邦政府还是不批准，
那这算亿的研究费谁该来
买单？”

“通常在建筑业，承包

商准备承担详细环境冲击
评 估 不 通 过 的 费 用 ， 但
前提是计划必须先原则上
批准才能进行详细环境冲
击评估。因此先原则上批
准兴建第三大桥到底有何
难？除非国阵害怕联邦政
府批准兴建第三大桥之后
槟州首长有能力兑现不必
收过桥费的诺言。”

“为何联邦政府拒绝批
准这项申请，即便是所有
费用皆由州政府透过东家
集团（E&O）进行的填海
土地交换政策承担，联邦
政府分毫也不用出？”

“最后，我要重申，槟
首长不曾说过州政府因为
范清渊的谎言与污蔑要告
他诽谤。因为这是面对范
清渊污蔑，公司形象蒙受
影响的承包商权力。相反
的，范清渊才真的扰攘着
要告州政府。因此，州政
府已经准备好面对范清渊
的诽谤提告。”

阿都拉曼达兰重复攻击州政府
林峰成：如果以同样态度对联邦有多好
城市和谐、房屋及地方政

府部长拿督阿都拉曼达兰三
番四次以已经获得回答过无
数次的问题来攻击槟州政
府，槟州公共工程、基本设
施及交通委员会主席林峰成
行政议员揶揄，如果他能秉
持同样的态度来对待联邦政
府，坚持对联邦政府没有公
开招标的计划，如6亿8700
万令吉的联邦土地统一及复
兴局（FELCRA）丑闻追问
到底，那该是一件多好的
事。

林峰成说，阿都拉曼达兰
提及的相关计划，都是槟州
政府透过公开招标的工程。

“必须澄清的是，有关槟
岛的三项大道及海底隧道工
程，总成本为63亿4100万
令吉。我们将以土地交换的
方式以及在海底隧道收取过
路费的方式来缴付。而有关
海底隧道的工程则耗资37亿
令吉，并非有心人所指控的
63亿4100万令吉。海底隧
道也没有急于马上动工，它
预计在2027年，当第一及
第二大桥都面对交通瓶颈时

始会竣工。虽然海底隧道将
会收取过路费，但我们并没
有予以保障，对经营者保证
拥有一定的交通流量。这不
像联邦政府对大道公司的保
证，一旦没有足够的交通流
量，联邦政府就必须给予赔
款。”

林峰成于6月11日回应拿
督阿都拉曼达兰指出，研究
海底隧道可行性的费用为
2000万令吉，非有心人指控
的3亿500万令吉。

“截至目前为止，我们
尚未缴付任何钱予相关单
位，一分钱或一寸土地都
还未给予。槟州政府已经
邀请拿督阿都拉曼亲自来
阅览相关文件，可惜他却
推掉了我们的邀约。我们
不明白的是，为何拿督阿
都拉曼达兰如此害怕应约
来阅读相关文件，和听取
槟州政府的解释？”

“根据大马财政部下的产
业估价局于2014年的评估，
有关准备用来交换的土地
每平方英尺的价格为475令
吉。而州政府及CZBUCG

的合约中，计算的方式为每
平方英尺的价格为1300令
吉。拿督阿都拉曼达兰必须
了解，州政府是以产业估价
局所推算出的475令吉作为
基础，订定出未来土地的价
格。”

“我们要提醒的是，每平
方英尺1300令吉的价格比产
业估价局的估价来得高。即
便如此，拿督阿都拉曼达兰
仍多次针对隶属联邦政府的
产业估价局的权限及可信度
起争议。部长也曾攻击我，
指我发表Ewein有限公司与
CZBUCG之间的商业交易，
是一项秘密交易。我郑重声
明本人并未发表过如此的言
论，拿督阿都拉曼达兰的指
控是具有恶意的。”

林峰成也强调，这份合
约 是 通 过 公 开 招 标 而 来
的，CZBUCG能够获标主
要是因为他们开出的价钱
最低，而且符合技术上的要
求。为什么希望联盟政府的
公开招标会变成一件错误的
事情，而国阵政府没有公开
招标，就开出惠及朋党的工

程却变成对的事情？

“拿督阿都拉曼达兰也
指控，根据马来西亚工程
师协会的标准，土木与结
构的费用不能超过建筑成
本的2.54%，而州政府的却
达11%。事实上，他又再撒
谎，因为给予的CZBUCG
的土木及结构费用仅是2.5%
（比大马工程师协会的标
准低）。这也是为何我多次
邀请拿督阿都拉曼达兰来到
我的办公室亲自阅览相关文
件，但却被他一直拒绝，可
能因为他害怕面对现实，不
敢应对。我明天即将出国，
我准备在下星期四于我的办
公室和拿督阿都拉曼达兰见
面。”

“阿都拉曼与拿督范清渊
提出一样的课题，即中铁在
CZBUCG股份已经下降。
针对此事，CZBUCG的主
席拿督查鲁阿末已经在本月
8日解释清楚，他表示自己
被污蔑，也将起诉拿督范清
渊。”

“对州政府而言，我们
的权益并没有收到影响，

因为中铁及北京城建集团
（BUCG）较早前已经分别
以个别公司名誉和州政府
签署合约。换句话说，不管
是中铁或北京城建都会和
槟州合作进行工程计划。再
者，Zenith  工程有限公司也
已和中铁签署合作协议，一
起进行相关计划。”

他续称，槟州政府要强调
的是，海底隧道第三条链接
线需胥视环评的结果以及环
境局的批准。

“目前，海底隧道可行性
的研究进度来到了83%的阶
段，有关报告尚未交予联邦
政府。我们至今未付钱给相
关单位。将来这份报告也可
以让第三大桥使用，毕竟这
两项计划只是结构上的差别
而已。”

“拿督范清渊已经向反贪
会检举，槟州政府准备和反
贪会合作，协助后者进行调
查。我们希望有关工程不
会被政治化，反贪会的介入
调查，已被用来破坏及让

败。”

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• 废料源头分类政策6月在槟州部分地区开始进
行，将为政府和人民带来双赢的多项好处，最
终达到环保的目标——虽然人口持续增长，固
体废料却剧减。

•“垃圾分类”应该被宣传成为马来西亚今年
的潮流趋势，并创意地进行各种教育和宣导工
作，让人民将垃圾分类养成习惯，并共同打造
清洁绿色的城市。

• 其实，在家中建立一套简单的垃圾分类系统
并不难。只要备好几个注明可循环物类别的塑
料袋，并给予家人一些使用提醒即可。若每个
家庭成员都能做好本分，此项政策必将能成功
推行。

• 若废料源头分类政策能够获得很好的反应，
那么政府就可陆续推行其他有效减少垃圾的政
策和措施，继而帮助减少马来西亚每天制造的
固体废料量，并提高废料循环率，为保护地球
和我们的后代出一份力。

•	 6月开始垃圾分类，我看到的是冷淡。

•	 我国8个州属及城市于去年9月就开始
强制落实垃圾分类制度，今年6月是开始
执法。然而，槟州并没有同步在9月落实
此制度，而是今年6月才开始进入教育与
适应期，因此槟州还未开始执法，很多人
都误解了。

•	 槟政府想趁着全国的趋势顺水推舟，
带动起大家垃圾分类的风气，但视乎很冷
淡。

•	 有人说: “我们不是不会分类，只是没
有行动。”那为什么不行动呢？垃圾分类
绝对是个需要长期斗争而培养的习惯，希
望大家不要等到执法惩罚才被迫分类，反
该自动自发、心甘情愿参与。

•	 槟州的再循环垃圾率目前是高居全
国，往后我们也要不落人后，继续在环保
绿意方面引领全国。

• 从今年6月1日开始，全国各
地的居民都要开始参与废料源
头分类运动，否则将被罚款。
其实，政府实行废料源头分类
政策是好的开始，有了这个政
策，大家就不再把可回收物直
接丢进垃圾桶，而是回收起来
再进行分类。

• 当然很多民众对于这个废料
源头分类政策还是很不习惯，
也不大清楚到底什么物品是可
以再循环和分类。其实要说
废料分类难吗？我觉得一点都
不难。槟州的废料源头分类
政策，最主要是根据固体废料
的成分来进行至少2大组别的
分类，那就是“干及清洁”的
再循环物品（纸张、塑料及
铝罐）及属于“湿废料”的垃
圾。所以，大家只需针对这
两类型的废料进行分类就可以
了。

• 其实好的习惯是可以慢慢培
养出来的，就好像当初槟城刚
实行无塑胶袋日时，大家不也
还是一样很不习惯吗？但过

了一段时间后，大家就会逐渐
习惯下来，一直持续下去。因
此，希望大家可以一起努力配
合及参与废料源头分类运动，
减少废料制造量，保护我们的
环境！

•	 根据纪录，平均每名槟州子民每天制造1.1公斤
垃圾，对垃圾场造成沉重压力，因此，槟州政府最
近刚推动的废料源头分类政策，正合时宜。

•	 可循环的垃圾包括纸张、纸皮、书刊、塑料
品、玻璃瓶、铝罐等金属制品；至于不可循环的垃
圾则包括厨余及已用过的纸尿片或脏纸巾等。在
这方面，我们要教育民众，除了要多次使用（Re-
use）、减少制造垃圾（Reduce），也应透过垃
圾源头分类，提升资源回收率（Recycle）。

•	 其实很多非政府组织在搞资源回收方面非常有
经验，我认为，州政府可向慈济，狮子会，扶轮
社，等其他环保非政府组织取经，甚至可考虑成立
一个联合工作小组，共同探讨提升民众教育。

•	 另一项能够与垃圾分类计划相辅相成的环保计
划，是州政府早在年前推广的光盘行动，旨在减少
地方上厨余及固体废料处理，提倡健康饮食。槟威
两地每年产生大量厨余及固体废料，增加地方政府
处理废料的开销，因此推动此计划，在环保节能的
同时，也能减低地方政府开销，达至双赢局面。

•	 1980年代我在打鎗埔组屋成长时，
已有厨余分类。每天早上都有猪农来收
馊水，年尾每户就分得一两斤猪肉或两
打鸡蛋。

•	 2005年我还在峇六拜任职美资工厂
时，公司放给每个员工袖珍垃圾桶。只
有水壶般小，基本上只装糖果纸及香蕉
皮，意即告诉大家公司全面电子无纸张
作业。

•	 垃圾处理尤如社会进化论。毎个社
区处在不同的进化链。有的还处在不要
随处丢垃圾的“蛮荒”时代，有的已进
步到可简单垃圾分类，有的高度进步到
细分类数十项垃圾。最高境界为零垃
圾，充分循环每个可用资源及不用不能
循环物品。

•	 习惯成自然后，人们就会攀登更环
保的境界。

Furthermore, 
fathers with close connections to their 
children live longer, have fewer health 
problems, and are more productive and 
generally happier: these are among the key 
findings of the first-ever State of the World’s 
Fathers (SOWF) report, a landmark analysis 
of fatherhood that draws evidence from 
hundreds of studies covering all countries in 
the world with available data.   
As the economic climate transformed, it is an 
undeniable fact that more women have 
decided to remain in the labour force, 
whether it is to be financial independent or 
helping out with household finances. Hence 
men are doing more domestic chores than 
the past generations, which is an average of 
6 hours a week.  
While we are grateful for this positive change 
as it lessens the burden on women 
breadwinners’ shoulders, research shows 
that compared to men, women spend 11 
hours more a week for domestic chores than 
men, more than a quarter of women spend 
more than 21 hours  a week just on domestic 
chores, excluding childcare. 
 “When fathers take on their fair share of the 
unpaid care work, it can alter the nature of 
the relationships between men and women 
and children, as both fathers and mothers will 
have more time for their children, women are 
released from some of their ‘double burden,’

PENANG Island City Council 
(MBPP) has given the final warning 
for residents to pay their outstanding 
assessment dues by beginning of July.

MBPP secretary Ang Aing Thye 
and MBPP Treasury director Suhaida 
Kamalul Ariffin held a press confer-
ence on June 10 at Komtar to an-
nounce the final notice to the public.

Also present were MBPP council-
lors Joseph Ng, Grace Teoh, Saiful 
Azwan Abd Malik and Mhd. Nasir 
Yahya.

From July, MBPP will start to con-
fiscate any movable household items 
in those houses whose owners have 
not cleared their outstanding amount 
in assessment payment.

“We have given them ample notice 
and also constantly sent out letters to 
remind them to always pay their as-
sessment tax and clear their outstand-
ing due. This is our last resort to get 
people to start clearing their outstand-
ing amount,” said Ang.

As of April 30, the total amount 
of outstanding assessment payment 
r e c o r d e d  b y  t h e  c o u n c i l  i s 
RM55,623,658 and a total of 54,674 
premises in Penang still have not 
cleared their assessment dues for 
their own properties.

Local Government Act 1976 Sec-
tion 148 which states that the local 
government can confiscate any mov-
able properties inside the premise 
which has an outstanding assessment 
tax amount and that the confiscated 
items can also be auctioned off to get 
the cash amount needed to clear the 
outstanding assessment tax.

“Actually a lot of local government 
has practiced confiscating before us 
and Penang chose not to do us until 
now because we want our public to 
practice this good habit of clearing 
their assessment tax. This few years’ 
record shows that the payment records 
are slowly getting better,” said Ng.

“I urge everyone to please pay your 
assessment tax on time and for those 
who still have outstanding, please 
clear them before July to prevent any 
confiscation of movable items in the 
premise. If your items are confiscated 
by us, then you will have roughly two 
months to clear your outstanding or 
we will auction off the confiscated 
items,” added Suhaida.

Those who wish to settle their out-
standing assessment tax amount can 
do so through the MBPP counter, 24 
hours MBPP kiosk, through registered 
agencies or go to www.mbpp.com.my.

Final warning on assessment payment
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DATUK Keramat assemblymember 
Jagdeep Singh Deo handed over a 
RM10,000 cheque to fund an ongoing 
free tuition programme in Kampung 
Dodol on May 23.

“We have to pay the teachers as they

“We have 128 students and the num-

ber is increasing as more parents are 
sending their children here,” he added.

On a different matter, Jagdeep, who 
is the state exco for Housing, Town and 
Country Planning, urged the federal 
government to provide funds for the 
Sungai Pinang flood mitigation project.

“Although the project was not in-
cluded in the 11th Malaysia Plan, I 
hope that it would be considered in the 
next rolling plan. It does not have to be 
the whole amount, a portion of it would 
be sufficient for the state to begin the 
next phase of the project.

“The rainy season has started and it 
will definitely start flooding in this 
area. The state government is ready to 
proceed but we will need the funding,” 
he said.

THE decision by former New Strats Times 
group editor Mustapha Kamil to resign from his 
position was described in glowing terms by 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng at a press confer-
ence on June 6. 

Describing Mustapha as a journalist with 
ethics, Lim said he was sad because journalists 
like Mustapha are a rare breed nowadays.

“I’m very moved and sad because journalists 
like him are getting less and less. And how many 
true journalists are there left in Malaysia?” Lim 
said.

“He refused to be part of the game played by 
his former employer – a game of deception, lies, 
deceit and delusion,” added Lim.

Lim also read out the blog entry by Mustapha 
dated May 31 which explained in great detail 
the reasons for his resignation.

“In my line of work, there is this element 
called the ‘truth discipline’. It is one that requires 
a journalist to be correct, right from the spelling 
of names of persons or places, to all the reports 
he must file. His responsibility is first to the 
truth, by which he must then guide society in 
navigating the path they had chosen,” Lim read 
from the blog entry. 

On a separate matter, Lim also drew the at-
tention of the media to Malaysia’s lower position 
in the World Competitiveness Yearbook 2016 
as published by an English weekly business 
newspaper.

According to the article which was published 
on June 6, Malaysia is now placed at number 19 
from the previous number 14 - the lowest plac-
ing the country had attained in nine years. 

In 2014, Malaysia was placed at number 12 
and in 2010, at number 10. The article also at-
tributed three reasons for the drop in Malaysia’s 
rankings, namely the fall in oil price, fall of the 
ringgit and the 1MDB scandal.

Lim praises journalist 
with ethics

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng’s official launch of 
Package 12 of the Sungai Dua Water Treatment Plant 
(SDWTP) on June 3 marked another milestone attained 
by the Penang Water Supply Corporation (PBAPP) for 
the people of Penang.

The plant, which is located on an 18.2-hectare site 
in Seberang Perai Utara, draws its raw water supply 
from Sungai Muda and Mengkuang Dam, and has a 
maximum capacity of 1,228 million litres per day 
(MLD).

It currently supplies water to Seberang Perai and 
Penang island.

Lim, in his speech, paid tribute to the dedicated 
PBAPP team whose efforts have ensured their targets 
are met and which are in line with the state’s policy of 
no water rationing.

“The current state government has a ‘No Water Ra-
tioning’ policy and is the only state so far which hasn’t 

practised water rationing. This provides the push factor 
for our PBAPP team to look for alternative sources of 
water and not to look for an easy way out when there’s 
a drought. In this matter, they have done well as no 
water rationing has been imposed that will trouble the 
people,” Lim said.

For all its efforts and achievements, PBAPP was 
awarded the international “Asean Outstanding Engi-
neering Achievement Award” in 2015 by the Conference 
of the Asean Federation of Engineering Organisations 
(CAFEO) for engineering works done at the plant.

Others at the event were Deputy Chief Minister I 
Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon, Deputy Chief Minister II 
Prof. Dr P. Ramasamy, exco members Lim Hock Seng 
(Works, Utilities and Transport) and Phee Boon Poh

Subashini Kaur said the pro-
gramme has made its debut with 
40 students, 20 each for MT and 
ET. Training for the MT pipeline 
has already started while ET stu-
dents will commence in July.

“Judging from the positive re-
sponse, we have planned for 4 
pipelines, 2 each for MT and ET, 
next year. Students will receive a 
monthly allowance during their 
training and pay matching their 
skills and job scope once they are 
absorbed into our workforce,” she 
said.

Building skilled, 
competent workforce

THE Penang 
Botanic Gar-
dens Depart-
ment (PBGD) 
has given an as-
surance that all 
factors would 
be taken into 
consideration 
with emphasis 
on the safety of 
all joggers be-
fore any action 
is taken on the 
dead rain tree 
situated at its Waterfall Road 
main entrance.

At a press conference on 
May 27, PBGD director 
Mohd Azwa Shah confirmed 
that any decision made by his 
department on the dead tree 
would first involve discus-
sions with stakeholders.

“Safety is an issue which 
would not be compromised 
here. The department has 
decided first to trim its twigs 
and branches to make sure 
they don’t fall onto visitors 
especially during the coming 
school holidays,” Mohd Azwa 
told members of the media.

The tree in question, a Rain 
Tree (Samanea saman), said 
to be 129 years old according 
to experts at PBGD, was 
planted in 1887 to commemo-
rate the birthday of Queen 
Victoria. 

“It must be noted, however, 
that the tree wasn’t planted by 
the queen personally. Checks 
by our arborists revealed that 
the tree had reached its maxi-
mum lifespan. It showed signs 
of old age and no longer ab-
sorbs medication to boost its 
resilience. The extreme hot 
weather also contributed to its 
death,” added Mohd Azwa.

Exhausting all options 
for dead tree

THE state government’s com-
mitment against the dengue 
menace cannot be more ap-
parent with its contribution of 
RM58,300 to the State Health 
Department for the purchase 
of 10 fogging machines.

In a simple ceremony on 
June 9, Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng handed over the 
cheque to State Health direc-
tor Datuk Dr Zailan Adnan in 
the presence of exco members 
Dr Afif Bahardin (Agriculture 
& Agro-Based Industry, Rural 
Development and Health), 
Chong Eng (Youth & Sports, 
Women, Family and Com-
munity Development) and 
Lim Hock Seng (Works, Util-
ities and Transport).

Guan Eng, in his press 
statement, expressed his con-
cern over the dengue statistics 
in Penang when compared 

with the national statistics as 
well as certain areas on the 
mainland which is still be-
yond the control of health 
authorities.

“For the record, Penang is 
in fifth spot with the total 
number of cases at 1,765 and 
10 deaths after Selangor 
(27,166 cases), Johor (6,857 
cases), Federal Territories and 
Putrajaya (3,712 cases) and 
Perak (1,945 cases),” he said.

“It is worrying that the 
dengue situation in Perkam-
pungan Machang Bubuk in 
Seberang Perai Tengah is still 
not yet under control,” Guan 
Eng added. 

Dr. Afif also reminded the 
public not to solely depend on 
the authorities to combat the 
dengue menace but for every-
one to play a role to overcome 
this disease.

“Yee Hien had a cochlear im-
plant seven years ago. Otherwise, 
children who are born deaf may 
grow up unable to speak and many 
will end up doing handicraft work. 
Some 31% of patients who receive 
cochlear implants at LSC are 
funded by public donations. There-
fore, the ride aims to provide the 
public awareness on seeking early 
intervention for babies and children 
who are born deaf and also how 
they can help these children through 
their donations,” Dr Lim said.
