PHANG Li Koon, who sold her 
house to Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng, issued a statutory 
declaration (SD) on March 22 
where she debunked allegations 
by certain quarters.

“CM and his family have been 
my good tenants for the last six 
years. To me, CM is a respectable 
leader and I feel very honoured 
to sell my property to him. I think 
Penang has done well under his 
administration. Most important-
ly, I have sold my property to a 
person I respect. I have no regret 
selling my property to CM at 
RM2.8 million. I have cleared 
myself of unnecessary headache 
and stress,” Phang said in her SD.

“I do not understand why my 
agreement to sell my house to 
CM has been blown up into such 
a big national issue when I have 
no business dealings with the 
state government. Neither have I 
obtained any benefit from the 
state government by selling the 
house to him. It is my decision at 
what price I want to sell to the 
CM. I stress that I was not pres-
sured or forced or under any 
undue influence by CM or any 
party to sell the house to CM at 
RM2.8 million. I sold on my own 
free will on a willing buyer and 
willing seller basis,” she added.

The declaration also came 
with a warning that legal action 

will be taken against those mak-
ing accusations.  

“I also wish to clarify here that 
I am not a director nor share-
holder of KLIDC company 
which has successfully bid for 
the Taman Manggis land under 
an open tender. I am also not 
involved in the management of 
the company. I reserve my right 
to legal action against any party 
should they try to make unneces-
sary connection to complicate the 
matter and drag me into this 
controversy,” Phang warned.

Phang’s explanation that the 
price was fixed in 2012 has al-
layed all doubts.  

“By early 2012, I had orally 
informed CM’s wife, Betty 
Chew, that if they were ready and 
willing to buy, I will sell them the 
house at RM2.8 million. I was 
told by Betty that they were in-
terested but CM was worried that 
he could not afford the house if 
he was not re-elected as the Chief 
Minister. So Betty asked wheth-
er I would still sell the house to 
them at the same price of RM2.8 
million after the 13th general 
elections,” Phang said.

“However after the 13th gen-
eral election in 2013, CM’s wife 
told me that they still needed 
some time to purchase the prop-
erty and she requested for an 
option to purchase at a later date 
when they were ready to do so. 
In 2014 CM and I then executed 
an agreement dated 23.6.2014 

whereby I agreed to grant him a 
five-year option tenure to pur-
chase the said property at 
RM2.8million in consideration 
of CM paying me RM100,000. 
Pending exercising of the option, 
I shall continue to allow CM and 
family to continue renting the 
said property.”

With the SD which was sol-
emnly declared and witnessed by 
a Commissioner for Oaths, the 
matter of Lim’s house has been 
put to an end.  

However, the few days before 
this was a media circus.  

TV stations, newspapers and 
social media sites made all sorts 
of speculation and accusations.  

When Lim allowed media to 

visit his house and even gave 
them permission to take photos 
of the interior, opposition mem-
bers and Ministers dismissed it 
as a publicity stunt.  

Yet, when Lim challenged the 
Ministers and other Barisan Na-
sional leaders to open their doors, 
none responded.

Lim’s wife, Betty Chew Gek 
Cheng who was in the house 
when the media visited her 
home on March 20, replied to 
media members how she felt 
when her privacy and her home 
were opened to the glare of 
press cameras.  

“It is part of transparency,” 
Betty replied in her usual calm 
composed manner.

Betty, a former lawyer and 
assemblymember, had shown the 
media members her kitchen, liv-
ing room and the array of her 
son’s toys. 

The home came under the hot 
spotlight after Tasek Gelugor MP 
Datuk Shabudin Yahaya made 
the wild accusation of elements 
of corruption being involved in 
the house purchase.

Lim had challenged Shabudin 
to speak outside the confines of 
Parliament but Shabudin failed 
to turn up at Lim’s office for a 
meeting on March 20.

Lim has also invited the Ma-
laysian Anti-Corruption Com-
mission to carry out investiga-
tions on the issue and has pledged 
full cooperation in the probe.

At the conclusion of the 
media visit to his home, Lim 
said: “As you can see, this is 
just an ordinary home. Let the 
rakyat decide.”

Lim and Betty fielding questions after they brought media 
members for a tour of their home.

House seller issues SD, debunks opposition claims

A SHOUTING match broke out in the 
Dewan Rakyat on March 16 when Urban 
Wellbeing, Housing and Local Govern-
ment Minister Datuk Abdul Rahman 
Dahlan accused Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng of lying over the price of af-
fordable housing.

The uproar erupted when Abdul Rah-
man said: “It is the decision of the Penang 
Government. I do not want the people to 
blame the Federal Government because 
the RM400,000 price tag was set by the 
state government.” This prompted Batu 
Kawan MP Kashturi Patto (pix) to de-
mand that Abdul Rahman retract his 
statement and apologise.  At a press 
conference on March 17, at the Penang 
Development Corporation, Lim had 
given to media members several news 
articles and the excerpt of the Budget 
2012 and 2013. 

“It is very clear that the price was set by 
the prime minister and it was tabled in the 
2012 budget. I do not want to exchange 
insults with Rahman Dahlan. I only want 
to point out to him that the federal govern-
ment announced it in 2012-2013 budget,” 
Lim said.  “Is Rahman Dahlan saying that 
the PM lied? We are just followed the 

pricing mechanism set by the federal gov-
ernment. The main point is the price is not 
determined by the state but by the federal 
government. Certainly Rahman Dahlan is 
behaving in a wild and untruthful manner,” 
Lim added.

Meanwhile, Kasthuri and Jelutong MP 
Jeff Ooi Chuan Aun said this about Abdul 
Rahman: “He should not politicise the 
issue of low cost, low medium cost and 
affordable housing in Malaysia.”

In a press statement dated March 17, 
Kasthuri said: “During the Q&A session 
in Parliament yesterday, Ahmad Rahman 
Dahlan accused Bagan MP who is also 
Chief Minister of Penang for shifting the 
blame to the federal government that the 

price of affordable housing is capped at 
RM400,000 and attempted to worm his 
way out of the claim and then called the 
CM a liar.”

She said if at all, it was Abdul Rahman 
who had misled the house and lied about 
the RM400,000 cap on affordable hous-
ing imposed by his very own ministry 
and the BN led government through its 
PR1MA housing schemes.

Kasthuri then pointed out an article by 
The Edge.  

In the article by The Edge Property 
dated April 21, 2015, PR1MA Corpora-
tion Malaysia (PR1MA) said that the 
ceiling price of its homes remained at 
RM400,000, despite its joint ventures 
with private developers to build afford-
able homes for Malaysians as reported 
in The Edge Financial Daily. 

The report also stated that PR1MA 
reiterates once again that PR1MA homes 
have always been priced at between 
RM100,000 and a maximum of 
RM400,000. PR1MA has never changed 
its price range. 

 “Abdul Rahman Dahlan must remem-
ber that it is in fact PR1MA that has set 
the range of affordable housing to 
RM400,000 and not the Penang state 
government in its own right.”

Housing Minister proven wrong

EXCO member for Housing, Town & 
Country Planning Jagdeep Singh has 
urged Barisan Nasional (BN) to stop its 
denial syndrome.  

“I refer to certain press reports quoting 
Penang BN leaders as stating that the cur-
rent administration in Penang is not pro-
viding affordable housing priced at 
RM42,000 and RM72,500, and the cheap-
est affordable housing available in Penang 
is RM400,000. This is a blatant misrepre-
sentation of the actual status of the provi-
sion of affordable housing by the current 
Penang state government,” Jagdeep said 
at a press conference in Komtar on March 
17.

“I have repeatedly stated that the Pen-
ang state government has currently in the 
pipeline 12 projects, in all five districts in 
the state of Penang, which will provide a 
total of 22,512 units of various types of 
affordable housing,” he added.

On top of this, the private sector has 
also assisted the state government by com-
mitting to build approximately 10,000 
units of various types of affordable hous-
ing ranging from RM42,000 to 
RM400,000.

Clearly, it is not accurate to state that 
this state government is not providing af-
fordable housing units priced at RM42,000 
and above. 

In fact, during the period 2008 to 2015, 
a total of 8,092 units of affordable housing 
priced at RM42,000 (previously known 
as low cost) and a total of 8,107 units of 
affordable housing priced at RM72,500 
(previously known as low medium cost) 
were built in Penang. 

This is compared to the 4,355 units of 
RM42,000 affordable housing in the 
similar period prior to 2008, namely 2001 
to 2007, and 769 units of RM72,500 type 
of affordable housing built during the 
same period.

Clearly, the record shows that the previ-
ous Barisan Nasional state government , 
in the same period of time delivered far 
fewer numbers of such affordable housing 
priced at RM42,000 and RM72,500 re-
spectively.

“In fact, representatives of the Penang 
BN should stop being in denial syndrome 
of the actual facts and should instead focus 
their energy on demanding the federal 
government to expedite the delivery of 
affordable housing under PR1MA to Pen-
ang,” Jagdeep said.

BN should 
stop blatant 
misrepresentation

STATE exco member for-
Town & Country Planning 
and Housing Jagdeep Singh 
has strongly refuted allega-
tions made by Urban Well-
being, Housing and Local 
Government Minister Datuk 
Abdul Rahman Dahlan that 
the state government had 
treated federal agencies such 
as the Penang Regional De-
velopment Authority (Perda) 
and JKP Sdn Bhd as step-
children by inhibiting fed-
eral affordable housing pro-
jects in Penang.

While denying the state 
government harboured such 
policies in its dealings with 
the federal government over 
housing matters, Jagdeep 
furthermore, reiterated that 6 
out of 15 of these federal 
projects had been approved 
by the state government.

The ceiling price for such 
affordable housing units on 
the island had been fixed at 
RM400,000 per unit while it 
would be RM250,000 per 
unit on the mainland at Se-

berang Perai.
“It was said that a total of 

9,600 housing units would 
be built and 100 percent of 
them would be affordable. 
But when the state govern-
ment did a check on the 
prices, it was RM1.8 million 
for those on the island and 
RM800,000 for those built 
on the mainland. Is this 
deemed affordable? Hence, 
I told Perda and JKP that this 
is not acceptable and that 
they have to comply with the 
pricing terms set by the state 

government,” Jagdeep said 
during a press conference on 
March 20.

“Out of the 8 JKP projects 
in the state, 6 have been ap-
proved after it complied with 
the state government’s terms 
to reduce the ceiling price. 
This shows under no circum-
stances these federal agen-
cies have been treated as 
stepchildren in Penang,” 
added Jagdeep who is also 
Datok Keramat assembly-
member.

The media was told that 

since 2014, JKP had applied 
to build a total of 8 housing 
projects with the state gov-
ernment while Perda applied 
to build 7.

Abdul Rahman’s unwel-
come  r emarks ,  wh ich 
Jagdeep described as “old 
issues” and “childish”, were 
widely reported in a local 
vernicular daily on the same 
day as the latter’s press con-
ference and it gave an im-
pression that the state gov-
ernment did not prioritise the 
building of more affordable 
homes to meet the needs of 
Penangites.

Also present was Jelutong 
MP Jeff Ooi who accompa-
nied Jagdeep to launch the 
Sepak Takraw Tournament 
Jagdeep Singh Deo Cup at 
Datok Keramat constituency 
level. 

A total of 20 teams took 
part in the match which was 
organised by Jagdeep’s office 
and the Kampung Dodol Vil-
lage Development and Secu-
rity Committee (JKKK).

ONCE again, the Penang state 
administration has shone bright-
ly as the state with the lowest 
debts.  

Compared to other states in 
Malaysia who owe the federal 
government, the Penang state 
has only RM69.36 million in 
debts.

 “I hope the federal govern-
ment can provide allocations 
and incentives in the form of 
development projects for this 
prestigious debts management,” 
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
said in a press conference in 
Komtar  on  March  15 .     “The 
tota l  debts  of  Penang to  the 

f e d e r a l  g o v e r n m e n t  i s  o n l y 
0.4%.  As the state with the low-
est debts, we feel we deserve 
some form of  incent ive,”  he 
added.   

The figures were released in 
Parliament which showed that up 
to Dec 31, 2015 the total debts 
owed to the federal government 
was RM16,824.61 million.

P a h a n g  o w e d  t h e  h i g h e s t 
amount at  RM2,922.98 million.

Prior to 2008, the total debts 
f rom Penang was  more  than 
RM700 mil l ion but  af ter  the 
Pakatan Harapan state govern-
ment took over that year the 
debts had been reduced by 90% 
- an achievement that should 
make all Penangites proud.

ceremony at Penang Development Corpora-
tion for students from the island’s south-
west district going for higher education. 

The current heatwave the country is 
experiencing is due to the El Nino phenomenon.

Also present was Batu Maung assemblymember 
Datuk Abdul Malik Kassim.

A total of 29 students received RM1,000 each to 
help them with registration expenses when enrolling 
in university.

The Chief Minister also presented financial aid to 
the orphaned children of theatre activist Hanizar Ab-
dul Hamid and wife Zaitun Awang.

On March 1, the couple crashed into a parked

both died on the spot.

SOME 150 Universiti Sains Malaysia

THE annual Yosakoi Parade that 
attracted thousands of spectators 
was held on March 12 at the 
Esplanade, Penang. 

This event is to commemo-
rate all those affected by the 
earthquake and tsunami which 
hit the Tohoku region in Japan

“I remember hearing the ter-
rible news of the earthquake and 
watching the devastation that the 
tsunami caused to the Tohoku 
region.

PENGKALAN Kota assem-
blymember Lau Keng Ee has 
refuted claims that he had 
failed the residents of Sandi-
lands Foreshore off Jalan C.Y. 
Choy who are facing eviction 
and advised certain politi-
cians in the state not to mis-
lead people by giving them 
false hope and wrong direc-
tions.

During a press conference 
at his service centre on March 
18, Lau maintained that ade-
quate compensation was in-
deed given to residents who 
are listed as Temporary Oc-
cupation License (TOL) hold-
ers of the land while those 
who rented were given prior-
ity to buy in the upcoming 
development project.

“Those residents who cry 
foul over the compensation as 
reported in the press have ap-
proached me before in my 
office and I have explained to 
them in detail their circum-
stances and what’s within the 
law for them. In accordance 

with the law, TOL holders 
would definitely be compen-
sated and that’s exactly what 
the developer had done. 
Those who rent are not enti-
tled to compensation but are 
given priority to buy,” Lau 

told reporters who had packed 
his office.

According to explanation 
given by Lau as well as Tan-
jong MP Ng Wei Aik, the 
1.7ha plot where the 54 squat-
ters are located has been ear-

marked for an affordable 
housing project which com-
prises units priced between 
RM72,500 and RM400,000. 
The project, upon completion, 
will have 482 medium cost 
units, 321 low-medium cost 

units and commercial facilities 
with 150 units allocated for 
the affected squatters. 

Certain individuals who 
reside at the squatter homes 
but whose names are not listed 
as owners because they rent 
their homes were disgruntled 
that they will not be paid any 
compensation and brought up 
their case to certain politicians 
in the state. Police reports 
were lodged and demonstra-
tions subsequently held by 
these residents.

“By advising these resi-
dents who rent their homes to 
lodge police reports or to 
have a press conference or 
even demonstrations will not 
help in this matter. We have 
clarified the legal issues with 
the disgruntled residents 
when they came to see me at 
my office. They refused to 
listen and approached certain 
politicians who advised them 
wrongly for some reasons and 
gave them false hope,” added 
Lau.

Statutory Declaration by Phang Li Koon
I, PHANG LI KOON (NRIC No. XXXXXX-07-XXXX) a Malaysian residing in  No. XXX-X, Xxxxx Xxxxx, XXXXX Georgetown, Pulau Pinang solemnly and 
sincerely declare the following:

1.	  I got to know CM’s family since 2008. I became a close friend to his wife, Betty Chew since then because of her friendly and humble character.

2.	  In 2008, I bought a house at No. 25, Pinhorn Road, Penang for RM 2.5 million and did some renovation with the intention to let my brother live in.   However 
after I heard from CM’s wife that she was looking for a place to rent due to termites problem at her official residence, I decided to offer them my house to stay. A ten-
ancy agreement was entered and signed on 1/7/2009 with 3 years tenure at RM5,000 per month but later the tenure was extended to another 3 years to 30/6/2015.   

3.	  At that time I felt very honoured to rent my house to Penang Chief Minister and his family and also able to help them with their house problem.   

4.	  However, renting the house to them had caused me much distress and stress from the BN and NGOs alleging untrue stories about me. By then I decided to sell the 
house. There were also more incidents in later years from demonstrations and funeral rites held in front of the house, to even molotov cocktails bomb thrown into the 
house compound which make the house so exposed and unsafe. 

5.	  There were endless news on the house with its address and pictures splashed  all over the newspapers. I felt very uncomfortable that if my relatives or I ever decide 
to stay there in future, I will not feel safe and secure to stay in such an overly exposed and much publicized house. 

6.	  So by early year of 2012, I had orally let CMs wife, Betty Chew know that if they were ready and willing to buy, I will sell them the house at RM2.8 million. I was 
told by Betty that they were interested but CM was worried that he could not afford buying the house if he was not re-elected as the Chief Minister. So Betty asked 
whether I would still sell the house to them at the same price of RM2.8 million after the 13th General elections. 

7.	  However after the 13th general election in 2013, CM’s wife told me that they still need some time to purchase the property and she requested for an option to 
purchase at later date when they were ready to do so. In 2014 CM and I then executed an agreement dated 23.6.2014 whereby I agreed  to grant him a  5 year option 
tenure to purchase the said property at RM2.8million in consideration of CM paying me RM100,000-00. Pending exercising of the option, I shall continue to allow 
CM and family to continue renting the said property.    

8.	  Sometime before the extension tenancy was up in 30/6/2015, I had made up my mind to dispose off the property for good. I am a businesswoman and I do not wish 
to tolerate unnecessary stress and have my name splashed all over  the newspapers or social media again and again especially when those insensitive people want to 
attack CM or raise issue on the Taman Manggis land which I am not involved.  I decided to sell the property because it attracts so many unnecessary publicities and 
allegations from time to time.

9.	  I had again asked CM’s wife, Betty to request CM to exercise the option to purchase. I did not survey the market when I decided to sell to CM in 2015 because I didn’t 
think it was necessary.  I already have CM as a buyer and there was an understanding pursuant to the Agreement dated 23.6.2014 pertaining to the agreed sale price.  

10.	 After CM’s wife, Betty told me that they have managed to secure a house loan, we decided to sign the sale agreement at the price we agreed earlier; i.e RM2.8mil. 
From my records the sale & purchase agreement was signed on 28.7.2015 and the bank released the full loan sum in October, 2015.  

11.	 CM and his family had been my good tenants for the last 6 years.  To me, CM is a respectable leader and I feel very honoured to sell my property to him. I think 
Penang has done well under his administration. Most importantly I have sold my property to the person I respect.  I have no regret of selling my property to CM at 
RM2.8million. I have cleared myself of unnecessary headache and stress.

12.	 I do not understand why my agreement to selling the house to CM has been blown up to such a big national issue when I have no business dealings with the state 
government. Neither have I obtained any benefit from the state government by selling the house to him. It is my decision at what price I want to sell to the CM. I stress 
that I was not pressured or forced or under any undue influence by CM or any party to sell the house to CM at RM2.8 million. I sold at my own free will on a willing 
buyer and willing seller basis.

13.	 I also wish to clarify here that I am not a director nor shareholder of KLIDC  company which has successfully bid for the Taman Manggis land under an open 
tender.  I am also not involved in the management of the company. I reserve my right to legal action against any party should they try to make unnecessary connection 
to complicate the matter and drag me into this controversy. 

And I make this solemn declaration conscientiously believing the same to be true and by virtue of the provisions of the Statutory Declaration Act 1960.

Food complex to benefit rural folk

STATE exco member for Local Government, Traffic 
Management and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow 
chaired a dialogue session which lasted more than an 
hour with members of the Federation of Malaysian 
Manufacturers (FMM) Penang on March 18.

The dialogue, which centred upon the Penang Trans-
port Master Plan (PTMP), was aimed at seeking the 
feedback and opinion of the manufacturing industry in 
Penang on its implementation. 

Furthermore, the session provided an opportunity for 
the FMM to relate its concerns on the existing infra-
structure facilities in the state and how these can be 
improved and blended in with the PTMP for Penang’s 
future economic growth.

According to statistics compiled by the Department 
of Statistics Malaysia and the Penang Institute, the 
manufacturing industry especially in the electrical and 
electronics (E&E) sector accounted for 48% of Penang’s 
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2013 which amount-
ed to RM63 billion. 

Taking this into consideration, it was hardly surpris-
ing that the state government viewed the FMM’s re-
sponse seriously.

“I thank FMM Penang for your interest in the imple-

mentation of PTMP. SRS Consortium and the state 
government have been working very hard for the past 
few months to meet the deadline for the submission in 
the middle of the year to secure the necessary approval 
from the federal agencies,” Chow said in his welcoming 

speech.
Also present was state exco for Works, Utilities and 

Transport Lim Hock Seng.

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SRS Consortium’s public transport master 
plan outlines an integrated transit network 
with appropriate long-term capacity to in-
crease public transport adoption in Penang. 
The public transport strategy is designed to 
work in concert with concurrent upgrades 
in the road and highway network as well as 
others to achieve holistic improvement and 
higher efficiency in travel experience for 
the public.

For the Penang Island, four transit lines 
are proposed:

i.   Bayan Lepas LRT;
ii.  Ayer Itam monorail;
iii. Tg Tokong monorail; and
iv.  Tram (in George Town heritage area).
At the same time, three transit lines are 

proposed in Seberang Perai to connect with 
the newly completed KTM Komuter line:

i.   George Town – Butterworth LRT 
integrating rail transit lines in Penang Island 
with those in Seberang Perai;

ii.  Monorail from Raja Uda to Bkt Mer-
tajam / Alma (with BRT extension to 
Kepala Batas and Kulim); and

iii. Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) from Per-
matang Tinggi to Batu Kawan (with exten-
sion northwards to Seberang Jaya and 
southwards to Nibong Tebal).

SRS Consortium’s proposed public 
transport network takes cognisance of the 
need to enable efficient multi-modal inte-
gration and flexibility in delivery phasing 
in order to maximise accessibility, future 
catchment and economic viability.

The proposal recommends transit net-
work should not be planned line by line, 
however each line can be constructed at a 
different timing within the proposed frame-
work. This allows for better integration 
between current and future lines.

The prescribed systems in the proposed 
public transport network, though subject to 
continuous reviews and improvements, 
would serve to shape foreseeable future 
transit-oriented developments (TODs) and 
function as a framework to ensure sustain-
ability of future lines. It is also an essential 
step in integrating transit with land use 
planning as part of the Structure or Local 
Plan process.

With an integrated approach, the entire 
transit system will operate effectively as a 
single ‘unified’ network to provide a seam-
less and cohesive public transport strategy.

Notably, transit lines slated for future 
realisation are still subject to further feasibil-
ity evaluation at the time of execution, 

taking into consideration travel demand, 
development intensity, transit system capac-
ity, target modal share, and socio-political 
acceptance of appropriate transit system 
(elevated or at-grade). Hence, the priority 

transit line – the Bayan Lepas LRT will still 
be subject to public opinion and feedback, 
as part of the Railway Scheme approval 
process under the purview of the Federal 
Government.

是，我听说首长夫人因首长官邸面对
白蚁侵蚀的问题，她正在寻找租房。
我提议出租房子给他们。我们在2009
年7月1日签署了为期三年的租赁合
约，租金为每个月5000令吉，过后租
约再度延长三年至2015年6月30日。

当时，我为自己能够将房子出租给
槟州首长一家人感到荣幸，我也算是
帮他们解决了住房的问题。

但是，将房子出租给他们过后，导
致我非常苦恼，让我厌烦的是来自国
阵及非政府组织针对我的虚有指控。
于是我决定出售房子。过去几年，在
这间房子前面也发生过很多事，从示
威到葬礼、甚至有人将汽油弹抛掷进

入房子的院子，让房子常常曝光及不
安全。

关于这所房子的新闻连同地址及图
片不断地在报章上曝光。我觉得这所
房子过度曝光及过分宣传，如果我的
亲威或我自己未来要入住 ，我不会感
到安全及安心。

在2012年初，我口头上询问首长夫
人周玉清，想知道他们是否有意愿购
买，我愿意以280万令吉出售。周玉
清告诉我说他们有兴趣，但是首长担
心如果他没有在选举中被选为首长，
他将没有能力购买这间房子。所以，
周玉清问我是否愿意在第13届大选
过后，还是以同样的价格出售这所房
子。

但是，在2013年第13届大选后，首
长夫人告诉我他们还需要时间购买上
述产业，她要求迟一点准备好的时候
再买。2014年首长及我在志期2014年
6月23日的协议书上同意，他付我10
万令吉，我同意给他在5年时间考量
以280万购买上述产业。协议书让双
方有买卖的选项，我也就同意让首长
一家人继续在有关房子内租屋。

在2015年6月30日租约届满之前，
我决定出售我的产业。我是一名生意

人，我不想忍受无谓的烦恼，而且，
当那些人要攻击首长或提及Taman 
Manggis土地买卖事项，让我的名
字无缘无故地、一而再、再而三地曝
光在报章、社交媒体面前，而实际是
我根本没有涉足。我决定出售上述产
业，因为它一直招惹很多是非及莫名
其妙的宣传。

敬的领袖，我以能够出售房子给他感
到骄傲。我认为槟城在他的治理下不
错。最重要的是，我将房子卖给我尊

业给首长，我没有遗憾。我免去了一
宗让我头痛及压力的问题。

买屋子的新档案，并希望有关的调
查能够在不受国阵压力的影响下，

公正党的议员在先前的会
议中，对填海的议题已和我
们达成共识，可是转眼间，
他们却在没有知会我们的情
况下，公然以“民意”之名
背后插刀，推翻之前所做的
全部决定。姑息这种行径，
等同放任制度的崩坏，不仅
伤害议员对制度以及人民对

政府的信任，更是对民主造
成无远弗届的伤害。

同理，若是贵报管理层在
会议中达成某个共识后，林
副执总却在离开会议室后心
生不忿，并且召开记者会公
开和公司立场唱反调，这种
行径对公司带来的伤害，足

一个党的自甘堕落、自愿沉
沦，怎能把账都算到行动党
的头上？

最后，我们要强调的是，
我们从来没有不能忍受批评

与异议，有趣的是，希盟执

未有的。一些记者及网络新
闻农场对我们的恶评，甚至

对于善意的批评，我们虚

“部长在2016年3月16日的国会当中，指控
我说谎，原因是我在国会提及，制定可负担房

屋的最高价位在40万令吉者，乃是联邦政府而
非州政府。随着，部长还在2016年3月17日发
表声明时，强调联邦政府不曾将可负担房屋的
最高价位订在40万令吉，因为有关权限落在州
政府手上。”

林冠英于3月18日发表文告时指出，无论如
何，部长承认，由首相发布的2013年/2014年
经 济 报 告 书 及 2 0 1 3 年 年 度 财 政 预 算 案 当 中 ，
确实将可负担房屋的最高价位订在40万令吉。
惟他辩称，即便一马房屋计划被允许将最高价
位 订 在 4 0 万 令 吉 ， 可 是 ， 一 马 旗 下 的 房 屋 当
中，84%的价格是订在30万令吉以下的。

一直以来，校界就流传“SPM的华
文科很难拿A”，如今看来，这是属

文科难拿A+，唯独华文科，考试局

华 文 科 成 绩 相 比 国 文 及 英 文 科 ，
连续3年滑落，引起华社深切关注。
华文科的高门槛也让很多学生放弃
报考，因此报考人数逐年下降，从
2010年的54947人下滑至2015年的
45480人。这个问题必须获得重视，
因为长此下去将会影响华小及国中的
华文科师资，及华文科的存在价值。
更深远的影响，我们可能失去中华文
化的传承，失去语言，等于失去了民
族的根, 决不能温水煮青蛙。

归根究底，到底是什么因素造成华
文科报考人数及整体成绩逐年下滑？
我国的华文程度为何特別高？还是华
文考卷的试题或评分标准刁钻，抑或
教师教导无方？甚至有人认为这是当
局有意为难。到底是什么原因？我认
为，教育部应该去探讨并有个交代。

早在2013年，魏家祥就曾探讨为
何SPM华文科如此少人拿A+，并从

数据专家分析
的 A + 分 布 图
中 发 现 有 问
题 ， 当 时 他
也曾邀请有经
验 的 相 关 人
士，从出题、
教学、考试和
批改华文考卷
的几个角度，
找出问题的症
结。但遗憾的是，问题却年复一年地
重复。

要 根 治 问 题 ， 教 育 部 应 从 课 程 纲
要、教材与教学、考试纲要、评鉴制
度、考试成绩评定模式等方面作出诊
断与检讨，并拟定采取的改善措施。
当然在行动前，考试局应该透明地公
开批阅标准。这并非要考试局为学生
加分，只是有必要了解到底考题是如
何把学生考倒，学生又应该如何做出
改善而已。

当然，华人也要当自强，华文始终
是我们的母语，我们应当引以为傲，
无论多难都不可放弃报考华文科。

身为马来西亚公民的我，一直以来都

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首长坦荡曝光私邸
言行一致透明无隐瞒

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垄尾区州议员杨顺兴指出，随着槟州首长林冠
英大方地公开了位于宾鸿路私人住宅后，他已
经成为全马第一位敢在任内公开自己住所的首
长，显示出领袖的坦荡荡，没有什么好隐瞒。

他挑战全马各州的州务大臣及首席部长，也仿
效林冠英公开本身的住所，以证明各州的大臣
和首长也一样坦荡荡及透明化。

他说，林冠英在我国可以说是我国史上第一位
向所有各语言媒体公开本身住所的首长，但是
为了公平起见，全马有13个州，其他12个州的
州务大臣及首长、甚至是首相、副首相、以及
所有内阁部长等也应该一起向媒体公开他们的
住所，证明他们和林冠英一样没有任何隐瞒。

“我相信，人民有很大的兴趣要知道我国首

相纳吉、副首相、部长们所居住的寓所是真正
的豪宅？还是和林冠英一样朴素及一般的房
屋？”

他指出，从媒体刊登的照片来看，首长的住所
内部的陈设与寻常家庭无异、没有任何铺张，
甚至可以不客气的讲一句“一点都谈不上豪
华”。

“已故前新加坡资政李光耀的住家也曾经曝光
于媒体，当时，大家都惊讶，原来他的住家是
多么朴素，现在看起来，林冠英的住所也和已
故李光耀一样的朴素。”

另一方面，杨顺兴促请巫统打昔汝莪区国会议
员沙布丁收回其早前在国会下议院声称，槟首
长林冠英于2009年开始以低廉的租金租赁一间

房屋，并在去年10月以低于市价买下有关房屋
一事，因为林首长已经在日前表明其房屋是与
卖主在透明的交易下完成，当中并没有存在任
何舞弊或不寻常事件。

杨顺兴于3月21日发表文告时表示，若沙布丁
发表没有实事求是及不具证据的言论，就应该
公开向林冠英道歉，而不是让此污蔑诽谤的言
论继续发酵，这并不是国会议员应有的态度。

“早前林冠英邀请沙布丁昨天（20日）上午
11时到首长办公室，在众媒体面前单独与他展
开一对一”实事求是”的会晤，结果沙布丁却
不敢赴会，这明显是沙布丁不敢在国会以外的
地方与林冠英就其不实诬赖言论对质，人民必
须看清国阵议员的真面目及素质！”

她说，这张截图被一
个名叫方群龙的男子

哈……我很怀疑反贪
会有没有那么快，我
在2009年向反贪会检
举相关别墅，到现在
他们都还没来向我录
口供呢”。

“作为管理首长推特
账号的官员，我是在
2016年3月17日晚上
10时49分发现相关截
图正在流传。经调查
后，我们发现首长并无在推特账号
上发表如此言论。”（首长推特文
见表2）”

“基于此事涉及诬蔑与不实指控，
事态严重，我们已交由警方处理。
该不负责任的散播者将可能导致下

列事件发生：外界将因一件子虚乌
有的事情而误会首长，特别是一些
流言蜚语仿佛带有影射首长之意；

及贱踏首长作为一名州议员、国会
议员、民主行动党领袖及个人的信
用。”

王宇航指出，市政厅并未对屋主开出罚单，同时

不过，他强调，该事件属个别案例，市政厅不会

槟州首长林冠英指出，槟州政府欢
迎 槟 州 上 诉 庭 主 席 拿 督 杨 映 波 做 出
的 保 证 ， 只 要 上 诉 庭 取 消 槟 岛 市 政
局 的 图 测 批 文 ， 州 政 府 不 必 为 争 议
性 的 土 地 发 展 偿 还 巨 额 赔 款 ， 惟 杨
映 波 也 承 认 ， 上 诉 庭 的 决 定 还 需 视
司法审核的定夺。

林 冠 英 于 3 月 1 5 日 发 表 声 明 时 指
出 ， 槟 州 政 府 委 任 了 古 达 星 教 授 及
拿 督 安 美 嘉 律 师 已 受 委 任 协 助 槟 州
政 府 及 槟 岛 市 政 厅 ， 以 维 持 上 诉 庭
的 判 决 ， 避 免 因 驳 回 前 朝 所 批 准 的
海拔76公尺（250尺）以上的特别计
划 发 展 项 目 后 ， 导 致 槟 岛 市 政 厅 必
须面对高额赔偿。

“这是上诉庭主席拿督杨映波最近
在城乡规划法令下在Sunway Bhd
案件上做出的最新决定。”

他表示，上诉局表示槟岛市政厅无
需批准Sunway Bhd在他们76公尺
以 上 地 段 的 发 展 许 可 ， 前 朝 政 府 当
时批准Sunway Bhd可在这地段发
展每英亩6单位或每英亩15单位，而
槟 岛 市 政 厅 也 不 必 因 为 驳 回 地 主 们

在76公尺以上的此类“特别项目”
作出赔偿。

他 指 出 ， 由 于 上 诉 局 的 判 决 可 以
透过高庭作出司法审核。Sunway 
B h d 及 其 他 受 此 判 决 影 响 的 地 主 可
在90天内寻求司法审核。Sunway 
B h d 已 经 传 告 我 说 他 们 有 意 寻 求 司
法 审 核 ， 并 在 高 庭 确 认 上 诉 局 的 判
决 之 后 ， 可 能 寻 求 索 偿 。 这 让 槟 岛
市 政 厅 有 机 会 在 不 需 赔 偿 的 情 况 之
下 ， 驳 回 前 朝 州 政 府 所 批 准 的 这
些“特别项目”。

他 表 示 ， 一 旦 司 法 审 核 在 高 庭 抗
辩 的 时 候 ， 法 学 界 权 威 古 达 星 教 授
及 拿 督 安 美 嘉 将 在 法 律 上 协 助 州 政
府 ， 可 以 预 期 这 也 将 是 大 马 史 上 规
划法令案件的世纪案例。

“目前两项在高庭的案件透露了因
为 前 朝 国 阵 政 府 的 错 误 ， 导 致 现 任
政府可能须作出数以亿计赔偿。”

他 指 出 ， 槟 城 州 政 府 希 望 能 透 露
目 前 在 高 庭 的 两 项 案 件 。 这 两 项 案
件 揭 发 了 因 为 前 朝 国 阵 政 府 刑 事 错
误 ， 导 致 现 任 政 府 可 能 必 须 面 对 数
以亿计的赔偿。

“这两项案件，一项是1994年牵
涉威省市政局，要求2亿4300万令吉
赔偿的NEG Engineering Sdn Bhd
案件；另一案件则是1992年涉及州
政 府 在 现 今 美 嘉 广 场 原 址 征 地 事 宜
的Bagan Serai Housing Estate 
Sdn Bhd案件。目前威省市政局赢
得了NEG Engineering Sdn Bhd案
的 官 司 。 但 这 案 件 牵 涉 目 前 仍 活 跃
政 坛 的 前 朝 政 府 领 袖 ， 他 们 可 能 还
会 上 诉 。 目 前 ， 威 省 市 政 局 已 经 向
警方及反贪委员会报案。”

“ 令 人 担 忧 的 是 ， 槟 城 州 政 府 在
第 二 项 案 件 败 诉 ， 这 项 美 嘉 广 场 的
案 件 目 前 在 上 诉 庭 上 诉 中 ， 但 可 能
必须作出与NEG Engineering Sdn 
B h d 案 一 样 的 高 额 赔 偿 。 这 美 嘉 案

件 与 另 一 宗 前 朝 政 府 犯 错 所 导 致 赔
偿2940万令吉的陈合裕案件雷同，
州政府已经被迫偿还1470万令吉，
目 前 仍 尝 试 通 过 法 庭 索 讨 这 笔 款
额。”

“还有，槟岛市政厅也因为前朝所
批准的12楼层酒店需减少至5楼层而
被迫必须赔偿2000万令吉给莫实德
控股（Boustead Holdings Bhd）
。这笔2000万令吉的赔偿金是用以
交换减少7个楼层以符合联合国教科
文的乔治市古迹区内不得再建超过5
层高或超出18公尺的建筑，但是前
朝政府没有履行这项要求。”

他透露，现任州政府因为前朝国阵
政 府 的 犯 错 ， 必 须 日 夜 担 惊 受 怕 背
负 可 以 导 致 槟 州 破 产 的 巨 额 赔 偿 。
当 州 政 府 必 须 偿 还 赔 偿 的 时 候 ， 没
人 挺 身 而 出 给 予 一 分 半 毫 协 助 ， 剩
下 的 只 有 那 些 所 谓 非 政 府 组 织 承
诺 的 甜 言 蜜 语 。 如 今 破 产 的 威 胁 是
多 么 地 真 切 ， 州 政 府 是 多 么 不 愿 意
继 承 前 朝 国 阵 州 政 府 所 留 下 来 的 烂
摊 子 以 避 免 导 致 槟 城 破 产 的 巨 额 赔
偿。

他指出，其中一个潜在的破产威胁
就是面对海拔76公尺以上地主们的
索 偿 ， 因 为 前 朝 曾 经 以 特 别 计 划 批
准 他 们 作 为 发 展 用 途 ， 这 将 导 致 数
十亿令吉的赔偿。

槟州首席部长林冠英指槟华保校风波是由马华领袖挑起一事，她和其他校友都感到‘非常吃惊’和‘莫名其妙’”。

本办公室特此细查首长在过去的演讲及记者会录音，发现首长林冠英从来没有说过“槟华保校风波”一词，首长指的是征地事件，而
不是如文中所称的“保校风波”。

因此，《光明日报》以不确实的资讯及方向来引导受访者（即校友黄思恩）一举，实在让人感到遗憾。

首长是于2016年3月10日出席 NEX 2016 槟州领袖研讨会开幕后，受媒体询问有关槟华面对的征地事件时，回应说他身为槟州土地委
员会主席，不曾批准或签过任何要征用槟华校地的文件，土地委员会也没有收到申请征地的建议，更不用说讨论相关的建议 。在土地
征用法令下，征用土地是州政府的绝对权力，任何征用土地必需通过州政府为首的土地委员会。

是则新闻，在隔天（2016年3月11日）也准确无误地刊登在贵报。让人费解的是，贵报却以林冠英未曾说过的话，及贵报未曾刊登过
的新闻来引导受访者，导致首长在此课题上，明明未曾征地也未曾说过的话，透过错误的资讯引导，被冠上莫须有的罪名，让人深感遗
憾。

恳请在槟城具备相当影响力的《光明日报》，能够以专业的方式跟进新闻并厘清事实，而不是扮演栽赃嫁祸的角色，

更敬希贵报能够将此原文照登，以正视听，以免被认为在丑化首长。

THE current hot weather is a cause of concern 
for Penangites.  

However, the Penang Water Supply Corpora-
tion (PBA) has urged Penangites to stay cool as 
there is no imminent danger of water crisis.

On March 16,   Datuk. Jaseni Maidinsa, chief 
executive officer of PBA Holdings Bhd (PBAHB) 
and Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau Pinang Sdn 
Bhd (PBAPP), issued a statement on the matter.  

“There has been very little rainfall in Penang 
in the last 30 days and daytime temperatures have 
soared to 35ºC. However, there is no immediate 
danger of a water crisis or water rationing here 
yet,” he said.  “The effective capacities of our 
dams should be sufficient to last until the rains 
arrive in April. The Air Itam Dam’s effective 
capacity stands at 75.7%. This dam has sufficient 
water to last 74 days without rain. The Teluk 
Bahang Dam’s effective capacity is at 72.3%, and 
has sufficient water to last 220 days without rain. 
The level of Sungai Muda is at 2.41 metres. While 
the level has dropped, PBAPP is still able to ex-
tract around 1 billion litres per day from this 
river daily for treatment at the Sungai Dua water 
treatment plant,” he added.  

PBAPP will be able to provide continuous good 
water supply throughout the state until the April 
showers arrive.  

To summarise, Penang is not in the danger zone. 
“However, PBAPP would like to urge all Penan-

gites and Penang-based businesses to stay calm, 

save water and use water wisely,” Jaseni said. 
As such, PBAPP would like to advise all water 

consumers in Penang to do two basic and simple 
things with immediate effect: 
• Avoid using a hose as far as possible to carry 

out cleaning activities. Hosing wastes water. 
• Reduce the frequency of cleaning vehicles. 
Avoid using a hose at all costs.

THE fate of the businesses 
and residents still remaining 
at Kampung Siam seems to be 
hanging in the balance after 
they lost their appeal at the 
Penang High Court on Feb 24 
against Five Star Heritage 
Sdn Bhd which sought their 
eviction.

At a press conference on 
March 10 to update the public 
on the latest developments 
concerning Kampung Siam, 
Pulau Tikus assemblymember 
Yap Soo Huey voiced her 
concerns over the what lies 
for the Siamese enclave that 
is at present shrouded by un-
certainty.

“Kampung Siam residents 
and businesses are saddened 
by the High Court decision. 
They appeal to Five Star Her-
itage Sdn Bhd to consider that 
their families have been on 
the land for many genera-
tions. The families who are 
Siamese descendants have 

been living on the land since 
the 1800s. The owners of the 
business properties have been 
on the land for more than 60 
years, some more than 100 

years,” said Yap.
“The loss of these busi-

nesses along Jalan Burma 
would also greatly impact the 
neighbourhood and commu-

nity here. For the business 
owners, they have been part 
of this community since the 
1950s and some of them have 
been part of the community 

for more than 100 years. Hav-
ing to move will certainly 
affect their livelihood and 
they are not sure where they 
would be able to find alterna-
tive business premises. These 
shop owners feel that it would 
be very hard for them to find 
suitable premises to relocate 
to and therefore may end up 
having to close down their 
business and find other ways 
to support their families,” she 
added.

The nightmare for these 
Kampung Siam folks started 
in April 2014 when they re-
ceived their first eviction 
notice from the current land 
owner – Five Star Heritage 
Sdn Bhd – to make way for a 
five-storey budget hotel and 
three office and shop units. 
The Sessions Court decided 
in favour of the land owner 
and an appeal was lodged to 
the Penang High Court in 
June 2015.

On March 14, exco member for 
Housing and Town & Country 
Planning Jagdeep Singh wrote to 
Chairman of PR1MA Corporation 

Malaysia Tan Sri Dr. Alies Anor 
Abdul to seek clarification and 
confirmation on the report.

“So far there are no PRIMA 
homes in Penang. According to our 
records, we have only received 
applications for two projects. One 
in Batu Feringghi for 1,520 units 
and one in Kampung Kastam for 
1,124 unites. This is only in ap-
plication status and not approved 

yet,” Jagdeep said at Komtar on 
Mac 14.

“They must comply with all the 
planning requirements and there 
are technical issues to comply 
with. We want to assist PRIMA 
and get these 26,291 units ap-
proved and built if possible. That’s 
why I have written to PRIMA to 
seek clarification and see how we 
can help,” he added.

‘Where are the 26,291 PR1MA homes’
CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng has 
taken local daily New Straits Times 
(NST) to task for twisting his words and 
misquoting him in a March 17 article.

Lim had on March 16 delivered a 
speech at the Penang Island City Council 
where he had touched on the RM2.6b 
donation scandal. 

However, NST the next day reported 
that “Guan Eng said DAP had never re-
ceived any donations”.

In a press conference at Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC) on March 
17, Lim chided NST over the report.

“Once again, NST falsely reported 
what I said. It is very sad. NST never 
speaks the truth and this validates what 
I had always said,” Lim said.

“What I had said in the speech is we 
don’t have donation scandals. All our 
financial reports are audited and lodged 
with the Registrar of Societies. I don’t 
want to engage with the NST,” he added.

“NST should not spread these lies. 
When we make collections at fund-
raising dinners, we count and announce 
the total collected to the people. We have 
proper financial records of the donations 
we received. What I said was we do not 
have donation scandals,” Lim repeated.

“It is because of this type of reporting 
that NST has lost its readers. Don’t they 
realise this?” he said.

Lim also expressed his disappoint-
ments that if reporters can support such 
journalism, then, they have lost their 
professionalism. 

“Don’t twist my words,” was Lim’s 
parting words.

“This is quite disappointing and it is 
mainly because the ringgit has depreci-
ated.

“The Economist (magazine) has three 
pages of coverage on Malaysia’s econ-
omy. Never in history has Malaysia re-
ceived so much coverage from The 
Economist. This is something that we 
should ‘congratulate’ the federal gov-
ernment,” Lim quipped.

“Instead of paying lower electricity 

charges, we are bearing the price of GST 
as well as the lower ringgit,” Lim added.

THE launch of the “Painting Penang Purple” 
campaign on March 8 marked another mile-
stone by the Penang Adventist Hospital (PAH) 
in combating cancer among Penangites and 
Malaysians in general.

“Cancer cases in Malaysia have been in-
creasing alarmingly. Chances are, all of us may 
know of someone who is affected by this 
dreadful disease. According to the estimation 
of NCSM, there are about 100,000 Malaysians 
living with cancer at any one time,” said Phee 
in his speech.

“In recent years, cancer has emerged as the 
world’s biggest killer. It is considered the most 
lethal killer among all top diseases in Malay-
sia. Figures from the NCSM show that cancer 
affects more females than males with a ratio 
of male to female 1:1.2,” noted Yap.

A TOTAL of 22 Tamil schools in Penang re-
ceived RM1,750,000 in school aid during a 
ceremony held at Komtar on March 18.

The Penang state government has also al-
located RM100,000 yearly for maintenance of 
Tamil schools and another RM100,000 for 
kindergartens.

From 2009 till 2015, the total allocation 
given to 28 Tamil schools in the state stands 
at RM12 million.

“Ever since the present government took 
over the state administration in 2008, we found 
many of the Tamil schools were in a deplor-
able state. One example is SJKT Azad, which 
was then housed in the Indian Association 
premises in Jalan Bagan Jermal,” Chief Min-
ister Lim Guan Eng said in his speech during 
the mock cheque presentation ceremony.

Also present were Deputy Chief Minister 
11 Prof. Dr P. Ramasamy, state chairman of 
special committee for Tamil schools Penang, 
Dr. K. Anbalagan and Nibong Tebal MP Datuk 
Mansor Othman.

In December, 2008, the state government 
decided to put up a new building for SJKT 
Azad in Jalan Kebun Bunga.

Lim said he was informed that the allocation 
by the state government has helped improve 
the performance of Tamil school students in 
the UPSR yearly since 2009. 

In 2015, a total of 49 students achieved 
Grade A in all subjects in the UPSR.

To ensure that Tamil school students enjoy 
the benefit of information and communication 
technology, Lim added that the state govern-
ment has introduced the latest technology in 
the form of Smart Wireless Interactive Pres-
entation & Education System to 10 schools.

“This year, to improve ICT teaching in 
Tamil schools in the state, we have plans to 
build ‘21st Century Classrooms’ in two 
schools, namely SJKT Bayan Lepas and SJKT 
Bukit Mertajam.

“Apart from this, we also assisted SJKT 
Ramakrishna to get involved in robotics since 
three years ago. We have purchased a Lego 
Robotics set for them. With this, the school 
has taken part in the competition at national 
level and won prizes for its efforts,” he added.
