QUA Vadis,Malaysia? If not now, when?
If not us, who?

That seemed to be the question on the
people’s mind as a huge crowd turned up
at the Straits Quay Convention Centre on
May 8 for the forum with former Prime
Minister Tun Dr. Mahathir Mohamad.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng who
shared the same stage as Dr Mahathir
asked the people: “Why are both of us
here today? We were opponents for long
periods of time when we were on oppo-
site sides of the divide.

AMD, Tong Fu joint venture

IT was proven that the East meets West
in Penang when Advanced Micro De-
vices (AMD) and Tong Fu Microelec-
tronics created a joint venture of AMD’s
high-volume assembly, test, mark and
pack facilities and experienced work-
force in Penang, Malaysia and Suzhou,
China with NFME’s established out-
sourced semiconductor assembly and
test expertise.

“Rudyard Kipling once said that East
is East, and West is West, and never the
two shall meet but it looks like they
meet in Penang,” Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng said at his speech on May 5.

He was extremely pleased to note
that despite the joint venture, there was
no reduction in the workforce.

“AMD’s 1,050 employees will con-
tinue to provide management and
oversight. There are no planned work-
force reductions at the Penang facility.
This is why I am here to witness this
historic event,” he said to the applauses

and cheers from AMD’s staff members.

AMD sold 85% of its ownership
(Penang, US$222 million and Suzhou,
US$148 million) to NFME at approxi-
mately US$371 million, but retains
15% ownership.

Lim described AMD as one of the
eight “pioneers” or “samurai” of the
electronics companies.

AMD was set up in Penang’s Free
Trade Zone in 1972 and is a valued lo-
cal leader for 44 years.

Lim attributed the success of Penang
attracting companies to invest in the
state to the huge pool of multilingual
high knowledge workers.

“We will continue to invest in educa-
tion especially in science and technol-
ogy and public infrastructure for better
communication and connectivity. We
will continue to embrace the future by
preparing our young for the future as
well as the future for our young,” Lim
said.

Jawi reservoirs a milestone in SPS growth

TWO new treated water reser-
voirs have been commissioned
in Jawi to ensure more than
sufficient on-site storage of
water in Seberang Prai Selatan
(SPS) for more than 24 hours.

PBA Holdings Bhd and Per-
badanan Bekalan Air Pulau
Pinang Sdn Bhd (PBAPP) chief
executive officer Datuk Jaseni
Maidinsa together with Penang
Deputy Chief Minister II Prof.
Dr. P. Ramasamy officiated the
reservoirs on May 5.

The R2 and R3 Reservoirs in
the PBAPP Reservoir Com-
pound cost a total of RM16.69
million.

“Today, there are around
62,000 water consumers in
SPS. The daily water demand
of SPS is about 86 million litres
per day (MLD). The number of
consumers and the daily water
demand of SPS will increase
significantly in the near future,”
Ramasamy said.

“This is because SPS stands
on the threshold of an exciting

The R3 Reservoir marks a
milestone in the growth of
SPS.

It reflects a firm commitment
by PBAPP to lay the ground-
work for the SPS of tomorrow.

“The R2 was completed in
January 2015 while R3 was
completed in January 2016.
There is also a third, older,
reservoir in the PBAPP Jawi
Compound that was completed
in 1989,” Jaseni said.

“In most of our homes, we
have water tanks that store
water for household use. In
effect, PBAPP’s Jawi Reser-

VOIrs serves as massive water
tank for the benefit of SPS.

“When full, the PBAPP
Jawi Reservoirs will store
enough water to meet the water
supply needs of 62,000 con-
sumers in SPS for more than
24 hours,” he said.

The treated water that is
stored in the Jawi reservoirs is
pumped from the Sungai Dua
Water Treatment Plant that is
located about 40km away in
Seberang Prai Utara.

Under normal circumstanc-
es, treated water from the Jawi
Reservoirs is delivered via
gravity flow and pumped to
SPS consumers.

If there is a major pipe burst
or any other mishap, Jaseni
said, these reservoirs will make
sure that there is no immediate
water supply interruption for at
least 24 hours.

“In our experience, 24 hours
is enough time for PBAPP to
address 99% of water supply
mishaps effectively,” he added.

MISUNDERSTANDING caused by misinformation
prompted a group of farmers to hold a demonstration
where they claimed that Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau
Pinang Sdn Bhd (PBAPP) released water into the sea.

This matter was quickly explained by PBAPP.

“PBAPP is not releasing any raw water into Sungai
Muda or the sea, as alleged by some farmers. In fact,
Penang does not have a dam that can release water into
Sungai Muda,” said PBAPP chief executive officer
Datuk Jaseni Maidina at a press conference in Komtar
on May 9.

“The raw water installation at Rantau Panjang is the
Sungai Muda Water Scheme Barrage (SMWSB). There
is an overflow at the barrage as it is not designed to
completely stop or block the flow of water from Sun-
gai Muda into the Straits of Malacca,” he explained.

There was a mini-demonstration by about 100 farm-
ers at the barrage on April 7.

As this is a security area, PBAPP deployed its aux-
iliary police force to secure the area and to ensure the
farmers’ safety.

“PBAPP sympathises with the plight of farmers who
cannot plant crops due to Super El Nino. However,
they are expressing their anger and frustration at the
wrong party and the wrong water installation,” Jaseni
said.

To give a clearer picture, Jaseni explained the pur-
pose of the barrage.

The SMWSB was commissioned in 1973 to:

a) prevent salinity intrusion of sea water from the
Straits of Malacca into water abstraction areas along
Sungai Muda;

b) sustain sufficient river levels for PBAPP to ab-

stract water upstream at the Lahar Tiang Intake; and

¢) provide a compensation flow in the form of a 5%
to 10% overflow which is required by the Waters Act
1920 (revised 1989) so that Sungai Muda stays “alive”
all the way to the Straits of Malacca.

Jaseni explained that the barrage cannot be raised
as demanded by the said group of farmers.

“The structure is 43 years old. It is still functioning
properly. Its height is fixed, and cannot be raised or
adjusted. It cannot be manipulated in any way to reduce
the amount of overflow. However, gates at the bottom
of the barrage may be opened to release flood waters
whenever there is excessive rainfall to prevent the
river from overflowing its banks,” he said.

The overflow at the barrage, caused by high river
levels, may be attributed to release of water from two
dams designed to release water into Sungai Muda - the
Beris Dam and the Muda Dam in Kedah and/or heavy
rainfall upstream in the Greater Muda Catchments.

“PBAPP is not in control of the release of water
from the Beris Dam and the Muda Dam. And, we can-
not control the amount of rainfall in the catchments,”
Jaseni said.

He also told members of the press that he had writ-
ten to explain to the director of the Department of Ir-
rigation and Drainage (JPS) and Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng who is also PBAPP chairman that the
SMWSB cannot be modified or raised as a stop-gap
measure.

“Any plan to raise this barrage must be subjected
to a proper in-depth engineering study. An unauthor-
ised stop-gap measure to raise the barrage is dangerous
and may result in disastrous consequences. If the bar-

rage structure is compromised, sea water will flow
upstream. If the barrage collapses, the river level will
drop. Such mishaps will compromise daily raw water
abstraction works by PBAPP’s Sungai Dua Water
Treatment Plant and 14 other upstream water treatment
plants in South Kedah,” he said.

“The easier, faster and safer way to reduce the
overflow is to reduce the release of water from the
Beris Dam and the Muda Dam in Kedah. PBAPP has
publicly and repeatedly called for less water release
from these dams. This action will prevent water wast-
age and will help to sustain the levels of these dams
for as long as possible,” he added.

In conclusion he said: “We are not to blame for the
overflow at the barrage.”
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TMP not a rush job,

says Chow

THE RM27 billion Transport Master
Plan (TMP) is a various-stage project
covering a 15-year period and not a
rush-rush undertaking.

Reiterating this on May 5, state exco
for Local Government, Traffic Manage-
ment and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon
Yeow assured non-governmental or-
ganisations (NGOs) that the state gov-
ernment was not rushing into the mas-
sive project without transparency.

“The implementation of the TMP is
by stages. We are not rushing to build
everything at one go. I have repeated
this so many times before,” he said at a
press conference in Komtar with SRS
Consortium project director, Szeto Wai
Loong and exco for Works, Utilities and
Transportation, Lim Hock Seng.

SRS is the Project Delivery Partner
(PDP) for the RM27 billion Penang
Transport Master Plan (PTMP) projects.

The first two projects to be imple-
mented after necessary approvals would
be the Light Rail Transit (LRT) line
between Komtar and Bayan Lepas, and
the first phase of the Pan Island Link
(PIL) highway scheme.

Chow said the completion of both
were the current priority to pave the way
for other projects.

Chow was responding to some
NGOs’ statement which listed nine
criticisms against the TMP, including
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the source of funding and sustainability
of the projects, among others.

Chow said the proposed multiple
transit system that connects LRT,
monorail, tram and buses is common in
all cities and was not a “clueless com-
bination” as alleged by the NGOs.

Meanwhile, Szeto said the proposed
reclaimed land off the southern coast of
Penang island will be sold via public
auction and proceeds used to fund the
TMP.

“The implementation of each TMP
component depends on economic viabil-
ity and funds availability and each TMP
component to be implemented will be
tendered out via open tender,” he added.

He said the state government is also
studying options for sustainable rail
operations.

“No agreement will be signed unless
approval is obtained for the railway
scheme and the LRT, that’s the condi-
tion of the award to SRS,” he added.

He said the TMP components may
even be scrapped if Putrajaya refused
to approve the projects.

“We are open to any proposal and
suggestion to improve the project but I
hope they do their homework to check
the viability of their proposals before
putting in their suggestions because our
team put in a lot of effort to study all
these proposals,” Szeto said.

the officers in MACC if they need
more information, they will call
us. For the time being, it is com-
pleted,” Rayer told the media.
“Everything went smoothly.
We gave full cooperation to
MACC and will continue to give

full cooperation,” he added.

On May 8, at the Qua Vadis,
Malaysia forum, Lim quipped in
his speech: “I just came out of the
MACC after 20 hours of ques-
tioning. I am willing to go for
another 20 hours to prove that the
landlady who sold the house to
me did not get any benefits from

the state. No problem!”

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Sessions court acquits Rayer

SERI Delima assembly-
member RSN Rayer was all
smiles when the Sessions
Court acquitted and dis-
charged him of a sedition
charge over his remarks on
Umno which he allegedly
made on May 22, 2014.

Rayer faced charges un-
der Section 4(1)(b) of the
Sedition Act 1948 for alleg-
edly passing the remarks at
Jalan Delima during a Bukit
Gelugor by-election cer-
amah two years ago.

Justice Roslan Hamid, in
his judgment, said the pros-
ecution had failed to prove
a prima facie case against
the DAP lawmaker.

“While the prosecution
has proved that he said those
words in a speech, it has
failed to prove the seditious
element as Umno is not a
racial group but a political
group,” he said when read-
ing his decision on April 29.

The court, furthermore,
also decided that the pros-
ecution had failed to prove
a prima facie case against

Rayer for an alternative
charge, under Section 504
of the Penal Code, for inten-
tional insult with intent to
provoke a breach of the
peace.

In his decision, Roslan said
that there were two elements
to be considered in the case,

firstly whether the accused
had indeed uttered those
words and secondly, was to
prove whether those words
were seditious in nature.
Roslan said the prosecu-
tion had called in six wit-
nesses and successfully
proved that Rayer had in-

deed uttered those words he
was accused of saying.

“In the second element,
the prosecution must prove
that he had uttered seditious
words that could provoke a
breach of the peace but in
this case, the prosecution
had failed to prove that the

words were seditious in na-
ture,” the judge said.

“Therefore, I order that
the accussed be acquitted
and discharged from the
charges without his defence
being called,” he said.

Lead counsel Gobind
Singh, who spoke to the
media outside the court-
room, said the decision has
proven their earlier submis-
sions that there were no
seditious elements in Ray-
er’s remarks.

“I want to urge the Attor-
ney-General to review the
other sedition case against
Rayer as we can clearly see,
the judge has decided there
were no seditious elements
in what he said,” Gobind
told reporters.

Rayer is still facing an-
other sedition charge for
saying the same words on
May 20, 2014 during the
state assembly sitting.

The trial began on April
28 and a decision at the end
of the prosecution’s case is
expected in June.

More CCTYVs to help curb crime

EXCO for Local Government, Traffic
Management and Flood Mitigation
Chow Kon Yeow said the state is install-
ing some 534 closed-circuit television
cameras (CCTVs) on both the island and
mainland to monitor crime, traffic and
road conditions.

He added that the RM38.3 million
CCTYV project already has 318 units in
place, with another 216 to be installed
by the end of this year.

“We started the CCTV initiative to
make Penang safer which is just the
beginning since CCTVs are never
enough as we will need an estimated
10,000 to 20,000 units for a sound net-
work,” Chow said at a press conference
when visiting the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) CCTV control room
at Komtar on May 3.

Also present were MBPP secretary

Officers at the CCTV control room in Komtar.

Ang Aing Thye, Engineering Depart-
ment deputy director, A.

Rajendran and councillors Joseph
Ng, Grace Teoh, Goh Choon Keong and
Terra Matrix Sdn Bhd managing direc-
tor Mohd Daniel Kooy.

Terra Matrix is involved primarily in
ICT Networking and CCTV solutions

for government / public safety solutions
and commercial applications .

Meanwhile, Rajendran said the coun-
cil detected a total of 10,848 traffic
obstructions through the CCTVs last
year.

Action against illegal parking was
also carried out based on the CCTV live

feed where a total of 65 cars were towed
away and 50 clamped.

“Some of the CCTVs were equipped
with loudspeakers so enforcement of-
ficers can use it to tell drivers to remove
their vehicles, failing which their vehi-
cle will be clamped or towed,” he added.

Between January and March this
year, 4,242 traffic obstructions were
detected, five vehicles were towed away
and 53 clamped.

MBPP also opened a new CCTV
operations and control room at Level
Four in Komtar to monitor the existing
318 CCTVs in the state, including the
86 CCTVs in Seberang Perai.

“We are able to detect accidents,
defective lamp posts and snatch thefts
through these CCTVs which are also
linked to the police,” he added.

The CCTVs are linked to the Penang
police headquarters, the Northeast dis-
trict police headquarters and also the
Batu Ferringhi police operations room.

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Abdul Rahman slammed over RM20 billion claim

STATE exco for Public Works
and Utilities Lim Hock Seng on
May 9 slammed Urban Wellbe-
ing, Housing and Local Gov-
ernment Minister Datuk Abdul
Rahman Dahlan’s claim that
Penang’s proposed undersea
tunnel and three paired roads,
due to be completed in 2025,
will cost RM20 billion.

Lim said the actual cost
comes up to RM6.3 billion.

The RM305 million budg-
eted for a feasibility study of
the project was reasonable.

“The cost is reasonable if
compared to the scale of fees of
local and international profes-
sional bodies,” he told a news
conference in Komtar.

Lim was responding to Ab-
dul Rahman’s questions on the
undersea tunnel project linking

the island to the mainland.

Among those present were
Consortium Zenith BUCG Sdn
Bhd chairman Datuk Zarul
Ahmad Zulkifli, its executive
vice-chairman Datuk Lee Chee
Hoe and chief executive officer
Rostam Razali.

Joining them were HSS In-
tergrated Sdn Bhd general
manager Kenneth Ten and its
chief engineer Nurhaliza Mat
Daud.

Zenith BUCG is the project
delivery partner while HSS is
the consultancy company.

Lim said of the RM6.341
billion, the RM503 million is
for a feasibility study, detailed
design and environmental im-
pact studies, RM540 million is
for land acquisition costs and
RMS5.5 billion is for construc-
tion costs.

Out of the RM503 million,

the feasibility costs are only
RM31.269 million for the three
paired roads project and RM20
million for the undersea tunnel,
which makes up 0.93% of the
overall project costs.

The Pakatan Harapan Penang
government has come under
criticism for the massive infra-
structure project, with Barisan
Nasional (BN) lawmakers ques-
tioning the high costs.

When asked to explain the
state’s agreement to pay for the
project using 110 acres of re-
claimed land which Abdul Rah-
man claimed will be double or
triple the worth by 2025, Lim
commented that the land was
valued at RM457 per sq ft by
the Valuation and Property
Management Department in
2014.

“The 110 acres land to fund
the project that costs RM6.341

billion means the land value is
at RM1,300 per sq ft, so it is
already triple the value in 2014.
We have taken into account
future prices,” he said.

“The state government could
not bear the costs of maintain-
ing the tunnel and does not have
expertise in such matters but let
me stress that only the tunnel
has toll but the three paired
roads are toll-free” he said.

Lim replied to the seven
points raised by Abdul Rahman
against the project with a de-
tailed chronology from when
the project was awarded to
Consortium Zenith-BUCG to
the breakdown of its costs and
the project schedule.

Currently, the feasibility
studies for the three paired
roads and the undersea tunnel
is now at 83%.

“The feasibility studies are

expected to complete by July
and then detailed designs will
start,” he said.

The 7.2km undersea tunnel
linking the island to the main-
land was awarded to Consorti-
um Zenith-BUCG in 2013.

The consortium is a joint-
venture between Zenith Con-
struction Sdn Bhd and China
Railway Construction Co Ltd,
together with Beijing Urban
Construction Group, Sri Tinggi
Sdn Bhd and Juteras Sdn Bhd.

The project is part of the
state’s ambitious RM27 billion
Penang Transport Master Plan
(TMP) that includes a compre-
hensive public transport system
along with construction of
highways and major roads.

The Transport Master Plan is
the state government’s solution
to the traffic congestion issues
affecting Penang.

Be more civic minded, residents urged

RESIDENTS of Taman Free
School Flats have been urged to be
more civic minded by not blocking
the walkways with their personal
belongings and disposing rubbish
by throwing them down from their
units.

Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) councillor Joseph Ng said
the council, which manages the
flats, will not hesitate to take action
by confiscating items which block
the passageway and warned resi-
dents who throw rubbish from their
units.

Blocking walkways could im-
pede emergency personnel re-
sponding to a fire or other emergen-
cies, he said, adding two notices
have been sent to those who left
their belongings along the walk-
ways in February and March this
year.

He, however, lamented there

were still those who maintained the
irresponsible practices despite re-
peated warnings.

“We will take action very soon,”
he told a press conference on April
28 after showing media personnel
examples of such acts at the public
housing scheme which was built in
1961 and comprises 13 blocks of
473 units and 10 shophouses.

Also present were MBPP’s di-
rector of Valuation & Property
Management, Cheong Chee Hong,
and councillor Grace Teoh.

On a related matter, Ng said
MBPP has carried out various
maintenance and upgrading works
since 2014 to improve services and
facilities at the housing scheme.

“Among the upgrading works is
the improvements of lifts at blocks
L, M and N, and replacement of
leaking roof structures,” he added.

He said MBPP has a plan to
convert Block N to be rented out
only to the disabled and senior
citizens.

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Making Sg Pinang cleaner, healthier

RIVERS serve as one of the main water re-
sources in Malaysia.

However, overwhelming urbanisation and
pollution have caused the deterioration of river
water quality.

Sungai Pinang is situated within Northeast
district at Penang Island.

This river is overloaded with pollutants re-
sulting from rapid land use change along it.

It has been widely reported that rubbish col-
lected from Sungai Pinang has increased more
than three times since 2013 compared with the
amount of rubbish collected in the same period
in 2015, as reported in theSun daily.

After years of rehabilitation, the water qual-
ity of Sungai Pinang has showed improvement
from Class IV (dirty) to Class II B (suitable for
body contact) after introduction of a few treat-
ment technologies.

Nevertheless, more efforts have to be made
to stop people from throwing rubbish into the
river or even beside the river bank.

Eventually, the people in Penang have to be
educated on river conservation and better waste
management to ensure a healthy Sungai Pinang.

On 16 April, an environmental educational
programme named “River Awareness and Edu-
cation Programme” was organised by Water
Watch Penang (WWP) and supported by Penang
Green Council (PGC).

The programme, funded by Eco-Peace Lead-
ership Centre (a Korean organisation that aims
to create an ecologically peaceful community
in Asia-Pacific Region), aimed to raise young
people’s knowledge and awareness towards
Sungai Pinang’s river conservation and pollu-
tion issue.

The programme saw participation by 33
students (aged 16- 17) from Sekolah Menengah
Kebangsaan (SMK) Jelutong and 22 university
students from Universiti Sains Malaysia
(USM).

The programme started with a presentation
by a representative of WWP at SMK Jelutong
to tell the participants about the story of Sungai
Pinang’s pollution issue and the role of young
people in river conservation.

After that, all participants were brought to
Jalan Patani for outdoor activities, which was
the river clean-up and a simple analysis was
performed to identify the type of waste col-
lected along the river.

Staff from PGC guided the participants on
waste segregation at source.

The analysis was done by separating the col-
lected waste into two streams: the recyclables
and non-recyclables.

Surprisingly, the result of the waste analysis
showed that 1,856 pieces (88 %) out of 2,087
pieces of the rubbish collected along Sungai
Pinang were recyclables.

Some of the recyclable waste types were
plastics, paper and rubber.
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Students and teachers from SMK Jelutong with facilitators from WWP and PGC, as well as USM volunteers.

All participants were then introduced to a
Consumerism Thinking Cap workshop con-
ducted by PGC.

This session provided a platform to allow
critical thinking among these teenagers on their
daily waste generation.

Everybody is a consumer and it is said that
our consumption affects the amount of waste
produced and sent to landfills.

Participants were guided through a series of
creative case studies to review and reflect their
buying behaviour when it comes to the consid-
eration of “Needs” and “Want”.

The workshop also highlighted the impact of
improper waste management towards the water
environment and wastage of resources.

It was concluded that improper waste han-
dling at the Sg Pinang river basin is definitely
one of the major factors causing the river pol-
lution.

Participants from this pro-
gramme are expected to have
better awareness and knowledge
of river conservation and waste
management.

In order to address Sungai
Pinang’s pollution issues, the
younger generation that represents
the future plays a very important
role as they need to be more active
and engage themselves in river
conservation, and make Penang a
better place to live in.

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Deserving students receive education aid

A TOTAL of 142 students
on April 29 received educa-
tion aid from the chairman
of Penang Hindu Endow-
ment Board, Prof. Dr P.
