Chong Wei won the silver medal in the

The heroes were welcomed to Penang 
by a tremendous crowd at the airport 
holding banners and chanting their names 
at the arrival hall.

A similar scene awaited them at The 
Top in Komtar while they were on their 

way from the airport.

mance at the Rio Olympics ensured their 
names are recorded in the annals of 
Malaysian badminton history.

Nobody was disappointed including 
the Buletin Mutiara team that was present 

to capture the magic moment of their 
arrival. 

And when the trio finally made their 
appearance, the crowd went into a frenzy. 

In the midst of shouts of “Malaysia 
Boleh!” and chants of their names, the 
trio strolled into the specially cordoned 
off area to meet Chief Minister Lim 
Guan Eng and other members of his 

Olympic heroes back in Penang!

Holding their respective mock cheques, a well-deserved financial reward for the tough fight they put up in Rio.

THE man of the hour was none 
other than Penangite Chan Peng 
Soon when he turned up at 
Hunza  Tower  to  rece ive  a 
RM50,000 cheque from Hunza 
Properties Group (Hunza) found-
er and adviser Datuk Seri Khor 
Teng Tong on Sept 2.

But what everyone had in 
common on Aug 31 at the Es-
planade was their undying love 
for the nation which achieved 
independence from the British 
on the very same day 59 years 
ago.

Undoubtedly, such was the 
feelings of the thousands who 
turned up and lined both sides 
of Light Street to witness the 
annual Merdeka parade which

A total of 5,761 personnel

PLACING Penang in the context of global develop-
ments was the purpose of a conference held on Aug 
6 at the Penang Institute.  

Titled “Penang in the World” conference, i t  aims 
to help Penang adapt and position itself ahead of the 
game, socially, politically and economically.

“The Penang state government values new ideas 
and well thought out public policies. Therefore, the 
state allocated funds to establish Penang Institute in 
2011 to invest in enriching the research environment 
as well as to attract talents. Its new building provides 
new faci l i t ies  and a  revamped working environ -
ment,”  Chief  Minister  Lim Guan Eng said in his 
keynote address.  

“Penang has nurtured thousands of well-known 
talents such as world-renowned shoe designer Datuk 
Jimmy Choo, movie maker extraordinaire Tan Sri P. 
Ramlee and not to forget Dr Wu Lien Teh,” he said.

Lim also touched on the issue of brain drain that 
has hit  Malaysia.

“Malaysia suffers from significant brain drain – 
the emigrat ion of  talents  from Malaysia to other 
countries. Whilst the World Bank has surveyed the 
Malaysian diaspora for their reasons for emigrating 
from Malaysia, what is more significant is that the 
policy adopted such as the Returning Experts Pro-
gramme is  no t  on ly  economica l ly  not  a t t rac t ive 
enough, but also discriminates against local talents 
as local talents would be enjoying less tax benefits,” 
he said.  

Lim also spoke on the limitations faced by state 
governments in the country.

“What we have seen is that the state governments’ 
main jurisdictions are limited to land, local govern-
ment  mat ters  and re l ig ious  affa i rs .  Mat ters  nor-
mal ly  governed  or  co-governed  by  the  s ta tes  in 
other federations such as education, transportation, 
healthcare and policing are all  in the hand of the 
federal government. 

“Such excessive concentrat ion of  power at  the 
centre has denied Penang, and Malaysia, much of 
the governance benefit  from diversity and competi-
tion, giving lit t le room for local innovation, initia-
tives and accountability.” he said.

“We are focused on making Penang a model of 
good governance and clean leadership to develop the 
state into an entrepreneurial and welfare state, which 
cont ras t s  wi th  the  present  governance  model  of 
crony capitalism and corruption.”

BILATERAL ties between the Republic

COME October and Penangites will 
see another epoch-making initiative 
by the state government - Penang’s 
very first digital library. 

As its name suggests, it will be the 
first library in Penang and for that 
matter, the country, which will be 
completely paperless or to be more 
precise, “bookless”. 

Occupying the premises that at one 
time housed the Puspanita building 
within the grounds of Penang Free 
School, the Penang Digital Library 
comprising more than 4,000 sq. ft. of 
built-up multi-level learning space 
will host more than 3,000 e-books, 
e-magazines and reference journals. 

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng who 
made a site visit to the library on Aug 
19 was happy to note the progress so 
far.

The library is 85% completed. 
“The Penang Digital Library not 

only signifies the state government’s 
commitment towards education, es-
pecially in science and technology, 
but also our effort to be part of the 
fourth industrial revolution. Penang 
has no choice but to be involved in 
the said revolution or else we will 
become obsolete and die,” Lim said 
in his speech.

“This digital library also aims to 
re-engineer how information is cu-

rated and consumed in today’s digi-
tally-driven world. It is also a Pri-
vate-Public Partnership (PPP) initia-
tive supported by the state govern-
ment in collaboration with Keysight 
Technologies and E&O and sup-
ported by TIME,” he added.

Also at the event were Deputy 
Chief Ministers I and II – Datuk 
Mohd Rashid Hasnon and Prof. Dr 
P. Ramasamy as well as exco mem-
bers Jagdeep Singh (Town & Country 
Planning and Housing), Datuk Abdul 

Malik Kassim (Religious Affairs, 
Domestic Trade and Consumer Af-
fairs) and Dr. Afif Bahardin (Agri-
culture & Agro-Based Industry, 
Rural Development and Health).

Costing RM2.5 million, the li-
brary will also feature real-time 
informative display panels and in-
teractive e-learning gadgets, multi-
purpose collaboration rooms, a 
flexi-amphitheatre, nook and read-
ing corners and a fully functional 
cafe. 

Penang’s very first digital library

The very first ‘bookless’ library not only in Penang but Malaysia is housed in 
this quaint building.

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng, 
who was at an event in Wat Phot-
ichareantham in Sungai Puyu on 
Aug 4, asked why after so long no 
action has been taken by the au-
thorities against columnist and 
academician Ridhuan Tee.

“ I f  ac t ion  i s  t aken  aga ins t 
Namewee, then action should be 
taken against Tee too,” Lim said.

Malaysians had slammed Tee 
over his remarks for labeling the 
Olympic medalists as “ultra-kiasu” 
who are more interested in money 
and incentives than being patriotic.

“Tee’s remarks not only insult 
but demean the athletes. Is that the 
attitude allowed by the authorities? 
These athletes competed and won 
medals not for their own glory nor 
their own race but for the glory of 
the country. Tee definitely does not 
have the Malaysian spirit,” Lim 
said.

Lim also pointed out that no ac-
tion has been taken against Lang-
kawi MP Datuk Nawawi Ahmad 
for insulting the Yang di-Pertuan 
Agong over his claims on the iden-
tity of the Malaysian Official 1 in 
the US Department of Justice 
civil suit over the 1Malaysia De-
velopment Berhad issue.

Why no action 
against Ridhuan Tee?

SOME 1,000 residents of Green 
Lane Heights Block H can now 
thank the state government for 
giving them the convenience of 
three new lifts.

Exco for Housing, Town and 
Country Planning Jagdeep 
Singh, together with Bukit 
Gelugor MP Ramkarpal Singh 
and Seri Delima assembly-
member R.S.N Rayer on Aug 
20 officiated at the opening 
ceremony of the lifts at Block  
H of Green Lane Heights.

Also present were chairman 
of Block H Muniz Mohd Ismail 
and Penang Island City Council 
(MBPP) councillor D. Kala.

Jagdeep said funds for the 

installation of the lifts costing 
around RM340,260 were from 
allocations for the Seri Deli-
ma and Bukit Gelugor con-
stituencies and from the state 
government.

He added that it’s the state 
government’s wish to help in 
the maintenance and upkeep of 
low-cost and medium-cost flats 
in the state.

“I hope the residents here are 
responsible and prompt in pay-
ing the monthly maintenance 
fees, which will help greatly in 
the upkeep of their units,” he 
stressed.

  On a related matter, Jagdeep 
said there are 14 projects for 
low-cost, low medium-cost and 
medium-cost units in the state, 
comprising a total 26,255 units.

He said there are a total of six 
housing projects on the island, 
namely in Teluk Kumbar, Jelu-
tong, Cecil Street, SP Chelliah, 
Sandiland and Perak Road 

comprising a total of 7,117 
units.

“On the mainland, the eight 
projects are situated at Bandar 
Cassia F1, F4, F7, F8, F5 – 

25,Kg Jawa, Ampang Jajar, 
Mak Mandin, Ujung Batu, Kpg 
Main Road, Bukit Mertajam 
and Juru.

“The projects on the main-
land make up 19,138 units,” he 
added.

Jagdeep said  the housing 
programme is not static. 

“There are still other projects 
planned, which will bring the 
total to some 38,000 units,” he 
added.

He commented that this move 
is needed to cope with the pro-
jected population increase in 
the state.

“It is forecast that the exist-
ing population of Penang 
(1.66million) will increase to 
1.75 million in 2020 and to 1.86 
million in 2030,” Jagdeep said.

STATE Local Government 
Division Traffic Management 
Unit engineer Mustaqin Alpi 
said bus commuters can now 
plan their journey following the 
launch of a mobile application 
called “Penang Intelligent Traf-
fic and Transport System’ 
(PiTTs).

The app launched by the state 
government on Aug 19 allows 
road users, especially bus com-
muters, to utilise their time 
efficiently.

It can be downloaded on 
Goggle Playstore for Android 
users while iPhone users will 
have to wait another month 
before they can download the 
application.

There are four components in 
the first phase of PiTTs.

“ T h e  c o m p o n e n t s  a r e 
‘Where’s my bus’, ‘Complaints 
on traffic and public transport,’ 
‘Navigation Assistance’ and 
news and programmes,” Musta-
qin said at a press conference 
with exco for Local Govern-
ment, Traffic Management and 
Flood Mitigation Chow Kon 
Yeow at Komtar.

Also present were the vendor 
of the application, Sommet 
Technology manager Misnun 
Alias, and RapidPenang op-
e r a t i o n s  m a n a g e r  Yu s r i 
Hushairi.

Mustaqin added that the 
system would enable bus com-

muters to track their buses, 
besides knowing when their 
buses would arrive.

Every stage bus in the state is 
fitted with a GPS transmitter 
and RapidPenang bus head-
quarters will be updated 
every 30 seconds of its loca-
tion and the app would have 
access to this information.

“For instance, if you want 
to go to Queensbay Mall, you 
just have to key in the desti-
nation and one would know 
which bus to take to reach 
there.

“It will also inform you the 
nearest bus terminal or bus 
stop to board the bus. Be-
sides, motorists who come 
across potholes on the roads 
or faulty traffic lights can also 
inform the authorities via the 
app.

“They can snap photos and 
tell us the location,” Musta-
qin said.

Meanwhile, Chow said the 
state spent RM84,300 on 
PiTTs after appointing a ven-
dor for the task via an open 
tender process.

“It is a method to create a 
platform for the people to get 
information on bus services.

“We are getting assistance 
from RapidPenang to make 
travel by bus more hassle-
free,” he added.

Chow said the system will 

be extended to bus users on the 
mainland in the near future.

“We also plan to integrate 
other public transports such as 

ferries and taxis into the sys-
tem.

“In the following phases, we 
will incorporate LRT system, 

monorail and tram into the 
PiTTs. The components are part 
of the Transport Master Plan,” 
he said.

PiTTs bonus for bus commuters

THE state government, through 
Penang Development Corpora-
tion (PDC), is planning for an-
other 600 low-cost housing units 
on state land at Ujung Batu, 
Bagan Dalam, through a proposed 
development agreement (PDA) 
exercise.

This is in line with the state’s 
objective to enhance the supply 
of affordable housing in Penang, 
with plans for PDC to build about 
26,000 units over the next 5-10 
years.

The development in Ujung 
Batu is also to support the state’s 
effort to alleviate squatter prob-
lems in the area, where the desig-
nated land will be developed into 
low-cost flats, mixed develop-
ment, related infrastructure and 
facilities.

“The state will continue to give 
emphasis to upgrade and provide 

better housing facilities for the 
squatters. Presently there are 
around 400 squatter houses in the 
area,” Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng told a press conference in 
Komtar on Aug 22.

“This development will trans-
form Ujong Batu into a modern 
enclave, offering a conducive 
environment and sustainable vi-
brant community,” he added.

Also present were PDC gen-
eral manager Datuk Rosli Jaafar, 
exco for Welfare and Caring So-
ciety Phee Boon Poh and exco for 
Health, Rural Development and 
Agriculture and Agro-Based In-
dustry Dr. Afif Bahardin.

Meanwhile, Rosli said resi-
dents/squatters affected by the 
development will be offered 
compensation in accordance with 
the State Land Guidelines.

He added the Proposed Devel-
opment Agreement will be adver-
tised in the major local newspa-
pers and PDC website.

APPLICANTS for public housing 
units should lodge reports with the 
police or Malaysian Anti-Corrup-
tion Commission (MACC) if they 
claim there are irregularities in the 
selection process.

“We will not tolerate such prac-
tices of circumventing the selec-
tion process. We advise the people 
to lodge police report so that the 
suspects can be brought to court. 
There is no question of making 
any payment to secure a unit of 

public housing,” Housing and 
Town and Country Planning exco 
member Jagdeep Singh said at a 
press conference in Komtar on 
Aug 30.

Also present was Welfare, Car-
ing Society and Environment  
exco member Phee Boon Boh, 
Komtar assemblymember Teh Lai 
Heng and MPs Jeff Ooi (Jelutong) 
and Ramkarpal Singh (Bukit 
Gelugor).  Jagdeep also released a 
press statement on the stringent 
selection process adopted by the 
state government. 

 At the same time, Jagdeep also 
produced a copy of letter from his 
office to the state police chief on 
Aug 30 where he requested the 
police to provide the latest infor-
mation related to three police re-
ports made on March 4 by three 
individuals who claimed that they 
had been cheated. 

They alleged that a person 
claiming to be an officer represent-
ing the State Housing Department 
had asked for payments in order 
to obtain a unit at The Rise in SP 
Cheliah.  

Jagdeep: Stringent selection for public housing

Press Statement by Jagdeep 
Singh, Penang State exco 
for Housing and Town & 
Country Planning

I VIEW very seriously the in-
sinuation made by Gerakan at 
its press conference on Aug 29 
that there exist corrupt prac-
tices in the Penang Housing 
Department as a result of which 
several individuals have alleg-
edly collected money from 
unsuspecting individuals who 
were promised low and low 
medium cost public housing.

Not only are such insinua-
tions wholly baseless and 
scandalous in nature, but they 
amount to be highly defama-
tory of the Penang state gov-
ernment, in particular the Se-
lection Process Enhancement 
Committee and government 
officials in the Penang Housing 
Department.

It should be noted that upon 
being appointed as executive 
councillor for Town and Coun-
try Planning and Housing, it 
was foremost in my mind that 
in order to uphold the Penang 
state government’s principles 
of Competence, Accountability 
and Transparency, where the 
Housing Department was con-
cerned, the process of the se-
lection of individuals by the 
state for such public housing 
needed to be strengthened so 
as to ensure only the needy and 
truly deserving were allowed 
to access such housing.

It should be noted that prior 
to my appointment, the selec-
tion was conducted by officers 
in the Penang State Housing 
department who determined 
eligibility based on the particu-

lars of individual applicants 
through their applications sub-
mitted under Form PN1.

Having regard to the obvi-
ous need to strengthen the 
process of selection of appli-
cants for such public housing, 
I had in August 2013, formed 
the Selection Process Enhance-
ment Committee (SPEC), com-
prising eight elected repre-
sentatives to oversee the entire 
selection process. 

SPEC originally comprised 
myself as the chairman, YB 
Phee Boon Poh, YB Datuk 
Abdul Malik Abul Kassim, YB 
Dr. Afif Bahardin, YB Ong 
Chin Wen, YB Jeff Ooi, YB Ng 
Wei Aik, YB Sim Tze Tzin and 
was enlarged in January, 2016 
to include YB Teh Lai Heng.

Apart from deliberating on 
matters with a view to enhance 
the determination by which an 
applicant can be considered 
eligible, the main duty tasked 
upon members of SPEC, which 
sat at least once a month, was 
to select from the pool of ap-
plicants those who were 
deemed most deserving and 
eligible for such public hous-
ing.

The eligibility criterion to 
be successful for such public 
housing have been reviewed by 
SPEC on two occasions and 
have been approved by the 
Penang state government, 
whereby currently the criterion 
are as follows:-

(i)	 a citizen of Malaysia;
(ii)	 aged 21 and above on 

the date of application;
(iii)	 born or residing in 

Penang;
(iv)	 a registered voter in 

Penang;

(v)	 working in Penang;
(vi)	 having a household 

monthly income not exceeding 
RM2,500 for affordable 	
housing Type A sized not less 
than 650sq ft and priced at a 
maximum of  RM42,000;

(vii)	having a household 
monthly income not exceeding 
RM3,500 for affordable 	
housing Type B sized not less 
than 700sq ft and priced at a 
maximum of  RM72,500;

(viii) for affordable housing 
Type A and B above, applicants 
must not own any property in 	
any states of Malaysia; 

(ix)	 having a household 
monthly income not exceeding 
RM6,000 for affordable  hous-
ing Type C1 priced at a maxi-
mum of RM150,000;

(x)	 having a household 
monthly income not exceeding 
RM8,000 for affordable  hous-
ing Type C2 priced at a maxi-
mum of RM200,000;

(xi)	 having a household 
monthly income not exceeding 
RM10,000 for affordable  
housing Type C3 priced at a 
maximum of RM300,000

(xii)	for affordable housing 
Type C1, C2 and C3 above, 
applicants who own one prop-
erty priced below the price of 
category applied for (whereby 
the property was acquired after 
the year 2008) are eligible.

In fact, it was also decided 
by SPEC that the PN1 form 
which used to cost RM1 be 
given out free. 

Hence, for an applicant to 
apply, not even one sen will be 
collected by the Penang state 
government.

Since August, 2013, SPEC 
has sat some 27 times and se-

lected some 17,505 applicants 
for Affordable Housing Type A 
(Low Cost); 5,504 applicants 
for Affordable Housing Type 
B (Low Medium Cost); 2,112 
applicants for Affordable 
H o u s i n g  T y p e  C 1 
(RM200,000); 6,981 appli-
cants for Affordable Housing 
Type C2 (RM300,000) and 
1,504 applicants for Affordable 
H o u s i n g  T y p e  C 3 
(RM400,000).

It should be noted that the 
State Housing Department’s 
list of applicants currently 
stands at 12,424 applicants for 
Affordable Housing Type A; 
17,673 applicants for Afford-
able Housing Type B; 4,616 
applicants for Affordable 
H o u s i n g  T y p e  C 1 
(RM200,000); 2,335 appli-
cants for Affordable Housing 
Type C2 (RM300,000) and 
1,205 applicants for Affordable 
H o u s i n g  T y p e  C 3 
(RM400,000), and SPEC will 
continue to sit on a regular 
basis to facilitate the selection 
process to ensure that only 
those who are truly deserving 
and eligible will be able to ac-
cess such public housing.

As such, any insinuation 
that the system in place allows 
for payment of any monies by 
individuals to secure a unit is 
clearly misplaced and mischie-
vous. Such allegations are a 
disservice to all those who 
have been waiting this long and 
are eligible for such housing. 
Such deserving eligible appli-
cants must be constantly re-
minded their interests are being 
given paramount consideration 
not the opposite ie. being fed 
untruths such as payments of 

money can secure public hous-
ing!

Having regard to the press 
conference held by Gerakan on 
Aug 29 and their reference to 
the video-clip in which it was 
alleged that several individuals 
had paid certain monies to 
certain individuals in return for 
being given such public hous-
ing, I would advise those who 
have made such payment to 
lodge a police report, and I will 
personally communicate with 
the Chief Police Officer, Datuk 
Abdul Ghafar Rajab, to inves-
tigate thoroughly and expedi-
tiously the said report so that 
those who have flouted the law 
may be brought to book.

It should also be noted that 
such incidents have occurred 
before, namely in March this 
year, whereby several indi-
viduals had made police re-
ports in relation to the said 
incident. I have caused for a 
reminder to be written to the 
Penang Chief Police Officer, 
Datuk Abdul Ghafar Rajab to 
seek clarification on the status 
of the charges against those 
individuals.

I wish to reiterate that the 
process of selection of indi-
viduals for such public housing 
is a very thorough and stringent 
one. The question of making 
payment not even of one cent, 
to be ensured such public hous-
ing does not arise whatsoever. 
The public are advised to be 
cautious of individuals claim-
ing they can circumvent this 
process, and if there are any 
queries whatsoever, they are 
advised to communicate with 
me directly, or any of my offic-
ers.

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Focus on regional raw water sustainability
THE northern region states 
in Peninsula Malaysia need 
funding and action from the 
federal government to pro-
tect the Ulu Muda Catch-
ments and to optimise the 
potential of Sungai Perak as 
a raw water resource.

“This in turn will help 
focus on the importance of 
securing water supply sus-
tainability in the Northern 
Corridor Economic Region 
(NCER) as a whole to pro-
tect national interests,” Da-
tuk Jaseni Maidinsa (pix), 
chief executive officer of 
P B A H o l d i n g s  B h d 
(PBAHB) and Perbadanan 
Bekalan Air Pulau Pinang 
Sdn Bhd (PBAPP), said in a 
recent statement.

Since 2008, the Northern 
Corridor Implementation 
Authority (NCIA) has been 
promoting the NCER to 
become a world-class eco-
nomic region as a whole, 
while ensuring social and 
sustainable development as 

well as economic growth. 
In 2015, the four NCER 

states of Perlis, Kedah, Per-
ak and Penang contributed 
about 15.8% of the national 
GDP of RM1.012 trillion. 

On Aug 13, it was re-
ported that the NCER netted 
RM4.47 billion in invest-
ments in the first six months 
of the year.

“As such, the NCER 
states should focus on the 
long-term security and sus-
tainability of regional raw 
water resources instead of 
seeking unsubstantiated 
‘water profitability’,” Jaseni 
added.

“It should be noted that 
Kedah is not ‘supplying’ raw 
water to Penang, but Penang 
is drawing raw water from 
Sungai Muda, a river that 
serves as a boundary be-
tween the two states,” Jaseni 
said, adding that Penang 
uses its own resources to 
draw water from its side of 
the river.

“As such, since 1973, 
Penang has not paid Kedah 
for the raw water that we 
draw from Sungai Muda 
daily,” he said. 

In the first six months of 
2016, Perlis, Kedah, Penang 
and Perak experienced the 
challenges of a Super El 
Niño season. 

There was a threat of a 
widespread water crisis that 
would affect 4 million peo-
ple and cause billions of 
ringgit in losses for thou-
sands of businesses. 

“Super El Niño has clear-
ly reminded us that when 
dam reserves drop to critical 

levels, no amount of money 
can buy additional raw water 
reserves for Perlis, Kedah, 
Penang and Northern Perak 
in the short-term,” Jaseni 
said. 

Until today, all key dams 
in the Northern Region have 
not fully recovered from the 
effects of Super El Niño. 

“As such we urge the 
federal government to play 
a more proactive and active 
role in protecting, managing 
and optimising all raw water 
resources in the Northern 
Region for the mutual ben-
efit of Perlis, Kedah, Penang 
and Northern Perak, in line 
with the concept of the 
NCER,” he said.

“There are around four 
million Malaysians living 
and working in Perlis, Ke-
dah, Penang and Northern 
Perak. Perhaps it is a good 
time for everyone to reflect 
and focus on the National 
Day theme of ‘Sehati, Seji-
wa’,” he concluded.

SINCE May 2016, the state government and 
PBAPP have repeatedly called on the National 
Water Resources Council (MSAN), chaired by the 
Deputy Prime Minister, to prioritise regional raw 
water solutions for the four northern region states. 

Proposals which have been tabled include: 
1. immediately banning all logging activities in 

the Ulu Muda Catchments and gazetting these 
areas as water catchment areas protected by law. 

2. compensating Kedah with federal funds to 
protect and preserve the Ulu Muda Catchments, 
after these areas are gazetted. 

3. implementing the Sungai Perak Raw Water 
Transfer Scheme in 5-7 years, so as to meet Perak 
and Penang’s raw water demand until 2050. 

4. allocating federal funding for the SPRWTS 
for the benefit of two states, in accordance to the 
2011 agreements signed between the Federal 
Government and the Penang State Government for 
Penang’s migration to the National Water Services 
Restructuring Initiative (NWSRI). 

5. preparing a water crisis management plan for 
the Northern Region, leveraging on all available 
raw water resources, to minimise the risks, threats 
and negative impact of future prolonged dry sea-
sons.

礼堂每年都淹水
中央却暂停拨款

杨 式 丰 指 出 ， 早 前 教 育 部
的承诺会拨款协助升高礼堂

“目前校园礼堂是在两栋建

堂考试的学生被迫移去课室

中，提呈这项申请。

杨氏说，我最大的心愿是兴
建一座礼堂，能够以出租的
方式来养校，但目前该校并
没有足够的空间，因此需要
向外寻地。

扩建学校以备未来之需
杨式丰说，槟州政府将在学

校附近兴建5栋约800个单位
的可负担房屋，到时将会有
数千人涌入居住在麦曼珍，
因此董事部必须尽快做好准
备。

目前，北海麦曼珍华小共有
510名学生，包括9班小学及1
班学前教育，43名学生。

我 就 会 马 上 停 止 使 用 私 家
车。”

此外，今天的年轻人越来越
希望生活在一个可步行的城
市，这是数十年来首见的情
况。在一些城市，人们依赖
良好的公共交通如轻快铁，
并崇向步行和骑脚车，尽量
减少开车。

黄国兴：
槟政府造人行道值得赞赏

24岁的研究分析员黄国兴
引用加利福尼亚伯克利市作
为例子，勾勒出本身理想的
完美城市。

“我喜欢伯克利，因为这座
城市很舒适。它拥有一座大

学，有很多咖啡厅，上班族
去旧金山仅需一趟轻轨的路
程。当地交通互连性强，人
们可以进行很多活动。”

“伯克利非常适合步行，而
且公共交通十分可靠，人们
的移动不成问题。在那儿，
你不会想到要开车，因为公
共交通是如此方便，而且步
行也可抵达目的地，又何必
开车呢？目前，我则认为槟
州政府不断铺造人行道的努
力值得赞赏，因为如果你鼓
励人们使用公共交通，就没
有可能要求他们在马路上行
走。如果发生意外，谁又要
负责？”

此外，今天的年轻人看来没
这么急切要开车上路，在槟
城未来尤其有这个趋势，主

因是槟城日益恶化的交通状
况。

熟悉互联网的青少年是可持
续和智能交通规划的主要对
象。

以往，当一个人迈入21岁
时，就意味着要跑一趟陆路交
通局，考一张驾驶执照。但那

者，一些年轻人觉得当局应

的方向。

“州政府要提升公共交通是
很好的起步，但一些青少年也
许仍向往自己开车的生活方
式。除了提升公共交通，也许
我们可举办一些醒觉运动，最
好拉拢一些相关的年轻名人代
言公共交通。当青少年看到自
己的偶像放弃使用汽车后，他
们就会尾随这个作风。”

阿末费基：

Clean, Toxin 
– Free Lifestyle with ETL no 9
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CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng and exco member 
for Local Government, Traffic Management and 
Flood Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow on Aug 11 
clarified that the state government does not adopt 
an adversarial approach towards any non-govern-
mental organisation (NGO) that might not neces-
sarily share the same point of view with it.

Referring specifically to the Penang Forum, 
which had depended heavily on the Halcrow 
Report in its criticism of the Transport Master 
Plan (TMP), both Lim and Chow acknowledged 
that the alternative views raised by the NGO on 
its preference for trams instead of light rapid 
transit (LRT) would be taken into consideration. 

The state government, moreover, has done an 
in-depth study on the proposed use of LRTs in 
the TMP.

“As usual we will respond to any quarters 
including NGOs concerning the Transport Mas-
ter Plan. We are open to suggestions and criti-
cisms and we will definitely reply to each and 
every one including NGOs like Penang Forum,” 
Chow said.

“Until now, the state government is not an 
adversary and we will not be towards NGOs. We 
just want to put the record straight that Penang 
Forum was invited for discussions at Penang 
Development Corporation and we expect them 

to come up with a concrete alternative proposal 
for us to adopt if it is good,” he added. 

Also present was Penang Transport Master 
Plan (PTMP) Project Delivery Partner (PDP) 
SRS Consortium project manager Szeto Wai 
Loong. 

Szeto, who spoke in great detail during his 
presentation, mentioned the lack of crucial de-
tails in the Halcrow Report on matters like land 
acquisition and ground improvement works.

“I want to express here that not only the chief 
minister but the state government endorses 
Chow’s position on this matter,” Lim said to 
members of the media.

State not adversarial towards NGOs

WITH the state government 
targeting 40% public trans-
port mode share in Penang by 
2030 through the Penang 
Tr a n s p o r t  M a s t e r  P l a n 
(PTMP), it is the informed 
and engaged youth of today 
who find themselves at the 
forefront of bringing trans-
portation forward.

This is even more impor-
tant considering the Gen-Ys’ 
need to be more and more 
mobile – virtually and physi-
cally – despite today’s high 
cost of living.

Lee Ze Yee, a 21-year-old 
fresh graduate, echoes this 
sentiment. 

He feels a large chunk of his 
allowance goes towards main-
taining his car and would 
welcome the implementation 
of an efficient public transpor-
tation network like a light rail 
transit (LRT) that could get 
him around.

“I would give up my car 
because I realise that’s the 
problem with Penang right 

now. Public transport is very 
bad. Taxi services are not that 
good, public buses don’t arrive 
on time. It’s not easy to find a 
bus to go to the places I want 
to go. It’s an area to improve,” 
he said.

In addition, there’s an in-
creasing desire among young-
er people, for the first time in 
decades, to live in more walk-
able cities. 

In these cities, people rely 
on good public transportation 
such as LRT, walking and bik-
ing in a sincere effort to drive 
less.

When asked what his idea 
of a perfect city is, 24-year-old 
research analyst Kok Hin cited 
Berkeley, California as an ex-
ample.

“I actually like Berkeley 
because it’s just nice. It has a 
university campus nearby, it 
has cafes, and the working 
people can go to San Francisco 
which is just a train ride away. 
So you have all this intercon-
nectivity and different activi-
ties and people can do a lot 
there,” he said.

“It’s very walkable. Public 

transport is very reliable and 
people are movable, so when 
you have all that I don’t think 
there is a necessity to use pri-
vate cars because public trans-
port is so convenient and they 
can walk. 

“The Penang state govern-
ment is doing a good job mak-
ing more walkways because 
without it, I think it’s going to 
be hard because you encourage 
people to use public transport 
but they have to walk on the 
main roads. Who’s going to be 
responsible when an accident 
occurs?” he added.

Furthermore, today’s teens 
are not so quick to jump be-
hind the wheel and that trend 
looks set to continue in Pen-
ang, especially with its wors-
ening traffic conditions. 

Internet-savvy teens and 
young adults are the target 
demographic that needs to be 
engaged in sustainable and 
smart transport planning. 

There was a time when turn-
ing 21 automatically meant a 
trip to the Road Transport 
Department (JPJ) to become a 
newly minted driver, but those 
days are in the past now. 

Youth are showing an in-
creasing reliance on alterna-
tive ways to get around as cars 
are becoming too costly to own 
– with expenses ranging from 
petrol and insurance to the 
regular servicing and unfortu-
nate repairs it needs now and 
then.

“We youth live at a time 
when cost of living is very 
high, what with the GST and 

what not. This is the downside 
of development – prices will 
inevitably go up. Personally, 
I feel that we still struggle to 
prepare ourselves for today’s 
challenges,” said 25-year-old 
research analyst Nidhal.

“To be safe, I think a mini-
mum salary of RM2,000 is 
needed to survive in Penang. 
To minimise costs even more, 
we can always stay with our 
parents.”

Given that the young ones 
now would be the main benefi-
ciaries of public transport in-
frastructure come 2030, some 
youth feel the authorities 
should look into policies or 
measures that could “nudge” 
them in the right direction.

“The government’s initia-
tive to upgrade public trans-
portation is a good step for-
ward, but maybe some teens 
are (still) attracted to a life-
style which involves owning 
their own cars. Besides (pub-
l i c  t r anspor t )  upgrad ing 
works, perhaps we could have 
campaigns to create aware-
ness on this. Better yet, rope 
in some personalities relevant 

to the young ones to endorse 
public transportation. When 
these kids see their idols ditch 
cars, maybe they will too,” 
Nidhal added.

Fellow research analyst, 
24-year-old Ahmad Fikri, on 
the other hand, feels there 
should be regulation to limit 
private vehicle usage to help 
public transport prosper in 
Penang.

With the rise of mobile 
Internet access and the popu-
larity of social networking, 
young adults now are enjoy-
ing the privilege of interact-
ing with each other from 
home or anywhere, with just 
a phone in their hand. 

Consequently, most would 
rather “socialise” in the vir-
tual way, than having to get 
behind the wheels to meet 
their friends – in real. 

But whether this is good or 
bad, public transport – like the 
LRT – does seem like a cool 
idea, at least being in a train 
they can continue to scroll to 
their next “Like” on Face-
book.

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SIMILAR to previous years, the eighth edition of the Campaign 
For A Lane (CFAL) round-Penang island cycling event on Aug 
28 was a great success with participation of nearly 4,000 cyclists 
– and the majority were from outside the state!

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who flagged off the cyclists 
at Youth Park on their 82-km journey, remarked on the con-
certed efforts of the state government in facilitating cyclists in 
Penang that is very much in line in its aspiration in becoming a 
green state in Malaysia.

“For an island like Penang which is so beautiful, we have 
many cyclists on our roads. For that, the state government will 
be having dedicated bicycle lanes from Teluk Bahang to the 
second Penang bridge measuring a distance of 40 km,” Lim said.

According to the event organiser, G Club Penang Cyclists, 
the total number of participants this year was capped at 3,700 
cyclists compared to last year’s 4,300 due to safety concerns. 

They also conveyed their appreciation to the event main 
sponsor, Ideal Property Group, for pledging to sponsor the CFAL 
for another two years. 

Later, Lim launched the Bike Sharing System (BSS) within 
the grounds of Youth Park. 

Taking a cue from what other international cities such as 
Melbourne, Amsterdam and Tokyo are doing, the BSS is an 
initiative by the Penang Island City Council (MBPP) to enable 
members of the public to commute from one point to another 
via a public bike sharing system.

“Anyone can pick up a bike from any of the 25 stations and 
return it to another station. It is as simple as a scan on the QR 
Code to release the bicycle. These bikes serve as a short distance 
transit vehicle to reduce the use of motor vehicles, avoid traffic 
congestion and cutting down on environmental pollution,” Lim 
said to members of the media. 

Present at both events were MBPP councillor Joseph Ng, 
Ideal Property executive chairman Datuk Alex Ooi and G Club 
chairman Datuk Dr Lim Seh Guan.

Day to remember for bicycle lovers

BULETIN Mutiara recently 
caught up with Datuk Toh Chin 
Leong (pix), the newly-elected 
chairman of Real Estate and 
Housing Developers Associa-
tion, Penang Branch.

Toh, 49, grew up in Taman 
Free School low-cost flats rent-
ed from MBPP.  Therefore, he 
will have public housing close 
to his heart and understands the 
need for the state to provide af-
fordable homes.  

He studied at Union Primary 
School and Chung Ling High 
School before leaving for the US 
at the age of 19.

He spent approximately eight 
years in the USA working and 
studying.  

He graduated with a Bache-
lor’s degree in Civil Engineering 
and a Masters in Geotechnical 
Engineering from University of 
Arkansas, USA.

Toh joined construction firm 
IJM Land Berhad as a site engi-
neer in April 1995.

He is now the senior general 
manager of Northern Region, 
IJM Land.

Q: What is Rehda’s mission?
A: a) To provide a platform for 
members to share their experi-
ences, to learn and be successful 
in their business as housing de-
velopers. Rehda Institute is ac-
tive in organising development 
related training, forums, semi-
nars, study tours and others for 
the staff of Rehda members.

b) To engage with the au-
thorities and policy makers, to 
give feedback and improve the 
policies from time to time that 
is beneficial to all parties (house 
buyers, developers, state of 
Penang, and others).

c) To organise MAPEX and 
Rehda annual dinner, social 
gatherings, and other events.

Q As the new chairman, are 
you going to do things differ-
ently?
A: Well, Rehda Penang has been 
consistent in the past. However, 
I do hope that we can engage 
with the policy makers more 
often to give our feedback on the 
happenings on the ground and 
the trend in development around 
this region. We also expect the 
policy makers to be transparent 
and consistent when enforcing 

the policies. I believe this rela-
tionship if managed well, will 
make Penang a better place to 
live in.

The general perception of 
property developers is not very 
good in the eyes of the authori-
ties and general public due to a 
few ‘bad apples’ in the past. I am 
sure we can improve it if we start 
doing the right things going 
forward.

Q : The Penang state govern-
ment is often accused of being 
pro-developer. As an associa-
tion for developers, do you 
agree?
A: (Laughing) Please tell me 
any other business that needs to 
pay more contributions, fees, 
levies, taxes, and subsidies than 
a housing developer.

Q : Previous chairman Datuk 
Jerry Chan is known for being 
vocal and spoke against cer-
tain media. What is your ap-
proach? Do you think the 
media is fair and if not, how 
are you going to tackle them?
A: As the chairman of Rehhda, 
our members expect us to speak 
up when necessary. Whether it 
is for Rehda or the media, we 
should always speak with facts 
and figures to support our argu-
ments. We should not take 
things personal (or political). If 
all parties (policy makers, hous-
ing developers, media) practise 
professionalism, then Penang 
will be world-class sooner.

Q: The Penang state govern-
ment has set certain guidelines 
on affordable homes. Previ-
ously, members of Rehda had 
said that those ceiling prices 
make it difficult for them to 
build. What is your opinion? 
Is the state’s guideline too 
stifling?
A: Yes, it is a subsidised prod-
uct. I feel that there is a need 
now to review the guidelines in 
a more holistic manner, rather 
than giving it a quick fix every 
now and then. If this is not man-
aged properly, the biggest losers 
will be the young and medium 
income Penangites.

Q: The issue of Advertising 
Permit and Developers Li-
cences (APDL) - is the matter 
resolved? If not, how are you 
going to deal with this?

A: We are in the process of get-
ting updates from our members 
on the numbers of outstanding 
applications. We shall compile 
this information and engage 
with the minister if necessary.  
(Developers need to obtain the 
APDL from the Urban Wellbe-
ing, Housing and Local Gov-
ernment Ministry before they 
can sell their houses.)

Q: The Penang Transport 
Masterplan - you have at-
tended the briefing, what do 
you think of it?
A: No one would disagree that 
Penang needs a good public 
transport system. Rehda wel-
come linkages such as tunnel/
third bridge, bypasses, public 
transport, etc as this infrastruc-
tures will enhance property 
value in Penang.

The debate now is on which 
model is more cost effective 
and sustainable in the long run. 
Using reclaimed land and/or 
toll concession as compensa-
tion to the contractor is a nor-
mal practice. However, we 
hope to see a more comprehen-
sive study on cost of construc-
tion, operations and mainte-
nance, as well as the ridership 
generation analysis, and other 
issues.

Since we are talking about 
20-25 years for the rail system, 
the state government can actu-
ally map out a corridor of high 
density development area now 
in order to sustain the rail sys-
tem in the future.

Q : GBI-IJM is of course 
known for being pro-green 
buildings. What about devel-
opers in general, are they 
open to adopt the green build-

ing requirements?
A: Developers are business-
men. The benefits of green 
buildings can only be seen long 
term. As a start, in order to 
encourage more developers to 
build more green projects, per-
haps more direct incentives 
should be given to developers 
for doing green projects, such 
as direct rebate on using green 
building materials, discount on 
development charges, extra 
density, etc. Also, incentives 
can be given to house buyers 
such as lower assessment rate 
and utility tariffs. When more 
house buyers are buying into 
green projects, the developers 
will be motivated to do more, 
the value of green projects will 
be enhanced, and we will see 
more green projects in Penang!

Q : What do you think of the 
Penang state government in 
general? Are there good 
things done? Do you have 
suggestions for the state to 

make it better?
A: Yes, Penang has improved 
very much.

We can see the streets and pub-
lic toilets are cleaner now, the 
greens/landscape at public ar-
eas are better maintained now. 
The Penang Hill, Escape, Tech 
Dome, are among the many 
attractions that have brought in 
visitors to Penang. I believe the 
opening of SPICE next year 
and the Penang Waterfront 
Convention Centre (by IJM) 
that is to come will make Pen-
ang a destination for both lei-
sure and business.

Going forward, the state can 
adopt a more consultative ap-
proach with the professional 
bodies. All parties involved 
must be sincere and open mind-
ed, so we can work together to 
continuously formulate and 
improve the policies and guide-
lines for the good future of 
Penang.

Be professional to make Penang world class

A STRAIGHT As’ STPM student was 
denied his preferred university course 
and given the 11th course choice out of 
the 12 s filled up in his application.

Ong Zhan Ye, 21 from SM Impian 
Bukit Mertajam, who obtained 4As for 
his STPM last year, applied for a place 
in local public universities to study ac-
countancy but was denied by all nine he 
applied to and instead was offered to 
study International Finance in Univer-
sity Malaysia Sabah (UMS), Labuan 
Campus.

Bukit Mertajam MP Steven Sim Chee 
Keong held a press conference on this 
issue on Aug 25 at his service centre at 
Taman Ciku.

“My ambition is to be a chartered 
accountant and I’ve always studied hard 
towards my dreams because I do not 
come from a well-to-do family. I was 
hoping to get into public universities 
with my good grades. I’m really very 
disappointed with this offer and I’m 
honestly very lost right now,” said Ong.

Sim sent an email to the Ministry of 
Higher Education and was told that 
there was no way to appeal since Ong 
was offered a course and also Sim was 
told that Ong could try appealing di-

rectly to the university
When asked why Ong was rejected, 

the answer given was there were other 
merits to consider besides results and 
that Ong placed 2,000 plus in line for 

admission based on those merits.
“Ong is a straight A student from the 

Accounting stream and also he is very 
active in sports and extra -curricular 
activities. He is an all-round top elite 
student. What other merits are there to 
consider? Last year there were only 335 
students in the whole country who 
scored straight As so how is he placed 
2,000 plus? This makes no sense,” Sim 
said.

Sim added that it was unfair that Ong 
could not get into the course that he 
wanted when he is one of the 335 
straight A students and urged the min-
istry to be transparent with the selection 
criteria and additional merits for the 
university selection process.

Sim also urged the ministry to create 
a special unit to deal with the straight 
As students especially when they should 
be given priority to further their studies 
in the courses that they want.

Ong added that he hoped to get a 
Penang Future Foundation scholarship 
so that he can continue his studies in a 
private university in the event his appeal 
to the public universities fails.

Top scorer claims unfair treatment

IT was a solemn moment at the home 
of Joice Chin Khoon Sing at Noordin 
Street Ghaut Flat as friends and fam-
ily assembled to bid farewell to her.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was 
among those who came to pay their 
final respects.

Joice, 24, was killed in a horrific 
accident at Jalan Raja Chulan in 
Kuala Lumpur on Aug 25.

Joice was on her way back from 
work to meet her family for dinner 
when a hook from a nearby construc-
tion crane weighing one tonne, de-
tached and crash onto her car, killing 
her instantly as she was stuck in the 
traffic jam.

Lim met the family members of the 
deceased at the funeral wake to offer 
the family his sincere condolences and 
also RM500 cash aid.

“It’s really unfortunate to see this 
girl pass away at such a young age and 
through such a freak accident. I have 
a daughter myself so I personally know 
how much pain the family is going 
through right now,” said Lim.

Lim also told the family that they 
can let him know if they need any help 
in suing the company for negligence 
and that the state can assist in finding 
a lawyer if they need one.

“The company is completely and 
utterly irresponsible and negligent in 

handling this incident. They also 
showed no regret in the incident that 
happened by the way they approached 
the family to apologise. The company 
should be sued for acts of negligence,” 
he added.

“Although they moved to Kuala 
Lumpur a year ago, they’re still from 
Penang so we would still like to offer 
any help that we can. Things might be 
different if it had happened in Penang 
but since it happened in Kuala Lumpur, 
all we can help is to find a good lawyer 
for them if they need one and offer our 
sincere condolences,” he said.

Joice’s parents, Chin Chee Weng, 
58, and Yeoh Ang Hooi together with 
her two brothers Chin Khoon Ying, 26 
and Chin Khoon Feng, 11 expressed 
their gratitude to Lim for his concern 
and also his offer of assistance.

“The company was not sincere at all 
in apologising and I’m very disap-
pointed with them. We will have to 
have a family meeting after the fu-
neral before deciding what to do 
against the company but now we would 
like to focus on my sister’s funeral 
first,” said Khoon Ying.

Bukit Gelugor MP Ramkarpal Singh 
also sent his heartfelt condolences and 
released a press statement regarding 
the incident.

“This is not the first time such an 

incident has occurred and it is feared 
that without strict action against those 
responsible, it will not be the last. The 
position is further compounded by the 
disappearance of the crane operator 
who, it is understood, fled the scene 
after the incident,” said Ramkarpal.

Ramkarpal hoped that the authori-
ties will take the necessary action 
against others who may be responsible 
for the possible negligence of the said 
crane operator including his/her em-
ployers who would be vicariously li-
able as well.

“The possible offences may have 
been committed under the Occupa-

tional Safety and Health Act, 1994 and 
the Factories and Machinery Act, 
1967. It is a cause for concern which 
must be addressed forthwith. No 
doubt, construction development is a 
major part of any developing nation 
but it must always be within the strict 
confines of the law and never at the 
expense of the safety of the public,” 
added Ramkarpal.

He urged the police to investigate 
the matter from all angles including 
possible corruption behind the crane 
operating after permitted hours and 
the permitted zone as alleged in the 
media.

SOME 250 students from 
schools in the North-East and 
South-West Districts of Pen-
ang gathered at the  Pesta 
Ground, Sungai Nibong, on 
Aug 27 to receive their higher 
education aid of RM1,000 
each.

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng attended the event with 
Deputy Chief Minister 1 Datuk 
Mohd Rashid Hasnon and the 
political secretary to the Chief 
Minister, Wong Hon Wai.

The Institute of Higher 
Education (IPTA) Fund, which 
started in 2008, initially pro-
vided RM500 to eligible stu-
dents. 

The amount was later raised 
to RM1,000 from 2011 – mak-
ing it the highest state alloca-
tion to graduates in the country.

“Since this programme was 
introduced in 2008, the Penang 
state government has allocated 
a total sum of RM14,904,500 
involving 15,498 students who 
qualified to enter institutes of 
higher education in the coun-
try,” Lim said in his speech.

Application for registration 
to institutes of higher educa-
tion (IPT) will be from Sept 1 
until Sept 30.

Meanwhile, among the stu-
dents who received the educa-
tion aid at the ceremony were 
Aslin Loh, 18.

“I will be continuing my 
diploma studies in Tunku Ab-

dul Rahman College in Pen-
ang. The money we received 
is good, very helpful. It will 
help to pay my fees when I 
start college,” she told Buletin 
Mutiara.

Ong Wai Shen, 20, who 
lives in Farlim, Air Itam, said 
the RM1,000 aid will help him 
to start his diploma studies in 

Tunku Abdul Rahman College.
“It will ease my parents’ 

burden, when I begin my stud-
ies soon,” said Ong,

.For self-employed Sarja-
han Yusoff, 45, who came to 
collect the money on behalf of 
his son, Mohd Amir, 18, the 
programme initiated by the 
Penang state government was 

a blessing.
“It will definitely help par-

ents whose children will con-
tinue their studies in colleges 
and universities,” Yusoff, from 
Farlim Air Itam said.

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PENANG Women’s Development Cor-
poration (PWDC) together with Penang 
Institute successfully held the national 
conference on “Gender and Electoral 
Reform: Making a Difference” which 
was on Aug 26 and 27.

The conference, the first of its kind 
in the country, brought together two 
previously separate discourses into one 
platform and focused on increasing the 
number of capable women elected rep-
resentatives at various levels as well as 
bring about a fairer and more inclusive 
electoral system.

Deputy Chief Minister I Datuk Mohd 
Rashid Hasnon was present at the con-

ference to officiate the event together 
with Penang state exco member for 
Women, Family and Community De-
velopment, Youth and Sports, Chong 
Eng.

“In Penang, we believe that women’s 
rights are human rights. Democracy is 
hollow if women are not able to par-
ticipate meaningfully or if women’s 
roles are restricted to only casting their 
votes. Women should be represented in 
political leadership, but not just in terms 
of numbers,” said Rashid.

Rashid added that women should be 
involved in political debates and deci-
sion-making which include providing 

gender perspectives on so-called “hard 
issues” as public governance, the 
economy, corruption and so on.

Women’s inclusion in political lead-
ership in Malaysia is at a dismal state 
of only 13% of federal ministers, 10.8% 
of parliamentarians, 21.9% of senators, 
and only 11.5% of state assemblyper-
sons are women.

“Penang is proud but not complacent 
to have women leading both its city and 
municipal councils. Our state legal 
advisers, secretary to the state legisla-
tive assembly, and many other senior 
government leaders are also women,” 
said Rashid.

Penang is above the national average 
for women’s representation in the state 
legislative assembly with 15% and this 
year, Penang increased the total per-
centage of women city and local coun-
cillors in both councils by 8%, resulting 
in a total of 20% women in Penang 
Island City Council (MBPP) and 12% 
in Seberang Perai Municipal Council 
(MPSP).

The key target outcome of the con-
ference was a set of conference recom-
mendations which will be taken up as 
a practical advocacy tool to underscore 
the changes needed at the local, state 
and national levels.
