TECH Dome Penang, in co-
operation with the Astro-
nomical Society of Penang,
managed to capture the high-
est resolution image of the
moon on March 6 using a
telescope in Malaysia at
PIXO, which is Penang’s
ninth observatory.

The image was captured
using PIXO’s 16” Officina
Stellare telescope with a focal
length of 3200mm boosted by
a 2X Barlow lens to 6400mm.

The camera used to capture
the image was a QHY5-290M
camera, dedicated for solar
system objects.

The QHY5-290M is a mon-
ochrome camera with a reso-
lution of 1920 x 1080 with
capability of recording up to
135 fps.

“Due to the high resolution
capability of the telescope,
the field of view of each im-
age captured is small and has
a lot of details of the lunar
surface. It takes over 100
separate images to capture the
whole moon with the tele-

scope and camera systems
used,” said Lim Choon Kiat,
the astro-photographer who
took the image earlier in the
month, at a press conference
on March 27

“The final image is about
20,000 by 10,000 pixels need-
ing around 100GB of com-
puter storage. The image
capturing process takes about
one hour. With the current
resolution, an object greater
than 200m can be distin-
guished on the moon’s surface
about 400,000 km away from
Earth,” he added.

PIXO is an observatory
owned by Tech Dome Penang
and is managed by the Astro-
nomical Society of Penang.

It currently houses the most
powerful telescope in Penang,
the Italian-made Officina
Stellare, and is fully equipped
with research grade accesso-
ries that include the photom-
eter and spectroscope.

THE Penang Island City Council (MBPP)
has approved a RM1.45 million budget for
the upgrading work of L., M and N blocks at
Taman Free School. The upgrading work
which commenced on Feb 13, 2017 is ex-
pected to be completed in November 2017.
The upgrading works include converting
squatting to sitting toilets and replacement of
the wall and floor tiles of the toilets.

Besides that, RM535,000 has also been
approved by MBPP to repaint all the three
blocks (exterior).

(which have been sold off by way of rent-to-
buy scheme), and 472 units under MBPP
which are rental units.

From 2010 until the end of 2016, some
RM27.8 million has been spent on mainte-
nance works for 49 public housing projects
comprising of 15,431 units in Penang by the
Penang State Housing Committee.

State to sue EC over
delimitation exercise

THE Penang state government an-
nounced on April 5 that its admin-
istration will sue the Election Com-
mission (EC) in protest against its
delimitation exercise.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
said he has new “disturbing infor-
mation”, adding that the state gov-
ernment sent in a first objection to
the EC on April 4 and will file a
second complaint before the EC’s
deadline for objections.

“After submitting that, we real-
ised that there was new shocking
information about the delineation
exercise, so we will send in a second

round of objections before April 7,”
he told a press conference in his
office on April 5.

Lim declined to disclose the in-
formation for the time being, citing
the absence of state executive coun-
cillor Datuk Abdul Malik Abul Kas-
sim from the state.

“I will wait for Malik to be back
first before we reveal this new
shocking information,” he said, add-
ing that Malik is now in Kuala
Lumpur.

Lim added the state will immedi-
ately proceed to file a lawsuit
against the EC after that, without
waiting for its response to its objec-
tions.

“We will not wait for the hear-
ings, we will file a suit based on the
additional disturbing information
we have received,” he said, adding
that he will represent the Penang
government in its legal challenge
against the EC.

In his objection filed on April 4,
Lim claimed that the EC’s failure to
conduct any delineation exercise in
Penang was unconstitutional and did
not address malapportionment is-
sues in the state.

“The failure to conduct a deline-
ation exercise in Penang had caused
the process to be unconstitutional
and illegal in Penang and indirectly,
in Malaysia,” he said then.

THE Penang State Museum
Board and its partner, the
George Town Conservation
and Development Corpora-
tion (GTCDC), have em-
barked on the conservation
and renovation works of the
museum at Farquhar Street.

Renovation of the historic
building, which requires
critical infrastructure up-
grades, is expected to be
completed within three
years.

“This is an inaugural pro-
ject to restore and transform
the former Penang Free
School Building using the
highest international stand-
ards as befits Penang’s pre-
mier Grade 1 historical
building located at the centre
of George Town’s World
Heritage precinct,” Chief
Minister Lim Guan Eng said
at a press conference in
Komtar on Mar 24 to an-
nounce the major transfor-
mation project for the mu-
seum.

Also present was the mu-
seum’s curator Haryany Mo-
hamad.

The building has served
the community for more than
200 years and has not been
substantially restored and
upgraded since its inception
in 1817.

“The goal of the renova-
tion is not only to restore a
historic icon, but also to cre-
ate a modern museum
equipped to function as an
important cultural resource
for the community,” added
Lim, who is also the chair-
man of Penang State Muse-
um.

To give members of the
public a chance to bid fare-
well to the museum and share
this important moment, the
current exhibition will run
for about a month before the
museum’s closure.

From March 24, till April
15, visitors are encouraged
to seize the opportunity to
view and take photos of the
exhibits in the museum.

The exhibits and artifacts
from the Farquhar Museum
collection will be temporar-
ily exhibited at the State
Museum premises on Macal-
ister Road from July.

THE state government which envi-
sions making Penang a “Cleaner,
Greener, Safer, Healthier and Hap-
pier” state, is very much aware of
the need to preserve the environ-
ment.

“Since the implementation
of ‘Waste Segregation at
Source’ on June 1 2016, the
state government has suc-
ceeded in reducing the do-
mestic waste at the landfill
in Pulau Burung,” Lim said.

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End to flood woes in Permatang

Tinggi

RESIDENTS in central Se-
berang Perai need not worry
about flood woes anymore fol-
lowing the completion of the
RM6.7mil flood mitigation
project in Permatang Tinggi.
Penang Drainage and Irriga-
tion Department (DID) director
Sabri Abdul Mulok said the
upgraded pump house with five
pumps could channel out eight
times more water than before.
“Before, low-lying areas in
Taman Usaha, Taman Perwira,
Kampung Permatang Tinggi and
the industrial areas nearby were
often flooded whenever the rain-
fall exceeded 50mm per hour as
the three old pumps could only
channel out 0.9 cubic metres of
water per second from Parit 4

into Sungai Junjung. The amount
is insufficient.

“Now, the five new pumps
have a total capacity of 7.5 cubic
metres per second and we fore-
see this should be sufficient to
direct the water into the river,”
he said on March 31 during the
opening ceremony of the pump
house by Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng.

Also present were exco for
Local Government, Flood Miti-
gation and Traffic Management,
Chow Kon Yeow. Joining them
were Bukit Mertajam MP Steven
Sim and Machang Bubok as-
semblymember Lee Khai Loon.

Sabri said the project, which
started in September 2014 and
completed on March 16 this
year, also includes a bypass
channel to benefit over 1,000
residents and 50 factories in the
vicinity.

Chow said the project was
among the high-impact projects
approved for central Seberang
Prai.

“At present, there are 47 flood
hotspots in the state which need

attention.

“The state and federal gov-
ernments have allocated RM-
150mil this year to address 11
of the hotspots while the rest, we
would look into in stages,” he

‘Flnal hurdle’ wait for PPS

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan
Eng on March 29 said the state
government will wait for the
“final hurdle” — a decision by
the Federal Court before de-
ciding on the next move re-
garding the Volunteer Patrol
Unit (PPS).

He was replying to a ques-
tion by reporters about the
PPS’ future now that the court
has ruled that it was lawfully
established by the state gov-
ernment.

Meanwhile, Lim described
the March 28 ruling by the
Court of Appeal as a vindica-
tion of PPS some of whose
members were arrested in
2014 for allegedly being part
of an illegal society.

The unhappy experience of
the 158 PPS members being
arrested right after the Merde-
ka celebrations has been
cleared by the Court of Appeal
with its decision that this was
a lawful organisation set up
by the state government to
carry out community service
fo

Also present was exco
member for Welfare, Caring
Society and Environment
Phee Boon Poh, who was in
charge of the PPS previously.

He added that the court rul-
ing meant PPS can be revived
and continue with its commu-
nity service activities.

“We will leave it to the PPS
members on whether they
want to revive it now because
we have another hurdle if the
federal government decides to
appeal against this decision to
the Federal court,” Lim said

PPS is a lawful organisa-
tion so the police must return
all of the seized items, so Phee
will be writing to them to re-
turn all of it,” he said.

But Lim also noted that the
federal government as re-
spondent has 30 days to take
up the appellate court’s deci-
sion with the Federal Court.

“They can appeal to the
Federal Court and if they ob-
tain a stay pending the appeal,
this means PPS will have to
stop again pending the case if
they decide to revive it now,”

Lim who is also DAP secre-
tary-general said.

A panel of three judges led
by Justice Datuk Tengku Mai-
mun Tuan Mat, in allowing the
state government’s appeal, set
aside the Penang High Court’s
decision which held that PPS
was illegal.

As such, the panel granted
a certiorari order to the state
government to quash an order
made by the Home Minister
on Nov 3, 2014, in declaring
PPS as an unlawful organisa-
tion.

Tengku Maimun, who pre-
sided with Justices Datuk
Kamardin Hashim and Datuk
Mary Lim Thiam Suan, in
their unanimous decision also
gave a order sought by the
state government to declare
that PPS is not a society under
the Societies Act 1965.

She also gave a mandamus
order compelling the respond-
ents to return the vests, equip-
ment, seals, insignia, arms
and documents which were
seized from PPS.

On Nov 22, last year, the

High Court in Penang dis-
missed the state government’s
judicial review, ruling that the
PPS was unlawful because it
was not registered under the
Societies Act.

The Penang state govern-
ment had on Jan 27, 2015,
filed a judicial review to chal-
lenge the Home Ministry’s
order in declaring the PPS as
an illegal organisation.

PPS was formed in 2011 by
the Penang state executive
council, with the objective to
assist the state government to
combat crime, and to provide
welfare, public safety and
convenience to Penang resi-
dents.

In the latest development,
Attorney-General Tan Sri Mo-
hamed Apandi Ali on March
29 said the federal govern-
ment will appeal to the Fed-
eral Court on the Court of
Appeal’s decision in declaring
PPS was lawfully set up by the
Penang state government.
Apandi said an application for
leave to appeal to the Federal
Court would be filed soon.

Traders
urged to
convert
premises
status

THE Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) is urging
more than 800 traders around
Penang island to change the
status of their premises from
residential to commercial
use.

According to councillor
Ong Ah Teong, MBPP will
issue temporary premises
licences to the owners when
they apply for the change of
status at the Development
Planning office, Level 16,
Komtar.

“A temporary licence is
RM1,200 (per year) which is
five times higher compared
to the normal licence fee of
RM100 to RM240 depending
on the type of business” he
said at a press conference at
Town Hall on March 9.

Ong said the five-fold in-
crease is reasonable as the
traders have been running
their business for five years
or more without bearing any
licence fee.

“George Town is an area
used to be with residential
lots which now have become
commercialised.

“There are also commercial
lots that have been made into
industrial lots such as areas in
Sungai Pinang and Batu
Maung, where they also require
their status to be converted.

“Among the type of busi-
nesses involved are beauty
parlours , health care outlets
and other businesses as
well,” he added.

He also warned that oper-
ating without converting
their licence is an offence
which may be compounded
RM250 daily, weekly or
monthly, but MBPP will
compound on a monthly ba-
sis to those who do not pay
heed to this call.

COME May 1, fervent members of the
Penang Digital Library (PDL) will be
elated to discover that the library will be
operating 24 hours every day to cater to the
growing needs of its members.

The library began operations in October
last year and was a result of the collabora-
tion among Keysight Technologies, Eastern
& Oriental Group (E&O) and TIME dot-
Com with the Penang state government.

Its operating hours currently is from
10am to 10pm.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who
made the announcement of the new operat-
ing hours for PDL on April 1, noted the
growing demand by the public for the li-

brary to extend its operating hours.

“The people have been telling us that
they can’t use the library due to the time
constraints.

Multiple sclerosis is one of the most common diseases of the
nervous system, affecting people of almost all ages in many parts
of the world, although it has a special preference for young people,
for women, and for those in northern latitudes. MS has a genetic
susceptibility, but it is not directly inherited.

Itusually causes attacks of neurologic symptons including vision
loss, paralysis, numbness and walking difficulties.
