A STRONG team spirit together
with the enormous support from the
people has been a boost for the well-
being and prosperity of the state, said
Governor Tun Abdul Rahman Ab-
bas.

“To develop a state is not an easy
task but it can be done with greater
ease as ateam,” Abdul Rahman said
in his address at the State Assembly
on May 19.

“The image of the then dirty
Penang has been transformed by the
state government into a cleaner,
greener and a safer Penang with the
support from all Penangites,” he
added.

Abdul Rahman also congratu-
lated the civil service for its tireless
efforts to help develop the state and
expressed his full support to the state
government’s efforts in combating
corruption among civil servants.

“I hope civil servants will be
courageous enough to report at-
tempts made by some irresponsible
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Abdul Rahman inspecting the guard-of-honour.

people to practise bribery in Pen-
ang,” he added.

Besides that, Abdul Rahman ap-
plauded the state government for its
efforts in attracting more invest-
ments to Penang.

In 2016, Penang recorded total
investments of RM4.3 billion with
106 projects approved.

Out of this, RM3.1 billion was
from foreign investments while
RM.1 .2 billion was domestic invest-
ments.

“The amount of investment has
increased by 73%, from RM34.2
billion (1999-2007) to RM59.2 bil-
lion (2008-2016).

“Opportunities for new jobs have
alsoincreased by 15%,from 121,511
new jobs (1999-2007) to 139,133
new jobs (2008-2016),” he said.

Abdul Rahman added that he
believes the state government’s tar-
get of providing 26.255 units of af-
fordable housing (private sector) for
all Penangites by 2022 will be
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achieved.

From 2008 until 2016, the state
government built 20.887 units of low
and medium cost units compared
with 5,124 units in the year 2000-
2007.

Abdul Rahman acknowledged
the state government for giving
much emphasis to religious affairs.

“There was an increase in the
total allocation for Islamic Affairs
by 84%, RM457 million for the
period 2008-2016.”

Special financial aid for civil servants

IT will be a more joyous Hari Raya for
civil servants in Penang, especially
those with a good record, following the
announcement by Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng of a Special Financial Aid
(BKK) in conjunction with the festivi-
ties.

On June 9, the state government
agreed to pay BKK totalling 0.75

monthly salary or minimum of
RM1 000 to all civil servants in the state
(provided certain conditions are met).
“The BKK payment is divided into
two portions, that is 0.5 monthly pay to
all civil servants without any discipli-
nary record while the additional 0.25
monthly pay (to make up the maximum
0.75 monthly salary under the said

BKK) will be given to those who run
the extra mile of not taking sick leave
in excess of one day and their punch
cards remaining as yellow in colour for
six months from Jan 1 till June 15,
2017,” Lim said in his speech when
addressing the gathering of civil serv-
ants at Komtar on June 13.

Lim urged all civil servants to carry

out their duties diligently and with in-
tegrity to achieve excellence in their
jobs.

He said the contributions of civil
servants is important in the process of
development for the state.

“If there is no commitment in their
work, there is difficulty to see satisfac-
tory results,” he added.

He also took the opportunity to
congratulate the Office of the State
Secretariat of Penang (PSUKPP)
on the success of maintaining Re-
certification MS ISO 9001: 2008 for
the fifth year in a row and 5S Qual-
ity Certification.

“I congratulate PSUKPP, State
Finance Department, Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC), the
Department of Religious Affairs of
the State, the State Islamic Council,
the State Sports Council, District
and Land Office of Central Se-
berang Perai and District and Land
Office of North Seberang Perai on
being awarded the ‘Five Star Award’
in Financial Management based on
Accountability. Also well done to
the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and Seberang Perai Mu-
nicipal Council (MPSP) as well for
getting international recognition, *’
he added.

Earlier, the governor inspected a
guard-of-honour mounted by the
Federal Reserve UnitNo. 3 accom-
panied by a Kedah police contin-
gent band.

Also present were Deputy Chief
Minister 1 Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon,
Deputy Chief Minister 11 Prof. Dr P.
Ramasamy, all exco members and State
Secretary Datuk Seri Farizan Darus.

Lim praised the State Secretary’s
Office under the leadership of Farizan
which has received numerous awards
and achievements.



CM: Peel Avenue land
valued by Valuation Dept

IN his winding up speech in
the recently concluded State
Assembly session, Chief Min-
ister Lim Guan Eng gave a
detailed account of the sale of
land at Peel Avenue to Island
Hospital for the Island Medi-
cal City project.

In responding to questions
raised by State opposition
leader Datuk Jahara Hamid
who’s also Telok Air Tawar
assemblymember, Lim replied
that the price of the land was
based on calculations made by

the Valuation and Property
Services Department under the
Finance Ministry.

“The sale of the land to Is-
land Hospital Sdn Bhd (IHSB)
at RM 156 million is based on
the land valuation made by the
Valuation and Property Ser-
vices Department (VPSD) in a
letter dated Oct 13, 2015
which is still valid within a
year the letter was issued. The
amount RM 156 million on that
piece of freehold land charged
to IHSB for a 99-year lease
exceeded the amount of
RM148 million recommended

by VPSD,” Lim (DAP-Air
Putih) said.

“The selling price of that
piece of land, therefore, ex-
ceeded the market value which
was evaluated by VPSD,” he
noted.

The chief minister also
highlighted the impartiality of
his administration in handling
race and religious relations in
the state since 2008.

“Since helming the state
government, the allocation for
Islamic affairs had increased
84% to RM457.05 million for
the period between 2008 and

2016 compared with RM249.09
million between 1999 and
2007. It must be noted that the
amount RM457 million did not
take into account the piece of
land at Jalan Scotland valued
at RM80 million for the con-
struction of the Penang Sya-
riah Court headquarters com-
plex. State allocations to Is-
lamic religious schools had
also increased to RM57.64
million between the years
2008 and 2016 while it was
only RM20.11 million by the
BN-led state government be-
tween 1999 and 2007,” he

said.

“This increase in alloca-
tions incurred the wrath of
state MCA chairman Datuk
Tan Teik Cheng who had ac-
cused me of being anti-Chi-
nese because it was alleged by
him that I tapped into the wave
of Chinese support and votes
but I increased allocations for
helping the Malays. I would
like to state that the current
state government will continue
to provide allocations and will
not subject itself to the chau-
vinism and racism of BN,” the
chief minister added.

Top
tourism
draw

EXCO for Tourism Develop-
ment and Culture Danny Law
Heng Kiang, in his winding up
speech at the state assembly
recently, said Penang has now
become one of the most popu-
lar tourist destinations with
the increasing rate of tourist
arrivals every year.

“Based on a survey con-
ducted by USM recently, Un-
esco’s heritage site and the
local delights draw tourists to
Penang. Previously tourists
used to flock to the beach ar-
eas, but there is a change in
the trend now as more people
are heading to the heritage
site,” Law said, adding Pen-
ang is also a favourite destina-
tion for film-makers from
Hong Kong, China, Taiwan,
UK,US and India.

Apart from that, Penang is
also a perfect destination, for
MICE (Meeting, Incentives,
Conventions & Exhibitions),
with events such as World
Tourism Cities Federation
(WTCF) Asia-Pacific Confer-
ence 2017 being held here.

“In terms of medical tour-
ism, Penang is the most sought
out city with growing revenue
every year and our medical
sector contributes 50% to the
total medical health sector in
the country,” Law added.

Alleviating flood woes through
‘High Impact’ projects

EXCO for Local Government, Traffic
Management and Flood Mitigation
Chow Kon Yeow gave a detailed ac-
count on the nine “high impact” pro-
jects that would be given emphasis by
the state government through its RM 150
million allocation.

“These ‘High Impact’ projects were
identified by the state government
when they were brought up and de-
bated in the 2017 State Budget. The
state government had allocated RM 150
million for these projects. Out of the

nine, five are in hotspot areas for
floods in Seberang Perai Tengah which
are Alma, Bukit Tengah, Juru, Tanah
Liat, Padang Lalang, Taman Mangga,
Taman Impian and Kebun Sireh,” Chow
said.

“The remaining four projects are
centred in Southwest District and Se-
berang Perai Utara — one in Mak Man-
din and three in Relau and Bayan
Lepas. The tenders for seven of these
‘High Impact’ projects were opened on
May 25, 2017 through the main news-

Programmes for
well-being of the people

THE state government has allocated
a total of RM3.29 million for agricul-
tural developmental programmes in
terms of assistance to farmers.

Making his winding up speech at
the state assembly recently, exco for
Agriculture, Agro-based Industry,
Rural Development and Health Dr.
Afif Bahardin said Penang has reached
the level of self-sufficient living
(SSL) for the poultry and pig farming
sectors.

“The amount of rice produced is
sufficient to cover the needs of 87%
of the population of Penang,” he

added.

“The Agriculture Committee has
introduced a micro-credit scheme
without interest, Young Entrepreneurs
Fund to ensure the sustainability of
agriculture,” he said in response to
the proposal by Lim Siew Kim (DAP-
Sungai Pinang) to increase the capital
for women entrepreneurs

“Till date, a total of RM750,000
has been prepared but only 66 par-
ticipants from the target of 150 people
participated in this programme,” Dr
Afif added.

Responding to the issue of dengue

Assembly passes Bill on

loans from China bank

THE state government’s plan to
obtain a loan from China’s Exim
Bank through a Bill tabled in the
State Assembly on May 25 came
under the spotlight when three
PKR assemblymembers voiced
their reservations on the matter.

Dr Norlela Ariffin (PKR-
Penanti), while supporting the
Bill, suggested a special commit-
tee be set up to oversee the dis-
bursement and usage of funds
before any loan is approved so
that the people would not be
burdened with debts.

Lee Khai Loon (PKR-
Machang Bubok) said the state
was in a sound financial position
and must be careful to not end
up in debt.

Cheah Kah Peng (PKR-Ke-
bun Bunga) asked how much the
state government was borrowing
and for what purpose.

Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng, who tabled the Bill on May
25, said it was a rare recognition
for the state to be considered for
aloan by Exim Bank which was
proof of the state’s sound finan-
cial standing.

“The MoU to use the facility
was signed with Exim Bank in
December 2014 which enables
the state government to borrow
money whenever needed,” he
said.

Lim said Prime Minister Da-
tuk Seri Najib Abdul Razak had
given his blessings to engage the
bank for the facility.

“The loan is primarily for the
funding of investment and im-
plementation of physical devel-
opment, economic and social
programmes of the state, includ-
ing the Penang Transport Master
Plan (PTMP) and related pro-
jects,” he said, adding that Exim
Bank was not a commercial in-

stitution of China but a state-
owned bank.

The Bill states, among others,
that any loan made shall as soon
as possible be notified to the state
legislative assembly and that the
loan made under the enactment
shall not exceed a period of five
years.

Chow Kon Yeow (DAP-Pa-
dang Kota) said there were
stringent controls in obtaining
the loan.

“It’s merely at the stage of
engaging the bank and too early
to have details of the amount and
purpose of the loan,” he said.

The Bill was passed by the
House.

Meanwhile, Datuk Shah
Headan Ayoob Hussain Shah
(BN-Telok Bahang) urged the
state to study in detail the feasi-
bility of having such a loan to
finance the PTMP as public
transport “is a risky business”.

Inquest into death of detainee needed, says Ramasamy

THE Penang Task Force on Custo-
dial Deaths (PTFCD) needs to
conduct an inquest into the death of
asuspected drug addict while under

detention.

PTFCD chairman Dr. P. Ra-
masamy said this was the fifth
custodial death in the nation and the

first in Penang this year.

“Lorry driver Mohd Izham Ab-
dul Rahman, 39, was arrested on
April 25 for suspected drug abuse.

“He was sent to the Bukit Mer-
tajam Hospital the next day and
died on April 27,” Ramasamy, who
is also Deputy Chief Minister II,
said at the sidelines of the State

Assembly sitting on May 25.

Mohd Izam’s wife, Siti Hawa
Mispon Bandi, 30, said her husband
was in good health before his sud-

den death.

The restaurant manager is now
a single mother of four children,

aged five to 10.

Meanwhile, lawyer and Seri
Delima assemblymember R.S.N.
Rayer said they want an inquest into

the cause of death.

“The death certificate states
acute myocardial infection although
he had no heart complication,” he

added at the press conference.

Also present was Datok Kera-
mat assemblymember Jagdeep

Singh.

Growth in investment climate

TO be an intelligent and interna-
tional city, the state government needs
to give equal opportunity to all Pen-
ang residents and its riches to be en-
joyed by all regardless of race and
religion.

“The state government will con-
tinue to work with related govern-
ment agencies to attract more invest-
ments,” he added.

Penang also recorded economic
growth of 5.5% compared to GDP of
5% in 2015. The manufacturing sec-

tor is a prime mover of the state’s
economy. This sector exists in the
Industrial Revolution 4.0 which in-
volves Big Data Analysis, Cloud
Computing, E-Commerce, Crowd
Sourcing and Internet of Things

AT a press conference on June 12,
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng was
asked for his comments on the
Sarawak state government’s deci-
sion to withdraw its representative
from the Malaysia Tourism Board.
“We would definitely urge that
in view of the unhappiness shown
by certain states, we hope that the
tourism tax can be deferred so that
there can be discussions,” Lim said.
“We also hope the Tourism Min-
ister will give an assurance that the
revenue will be returned to the re-
spective states. I think this is the
principal request from these states
and it will be supported by Penang,”
he added.

* PRASARANA TAKING
OVER FERRY SERVICE
ON June 12, Lim was asked for his
opinion over Prasarana Malaysia
Bhd taking over the Penang ferry
service from Penang Port Sdn Bhd
for a token sum of RM1.

“We welcome the sale provided
we have a professional team run-
ning the ferry service and where the
federal government is willing to put
in additional investment,” he said.

“Since Prasarana took over, we
hope there will be sufficient money
to improve the ferry service. Rapid-
Penang has improved its services
lately and we hope the same stand-
ards can be maintained and there
will also be better ferry services,”
he added.

* PEEL AVENUE LAND
DEAL

SPEAKING to the press on June 8,
Lim told his detractors to provide
proof that the land deal concerning
Peel Avenue was solely made by
him.

“Look at Sections 3 and 4 of the
Chief Minister of Penang (Incor-
poration) Enactment 2009. (It says
clearly) the decision was made by
the state exco. It’s not decided by
me personally. The law clearly
says that. I have not signed a single
contract or document. Everything
is decided by the state exco,” Lim
said.

“Are you able to show proof? If
you can’t and still tell a bigger lie to
cover another lie, it will not help you.
It only shows you’re a bigger liar
and so irresponsible as you are only
trying to smear the state govern-
ment’s and my image,” he added.

* WHAT SPAT?
SPEAKING to the press on June 6,

Lim dismissed allegations that the
DAPis in conflict with its coalition
partners in Pakatan Harapan over
several issues especially with the
looming 14th general election.

“What spat is going on? Let’s be
very clear. As far as we are con-
cerned, the DAP is not involved in
any spat (with our coalition part-
ners). If indeed there’s a spat, you
should be asking that party but as
far as I’'m aware, there’s none in-
volving us (the DAP),” Lim, who’s
also DAP secretary-general, said.

“There are opinions offered. I
think the fact that we are all very
strong individuals, we offer our
opinions forcefully. That doesn’t
mean a spat exists. There’s give and
take (among us),” he added.

* EQUATING PENANG
WITH 1MDB

ON June 3, Lim refuted claims by
Youth and Sports Minister Khairy
Jamaluddin when the latter drew
comparisons to the loan from
China to the state government with
the 1IMDB issue of the federal
government.

“Khairy Jamaluddin in a state-
ment said the fact that the Chinese
government is willing to lend
money to Penang state government
shows that nothing is extraordinary
with certain projects related to
IMDB which are done with the
Chinese government,” said Lim.

“Ninety-nine per cent of projects
in Penang are done by open tenders.
Don’t equate what we are doing
with the federal government’s
handling of projects under IMDB,”
he added.

*CHINA EXIM BANK
SPEAKING to the press after a
charity event at the Hard Rock
Hotel Penang on May 27, Chief
Minister Lim Guan Eng said the
loan offer from China Exim Bank
to the state government is a recog-
nition of the state’s credibility and
sound financial standing.

“This is not a private commer-
cial bank but a national bank in
China. It is proof of the state’s
credibility and financial soundness
to be accorded this rare recogni-
tion,” he said.

He also corrected an English
daily in its report which said the
loan to be taken by the state govern-
ment had received the blessings of
the Prime Minister.

“I have never used the word
blessing. My words have been
twisted again. I said the PM had

suggested that a law needed to be
passed unanimously in the state
assembly if a loan is taken from
another country,” added Lim.

*KEDAH’S AMAN LAUT
LIM voiced his surprise on May
30 that the Kedah state government
had allowed reclamation works to
start on the so-called “Dubai of
Kedah” project despite not having
the Environment Impact Assess-
ment (EIA) report.

“I’m shocked that Kedah can do
the (Aman Laut) project without
the EIA report. And I don’t see in
the papers anyone criticising the
Kedah state government for allow-
ing the project to commence with-
out the EIA report. I don’t know
what the Kedah exco for environ-

ment Dr. Leong Yong Kong is
doing,” Lim said. “Any reclama-
tion project above 50 hectares must
have an EIA report. According to
Section 34A of the Environmental
Quality Act 1974, one can be fined
RM500,000 or jailed up to five
years for not submitting an EIA
report before reclamation works
begin. Why is there no one asking
for this section to be enforced? Is
this a special project? For us in
Penang, even with an EIA report
approved, we get condemned!” he
added.

*CHIEF MINISTER INCOR-
PORATED

ON May 31, Lim gave detailed
explanation pertaining to the role
of Chief Minister Incorporated

(CMI) in the land purchase involv-
ing Island Hospital at Peel Avenue.

“(CMI) is a holding company
when we want to do transactions
with private companies. This is
because the state government can-
not do this type of commercial
contracts. So you have to have a
separate body to enter into such
contracts. For example, when we
talk about land. We cannot be rent-
ing out land for more than three
years. It has to be either by TOL or
alease,” Lim said.

“So in order to facilitate the
payment after they have received
the licence, that’s why we need the
CMI which is 100% wholly owned
by the state government. And this
is practised by all the states,” he
added.

Bicycle rental shops
need ‘trader’s licence’

THE Penang Island City Council
(MBPP), through the Full Board
Meeting of Council (MBM) which
was held on May 25, decided that
all bicycle rental premises need to
be licensed starting July 1.

“Bicycle rental premises on
Penang Island need to apply for a
‘trader’s licence’ in order for them
to rent out bicycles to locals and
tourists.

“The licence will only be given
for two-wheeled cycles and with
the enforcement of this new guide-
line, renting and usage of ‘more
than two-wheeled cycles’ such as
quadricycle is prohibited on the
roads,” said MBPP councillor Ong
Ah Tiong at a press meet held after
the council’s full-board meeting.

Each bicycle will have its own
number plate and with this ap-
proach the council will be able to

identify whether the premises are
operating legally.

“This is a new business trend in
town and for those who do not
comply with the guidelines MBPP
will either impose a compound of
RM250 or take legal action against
them in accordance with the Mu-
nicipal Council of Penang Island
Trade, Businesses And Industries
By-Laws, 1991, he said.

“I therefore urge all traders to
apply for the licence through the
MBPP Licensing Department
before the date of enforcement,”
added Ong.

Unacceptable drop
in TP1M funds

EXCO for Town & Country Plan-
ning and Housing Jagdeep Singh
said the decrease of Tabung Penye-
lenggaraan 1 Malaysia (TP1M)
funds by the federal government is
unacceptable.

He said the Housing Committee
(JPPPPP/ SPEC) will continue to
select eligible candidates for vari-
ous housing schemes in the state.

“After the formation of SPEC in
August 2013, a total of 38 selections
were made to choose 18,152 ap-
plicants for affordable housing A,
6,463 for B, and 10,980 for C.

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‘Stop rapists marrying victims’

DATA sourced from the Roy-
al Malaysian Police showed
12,987 cases of child sexual
assaults from January 2012
till July 2016 in Malaysia.
However, only 2,189 cases
were filed and only 140 per-
petrators were convicted.

“This means for 17% of
cases filed, there is only 1%
conviction. This clearly
showed that sexual crime to-
wards children in the country
is very serious,” exco for
Youth & Sports, Women,
Family and Community De-
velopment Chong Eng said at
the state assembly sitting re-
cently.

During the debate on the
bill in Parliament, it was re-

ported that Tasek Gelugor MP
Datuk Shabudin Yahaya men-
tioned that a girl between
12—-15 years old who looks
like an 18 year-old is ready
for marriage.

He also reportedly said
some nine-year-old girls who
look mentally and physically
matured are ready for mar-
riage, and this will solve the
problem (rape victim marry-
ing their rapist).

Chong Eng commented the
notion of rape victims marry-
ing their rapist does not hold
water and was totally unac-
ceptable.

‘This subject should be
confronted not because
Shabudin is a member of Ba-

risan Nasional but this mind-
set portrays the rape myth
which will worsen the situa-
tion for victims.

Chong Eng added that such
crimes cannot be settled by
the rapist marrying the victim.

“Do we encourage the rap-
ist to have a non-consent mar-
riage by taking the victim as
his wife,” she asked.

She commented that under
the country’s law and interna-
tional rules of human rights,
rape is a crime.

“Marrying rapists to their
victims represents closing
‘the problem’ in a flash, but
the reality is continued vio-
lence towards the victims,”
she stressed.
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Phee on ‘No free
plastic bags’

STATE exco member for
Welfare, Caring Society and
Environment Phee Boon
Poh, in his winding-up
speech, told the legislative
assembly that guidelines in
the campaign for the “Day
without free plastic bags” is
based on a mechanism
known as “Register- Collect-
Handover”.

He said the state under its
new guidelines for the cam-
paign since March 1, had
permitted premises regis-
tered with the local authori-
ties to collect 20 sen from
customers for plastic bags as
the management of the prem-
ises are duty-bound to sur-
render the collection to the
local authorities to be hand-
ed over to the state.

Phee said this to a ques-
tion raised by Bertam as-
semblymember Shariful
Azhar Othman who proposed
to the state to replace the

plastic bags with paper bags
as he said customers do not
mind paying 20sen for each
plastic bag.

Phee said while he accepts
Shariful’s proposal, it is too
drastic a decision to make
without getting the stake-
holders involved in the cam-
paign to do away with the
plastic bags.

“With this new guideline,
businesses are given an av-
enue and opportunity to
commit to a voluntary com-
mitment to change plastic
bags to paper bags. Premises
that successfully achieve the
aim of the campaign will be
recognised as a ‘Free of
plastic bags premises’ by the
state government.

“The state government
believes and is confident
that the enforcement of the
new guidelines will help to
reduce the use of plastic
bags in the state,” he said.

Creating more job opportunities

DEPUTY Chief Minister II
Professor P. Ramasamy
(DAP-Perai), who is also
exco for economic planning,
education, human resources
and science, technology &
innovation ,in his winding-up
speech in the state assembly
gave a detailed account on the
issues raised pertaining to his
portfolio.

Lim Siew Khim (DAP-
Singai Pinang) and Lau Keng
Ee (DAP-Pengkalan Kota) had
suggested providing job op-
portunities for locals instead
of roping in foreign workers.

Responding to that, Ra-
masamy said maintaining the
policy of hiring locals to
work in 3D sectors (Dirty,
Difficult and Dangerous) is
one of the many efforts taken
by the state government to
provide job opportunities for
locals.

“Not only that, the state

government also prohibits
foreigners from working as
cooks at hawker stalls in or-
der to maintain the quality of
world-famous Penang food
and also to preserve the im-
age of local food as well,” he
said.

In response to the question
asked by Datuk Muhammad
Farid Saad (BN-Pulau Be-
tong) pertaining to the state’s
Gross Domestic Profit (GDP),
Ramasamy said statistics re-
leased by the Department of
Statistics (Malaysia) show
Penang’s per capita Gross
Domestic Profit (GDP) now
is way better than during the
administration of the previ-
ous government.

Penang is the only indus-
trial state in Malaysia where
the manufacturing sector
contributes 45% and the ser-
vices sector contributes 50%
to the state’s GDP.
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Concerns over limits
of Penang airport

IN his winding-up speech, exco
member for Works, Utilities and
Transport Lim Hock Seng re-
sponded to questions raised by
Yeoh Soon Hin (DAP-Paya
Terubong) and Datuk Salleh
Man (PAS-Permatang Pasir)
over the extension of the Penang
International Airport and steps
taken to increase the pace of its
expansion by the federal govern-
ment.

“The state government has
raised the matter with the fed-

eral government and in particu-
lar, to the Transport Minister.
The suggestion to extend the
airport was raised by means of
the third Rolling Plan of the 11th
Malaysia Plan this year and the
result of the said request or sug-
gestion would be made known
by the fourth quarter of this
year,” Lim, who’s Bagan Jermal
assemblymember, said.

He also added that the exten-
sion of the airport is needed to
enable it to meet the capacity of
10 million passengers a year
from its existing capacity of 6.5

million.

On matters concerning the
Penang Sky Cab project and the
Penang Undersea Tunnel raised
by Muhamad Farid Saad (BN-
Pulau Betong), Lim replied that
work would begin for the Sky
Cab once the necessary approv-
als from the relevant depart-
ments and agencies have been
obtained while the undersea
tunnel is at its feasibility study
stage.

“The Penang Undersea Tun-
nel, also known as the ‘Third
Link’, which connects Gurney

Drive and Bagan Ajam, is still
at its feasibility study stage and
is 87% completed. The feasibil-
ity study was initially estimated
to be completed by December
2016 but an extension was
granted to the contractor until
September 2017 as it was taken
into account of the need to co-
ordinate the information with
the main plan involving sea
reclamation at Bagan Ajam by
Syarikat Rayston Consortium
Butterworth Sdn Bhd (RCBSB)
which has yet to be finalised.”
