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‘FT of Penang’ may
end up like Labuan

THE lack of development in the
Federal Territory of Labuan can
serve as a glimpse of Penang’s
future if it were to be federalised,
said Chief Minister Lim Guan

Eng.
Lim said Labuan’s lack of
development was raised in

Parliament on March 13 by
Kalabakan MP Datuk Seri Abdul
Ghapur Salleh.

“An Umno MP questioned
why there was no development in
Labuan and asked why till today,
Labuan remains the same despite
it being a federal territory,” he
said during a press conference at
his office on March 14.

He said this showed that
Putrajaya could not keep its
promises, not even to Sabah
which is a Barisan Nasional state.

“This is an admission by an
Umno Member of Parliament
from Sabah that nothing much
had changed in Labuan. The
statement wasn’t made by the
Opposition but by an Umno
leader in Sabah,” Lim said.

“It’s questionable
effectively ~ Tengku
(Federal Territories
Datuk Seri Tengku Adnan
Tengku Mansor) carries out
his responsibilities as a federal
territories minister. His own
parliamentary comrade is
criticising his job performance.
And now he even wants to enlarge
his federal territories to include
the whole state of Penang. This is
against the Federal Constitution,

against the concept of Malaysia
and against the rights of the
people of Penang,” he added.

“This is why Penangites are
smart, if you look at the ‘I &
Penang Run’, more than 10,000
came out to show that they love
Penang and rejected the federal
territory idea,” he said.

Lim said the state government
will organise the second “I
@ Penang” Run on April 9 in
Butterworth.

He said the Butterworth event
is expected to involve at least
5,000 participants.

Lim then expressed gratitude
to the 10,000 people who turned
up at Beach Street on March 12
to participate in the run to oppose
any attempt to federalise the state.

The event is part of the “1 &
Penang” campaign that included a
just-concluded logo competition,
which was launched by the state
government after the proposal

by Federal Territories Minister
Datuk Seri Tengku Adnan
Tengku Mansor created waves of
displeasure among Penangites.

Behind the  carnival-like
atmosphere at Beach Street on
March 12, was a deep sense of
love and pride for the state as
everyone who turned up on that
fateful morning shared a common
objective - “Say No to Tengku
Adnan”.

Clad in their white T-shirts

with the now famous slogan, the
6-km run seemed like a walk in
the park, as the participants that
included the young and the old of
all races, were flagged off in two
waves and were fueled by their
passion for and belief in Penang’s
very existence as a state within
the Federation of Malaysia.

The message to Tengku
Adnan, sent through the means
of mass confessions of Penang
lovers, was indeed loud and clear.
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Upgraded
roads set
to benefit

the people

THE upgrading works currently
taking place for the twin roads of
Jalan Paya Terubong and Jalan
Bukit Kukus at a cost of RM275
million is expected to be com-
pleted by January 2019.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng,
who visited the upgrading site on
March 6, was happy to note that
once completed, traffic conges-
tion in the area could be reduced
by 20% and would benefit more
than 400,000 Penangites who live
on the island.

“This is so far, the biggest
project by the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP). Upon comple-
tion, not only will the traffic
congestion be reduced by 20% in
areas covering Paya Terubong,
Balik Pulau and Air Itam at peak
hours but also reduce the risk for
accidents at the winding and steep
path between Paya Terubong and
Relau,” Lim told the press.

Also at the site were exco

member for Works, Utilities and
Transport Lim Hock Seng, Pen-
ang Island mayor Datuk Patahiyah
Ismail, Wong Hon Wai who’s
political secretary to the Chief
Minister and Paya Terubong as-
semblymember Yeoh Soon Hin.

The mayor told the press that
the mega project undertaken by
the MBPP will take three years to
complete.

Work began on Jan 15, 2016
and is estimated to be completed
on Jan 14,2019.

She added that the excess
length for the Jalan Paya Ter-
ubong twin roads is 20.117 km
and bicycle lanes equipped with
LED lights are installed along the
whole length of Jalan Bukit
Kukus, thus making it safe and
ideal for cyclists.

“The completion rate of the
project currently stands at
33.6%and is on schedule to meet
the deadline,” she added.

Sunken road stretch
to be repaired

THE 2.7 km stretch of Tun Lim
Chong Ewe Expressway near
Pesiaran Karpal Singh, which
has shown signs of sunken
surfaces, will be resurfaced and
milled to restore it back to its
original condition.

Public Works, Utilities and
Transportation exco Lim Hock
Seng said repair work will start
soon.

The project will cost around
RM1 4 million.

“Repair work will be carried
out from 12am to 6am daily
during the duration of repair
work,” Lim told a media con-
ference on March 21 held at the

highway.

Also present were 1JM sen-
ior manager (property develop-
ment) Fong Choon Fuoi.

Lim added that the re-
pair work on the affected high-
way stretch is expected to take
around two to three months to
be completed.

“This stretch of highway
was constructed about five
years ago.

“Recent feedback about
bumpy rides and sunken sur-
face from road users in the area
prompted the authorities con-
cerned to take remedial ac-
tion,” Lim said.

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Relief for Jalan Zoo commuters

THE much dreaded peak hour
traffic congestion at Air Itam
will be a thing of the past once
the project to connect Jalan Zoo
to Jalan Kampung Pisang from
the Jalan Air Itam junction is
completed in July this year.

According to Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng, who in-
spected the site on March 6,
the Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) project will ben-
efit as many as 150,000 resi-
dents who live in Air Itam,
Paya Terubong, Air Putih and
Kebun Bunga.

“This project costs RM13.65
million but is actually RM23
million if we take into account
the cost involved in land ac-
quisition and the construction
of a 30-metre bridge across Air
Itam river,” he said.

“The ‘multiplier effect’ of
this project’s efficacy will
benefit 150,000 people who
live in this vicinity,” the chief
minister added.

Lim and his entourage who
included exco member for
Works, Utilities and Transport
Lim Hock Seng, Penang Island

mayor Datuk Patahiyah Is-
mail, Wong Hon Wai who’s
political secretary to the Chief
Minister and Paya Terubong
assemblymember Yeoh Soon
Hin spent almost an hour at the
site.

The mayor also told report-
ers that the project will take
18 months to complete starting
from Dec 29, 2015.

“As of today, the comple-
tion rate stands at 78% and I'm
happy to note that everything
is on schedule. It shall be com-
pleted in July,” she said.



CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
clarified that the number of partici-
pants in the “I ® Penang” Run that
took place on March 12 exceeded
10,000 and not merely stood at
thousands as reported in an English
daily.

“] want to state it clearly that
there were more than 10,000 run-
ners. And why was that? The
more than 10,000 runners
each paid RM15 for a T-
shirt. So, we have the total
sum of money to prove it.
Why was it only reported as
thousands of runners?” Lim
said during a press confer-
ence on March 16.

“Again, we understand
that the daily wanted to run us
down. When we have more
than 10,000 participants, the
figure was reduced. Or when
the other side had tens of peo-
ple, it will be reported hun-
dreds of thousands. Those who
oppose us would be magnified
while those who support us
would be reduced,” he added.

Furthermore, the chief min-
ister also disclosed the registra-
tion figures for the second round of
the run in Butterworth scheduled to
be on April 9 had increased by
2 000 within a span of one day, with
more than 5,000 signing up by
March 16.

Referring to an article concern-
ing allocations for Chinese schools

development and administrative
allocations to national Chinese
schools (SJKCs) are within the
ambit of the federal government.
“SJKCs are national schools
which follow the curriculum set by
the federal government and thus,

“These are national schools
where the curriculum is run by
- the federal government. So,
there’s a responsibility to pro-
vide both development and
administrative or operating al-
locations to such schools,” Lim
said.

“The federal government must
provide operating and development
allocations or else why call them
government schools? The refusal
by the federal government to pro-
vide development allocations to
these schools has given them no
choice but to try get money and
donations from the public,” he
added.

State still
mulling on
minimum
price for
foreign house
purchase

THE state government is still
weighing an application from
developers to reduce the mini-
mum price for foreign house
purchasers in the state, said
state housing exco Jagdeep
Singh Deo.

He said the state needed to
study the reasons and justifica-
tions behind the application.

Jagdeep then rejected a news
article published in a local Ma-
lay daily on March 13 that
special discounts were given to
foreigners purchasing homes in
Penang.

“There is no such thing, no
such discount, this is inaccurate
and lies by the daily,” he said at
a press conference in Komtar on
March 14.

Jagdeep explained that Pen-
ang Real Estate and Housing
Developers Association (Reh-
da) proposed for the state gov-
ernment to reduce the minimum
price for foreign purchase of
properties in Penang as well as
the 3% levy.

“We had a property confer-
ence on March 10 to get feed-
back from developers and they
had submitted this proposal and
we accepted it but we have yet
to make a decision on it,” he
added.

On Penang island, foreigners
may only buy landed property
priced above RM2 million and
above RM1 million for strati-
fied units.

The minimum price for the
mainland is RM1 million for
landed property and RM500,000
for stratified properties.

Jagdeep said Rehda asked
for this to be reduced to
RMB800,000 for statified units
on the island.

Penang applies a 3% levy on
all property purchases by for-
eigners.

This was introduced in 2015
to curb foreign speculation of
Penang properties and only in-
dustrial purchases through the
Penang Development Corpora-
tion are exempted from this.

IN spite of the uncertainties currently affecting
the property market in the country, Penang is
still coping well with the least drop in prop-
erty transactions.

This was confirmed by Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng when he officiated the Penang In-
ternational Property (PIP) Conference 2017
on March 10.

“Although there has been a drop in residen-
tial property transactions, we can breathe a
sigh of relief as the same statistics show that
of all urban cities in Malaysia namely Kuala
Lumpur, Selangor, Johor Baru and Penang,
despite all recording a drop in such residential
property transactions, Penang proved to be the
urban city with the lowest drop,” Lim said in
his speech.

Among those who were present included
Town & Country Planning and Housing exco
Jagdeep Singh, Seberang Perai Municipal
Council (MPSP) president Datuk Maimunah
Mohd Sharif, Penang Real Estate and Housing
Developers’ Association (Rehda) chairman

tional Real Estate Federation (FIABCI) chair-
man Datuk Khor Siang Gin.

The one-day event, which is in its third
year, was organised by the State Housing
Committee and Penevents Sdn Bhd.

State housing policies benefit locals

THE state government cannot comply with the
request made by the Real Estate & Housing
Developers’ Association Malaysia (Rehda) to
revise the minimum price limit of stratified
properties on the island for foreigners from
the current RM1 million to RM800,000.
“The state government, however, agrees to
reduce the approval fee for foreigners cur-
rently at 3% to 1.5% for stratified properties
on Penang island which cost between RM1
million and RM1.5 million. The state’s ap-

proval fee for stratified properties which ex-
ceed RM1.5 million remains at 3%,” exco
member for Town & Country Planning and
Housing Jagdeep Singh told the press on
March 16.

Furthermore, the state government has also
decided to increase the minimum price of
purchases of landed properties on the island
by foreigners from RM2 million to RM3 mil-
lion so as to protect the interest of locals
caused by the depreciation of the ringgit.

“The state government is of the opinion that
the serious depreciation of the ringgit since
2016 justifies the decision to increase the
minimum price for foreigners,” he added.

Jagdeep said that it remains a state govern-
ment policy to ensure continuous and suffi-
cient supply of affordable housing priced be-
tween RM42,000 and RM300,000.

According to him, a total of 65,796 units of
affordable housing are currently being built or
had been built since 2008.

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Imposter on rounds to solicit bribes

RESTAURANT and cafe owners in
Penang are advised to be aware of an
imposter acting as an enforcement of-
ficer from the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP).

Wearing a blazer and holding stacks
of files to give the impression of au-
thority, he would pleasantly ask for
bribes over licensing matters.

MBPP Licensing and Public Health
Standing Committee alternate chair-
man Ong Ah Teong said the imposter,
believed to be in his 40s, was last seen
at a restaurant in Jalan Anson on March
16 where he demanded to verify licens-
ing documents.

Ong added the man fled the scene
when the restaurant owner called up
the council to verify his identity.

He said the man was also spotted
carrying out “visits” at restaurants in
Jalan Burma early this month and in
Gat Lebuh Melayu on Feb 22.

“He normally goes to these prem-
ises on his own and wears a black
blazer with no MBPP logo while car-
rying a ‘summons’ book.

“This is almost identical to how an

MBPP enforcement officer would
dress”, Ong told a press conference at
the City Hall on March 19.

Also present were MBPP licensing
director, Azman Surin, its assistant
licensing officer, Muhammad Ammar
Hashim, Financial Management Com-
mittee alternate chairman Joseph Ng
and councillors Gan Ay Ling, Syer-
leena Abdul Rashid and Goh Choon
Keong.

Ong explained that MBPP enforce-
ment officers always visited premises
in pairs and would show an authority
card to the owner before entering.

A CCTYV footage of the man at a
restaurant in Gat Lebuh Melayu was
shown by Ong during the press confer-
ence.

Ong said the owner had filed a po-
lice report and that MBPP planned to
hand over the CCTV footage and sup-
porting documents to the police to
carry out investigations and identify
the culprit.

Third phase of Penang Hill upgrading project

SINCE April 2011, the number
of visitors to Penang Hill has
increased tremendously to 1.6
million in 2016, an increase of
some one million.

“Since 2011, we have suc-
cessfully completed several
projects to raise the comfort and
experience of our visitors,”
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
said when he launched the
ground-breaking ceremony of
the third phase of the lower sta-
tion of Penang Hill on March
10.

Also present were general

manager of Penang Hill Corpo-
ration (PHC) Cheok Lay Leng,
political secretary to the Chief
Minister Wong Hong Wai and
exco for Local Government,
Traffic Management and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow.

The cost of the third phase
project, to be done in three
stages, is RM7.1 million and it
will be completed in August
2018.

In October 2012, PHC em-
barked on the Phase One project
to construct a retractable roof to
provide shade to visitors at the

lower station and also to con-
struct an elevated walkway at
the upper station.

The project costing RM3 .4
million was completed in Au-
gust 2013. In April 2015, the
RM7.7 million phase two pro-
ject was completed.

Under this project, an obser-
vation deck comprising three
tiers of viewing decks and the
iconic skywalk were built, giv-
ing visitors an unobstructed
panoramic view of George
Town and Seberang Perai at 750
metres above sea level.

The first stage of this project
will see the upgrading and ad-
dition of more facilities and
increase of waiting areas as well
as food and beverage outlets,
retail space, Penang Science
Cafe to rekindle interest in sci-
ence and technology, roof-top
walk and a multi-purpose hall.

The second stage will see the
upgrading of the middle section
and the third stage is the up-
grading of the ticketing coun-
ters.

“The upgrading works for the
lower station of Penang Hill are

for the comfort of visitors while
waiting for the funicular ride to
the top of the hill,” said Lim,
who is also PHC chairman.

Meanwhile, Cheok said the
Penang Hill funicular system
carried more than 1.6 million
passengers last year, so this
upgrading project is definitely
vital in increasing visitors’ com-
fort and enjoyment, besides
another big effort by the state
government for Penang Hill to
become the hill resort of choice
in Malaysia and its surrounding
region.

Get your facts right on
unemployment figures in
Penang, CM tells Dr Hilmi

DEPUTY Health Minister Datuk
Seri Dr Hilmi Yahaya was chided
by Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
for misleading the public on unem-
ployment figures in Penang.

The Balik Pulau MP from Umno
was recently quoted as saying up
to 6,000 jobs in the state were lost,
thus causing a rise in unemploy-
ment in Penang.

“I hope Dr. Hilmi will do his
homework because he doesn’t.
Please check your facts and make
sure they are right. As a deputy
minister, your views and state-
ments must be based upon facts,”
Lim said to the press on March 18.

“He recently said 6,000 jobs
were lost in Penang. But if we were
to scrutinise the numbers provided
in Parliament, for 2015 only 1,102
jobs were lost in Penang while in
March, 2016 the figure stood at 82.
But bear in mind when a factory
closes, there are also those which
open. When there is retrenchment,
there is also vacancy for new jobs.

“Look at the figures released by
MIDA. For 2015, more than 18,000
new jobs were created. For the first
half of 2016, nearly 6,000 new jobs
were created. So, overall within the
period of 18 months, more than
24,000 new jobs were up for grabs
in the market. I hope Dr Hilmi will
do his math on the number of jobs

which were available during the
said period,” Lim said.

On a separate matter, former
PBA Holdings Bhd (PBAHB)
general manager Datuk Liew
Chook San, who’s also adviser to
the temple building committee of
Hean Boo Keong Devotees’ As-
sociation, recorded his heartfelt
appreciation to the state govern-
ment and especially to Lim for
contributing to the temple building
fund.

“Let me put it this way, as far as
we are concerned, we look at which
ever party feels more for the peo-
ple.

Komtar aims for world’s
tallest mural

PENANG?’s iconic Komtar will
feature the world’s tallest mural
by year-end due to an inspiring
effort to get into international re-
cord books by the company run-
ning the mall and its rooftop res-
taurant.

From the bottom up, the mural
will feature three Penang dragon
boats, the iconic George Town-
Butterworth ferry, the Penang
Bridge, drawings of Penang folk
and heritage building window
panes. It will be topped off with a
drawing of the sky and a rainbow.

Supported by the Penang state
government, the Only World
Group (OWG) will sponsor five
mural artists who will paint over
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the metal facade of what was sup-
posed to be a bubble lift spanning
the height of the building.

The metal canvas extends
about 13 metres, which means the
artists will have to paint over a
surface of nearly 3,000 sq metres.

The 230-metre mural will com-
prise four collages showing the
essence of Penang — skies, archi-
tecture, people and the sea.

It will make full use of
Komtar’s massive height and is
slated for completion in six
months’ time at the cost of ap-
proximately RM300,000. Nippon
Paint has pledged to sponsor
RM30,000 in paint.

The artists will work five days
a week, eight hours a day on the
mural, which will take nearly
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1,000 hours of work in total.
Painting will start “any time
soon”, the organisers said.

Komtar has been the tallest
building in the state since its com-
pletion in 1985. It was initially
232 metres tall with 65 storeys.
After renovation in 2015, OWG
added a rooftop eatery and “sky
deck”, raising it to 68 floors and
bringing its height to 249 metres.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
said the new mural would further
revitalise the landmark.

“The mural will be a visual
symbol of Penang’s intrinsic
strengths — our beautiful people
and rich heritage, and the im-
mense potential that lies ahead for
us,” he said when launching the
project at Komtar on March 9.

Among those present were
OWG chief executive officer
Datuk Seri Richard Koh and Nip-
pon Paint Malaysia group market-
ing assistant general manager,
Alex Yoong Choong Kheong.

Meanwhile, Koh said the com-
pany hoped to beat the current
mural record of 70 metres in the
Guinness Book of World Records.

“We hope this will make Pen-
ang awesome and bright and put
Malaysia on the world map,” he
said in a press conference later.

One of the five artists, Falah
Naim, said it would be the experi-
ence of a lifetime for the group.

He said they will spend eight
hours a day for the next six
months suspended on two gondo-

las, working their way up.

“We are not sure if we are
afraid of heights, but this project
is the only way to tell,” said Falah,
whose stage name is IMMIN
(pronounced “Imagine”).

IMMIN and four others — Bibi-
chun, The Sliz, Kangblabla and
Sattama — are award-winning
artists with experience in painting
large-scale murals in Shanghai,
Singapore, Taiwan and the Philip-
pines.

Yoong said the artists will be
provided with 2,000 Pylox spray
cans for the project.

“Arange of 106 colours will be
available, and the materials are
environmentally friendly,” Yoong
added.

Aftordable

housing up
for grabs

PENANGITES who want to purchase
a property at affordable prices can
now look forward to the Affordable
Housing Expo which will be held on
April 8 and 9 at Prangin Mall between
1lam and 10pm.

Speaking to the media on March
15, state exco member for Town &
Country Planning and Housing
Jagdeep Singh commended the pri-
vate sector which had collaborated
with the state government in coming
up with affordable housing for the
people of Penang.

“The state government wants to
aggressively promote its own Penang
Development Corporation (PDC)
products to the people and we also
want to acknowledge and commend
the private sector that has come on-
board to assist us in delivering afford-
able housing to Penangites,” he said.

“We urge the public to come for-
ward in good numbers to take advan-
tage of this expo because it is fully
about affordable housing. The most
important point to be noted is that the
number of units available is not too
many as the promotion of these af-
fordable housing projects have been
ongoing. We only have 2,634 units
left. So come and take advantage of

this expo,” Jagdeep added.

Another round of the expo for this
year, according to the Housing exco,
would be in July at Queensbay Mall.

On a separate matter, Jagdeep also
announced that in line with the state
government’s “I  Penang” cam-
paign, the State Housing Committee
had chosen 49 blocks in 10 public
housing schemes throughout Penang
to have the now famous slogan
painted on them to reflect Penangites’
love for their state.

“This is our first phase. And of
course, we will consider more to come
upon its completion. The state govern-
ment has allocated a budget of
RM?222,190.20 to cover the expendi-
ture of painting the slogans,” the Da-
tok Keramat assemblymember said.

Measuring 23ft x 8ft, each slogan
will cost RM2,468.78 and two will be
painted on each block in different
languages to reflect the multilingual-
ism of Penangites in general.

Work will commence by the end of
March.

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Court
dismisses
judicial
review

on EC
exercise

THE Penang High Court on March 13 dis-
missed a judicial review application against
the Election Commission’s (EC) delimitation
exercise filed by DAP MP Zairil Khir Jo-
hari.

In dismissing the application without
costs, Justice Lim Chong Fong said the time
was not appropriate for a judicial review of
the delimitation exercise as the process is
still ongoing.

He said the EC will submit a report on the
exercise to the Prime Minister as provided
for under the Federal Constitution.

Zairil, through his lawyer Yap Boon Hau,
had named EC as respondent and filed a
judicial review seeking a declaration that the
proposed recommendations by EC for Pen-
ang’s parliamentary and state constituencies
are null and void.

The Bukit Bendera MP claimed that the
EC’s proposal did not address the malap-
portionment of constituencies in Penang.

He also sought a declaration that the EC’s
failure to review the boundaries of Bukit
Bendera, Tanjung Bungah, Air Putih, Kebun
Bunga and Pulau Tikus constituencies was
unconstitutional and thus, null and void.

Later, outside the courtroom, Zairil said
the judge was not throwing the case out
entirely except to say that the time was not
right for it now since the process is not
completed yet.

“Now, we have to think of whether to
move forward or wait for a later stage,” he
said.

He said Penang’s case is unique as he has
filed a judicial review over EC not conduct-
ing any delimitation exercise to correct any
alleged malapportionment of constituencies
in Penang.

Yap said they will study the judge’s writ-
ten grounds before deciding on the next
course of action.
