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Surprising growth in

airport’s passenger figures

THE increase in the total number of
passengers handled at the Penang
International Airport for the first
quarter of this year compared with
the corresponding period of 2016
surprised even the state government.

This was stated by Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng after he had
graced the unveiling ceremony of
The Light City on May 9,a 4.1 mil-
lion sq ft integrated waterfront de-
velopment expected to be com-
pleted by 2021.

“For the first three months of
2017, passengers at the Penang In-
ternational Airport grew to 1.98
million for the January-March pe-
riod compared to 1.57 in the same
period last year, a surprising 26%
growth,” he said.

“We hope the federal govern-
ment will look at it (the expansion
of the existing airport in Bayan
Lepas) from the national perspec-
tive by approving (the expansion).
There is communication between
the state and federal governments
on this matter and they are positive

Middle path approach

to tackle water issue,
says Chief Minister

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
said the state will take the “middle
approach” to tackle water issues
related to the recent proposed hike
in water conservation surcharge.
He suggested that those using
more than 35,000 litres a month
would have to pay a penalty fee.
The Chief Minister said this
when asked to comment on the
recent backlash following the an-
nouncement on the surcharge hike
at a press conference in Komtar on
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April 26.

Lim said the water tariff at 32
sen per 1,000 litres in the state is
the lowest in the country.

“We have to see to the future.
Feedback from non-governmental
organisations (CAP/Water World)
suggested the penalty be imposed
to encourage the public to conserve
water, which will help in our state
policy of ‘No Water Rationing’,”
he added.

He mentioned that Penang has
so far not experienced any water
rationing during the current admin-
istration.

“We took action on any forest
clearing activities found, in efforts
to maintain an ideal environment,”
Lim said.

Commenting further, he said
ensuring sufficient supply of water
is a basic requirement to continued
progress and prosperity of the
state.

Meanwhile, in a related devel-
opment, Perbadanan Bekalan Air
Pulau Pinang Sdn Bhd (PBAPP)
chief executive officer Datuk
Jaseni Maidinsa on April 27
stressed that the water conserva-
tion surcharge (WCS) review is not
a water tarif review.

At the press conference, he
added that there are three key dif-
ferences, namely:
¢ Awater tariff review will affect
all trade and domestic consumers
but a WCS review will only
affect about 25% of domestic con-
sumers in Penang. All trade con-
sumers are not affected by the
WCS.

e It will also not affect 75% of
domestic consumers.

¢ Awater tariff review will affect
consumers regardless of the vol-
ume of their water consumption. ®
A WCS review will only affect
domestic consumers who use more
than 35,000 litres of water per
month.

* A water tariff review does not
offer anyone an option to avoid
paying more. A WCS review of-
fers domestic consumers the option
of avoiding the WCS by just using
less water at home.

“The option to avoid paying is

the big and main difference of the
WCS. It clearly proves that WCS
is aimed at encouraging people to
save water.

“We want people to avoid the
WCS by saving or conserving
water at home,” Jaseni said.

He commented that domestic

consumers not affected by WCS
were:
1. Domestic consumers who use
less than 35,000 litres per month.
2. Charitable/non-profit organisa-
tions, such as clubs/society/asso-
ciations/welfare homes /NGOs/
homes for the aged/spastic centres,
also hospitals, hostels, orphanage,
residential (non-trade) main meters
and schools/institutes of higher
learning (government/public).

Jaseni said as for big house-
holds with eight persons or more,
they are currently entitled to
PBAPP’s

‘WCS 60’ rebate whereby they
already enjoy a 60% rebate.

Application for this “WCS 60’
rebate can be made via forms is-
sued at all PBAPP Customer Ser-
vice Centres and PBAPP website.

He added that Penang has one
primary raw water resource, Sun-
gai Muda, which is shared with
Kedah.

Based on the high water con-
sumption trend, it has been pro-
jected that Sungai Muda may only
meet our raw water needs until
2020.

“Penang’s domestic water tariff
for the first 35,000 litres per month
is the lowest in Malaysia at only
RMO0.32 per 1,000 liters, when the
national average is RM0.70.

“Last year, PBAPP’s domestic
water subsidy to maintain this
people-friendly tariff amounted to
RMO1 million. If we do not do
anything now, this subsidy will
increase in 2017,” he stressed.

Jaseni said Penang is a people-
friendly state.

However, RM91 million per
year in domestic water subsidies is
not sustainable or sensible.

“By right, this money should be
allocated for important water in-
frastructure projects to avoid water
rationing in Penang,” he added.

Futura-X’ that focused on tech-
nologies and applications that are
fueling new markets for electron-
ics and connecting the world.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng,
who was guest of honour at the
event, was elated that the global
electronics industry is set to re-
cord further growth and Penang is
in position to reap the benefit of
its projected development.

“We are encouraged by the
brighter outlook of the worldwide
semiconductor and electronics

industry. The World Semiconduc-
tor Trade Statistics (WSTS) fore-
cast that the semiconductor mar-
ket this year will grow by 6.5% to
USD361 billion. While all prod-
ucts will contribute to the positive
growth this year, the largest
growth is expected across sensors,
analog and memory products,” he
said.

“Many Penang-based large
local companies such as Globe-
tronics, Vitrox, Pentamaster, Inari
and Elsoft are growing their ca-
pacity in line with global demand
for these semiconductor products.

Herders invited to discuss issues caused by flies

Dr Afif said this when he vis-
ited Gems International School
Pearl City in mainland Simpang
Ampat to check on feedback on
presence of flies around the school
and a nearby supermarket on Apr
20.

Accompanying him were Se-
berang Perai Municipal Council’s
(MPSP) veterinary officer, Dr.
Fadillah Abdul Rahim and officers
from the council’s licensing de-
partment.

Dr. Afif who is also assembly-
member for Seberang Jaya urged
herders to call at his constituency
office soonest to discuss and to-
gether find the best solution to

solve the flies issue.

“If you want to blame the herd-
ers, they have been here long ago.
Developments in this area have
since been approved before 2008.

“So far, I understand that own-
ers of farms have been scheduled
to meet MPSP, but not myself yet,”
he added.

Meanwhile, Dr Fadillah said
there was five poultry farm in the
nearby area and four of them are
still operating.

“The nearest farm is just 200
meters from here (the mall),” she
added.

On Sept 5, 2012, Dr. Afif to-
gether with the deputy speaker of

the State Assemby visited Sungai
Bakap after getting a direct com-
plaint from the administration of
Gems International School.

At that instance, Dr. Afif in-
formed that flies issue can be re-
solved when modern farming
(close farming) is introduced.

He stressed a new bill related to
clauses of breeding pigs 2016
raised in the State Assembly in
November 2016 will be enforced
from 2019.

According to the enactment,
four criterias underlying modern
farming were: closed breeding
farms, barricade area, zero dis-
charge and good animal hus-
bandry practices .

Dr. Afif informed that the state
government will deal with all par-
ties interested in modern chicken
breeding and adhering to new
clauses that are relevant to poultry
farming in the country.

No illegal forest
clearing
activities on
Pulau Jerejak

EXCO for Welfare, Caring Society
and Environment Phee Boon Poh
stressed there are no illegal forest
clearing activities on Pulau Jerejak,
as claimed by certain quarters.

“There’s no such activity, only
mapping works being done for a trail
to be constructed around the island.

“There may have been some clear-
ing of bushes along the walkways to
make space and document the struc-
tures on the island but there is no
forest clearing and logging,” he said
when asked to comment on April 19
about a claim of forest clearing.

Phee added that the consultant
must be accompanied by a ranger
when clearing the walkways so that
the island’s structures can be docu-
mented in a report to be submitted to
the state government.

“I was upset with the action and
have given the consultant a warning
for clearing the undergrowth and
bushes without getting permission or
informing us.

“The consultant is believed to
have been hired by UDA Holdings
which wanted to develop the 32 4ha
land on Pulau Jerejak so they have
mapped the island. However, the
cleared area was not part of the
32.4ha,” he said.

Phee added an illegal fishing cha-
let was built there about two months
ago but it had since been demolished
by the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and state Land Office.

“The authorities are closely mon-
itoring the island to ensure that noth-
ing illegal is going on there.”

Social activist Anil Netto posted
in his blog on April 16 alleging that
part of the forest on Pulau Jerejak had
been cleared.

He said a strip of about 150m long
near the northeast coast of the island
was cleared as a passageway through
the forest.

A video of the cleared trail and a
map image were attached in the post-
ing, showing the section where the
forest was cleared.

Netto also posted photographs of
workers with chainsaws and ma-
chetes, and questioned whether ap-
proval was granted for clearing the
forest.

He urged the participants of Pen-
ang Forum 7 to call for Pulau Jerejak
to be gazetted as a state park.

The forum which attracted about
100 participants suggested that the
whole isle be gazetted as a state herit-
age site under the Penang State
Heritage Enactment.

Restoration work on six heritage buildings

SIX heritage buildings at Lebuh
Kimberly in George Town, catego-
rised under Heritage Building Cat-
egory 2, are presently under repair
for restoration purposes.

The restoration project of the
buildings owned by the Penang Is-
land City Council (MBPP) involves
six premises at No. 94, 96, 98, 100,
102 and 102A.

Itis a joint venture among MBPP,
George Town World Heritage Incor-
porated (GTWHI), Think City Sdn.
Bhd. (ThinkCity), Penang Heritage
Trust (PHT) and Penang Appren-
ticeship Programmes for Artisan
(PAPA).

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, in
his speech at the launching ceremo-
ny on May 4, said a structural
analysis taken by MBPP in 2017
showed that all structures of the
concerned buildings had aged and
experienced serious damage.

“These buildings are classified as
Heritage Building Category 2 with
Southern Chinese Eclectic Style.

“From assessment carried out on
these buildings which are more than
100 years old, showed the rift of the
dividing wall was in a deteriorating

condition and wood flooring at the
top of the buildings had decayed.

“After the upgrading works, these
buildings will be refurbished into
eight spaces, where buildings at No:
94, 96, 102 and 102A will be di-
vided into six spaces.

“Meanwhile, units 98 and 100
will also be upgraded as shop hous-
es which will be occupied by two
different tenants,” he said.

RM11 million to curb

THE construction of a new pump
house near Monsoon Drain 5 at a
cost of RM11 million will soon re-
duce incidents of floods at Taman
Mangga and Jalan Juru in Bukit
Tengah.

Exco member for Local Govern-
ment, Traffic Management and Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow, who
made a site visit on April 20 to
monitor its progress, told the media
that floods happen frequently due to
the exceeded capacity of the existing
pump house with a capacity of 1.6
cubic metres per second which is no
longer able to pump water from
Monsoon Drain 5 and the Juru River
Borrow Pit into Sungai Juru itself.

“Juru River is the main river in
the Central Seberang Perai district
and Monsoon Drain 5 is the main
drain which flows into it. The areas
at the surrounding Taman Mangga,
Taman Pinang, Taman Sentul, Ta-
man Sentul Jaya and Kampung Juru
frequently get flooded when it rains
heavily and the tide is high,” Chow
said.

Also present were Bukit Tengah
assemblymember Ong Chin Wen,
Seberang Perai Municipal Council
(MPSP) councillors and officers
from the Department of Irrigation
and Drainage (JPS).

According to Chow, the state
government through its appointed
engineering firm had conducted a
detailed site study which covered a
243 sq km area.

“Actual work to construct the
new pump house will begin in No-
vember and is expected to be com-
pleted by October 2019. The work
scope includes upgrading the exist-
ing drainage system which is 400
metres in length, upgrading the exist-
ing Monsoon Drain 4 which is 2,550
metres in length, building a new
pump house with a capacity of 7.5
cubic metres per second and shifting
of utilities,” he said.

“The state government hopes
upon completion of this project,
flood problems in the surrounding
areas will be alleviated. The coop-
eration of the surrounding residents
is also much needed that no one lit-
ters in the nearby pond that will result
in blockage of water flow into the
new house pump,” he added.

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Renewable energy for the future

THE German exhibition on renewable
energy and green policies in Germany
caught the imagination of Penangites
who are striving to make Penang a
green state under its current state gov-
ernment.

The exhibition, held from April 28
to May 7, provided lessons to be learnt
and experiences shared as Germany
undertook to reduce its greenhouse gas
emissions by 21% compared with 1990
levels by 2012 since it became a signa-
tory of the Kyoto Protocol in 1997.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, in his
speech, recounted the efforts of his
government in opposing the use of
nuclear power in the country when it
was first proposed by the federal gov-
ernment.

“Penang is the first state in the coun-
try to oppose nuclear power energy
plants in Malaysia and we will continue
to do so. Since 2010, the federal govern-
ment has proposed building not one but

two mega nuclear power plants in the
country. How can such energy be safely
used in Malaysia when even advanced
countries are reducing their reliance on
nuclear energy?” Lim said when he
visited the exhibition on May 2.

“The state government also has a
vision to make Penang a ‘Cleaner,
Greener, Safer, Healthier, and Happier’
state. Since 2010, we have kick started
a series of environmental initiatives to
promote resource efficiency such as
free CAT BUS, No Free Plastic Bags
Every day, total ban on polystyrene
food containers, giving incentives to
GBI certified buildings, building cy-
cling lanes and introducing Link Bike
sharing system, and implementing
waste segregation at source policy,” the
chief minister added.

The Penang Digital Library
began operations since Oct 8§,

2016 and since then, due to
increasing demands and sup-
port from the public, it was
made known to the public on
April 20 this year that plans
were underway for it to be
opened 24 hours.

“Since the library opened
its doors to the public in Oc-
tober last year, between 1,800
and 2,000 visitors use it every
month and this is especially so
during examination period for
schools and institutions of

higher learning. This comes to
the average of around 90 visi-
tors at any given time or 50
users for every hour on aver-
age,” Lim said in his speech.

“The Penang Digital Li-
brary is a Public-Private Part-
nership between the state
government with Eastern &
Oriental Group (E&O), Key-
sight Technologies and TIME
Dotcom. Its incurred expendi-
ture amounts to RM2.5 million
for all renovation and upgrad-
ing works done to this heritage
building for the comfort of
visitors to this library,” he
added.

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No chess dress code in Penang

PENANG Chess Association
(PCA) president Lee Ewe Ghee
says there is no specific dress code
for chess players in the state.

“I want to say that there is no
dress code in Penang, players need
only be decently dressed and in
proper shoes,” he added.

Lee said this at a press confer-
ence with Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng at Komtar on May 3.

Also present were exco for
Youth & Sports, Women, Family
and Community Development
Chong Eng, PCA vice-president
Tan Eng Seong and its treasurer
Chuah Yeok Chiang.

Lee added that officials and
players should only be “smartly
attired” and not wear slippers to a

tournament.

He said PCA had never dis-
qualified anyone over a dress code
in the past 10 years.

Lee explained that each chess
tournament has different sets of
rules so the tournament prospectus
will include the dress code for

players to adhere to.

He used a tournament in Iran as
an example which required female
players to wear the hijab and an
American player had dropped out
of the tournament because she did
not agree with the dress code.

“Even the national school chess
championship by the Education
Ministry that has been running for
over 20 years has a very strict dress
codes where even the boys are not
allowed to wear short pants,” he
said.

He said in all these tourna-
ments, players were pre-informed
so the dress code was never an
issue

Lee was commenting on the
recent controversy where a
12-year-old girl had to pull out of
the National Scholastic Chess
Championship in Putrajaya when

the tournament director deemed
her knee-length dress to be ‘too
seductive’.

Meanwhile, Lim said Malaysia
has made international headlines
again for the wrong reasons.

He said news of the girl being
allegedly banned from a chess
tournament because of her knee-
length dress is now being spread
worldwide in international news.

This piece of news is in all in-
ternational media, in Washington
Post, in BBC, this is completely
unnecessary and has given people
a bad impression of Malaysia, he
said.

He added that chess is a battle
of the minds and had nothing to do
with the clothes.

Lim commented that PCA has
given its assurance that there is no
such dress code in Penang.

From sick bed to the grave care

FEB 26 this year marked an im-
portant milestone in Tan Swee
Ban’s life.

After years of patience and
many heartbreaking attempts at
securing a Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) lease of a better
place for his old folks’ home,
aptly named Peace and Harmony
Home, he finally got the place of
his choice and all his volunteers
turned up to help him move into
the new premises at 56, Jalan
Thomas, George Town.

Thus, when a female volun-
teer suddenly took out a birthday
cake to surprise him in the midst
of his busy schedule, Ah Ban, as
he is affectionately called, broke
into tears and wept openly in
front of everybody for five min-
utes and then got back to the
business of making sure his
volunteers knew where to put
each and every piece of furniture,
equipment, store supplies of
adult diapers, detergents, clean
bed sheets and whatever you can
find in a typical old folks” home,
at the right place.

That’s typical of Ah Ban, 53,
being his own usual self who puts
the welfare, happiness and com-
fort of the 22 male and six female
residents of the home above his
own.

He had his baptism of fire to
care for the elderly through an
incident which involved his un-
cle eight years ago.

“My uncle at the time was
stricken with cancer and was in
hospital. I was fully occupied
then looking after him and I saw
with my own eyes many of the
elderly folks were told to go
home despite not having any-
where to go back to. Many of the
children treated the hospital as a
dumping site for their sickly
parents,” recounted Ah Ban.

“All these heart-wrenching
incidents I saw stirred my emo-
tions a lot and I vowed that one
day I will provide a safe haven
for all these elderly and sickly
folks. I want to have a place
where I could provide a home to
at least 100 old folks before I
breathe my last,” he said.

Two names must be men-
tioned here when it comes to Ah
Ban’s path in social work. One is
full time social worker Ang Chye

Hoon, whom Ah Ban regards as
his mentor. Ang, 61, took Ah Ban
on her rounds in providing help
and care to the needy and elderly
with the latter driving her around.

Ang taught Ah Ban all that she
knew in her line of social work
— the right doors to knock, whom
to approach, how to approach,
the meticulous planning involved
and how to make the best out of
whatever limited resources they
have.

Ah Ban, being a keen learner
and armed with his zest to make
a difference in the lives of the
neglected old folks, was a pro-
tege who did not disappoint Ang
at all.

“Honestly, ’'m amazed at how
enthusiastic and quick Ah Ban
got a good grasp of how things
were to be done. I remember the
incident that resulted in his
awakening. When he first started,
he bought ten loaves of bread for
an elderly person but that person
died before he could even have a
slice of the bread. The incident
taught Ah Ban that time and tide
wait for no man and good deeds
need to be done as soon as pos-
sible to reach out to more peo-
ple,” Ang said.

The other is none other than
Sungai Pinang assemblymember
Lim Siew Khim who got to know
Ah Ban through Ang and they
have shared a cordial relationship
even before the former got elect-
ed to office in 2013.

The previous premises of
Peace and Harmony Home at
Jalan Ismail Che Mat was within

the constituency of Sungai
Pinang and after her election vic-
tory, Siew Khim made sure Ah
Ban received sufficient help in
terms of manpower from her
service centre and of course, also
the much needed assistance from
government agencies through the
proper channels to keep things
going for the home.

“It so happened that I was
selected to contest here in Sungai
Pinang and I won the seatin 2013
and that’s how Ah Ban and I have
been working closely together in
solving community issues,” Lim
told Buletin Mutiara.

“I’'m aware that Ah Ban has

been looking for a much better
place to move from Jalan Ismail
Che Mat. One which is more spa-
cious and less prone to floods. So,
when this place (56, Jalan Thom-
as) was open for tender, I strongly
encouraged him to take the leap
and go for it. His previous tenders
all failed by a narrow margin and
that explains his initial reluctance
to go for it again,” she said.
“I’'m glad that Ah Ban finally
got the place he wanted for his
senior residents. I spoke to the
councillors in the MBPP and
strongly argued his case. I appre-
ciate and can see with my own
eyes Ah Ban’s passion in caring
for the senior folks and the way
he’s doing community service. He
definitely deserves the place!” she

added.

Since moving into the new
premises in February, Ah Ban has
remained steadfast in his dream of
fulfilling his vow of some day
having at least 100 senior folks
under the roof of Peace and Har-
mony Home.

His day starts daily at Sam
when he wakes up to help bathe
the residents, changing their dia-
pers and even dressing their
wounds prior to preparing their
meals. He even performs the final
rites for those who pass away
under his care.

His monthly expenses of run-
ning the home comes to around
RM10,000 of which RM5,300 is
the rent payable to the state gov-
ernment.

According to Ah Ban, renova-
tion of the place itself cost
RM280,000 which was covered
by public donors and from his own
pockets.

Despite the odds stacked
against him in fulfilling his vow,
Ah Ban remains philosophical in
carrying out his daily routine.

“It’s not easy getting this done
but it gives me great joy to see
them happy and living their twi-
light years with dignity and secu-
rity. I’'m happy when they are
happy,” he told Buletin Mutiara.
