CHIEF Minister Lim Guan
Eng said the Island Medical
City Project Development is
a significant investment to
help Penang in its effort to
establish itself as a medical
tourism city.

The project, a world-class
medical facility with a focus on
medical tourism, when com-
pleted will be the state’s first
1000-bed private hospital.

In its first stage of develop-
ment, 300 more hospital beds
will be provided to add to its
current capacity of 300 beds.

“Complementing its func-
tions, medical suites, other
ancillary facilities and a hotel
meeting healthcare travellers’
demands, will be built in
later stages to reach a capac-
ity of 1,000 beds as its long-
term plan,” the Chief Minister
said a a press conference to
announce the project at
Komtar on May 17.

“The total project, with
gross development value ex-
ceeding RM2 billion, is ex-

pected to take five years to
complete.

“This hospital project is
situated at Peel Avenue/Pierce

Road on government land
alienated from the state gov-
ernment for a long-term lease
of RM156 million, and adja-

cent to this land is also a
medical tourist hotel to be
built on Island Hospital’s
private land,” he added.

“The revenue generated
will lead to significant addi-
tional tax income and signifi-
cantly boost medical tourism
in the state, with benefits
spilled over to complement-
ing industries.

“The economic value of
this RM2 billion project is
expected to exceed RM7 bil-
lion.

“With this, Penang is going
to further fortify its position
as the medical tourism city of
choice globally, with a year-
on-year revenue growth of
30% as projected by Malaysia
Healthcare Travel Council
(MHTC),” Lim said.

Also present were Island
Hospital director Benny Lim,
its chief operating officer Dr
Goh Kok Yeong, director of
marketing and patient services
Dennicce Chia and chief fi-
nancial officer Stephanie Lee.

Meanwhile, being one of
the largest medical tourist
hubs in Southeast Asia, this
project will provide Penang
with over 2,000 job opportu-
nities covering a broad skill
spectrum from basic labour to
medical specialists.

FIVE Penang-based jewellery compa-
nies have come together with a total
investment of RM49.6 million to form
a gold and jewellery cluster at the
Batu Kawan Industrial Park with a
spillover effect that will result in 730
jobs.

Addressing
traffic woes caused
by tour buses

THE popularity of Penang as a tourist des-
tination sees large numbers of tour buses
descending on the island during weekends
and public holidays.

This causes traffic woes in Penang espe-
cially in the areas surrounding Komtar and
also around SPICE Arena but the state
government is taking steps to address this
issue.

“Many tourist buses were sighted in the
city over the weekend due to business con-
ventions held in Penang. We have identified
an area near Queensbay where the buses
that bring passengers to SPICE Arena can
park while waiting for the passengers,” said
exco for Local Government, Traffic Man-
agement and Flood Mitigation Chow Kon
Yeow in a press conference on May 15.

“Meanwhile in the city, we are unable to
identify areas to serve as parking bays for
these buses.

“Due to inadequate parking space in the
city, bus operators are allowed to park their
buses anywhere (empty space) as long as it
doesn’t bring about traffic congestion in the
city,” he added.

Chow said the Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) is studying the matter concern-
ing inadequacy of parking space in the city
and will come up with a solution to rectify
the problem.



PBAPP seeks clarification on reported
disparity in Kedah forest reserve

PENANG?’s water authority is seeking
clarification with Kedah exco member
for Local Government, Housing, Wa-
ter Supply Source and Energy Datuk
Badrol Hisham Hashim on the actual
land area of the Ulu Muda Forest
Reserve.

According to PBAPP CEO Datuk
Jaseni Maidinsa, there are two contra-
dicting online portal reports on this
vital piece of information which re-
quire immediate clarification.

“It was mentioned by Badrol
Hisham on May 8 in an English lan-
guage news portal that the land area
for the Ulu Muda Forest Reserve is
41,375 hectares while another report
by an English paper quoting sources
by World Wide Fund for Nature
(WWF) said the land area is 160,000
hectares, which is twice the size of

Singapore,” he said.

“According to the report by the
Auditor-General, between 2009 and
2014, 46,264 hectares of forest re-
serve in Kedah had been cleared. We
(PBAPP) are keen to know from that
total land area, how much of it is
from Ulu Muda forest reserve? How
much of the Ulu Muda forest reserve
still remains? We need to be clear on
this,” Jaseni added.

He reiterated the stand of PBAPP,
through the Penang state govern-
ment, which will support Kedah in
seeking compensation of premium
value from the federal government
if it carries out conservation works
and the rehabilitation of Ulu Muda
forest reserve.

“This seeking of compensation by
Kedah ought to be done as a form of
‘national service’ for the people liv-
ing in the northern region,” noted
Jaseni.

Stark difference in land sales

A COMPARISON table was pro-
vided to the media by Chief Minis-
ter Lim Guan Eng over the sale of
state land and the profits generated
between the Barison Nasional (BN)
and Pakatan Harapan (PH).
According to figures in the table,
a total of 3,661 acres of land was

sold by BN from the early 1990s to
2008 while the current state govern-
ment only sold 106.1 acres after
2008.

The total amount raked in by BN
was RM1.0586 billion while PH
raked in RM1.1102 billion.

“The one who sold state land

recklessly is the previous state
government. It sold 3,661 acres of
land for profit while we sold only
106.1 acres and despite selling 36
times less, we got more money. We
sold land to generate greater op-
portunities for Penangites which
will last for many decades and to

enable Penang to establish itself as
amedical city in the country,” Lim
told the media on May 18.

“The state government will only
transfer the land (to Island Hospital)
upon full payment. We’re not like
BN which (in the case of) Pulau
Jerejak, transferred 88 acres to

UDA although no full payment was
made except for the first 10 per-
cent,” he added.

Lim was responding to critics on
the sale of a piece of land at Peel
Avenue to Island Hospital for the
creation of a world-class medical
facility.

Lim expressed his appreciation to all
present, including residents of the neigh-
bouring Kastella Court for showing their
support for the state government initia-
tive to make Penang a much greener and
cleaner state.

He said as everyone is aware, the state
government has fixed June 1 for the
implementation of waste segregation at
source.

“Our main aim for waste segregation
at source for the whole state is to ensure
harmony for all Penangites,” he added.

Among the objectives are:

1). To reduce pollution of the environ-
ment and the balance of the eco-system.
2). Reduce cost of waste management.
3). To minimise the amount of waste to
the dumping ground.

4). Prolong the life span of the Pulau
Burong land fill.

“Suppose one resident of Penang
throws away 1.1kg of waste daily, this
means some 1,700 to 1,800 tons of waste
will be dumped at the Pulau Burung
landfill every day * Lim said.

“In the long-run the landfill cannot be
utilised further and it will be challenging
to find a new one,” he added.

Lim said the state government
through the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and Seberang Prai Municipal
Council (MPSP) has allocated RM94 .27
million and RM101.73 million respec-
tively to take care of waste disposal and
public cleanliness in their areas.

Since the state government started the
waste segregation at source campaign
last June 1, MBPP has saved RM1 .44
million in transportation cost and
RMO0.35 million as processing cost for
the period ending 2016.

In turn, MPSP achieved a savings of
RM792,999.

AS many as 3,000 jobs will be of-
fered in the latest development of
the “GBS by the Sea” project un-
veiled by Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng on May 16.

BBS stands for Global Business
Services and the RM200 million
project, to be completed in three
years, serves as a catalyst towards
a knowledge-based economy.

GBS by the Sea is approxi-
mately 411,000 sq feet in two ad-

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Hock Seng chairs Project Monitoring Committee

STATE exco member for Works,
Utilities and Transport Lim
Hock Seng has been tasked to
chair the newly formed Project
Monitoring Committee (PMC).

And delays or time exten-
sion will need to be justified and
approved by the PMC,” said
Chow, who chairs the Local

“This monitoring system by
the state is to make sure that

projects run according to sched-
ule.” he added.
Concerning the Hilir Sungai

Pinang flood project, Chow fur-
nished the media with details of
the RM1.845 million project by

the Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) which will be com-
pleted on March 12 next year.

“The components of this pro-
ject include the construction of
1200mm wide box culvert drain
with a length of 360m at Hilir
Sungai Pinang, another similar
box culvert drain but with a
shorter length of 120m at Solok
Sungai Pinang and one more
with a width of 1500mm and
length of 135m at a soon to be
built water retention pond with
a capacity of 5187 cubic metres
and lastly, four units of pump
houses,” he said.

Once completed, the project
would benefit more than 1,000
families living in the area who
are residents of the Serina Bay
condominium and Taman Serina
low-cost flats.

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SPEAKING to reporters on May
20, Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng chided certain politicians
who had misconstrued the term
“economic game-changer”
which he had used in describing
the RM2 billion project by Is-
land Hospital.

“It seems Barisan Nasional
(BN) does not know the meaning
of ‘economic game-changer’ and
that’s why they twist its meaning
to say that I’'m changing the
rules of not practising open ten-
ders. BN does not practise open
tenders while we (the Penang
state government) practise open
tenders. Yet, BN is trying to
teach me about open tenders.
Penang still practises open ten-
ders as we haven’t changed the
rules. Why are they saying I
changed the rules? That’s be-
cause I used the term ‘economic
game-changer’,” Lim said.

“Economic game-changer
means an activity or an invest-
ment which can bring about ex-
traordinary benefits to the indus-
try and the economy generally.
Another example is when you
bring in certain companies to
come in like Jack Ma’s Alibaba,”
he said.

“For example if you want to
get somebody (of calibre) to
come in, you don’t ask them to
go through normal interviews.
You seek them out directly. You
head hunt them. That’s why it’s
called headhunting. Now head-
hunting, for those who don’t
understand the term economic
game-changer, might be miscon-
strued that I’'m chopping off
people’s heads. Headhunting
here means if I want a famous
individual (to fill a certain posi-
tion), I ask him directly. I don’t
conduct an open interview to get
him. An example here is Dr Saw
(Leng Guan), the number one
botanist in Malaysia whom we
headhunted for Penang Botani-
cal Gardens,” the chief minister
said.

“So, normally when you want
to fill a position, you will adver-
tise in the papers and conduct an
interview session. But for out-
standing individuals, you don’t
do so.

“To put things in perspective,
an open tender is like an open
interview while headhunting is
when you seek the person one-
to-one directly. The same goes
to ‘economic game-changer’ but
instead of an individual, you’re
looking at a particular invest-
ment or a particular company,”
added Lim.

2,857 single mothers offered
affordable housing

ATOTAL of 2,857 single mothers
in the state were successful in their
application for affordable housing
units through the selection process
conducted by the Selection Process
Enhancement Committee (SPEC)
which was formed in June, 2013.

This was revealed by state exco
member for Town & Country Plan-
ning and Housing Jagdeep Singh
after his walkabout session at the
Taman Free School market to
distribute stalks of flowers to
women folk in conjunction with
Mother’s Day on May 14.

“I’'m very happy that in SPEC
we have this different priority
categories for senior citizens, those
with disabilities and also single
mothers. And I’'m happy that in
conjunction with Mother’s Day,
we have selected 2,857 single
mothers for affordable housing
since the formation of SPEC. It
shows the Penang state govern-
ment is sensitive and kind towards
their plight,” said Jagdeep, who is
also Datok Keramat assembly-
member.

According to figures released
by SPEC, 1,796 single mothers
were offered units of Affordable
Housing Type A priced at
RM42.000; 691 obtained units of
Affordable Housing Type B priced

at RM72,500; Affordable Housing
Type C2 priced at RM200,000 (96
recipients); Affordable Housing
Type C3 priced at RM300,000
(229 recipients); Affordable Hous-
ing with maximum price
RM400,000 (43 recipients) and
Affordable Housing with maxi-
mum price at RM500,000 (two
recipients).

The Housing exco, further-
more, also brought up the issue of
the federal government’s failure to

disburse funds under the 1Malay-
sia Housing Maintenance Fund
(TP1M).

“What is more worrying is the
drastic drop in the amount of funds
disbursed under the TP1M as
compared with the years 2013 to
2016. In this regard, it should be
noted that in 2013, a total of 97
projects were funded at RM32.82
million, in 2014, a total of 96 pro-
jects were funded at RM46.49
million and in 2015, 78 projects

were funded at RM50.73 million,”
he said.

“In2016,however, only a paltry
sum for 19 projects were funded
under the TP1M at RM3.98 mil-
lion. This shows that despite a
consistent increase from 2013 to
2015, there was a 92.5% drop from
2015 to 2016 of money allocated
under this fund and for Penang as
well as nine other states, not even
one project was approved under
TPIM,” added Jagdeep.

Three qualities
for enterprising

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
said youth represent the future of
the country and their development
is vital for its progress.

Flood mitigation
efforts at Sri
Impian

THE inefficient water retention pond located at Sri
Impian Apartment has been identified as the cause
of flash floods along Lebuhraya Thean Teik, Air
Itam.

“During a heavy downpour, water from Sungai.
Dondang gushes into the water retention pond
located here,” said exco for Local Government,
Traffic Management and Flood Mitigation Chow
Kon Yeow during a site visit to the water retention
pond at Sri Impian, Air Itam on May 19.

“Since the water retention pond is unable to
discharge water at a slower pace, huge amount of
water gets released into the drain. The drainage
system then overflows and causes flash floods
along Lebuhraya Thean Teik, Air Itam,” he added.

Zahid Zainal Abidin, engineer from the Depart-
ment of Irrigation and Drainage Penang (North-
east), said the water retention pond will be up-
graded to tackle the issue.

“Thus we urge the developers to upgrade the
pond as per our advice. Four of the inlets need to
be closed with walls in order to prevent water from
overflowing and the walls where the water from
Sg Dondang enters need to be heightened as well.

“Apart from that, we feel that fixing ‘orifice’ to
the pipeline will help in controlling the pace of the
water flow,” said Zahid

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PBAPP steps up water
emand management

WATER demand management
(WDM) strategies are being in-
tensified in Penang to ensure
water supply sufficiency towards
2020.

WDM refers to the practice of
encouraging and convincing
water consumers to reduce water
consumption or to use water
wisely.

“This approach supports sus-
tainable water management,
water conservation, environ-
ment-friendliness (in terms of
lower discharges of waste water)

and efficient cost management,
PBA Holdings Bhd chief execu-
tive officer Datuk Jaseni Maid-
insa told a press conference at the
sidelines of the company’s an-
nual general meeting on May 23.

He added Penang’s WDM
target for 2017 is to reduce do-
mestic per capita consumption by
10% from 286 1/c/d to 2571/c/d.

The following WDM initia-
tives are being implemented by
Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau
Pinang Sdn Bhd:

1. Raising the value of wa-
ter conservation surcharge
(WCS) to RM1.00 per 1,000 li-
tres, only for domestic consump-

tion above 35,000 litres per
month.

WCS does not affect about
75% of domestic consumers who
use less than 35,000 litres per
month. As such, the WCS strate-
gically targets high volume do-
mestic consumers in Penang. The
objective is to convince them to
use water wisely at home.

2. Promoting water saving
devices (WSDs).

These include tap equipment,
showers, toilet fittings, urinal
fittings, washing machines and
dishwashers that “automatically”
save water.

WSDs are promoted in Aus-

tralia, Hong Kong, New Zealand,
the United Kingdom and the
USA. Upon installation, WSDs
may reduce water consumption
by up to 70%.

3. Increasing public aware-
ness and education.

Public support and co-opera-
tion are crucial for the success of
WDM initiatives. To get consum-
ers involved, PBAPP actively
promotes public awareness and
education on water issues via the
mass media.

On the mobile platform,
PBAPP launched the “myPBA”
app in February.

to pay water bills using con-
nected smartphones and tablets,
“myPBA” publicises water sav-
ing tips, WSDs and latest water
news.

Jaseni said while managing
water demand in Penang, PBAPP
will continue to remind the fed-
eral government of its five key
obligations to:

a).ban all logging activities in
Ulu Muda to protect water supply
for Perlis, Kedah and Penang in
the Northern Corridor Economic
Region, or NCER.

b). compensate Kedah after it
gazettes and conserves Ulu Muda
as the most important water
catchment in the NCER.

c). complete the Mengkuang
Dam expansion scheme as per
the revised schedule of works in
2017 and hand over the expanded
dam in accordance with specifi-
cations by August 2019.

d). formulate a NCER water
crisis management plan, before
the next prolonged dry season, to
avoid a crisis in Perlis, Kedah,
Penang and North Perak, and

e). implement the Sungai
Perak Raw Water Transfer
Scheme now because it will take
at least seven years to complete.
Penang will definitely need to tap
a second raw water resource to
meet its future water demand
until 2050.

On a related matter, Jaseni
said PBAHB reported a revenue
of RM326.7 million for the 2016
financial year.

This represents an increase of
8.8% year-on-year in comparison
with the 2015 revenue of
RM300.3 million.

By continuing to sustain Pen-
ang’s record of “no water ration-
ing” during a Super El Nino year,
PBAHB successfully increased
its proceeds from the sale of
water in the state.

In 2016, PBAHB “sold” an
average of about 827 million li-
tres per day (MLD) as compared
to 813 MLD in 2015.

PBAHB’s primary subsidiary,
Perbadanan Bekalan Air Pulau
Pinang Sdn Bhd (PBAPP), also
worked hard to manage costs,
and managed to convince the
Inland Revenue Board to grant
an extension in reinvestment al-
lowance for completed water
projects in Penang.

This tax initiative provided
PBAPP with about RM7.1 mil-
lion in corporate tax refunds.

“With these developments,
PBAPP recorded a profit after tax
(PAT) of about RM61.8 million
in 2016,” he said.
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
