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Commiission of Inquiry formed

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
on Oct 25 announced the forma-
tion of a three-member state
Commission of Inquiry (SCI)
that will investigate the causes
of the Tanjung Bungah construc-
tion site accident on Oct 21.

The SCI is chaired by former
Malaysian Bar Council president
Datuk Yeo Yang Poh with its two
other members being prominent
civil engineer Datuk Gue See
Sew and University Teknologi
Malaysia (UTM) Skudai’s Pro-
fessor Ramli Nasir of the De-
partment of Geotechnic and
Transportation. Datuk Ng Wee
Kok is the commission’s secre-
tary.

Lim made the announcement
by having the declassified papers
of the exco meeting which de-
liberated on the matter distrib-
uted to the media during the
press conference.

“Wait for it (the Commission
of Inquiry) to be gazetted first
and that will depend on the nor-
mal procedures where the Gov-
ernor will need to give his assent
and then we send it to the print-
ers to be gazetted,” Lim replied
to a question on when the Com-
mission of Inquiry would con-
vene.

Lim also ordered the devel-
oper of the Tanjung Bungah in-
cident to meet their affected
buyers in a week from Oct 26,
or the state would intervene.

The Institution of Engineers
Malaysia president Dr Tan Yean
Chin said construction failures
and accidents could occur during

the construction stage (tempo-
rary works) and after construc-
tion stage (permanent works).

“The ‘general perception’ of
the recent Tanjung Bungah land-
slide is that the incident (oc-
curred) because it is a hillside
development.

“However, based on observa-
tions, the development is not on
the hillslope but on the land
adjacent to the hillslope.

“This type of constructions
are common in areas with land
constraints such as Kuala
Lumpur, and many other devel-
oped cities such as Hong Kong
and Singapore,” he said.

Tan added that the engineer-
ing consultant of the project
should have full-time repre-
sentatives at the site to supervise
and monitor.

Local Government, Traffic
Management and Flood Mitiga-
tion Committee chairman Chow
Kon Yeow said the Penang gov-
ernment would continue to
provide correct information on
the incident in response to the
negative sentiments surrounding
the matter.

“We manage those negative
sentiments with correct informa-
tion, and let the people decide
who they want to listen to.

“Even when we want to ana-
lyse, comment or report, let it be
based on facts,” Chow said in a
press conference in Komtar on
Oct 24.

Chow explained that the Pen-
ang Island City Council (MBPP)
considered views from all tech-
nical departments before making
a decision to approve or reject a
development plan.

“All applications have to be
viewed in a comprehensive man-
ner.

“In addition to that, the Town

and Country Planning Act has
empowered the local govern-
ments to control developments
and to give development approv-
als under their administration.

“The Mineral and Geoscience
Department which has jurisdic-
tion in matters concerning geol-
ogy, blasting works, site founda-
tion and soil compaction did not
object to the affordable housing
application (the said Tanjung
Bungah project) with condition
that requirements are met when
executing the project,” Chow
said.

Housing, Town and Country
Planning Committee chairman
Jagdeep Singh also urged all par-
ties to get their facts right and
not to distort the truth behind the
construction site incident.

“We do not deny that there

was a landslide on a construction
site. Yet, certain parties have
tried to overlook or even deny
that it was a construction site
accident.

“This construction site acci-
dent is an important work safety
issue and to deny or ignore this
as a worksite accident will have
legal consequences in terms of
financial culpability and respon-
sibility for the 11 construction
workers who died,” Jagdeep told
a press conference in Komtar
recently.

Jagdeep said the state accepts
the right of those who wished to
kick out the state government by
exploiting the tragic construction
site accident.

“However, kindly get your
facts right and not distort the
truth,” he added.

WINNER of the World’s Best Airline
at the SKYTRAX 2017 World Airline
Awards — Qatar Airways — will fly di-
rectly to Penang from Doha beginning
from Feb 6 next year.

“With its (Qatar Airways) new direct
long haul, Penang can now open its
doors to welcome more international and
Middle Eastern travellers which is an
important market. This also gives travel-
lers from Penang more global connectiv-
ity as they can now go to Europe or the
Middle East without having to transit to
KL or Thailand,” he said.

Muzammil Mohamad and Penang
Global Tourism CEO Ooi Chok Yan.

Qatar Airways began operations in
1994 as a small regional carrier serving
a handful of routes.

“If the upgrading is merely to cater
to nine million passengers, we fear that
when it is completed in three or four
years, we may have surpassed the target
as well,” he told reporters during a
press conference at a Deepavali get-
together at Perkampungan Juru on Oct
28.

“In the first nine months of this year,
Penang Hill recorded approximately 1.2 mil-
lion visitors - an increase of 9% in comparison
with the same period in 2016.

Need to improve
safety at Juru
accident stretch

EXCO for Agriculture & Agro-
Based Industry, Rural Devel-
opment and Health Dr Afif
Bahardin urged the North-
South Expressway concession
holder PLUS to take remedial
measures to improve safety at
the 147km stretch of the ex-
pressway near the Juru toll
plaza as it is not properly
lighted.

He said this when briefing
reporters during his visit of
injured victims of a bus crash
at the Seberang Perai Hospital
on Oct 24.

Dr Afif said (as of 2pm) on
Oct 24, there are 52 victims,
eight fatalities, four people in

the intensive care unit (ICU) ,
26 warded, 12 treated and dis-
charged.

Of these, 37 are at Seberang
Jaya Hospital, three at Bukit
Mertajam, two at Penang Hos-
pital and Sungai Bakap Hospi-
tal respectively.

Vice-Consul of the Indone-
sian Consulate in Penang Os-
rinikitazu Bhara, when met at
the hospital, said her depart-
ment is working with the po-
lice and other related agencies
to identify the Indonesian
victims of the bus tragedy
which took place at dawn of
Oct 24.

“We will try to contact the
family members of the de-
ceased and help to bring back

the bodies to their home town,”
she said.

Meanwhile, it was reported
that in the 5.50am crash, the
first bus was carrying one
Nepalese and 39 Indonesian
women to work at the Sony
ECMS factory in Prai Indus-
trial Estate.

The bus stopped at the left
side of the expressway after
developing engine trouble.

Another bus ferrying 17 lo-
cal women to Plexus Manufac-
turing in Bayan Lepas failed to
avoid the stalled bus and struck
it in the rear.

The impact shifted both
buses to the centre divider of
the expressway,” the report
said.
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‘Liow’s silence on RCI
for Juru accident
disappointing’

SPEAKING to the press on Oct 27,
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng ex-
pressed his disappointment over
Transport Minister Datuk Seri Liow
Tiong Lai’s silence to his sugges-
tion to set up a Royal Commission
of Inquiry (RCI) to investigate the
accident in Juru.

“I’m very disappointed that the
Transport Minister has not re-
sponded (to my RCI suggestion). I
hope he can (bring forward) this
suggestion at the next Cabinet
meeting. We’re not asking anyone
to resign over the accident. We want
an independent investigation to
check the root cause of it. (This is
because) we’re talking about eight
women who died and 44 who were
injured,” Lim said.

“I think we should value our
women. I think they deserve a
Royal Commission of Inquiry.
Yesterday I met the family mem-
bers (of the Malaysian dead victim)
and they were all very distraught.
That’s only one Malaysian. How
about the other seven foreign work-

ers? They are also human. That’s
why we should have the RCI to at
least find out what is the root cause,
take action against those who’re
responsible so that justice can be
done,” he added.

The day before, Lim had met the
children of the late Noriah Kasa,
40, the sole Malaysian who died in
the horrific accident on Oct 24
which involved two factory buses
and a van in Juru.

It was then (on Oct 26) that the
chief minister suggested the setting
up of aRCI to investigate the cause
of the accident which also claimed
the lives of seven Indonesian
women.

The chief minister also pre-
sented bereavement payment of
RM1,000 to Noriah’s children.

On Oct 28, Lim also suggested
for another RCI on the accident
which happened on the same day
which involved a van and an ice
truck in Tapah.

Nine victims lost their lives in
this tragic incident.

telescope programme

KEYSIGHT Technologies (Keysight)
has sponsored RM25,000 to conduct
the first radio telescope programme for
secondary school students in Penang.

Restoration of
rundown buildings

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng
was at Lebuh Victoria on Oct 27
to launch the heritage restoration
and re-adaptive use of heritage
buildings that involve two go-
downs and a shop lot.

The three buildings, which are
numbered 161, 163 and 165 re-
spectively along Lebuh Victoria,
are located within the George
Town Unesco World Heritage
Site and their restoration and re-
adaptive use, according to the
chief minister, is very much in
line with the heritage policies of
the state government.

“The state government’s aspi-
ration is not only to conserve
heritage buildings in the George
Town Unesco World Heritage
Site but also to re-adapt them for
future use. The conceptual design
proposal is to physically and
spiritually revitalise a complex
of badly dilapidated godowns
and shop lot built around 1900s
into a modern MSC status of-
fice,” he said in his speech.

“This decision by the state
government and the Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC) to
rehabilitate and conserve these
old buildings is testimony to the

concerted effort to preserve the
living heritage and historical
traditions of Penang,” added
Lim.

This restoration and re-adap-
tive use project is spearheaded
by PDC and supported by the
Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and George Town World
Heritage Incorporated (GTWHI).

The whole concept rests upon
the idea of marrying technology
with heritage for the advance-
ment of Penang towards an intel-
ligent and information city and
towards Industry 4.0 with a focus
on Big Data Analytics, Cloud
Computing and the Internet of
Things (IOT).

The project commenced on
March 27 this year and is ex-
pected to be completed on Sept
26,2018.

At the time of writing, work
progress at the site is at 13%.

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Penang tops in
Investment figures

SPEAKING to reporters
on Oct 26, Chief Minister
Lim Guan Eng high-
lighted the economic
performance of the state
as shown by figures re-
leased by the Malaysian
Investment Development
Authority (MIDA).

“For the first six
months of 2017, Penang
recorded a total proposed
capital investment of
RM7.7 billion which
exceeded the total re-
corded for last year which was RM4.3
billion. This means the (performance of the)
first six months of this year is better than
the whole of 2016. And if you make a
comparison of what’s shown in the table,
Penang outperformed Malacca (which is
No.2 after Penang) which investment fig-
ures reached RM2.9 billion,” the chief
minister said.

“In terms of FDI, Penang has the most
which is RM6.2 billion (for the first six
months of 2017). This is the highest amount
of FDI (achieved by a state) in Malaysia.
The total proposed capital investment
achieved by Penang is 45% of the total
amount in the country.

smallest state in Malaysia but our invest-
ment figure is number one,” he added.

Added picturesque

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng on Oct 28
officiated the RM344,000 Rain Garden at
Jalan Jeti Lama which is an added attraction
for Bagan Dalam.

The Rain Garden is equipped with its
own ecology system and functions as a
natural sieve for rain water while also serv-
ing as a conceptualised pocket park for the
surrounding area.

The Rain Garden is a depressed planted
ground that helps to manage rain water
runoff from impervious urban surfaces such
as carparks.

It filters out pollutants and increases rain
water infiltration before residue water is
discharged into drains.

Research has shown that this bio-reten-
tion system, aligned to the principles of
Water Sensitive Urban Design, can reduce
the amount of pollution reaching drains and
streams by up to 30%.

Among the other components of the Rain
Garden are a raised platform or stage, pump
and channel, stepped terrace, lightings, seats

and parking lots catering for bicycles and
people with special needs.

It was completed in August this year with
RM100,000 being provided by the state
government.

The balance of the amount was borne by
Think City.

Besides the Rain Garden, the event also
featured the launch of the latest book by
cartoonist Azmi Hussin titled “Lost in
Bagan”.

It is his third book after “Tanjong Life”
and “Little Mamak”.

Azmi earned his entry into the Malaysia
Book of Records for having the most num-
ber of caricatures done in a single day.

He’s also the cartoonist whose creativity
and sense of humour result in the “easier to
grasp” cartoons laced with state government
policies which appear in Buletin Mutiara.

ROAD users plying the short-cut
connecting Solok Zoo 1 and Ting-
kat Lembah Ria 1 can rejoice as the
bridge connecting both roads is
now being rebuilt.

The 3.5m-wide bridge was dam-
aged in the Sept 15 flash floods.

Air Itam assemblymember
Wong Hon Wai said the Penang
government allocated RM 195 434
for the project.

“The construction of the new
bridge, across Sungai Dondang,
will take about four months.

“Although the scheduled date of
completion is Feb 23 next year, we
hope the bridge can be opened be-

fore the Chinese New Year celebra-
tion next year,” Wong told a press
conference at the site on Oct 26.
He added that the damaged
bridge would be replaced with a
new 15m by 4m light traffic bridge.
Also present was Northeast
district Department of Irrigation
and Drainage (DID) district engi-
neer Nortilawati Osman.
Nortilawati said the Penang
government allocated about
RMS890,000 to the Northeast dis-
trict DID for repair works, dredging
works, strengthening riverbanks,
clearing blockages and others in the
northeast district after the Sept 15
flash floods.
“The building of the light traffic

bridge is the largest project in the
Northeast district to be carried out
after the Sept 15 flash floods. The
RM195 434 cost for the light traffic
bridge project is included in the
RMS890,000 allocated,” she said.

On a separate matter, Wong said
he received 285 applications for the
one-off RM400 payment for the
Sept 15 flood victims.

“The deadline for the applica-
tion is over, and we hope that the
one-off payment can be disbursed
to the victims in November,” he
said.

The Sept 15 flash floods oc-
curred following the extraordinary
heavy rains due to the tailwind of
Typhoon Doksuri.

Sungai Muda fulfils the water
supply needs of three states - Ke-
dah (including Langkawi), Pen-
ang and Perlis.

The condition of the river is
very critical to Penang as it sup-
ports about 80% of the water
supply of the state.

A recent 89-second video
produced by PBAPP showed a
shocking footage of Sungai Muda
at the Lahar Tiang intake, near
Kepala Batas, Penang.

PBAPP chief executive officer
Datuk Jaseni Maidinsa said the
“teh tarik” (milk tea) colour of
Sungai Muda was due to the log-
ging and sand mining activities
of the Greater Ulu Muda.

“Kedah has several permanent
reserved forests, namely, Chebar
Besar, Padang Terap, Pedu, Che-
bar Kecil and Ulu Muda. The
total area is 143,327ha.

“Out of the 143,327ha, only
32.3% was gazetted as water
catchment areas while 64.5% was
gazetted for timber production!

“The remaining areas were
used for recreation, education
and research.

“There are also some 19,776ha
of Bukit Keramat, Bukit Salong
and part of Ulu Muda that have
yet to be gazetted as permanent
reserved forests,” Jaseni told
Buletin Mutiara in an exclusive
interview on Oct 16.

The entire permanent reserved
forests and the areas of Bukit
Keramat, Bukit Salong and part
of Ulu Muda would make up to
about 163,103ha.

Jaseni said the Penang govern-
ment and PBAPP have been
constantly asking the Kedah
government to put a stop on log-
ging and sand mining in Greater
Ulu Muda.

Jaseni.

“The entire 163,103ha of rain-
forest supply water and support
the three dams - Ahning Dam,
Pedu Dam and Muda Dam.

“About 78% of the entire rain-
forest are the water catchment
areas for the three dams. Only
22% of the rainforest are not
water catchment areas.

“However, that 22% have to
be maintained as permanent re-
served forests for the preserva-
tion and conservation of flora and
fauna. The flora and fauna act as
a buffer to the water catchment
areas.

“In conclusion, no logging
should be done at the entire
163,103ha of rainforest,” he said.

Jaseni added that the impact
of logging and sand mining
would affect the quality and
quantity of raw water supply.

“Logging exposes the land
hence there will be surface ero-
sion. Surface erosion washes the
sediments into the rivers causing
pollution and shallowing the
river.

“The water treatment cost will
be higher when you treat a ‘teh
tarik’ coloured river, compared to
if we treat a normal river.

“This is because we need to
use more chemicals to treat the
water and chemicals are expen-
sive,” he said.

Jaseni said more money would
also be spent to deepen the river.

“According to the 2014 Audi-
tor-General’s report, Kedah col-
lected about RM230.34 million
through approved logging from
2009 to 2014; which makes up an
average earning of about RM38 .4
million a year.

“Some 46,264ha were
logged during the same
period.

“The average earning of
RM38.4 million a year is
peanuts compared to the
livelihood of 4.09 million
people living in Perlis,
Kedah and Penang!

“The estimated com-
bined gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) contributions
from Perlis, Kedah and
Penang is about RM115

Soft loans to PBAPP to
finance CAPEX projects

THE Penang government has
provided two soft loans amount-
ing to RM140 million to the
Penang Water Supply Corpora-
tion (PBAPP) to finance its capi-
tal expenditure (CAPEX) pro-
jects.

PBAPP chief executive officer
Datuk Jaseni Maidinsa reiterated
that the loans are for CAPEX
projects and not for cash flow.

“PBAPP is not facing any cash
flow issues this year. Our public
listed holdings company, PBA
Holdings Bhd (PBAHB) has been
reporting operating profits and
paying dividends to shareholders
for 14 consecutive years since
2003.

“We regret the publication of
news reports suggesting that
PBAPP suffered from cash flow
problems. Nothing can be further
from the truth,” Jaseni said in a

statement recently.

He said that the loans pro-
vided by the state would allow
PBAPP to succeed in its pro-
grammes to support a “No Water
Rationing Policy” in Penang to-
wards 2020.

“The soft loans will primarily
be used for projects related to
water resource development,
upgrading and construction of
water treatment plants and reser-
voirs, laying new trunk mains,
non-revenue water management,
as well as computerisation and
geographical information system
projects,” Jaseni said.

He added that the cost of
CAPEX projects is high and re-
quires ample financing.

“PBAPP has invested a total
of RM484 million in 262 CAPEX
projects in the state from 2008 to
2016,” he said.

Penang’s economy is healthy, strong with
rising incomes and decreasing inequality

DATA recently released by the Department of Statistics Malaysia (DOSM) has shown
what many Penangites already know. Penang’s economy is growing strongly with very
low unemployment and rising wages across the board coupled with decreasing inequal-
ity. A holistic examination of Penang’s economic data shows that Penang is among the
top performing states in Malaysia on nearly all the important economic indicators.

Penang’s GDP per capita in 2016 (current prices) is RM47,322, the second highest
after Wilayah Persekutuan, Kuala Lumpur and higher than Selangor (RM44,616),
Malacca (RM41,363) and Johor (RM31,952). (See Figure 1 below)

Penang’s real
GDP growth
was 5.6% in
2016, 5.5% in
2015 and 8% in
2014 (See Fig-
ure 2 below).
Penang’s real
GDP growth
was ranked 2nd
in 2014, 5th in
2015 and 3rd in
2016. Penang
and Selangor are
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the only two
states to rank in
the top 5 states in terms of real GDP growth from 2014 to 2016.

Penang’s un-
employment rate
of 2.1% in 2016
is the 2nd lowest
in the country
after Melaka
(0.9%) (See Fig-
ure 3 below).
This shows that
despite some of
the recent facto-
ry closures, the labour market in Penang is still very tight as a result of new and
higher value added investments coming into the state.

equality actually worsened from 2014 to 2016 namely Sabah, Negri Sembilan, Malacca,
Kedah and Johor.

THE Penang government has
urged the Education Ministry
to approve the building of a
Tamil secondary school in
the state.

Chief Minister Lim Guan
Eng said the state was will-
ing to provide the land for
the building of the secondary
school.

“The federal government
just has to give the approval
and provide allocation to
build the school.

“But until now, even the
approval to build one Tamil
secondary school has not
been given.

“We do not understand. If
approval can be given to
build Chinese secondary
schools and private English
schools, why not Tamil sec-
ondary schools?” Lim asked
before handing over the al-
location to SJK(T) Mak Man-
din in Tingkat Mak Mandin
3, Butterworth on Oct 16.

“We also hope that the
ministry will not reduce the
number of vernacular schools
in the country,” he added.

The state government al-
located RM100,000 for
SJIK(T) Mak Mandin, and
Lim presented RM10,000
from his special allocation to
the Mak Mandin kindergar-
ten.

Since 2008, the state has
given an allocation of
RM1.022 million to SJK(T)

Mak Mandin and the Mak
Mandin kindergarten, while
RM356,737 allocated was
from Lim’s special alloca-
tion.

“In total we gave out
RM1.379 million to the
school and kindergarten, ex-
cluding the allocations given
out today,” he said.

The school’s Parent-
Teacher Association (PIBG)
chairman D. Yalisvaran said
the fund could help in the
building of the school hall

which is scheduled for com-
pletion middle of next year.

“We have submitted the
building plan to the Seberang
Perai Municipal Council
(MPSP) and it is pending ap-
proval.

“The cost to build the
single-storey hall is about
RM1.9 million and we have
managed to raise about 60%
of the cost.

“The hall will have four
badminton courts upon com-
pletion,” Yalisvaran said.

THE Penang government has instructed
that federal government agency JKP Sdn
Bhd tear down its Mutiara Ria low-cost
and low medium-cost blocks after the
building was found to be unsafe.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng said the
developer has been told to bring down
the building and rebuild it.

“Lives are at stake. The state will not
compromise the safety of its people.
Safety is of utmost importance.

“JKP Sdn Bhd agreed with the state
to tear down and rebuild their flats,” Lim
told a press conference during the site
visit near Jalan Haji Ahmad in Kampung
Pisang Awak, Jelutong, on Oct 13.

JKP Sdn Bhd chief executive officer
Samrulzaman K. Mohideen said the
process of tearing down the building
would take about three months to
complete.

“The rebuilding of the 17-storey block
Mutiara Ria would take another two
years.

“Basically, the structure needs to be
torn down because the building material
of the supplier did not comply with the
specification as per the contract.

“Once we detected this, we tested the
samples and we found out that there were
‘proven failures’,” Samrulzaman said.

He said the company agreed with the
request by the state to tear down the flats
because the structure was not safe.

Only two floors of the flats have been
constructed so far, and construction
works have been stopped since December
last year.

JKP Sdn Bhd is also developing
the 24-storey Mutiara Rini affordable

investigation report from the material
supplier.

“The same supplier supplied the
building material for both Mutiara Ria
and Mutiara Rini.

“We will have to look into the report
first before deciding our next course of
action. The report is scheduled to be out
within a month.

“There is a possibility that Mutiara
Rini may have to be torn down as well,”
Samrulzaman said, adding that this was
the first time the developer encountered
such a problem.

He added that construction works on
Mutiara Rini have also stopped since
December last year, with 15 storeys
having been constructed.

Samrulzaman  said the  gross
development value (GDV) of Mutiara
Rini is about RM70 million, while the
GDV of Mutiara Ria is about RMS50
million.

The Mutiara Ria project consists of
192 low-cost units and 192 low medium-
cost units; while the Mutiara Rini project
consists of 382 affordable housing units.
