THE state government will never
rest on its laurels when it comes to
building and providing more afford-
able homes to the people of Penang.

This was the assurance and mes-
sage given out at the signing of the
Sales & Purchase (S&P) Agreement
ceremony for the affordable housing
scheme ‘Dua Residensi’ which took
place at the Penang Development
Corporation (PDC) on Oct 3.

Dua Residensi, located in Teluk
Kumbar, is wholly developed by
PDC and has 348 affordable units
and 346 low medium cost units.

It is currently at 50% of its com-
pletion stage.

The S&P agreement signing
ceremony marked the official mo-
ment which buyers, who have suc-
cessfully obtained a bank loan,
commit themselves to an affordable
housing unit in the said project.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
and exco member for Town & Coun-
try Planning and Housing Jagdeep
Singh, who both spoke at the event,
emphasised the continued efforts on

the part of the state government to
bring housing within the means of
the people.

“Affordable housing schemes by
the state government and at this
stage, there are altogether 17 of them,
will see a combined total of 27,230
units of the various affordable cate-
gories priced between RM42,000
and RM300,000 across the state,”
Jagdeep said.

The chief minister also noted that
the provision of affordable housing
in the state is the result of the col-
laboration between the private sector
and the state government.

“The present state government
cooperated with the private sector
and managed to build a total of
27,230 affordable housing units
since 2008 which is five times more
than the 5,154 units built by the
previous administration. We will
continue with our efforts to make
home ownership within the means
of the people,” Lim, who’s also PDC
chairman, said.

Also present were Deputy Chief
Minister I Datuk Mohd Rashid Has-
non and PDC general manager Da-
tuk Rosli Jaafar.

Oct 31 date
for hotel
legalisation

THE Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) is ready to consider issu-
ing permanent licences to 116 ho-
tels that have been identified and
urged them to immediately apply
for the “legalization” of their hotel
operations before the Oct 31 dead-
line.

Exco for Local Government,
Traffic Management & Flood
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow said
hotel operators who failed to do so
would face enforcement action,
including sealing of the premises.

“The legalisation programme
for hotels started in 2014 upon the

appeal of hotel operators, who did
not have a licence, for a permanent
one to continue operating their
hotels,” Chow said in a press con-
ference on Sept 29.

“Hence, the state government
through the local authority (PBT)
had issued a temporary license for
three years, from 2014 to 2017.

“As of today, a total of 116 ho-
tels can been considered for a
permanent licence if they take im-
mediate action to comply with the
conditions set or submit their plans
(building plan and planning per-
mission) accordingly by Oct 31,”

he added.

Commenting further, Chow said
MBPP’s previous legalisation list
recorded a total of 191 hotels, in-
cluding 39 that could be considered
for permanent licences, 31 hotels
have already obtained the Techni-
cal Review Panel and need to fol-
low up with the submission of the

he was at Penang Hill on Oct 1 to launch the
“Towards the Penang Hill Non-smoking Zone
Gazettement” programme.

According to Lim, the approach taken to of-
ficially prohibit smoking at the popular tourist
destination in the state is very much in line with
Regulation 11(1) of the Control of Tobacco Prod-
uct Regulation (Amendment) 2017 which had
gazetted national parks and public parks across
Malaysia as non-smoking zone and took effect
on Feb 1 this year.

“As you all know, this ‘Towards the Penang
Hill Non-smoking Zone Gazettement’ pro-
gramme is an initiative by the state government
to ensure the people especially Penangites are
protected from the hazardous smoke from ciga-
rettes as well as to protect the green and fresh
quality of the environment,” he said.

“This programme is also a joint cooperation
between Smoke Free Penang (Penbar) and the
state’s health department. This noble effort is the
continuation of what we have done for the George
Town World Heritage Site when it was made a
Smoke Free Zone on July 4, 2015,” the chief
minister noted.

Also present were Penang Hill Corporation
(PHC) general manager Cheok Lay Leng, Penang
Island City Council (MBPP) secretary Yew Tung
Seang and director of the state health department
Datuk Dr M. Sukumar.

Lim further commended the successful efforts
by PHC which managed to increase the total
number of visitors from Jan to Aug this year to
1,048,740 compared with 936,846 for the same
corresponding period in 2016.

“Let’s hope for this year, Penang Hill will
reach the 1.7 million visitors mark and then
gradually, we reach two million visitors,” Lim
added.
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Poser over RM2.15b flood allocation

CHIEF Minister Lim Guan Eng said
Penang has so far only received 16%,
or about RM443 million, of the
original funding by the federal gov-
ernment for flood mitigation projects
in the state out of the promised
RM2.6 billion.

Lim urged chairman of Federal
Action Committee Datuk Seri Zainal
Abidin Osman, who is also the state
Umno chairman, to elaborate on all
flood mitigation projects costing
RM2.6 billion.

“From RM2.6 billion, only RM443
million was used up, which is only
16% from the allocation.

“So, we (state government of Pa-
katan Harapan) wish to know where
the balance of RM2.15 billion has
gone,” he queried at a press confer-
ence on Sept 28.

Also present were exco for Reli-
gious Affairs, Internal Trade & Con-
sumer Affairs Datuk Abdul Malik
Abul Kassim and strategic adviser to
the Chief Minister, Datuk Saifuddin

Nasution Ismail.

The Chief Minister said the State
Department of Irrigation and Drain-
age since 2006, only recorded a total
of RM433 million being used for
flood mitigation projects in the state.

However, he said the state opposi-
tion only sought to cover up weak-
nesses of the federal government in
allocation for flood mitigation when
the state was affected by flash flood
on Sept 15.

Meanwhile, exco for Local Gov-
ernment, Traffic Management and
Flood Mitigation Chow Kom Yeow
on Sept 26 said the original alloca-
tion promised under the Ninth Ma-
laysia Plan (RMK9) from 2006 till
2010 is RM1.4 billion, but the fed-
eral government changed the budget
and only disbursed RM306 million
instead.

He said the original allocation as
promised in RMK11 (2011 — 2015)
was RM 193 million, but was changed
to RM 132 million before the federal
government only spent RM125 mil-
lion.

According to Jagdeep, the
current spot check operating
procedure would be for the
relevant site manager for a
particular housing project to
be informed two hours prior
to his visit while in future,

impromptu ones without
prior notification would be
conducted.

He also noted that out of
the 17 affordable housing
projects in the state, con-
struction work for five had
already begun.

“These are Bandar Cassia,
Teluk Kumbar, Kampung
Jawa, Sandilands and Jalan
S.P Chelliah,” he said.

PDC deputy general man-
ager 2 Tan Yeow Song, who
was also present, revealed
that the Kampung Jawa hous-
ing project is expected to be
completed in 2018 and its
completion stage is currently
at 84%.

He said Taman Thean Teik was
the lowest level in Air Itam and it
was always the worst flood prone
area.

The water level rose to around

At the height of the torrential
rain, 200 households were affected.

“Meanwhile, other flood-
affected residents may receive the
application form at their service
centres and are required to submit
their form by Oct 20,” Wong said.

Applicants are required to attach

copies of their identity cards, water
charges or electricity bills, a copy
of a commercial license, and a copy
of the vehicle’s bill and road tax
returns, depending on the type of
loss claimed, that is, home, shop or
car

Wong said his service centre will
be open from 9am to 4pm to assist

announced on Sept 20 that the state
government will make a one-time
grant of RM400 to those who have
suffered damage resulting from the
Sept 15 floods.

Jagdeep said even with
its limited funds, the state
government and the local
councils had already spent
RM405 million on flood
mitigation projects.

Meanwhile on a related
matter, he said some 1,053
registration forms for the
emergency one-off flood
relief fund (RM400) for Datuk
Keramat constituency been
handed out and 904 returned.

He also thanked Yew and
the MBPP team for helping out
during the Sept 15 flash floods
in the state.

Meanwhile, Yew said MBPP
has formed an emergency team
on 24-hour stand-by for flood
relief work if needed.

“It did not happen immediately
but over a period of time.

“Three houses have partially
collapsed and the walls are actu-
ally held by the roof beams.

“We have to prop up the affected
walls and disconnect the roofs
from the other houses to prevent
the condition from worsening,” he
told reporters when met at the site.

Pulau Tikus assemblymember
Yap Soo Huey said residents of the
four badly affected houses would
be moving out while the others had
been asked to evacuate for their
safety.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
who also visited the site said the
state government would provide
affected residents with temporary
shelter.

“I have checked with the Penang
Island City Council that no devel-
opment has been approved at the
nearby hilltop,” he said.

Council (MPSP) president Datuk
Rozali Mohamud said the council
has allocated RM9.13million to
address floods in its 2018 Budget.

From the amount, RM6.2 mil-
lion will be used to maintain mon-
soon drains and water retention
ponds while RM1.7 million will be
for maintenance of infrastructure in
industrial areas.

A sum of RM250,000 would be
used for maintenance of pump
houses and flood control.

“Besides its own allocation to
overcome flooding in the munici-
pality, the council will also use
RM4 48 million from the drainage
contribution fund which it will ap-

ply for from the state-level Flood
Mitigation Committee,” he said
when he chaired a council full board
meeting at the MPSP headquarters
in Bandar Perda on Sept 28.

At the meeting, he tabled a
RM24.9 million deficit budget for
2018.

Rozali said the amount to be
spent next year was estimated at
RM293,468,850 on a projected
income of RM268,560,059.

The projected income com-
prises tax revenue of RM 185,905,
147, non-tax revenue (RM72,654,
912) and non-revenue receipts
(RM10 million).

Projected expenses comprise
management expenses totalling
RM278, 452,717, development
expenses (RM6,760,130) and
capital assets (RM8,256,003).

Abig portion of the expenditure,

totalling RM102.17 million or
34.8% of the budget, will go to-
wards cleaning works and solid
waste disposal.

He added RM2 million will be

used to rent closed-circuit televi-
sion cameras (CCTVs) which
would be installed at various plac-
es in the municipality as a security
measure to prevent crime and ille-

gal rubbish dumping as well as to
monitor traffic.

“RM300,000 was allocated to
build pedestrian walkways and
bicycle lanes,” he said.

Bank of China
back at where
it began

CALL it a twist of fate or a mere coinci-
dence, Sept 21 marked the return of the
Bank of China to Beach Street in the
Central Business District of George
Town where its very first branch in the
state used to be.

Founded in 1912 by the Republican
Government of China, the Bank of
China is the oldest bank in mainland
China still in existence and it had its first
branch in Penang which operated in
Beach Street in 1939 until it ceased op-
erations in 1959.

The 105-year-old bank then made a
comeback to Penang by setting up its
office at Cantonment Road in Pulau Ti-
kus in October, 2009.

Its new location at Beach Street is
housed in a RM20 million double-storey
building with a built up area of 18,621
sq ft.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who
was guest of honour at the event, re-
marked on the significance of the move
made by the Bank of China to have its
operations in the Central Business Dis-
trict of George Town.

“This move by the Bank of China is
not only historically significant but more
so in uplifting its image and stature as a
premier bank in the provision of banking
and financial services in the state,” Lim
said in his speech.

“With China’s groundbreaking ad-
vanced financial services such as its
world renowned financial technology
(Fintech) methods, the Bank of China is
well-placed to bring in such advanced
banking and financial technology to our
shores,” he added.
