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FOUR Indian war vessels arrived 
at Penang and a warm reception was 
held onboard the INS Tir on Oct 9 
which was attended by Chief Min-
ister Lim Guan Eng and his two 
deputies – Datuk Mohd Rashid 
Hasnon and Prof Dr P. Ramasamy.

The INS Tir, Sujata, Shardul and 
ICGS Sarathi were in Penang from 
Oct 8 until 12 with the aim of expos-
ing trainees to the conduct of Indian 
warships in foreign waters, port 
familiarisation and to foster bridges 
of friendship between Malaysia and 
India.

“It’s indeed a great pleasure to 
be here onboard INS Tir. I’m happy 
to welcome the four ships of the 
Indian Navy visiting Butterworth 
after a gap of several years. This 
visit by the Indian Navy is a clear 
manifestation of the importance that 
India attaches to Penang,” Lim said.

“One of the cornerstones of our 
strong relations has been in the field 
of defence cooperation. We have 

joint army exercises with India. 
“We have also started joint naval 

exercises since 2016. We have had 
close cooperation between our air 
forces as well especially when In-
dian Air Force instructors trained 
our SU-30 pilots between 2008 and 
2010,” he added.

Led by Vice-Admiral AR Karve, 
who’s the Flag Officer Commander 
in Chief of the Southern Naval 
Command (SNC) and also the 
Commanding Officer of INS Tir, 
the fleet is made up of highly moti-
vated officers and sailors who assist 
their captain in conducting sea 
training.

According to information pro-
vided to the media, the four ships 
come under the SNC which is the 
training command of the Indian 
Navy that provides training to the 
officers and sailors including those 
from friendly foreign countries. 

There are currently four Malay-
sian officers who are being trained 
at the SNC.

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90% discount offer for
nurseries, care centres

EFFORTS to revitalise nurseries 
and care centres started in2016 
with the main aim of achieving 
the objective of  the portfolio for 
Women Development, Family 
and Community Development 
which is to encourage mothers 
to return to the workforce and 
contribute to the economy. 

This can be achieved through 
the availabilty of nurseries and 
child care centres for working 
mothers to send their children 
to.

Increasing demand for child 
care centres has prompted the 

state government to take revital-
ising steps, which was extended 
to all care centres including the 
handicapped and senior citizens.

“The Social Welfare Depart-
ment has initiated programmes 
like ‘Jom Daftar’ to share the 
importance of registration, be-
sides improving awareness of 
the owners’ responsibility.

“However, there are still 
many centres which continue to 
operate without licences and this 
has caused a serious concern to 
the state government,” exco for 
Youth & Sports and Women, 
Family and Commuity Develop-
ment Chong Eng told a press 
conference on Oct 12.

Also present were exco for 
Local Government, Traffic Man-
agement and Flood Mitigation 
Chow Kon Yeow, exco for Wel-
fare, Caring Society and Envi-
ronment Phee Boon Poh. direc-
tor of State Social Welfare De-
partment  Shaballah Zainal 
Abidin, secretary of Penang Is-
land City Council (MBPP)  Yew 
Tung Seang and secretary of 
Seberang Perai Municipal Coun-
cil (MPSP)  Rosnani Mahmod.

Chong Eng said on Aug 3, a 
meeting among top officials also 
announced a 90% discount for 
infrastructure development to 
reduce the burden of operators.

“This discount is valid for a 
year starting from Sept 15 till 
Sept 14, 2018, and eligible for 
nurseries and care centres in 
operation before Sept 15 2017.

“After the discount period, 
enforcement will be taken by all 
related agencies against all nurs-
eries and care centres which 
operate without a licence.

“We hope a lot more opera-
tors will come forward to regis-
ter their business to enable their 
services to be monitored and 
ensure that they follow the set 
standard operating procedure 
(SOP),” she said.

Meanwhile, Chow also urged 
those operators concerned to 
come out as soon as possible and 
register their premises and enjoy 
the discount given.
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THE state government has pro-
posed state and local councils 
be exempted from paying the 
Goods and Services Tax (GST).

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said the state and the local 
councils are not companies that 
are making profit.

“We serve the people. State 
and local councils are not insti-
tutions that make profit.

“GST is being imposed on us 
even when we build roads, mar-
kets, drains and community 
halls for the people. It just 
doesn’t make sense.

“Just imagine if we spent 

RM3.1b on infrastructure for 
the people, we need to pay al-
most RM200m on GST.

“With RM200m we could 
have done much more for the 
people but we can’t because of 
GST,” Lim told a press confer-
ence after opening the half-day 
Indust ry  4 .0  t ra in ing pro-
gramme by the Penang Skills 
Development Centre at the 
Seberang Pera i  Munic ipa l 
Council (MPSP) building in 
Bandar Perda on Oct 9.

Lim added that Batu Kawan 
has become the choice for in-
vestors to invest in Malaysia.

“We are happy that many 
renowned companies chose 
Batu Kawan to set up their fac-
tories. 

“Penang’s export contribu-
tion to the total national exports 
is about 24% and we feel that 
the export contribution may 
increase further next year,” he 
said.

Lim said several aspects 
helped to attract investors to 
Penang, namely, high quality 
human resources, logistics and 
supply chain, and good govern-
ance.

On the half-day training pro-

gramme, Lim urged the partici-
pants to familiarise themselves 
with the terms and aspects of 
Industry 4.0.

“We don’t expect all of you 
to be experts in just one training 
session. 

“However, try your best to 
familiarise with the terms and 
aspects of Industry 4.0. 

“Industry 4.0 is already here. 
We have to embrace it so that 
we are not left behind,” Lim 

said.
MPSP president Datuk Ro-

zali Mohamud said the council 
did not want to be left behind 
in the progress of industrial 
revolution.

“We must not be afraid of 
change. We have to face change 
to progress,” he said.

The training programme was 
attended by MPSP councillors, 
heads of departments and MPSP 
officers.

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EXCO member for Agriculture & Agro-
Based Industry, Rural Development and 
Health Dr Afif Bahardin expressed his 
disappointment with the Department of 
Environment over the absence of its 
officers during a visit to the Pulau Bu-
rong landfill in Nibong Tebal on Oct 11.

Dr Afif had gone to the landfill with 
officers from the State Fisheries Depart-
ment as a follow-up to the complaints 
he received from the local fishermen 
community who are also involved in 
caged fish farming nearby.

“I had invited the Department of En-
vironment (DOE), the management of the 
Pulau Burong landfill PLB Terang Sdn 
Bhd, the Seberang Perai Municipal Coun-
cil (MPSP), Penang Island City Council 
(MBPP) and representatives of the local 
fishermen community to be with me on 
this visit,” said Dr Afif.

“But I’m disappointed with the ab-
sence of the DOE. Their presence would 

be very much preferred as they are the 
experts in what we are dealing with 
today. They are the ones with the exper-
tise to give us their advice or opinion 
in this matter,” he added.

“Prior to my visit, I was informed by 
the DOE that the water from the landfill 
is safe and not polluted. We want a 
clearer picture on this,” the Seberang 
Jaya assemblymember added.

“We can only see the ill effects of 
pollution here with the naked eye but 
I’m sure that DOE is in a better position 
to give its opinion on the leakage hap-
pening. This is important for quick 
measures to be taken to save the fishing 
industry of the state. Penang is number 
two nationwide in caged fish farming 
after Sabah and I don’t wish for billions 
of ringgit to be lost due to pollution,” 
he added.

Dr Afif will soon be meeting the af-
fected stakeholders to seek a solution 
to the issue.

He said matters to be brought up dur-
ing his meeting with the stakeholders 
would include mitigation efforts on the 
leakage of polluted water from the 
landfill which needs to be sieved as well 
as the construction of cliffs and con-
crete barriers to remedy the current 
situation.

Also present at the visit were MPSP 
councillor Jason H’ng Mooi Lye and 
Nibong Tebal Fish Farm Association 
chairman Tioh Tiang Lai.

Disappointment over DOE 
absence at landfill visit

STATE exco for Town & Country Planning and 
Housing Committee Jagdeep Singh on Oct 7 
said a total of RM1.37 million had been dis-
bursed to 47 non-Islamic places of worship 
(RIBI) applicants comprising 22 Chinese tem-
ples, 13 Hindu temples, nine churches and three 
gurdwaras.

Jagdeep, who chairs the RIBI Coordination 
Committee, said the fund which was established 
in 2015 with an initial sum of RM6.5 million 
now has a balance of RM4.84 million.

“The Penang state government is very sensi-
tive and takes into account the needs of all 
places of worship, including non-Islamic ones, 
whereby in this regard we have set up the Non-
Islamic Places of Worship Fund,” he said during 
his visit to the Sri Ramar Temple at Solok York 
for its annual Special Saturday Puratasi prayer 
with Jelutong MP Jeff Ooi.

Money for the RIBI fund, according to Jag-
deep, is collected from developers who are 
unable to comply with the requirement by the 
local authorities to surrender land for RIBI at 
their development site due to various factors.

He urged non-Islamic places of worship that 
require financial assistance for renovation or 
building of their premises to make an applica-
tion. 

The state government will consider each 
application and give approval if they are eligible.

He also noted that the state government had 
supported the Sri Ramar Temple in its construc-
tion of a new building which was completed in 
May 2014 with a contribution of RM350,000 
to its total cost of RM2 million.

On a separate matter involving foreign work-
ers in the state, Jagdeep told the media that the 
state government had identified 5 locations to 
build living quarters for them as a measure to 
curb social problems.

“The one we are building at Bukit Minyak 
is 40% completed and will be ready by next 
year. It will be able to fit in 6,000 beds and will 
be equipped with amenities like canteen and a 
hall. As many as 25,000 foreign workers will be 
housed in proper accommodation once all 5 
living quarters are ready,” he said.

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THE state government gives priority in provid-
ing affordable housing for Penangites as shown 
by the 21,535 (2008 till to date) affordable 
housing units built in comparison to the 5,154 
units by the previous state government from 
1999 to 2007.

“Also, there are a total of 17 upcoming af-
fordable housing projects comprising 27,230 
units (low cost 867 units, low medium cost 
9,283 units, and 17,080 units of type C priced 
at a maximum of RM300,000) in the state,” 
said Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng at the 
ground-breaking ceremony of the Sandilands 
Foreshore affordable housing project on Sept 
23.

“The Pakatan Harapan government has 
proven its credibility in terms of providing af-
fordable housing compared to the previous 
government.

“We do not just promise but deliver our 
promises,” he added.

Lim said despite the economic difficulties 
faced by the country, we have to work for a 
better future as there is hope for each and 
every one of us.

Meanwhile, exco for Housing and Town & 
Country Planning Jagdeep Singh, who was also 
present at the event, said out of the 17 upcom-
ing affordable housing projects, four have al-
ready started construction.

Jagdeep said the project at Bandar Cassia, 
Batu Kawan is nearing completion (99.8%) 
where the certificate of completion and compli-
ance (CCC) and strata title are expected to be 
issued by end of the year.

“This (Bandar Cassia) would be a historical 
project in Penang as well as in Malaysia as the 
strata title and vacant possession (VP) will be 
issued simultaneously under the new amend-
ment to the Strata Title Management Act 2013 
(Act 757) whereby this project would be the 

first in Malaysia to comply with this new Act,” 
he said.

Besides the Bandar Cassia project, the 
project in Kampung Jawa, Seberang Perai 
Utara, is 83% completed while in Teluk Kum-
bar, SouthwWest district is 58% completed and 
SP Chelliah in the Northeast district is 45% 
completed.

Also present during the ground breaking 

ceremony were Deputy Chief Minister 1 Datuk 
Mohd Rashid Hasnon, exco for Religious Af-
fairs, Domestic Trade and Consumer Affairs 
Datuk Abdul Malik Kassim, exco for Local 
Government , Traffic Management & Flood 
Mitigation Chow Kon Yeow, Penang Develop-
ment Corporation general manager Datuk 
Rosli Jaafar and Tanjung Villa Development 
Sdn Bhd director Hong Yeam Wah.

THE Urban Wellbeing, Housing and Local 
Government Ministry has been questioned 
for cancelling its technical visit to proposed 
sites of People’s Housing Project (PPR) units 
at the last minute.

State Housing, Town and Country Plan-
ning Committee chairman Jagdeep Singh 
said he was disappointed when he received 
a letter from the Ministry on Oct 6 cancelling 
the scheduled Oct 9 visit.

The Oct 9 visit was proposed by the Min-
istry in its letter to the state Housing Depart-
ment on Sept 28. 

In the Sept 28 letter, the Ministry agreed 
to conduct a technical visit to the identified 
lands in Jelutong to assess the suitability of 
the sites to develop the PPR units.

“Two plots of state land totalling about 
3ha were identified. These lots were earlier 
earmarked for affordable housing projects. 

“We have also identified another piece of 
land located next to the two lots. That piece 
of land belongs to Indah Water Konsortium 
(IWK) Sdn Bhd with a size of 14.674ha.

“We identified the IWK land following 
the news report that the federal government 
may use sewage treatment land to build 
homes,” Jagdeep told a press conference in 
Taman Mutiara Vista, Jelutong, on Oct 12.

In a news report in July, Syarikat Peru-
mahan Negara Bhd (SPNB) chief executive 
officer Datuk Ahmad Azizi Ali had said IWK 
used to need more land for their sewage 
treatment plants but now that they are using 
a more modern and sophisticated system, 
only a small area of land is needed for the 
purpose.

Jagdeep said the identified IWK land in 
Jelutong was not fully operational.

He added that the Oct 9 technical visit was 
for the Ministry to assess whether the two 
plots of state land and the IWK land were 
suitable to develop the PPR units.

“The combined size of the three lots is 
about 18ha, which can provide more than 
5,000 PPR units for the people.

“Currently, Penang has the least number 
of PPR units in the country with only 999 
PPR units as of 2015. We cannot include 
Wilayah Persekutuan Labuan which has over 
500 PPR units because it is not a state.

“The PPR is under the federal govern-
ment. So, they will build the units but it will 
be maintained by the state,” Jagdeep said.

Jagdeep said the PPR units are for those 
who could not even afford to own low-cost 
housing units.

“They can only afford to rent the PPR 
units. We still have about 2,000 people on the 
waiting list, each hoping to get a PPR unit.

“When it comes to housing, do not politi-
cise. This is inhuman,” he added.

Jelutong MP Jeff Ooi said Penang has 
contributed a lot of taxes to the federal gov-
ernment, so Putrajaya needs to provide for 
the people of Penang.

“But Penangites are being ignored instead. 
This is not right and it is cruel,” Ooi said.

Sungai Pinang assemblymember Lim 
Siew Khim said the demand for PPR units is 
high especially in the Northeast district.

“Their hopes were crushed when the letter 
from the Ministry (cancelling the scheduled 
technical visit) was received,” she said.

THE Penang government has 
advised the contractor of the 
Penang undersea tunnel, Con-
sortium Zenith Construction 
Sdn Bhd, to focus its efforts on 
the two major highway projects 
for now instead of the undersea 
tunnel.

Works, Transportation and 
Utilities Committee chairman 
Lim Hock Seng said the state 
took note of the explanation by 
the contractor and advised them to prioritise 
what was more urgent.

“The undersea tunnel is only scheduled 
to be completed in 2027. There is still much 
time to conduct the needed process.

“Priority has to be given to the two ex-
pressways - the Air Itam to Tun Dr Lim 
Chong Eu Expressway and the Tanjung 
Bungah to Teluk Bahang paired road,” Lim 
told a press conference in Komtar on Oct 
11.

Lim said the state was still waiting for 
the Department of Environment (DOE) to 
approve the Environmental Impact Assess-
ment (EIA) (Second Schedule) report on the 
two expressways.

“Once we obtain the approval from the 
DOE, we can begin one of the projects as 
soon as possible,” Lim added.

Consortium Zenith Construction is the 
contractor undertaking the mega project 
covering an undersea tunnel and three ex-
pressways.

Lim also called for the principal ap-
proval for a third bridge for Penang from 

Works Minister Datuk Seri 
Fadillah Yusof.

“Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng has asked for the approval 
in response to Fadillah’s offer 
to assist the state.

“Until now, there is still no 
principal approval from the 
Works Minister,” he said.

It was reported that Fadillah 
expressed concern over the 
progress of the feasibility stud-

ies on the undersea tunnel and offered as-
sistance.

In response, Guan Eng welcomed the 
offer to help and hoped the ministry could 
approve the third bridge plan.

Consortium Zenith Construction Sdn 
Bhd senior executive director Datuk Zarul 
Ahmad Mohd Zulkifli (pix) said the con-
sortium has presented its explanation to the 
state, explaining that they do not want to 
waste their effort and resources on the fea-
sibility studies of the undersea tunnel.

“There is no urgency to complete the 
feasibility studies of the undersea tunnel as 
the construction of the tunnel will only 
begin in 2023. Completing the feasibility 
studies will only incur more cost which the 
consortium has to bear.

“Payment for the undersea tunnel and 
three roads project is by land swap and the 
consortium is now bearing the cost. 

“We want to focus on the two express-
ways - the Air Itam to Tun Dr Lim Chong 
Eu Expressway and the Tanjung Bungah to 
Teluk Bahang paired road,” Zarul said.

EXCO for Town & Country Plan-
ning and Housing Jagdeep Singh 
announced that the state govern-
ment has released 95% of applica-
tions for Maintenance Fund Maxi-
mum 80% of Penang (TPM80PPP) 
set up since 2013, valued at 
RM11.16 million till September 
2016.

He said for 2017, funds for 36 
projects totalling RM5.10 million 
have been released.

“What is more worrying is the 
contribution for 1Malaysia Mainte-
nance Fund (TP1M) by the federal 
government has dropped by 92.5% 
for 2016.

“For 2015 contribution for 
TP1M was RM50.73 million 
(whole country), while for 2016 it 
was just RM3.98 million... which 
is much lower than TPM80PP of 
the state government.

“According to records, from 158 
applications for TP1M for the 
whole state, only 28 were ap-
proved,” Jagdeep said at a press 
conference  at a lift upgrading pro-
ject of Medan Samak Blocks 26 and 
28 using TPM80PP.

Also present was manager (Ser-
vice Sales) for MS Elevators Engi-
neering Sdn Bhd, Ashley William 

King.
Jagdeep, who is Datuk Keramat 

assemblymember, said he was also 
disappointed for other states under 
Barisan Nasional administration 
like Kedah, Kelantan, Perlis, 
Sarawak, Terengganu, Putrajaya 
and Labuan which did not receive 
TP1M funding for 2016 including 
Penang too.

“The state government has the 
right to know the status of applica-
tions from TP1M scheme as Penang 
takes care of the balance of the 10% 
project cost for maintenance of low 
cost and 30% for low medium cost, 
apart from cost which will be borne 
by the federal government through 
TP1M,” he added.

At Medan Samak, Jagdeep an-
nounced the allocation of 
RM26,627.20 for lifts upgrading at 
Blocks 26 and 28.

This amount is the 80% from the 
TPM80PP fund of RM33,284 and 
the balance will be borne by the 
management of the blocks.

“Apart from building affordable 
housing, the state government also 
gives priority to the maintenance of 
low cost, low medium cost and 
housing costing RM150,000,” he 
added.
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THE opening of the Prince of 
Wales International Primary School 
(POWIIS) will allow students to 
avail themselves to quality educa-
tion comparable to other interna-
tional schools here.

Speaking at the launch of the 
project, Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said a strong education founda-
tion does not depend solely on aca-
demics but on character building as 
well.

“A good school is one which 
equips its students with high self-
resilience towards adversity. I hope 
that POWIIS will inculcate such 
quality among the students,” Lim 
said.

“Embrace your weakness so that 
you can unleash your potential and 
stretch your limits.

“No one has ever succeeded 
without encountering failure.

“It is not about how you fall but 
how you get up after the fall,” Lim 
added

POWIIS is the expansion of the 
Prince Of Wales International 
School which has been operating 
in Balik Pulau since 2011.

The school will cater to children 
aged 3 to 11 years old. 

It will specialise in areas cov-
ering science, arts, music and 
sports and it will also include a 
swimming pool and a multipur-
pose hall.

POWIIS will be operating 
from September 2019 on a five 
acre site at Jalan Loh Poh Heng 
in Tanjung Bungah.

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他们不让我去学校给拨款！
随着双溪里武非法炭末厂事件闹得轰轰烈烈，甚至搞到行政议员彭
文宝因此被反贪会扣留后，我与行政团队决定于8月26日，在乡委
会的安排下到访该区唯一的双溪里武华小，顺道献上1万令吉拨款
的“小小心意”。

万万想不到的是，我堂堂首席部长，要进入学校拜访并
移交拨款也遭到拒绝。而这所学校，在这之前，巫统区
部主席再迪甚至曾到访，也不见有任何问题。
华教事务协调委员会主席章瑛的资料显示，从2009年至今，州
政府已制度化拨款36万2000令吉给学校建有盖篮球场、
维修屋顶、装置沟渠盖及建有盖停车场等设施。
钱既然拿了出来，尽管校方因受制教育局，导致我无法踏足校园半
步，但拿出来的钱我就不想再拿回去，于是交给乡委会想办法移交
给校方。
原本以为事情就这样告一段落（毕竟掌管教育部的正副部长们皆千
篇一律地说政治人物不能进入校园、不要政治化教育云云。）岂

料，布城国小却在10月3日庆祝所谓的独立日时，列队迎

事隔不到6个星期，一个国家的双重标准可以来到这个地步，让人

胆。
也许我在过去每次颁发拨款时，皆忍不住要调侃一下当家不当权的
马华，让教育部副部长张盛闻觉得很不是味道，因而下了禁足令，
不允许我林冠英等人踏入神圣的校园半步，以免继续让他难堪。

但是别忘了，我们希联当政府才区区的9年多，咱们每年
的制度化拨款（不只是槟城，雪州也不落人后），都在
开年的几个月内派发完毕，而不像联邦的拨款般，2015
年的拨款并没有在当年移交完毕，一些州属要等到2016
年才到手；而2016年的要2017年才开始分发如此窝囊。
拨款迟到还不打紧，堂堂联邦政府，拨给华校的款项竟
然比州政府的267万8千令吉还要少（联邦只拨195万令
吉）。
马华部长们在处理和面对这两桩让他们摆不住面子的事件（即首长
被阻入校分拨款但巫统党旗却可以在国小大喇喇飘扬），赤裸裸地
展现了尽管“在朝”60个年头，但巫统不把马华当一回事这残酷的
事实。

我们进校园，从来不会穿党服，也没有要学生唱党歌、
挥党旗，我们可是堂堂正正以州政府代表的身份，关心
学校的软硬体发展，却遭到种种阻扰，由此可见，我们
对马华的威胁何其大。或许，更让马华难堪的是，我们
讲到做到钱马上到，丝毫没有拖拉。

们“难看”呢？

领袖入校园。但是，我依然要以州政府的身份，逐一拜访州内华中 
，视察学校的发展，发放更多的拨款，一尽我们的责任。

仅是要移交款项，协助校方。
他希望可在今年年尾之前，将上述款项移交给校方，并交由槟州华
校事务协调委员会主席章瑛安排移交款项一事。

冠英笑言，槟州在拨款华中事项上再次胜过联邦政府，但他并不想
在这领域也获胜。
林冠英在恒毅中学举办的移交支票仪式上，向联邦政府及教育部副
部长拿督张盛闻喊话，说槟州在很多回合上都胜过联邦政府，但他
并不希望在拨款华中事项上也胜过后者，反而希望后者可胜过槟州
政府。
他对于联邦政府拨款槟州华中的款项，还少过州政府感到遗憾，并
促请联邦政府尽快发放2017年度的华中拨款。
林冠英说，州政府从2009年至今已制度化拨款161万令吉给恒毅中
学，若加上今年6月及这次的特别拨款，总额为171万令吉。
他说，联邦政府的财政预算案是州政府的270倍，他不要求联邦政
府给予华中的拨款也是州政府的270倍，但希望后者可以再拨款多
一些。
他说，他此次到校移交拨款，引起张盛闻和针对槟州人士的不满，
但他希望借此提醒联邦政府，不要忘记华中的需要。
他强调，他此次到校主要是移交拨款，了解学校发展，所以他身穿
州政府服饰，以示尊重。而不像巫统部长拜访国小，却要求小学生
摇党旗、唱党歌和喊党口号。

他促请教育部能够着重在教育上，不希望教育部变成政治部，才

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沈志强：大山脚治水计划从不停歇
槟州于9月15日因台风而遭遇史无前例的豪雨袭击，造成槟威两地100个地区大水灾，其中大山脚一些多年不淹水的地区也沦为水城。

国阵成员也借题发挥，抨击槟州政府治水不力，使得槟城成为淹水州。

然而事实真是如此吗？撇除由国阵治理的吉打与玻璃市随后也因台
风而遭遇比槟州更严重的大水灾不说，事实上槟州向来在治水工程
上不遗余力，纵然联邦政府答应拨出26亿却拖欠槟州人民21亿5700
万令吉的治水拨款至今，但槟州政府仍凭自己的努力拨款治水，其
中在2008年至2016年期间，州政府便耗资了6025万660令吉在威中
治水计划上。
大山脚国会议员沈志强表示，相对于10年前，如今的槟州从各种结
果来看，槟州的治水工程效果都是显著的，无可否认大山脚一些地
区至今依然会面对水患问题，但州政府过去10年来的努力，使得许
多原本是水灾黑区的地方如勿沙哈再也轻工业区、麦谷园等地区，
已逐渐摆脱水灾噩梦。
麦谷园居民协会主席曾在他出席当地的晚宴时，亲口向他表示对州
政府的感激，指当地以往只要下雨一小时就会淹水，但在治水计划
进行后，该区竟在最近的大水灾中避过一劫，完全没有被水灾袭
击。
由此可见，州政府的治水计划并非沦为白象计划。州政府单是在
《2017年槟州财政预算案》中便拨出了2亿2000万令吉治水拨款，
同时州政府也在2016年承诺，将在未来3年内投入7180万令吉，作
为威中水患区，5个治水计划工程经费。
他指出，大山脚区在该项预算案中获得了7180万令吉的治水拨款，
其中包括鱼池新路河1260万令吉、巴当拉浪1910万令吉、武吉丁雅
1900万令吉及柔府1150万令吉及阿尔玛蓄水池960万令吉。
他举例，州政府自308执政开始，便在大山脚水灾黑区之一的双溪
南眉一带耗资了将近1200万，其中耗资240万9330令吉的双溪南眉
治水工程是在2015年6月份竣工，其中包括建造4个水泵房，提升排
水系统及“垃圾捕手器”和蓄水池。
他指出，武吉丁雅的2项，第4及第5排水道治水计划也预计今年11
月动工，估计耗时2年，估计耗资大约3000万令吉。其中第4渠道
治水工程预计耗资1900万令吉，其中包括提升5500米及750米排水
道、建造可处理12立方米水量的抽水站等。

此外，州政府也将在柔府的第5排水道建造1座抽水站，工程费用约
1100万令吉。他表示，工程完毕后，相信居住附近的福满园、福山
园、柔府村、帝莎柔府园等地的600多家住户将不会再面对严重的
水患问题。
他也指出，州政府在阿尔玛至峇冬丁宜村的治水工程预计将于明年
2月完工。该计划包含2个配套，其中配套一是提升在峇冬丁宜村外
的抽水机房，而该配套的工程目前已经完成。
配套二则是从阿尔玛茵碧安丽雅花园，兴建一条全长约5公里的排
水道至峇冬丁宜的抽水机房。该工程原本预计应在去年完工，但由
于受到国能的地下电缆、电讯公司设备及槟州供水机构水管的影
响，以致该工程至今无法完成。

槟州首席部长林冠英说，占地约5.889依格的公芭Duo Residensi可负担房屋，
目前已完成58%的建筑工程，预计将于2018年第3季建竣。

他说，该耗资1亿4500万令吉的计划，一共兴建了694个可负担房屋单
位，即有348个（850平方尺和1000平方尺）分别售价25万与33万的中价
屋及346个廉价单位，售价为72万500令吉。
他是于今日出席见证槟城发展机构与直落公巴Duo Residensi可负担房
屋88名购屋者签署买卖契约仪式时，如是表示。
另外，槟州房屋委员会主席佳日星希望马来西亚房屋及地方政府部可以
尽速批准广告准证及发展商执照（APDL)予槟州政府要展开的所有可负
担房屋发展计划。他说，该计划是为了让低收入者可以拥有本身的家
园，联邦政府应该考量这一点而加速进度。
相较于州政府已有5个在州内不同区域进行中的可负担房屋计划如，直
落公巴、峇都加湾、甘榜爪哇、SP齐来也路及八条路网寮,他遗憾联邦
政府之前在槟州所发布的众多一马可负担房屋计划，至今仍闻楼梯响，
迟迟未见任何一马可负担房屋的实际架构。

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“持续性地发展”作为槟州出路
亚太SDG会仪

将持续性发展的目标本土化(SDGs)是一项由联合国施行，作为持续性发展的全方位指标。
这个项目旨在平等地支撑发展人文里的3条支柱，即经济、环境和社稷，并同时确保未来栋梁们的福利与使用权得以被保存。

展望于2030年所期望要达到的17个不同的目标与169个指标，槟州
距离真正能成为一个“可以持续性发展的城市”还有一段长远的
路。这17个SDGs概括了异常广阔的不同事件，其中包含了可更新地
能源与污染问题，经济与社稷方面的不平等事件，食品安全的问
题，及得以获得正当地法律庇护的权利。
槟州首长林冠英在上个月的新闻发布会上曾声明：“若槟州要成为
一个国际化智能城市便必须采纳SDGs项目。因为此等采纳也意味着
与槟州所采取能够强化，赋权于人民的策略—一个以民为天的政策
完全一致。”与此同时，槟州行政议员章瑛也以“我们最大限度地
确保了各个族群的需求都能被听到，被正视及被满足，以达到之前
绝不遗下任何人的承诺”公开认证了槟州妇女发展机构对于“促进
两性平等的预算倡议”所做出的努力。
但SDGs作为一个国际化且涵盖广阔主题的一个项目，像将至转化为
适合于本土实行的政策确实不是一件容易的挑战。正因如此，槟州
妇女发展机构才会决定假2017年10月25及26日于Jen酒店举办以 “
将持续性发展的目标本土化：绝不遗下任何战友”为主题的亚太会
议。
届时，尊贵的槟州首长林冠英先生，尊敬的章瑛女士及马来西亚，
新加坡及文莱联合国开发计划署代表，史蒂芬布利斯尼先生都将亲
自莅临现场进行开幕活动。除此之外，德高望重的经济学家Jomo 
Kwame Sundaram教授也会在此次亚太会议进行主题演讲。

这为期两天的亚太会议里包括了6个旨在“讨论如何贯彻实施SDGs
目标”，由不同方面的专家所组成的专门小组讨论会。每个环节页
包括了问答环节及让出席者参与小组讨论的环节。在第一天会议
里，“如何在区域性中心城市贯彻实施SDGs目标”和于亚太地区境
内的一些专题研究将再第一至第三专题环节里被讨论。
而在第二天的会议里，出席者将可期望更多的互动性环节。第四环
节将会检视各个地区的政府之除外的相关者们在SDGs被贯彻施行
时所必须扮演的角色，第五与第六的专题环节则偏重于大家一起合
力，集思广益寻找具体且有效的SDGs目标于各个区域的执行策略。

丰盛园4房屋地陷受损
灾黎各获安顿住公寓及5千援金

槟州政府妥善安顿丰盛园4户因地陷事件受影响居民暂住在五条路彩虹公寓，每户也各获得槟州元首紧急赈灾基金拨款5000令吉。

浮罗池滑区州议员叶舒惠表示，州政府会优先安排灾黎购买在丹绒
道光或白云山一带的可负担屋。她已就此事尽速联络房屋局，不过
整个申请过程料需耗时数月。目前的3户受灾者，已被安排免费暂
住彩虹公寓，而其中一户受灾者为了方便在该一带上班，选择暂时
寄宿在亲戚家。
她也提及，丰盛园每年有数次土崩，该天然灾害不但会危及公众安
全，且当局也无法长期善后。该区居民盼州政府能重新发展该园，
但任何发展计划都必须与地主协商。

针对民众质疑拆屋不该用重型机械，她吁请民众勿信流言，目前的
拆屋工程是按照专业工程师所鉴定的标准方式而进行，一切程序是
以居民的安全为考量。此外，当局也雇佣了3家地质技术公司进行
探测工作，并会在当地的7间房子测土质。
“在进行下一步行动前，当局必须测土质以确保房子的安全性。”

在丹绒区国会议员黄伟益介入协助下，发展商答应协助受到头条路
工程影响的10户二条路居民修补房子，预定在10月中旬展开修补工
程。
黄伟益10月5日（周四）与槟岛市议员王宇航，一同巡视有关房
子。他说，位于头条路的M Summit行政套房工程进行至今逾2年，

他说，发展商M Summit集团将为居民修补房子，预计需花上2至3周
时间来完成。他也将致函槟岛市政厅，要求市政厅在发出完工及遵
守规格准证（CCC）前，让发展商答应给予居民12个月的保证期，
确保发展商在未来12个月依然将协助居民解决工程对房子所造成的
影响。
此外，发展商也在酒店与民宅之间修建一道防水墙，避免工地的水
流向民宅。

组屋基建改善计划
助珍珠大厦提升升降机

五条路组屋即将改头换面迎来全新升降器之际，珍珠大
厦组屋也获得槟州政府批准承担80%经费，以让该组屋居
民能够达成提升升降机的意愿。
彭加兰哥打区州议员刘敬亿指出，自槟州政府推行80（

Goals (SDGs) are United Na-
tion’s comprehensive guide-
lines on sustainable practices 
that aims to equally flourish the 
three pillars of holistic develop-
ment – the economy, environ-
ment, and society – while ensur-
ing its preservation for the 
wellbeing and usage by the fu-
ture generation.

With 17 different goals and 
a total of 169 target indicators 
to be met by 2030, Penang has 
a long road ahead in becoming 
a truly sustainable city. The 17 
SDGs cover a wide variety of 
issues, ranging from green en-
ergy and pollution, to eco-
nomic and social inequalities, 
food security, and access to 
justice. 

The adoption of SDGs is key 
to Penang becoming an interna-
tional smart city, and it also marks the 
adoption of “a holistic set of aims 
which are in line with Penang’s peo-
ple-centric approach, [which are] the 
3Es – to enrich, empower, and enable 
the people,” said YAB CM Lim Guan 
Eng at a press conference last month.

Penang Digital  Library 
Phase Two (PDL-P2) will 
include the restoration of the 
state’s quarters located be-
side the existing PDL.

Additional buildings will 
also be constructed under 
the expansion. 

Among the PDL-P2 fa-
cilities to be provided are a 
learning centre, community 
hall, Wisdom Street, brain-

s torm cubes  and  read ing 
booths.    

The PDL-P2, with an es-
timated area of 16,000 sq ft 
upon complet ion,  wil l  be 
able to cater to about 540 
users at any one time.

Themed “Library in the 
Park”, PDL-P2 is aimed at 
being the best platform to 
gain knowledge.  

Chief Minister Lim Guan 
Eng said the state govern-
m e n t  h a s  a l l o c a t e d 
RM10.8mil for PDL-P2.

“A project committee has 
been set up to ensure the 
success of PDL-P2. 

“Chief Minister Incorpo-
rated (CMI) is the owner of 

the project while Keysight 
Technologies is the technol-
ogy par tner,”  Lim told  a 
press conference at his of-
fice in Komtar on Oct 10.

“Syarikat BETA Arkitek 
is the project manager and 
they will be preparing the 
project’s building plan and 
submit it to the Penang Is-
land City Council for ap-
proval.

“It will be followed by the 
tender process for the ap-
pointment of a contractor,” he 
added.

Lim said the Phase Two 
project is scheduled for com-
pletion by end of next year.

The period of construction 

is expected to be 10 months. 
“A total  of  20,000 ES-

TEAM (English,  Science, 
Technology,  Engineering, 
Arts and Mathematics) e-
books and e-magazines will 
be provided after the com-
plet ion of  PDL-P2,”  Lim 
said, adding PDL-P2 will 
also operate 24 hours a day.

Penang Digital Library, 
located beside the Penang 
Free School in Jalan Masjid 
Negeri, was opened on Oct 
8 last year and has garnered 
a huge response from the 
public.

Some 2,800 membership 
accounts have since been 
opened.

Digital Library’s RM10.8 m 
expansion
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PENANG is directly involved in 
the Industry 4.0,  the current trend 
of automation and data exchange 
which are referred to as the fourth 
industrial revolution.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng 
said most industries in Penang are 
already into the elements of the 
Industry 4.0.

“We are talking about artificial 
intelligence, robotics, cloud 
computing, big data analytics, 
cyber security, Internet of Things, 
and others.

“(Industry players) must 
introduce and implement these 

elements in their factories and 
businesses in order to survive.

“The state has been directly 
involved in the Industry 4.0 since 
a few years ago. We want to start 
fast,” Lim told a press conference 
after visiting the IEEE International 
Microwave, Electron Devices, 
Solid-state Circuits Symposium 
(IMESS) 2017 at the Penang Skills 
Development Centre (PSDC) on 
Oct 5.

Lim said the state has invested 
RM68m in scientific initiatives.

“To succeed in Industry 4.0, we 
have to focus on the education of 

Science, Technology, Engineering 
and Mathematics (STEM).

“This year, the Penang 
government has also announced 
the formation of Penang STEM 
Sdn Bhd, the umbrella organisation 
of six centres of excellence to 
spearhead STEM teaching,” he 
added.

Lim added that the state wanted 
the people to be attuned to these 
new fields and master the required 
knowledge. 

PSDC chief executive officer 
Muhamed Ali Mydin encouraged 
more industry players to show their 

support towards the development 
of STEM.

“We have so many companies 
here. We have to look into how 
we can develop the whole STEM 
ecosystem so we can have a strong 
support in workforce,” he said. 

Also present were IEEE 
Malaysia section vice-chairman 
Dr Fawnizu Azmadi Hussin and 

IMESS 2017 organising chairman 
Bernard Lim Kee Weng.

This symposium was held 
for the second time in the state 
following the success of the 
inaugural symposium last year.
