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EXCO member for Local Govern-

problem with that,” said Jagdeep,
who’s also Datok Keramat as-
semblymember, one of the most
flood prone areas in the state.
“At least a commitment has
been made by the federal govern-
ment that this project will carry on.
I, on behalf of the people of Pen-
ang and especially the residents of
Datok Keramat, am very thankful
that this (flood mitigation project)

will be done. I thank the efforts by
the existing federal government
for this.

“The finance minister had indi-
cated that work on the project
might start as soon as early next
year. Of course, my only wish is
for the work to be expedited and
to be completed as soon as possi-
ble.

“Ialso need to mention that the
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RM150m boost for
flood mitigation

state government had taken pre-
cautionary steps as long-term and
short-term initiatives for the alle-
viation of flood woes. In my
constituency alone, since 2008, we
have implemented 35 such pro-
jects,” he said.

Construction
companies need
efficient waste
management

CONSTRUCTION compa-
nies have been urged by
exco for Welfare, Caring
Society and Environment
Phee Boon Poh to take own-
ership and safeguard the
environment.

“We want construction
companies to be responsible
with regards to the environ-
ment by having an efficient
waste management,” Phee
said during a press confer-
ence on July 28.

“A proposal will be sent
to the local government to
formulate new guidelines
for construction companies
pertaining to their projects.

“The guidelines will re-
quire construction compa-
nies to submit a waste man-
agement assessment before
commencement of their re-
spective projects,” he added.

According to Phee, the
waste management assess-
ment would help to estimate
the amount of waste that will
be generated during the con-
struction period of a par-
ticular project and to segre-
gate the types of waste.

“When the types of waste
are estimated and segregat-
ed, it will help the particular
construction company to
reuse its waste for the same
project.

“How much waste, what
are the types of waste and
what are they going to do
with the waste should be
submitted in the assessment
report.

“This would prevent the

occurrences of illegal dump-
ing and open burning as the
waste will be reused.

“And then, when the pro-
ject commences, we will
also check from time to time
on their waste management,
will ask the service provider
(recycling service) to get
registered with us so that we
can keep track of the waste
management activities at the
construction site,”” added
Phee.

While waiting for the
guidelines to be regulated,
Phee urged construction
companies to take owner-
ship to protect the environ-
ment.

“Do not wait until the guide-
lines are implemented. You are
all professional bodies and it
is your duty to protect the en-
vironment,’” he said.

Chapter with the theme
“Construction Waste Man-
agement in Penang”.

WHAT comes to mind when
you see these — Defense of the
Ancients 2 (DotA 2), League
of Legends, Counter-Strike:
Global Offensive, and
PlayerUnknown’s Battle-
grounds?

Video games? eSports?

The electronic sports (also
knowns as eSports) industry is
a fast-growing industry and a
global phenomenon.

It has drawn the interest of
more than 270 million fans
worldwide and is touted to be
the fastest growing form of
entertainment in the world.

Penang Youth Development
Corporation (PYDC) chief
executive officer Teng Kok
Liang said the eSports industry
is not all about “playing video
games”.

“The industry is huge and
can offer various career op-
portunities to those who are
willing to venture into it.

“You can be a gamer, coach,
competition organiser, techni-
cal specialist, network or brand
specialist, and more.

“For us, it is a platform to
engage the youths,” Teng said

in an interview in Komtar re-
cently.

Teng said PYDC was hoping
to reach out to the younger
generation through eSports.

“We support eSports compe-
titions in Penang, we conduct
outreach programmes, and we
have public-private partner-
ships with industry players to
raise awareness on eSports.

“The support from the pub-
lic is growing but the eSports
community in Penang is rather
small when compared to Kuala
Lumpur.

“We can’t deny that most
educators and parents are scep-
tical of the industry.

“We faced challenges when
we try to approach schools due
to the ‘unpleasant labels’ of
eSports.

“eSports athletes or ‘gam-
ers’ are often labeled as anti-
social,” he said, adding that a
positive approach is needed to
counter the negative perception
of eSports.

Teng said an eSports athlete
needs to have discipline.

“Besides that, the athlete
requires a sharp mind, good
coordination skills, and be able
to communicate well with his
team,” he said.

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CM’s vision for Penang

CHIEF Minister Chow Kon
Yeow conveyed his vision for
Penang during a forum titled
“The Future of Penang after GE
14” on July 22.

The forum was moderated by
Starproperty Sdn Bhd general
manager Ernest Bernard Towle
where Chow was one of the
panelists.

Other panelists were Univer-
siti Sains Malaysia’s Prof Dr

Nor’Aini Yusof and Real Estate
and Housing Developers’ Asso-
ciation Malaysia (Rehda) Pen-
ang chairman Datuk Toh Chin
Leong.

The Chief Minister pointed
out the urgency of expanding the
Penang International Airport
which has surpassed its capacity
of a maximum of 6.5 million
passengers per year.

“One of the most important

elements to ensure that Penang
continues to grow in the manu-
facturing, services and medical
sectors is we need to have good
airline connectivity.

“The PIA has surpassed its
capacity to some 7.5 million
passengers per year.

“So, the airport needs to be
expanded urgently by maximis-
ing the land surrounding it,” said
Chow.
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Secondly, the infrastructure
needs of Penang which is deemed
to be important must be met.

“We need to upscale our in-
frastructure to support the con-
tinuous economic growth of
Penang.

“One of the crucial initiatives
is the Penang Transport Master
Plan which comprises Penang
Island Link (PIL) and the Light
Rail Transit (LRT),” said Chow,
who also touched on the need to
enhance the infrastructure with
regards to Internet of Things
(IoT).

Chow also opined that Penang
should become the international
hub for not just for the northern
region.

“Penang needs to go beyond
being the hub for the northern re-
gion. We should be able to become
an international hub for countries
surrounding us such as Vietnam,
Indonesia, India, The Philippines
and Hong Kong,” added Chow
who aspires Penang to become an
international and smart city.

Answering the media regard-
ing the provision of affordable
housing, Chow said the state
government is taking steps to
introduce rent and own policies
for Penangites from the low-in-
come group.

“We believe that it’s impor-
tant for our people to have a roof
over them. So we are looking
into introducing rent and own
policies for our people here.

“The federal government has
some plans to build housing for
Penangites but it’s not on the
ground yet. We hope it will be
expedited,” said Chow.

Apart from this, the Chief
Minister also emphasised the
need to ensure development is
not carried out at the expense of
the environment.

“It is essential to take into
account the aspect of environ-
ment when we have develop-
ment,” he said while stating that
the authenticity of Penang will
be retained despite the bid to
transform it.

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‘Nasi kandar’ outlets ordered

to close for two weeks

TWO nasi kandar eateries at
Gat Lebuh Macallum were
ordered to close for two
weeks in the “Operasi Ber-
sih” conducted by health of-
ficers from Penang Island
City Council (MBPP) and the
state Health Department on
July 24.

Rat droppings were found
in these two outlets where
some 13 notices amounting to
a compound of RM3,250
were issued.

The operation was con-
ducted by 10 health officers
from MBPP and five from the
state Health Department.

MBPP Licensing director
Azman Surin said the stand-
ard of hygiene of these two
outlets was below the safety
level, hence the closure order.

“The main purpose of our
operation is to ensure that
food premises in Penang are
clean and safe for consumers
in accordance with the safety
standards set by the Health
Ministry.

“So, today we have con-
ducted our inspection at two
food premises and found that
they are below the safe level,

scoring 52.3 and 51 .4 respec-
tively.

“The minimum score for
the food premises to continue
operating is 65%,” said
Azman.

According to Azman, the
two premises will be closed
for two weeks under the Food
Act 1983.

“We are more focused on
the provisions of the Food
Act, MBPP’s Bylaw on Food
Establishments 1991 and by-

laws on cleanliness and safe-
ty.

“These premises which
have been ordered to close
for two weeks can resume
operations within the said
duration if they meet the
safety standard set by the
Health Ministry.

“They can inform the state
Health Department for in-
spection once their premises
have been cleaned up,” he
added.

Stop slaughtering chickens in markets, says MBPP mayor

THE Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) will not allow the slaugh-
tering of chickens in wet markets
to ensure the premises are hy-
gienic.

MBPP mayor Datuk Yew Tung
Seang said the slaughtering of
chickens would be held only at
centres in the mainland and then
the dressed chicken would be sent
over to a distribution centre near
the Batu Lancang market on the
island.

“We don’t allow the slaughter-
ing of chickens but it is still hap-
pening. We provide an alternative
solution first. We want Penang to
become a cleaner city,” said Yew
after chairing a full council meet-
ing at City Hall on July 26.

Yew said 18 markets on the
island would have to abide by the
ruling that would be strictly en-
forced from next year. They in-
clude the famous Chowrasta
Market, which Yew said he was

sad to see its dirty condition de-
spite MBPP spending a lot of
money refurbishing it.

“MBPP doesn’t have the space
to operate a slaughter house on the
island because it requires a few
acres of land to have the facility
for loading and unloading,” he
said.

Admitting that traders and
consumers would have different
views, Yew said that in the first
place, the slaughtering of chick-
ens should not have happened in
the markets as it is dirty.

“It’s going to be a long process
because this activity has been go-
ing on for a long time,” he said,
adding that the revoking of li-
cence would only be a last resort.

On another matter, Yew urged
156 of the 172 kindergartens and
nursery centres identified on the
island to register with MBPP.

He said that so far only 16 of
them had submitted their applica-

tions despite MBPP giving 90%
discount on processing fees and
the submission of a simple plan
of the premises.

“They don’t need to engage an
architect. All they need is to sub-
mit a simple document to obtain
an operating licence,” said Yew,
who added that MBPP could take
legal action against the unregis-
tered ones.

“The operators have until Sept
14 to legalise their business. So,
have been urging them to do so
since we began this exercise in
2016.”

On the state government’s call
for open tender for the car parking
system, Yew said MBPP was also
at the same time seeking feedback
from the public on what sort of
smart car parking system Penan-
gites wanted.

“The tender was advertised on
July 13th and will close in a
month. Our survey forms have
been sent out and the closing date
is at the end of September. We
hope that we can get a system
which suits the Penang context.”

Yew said MBPP is currently
working with an NGO from Brit-
ain to help solve the problem of
stray dogs in their trap-neuter-

release programme.

Initially, MBPP had identified
a site in Relau but Yew said due
to high infrastructure cost, it has
decided to refurbish one of its
containers in Sungai Pinang to
contain 60 cages, up from 10 now.
Currently they are able to handle
15 dogs per week.

In the MBPP meeting proper,
Penang Forum representative Dr
Chee Heng Leng urged MBPP to
enforce a ban on single-use plas-
tics, including plastic straws,
plastic cutlery, plastic wrapping,
cling wrap, non-woven shopping
bags, plastic and styrofoam con-
tainers, cotton buds and water
bottles.

She suggested three other
measures to be taken: (i) public
education and outreach, (ii) provi-
sion of alternatives, and (iii) a
system of enforcement — strict
penalties and the capacity and
political will to execute them.

from Penang island was dis-
posed of at Pulau Burong waste
disposal site.

“This is equivalent to 651
metric tons of waste per day,”
he said, stressing that the rate
of recycling till May this year
is about 30.22%.

The reduction in waste dis-
posal will enable MBPP to save
around RM2.2 million as tip-
ping fee for the waste disposal
site.

Yew hopes the recycling rate
will continue to increase yearly
to give a positive impact to the
environment.

“This will also help the state
government to reduce the need
to find a new waste disposal
site in future,” he said.

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RM1b soft loan to expedite PTMP

THE RM1 billion soft loan which
Penang hopes to obtain from the
federal government is an alterna-
tive package to expedite the Pen-
ang Transport Master Plan
(PTMP).

“The RM1 billion soft loan idea
came from SRS Consortium (the
project delivery partner for PTMP)
following the changed political
environment and the fact that the
state wanted the projects to be
completed earlier as they are fi-
nanced through land reclamation,”
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
told the media on July 25.

“To make available the land, it
will take up to two to three years
the earliest before the land can be
put up for sale and generate reve-
nue. With that in mind, only one
project can be carried out at a time
and most likely, it will be the LRT.
But with the soft loan of RM1 bil-
lion, SRS will be able to call for
tenders for two projects simultane-
ously — the LRT and also the PIL
Phase 1,” he added.

“It is because of the intention

for an earlier completion that this
request was made following the
change of government at the fed-
eral level. Before this, of course
this did not arise at all. Ultimately,
the state is the owner of these pro-
jects and any savings would go
back to the people of Penang. It is
an alternative from several op-
tions,” added Chow.

He added that if earth works
could be carried out as scheduled
in early 2019, all component pro-
jects under PTMP will be com-
pleted in 10 years’ time.

Earlier on July 22, Chow said
the state government hopes to get
a RM1 billion soft loan from the
federal government to finance
preliminary works and two impor-
tant components under the PTMP.

Chow said his intention is to
carry out the Light Railway Transit
(LRT) George Town to Bayan
Lepas project together with Pen-
ang Island Link 1 (PIL 1) from
Penang Hill to Paya Terubong and
Sungai Ara simultaneously, ex-
pected to start next year, after ful-
filling all requirements from fed-
eral agencies.

“After GE14, considering the

state government needs to carry out
projects at the same time, Project
Delivery Partner SRS Consortium
advised that if an earlier soft loan
of RM1 billion is available, both
components of LRT and PIL 1 can
start concurrently.

“If not, the PDP can only carry
them out one after another, with
each project taking five to six years
to complete.

“We still have not applied (for

the soft loan from the federal gov-
ernment). We also need to discuss
it at the state exco meeting and get
approval first,” Chow told a press
conference on July 22.

Earlier, Chow had delivered his
opening speech to assemblymem-
bers and Members of Parliament
(MP) for the implementation of
Penang Transport Master Plan.

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Penang loses a hockey legend

IT was a big loss for Penang
when their former state hockey
coach Rajendran Balagurusamy,
better known as Uncle Bob,
passed away on July 25

Rajendran, 69, succumbed to
soft tissue cancer that he was
diagnosed with about 15 months
ago.

The news of Rajendran’s death
saddened many hearts, especially
with his great contribution to the
state and nation in the field of
sports.

The Penang State Hockey As-
sociation (PSHA) and former
hockey players held a testimo-
nial match for him on July 14,
followed by a charity dinner to
help raise funds for him as he
sought medical treatment.

State Youth and Sports Com-
mittee chairman Soon Lip Chee,
who attended the dinner and also
presented a cheque to Rajendran,
said he appreciated his services
especially in grooming many
young hockey players, a number
of whom went on to become na-
tional players.

“There is no doubt he was a
dedicated sportsman and coach.
It’s definitely a great loss to Pen-
ang,” said Soon.

After working a few jobs,
Rajendran joined the Penang Is-
land Municipal Council (as
MBPP was then called) as a
junior technician in 1970.

Rajendran is best known for
coaching Electrical Switchgear
Automation (ESA) to dominate
the Malaysian Junior Hockey
League by winning the titles in
1996 and 1997.

The team then oozed talents

in Sarawak.

and players like Jiwa Mohan, K.
Keevan Raj, K. Logan Raj, Rod-
hanizam Mat Radzi, Mohd Dan-
air Haron, Razak Saidin and
Mohd Nizam Nordin all later
went on to represent the country.

Jiwa, who was appointed to
assist Rajendran in 2016 and then
took over as the state coach when
the latter was unable to carry on
last year, said Bob sacrificed a lot.

“It was not only me who ben-
efited from his guidance, but also
those who did not make it to the
national team. He did not just
shape us as a good player but also
as a good person,” said the
37-year-old Jiwa, who came un-
der Rajendran’s wings as a
12-year-old from Stowell Pri-
mary School in Bukit Mertajam.

“At times, he used his own
funds to help the team. For me,
his death is a loss for hockey. But
more importantly now is we need

the late 60s, he was in

the state football team under
coach Datuk M. Kuppan,” said
Jayanandhan.

“When many of his former
players got wind that he was ill,
hundreds came to visit him in the
last two to three months. When
he was coaching them, he wor-
ried about their studies. Their
problem was his problem.”

Rajendran, assisted by Jiwa,
led Penang to their first ever
hockey gold medal in the 2016
Sukma in Sarawak after beating
Perlis 2-1 in the final.

The victory, according to Jay-
anandhan, was well rewarded by
the state government when an
Astroturf was built at Jalan Betek
in Bukit Mertajam.

Prior to that, he said the team
was training without proper fa-
cilities.

When Rajendran was repre-
senting Penang in football from
1968 to 1970, it was a golden era
as the state then had illustrious
players like Isa Bakar, Ali Bakar,
Ibrahim Mydin, Syed Ahmad,
Shaharudin Abdullah, Namat
Abdullah, V. Krishnamoorthy
and Mohamed Bakar — all house-
hold names in Malaysian foot-
ball..

The son of a Malayan Railway
station master was also adept at
handling the hockey stick.

He came from a family line

e quite famous for hockey; his

cousin M. Mahendran and
niece Sulochana Bairam
were both hockey interna-
tionals and his uncle K.S.P.
Sundram was a state player.
Besides representing Ma-
laysia at the Nehru Memorial
Tournament and the East
Asian Games, Bob also
played in the 1971 SEA
Games in Kuala Lumpur and
the 1973 SEA Games in Sin-
gapore.

One of his greatest disap-
pointments in hockey was that
after seven months of rigorous
training for the Munich Olym-

pics, he was dropped from the
team.

But in later years, Rajendran
found great satisfaction in guid-
ing players of all races since
1979, treating them “as my own
children.”

Rajendran left behind wife
Catherine Lim, a retired MBPP
staff member who was active
in netball, and son,
Vikneshwaran.

“We have trained over 400
teachers and provided hardware
and course materials to allow
teachers to continue the develop-
ment of coding, embedded comput-
ing and design skills among our
primary and secondary school
students.
