THE Penang government has criticised
Natural Resources and Environment
Minister Datuk Seri Wan Junaidi Tuanku
Jaafar for not obtaining a better com-
prehension of the Penang South Recla-
mation (PSR) project before comment-
ing on it.

Local Government, Traffic Manage-
ment and Flood Mitigation Committee
chairman Chow Kon Yeow said the state
has submitted more reports to various
government departments and agencies,
including the Department of Environ-
ment (DoE), than any other reclamation
project carried out in Malaysia.

“The Environmental Impact Assess-
ment (EIA) report was submitted to the
DoE on April 28 this year. A public
display for the EIA was carried out from
May 24 to June 23 at 12 locations in
Putrajaya, Kuala Lumpur and Penang,”
Chow told a press conference in Komtar
on Dec 29.

“A meeting between the state, DoE
and a panel of experts was held on June
15 to discuss the EIA report. A revised
EIA report incorporating the state’s re-
sponse to the feedback and comments
from the DoE and the experts was re-
submitted to the DoE on Aug 15.

“Instead, the minister alleged that the
DoE has yet to receive a report on the
proposed PSR project,” Chow said.

“The Penang government is also in
the midst of preparing the detailed re-
ports in accordance with the advice from
the National Physical Planning Council

(NPPC) Working and Regulating Com-
mittees,”

Chow was representing the state to
clarify the misconceptions concerning
the proposed PSR project.

He also listed out the reports prepared
and submitted by the state government

for the project.

Chow said the Penang government
would ensure that all concerns are re-
solved before the project is implemented.

“No reclamation work has been car-
ried out on the southern coast of Penang
island for the PSR project.

“We have reiterated many times on
July 14, July 21, Aug 16 and Aug 20 that
the state will comply with all legal re-
quirements before implementing the
project,” Chow said.

“We’re so far away from the border.
How can we affect the international border
and coastline? And the reclamation in Jo-
hor is so much bigger than the one in
Penang. Why is there a problem?” asked
Lim.

“We’ve not even started the reclamation
yet because we haven’t received full and
final approval from the federal govern-
ment. Unlike Kedah, the Aman Laut rec-
lamation project started without the EIA
approval. Why did Wan Junaidi not take
action or say anything about it?” the chief
minister added.

Wan Junaidi was quoted in news re-
ports as saying that several reports had
yet to be received from the state and the
developer, such as the EIA report, reports
on studies conducted on social and po-
litical impact, and on marine life.

Wan Junaidi had also claimed that the
project may result in a shift of the con-
tinental shelf.

Chow added the proposed PSR pro-
ject is located at a very shallow area of
less than -3.5 m CD (depth) on the con-
tinental shelf of Malaysia, and is well
within the three nautical miles radius
from the existing shoreline of Penang
island’s south coast.

“The PSR project is noticeably far
from the international water territory and
Indonesia’s maritime border. Shifting the
continental shelf and encroachment into
maritime international borders is not
possible.

“Reclamation projects in Johor and
Malacca are much closer to interna-
tional waters!” Chow said.

“I have discussed this matter with the
State Secretary (Datuk Seri Farizan Darus)
and it was suggested the old building of
Seberang Perai Municipal Council (MPSP)
near Bagan to be used,” Lim said at a press
conference on Jan 2.

“’The state government has no problem.

Two approvals obtained on land reclamation project, says Chow

EXCO members Chow Kon Yeow (Local
Government, Traffic Management and
Flood Mitigation) and Jagdeep Singh
(Town & Country Planning and Housing)
have voiced their views over a report by a
local daily titled “Reclaimation Project -
New Rules On Building Islands” published
on Jan 2.

Both of them told a press conference on
Dec 3 that the state government has no
intention to start reclamation projects
without prior approval.

Also present were Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng and Deputy Chief Minister 1
Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon.

The duo were referring to the article
which quoted a recent statement by Natu-
ral Resources and Environment Minister
Datuk Seri Dr Wan Junaidi Tuanku Jaafar
that all reclamation works in the country
would be halted until a ‘new national en-
vironment survey method is put into place’.

In his statement, Wan Junaidi also said
that a group of experts would soon come
out with the new and improved Environ-
mental Impact Assessment (EIA) and
Detailed Environment Impact Assessment
(DEIA) requirements.

Once these new requirements have been
formulated, they would be submitted to the
Cabinet, the National Land Council and
the National Physical Development Coun-
cil for approval.

“Once they are approved, the new EIA
and DEIA requirements will then take ef-
fect in the whole country, including Pen-
ang,” he explained.

Pending such approval, Wan advised the
Penang state government not to go ahead
with any land reclamation projects.

Elaborating further, Jagdeep said the
Penang state government is currently in the
midst of getting approvals from the rele-
vant authorities.

“We do not see any action been taken
against the reclamation project of Aman
Laut in Kedah,” he noted.

Chow mentioned that proposed recla-
mation and dredging works for the Penang
South Reclamation Scheme were approved
by the Department of Irrigation and Drain-
age Malaysia, with the Hydraulic Risk
Assessment requirements being adhered
to.

“We are still waiting for the outcome of
the Social Impact Assessment, Fisheries
Impact Assessment and Traffic Impact
Assessment from them,” he said.

Chow also shared with the media the
letter dated July 18,2017 from the Depart-
ment of Irrigation and Drainage Malaysia,
which highlighted the approval for Hydrau-
lic Risk Assessment and added that the
Marine Risk Analysis (MRA) had been
approved by the Marine Department on
Dec 29, 2017.

Hoping to address
parking issues for
heavy vehicles by
March

THE Penang government has identified
several areas on the island for operators
to park their buses and lorries.

Local Government, Traffic Manage-
ment and Flood Mitigation Committee
chairman Chow Kon Yeow said there is
a need to allocate the parking lots.

“We see buses parked by the roadside
in housing areas most of the time. During
certain events, tour buses can also be
seen parking along the roadside.

“We hope to address these issues by
March next year.

“Several areas have been identified to
be used as parking lots for buses and
lorries. These are either owned by the
state, Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) or Penang Development Cor-
poration (PDC).

“The lots that have been identified are
near Karpal Singh Drive, Jalan Tanjung
Tokong and Jalan Batu Maung,” Chow
told a press conference after the first
dialogue session between the bus and
lorry operators and the relevant authori-
ties and agencies at Komtar on Dec 21.

He added that the site management of
those lots would be decided later.

The dialogue was organised by the
Penang government.

Among the authorities present were
the Royal Malaysian Police, Royal Ma-
laysian Customs Department, Puspa-
kom, Road Transport Department, Land
Public Transport Commission (SPAD),
Seberang Perai Municipal Council and
MBPP.

SPAD head of compliance and bus
Zachary Ismail said there were about
3,000 factory buses in Penang.

Penang principal assistant secretary
Nur’ Aishah Md Norodin said most
participants were not familiar with the
rules and regulation of the relevant au-
thorities.

“The dialogue was successful, allow-
ing the participants to engage the au-
thorities,” she said.

WHAT is the fate of students in the 33 universities
that were closed down last year for a variety of
reasons?

That was the question posed by Deputy Chief
Minister 1 Datuk Mohd Rashid Hasnon who urged
the Education Ministry to get involved in the probe
into the welfare of graduates in the country.

He said this while reviewing a media online
report by Higher Education Minister Datuk Seri
Idris Jusoh which stated a total of 33 private uni-
versities were closed down last year.

“The reaction resulting from the closure of

these 33 universities will also affect the education
of students.

“The Education Ministry needs to help and
monitor the welfare of the students affected,” he
told a press conference with Chief Minister Lim
Guan Eng at SP Arena in Seberang Jaya on Dec
22.

“T also hope the management of private uni-
versities improve, and if needed the ministry
should assist them,” he added.

Earlier, Mohd Rashid accompanied the Chief
Minister to hand out aid of RM 1,000 each to 1,277
recipients entering universities, including
RM1,200 to 64 undergraduates going for further
studies in Sabah and Sarawak.

Tourism sector
on the rise

THE total passenger traffic at the Penang International Airport (PIA) is
expected to increase by 6% this year.

Penang Tourism Development and Culture Committee chairman
Danny Law Heng Kiang said the airport is expected to record 7.1mil
total passenger movements this year as compared to 6.7mil passenger
movements last year.

“If we look at the airport statistics, we handled 4,916,069 passengers
from January to September last year.

“From January to September this year, we handled 5,342,089 pas-
sengers. It was an increase of 8.67%,” Law told a press conference in
Komtar on Dec 28.

Law said there was also an increase of foreign patients in Penang
private hospitals, from 175,216 patients for the first six months of last
year to 187,376 patients for the same period this year.

“Private hospitals also saw an increase in revenue from RM 131,707,946
(January to June 2016) to RM259,307,030 (January to June 2017).

“International cruise ships made 136 calls to the Swettenham Pier
last year, and 125 international cruise ships have made port calls from
January to September this year,” Law added.

Malaysian Association of Hotels Penang chapter chairman Khoo Boo
Lim said hotel occupancy in the state saw an average increment of
4.23% as of November this year, as compared to the same period last
year.

Civil servants reminded not to

unnecessarily take emergency leave

STATE Secretary Datuk Seri Farizan
Darus has urged civil servants not to
unnecessarily apply for emergency
leave so that their integrity and con-
duct is not questioned.

He said till Nov 30, a total of 27
cases of misconduct were reported
compared to 37 in 2016.

“From this number, a total of 14
officers were charged with miscon-
duct and sacked from their jobs.

“Nine officers was issued warn-
ings, four lost emolument, six had
their pay increase put on hold and
three had a pay cut,” he said at the
Penang state civil servants assembly
with Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
on Dec 20.

“It is hoped that action taken for
misconduct will make the concerned
officers realise that their

actions will cause them to lose
their jobs,” he added.

“The trend for application of
emergency leave among civil serv-
ants is on the increase,” he added.

government in giving out bonus
to civil servants has been in practice
since years back.

“It can be seen that medical leave
from private clinics has declined
when the State

DESPITE being just 350m long, the new road con-
necting Jalan Mohd Saad and Lorong Ceri provided
much convenience for commuters and residents of
Taman Riang and Taman Mohd Saad in Butterworth.

THE funicular train service at Penang Hill
officially resumed its operations on Dec 30
to be in time for the festive New Year season
and holidays.

The popular tourist destination was badly
affected by the Nov 4 storm which resulted
in landslides at different segments on the hill.

This left many areas severely ravaged and
these included the funicular train track and
the jeep route from the Botanical Garden.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng, who offici-
ated the ceremony for the resumption of the
train service, commended the joint efforts of
those who worked hard towards the reha-
bilitation of Penang Hill in the wake of the
worst natural disaster in the history of the
state.

“We shall never forget what happpened
on Nov 4 where the worst storm brought by
strong winds blowing at 40mph caused even
aferry berthed at the pier to be pushed inland!
And not to forget the total rainfall meant for
a period of 1.5 months was collected in
merely 15 hours,” he said.

“The rehabilitation and repair works car-
ried out at Penang Hill was done manually
because vehicles and machinery couldn’t gain
access as the key routes were ravaged by the
landslides. Here, I would like to express my
appreciation for the extraordinary hard work,
dedication and commitment of the Penang
Hill Corporation (PHC) rank and file,” the
chief minister added.

ALL 24 councillors of the Seberang
Perai Municipal Council (MPSP)
were retained for six more months.

They were sworn in at a simple
ceremony at the Dewan Kenanga
in the MPSPheadquarters at Bandar
Perda on Jan 2.

Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
congratulated them for having
served their one-year term and en-
couraged them to strive harder to
give their best to Seberang Perai
residents.

“They have all been reappointed
to serve from Jan 1 to June 30,
2018,” said Lim during his speech.

“As we all know, MPSPhas won
various awards at state, national and
international levels, in 2017.

Their appointment is for only six
months as the 14th general election
is approaching.

The current parliamentary term
expires on June 26, which means
the GE14 must be held within 60
days from that date.

IT was all smiles for residents of the Taman
Soon Boon Kee when Penang exco member
Jagdeep Singh Deo visited the low-cost flats
in Jalan Makloom, Datok Keramat on Jan 4.

Jagdeep, who is the state Housing, Town
and Country Planning Committee chairman,
inspected its lift that was refurbished at a cost
of RM16,000 of which 80% was borne by
the state government under the state Maxi-
mum 80% Housing Maintenance Fund
(TMP80PP) and 20% by the residents them-
selves.

As the lift was found to be in need of re-
pairs by the Penang Department of Occupa-
tional Safety and Health (DOSH), Jagdeep
said a contractor was hired to change its cable

and pulley.

“The lift’s rope was 32 years old and
needed to be replaced for the benefit of about
200 residents living here,” said Jagdeep.

The state government had contributed fi-
nancially to help in the upgrading of the flats’
lift at a cost RM50,000 in 2014 and replace-
ment of a broken perimeter wall at a cost of
RM49 000 last year.

Taman Soon Boon Kee Joint Management
Committee chairman P. Kumarasamy said
the state government forked out 60% of
RM49,000 spent on erecting the perimeter
wall while the residents contributed the re-
maining 40%.

“You can see we are all very happy with
the installation of the new pulley,” said Ku-
marasamy.

For this year, Jagdeep said the state has

allocated RM6.8 million
to the maintenance fund
for low and low medi-
um-cost housing.

“We’ve to assist the
residents because the
federal programme is
not moving. It’s very
unfortunate. I’'m not here
to point fingers,” he said.

Under the federal
government’s 1Malaysia
Maintenance Fund
(TP1M), residents can
obtain a maximum allocation of 90% for
low-cost and 70% for low medium-cost hous-
ing for the maintenance works.

Jagdeep said since there is an allocation
of RM200 million for TP1M under Budget

Hospital director Dean Liu thanked the
state for its support.

Mount Miriam Cancer Hospital chief
executive officer Joan Lim said the RM60 000
would go into the hospital’s development
fund.

“The development fund is to assist the

hospital in its effort to continuously improve
service standards, new technology advance-
ment and medical care,” she said.

She spoke on the latest cancer radiation
machine CyberKnife, which is a non-inva-
sive treatment for benign and malignant tu-
mours.

“Any tumour that is located too deep or
too risky for surgery can be done with the
CyberKnife technology.

“We will be the first centre in northern
Malaysia to be equipped with the technology
with the other one in Kuala Lumpur.

“We plan to sponsor 10 free ‘cases’ to
spearhead the CyberKnife technology,” Joan
added.

She said the robotic radiosurgery system
could work on very delicate tumours such as
in the brain and lung.

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Pakatan Harapan more concerned
for flood victims

THE ability of the Pakatan Harapan state government
in tackling flood issues shows it is able to administer
the state well, says exco for Agriculture & Agro based
Industry, Rural Development and Health Dr Afif Ba-
hardin.

He said the state government spent more than RM 100
million (including public donations) to ease the burden
of residents following the recent massive flood on Nov
4&5.

“The state government through its ‘Pulau Pinang
Bangkit’ programme gave RM700 to each family. For
Permatang Pauh, it involved 6,000 recipients, and for
the whole state more than 50,000 recipients.

“This represents the biggest allocation in the country,
where no state government or federal government gave
away aid of such nature (RM700).

“I asked my contacts in Kelantan and Johor about
the flood aid before this, and they said they only re-
ceived RM500 aid from the federal government,” he
said in his speech on Dec 28 at the fund handing over
ceremony to flood victims in Permatang Pauh at Data-
ran Rakyat Guar Perahu.

Also present was Lembah Pantai MP Nurul Izzah
Anwar.

At the ceremony, the flood victims in the Permatang

Pauh area also received an allocation of RM430,000
from the Selangor government.

Afif added the Penang state government is still await-
ing flood aid from the federal government, which has

yet to be announced.

“Apart from flood allocations, the state government
has an allocation of RM400 million yearly for various
welfare programmes,” Afif added.

Eight places of Worshlp apply for funds after Penang flood woes

THE Penang state government has re-
ceived eight applications from non-
Muslim places of worship for funds to
help renovate their premises that were
damaged by the Nov 4-5 floods.

The deadline for applications ended on
Dec 31 but state Housing, Town and
Country Planning Committee chairman
Jagdeep Singh Deo said it has been ex-
tended to Jan 31 after receiving an ap-
plication from Khalsa Dharmic Jatha in
Jalan Patani in George Town on Dec 30.

“By now, the places of worship should
know the costs needed for repairs or
renovations due to the floods that hap-
pened almost two months ago. We are
extending the deadline for applications by
a month. There is no point prolonging,”

Rifle Range flats at Komtar yesterday for
being evicted, Jagdeep said the state Hous-
ing Department had in fact earlier met them
to help them solve their problems.

“I was on leave yesterday. They have
to put in their appeals and we will con-
sider them. We can assist them by allow-
ing them to pay their arrears by install-
ments,” said Jagdeep.

“But they are some sub-letting their
units for RM1,000 when they are paying
only RM120 for rental. Is that fair to those
on the waiting list for so long? We’ve
1,662 people on the waiting list.

“Out of 327 tenants who are in arrears,
277 had their appeals approved.

“As of November this year, the public
housing scheme has an arrears of RM17.4

Jagdeep said.

Khalsa Dharmic Jatha secretary Nag-
indar Singh, who handed the application
together with photographs of the flooded
temple to Jagdeep, said the temple is seek-
ing RM6,500 to help repair its kitchen,
store, hall flooring, chairs and tables dam-
aged when the premises was inundated
with four feet of water.

Two weeks ago, the Gurdwara Sikh

Police, which is about 200 metres away
from the temple, had submitted an ap-
plication for RM33,000 allocation as it
was badly hit by the floods.

Jagdeep, who revealed that one Indian
temple in Batu Ferringhi became totally
unusable after the floods, said all appli-
cants need to show they are registered
with the Registrar of Societies, get the
consent of the land owner if the land does

not belong to them, show proof of the
damage and quotation for repairs.

Jagdeed said RM2.2 million had been
given out to 66 applicants under the state’s
non-Muslim places of worship trust fund,
which has a balance of RM7 million. The
applicants comprise 31 Chinese temples,
20 churches, 11 Indian temples and four
gurdwara.

On a protest by some residents of the

Jagdeep again urged the federal gov-
ernment to build more People’s Housing
Projects in Penang, claiming that out of
110,000 units built, Penang received the
lowest number of units at 999.



Why blame state for C
cancellation?

JELUTONG MP Jeff Ooi on Dec 18
spoke at great length against the allega-
tions made by Penang Chinese Clan
Council (PCCC) chairman Anthony
Chang Wei Lu who blamed the state
government for the decision made by the
PCCC to cancel the 2018 Chinese New
Year Culture and Heritage Celebration
also called “miaohui” in Chinese.

Stressing that money was never an
issue with the PCCC as evident from
statements made by Chang in both the
English and Chinese press, Ooi quoted
verses from Chinese annals and sayings
to advise Chang to adopt a more gentle-
manly approach in handling the issue.

“We combed through his statement in
the Chinese and English media and both
had one thing in common - that money is
not the key issue that led to the cancella-
tion of the miaohui,” Ooi said.

“It was also reported that the federal
government has agreed to cover the ex-
penses (for organising the miaohui).
Now, why shift your arrows and train

your guns at the state government by ac-
cusing us of suppressing (the PCCC)
which led to the cancellation of this im-
portant Chinese New Year event?” he
added.

On a further note, Ooi also stressed
that the awarding of Datukships in the
state is the prerogative of the Governor
and not a merchandise which is saleable
through political favours or being sub-
servient to the state government, the Je-
lutong MP, who was also accompanied
by Tanjong MP Ng Wei Aik, said of his
displeasure with Chang for his comments
concerning Datukships awarded in Pen-
ang.

“The worst accusation (he hurled
against the state government) is that dur-
ing the various rounds of negotiations and
demands forwarded by the PCCC, he was
quoted as saying that he chose not to be
an easy person, because had he been an
easy person, listening to the command
and dictate of the state government, he
would’ve been awarded a Datukship. We
take strong offence to that (remark)!” Ooi
said.

“Awarding the Datukship is the pre-

But
I think they should at least
give also some on the island
especially completing the
road to Balik Pulau,” he said.

Call to synchronise ferry services and ETS

TANJONG MP Ng Wei Aik on Dec
19 handed over a memorandum to
Penang Port Sdn Bhd (PPSB) re-
questing it to reschedule its ferry
services to synchronise with the
Electric Train Service (ETS) from
Butterworth.

According to Ng, the existing
ferry services on the island at the
Raja Uda Ferry Terminal start at
5.40am until the following morn-
ing at 12.40am while the last ferry
to arrive at the Sultan Abdul Halim
Ferry Terminal in Butterworth is
at lam.

“In other words, there’s effec-
tively no ferry service between
12.40am and 5.40am every morn-
ing while the earliest ETS from
Butterworth leaves for Ipoh and
KL Central at 4.45am. It reaches
Ipoh at 6.10am and KL at 8.50am,”
he said.

“The next ETS available is at
6.10am and will arrive in Ipoh at
7.59am and KL at 10.27am,”
added Ng.

“Given all these, I hope PPSB
will seriously consider the re-
scheduling of its ferry services to
make it convenient for the public
to catch the early train,” he told
members of the media at the PPSB
office in Pesara King Edward,
George Town.

Also present was Penang Island
City Council (MBPP) councillor
Wong Yuee Harng.

Ng also added that the continued
lack of synchronisation between
the ETS and ferry services will be
a hindrance to the people who
depend on public transportation to
get to Butterworth.

“The ferry service is an impor-
tant mode of the public transporta-
tion network in Penang and for the
benefit of everyone, it is important
for PPSB or even Syarikat Prasa-
rana Malaysia Berhad (which is in
the midst of taking over the ferry
services) to ensure adequate ser-
vices to meet public expectations,”
noted Ng.

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Key is paradigm shift

PROMINENT “green” advocate Dr.
Hezri Adnan, a Fellow of the Academy of
Sciences Malaysia, has extensive experi-
ence in research and policy advocacy on
development and sustainability issues.

His specialisation is comparative pub-
lic policy spanning areas such as environ-
mental policy, green economy, natural
resources governance and sustainable
development strategy.

In2015,Hezri was appointed a member
of the United Nations’ International Re-
source Panel (IRP), an expert body that
focuses on strategic issues of resource
scarcity, efficiency and decoupling.

Until July 2016, he was the director of
Technology, Innovation, Environment and
Sustainability at the Institute of Strategic
and International Studies (ISIS) Malaysia,
and currently serves as its Visiting Fellow.

Buletin Mutiara caught up with Hezri
recently for his take on various environ-
mental issues.

Q: How does the definition of “sustain-
able development” vary compared to
1992? What is the main conflict among
academicians and practitioners?

A: The definition of sustainable develop-
ment widely used in 1992 can be traced
back to 1987.1 am referring to the Brundt-
land Commission Report called ‘Our
Common Future’. The Report defined
sustainable development as “...develop-
ment that meets the needs of the present
without compromising the ability of future
generations to meet their own needs”.
Focusing on now and the future, the
Brundtland approach seeks to reconcile
the economic, social, and environmental
dimensions of development. Essentially
there are two central ideas — ensuring
basic needs for the poor and downtrodden
and recognition of the environmental
limits to economic growth. In retrospect,
the Brundtland definition had a broad ap-
peal to almost everyone. However, it was
a deceptively simple idea, which had
obscured a lot of underlying contradic-
tions. So conflicts among the academi-
cians and practitioners were unavoidable.

As early as 1989, there were more than
200 definitions offered by scholars on
what sustainability is and is not. Today it
remains a theoretical maze of remarkable
complexity in the intellectual world. Yet,

ment. The question of ‘what to be sus-
tained’ remains today as difficult as it was
three decades ago. Environmentalists
advocate a proper management of
critical ecosystems. Economic
planners reemphasize the
importance of sustaining
wealth that does not compro-
mise social equity. In prac-
tice, many political trade-
offs have to be made because
policies are never established
in a vacuum. This situation
leaves many stakeholders
feeling unhappy with
the mainstream
model of econom-
ic development.
Whatever we do,
there bound to be
winners and los-
ers.

Q: What are the key challenges of
‘paradigm shift’ in sustainable develop-
ment? In your opinion, which part of
the world has progressively changed in
terms of ‘paradigm shift’?

A: Sustainable development is impossible
without shift in economic paradigm. For
the last 10 years, the notion of a green
economy has become increasingly attrac-
tive to policy makers.

This development model assumes
compatibility between human activity and
the welfare of the planet. Not only that
renewable energy and recycled materials
can be exploited with minimum environ-
mental impact, they can also drive job
growth.

There is considerable consensus on the
need to shift from high- to low-carbon
systems. Similarly, resource efficiency is
flagged as a policy focus in many parts of
the developed world. In countries like the
UK, the contribution of green economy
to the GDP is claimed to be as high as
30%. The motto ‘selling nature to save it’,

for example, through Payment for Eco-
system Services (PES) and carbon trading,
exemplifies another green economy poli-
cy prescription.

The restoration of key rivers flow-
ing into Seoul in South Korea has
also contributed significantly to
South Korea’s economy. In 2009,

the country announced a five-

year plan to annually invest ap-
proximately 2% of its GDP in the
field of green growth. These ex-
amples, however, are an exception
rather than a rule. In many other
countries, green sectors
remain a niche within an
overall ‘brown’ economy.
A great challenge ahead of
us is to find ways of scal-
ing up green economy
without negatively im-
pacting on low-income
and other vulnerable groups.

Q: What are the prerequisites for a
paradigm shift to happen in a society?
A: At the global level, the endorsement
of the Sustainable Development Goals —a
suite of 17 goals, 169 targets, and 244
indicators — by the world leaders in 2015
has proven to be a game changer in terms
of popularizing the need to achieve the
sustainability shift by the year 2030.

For Malaysia, I have argued in my book
The Sustainability Shift that sustainable
development would require three reforms.
First, governments and societies need to
recognize that sustainable development is
a systemic policy challenge that is broad-
er than environmental protection or con-
serving iconic species like tiger and Orang
Utan.

Second, to articulate appropriate re-
sponses, there is a need to act institution-
ally based on precautionary principles. We
cannot entirely depend on an individual
organization to trouble-shoot an environ-
mental disaster after it had happened.

Rather, we must articulate whole-of-soci-
ety responses and not just rely on one
particular government agency to address
sustainable development.

Finally, there is an urgent need to stop

focusing on rhetoric embedded in policy
statements without finding the best ways
to deliver and implement sustainable de-
velopment solutions. Our environmental
policies are in general only weakly sup-
ported. The Federal environmental ex-
penditure in the annual budget is meager
and appropriate technical resources to
handle unsustainability problems are
mainly absent at the State level.
Q: How long is it going to take for
paradigm shift to happen in Malaysia?
A: Malaysia always claims internation-
ally that sustainable development has
been our development model since the
1990s. Nothing could be further from the
truth.

While our economic and social devel-
opment track record is stellar by interna-
tional standards, we now have enough
signs of systemic environmental distur-
bances. For instance, despite our rich
water resources endowment, five states
are now considered water-deficit.

Similarly, 377 of our rivers are becom-
ing narrower and shallower due to uncon-
trolled land development. Coupled with
the continuing disappearance or degrada-
tion of forested areas, more and more
Malaysians are consequently exposed to
greater flood hazard.

The lifestyles of our citizens are also
far from exemplary. While city ‘litterbugs’
are contributing to increasing incidences
of dengue, our littering habit at recreation
spots in the jungle is causing a spike in
leptospirosis, taking the lives of 78 people
in 2015 alone.

We can only ensure the sustainability
shift by following the policies we set and
enforcing the environmental laws we
formulated. These we must do immedi-
ately without fear and favour.

THE idea of ghost or, in other words,
the supernatural encounters might vary
according to individuals.

Sceptics might say that ghosts are not
real, whereas those who say they have
actually had a real -life experience of
the paranormal activity will not agree.

Leaving aside the argument on the
existence of ghosts, the Ghost Museum,
located at Lebuh Melayu, brings a close
encounter with the ‘unseen”.

It exhibits Malaysia’s traditional
spooks as well as those in the west.

A personal guide is ready to explain
the myths behind each supernatural be-
ing showcased.

Ghost Museum was opened two years
ago and is the first of its kind in Malay-
sia, featuring mannequins plus costumes
for visitors to wear for photo sessions.

Kool Koe, founder of Ghost Museum,
in an interview with the Buletin Mutiara
team on Dec 22, said the idea of coming
up with such a museum was initiated by
the horror stories he heard when he was
a kid.

Come let’s unravel the spooky world
with Kool and Ghost Museum manager
Desmond Low.

How did the idea of creating a Ghost
Museum come about?

Kool: When I was a kid I used to hear
about spooky stories in my neighbour-
hood in Batu Gantung. We were prohib-
ited from entering certain places which
were believed to be haunted. Even until
now it is believed as such.

Then in one occasion when I was
working in Dubai, my room door sud-
denly closed by itself and then my room-
mate asked me whether a ghost could
have done it!

I was thinking, since I was in Dubai,
could it be an Arabic ghost or else Ma-
lay, Chinese or Egyptian? How do I
ward off the evil spirit, what shall I
chant?

Suddenly, this thought just crossed
my mind. Ghosts exist only if we be-
lieve it so, and if we do not believe then
it does not exist.

I felt that, people used the elements
of nature such as the strong wind to
come up with ghost tales.

The idea of setting up a ghost mu-
seum was conceived based on all these
experiences in my life, to pass the mes-
sage to people that ghosts are what you
believe in your mind and we wanted to
showcase the types of ghosts that were
widely spoken about in early days.

How were the resources collected?
Desmond: Information on the types of
ghosts and their origins was gathered
through surveys, online research as well
as books.

Due to the effect of migration, some
‘ghosts’ might belong to more than one
specific country or culture.

Then based on our research, we came

‘Ancient Egyptian Tomb’ setting.
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up with interior design, props, all of
which was meticulously done by our
team.

This place was even used to film
TV3’s series ‘Muzium Misteri’.

Will there be addition of ghosts/ex-
pansion?
Desmond: Ya, we intend to come up
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with the second Ghost Museum featuring other ™I
ghosts apart from what is showcased here
Based on the research, types of the ghosts are
many thus we want to explore and come up with
more of it. Places like this are different for instance
from fast food outlets, as we do not have regulars,
those who visit the museum are mostly first-timers,
so what they will be seeing will be new for them.
Thus instead of adding more ‘ghosts’ into the exist-
ing museum we would like to have another museum
to display other ‘ghosts’.

Closing thoughts from Kool and Desmond

Kool and Desmond said the Ghost Museum
serves as a place where they educate people on the
spooky tales widely spoken about in those days.

Apart from having a ghostly experience, it is
actually for people to reflect upon the information
briefed to them about the ‘dark world’ across the
culture (Malay, Chinese, Egypt, Japan, Western)
throughout the tour.

They stated that at the end of the tour the idea of
‘ghost’, whether it exists or not, is up to the indi-
viduals to decide.

“We do not tell them that ghosts exist or not but
we just enlighten them on the different types of
‘ghost’ (folklores) and it is them who will be decid-
ing on the existence of ghosts,” said Kool and
Desmond.

Looking at it from the artistic point of view, it is
certainly a notable form of creative expression.

So are ghosts for real?

Come to the Ghost Museum and hopefully you
