INTEL Penang celebrated its 50th
anniversary of the founding of the
company in a fun fair-like atmos-
phere on July 18 which was at-
tended by its top management as
well as Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow.

The electrical & electronics
multinational company was found-
ed on July 18, 1968 by Robert
Noyce and Gordon Moore and
based in Mountain View, California
in the US.

Intel Penang is its first and larg-
est offshore site with its Chip De-
sign Centre in Penang and Board
Design Centre in Kulim.

The MNC’s anniversary was
marked with parties and great fun
taking place at 90 Intel campuses
around the world.

Chow took part in several games
which were organised at different
booths while being accompanied by

Intel staff and Chow having loads of fun while being photographed in a group with the hand gesture
meaning 50 years.

Many of the booths and game
stations bore the names of charita-

THE Environmental Impact Assess-
ment (EIA) report (Second Sched-
ule) for the proposed Pan Island Link
1 (PIL 1) highway project is cur-
rently on public display until Aug 10.

The proposed 19.5km-highway
is part of the first phase of the Penang
Transport Master Plan (PTMP).

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said the PIL 1 highway project
would help to significantly improve
the road network and alleviate traffic
congestion on Penang island.

“We aspire to fulfil all the condi-
tions of the relevant departments, as
according to the law and guidelines.

“The proposed highway will start
from Gurney Drive and end in
Bayan Lepas. A big part of the pro-
ject consists of tunnels; hence, it is a
challenging project.

“We believe that building the
tunnels will have lesser impact on
the environment compared to the
‘open cutting method’ on hill slopes,”
Chow told a press conference in
Komtar on July 13.

According to the EIA report, the
total length of the tunnel sections is
10.1km. The proposed project has
four tunnels.

The other associated components
of the project include the viaduct
sections (7.6km) and the embank-
ment road sections (1.8km). There
are six interchanges along the high-
way.

The six interchanges are the Tun
Dr Lim Chong Eu Expressway in-
terchange, Awang interchange, Re-
lau interchange, Paya Terubong in-
terchange, Utama interchange and
the Gurney interchange.

Chow said the state government
and the EIA consultant (Wiranda (M)
Sdn Bhd) will respond to the Depart-
ment of Environment (DoE) on all
the written comments received from
the public during the display period.

“Feedback received from the
public will be addressed by the Pen-
ang government and submitted to
the DoE headquarters for review.
The state’s reply will be included
in the final EIA report for the pro-
ject,” he said.

Chow said currently the Tun Dr
Lim Chong Eu Expressway is the
only “north-south expressway”” on
Penang island.

“Based on traffic study, the ex-
pressway is experiencing peak-
hour congestion due to high traffic
volume. Traffic condition is ex-
pected to worsen if intervention
measures are not implemented.

“The proposed PIL 1 highway
is designed as a need-based high-
way to enhance ‘road hierarchy’
and significantly improve regional

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Full steam ahead to deliver
manifesto pledges

THE Penang government is
moving at full speed to fulfil two
of the Pakatan Harapan Penang
GE14 manifesto pledges.

Local Government, Housing
and Town and Country Planning
Committee chairman Jagdeep
Singh said the state was striving
to deliver the 68 pledges listed in
its manifesto.

“I am happy to announce that
we can deliver two pledges as
stated in our state’s Pakatan
Harapan GE14 manifesto; al-
though it has only been two
months since the GE14 polling

day on May 9.

“The two pledges that can be
delivered are — to replace 20,000
street lights with LED ones by
2020 and to install 1,000 CCTVs
to make Penang a safe state,”
Jagdeep told a press conference
in Komtar on July 16.

Jagdeep said the street lights
in the state could be divided into
two categories — the ones in-
stalled and maintained by the
local councils and the other by
Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB).

“The Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) manages
16,636 street lights and has re-
placed 7,135 with LED ones. The

council is planning to replace the
remaining 9,501 units by May
2019.

“The Seberang Perai City
Council (MPSP) manages 12,376
street lights and it will begin re-
placing them with LED ones
starting this month. The task
should be completed by 2020,”
he said.

Jagdeep said TNB was willing
to work together with the state
government to switch 3,450
street lights to LED ones this
year; 8,280 units in 2019 and
4,832 in 2020.

“The total number of street
lights to be replaced by TNB is

16,562. These street lights are on
Penang island.

“TNB has 45,279 street lights
on the mainland which I hope
they can replace with LED ones,”
Jagdeep said.

Jagdeep said: “T have also told
the Local Government Commit-
tee meeting that LED street lights
must be used for new installa-
tions. We are working towards
becoming the first state in Ma-
laysia to have 100% LED street
lights.”

“The local councils stand to
save about 60% in electricity
bills after the street lights are
replaced with LED ones.

“Currently, MBPPis spending
about RM6 million in electricity
bills for street lights, while MPSP
is spending about RM7 million,”
he said.

On a different note, the state
government is also planning to
install more CCTVs in the state.

Jagdeep said there are 550
CCTVs on the island and 130 on
the mainland.

“We will have a total of 761
CCTVs on Penang island by end
of this month and an additional
150 more by May 2019; making
it 911 CCTVs on the island.

“In total, Penang will have
1,041 CCTVs by 2020,” he said.

TRIATHLETE Tharm Wei
Weng, who drowned when tak-
ing part in the Port Dickson In-
ternational Triathlon on July 15,
was described as a “nice guy” by
Berapit assemblymember Heng
Lee Lee.

“I know him personally be-
cause I'm also a triathlete. In
fact, before I took part in the
Langkawi Ironman race last
year, [ sought some advice from
him,” Heng said when met at the
Khoo Kongsi Funeral Parlour in
Air Itam where Tharm’s body
was laid in a casket.

Also there to pay their last
respects on July 16 were assem-
blymembers Soon Lip Chee
(Bagan Jermal), Teh Lai Heng
(Komtar) and Joseph Ng Soon
Siang (Air Itam) and Penang
State Sports Council (PSSC)
director Frederick Tan.

“He was a nice guy and soft-
spoken. He was also active on
Facebook and we used to joke
sometimes. Like all of his
friends, I'm very sad. He was
very encouraging. He would
share his experiences. No matter
what, he would tell me to keep
training and not to give up,”
Heng said.

“To Kelvin (as Tharm was
known to his friends), the Iron-
man race had a lot to do with
willpower. It’s a test of endur-
ance over 226km, with each
participant having to swim
3.8km, cycle 180km and run
42km.

“He was a seasoned triathlete
with 11 years of experience. He
was a good open sea swimmer.

Tharm after finishing the Kapas
Marang International Swimathon
2018 on April 22.

Fitness was not a problem for
him. He was an instructor for
boot camps.”

Indeed, Tharm competed in
the Kapas Marang International
Swimathon 2018 on April 22 and
swam the 6.5km course in
2:33.15.

The PD International Triath-
lon claimed two lives as the body
of Hong Kong national Jeffrey
Yuen Chi Yuen, 42, was found
floating off Tanjung Tuan on July
16. He was reported missing by
his wife when he failed to return
to the beach on competition day.

Soon, who is also the state
Youth and Sports Committee
chairman, said organisers should
either delay or call off their event
due to risky situations or inclem-
ent weather.

He said for instance, even if it
was a hiking event and there was
an overnight downpour, the
event should be cancelled for the
participants’ safety.

Soon called on Youth and
Sports Minister Syed Saddiq
Syed Abdul Rahman to come out
with ways to curb the problem,
adding that applying for ap-
proval to organise big events
from the Sports Commissioner is
a separate matter.

The state government and
PSSC donated RM2,000 each to
Tharm’s mother, P’ng Mee Guay,
71, while Heng contributed
RM1,000 and the state Welfare
Department gave a one-off dona-
tion of RM500.

Tharm was P’ng’s only child.

Tharm’s body was cremated
at the Batu Gantong crematorium
on July 17.
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Preserving

heritage
Catholic

THE newly restored 158-year-
old Church of the Assumption
along Farquhar Street reopened
its doors to the public and its
parishioners on Jan 1 this year.

Apart from being brought
back to the condition it was
back in 1928, an added feature
is the Roman Catholic Dioce-
san Museum which now occu-
pies what used to be the Bish-
op’s office within the com-
pound of the church.

Having some sort of a mu-
seum to store and safeguard
traditional Catholic parapher-
nalia has always been close to
Msgr Father Michael Cheah’s
heart when he first mooted the
idea not long after he was or-
dained as a priest and entered
the seminary in 1989 at the age
of 33.

“I noticed many things that
we might not be using but are
very precious to us such as the
sacred vessels and so on. We
lost many things such as furni-
ture and artifacts because we
were always shifting around
and no one was aware of the
precious things we had (which
belonged to the Church). It was
not so much about the monetary
value but more of the heritage
and tradition that were being
lost,” Fr Michael told Buletin
Mutiara.

The Roman Catholic Penang
Diocesan Museum finally came
to fruition due to Fr Michael’s
vision and persistence over the
years in pursuing his goal of
having a museum for the dio-
cese in the northern region
which ultimately got the ap-
proval of the current Bishop of
Penang, Rev. Datuk Sebastian

e

Francis in 2015.

“Why do we have this (mu-
seum)? Firstly, to at least re-
cord historically the foundation
of the Church here in Penang,
the Penang Diocese which cov-
ers the five northern states.

“Secondly, it is to make
known to the public that we are
neither evangelising nor propa-
gating our religion. We just
want to record the heritage and
culture of the Church which
many of our Catholics and even
some priests do not know about.

“It is also about community
communion so that when peo-
ple (of different faiths) under-
stand each other more, there
will be greater harmony.

“And of course, thirdly, to
preserve the beautiful artifacts
which sometimes we can’t buy
now even if we have the mon-
ey. For example, some of the
churches may no longer exist
but we still have the sacred
vessels from such churches
like when the main altar of
Convent Light Street was ren-
ovated, many items were dis-

tributed but we managed to get
them back together after 20
years.

“If we do not make this ef-
fort, we will lose many of these
heritage items of the Church. If
people do not have any interest,
they would just discard (such
priceless items of the Church).
And I think many of our candle
stands ended up in antique
shops. I was once heartbroken

ary.

when I was at Manila Airport
standing in an antique shop
where there were sacred vessels
(for sale). Sacred vessels
should never be for public use.
These items should always be
in a church or kept in a museum
because sacred vessels were
blessed,” he noted.

Fr Michael is also very ap-
preciative of the services ren-
dered by Khoo Boo Chia, the

curator for the Roman Catholic
Diocesan Museum.

Khoo, a retiree, was for-
merly the curator for the Pen-
ang State Museum and is now
happily providing his expertise
in the areas of the interior ar-
rangement of the artifacts and
promotional strategies for the
further development of the
museum.

“We currently don’t expect
too many visitors because the
museum is still fairly new. For
the moment, we do have walk-
in visitors. And given that this
is a religious museum, it is not
something of public interest but
more specialised for the Catho-
lic community,” said Khoo.

“Every museum needs to
have its marketing strategies
such as printing of brochures
for publicity. Nowadays, we
also have cruise ships coming
in and we are looking into ways
to tie up with the agents to get
them to bring visitors here like
what Khoo Kongsi (clan house)
is doing.

“On average, we have around
20 plus visitors a day and on a
good day, about 60 plus. In
terms of museum technology,
we are also trying to make this
museum as computer savvy as
possible in order to attract
young people. We hope this
museum could be turned into a
Catholic Resource Centre in
future,” added Khoo.

Having women and men at the decision
making table, will take into consideration
the needs of both women and men. That was
the rationale behind the recent setting up of
the new portfolio on Gender Inclusiveness,
under the state government.

Having more women representation
at all levels of government will augur well
for this nation where 50% of the popula-
tion are women. Issues and challenges
faced by women as homemakers, caregiv-
ers as well as career women in their daily

life, can be well understood and articu-
lated by women representatives in the
government.

THREE coffee shops in Penang
Road were ordered to close for
two weeks after a joint inspec-
tion by a team of health person-
nel from the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) and the state
Health Department.

Rat droppings were found in
three of the six eateries inspect-
ed on July 18.

MBPP senior health officer
Goh Eng Chun, who led the
operation together with state
Health Department senior as-
sistant environmental officer S.
Patmanathan, said a total of 10
compounds were issued to all six
eateries.

“We want to ensure that the
food is safe and clean for con-
sumers. Many tourists also come
to Penang. This is the third joint
operation between the Ministry
of Health and the MBPP since
July 12. We’re working very
closely together,” Goh said.

“In today’s exercise, we
found a high infestation of rat
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droppings. The 10 compounds
issued were for various offences
involving cleanliness.”

A compound of RM250 was
issued to one eatery for discharg-
ing waste into the drain, while
the remaining nine compounds
were RM100 each.

Of the three coffee shops
closed, two were ordered to pull
down their shutters from 2pm,
while the third, considered the
“worst offender”, had to do so
immediately at noon as rat drop-
pings were found on the floor and
table, while the kitchen was in a
mess.

It is learnt that the third coffee
shop, owned by a local but
rented out to a Bangladeshi,
would be closed for two weeks
at least.

The first two are given a
chance to appeal after three days.
One of them was also penalised
for placing ice blocks together
with chicken meat in the refrig-
erator. The ice blocks were
meant for making ice-kacang.

“Our purpose is to make sure
all eateries are clean. This is a
long exercise, starting with the
town area. We are now conduct-
ing weekly checks instead of
fortnightly,” said Goh, who
added that MBPP mayor Datuk
Yew Tung Seang and state Health
Department director Datuk Dr
Wan Mansor Hamzan are serious
in continuing the exercise.

The operation on July 18 was
conducted by 12 health person-
nel from MBPP, including two
enforcement officers, and eight
from the state Health Depart-
ment.

In a similar exercise last
week, five outlets in Market
Street were ordered closed for
two weeks.

THE Penang government has
launched the ninth route of its
Congestion Alleviation Transport
(CAT) free shuttle service in
Bayan Baru.

Batu Maung assemblymember
Datuk Abdul Halim Hussain,
who is also the state Domestic
and International Trade, Con-
sumer Affairs and Entrepreneur
Development Committee chair-
man, said the RM15 million ini-
tiative by the state government
covers 12 routes in both island
and mainland.

“Apart from helping to reduce
congestion, it’s convenient for
the people to use public transport.
There is also no need to find park-
ing lots,” Abdul Halim said when
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he launched the CAT Bayan Baru
on July 16.

“The bus frequency is every
20 minutes subject to the traffic
situation. The free shuttle service
will also help commuters to ease
their cost of living. In all, the plan
is to deploy a total of 52 buses
for the 12 routes.”

Among those present at the
launch were North East District
officer Zepri Saad, RapidPenang
head of operation, control and
support Osman Amir, Jafri Md
Zain (who represented Barat
Daya police chief Supt A.A. An-
balagan) and Sungai Ara JKKK
chairman Amirulzaman Ismail.

The daily CAT Bayan Baru
service started operations from
6.30pm to 11.30pm the following
day (July 17) with four green-
coloured buses plying the 10km
route.

Together with several other
guests, Abdul Halim later hopped
on a CAT bus for a ride.

It took them past the Mini
Stadium in Sungai Ara, Tunas
Muda, Bayan Baru police sta-
tion, Bayan Baru Health Clinic,
SMK Raja Tun Uda, Pantai
Hospital, Giant, Taman Gedung
Height, Gedung Height flats,
Astaka Bukit Gedung, Umar Al
Khattab, Masjid Umar Al Khat-
tab, Sunshine, Mayang Mall,
Spice, SJKC Min Sin, Kompleks
Bukit Jambul and Kampung
Jawa.

The roads involved were Ja-
lan Mahsuri, Jalan Tun Dr
Awang, Jalan Tengah, Jalan Ma-
yang Pasir, Persiaran Mayang
Pasir, Cangkat Mayang Pasir and
Jalan Sultan Azlan Shah.

Seri Delima rep won’t be
cowed by death threat

SERI Delima assemblymember
Syerleena Abdul Rashid held a press
conference at her service centre on
July 11 to highlight a death threat
note which she received in her
mailbox the day before.

Speaking to the media while be-
ing accompanied by newly ap-
pointed Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) councillors Rohaizat Ha-
mid and C. Vino Dini, Syerleena
remained defiant and was not cowed
by the threat which was written in
Malay bearing the words “Maut

Menanti Kamu!” (Death Awaits
You!).

“I discovered the death threat
note against me and my personal
well-being yesterday (July 10) at
around 3.30pm. I was collecting my
mail from the letterbox and the
folded note was placed in the midst
of my letters. I was taken aback
because it was a serious threat made
against me!” she said.

“After discussing the matter with
my staff members, I lodged a police
report at the Jelutong Police Station

on the same day. The original copy
of the note is with the police right
now as they need to conduct foren-
sic tests to look for fingerprints on
it. The police were also at my ser-
vice centre this morning for further
investigations,” the first-term Seri
Delima assemblymember added
while showing the press the scanned
copy of the note.

Both Rohaizat and Vino Dini
urged the police to do the needful so
that the matter can come to a close
as soon as possible.
