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Rent first, buy later

THE Penang government is tak-
ing a “people-centric” approach
to help those who cannot afford
to own a home.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the state executive
council (exco) had agreed in
principle during the first exco
meeting to implement the rent-to-
own policy.

“The state is concerned with
the people’s welfare. Some can-
not afford to own a low-cost (LC)
or a low medium-cost (LMC)
unit, while some cannot obtain a
bank loan to own the unit.

“So they have no choice but to
only be a tenant,” he told a press
conference before visiting the
Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) flats in Ah Quee Street
on June 21.

Chow said that the rent-to-own
policy is not new.

“It is not a new policy. There

was such a policy before and we
want to revive it to help those who
cannot own a home.

“We are looking at applying
the policy on LC projects under

the Penang Development Corpo-
ration (PDC) and the state Hous-
ing Department. The state has
earmarked two or three projects
to start this policy,” he said.

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Chow appealed to the people
to give the state Housing Depart-
ment some time to draft the cri-
teria and the mechanism of the
policy.

“We are looking at converting
the rental (for a period of 20 years
or 25 years) into instalment pay-
ments for the LC unit. Eventually,
the tenants can become home
owners.

“We hope to get the support
and cooperation from property
developers as well.

“We welcome them to build
more LC flats, and sell them to
the state at cost price so that we
can implement the rent-to own
policy to help those in need,”
Chow said.

He, however, said the policy
would not include the flats owned
by MBPP.

On a separate matter, Chow
said the council was planning to
replace the roof of the MBPP Ah
Quee Street flats next year at a
cost of about RM500,000.

“The council had spent almost
RM360,000 to upgrade and main-
tain the MBPP Ah Quee Street
flats since 2008,” he added.

Foreign ownership of heritage properties under control

WHILE it is true that some
heritage buildings are owned
by foreign companies or indi-
viduals, the amount constitutes
to about 4% of over 4,000 her-
itage properties in the George
Town World Heritage Site
(GTWHS).

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said while the public may view the
matter as an issue, there was more
to that than meets the eye.

“According to our statistics,
there are more than 500 dilapi-
dated heritage properties and
some of these owners are una-
ble to conserve nor preserve
their properties.

“Then, came the investors
who have the interest to pre-
serve and conserve such herit-
age properties.

“These investors have the
means to conserve and preserve

the heritage buildings; the ones
which were previously left in a
sorry state,” Chow told a press
conference at Bangunan UAB in
China Street Ghaut on June 14.

Chow said the state would
want to prioritise on saving the
heritage buildings.

“After saving the property,
we instill life into it by intro-
ducing suitable elements that
are in line with heritage devel-

opment.

“Take for example, this
building (Bangunan UAB) was
a very active godown in the 90s
due to its close proximity to
Penang Port.

“This heritage building was
refurbished by Khazanah Na-
sional Berhad.

“Hence, is it still viable for
this building to be used as a
warehouse or should it be used

as something more in line with
the current heritage develop-
ment?” he questioned.

Chow said the foreign owner-
ship of heritage properties in
GTWHS was still under control.

“We hope heritage property
owners can continue to preserve
and conserve these ‘treasures’.

“Let us revive these build-
ings, let’s give them life,” he
added.

Tree-cutting issue
in Tanjung Bungah
resolved

THE furore over tree cutting near
the Tanjung Bungah market for a
proposed housing project has been
resolved.

Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) mayor Yew Tung Seang
said there was a misunderstanding
by a group of 25 residents and Tan-
jung Bungah Residents’ Associa-
tion (TBRA) members as they
“hugged the wrong tree” during
their protest on June 13.
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“The confusion arose when they
thought the trees to be felled are
along Jalan Loh Poh Heng. But
actually, the trees marked for cutting
are located at the other entrance to
the site from Lebuh Sungai Kelian,”
said Yew, who held an afternoon
dialogue with the representatives of
the group at his office on June 14.

“They accepted and are quite
happy (with my explanation). I just
want to clarify this issue as there is
also a petition to the council to halt
tree cutting.”

The representatives were TBRA
chairman Meena Raman, MBPP
councillor Khoo Salma Nasution,
Dr Kam Suan Pheng, Yan Lee,
Andrew Han and Agnes James.

Yew said he brought his team,
including two arborists, to the site
on June 14.

Interestingly, he said he saw a
placard with the words “I absorb
22kg of CO2 yearly. So let me
live”, placed on the tree that was

e

not meant to be cut down.

Yew said the developer had ap-
plied to chop down 24 trees but
MBPP had only approved 21 with
the remaining two trees to be re-
tained and one to be transplanted.
So far, the developer had chopped
down 20 trees, believed to be 30 to
50 years old.

“The NGOs are not in the wrong.
We share the same concerns of the
residents, and our YAB Chow
(Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow)
has always been keen on promoting
a cleaner and greener Penang,” he
said.

“Since 2008, the Penang state
government has planted 271,000
trees while last year, MBPP set a
Malaysian record by planting 5,097
Casia Fistula in 24 hours.

“We won’t simply allow any tree
to be chopped down. If it’s unavoid-
able, we try our best to deal with it.
We are working hard for a low-
carbon city.”

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Housing Development Act needs
to be amended, says Jagdeep

EXCO for Local Government,
Housing and Town & Country
Planning Jagdeep Singh says the
Housing Development Act needs
to be amended to address the
issue of owners of affordable
housing units renting them out
to third parties.

Commenting on a news report
which stated that the Cassia
Barat Residents Community
wants the Housing and Local
Government Ministry to inter-
vene in the issue of foreigners
living in their residential area,
Jagdeep raised his concern with
regards to the Act.

“Actually, for low and low-
medium cost housing, it should be
inhabited by the owners, not third
parties even if they are locals.

“But, we see so many low and
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low-medium cost houses rented
out to third parties.

“I see this problem from the
legal perspective where there

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should be an amendment to the
Housing Development Act,” he
said in a press conference on
June 11 at his office.

Touching on another matter,
Jagdeep said the state govern-
ment has approved four workers’
dormitories covering the Se-

berang Perai area and the island,
comprising 2,026 rooms and
capable of accommodating
21,280 workers.

“Originally, I made the Spe-
cial Guidelines for Foreign
Workers Dormitory in 2015.

“During discussion, former
Chief Minister Lim Guan Eng
felt that we (the state govern-
ment) should open it to all work-
ers, including the locals.

“Workers dormitories are
important as the state govern-
ment is trying to solve social
problems concerning foreigners
living in housing schemes (low
cost and low medium cost),”
said Jagdeep.

After the press conference, in
conjunction with the Ramadan
month, Jagdeep distributed dates
to his staff as well as to members
of the media who were present
there.

Upgrading Jalan Makloom
drain to tackle floods

DATOK Keramat assemblymember
Jagdeep Singh, Jelutong MPR.S.N
Rayer and exco for Works, Utilities
and Flood Mitigation Zairil Khir
Johari made a site visit to the flood
mitigation project at Jalan Makloom
which is currently under construc-
tion.

“The low-lying areas surround-
ing Jalan Perak such as Jalan Kam-
pung Masjid Hashim Yahya and
Kampung Dodol are flood-prone
areas and as such some flood mitiga-
tion efforts have been undertaken.

“The problem with Kampung
Masjid Yahya is the Sungai Jelu-
tong, thus in 2010, the state govern-
ment widened and deepened the
river as part of the flood mitigation
project. This reduced the incidents
of floods markedly.

“Now, at Jalan Makloom, the
drain is unable to contain the water

due to its (small) size. It does not
flow well, so I appealed to the Pen-
ang Island City Council (MBPP)
and Department of Irrigation and
Drainage (JPS) to widen and deep-
en the drain.

“I’'m very happy to announce
that my appeal has been approved
and the size of the drain will be
upgraded and will be equipped with
water pumps,” said Jagdeep during
the visit on June 12.

“The project (cost
RM290,874.60) which commenced
in April will take approximately six
months to be completed.

“There are also several other
projects (flood mitigation) to be
carried out in the constituency of
Datok Keramat,” added Jagdeep,
who’s also exco for Local Govern-
ment, Housing and Town & Coun-
try Planning.

2018. The forum attracted some 60
participants from the public sector,
government linked companies, social
enterprises and non-government or-
ganizations (NGOs). The forum was
officially opened by YB Chong Eng,
Exco for Women, Family, and Com-
munity Development as well as
Chairperson of PWDC Board of
Directors.

“Women face many challenges at
the workplace like discrimination in
terms of equal pay and company
promotion” YB Chong Eng stressed
in her opening speech. She said the
latest figures released by Department
of Statistics, Malaysia, show female
labour participation rate for 2017
stands at 54.7%, indicating there is
vast potential to be tapped from non
working women who are mainly
homemakers. In Malaysia, women’s
labour force participation peaks be-
tween the ages of 25 and 29, which
is at the age when women usually
bear children. A significant portion
of women workers in this country
leave their job when they start a fam-

ily, and thereafter do not return to the
workforce.

Unlike women in Malaysia, a lot
of women over 40 years old in Japan
and Korea, return to join the work-
force when their children are a little
grown up and continue to contribute
to the economic growth of the coun-
try. Thus, stakeholders need to focus
onretaining women in the workplace
to address the relatively low level of
female participation in the labour
force. To achieve this end, the gov-
ernment needs to come up with a
clear framework on how to retain
women in the workforce by provid-
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ing among others, flexible working
hours and longer maternity leave as
well as affordable and accessible
childcare services.

According to YB Chong Eng, as
productivity increases with the in-
crease in labour supply, having more
women in the workplace also in-
creases household income. Increase
in household income will increase
household consumption and pur-
chase of goods and services, which
will contribute to a stronger econo-
my. Changes in organizational policy
and structure to make it more condu-
cive for women to work like sexual

harassment laws, equal pay and

promotion policy, flexible working
hours, longer maternity leave, child-
care facility, sufficient women toilets
and a lactating room at the work-
place, can elevate women’s status in
the organization and attract more
women to rejoin and retain in the
workforce.

The afternoon forum saw lively
and engaging presentations by four
representatives from the public and
private sectors - Dr Florance Sin-
niah, Chairperson of Penang Be-
frienders and Member of Board of
Directors of PWDC, Revathi Ra-

session was moderated by Ms Ong
Bee Leng, PWDC CEO. Their talks
centered on their organization’s
policies, structure, practice and
work environment relating to
women in the workforce, and each
panelist shared their organization’s
unique achievement and contribu-
tion in areas of women’s welfare
and benefits as well as their per-
sonal endeavour in advancing
women'’s career progression.

Community Eco-Craft workshops at Desa Wawasan

PWDC’s Women’s Economic Empowerment
(WEE) has held a series of workshops on
handicraft making at the state people’s public
housing at Desa Wawasan, Bukit Mertajam
since April this year. The objective of these
workshops is to train interested residents in craft
making from recycled materials as a source of
generating additional income. The community
eco-craft workshops project is an initiative by
the Penang Women’s Development Corpora-
tion (PWDC) to empower women’s participa-
tion in the economy in targeted areas.

Earlier on 18 March, in conjunction with
International Women’s Day 2018, PWDC
conducted a craft making demonstration work-
shop for residents of Desa Wawasan. The
workshop received encouraging response from
the community as those present exceeded the
expected number of 100 participants. Partici-
pants were shown how handicrafts are made
from recycled papers and packaging materials
by experienced trainers. The handicraft prod-
ucts can be easily marketed and sold locally at
craft shops, art & craft fairs and via online
business platforms.

PWDC received strong support from the
Seberang Perai Municipal Council (MPSP) in
providing trainers for the 18 March eco-craft

demonstration workshop and also during the
1st community eco-craft training workshop
held on 21 April 2018. A total of 14 women
participants attended the 1st workshop which
was divided into 2 groups - paper craft group
and tinfoil packaging craft group. Participants
were taught how to create parts for the product
during the first stage. For paper craft, they
learned how to roll papers onto ‘Lidi’ sticks for
final assembly. The tinfoil packaging craft
group learned how to cut, fold and make the
assembly parts into the right sizes by using a
template provided by the trainer.

The 2nd community eco-craft workshop

was held on 6 May 2018. For paper craft mak-
ing, participants were taught how to assemble
a small basket using wires. Once the basket is
fully assembled it is brought to the lacquer
station where lacquer is applied on the finished
product to give it strength and shine. The tinfoil
packaging craft group showed good progress
as 2 participants successfully completed mak-
ing a bag, while another 2 succeeded in making
the body for the bag.

The 3rd eco-craft community workshop was
held on 20 May 2018. For paper craft making,
2 participants managed to successfully assem-
ble and apply lacquer on their finished products.

For tinfoil packaging craft making, there were
2 new participants. Participants who have
joined the class since the beginning, success-
fully completed making a bag.

At the 4th eco-craft workshop which was
held on 3 June 2018, the paper craft class had
a new participant who is a quick learner and
was able to make a basket by the end of the
class. For the tinfoil packaging group, again 2
participants successfully completed making a
bag.

To start the ball rolling in marketing their
products, PWDC ordered 30 baskets for the
E-Commerce Workshop in July with the aim
of introducing the products made by the Desa
Wawasan community to the workshop partici-
pants. Orders were also received from friends
and neighbours. PWDC plans to further expand
product marketing by placing an order for 440
bags and baskets for the Women in Economy
Conference in September 2018. The objective
of providing additional income generating op-
portunities for residents living in state housing
projects, can be achieved by targeting the right
market segments and using social media and
online trading platforms to market the finished
products, as shown by the progress made by
Desa Wawasan community.

All eyes on Prince of Wales Isle

The registration of the Prince of
Wales Isle Xokei Club for the
coming Asia Pacific Masters
Games (APMG) to be held in
Penang on Sept 7-16 has piqued
the curiosity of hockey fans.

There
was a game of sticks and ball and
they used to call it xokei. Since
this was the first name given, we
borrowed that name.”

Penang, which will play
APMBG hosts for the first time, is
targeting 5,000 participants from
34 countries for the games that
will have 22 events.

“The council is planning to ac-
quire the land to widen the road so
that more vehicles, including heavy
ones, are able to make the U-turn as
well.

Office to acquire the two plots of
land,” Ong told a press conference
at the site on June 12.

He added that the project was
scheduled to commence in a year’s
time.

Also present were MBPP senior
engineer Zainuddin Mohamad
Shariff and councillor Grace Teoh.

Ong added the estimated cost of
acquiring the 5,880 sq ft (Lot 647
and 648) land was around RM2.73
million.

He hoped to see better traffic
flow in the area after the project is
completed.
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
