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Call to exchange

THE highly-anticipated Sept
20 town hall session at the
Setia SPICE Convention Cen-
tre on the Pan-Island Link 1
(PIL 1) project attracted the
attendance of stakeholders,
concerned residents, civil serv-
ants, elected representatives as
well as members of NGOs who
turned up in great numbers.

Differing opinions were
raised with statistics and well-
documented as well as in-
formed arguments were given
but what was admirable was the
healthy practice of exchanging
ideas and opinions on an issue
of public interest with wide-
ranging impact on the future of
Penang.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow and Energy, Science,
Technology, Environment and
Climate Change (MESTECC)
Minister Yeo Bee Yin both said
it best when they concluded the
whole intention, at the end of
the day, was to find what’s best
for Penang to solve a pressing
issue - the much-dreaded traffic
congestion on Penang island.

The government, according
to Yeo, will attempt to seek a
middle ground on the PIL 1
project despite the fact that any
decision made will not please
everyone with a stake in it.

“I’m taking a cue from the
Prime Minister (Tun Dr Ma-
hathir Mohamad) who said that
when a decision is made, no
one will be (completely) happy.
But in this case, we will try to
seek a middle ground,” said
Yeo, who made a last-minute
arrangement to be present for
the town hall session.

“When we talk about cutting
our carbon emission, the only
way for us to do that is to trans-
port enough people quickly and
efficiently at the same small
areas.

“In order for us to do that,
we have to have an efficient
system and therefore, I applaud
the state government for being

able to come up with the plan,”
she added.

The chief minister, on his
part, highlighted the impor-
tance of the Penang Master
Transport Plan, of which the
PIL 1 is a component, to
achieve Penang Vision 2030
which was launched by him on
Aug 29.

“l remember more than a
month ago, I launched the Pen-
ang Vision 2030 outlining a
12-year plan to develop a
family-focused, green and
smart state.

“To achieve this, the state
government is aligning our ef-
forts to implement measures
aimed at increasing liveability,

upgrading the economy by
strengthening the state’s eco-
nomic engines, empowering
the people and investing in a
built environment to improve
physical and digital connectiv-
ity,” Chow said.

“The Pan Island Link 1 (PIL
1) Highway is an important
component in PTMP, because
building public transport alone
will not work. To alleviate the
current traffic congestion, there
is a need to disperse existing
heavy traffic along Penang Is-
land’s only North-South spine
road — the Tun Dr Lim Chong
Eu Expressway.

“The 2nd spine road will
serve to divert regional traffic

from high density employ-
ment and residential hubs lo-
cated in Bayan Lepas to Gur-
ney Drive.

“The objective of today’s
townhall is to serve as a plat-
form to gather the public’s
views on the proposed PIL 1
project. This is in line with the
State Government’s commit-
ment towards transparency,
open communication and com-
mitment to listen to and under-
stand the concerns of the peo-
ple,” Chow noted.

Dr Lim Mah Hui and Dr
Kam Suan Pheng, both from
Penang Forum, also spoke at
the event and presented their
opposing views on the PIL 1.

Cigarettes sales not
included in SST threshold
for coffee shops

IT was the 14th Sales & Service
Tax (SST) session across the na-
tion and the third in Penang where
Finance Minister Lim Guan Eng
was present to personally address
the doubts of business owners on
how the SST mechanism works.

The finance minister together
with his adviser in the Finance
Ministry, Datuk Ooi Kok Seng,
Customs director-general Datuk
Seri Subromaniam Tholasy, Pen-
ang Customs director Datuk
Saidi Ismail and his deputy, Tan
How Chai were at Eastin Hotel
on Sept 9 to address the concerns
of stakeholders, business owners
and professional groups regarding
the SST.

Many questions were raised
which concerned mainly ex-
empted items under the SST
which were patiently answered by
Lim and his panel members.

Lim also specifically men-
tioned at a press conference held
after the roadshow session that
the sale of cigarettes and the sub-
let of food stalls at coffee shops

do not count in the RM1.5 million
threshold set by the Finance Min-
istry.

“When we mention coffee
shops and food outlets, the RM 1.5
million threshold we set for the
collection of SST covers the food
and drinks sold. It doesn’t include
the sale of cigarettes or any other
items say like tissue papers. The
sale of cigarettes is calculated
separately. And when this sepa-
rated calculation reaches
RM3500,000, you will be taxed,”
Lim said.

“The same goes to the sublet
of food stalls at coffee shops.
They are not considered as part
of the sale of food and drinks (for
the RM 1.5 million threshold). It’s
considered as rent and will be
calculated separately for SST
purposes,” he added.

THE state government has an-
nounced that effective Jan 1,
landed property owners will
be fined for not carrying out
waste segregation at their
residences.

Exco member for Local
Government, Housing, Town
& Country Planning Jagdeep
Singh said both local councils
— Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) and Seberang Prai
Municipal Council (MPSP) -
have been instructed to carry
out the order.

He said checks have been
carried out by both councils
and notices issued to owners
throughout the state.

“Checks carried out from
June 1 to Aug 31 this year
recorded a total of 282,840
households being monitored
and 165,465 notices issued.
We are giving a grace period
from today till Dec 31 for
house owners to comply with

the requirement,” he told re-
porters at a media conference
in Komtar on Sept 14.

Also present were Local
Government division solid
waste management unit head,
Oon Lai Kuan.

For multi-storey residenc-
es, the total summonses issued
were 31 (MBPP - six) and
(MPSP - 25), while for com-
mercial premises 288 sum-
monses were issued (MBPP -
20), (MPSP - 268).

Jagdeep said the issuing of
fines for landed property not
following policy of waste seg-
regation was made in the be-
ginning of September and en-
forcement for waste segrega-
tion at source for commercial
premises started from Jan 1.

“From June 1 to Aug 31,
both councils have issued a
total of 175,053 notices in
view of non-compliance of
waste segregation,” he added.

Jagdeep said a fine of
RM250 will be imposed with
regards to the non-compli-

ance, when the enforcement
comes into effect from Janu-
ary next year.

The implementation of the
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waste segregation at source
programme from June 1,2016
covers various categories like
housing estates, villages, pub-

lic housing (PPR), condo-
miniums, shopping centres,
restaurants, factories and in-
stitutional complexes.

THE historic Penang Master
Builders & Building Materials
Dealers Association
(PMBBMDA), or traditionally
known as Kim Tin Seah,
marked its 141st anniversary
on Sept 25 which was at-
tended by Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow.

PMBBMDA was founded in
1877 as a business guild rep-
resenting the interests of those
in the construction industry.

As time passed and in this

On the question of levy
imposed on skilled foreign
labour, Chow conceded that
there were mixed reactions
when it was announced and
the matter was discussed with
Finance Minister Lim Guan
Eng when the chief minister
was in Putrajaya on Sept 18.
Human Resource Minister M.
Kulasegaran and Transport
Minister Anthony Loke were
also present at the time.

Chow also assured the
PMBBMDA that he will look
into the suggestion that Pen-
angites be prioritised when it
comes to state projects but
mentioned that he does not
speak for the private sector.

Eyeing a better show

THERE were some highs and
some lows for Penang in the re-
cently concluded 19th Sukma
(Malaysia Games) in Perak.

They had set a target of 36
golds and a fifth overall placing,
but finished with 32 gold, 30 silver
and 30 bronze medals for a sev-
enth overall placing.

The consolation is that Penang
won more medals compared to the
last Sukma two years ago in
Sarawak where they collected 26-
12-29.

State Youth and Sports Com-
mittee chairman Soon Lip Chee
said he would conduct a post-
mortem of the overall Penang
performance and discuss with the
Penang State Sports Council
(PSSC) on the future development
of sports, including the prepara-
tion for the 2020 Sukma in Johor.

“We showed an overall im-
provement with an increase in
gold, silver and bronze medals.
This is a good thing. But we are
going to study where our weak
points are and how to improve
ourselves.

“Besides, other states are com-
ing up. So, we cannot just look at
ourselves and at certain sports. We
need to look at the overall sports.”

Besides Soon, Penang chef-de-
mission Datuk Seri Farizan Darus,
deputy chef-de-mission Cheah
Ban Cheng and PSSC director
Frederick Tan Teck An visited
different venues to encourage the
Penang athletes.

Athletics, which offered over
120 medals alone, just contributed
one silver and one bronze. On top
of that, Penang did not take part in
many of the track and field events,
either due to a dearth of talents or
their athletes failing to meet the
state’s qualifying standards.

It’s not athletics alone that
weakened the team. Many par-
ticipants from other sports per-
formed worse as they failed to
deliver a single medal.

On the bright side, Penang
proved to be a force in martial arts
like judo (6-2-2), karate (5-2-4),
wushu (3-4-3), pencak silat (1-1-

0) and boxing (1-1-0).

The Penang swimming team
was the most successful with 6-5-
3 while the artistic gymnasts also
performed admirably to get 4-5-4.

Other medals for Penang came
from petanque (2-1-0), badminton
(2-0-1), archery (1-4-2), sepak
takraw (1-1-0), taekwondo (0-1-
3), tenpin bowling (0-1-3), squash
(0-1-0), sailing (0-0-3) and Muay
Thai (0-0-1).

Penang artistic gymnast Rachel
Yeoh Li Wen provided one of the
most heartwarming stories when
she came back from serious knee
injuries to land the women'’s bal-
ance beam gold with a final score
of 11.45 points.

An awkward fall while compet-
ing in the vaulting event in Taiwan
last year resulted in her suffering
posterior cruciate ligament (PCL)
injuries to both knees.

She was wheelchair-bound for
several months after undergoing
two operations in the PCL recon-
struction. Her left knee went under
the knife in October last year and
her right knee in February this
year.

Remarkably, the 20-year-old
student of Universiti Putra Malaysia
recovered rapidly and was back on
her feet just a few months before
Sukma began.

Elynn is now studying design
at the Iowa State University while
Yin Chuen, son of former na-
tional volleyball player Lim Yit
Aun, studies at the University of
Georgia in the United States.

Penang’s setback, however, is
that they did not have any divers
competing in Sukma. Hence, an-
other big drawback where medals
are concerned.

So, there is certainly much
room for improvement and the
need to expose raw athletes more
often if Penang wants to scale
greater heights.

THE Asia Pacific Masters
Games (APMG) 2018 hosted by
Penang recently turned out to
be a success even though there
was limited time and resources
to organise it.

Although some sports may
have drawn very few entries,
the participation of 5,564 ath-
letes from 64 countries made it
an occasion to celebrate. Some
competed for glory and others
for pure good fun and friend-
ship.

APMG 2018 president
Chong Eng, who is also the
state Women and Family De-
velopment and Gender Inclu-
siveness Committee chairman,
said as hosts, Penang did quite
well.

“Considering that this is the
first ever APMG and that we
had only about 21 months to
prepare for something which
would normally take four years,
and with limited funding, I
would think we did quite
well. Even the chief minister
(Chow Kon Yeow) is very
happy with the overall organi-
sation,” Chong Eng said.

“Of course, there were some
hiccups here and there, but we
were able to address the short-
comings. I think that is impor-
tant.

“The second point is that I'm
very happy with the different
sports associations becoming
our partners. They tried hard
and they did well. They showed
they have the capacity to organ-
ise international events and
championships.

“I’m also very happy that we
managed to promote the game

brought an organising team to
Penang. We even have a Ko-
rean delegation, their mayor
was here, and also Thailand,
who also sent three delegations.

“Even China sent their offi-
cials here. They were studying
how to do APMG in this region.
The International Masters
Games Association are very
happy that we’ve set a standard
and they had said that our or-
ganisation for the Games is one
of the best.”

The Indian contingent of 319
athletes drew one of the loudest
cheers during the athletes’ pa-
rade at the opening ceremony
at newly renovated City Sta-
dium on Sept 8. They were the
biggest foreign team to Penang.

The minimum age for par-
ticipation for most of the games

is 30 but a few accepted 25

“Winning medals is very
important. But it is beyond the
games, the friendship and com-
ing together that they are able
to compete again ... all this
brings another dimension to the

games. And there are so many
inspiring personalities and sto-
ries,” Chong Eng added.
“They can tell Dr Mahathir
(Prime Minister Tun Dr Ma-
hathir Mohamad) that they are
not old too and that they are

still playing games and exer-
cise. I hope that the senior
citizens will keep on exercising
and to have a Games like that
gives them something to look
forward. It’s good to maintain
their physical and mental
health.”

Indonesian Sukendar Unjoto
and New Zealander James Al-
exander Blair, both 87, were
among the oldest participants
in the Games. Both coinciden-
tally competed in more or less
the same events together with
Russian athlete Victor Klypin
in the 85 age group and above.

Wearing a hearing aid, Un-
joto just went about enjoying
himself taking part in the field
events such as the javelin, shot
putt, discus and hammer throw
at the City Stadium.

“I used to do a lot of walking
and had won numerous medals.
But I've given up the track
events because my knees are
not strong enough now. So, I
concentrate on the throws,”
said Unjoto, who has seven
children, 19 grandchildren and
11 great-grandchildren. He was
accompanied to Penang by his
son Rudy, daughter-in-law
Sherlie and coach Tanu Riady.

“I always advise young peo-
ple to work hard and never give
up. Also, they must have ade-
quate rest in this world where
everyone seems to be very
busy.”

Unjoto, who has competed
in several Masters or veteran
championships in Brunei, Sin-
gapore and Thailand, is a very
successful businessman in
Bandung dealing in textiles and



property development.

Blair, who hails from Upper
Hunt, near Wellington in New
Zealand, is amazingly fit and is
still involved in coaching stu-
dents and teachers in athletics.
He also plays other games like
cricket, soccer and indoor
basketball. y

“I always like to take
part in Masters Games as
it is more of a social event
instead of the competitive «

ships where sometimes athletes
don’t even speak to one an-
other,” said Blair, who has
three grandchildren and two
great-grandchildren.

“I’ve been playing table ten-
nis for the past 60 years and I
will continue to do so as long
as my legs can carry me. As
long as I can stand and walk, I
will play table tennis. It’s my
hobby apart from making Japa-
nese tea,” she said with the help
of tourist guide Ang Cheng
Bee, who acted as an inter-
preter.

Asked on her advice for the
young, the sprightly Tasaka
said: “Just pick one of the
sports and practise all the time.
It’s not so much about winning
but as a hobby.”

The zest exhibited by these
seniors is an encouragement to
the younger ones to enjoy
sports even after their com-
petitive years.

Cancer survivor runs to
spread message of hope

SANDRA Wu Pom San, a for-
mer No.1 national squash play-
er, is a cancer patient on a
mission — to inspire others to
run and be healthy.

The 43-year-old Perak born
but now residing in Singa-
pore competed in the recent
Asia Pacific Masters Games in
Penang in athletics.

She ran in the 5,000m in the
40-45 age group category and
won the gold in a time of
28:16.43s, ahead of India’s
Rachna Singh (28:18.20) and
Kalpana Parmar (29:58.44)

Sandra said she only discov-
ered she had stage 1 breast
cancer in January this year.

She went for bilateral mas-
tectomy in February and after
surgery, she didn’t have a full
range motion of her arms, and
hence, her squash activities
came to an end.

“It was then that I decided to
take up running seriously to
stay in sports and keep fit and
healthy,” said Sandra.

“I also want to inspire others
not to be floored by the turn of
events but to plod on. Through
running, I want to inspire others
to run and stay healthy,” added
Sandra.

Sandra has big ambitions
and wants to excel further and
is currently training for the
Osaka Marathon which will be
held in November this year.

The former technical direc-
tor with the Singapore Squash
Racquet Association is cur-
rently running her own squash
academy in Singapore with two
other partners.

Sandra, a professional
squash player in the 90’s, rep-
resented Malaysia in the SEA
Games in Manila 1991 and in
Singapore in 1993, Common-
wealth Games in 1998 in Kuala
Lumpur and World Teams
Squash Championship in 1990
and 1992.

She won the Asian Junior
Championship in 1992, 1994
and 1995 and was a team mem-
ber in winning the Asian Team
Championship in 1992 and
1998. Sandra began her coach-
ing career in 2004 and coached
the Malaysian World Junior
Women’s team in 2005 and
2006.

She went on to coach the
Singapore national team from
2007 until 2016 before becom-
ing their technical director.

Indeed, Sandra is an inspira-
tion to many for proving that
with determination and will
power anything is possible.
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
