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IN another notable achievement of
its status in Unesco, George Town
has been selected for participation in
two heritage pilot projects.

George Town is the only Asian
city chosen for the project, the other
two being in Africa and Latin Amer-
ica respectively.

Speaking at a press conference
after the officiating ceremony of the
International Conference on Manag-
ing Urban Cultural Heritage
(MUCH), Unesco Jakarta Pro-
gramme Specialist for Culture Moe
Chiba said the first pilot project
would focus on the inventory of in-
tangible cultural heritage with com-
munity participation.

“The approach is to involve the
local community to do their own
inventory. It’s not going to be led by
academicians but is a local commu-
nity-led initiative. It’s very important
to draw an inventory at the very local
level because ultimately the com-
munities and the stakeholders will
feel committed to continue with the
practice,” she told the media.

Chiba added that the second pilot
project would look at how to develop
the local industries at world heritage
sites by engaging all the related par-
ties to come up with an action plan.

“We are starting this project that
seeks to bring in all these related par-
ties, museums, creative industries
centre, local artisans, heritage prac-

titioners and site managers together
to develop an action plan for a better
livelihood in heritage cities,” she
said.

She also cited the potential of
George Town city in delivering the
results envisaged by the projects as
the reason it was chosen by Unesco.

The conference, held until Oct 4,
was supported by the state govern-
ment in collaboration with the Ma-
laysian National Commission for
Unesco as well as the Japan Founda-
tion,

It featured a total of 37 prominent
speakers and moderators from 15
countries who shared their initiatives
on the management of urban heritage,

discussions on the different approach-
es towards heritage management and
innovative strategies as well as en-
gagement in constructive discussions
on the existing challenges and oppor-
tunities in the area of urban cultural
heritage management.

More than 100 participants were
registered for the conference which
covered themes such as urban archae-
ology, globalisation and sustainable
tourism, disaster risk reduction, cul-
tural heritage education, conservation
of objects and collections, documen-
tations, rejuvenation of urban herit-
age and online mobilisation in herit-
age management.

The keynote speakers were Un-

esco Chair Professor of the Institute
of Disaster Mitigation for Urban
Cultural Heritage of Ritsumeikan
University in Kyoto, Japan Dr. Rohit
Jigyasu and Heritage Commissioner
of Malaysia Datuk Dr. Zainah Ibra-
him.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow,
in his speech, remarked on the im-
portance attached to cultural heritage
by everyone in Penang, be it the state
government, local councils or the
various communities.

“Cultural heritage has always been
an important element of George
Town and Penang as a whole. We

A participant also questioned the
NGO if there was any feasibility
study conducted on the ART system.

On the proposed PIL 1 project,
Chow said: “Some of the participants
have the opinion that the PIL 1 is not
needed.

“The state disagrees because we
feel that even with the LRT, it will
not be able to shift the mindset of
private vehicle users to use public
transport.

“There will still be people who
choose to use their own vehicles,”
Chow said.

Levy charges on
foreign workers explained

FINANCE Minister Lim
Guan Eng clarified the deci-
sion on the levy imposed on
skilled foreign workers which
was recently announced by
the Cabinet to be implement-
ed on Oct 1.

“Some people thought that
we (the federal government)
increased the levy to
RM10,000. No, the amount
remains the same. It’s still
RM1,850 for those foreign
workers working here from
the first to the 10th year. It’s
only the three-year extension
after the 10th year that there
will be charges of RM10,000,”
he said.

“For those who choose not

to pay, there are still other
options. They can send the
foreign workers back to their
home country and if the
workers return here, then just
pay the annual levy of
RM1,850. This is a new re-
laxed condition by the fed-
eral government that’s being
done for the first time. Em-
ployers can now extend their
workers’ stay here for an-
other three years making it a
total of 13 years,” the finance
minister said on Sept 27.

Lim also added that the
new ruling involving the
RM10,000 levy does not ap-
ply to foreign domestic help-
ers.

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Second supplementary agreement
to mutually beneﬁt all partles

THE Penang government has entered
into a second supplementary agree-
ment with Rayston Consortium (But-
terworth) Sdn Bhd (RCSB) to further
enhance the Land Reclamation and
Resettlement Agreement (LRRA)
which was first made in 1999.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said the latest supplementary agree-
ment involved amendments and ad-
ditional clauses.

“The Penang government and
RCSB first entered into the agreement
(LRRA) on June 16, 1999.

“The LRRA was made following
the concession agreement between
the Federal Government and Ling-
karan Luar Butterworth (Penang) Sdn
Bhd to build, operate, manage and
maintain the Butterworth Outer Ring
Road (BORR).

“Based on the terms set by the
Economic Planning Unit of the Prime
Minister’s Department at that time,
Lingkaran Luar Butterworth (Penang)
Sdn Bhd was a ‘special purpose ve-
hicle’ and could not execute other
functions other than to build, operate,
manage and maintain the BORR.

“Therefore, a separate agreement
(the LRRA) was made to carry out
the land reclamation and relocation of
the affected ground tenants due to the

e

Farizan signing the agreement on behalf of the state government.

BORR project. As compensation,
RCSB was given the rights to reclaim,
and develop the reclaimed land at
Bagan Ajam.

“The state government and RCSB
entered the first supplementary agree-
ment on March 6, 2003 to include a
bank guarantee which was necessary
for the developer to submit to the
Penang government,” Chow said
during a press conference at his office
in Komtar on Sept 28.

Chow said the second supplemen-

tary agreement would see the Penang
government gaining an additional
7741ha of land as compared to the
original agreement signed in 1999.

“In 1999, RCSB was given the
rights to reclaim 650ha of land; in
which, 243ha was reserved for Pen-
ang Port, 2.5ha was given to the
Penang government to build low-cost
and low medium-cost homes and
7.5ha was surrendered for relocation
of occupants.

“Based on the earlier agreement

(in 1999),RCSB had to surrender 5%
land from the net saleable area
(equivalent to 12.9ha) to the Penang
government.

“RCSB and the Penang govern-
ment have agreed that RCSB will
hand over 35% land from the net
saleable area (equivalent to 90.31ha)
to the state government in this second
supplementary agreement.

“This means that the Penang gov-
ernment will gain an additional
7741ha of land as compared to the

original agreement inked in 1999,”
Chow said.

Chow said the second supple-
mentary agreement also fixed atime
frame for RCSB to complete the
land reclamation works.

“According to the second sup-
plementary agreement, RCSB needs
to hand over the allocated land to the
Penang government within six years
from the date of the commencement
of work.

“A clause in the Land Reclama-
tion Plan has also been amended to
ensure that RCSB submit their
master plan, planning approval,
Environmental Impact Assessment
(EIA) and other related documents
within the stipulated time.

“Anew clause was also added in
the second supplementary agree-
ment to allow RCSB to transfer their
land reclamation rights to a third

party for the Penang Port area; with
the condition that RCSB still holds
the responsibility as stated in the
original agreement,” Chow said.

State Secretary Datuk Seri Farizan
Darus represented the Penang gov-
ernment to sign the second supple-
mentary agreement, while RCSB was
represented by its director Datuk
Ronnie Lim.

Also present were executive coun-
cil member Soon Lip Chee and state
Finance Officer Datuk Sarul Bahiyah
Abu.

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THE Penang government is
beefing up environmental-
friendly initiatives to turn
Penang into a zero-carbon
state.

Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) mayor Datuk Yew
Tung Seang said the state was
making progress in its “No
plastic straw” and “No single
use plastic” initiatives.

“We understand that the
state is formulating the poli-
cies for the ‘No plastic straw’
and ‘No single use plastic’
initiatives. We had talks with
industry players as well as
top restaurant and café op-
erators such as Starbucks and
McDonald’s.

“Their response was posi-
tive. We encouraged them to
promote the ‘No plastic straw’
and ‘No single use plastic’
initiatives to their customers,”
Yew said after opening the
“Towards Zero Carbon City”
seminar on Sept 26.

In his speech, Yew said the
carbon dioxide emission in
Malaysia was approximately
eight metric tons per capita
in 2014.

“It was only 1.4 metric
tons per capita in 1970. The
carbon dioxide emission in
Malaysia has increased al-
most six-fold from 1970 to
2014.

“MBPP is determined to
make Penang Cleaner, Green-
er, Safer, Healthier and Hap-
pier.

“Among the green initia-
tives championed by the city
council are the bike sharing
system, Green School Award
programme, converting exist-
ing street lights to LED
lights, ‘Plogclean’ pro-
grammes, tree planting pro-
grammes and many more.

“The council also gives out
incentives to encourage devel-
opers to set up more Green
Building Index-rated buildings.

“I believe that Penang is
the only state in Malaysia
that rewards developers for
their green effort. We reward
those are granted GBI Gold
or GBI Platinum such as re-
bating their development
charges,” he said.

Yew added that a total of
363,665 saplings had been
planted in the state over the
past 10 years.

“We will continue to plant
100,000 more saplings in the
next five years.

“We are also working on
repopulating George Town to
minimise people movement
and to make George Town a
destination to work, live and
play,” he added.

More than 100 partici-
pants, comprising local coun-
cil officers and professional
architects, attended the sem-
inar which was organised by
MBPP.

PENANG plans to make it manda-
tory for all public premises to be
equipped with automated external
defibrillator (AED), according to
state Agriculture and Agro-based
Industry, Rural Development and
Health Committee chairman Dr Afif
Bahardin.

He said the state government as
well as the Penang Heart Safe Pro-
gramme organising committee are in
the process of drafting regulations
with the local authorities before en-
forcing the ruling to make Penang a
safer place to live.

“We want to train more people on
how to administer CPR (cardiopul-
monary resuscitation) using AED,”
Dr Afif said in his speech to 1,100
participants who took part in the
Mass CPR-AED 2018 programme
at the Pesta hall in Sungai Nibong on
Oct 9.

He said it is very important for
public AED:s to be displayed clearly

and easily accessible, not put in a
closet, under a counter or locked up
inamanager’s office for fear of being
stolen.

A new, portable AED may cost
between RM4,000 and RM10,000
and it can help restore a normal heart
rhythm in victims of sudden cardiac
arrest.

“We appeal to shopping malls,
restaurants and cafes in Penang to
voluntarily equip themselves with
AEDs to make this programme suc-
cessful and not wait until a law is
enacted. I hope they can get in touch
with the authorities for a safer envi-
ronment,” Afif said.

The half-day event, organised by
the Penang Health Department and
Mass CPR-AED Committee, was
supported by the Penang state gov-
ernment. The participants were
mostly from the police, Fire and
Rescue Department, state Health
Department, Penang Civil Defence
Force (APM), Penang Marine and
Royal Malaysian Air Force.

Also present were five students

from Chung Ling High School
(CLHS) and the victim they rescued,
Long Soo Keat,49, when he suffered
a sudden cardiac arrest on Sept 1
during a football match with his fel-
low CLHS alumni at the school field.

The five boys, Gabriel Soon Chai
Long, 16, Ling Jun Yong, 16, Sha-
man Suresh, 14, Ansley Tan Zhong,
14, and Tan Yi Ze, 14, are members
of St John Ambulance and were on
duty when Long collapsed on the
field. They managed to revive him

after 12 minutes using CPR and the
school’s AED.

Four of the five other St John
members who came in an ambulance
to take over and rush Long to Penang
Hospital were also present at the
Pesta hall.

They were Tan Khai Shen, Chin
Kai Vun, Bernard Nayagam and Wee
Jun Kai. The fifth member, Amirul
Aziz, was however unable to attend.

Dr Afif complimented all of them
for their heroic act and presented a
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certificate of commendation to each
of them.

He said previously there had been
cases in public places, like at Youth
Park, where they failed to save the
victims without the aid of AEDs.

“We have a survival rate of less
than 1% in Malaysia. That’s not a
good record. This means when a
victim suffers a sudden cardiac ar-
rest, chances are he will die. In
Singapore, the survival rate is 12%.
They have AEDs in the HDB flats,”
he said.

Dr Afif said the state government
has been supporting the mass CPR-
AED programme since 2015, recall-
ing that the then chief minister Lim
Guan Eng and the state executive
council gave their strong support to
the programme mooted by Penang
Heart Safe Programme chairman
Datuk Dr Luah Lean Wah after she

approached him.

“When your teacher asks you to
do something you cannot say no,”
said Dr Afif, who learnt CPR and
other basic life support lessons from
Dr Luah during his housemanship.

“Sometimes, the benefits and
results of acquiring the knowledge
on CPR and AED may not be im-
mediately felt, but after three years
(that we began the programme), just
recently, the five boys had saved a
life. What is the value in money?
There’s no money that can be used
to measure the worth of life.”

THE main contractor of the
three major roads projects under
the Penang Transport Master
Plan has obtained the Environ-
mental Impact Assessment
(EIA) approval on Nov 7 last
year.

State Public Works, Utilities
and Flood Mitigation Commit-
tee chairman Zairil Khir Johari
told a press conference on Oct
5 that the EIA approval comes
with 59 conditions that must be
adhered to by the contractor.

The three major roads project
comes under three packages;
with the first package starting
from Tanjung Bungah to Teluk
Bahang, the second from Jalan
Pintas Air Itam to Tun Dr Lim
Chong Eu Expressway and the
third package from Jalan Pintas
Persiaran Gurney to Tun Dr Lim
Chong Eu Expressway.

“The EIA approval was ob-
tained under Section 34 (A) of
the Environmental Quality Act

1974,” said Zairil.

“The requirements for ap-
proval included the description
of the conformity, the concept,
the preparation of environmen-
tal management plans before
construction can be implement-
ed, earthworks control, erosion
and sink control, slope stabilisa-
tion, water quality compliance,
air, noise and vibration, control
of stone explosives, require-
ments environmental audits and
other administrative matters.

“Currently, an appointed con-
sultant is preparing an Environ-
mental Management Plan (EMP)
for the three main roads. The
plan will provide detailed engi-
neering plans related to road
alignment, details of control
measures to reduce water, air
and noise pollution, vibrations
as well as the implementation of
the construction works of the
relevant roads.

“If the contractor is found to be
in breach of any conditions of ap-
proval of the EIA report or the
Department of Environment finds
that there is a pollution issue dur-

ing the construction of the three
main roads concerned, relevant
agencies can take action to stop
the project until satisfied mitiga-
tion or overhaul measures are
taken and they may also take legal
action against the contractor in-
volved.” added Zairil.

On a different note, Yes En-

viro Services Sdn Bhd team
leader Lee Aik Heng explained
that to capture the sediment dur-
ing the construction period, an
Erosion and Sediment Control
Plan (ESCP) will be initiated to
keep eroded soil on the con-
struction site so that it does not
wash off and cause water pollu-

tion to nearby streams, rivers,
lakes, or the sea.

The plan must also include
measures to prevent erosion,
contain sediment and control
drainage.

Also was present was PTMP
Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV)
chief Datuk Lim Hock Seng.

with minister’s
commitment

AT a press conference in Komtar
on Oct 5, state exco member for
Local Government, Housing and
Town & Country Planning Jag-
deep Singh related what had
transpired in a meeting chaired
by Housing & Local Government
Minister Zuraida Kamaruddin
the day before in Putrajaya.

The event was attended by the
Housing and Local Government
excos from all the different states
across Malaysia.

A visibly pleased Jagdeep
noted the pro-activeness on the
part of Zuraida in engaging with
the states especially in address-
ing the housing woes which had
been affecting Penang when
Barisan Nasional still held fed-
eral power.

The housing needs of Penan-
gites had, according to the three-
term Datok Keramat assembly-
man, been neglected by the then
federal government.

“I’m very happy to announce
that a very fruitful meeting was
held at Putrajaya which was
called by the Minister of Hous-
ing and Local Government Haj-
jah Zuraida Kamaruddin with all
the housing and local govern-
ment executive councillors in
Malaysia including those from
states ruled by the Opposition

(BN),” Jagdeep said.

Jagdeep revealed that many
issues were raised by all parties
for her consideration and for
Penang these included funding by
the federal government for hous-
ing maintenance under the now
renamed Tabung Penyelengga-
raan Malaysia, Public Housing
Programmes (Program Peruma-
han Rakyat or PPR) and upgrad-
ing Seberang Perai Municipal
Council (MPSP) to city council
status.

“It was brought to Zuraida’s
attention that prior to GE14, Pen-
ang had 126 outstanding applica-
tions under the (then) TP1M
amounting to RM66.4 million.
These included 55 projects from
MBPP (Penang Island City Coun-
cil) accounting for RM37.7 mil-
lion and 71 projects from MPSP
amounting to RM28.6 million,”

“The Minister has committed
to look into these outstanding
applications and we hope to hear
more good news soon,” he said.

“It was confirmed that cur-
rently, two plots of land in Jelu-
tong are being considered for
PPR by the federal government.
Further to this, all executive
councillors were requested to
submit a complete list of land
identified for the development of
PPR. I'm happy to state that
Penang has identified further

plots of land in every district for
this purpose,” added Jagdeep.

“I had also raised the issue of
the desire of the Penang state
government to upgrade MPSP to
city council just as what was
done for the MBPP in 2015. In
this regard, it was confirmed (by
the Minister herself) that there
is no restriction for any particu-
lar state to only have one coun-
cil with city status, as was inti-
mated to Penang before GE14
by the former BN federal gov-
ernment.

“In this regard, I will be pro-
ceeding with all relevant appli-
cations, both to the state and
federal governments for the up-
grading of MPSP to city council
status,” Jagdeep said.

Jagdeep also expressly
thanked Zuraida for her proac-
tive and positive attitude in hold-
ing discussions with all the
Housing and Local Government
exco members in the country,
whereby in this new era, all
states irrespective of political
affiliation, can look forward to a
more positive outlook in matters
concerning housing and local
government.

Penang in line to host
ninth Malaysia-China
Entrepreneur Conference

A DELEGATION from the
Malaysia-China Chamber of
Commerce (MCCC) led by its
national president Tan Yew Sing
paid Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow a courtesy visit at his of-
fice in Komtar on Sept 26.

A discussion on a wide array
of issues took place, ranging
from opportunities in tertiary
and technical education in the
more than 1,300 universities
and institutions of higher learn-
ing in China, business oppor-
tunities to be tapped for the
mutual benefit of both coun-
tries, the pull factors to boost
tourism and especially on the
Malaysia-China Entrepreneur
Conference scheduled for the
last quarter of 2019 to be host-
ed in Malaysia.

According to Tan, the MCCC
is currently considering its op-
tions for the venue for the
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conference to be either in Sa-
bah, Sarawak, KL or Penang.

He hoped the Penang state
government would support the
conference so as to attract the
delegates numbering around
1,500 business people who are
Malaysians and Chinese from
Mainland China to visit Penang
and to sample the best of what
the state has to offer.

Tan also shared his experi-
ence with Chow on how the
Chinese government decentral-
ises the provinces in terms of
specific economic specialty to
enable each region or province
to promote a particular industry.

He cited examples such as
the Chinese Smart City in
Wuxi, the Big Data Centre in
Guizhou and the e-commerce
hub in Suzhou.

The MCCC national presi-
dent suggested that the Penang
state government adopt a sim-
ilar strategy like what the
Chinese are doing to promote
itself to outsiders.

Others in the MCCC delega-
tion included vice-presidents
Ngan Teng Ye and Lee Chee
Hian, secretary-general Kelvin
Siah Teong Chein, Penang
branch president Teh Eng Hin,
Youth chairman Bryan Chong
and vice-executive secretary
Jackie Chee Kok Ping.

THE Ministry of Tourism, Arts and
Culture is targeting 30 million tour-
ist arrivals in Malaysia by 2020.

Its Deputy Minister Muhammad
Bakhtiar Wan Chik said this influx
of tourists would increase the sec-
tor’s contribution to the nation’s
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) to
15.1%, from the 14.9% through 26.1
million tourist arrivals last year.

“We are now asking for more
allocations for tourism promotion
because it is key to the sustainability
of the tourism industry itself,” he told
reporters after the flag-off ceremony

of the 2018 Distinguished Gentle-
men’s Ride Penang on Sept 30.

He said with the allocation, the
ministry would be able to promote

stories’ for the next generation

A BOOK depicting a commu-
nity tells not only about its
history but also the place,
people and their struggles and
achievements.

Here in George Town, a

THE Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) has given a final reminder
to residents of Lebuh Klang, Love
Lane and Stewart Lane in George
Town to throw household rubbish
into proper garbage bins.

MBPP public health and licens-
ing committee alternate chairman
Wong Yuee Harng said offenders
caught with throwing rubbish in-
discriminately would be given a
compound of RM250 for each of-
fence.

Out of 122 premises in the vi-
cinity, Wong said only 22 have
rubbish bins.

“I hope the others will buy their
own rubbish bins from Lebuh
Carnarvon or any supplier. This is
a core heritage zone and we don’t
want tourists to have a bad impres-

reporters on Sept 27 while showing
them a spot at Lebuh Klang where
bags of rubbish were usually
thrown near a TNB sub-station.

MBPP has put up a signage
there warning culprits of a RM500
penalty by the court.

“For the past 10 years, we’ve
given enough tolerance to the
residents and also raised public
awareness. Now it’s time to en-
force the rules,” Wong added.

Wong said the size and dimen-
sion of the rubbish bin for domes-
tic landed property should be 120
litres (950mm x 480mm), com-
mercial landed property (240 litres,
1070mm x 580mm) and residential
apartments (660 litres — 1280mm
X 1255mm & 1,100 litres —
1370mm x 1250mm).

He also said it was compulsory
for residents to segregate the rub-
bish, putting the plastic bags con-

taining food wastes in the bin and
the plastic bags containing recycla-
ble items outside the bin.
