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Thumbs-up to Batu Ferringhi

smtyke-free zone

HE Penang government’s

move to turn the Batu Fer-
ringhi tourism belt into a smoke-
free zone has been lauded by the
Malaysian Association of Hotels
(MAH) Penang chapter.

“An application will be submit-
ted to the Health Ministry to ga-
zette the area starting from the
floating mosque and ending at
Bayview Beach Resort as a smoke-
free zone,” said Health, Agricul-
ture, Agro-based Industry and
Rural Development Committee
chairman Dr Afif Bahardin.

He added a decision is expected
within three to four months after
the application is made.

In an exclusive interview with
Buletin Mutiara on Oct 7, MAH
Penang chapter chairman Khoo
Boo Lim said it is a good decision
to start off at one of the famous
tourism hubs but emphasised the
need for stricter enforcement.

“Enforcement is vital to create
this smoke-free zone. However,
there is also a need to look into
smokers’ needs and wants by in-
troducing designated areas for
them to smoke,” he said.

Batu Ferringhi is the second
area to be designated as smoke-free
after the George Town Unesco
World Heritage Site.

The plan is to expand smoke-
free zones to other places like
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Bandar Sunway, Bertam, Nibong
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In Batu Ferringhi, smokers are
prohibited from lighting up in open
spaces, beachfront, eateries, beach
clubs, food courts, resorts, bunga-
lows and shopping complexes.

If caught, they would be issued
a compound of between RM250
and RM500 and if they fail to pay
up, they could be fined a maximum
of RM10,000 or face up to two
years’ imprisonment if found
guilty.

Khoo pointed out most of the

hotels in Batu Ferringhi would not
face much hassle as smoking
guests are given space to light up.

“In hotels, we give smokers
certain designated places for them
to puff'so [ don’t think there are any
issues,” he added.

Speaking at a separate event, Dr
Afif'said food operators who com-
plain that their business would be 4
affected by the introduction of {
asmoke-free zone in Batu Fer- £
ringhi are selfish,

“They don’t care about the #
ill effects of smoking, wheth-
er to the smokers themselves or

non-smokers,” Dr Afif said in his
speech at the “Penang Heart Safe
Programme with PDRM” at the
Penang police headquarters in
Penang Road on Oct 7.

Narenasagaran, state Health De-
partment director Dr Asmayani
Khalib, Penang Heart Safe Pro-
gramme chairman Datuk Dr Luah
Lean Wah and Lion Club of
Georgetown 2nd vice-president
Toh Kian Beng.

Dr Afiflater witnessed the pres-
entation of an automated external
defibrillator costing RM 10,000 by
Toh, on behalf of Lion Club of
Georgetown, to Narenasagaran.

Tourism Development, Herit-
age, Culture and Arts Committee
chairman Yeoh Soon Hin (pix),
meanwhile, shared his view that
the state’s move would not impact
the tourism industry.

Instead, he said many foreign
countries had implemented simi-
lar rules but stressed that such a
move should be done step by step.

“It should be done in a smooth
manner with education and
awareness being prioritised by the
authorities.

“Secondly, no smoking sig-
nage should be placed at sev-
eral spots including beach-
front and premises that pro-
hibit smokers from light-

ing up.

“This is to ensure the
foreign tourists are aware
of the ruling,” he said.



HE RIBI (non-Islamic

houses of worship) fund
has given out nearly RM6 mil-
lion to 149 houses of worship,
says Local Government, Hous-
ing, Town and Planning Com-
mittee chairman Jagdeep Singh
Deo (pix).

“Seventy-six Chinese tem-
ples, 42 Indian temples, 22
churches and nine gurdwaras
have benefited from the fund,”
Jagdeep, who oversees the
fund, told a press conference
on Oct 10.
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“We have disbursed
RM5,941,321.12 as of today
(Oct 10).

“Developers who can’t al-
locate a space for RIBI due to
the scarcity of land in their
projects, must contribute to-
wards the RIBI fund,” he add-
ed.

Jagdeep said the RIBI fund,
which was set up in 2016, still
had a balance of RM3.1 mil-
lion.

“The figure will not be stat-
ic as it will grow when we col-

lect the contributions from
developers who could not al-
locate land for RIBI purposes;
and the RIBI fund would re-
duce when we disburse it to
assist RIBIs in Penang,” he
added.

Earlier, Jagdeep presented
RM50,000 from the RIBI fund
to Persatuan Penganut Dewa
Tua Yee Peh (Tang Xi Dian) to
assist in its renovation works.

The cost of the temple reno-
vation is RM140,000.

“Eligible RIBIs that need

financial assistance to renovate
or to build new RIBIs can ap-
ply for the RIBI fund.

“Each successful applicant
can get up to RM50,000 aid,”
Jagdeep said.

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HE world’s longest inner

tube water slide at the Escape
theme park in Teluk Bahang is the
latest attraction in the state that is
bound to boost tourism.

To mark that world feat, Guin-
ness World Record (GWR) adju-
dicator Pete Fairbairn presented
Escape theme park founder and
chief executive officer Sim Choo
Kheng the GWR certificate at the
theme park on Sept 25.

The official opening is, how-
ever, expected to be later this
month.

According to Sim, the world
record for the 1,111m-long water
slide was unintentional at the out-
set of the project under Phase 3 of
the theme park’s development.

“Today is an important mile-
stone for Escape, a significant
achievement that we hope will help
put Penang on the world tourism
map,” Sim said in his speech.

“Breaking the previous record
of 356m set in Germany was
never my original intention. I
would not have broken it three

times its length. I am baffled why

theme park rides are made so
short.

“I would always want rides
that will last really long, to
satisfy the kid in all of us. A
ride that will exhaust the
riders for a good few min-
utes of non-stop giggling
and laughing.

“So, Ilooked up the hill
and it was during the con-
ceptual design stage that
we realised this slide would
exceed 1km and it would
be the longest in the world.

“That was it. The Guinness
World Record suddenly became
our goal.”

Fairbairn commended Sim
Leisure for the remarkable record
which is so much longer than the
previous one set in Germany and
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before that the record of 266m set
in Japan.

“Thave seen all sorts of amazing
records in my journey but it would
be remiss of me not to acknowl-
edge and reflect this is one of the
most extraordinary things that I
have ever seen.

“I think an extraordinary
amount of hard work has gone into
this project. This is one of the cool-
est things I have seen in my life.
Not only any kid in the world
would like to have a go at it, but
the kid in me feels excited too.

“Every person I told that I am
coming here to do this (present the
certificate) wants to come to Pen-
ang and wants to have an opportu-
nity themselves to ride the water
slide.

“This sort of ambition and
achievement is really exciting for
Penang. [ am absolutely certain we
will see an even greater influx of
tourists. I am certainly excited to
come back with my family and my
friends to show them this water
park.”

Sim said Escape was the answer
to the state government’s vision for
a world-class theme park destina-
tion in 2009 and that they have
been delivering new exciting
products since.

He said the record does not
belong to him alone but to a group
of dedicated men and women from
Sim Leisure who had been work-

ing very hard in the last
24 months.

moments of their career, espe-
cially the last eight months during
the physical installation of the
water slide inside the rainforest.

The water slide is made up of
488 pieces of slide sections, 326
pieces of side guards, secured with
10,248 sets of bolts and nuts and
washers.

They used a total of 1.2km of
steel pipes and 1.2km of rectangu-
lar steel sections to support the
slide. The total combined amount
of steel used was 66 tonnes. All
these were done manually.

Sim said the total investment on
the development phase was RM12
million and water slide alone was
RMS5 million.

Some of the guests took the
opportunity to test out the rides.

The start platform of the slide
sits on a 70m elevation (23 sto-
reys). The guests had to walk up
the slope to get there although
during the actual operation, they
can take a ski lift to the top of the
slide tower.

A tube can seat two persons.
And it takes about four and a
half minutes to complete the
twisting course through 20 turns

and five loops over the tree canopy.

“We opt for moderate speed and
the waterpark tubes indeed make
the slide very safe to use, without
losing the fun and excitement,”
Sim said.

“This slide runs at 4.1 metres
per second, which is very slow.
Some water slides are faster by
three or four times. This is not an

Escape.

unusual water slide except that it is
designed and built that long and
going through the rainforest. That
gives a different perspective, not
the design itself.

“Most theme parks are designed
by professionals, like engineers
and architects and not by children
like me. You really need to have an
inner child to design something
that is playful.”

He said it was their belief that if
they want the public to protect
nature, the public must have a love
for nature.

“It is the same with your car. If
you love your car, you will protect
your car; if you love your children,
you will protect them.

“When I used to play in the
kampung with my mates, we
learned about nature through fun.
That was very natural.

“So, we need to bring the public
closer to nature through love. So,
we at Escape, have all the fun
games inside nature, we want the
public to have fun in nature ... lots
of trees, roofs planted with grass
and thought-provoking ideas.”

Besides the water slide ride, the
water park has several other excit-
ing activities such as the wave ball,
speed racer, banana flip, mega
drop, super looper and 10m diving
platform at Atan’s jump.

For Sim, one of his next ambi-
tious projects is in Shandong,
China, where he may go for an-
other world record. For the mo-
ment, he is keeping that close to his
chest.

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Developer ordered to rectity defects
immediately

HE developer who was

awarded the tender to develop
the affordable housing project in
Jalan SP Chelliah has been ordered
to rectify the defects as soon as
possible.

Local Government, Housing,
Town and Planning Committee
chairman Jagdeep Singh Deo said
he took the matter seriously.

“It is a state project and the
Penang Development Corporation
(PDC) is the project manager.”

It was reported that PDC award-
ed the tender to Zubicon Sdn Bhd
in 2013 to develop the project.

Jagdeep said the project consists
oftwo blocks of low medium-cost
apartments and a block of afford-
able housing apartments.

“The total number of units for
the entire project is 2,093.

“Only the affordable housing
block (1,048 units) obtained the
Certificate of Completion and
Compliance (CCC).

“The project has to get clear-
ance from various departments
before obtaining the CCC.

“This shows that it (the afford-
able housing block) is structurally
safe.

“It had undergone stringent
procedures before being awarded
the CCC,” Jagdeep told a press
conference at the Penang Wadda
Gurdwara Sahib on Oct 6.

He said the complaints from the
buyers were basically on the finish-
ing works.

“Like in any Sales and Purchase
Agreement (SPA), there is a defect
liability period for the developer to
make good the defects.

“I have ordered the developer
to repair the defects as soon as
possible. I have also directed PDC
to compile all the complaints
lodged by the owners and also to
monitor the progress.

“I urge the buyers to file their
complaints officially to the devel-
oper so that it can address the
problem.

“The developer must repair the
defects within 30 days upon re-
ceiving the official complaint,” he
said.

Komtar assemblyman Teh Lai
Heng said the state would not
compromise the safety of the buy-
ers.

“My service centre has received
many complaints about the defects.

“I have also spoken to the de-
veloper pertaining to some major
defects,” he said.

Buyer Tarlochan Kaur, 57, said
she was heartbroken when she saw
her affordable housing unit.

“We have been staying in a
rented home, and this is the house
that we bought.

“The doors to all the three bed-

rooms are damaged. The toilet
bowl is so filthy that I feel the de-
veloper has to replace it.

“I filed an official complaint
two weeks ago,” the retiree said.

PDC deputy general manager
Aziz Bakar said the corporation
was in the process of compiling the
complaints, and promised to mon-
itor the situation closely.

Zubicon managing director Lim
Beng Keong said the developer
had received about 500 complaints
from the buyers.

“We are a responsible devel-
oper. We urge the buyers to file
the complaints to the management
office and we will rectify the de-
fects,” he said.

Special panel on quarry
issue to be set up

HE Penang government

will set up a special com-
mittee to strengthen existing
laws and guidelines to deter il-
legal quarrying.

“The special committee will
look into the existing laws and
guidelines. We will discuss how
to strengthen those laws; either
through amendments or coming
up with new guidelines,” state
Local Government, Housing,
Town and Country Planning
Committee chairman Jagdeep
Singh Deo told a press confer-
ence at Komtar on Oct 4.

“This is to serve as a deterrent
to would-be-offenders,” he
added.

Jagdeep said the special com-
mittee would also be looking

into the illegal granite quarry in
Teluk Bahang.

The special committee will be
led by Jagdeep with legal advis-
ers from the Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) and Seberang
Perai City Council (MBSP) as
its members.

“The Lands and Mines De-
partment will be invited to give
its input on quarry and earth-
work matters,” he added.

With regard to the illegal
granite quarry in Teluk Bahang,
MBPP Engineering Department
director A. Rajendran said the
council had issued a stop-work
order to the quarry operator on
Feb 14.

“We issued the stop-work
order because there was no

earthwork plan provided to
MBPP for approval. As such,
the quarry is being operated
illegally.

“Operations at the quarry
had stopped since 2002 but it
resumed early this year.

“However, there was no ex-
cavation activities at the site.
Rock materials were also not
removed from the site,” he said.

Rajendran said the investiga-
tion papers had been prepared
for enforcement action.

“Information about the land-
owner has been obtained.

“A meeting was also held
with several authorities includ-
ing the police on Sept 26 to
discuss the appropriate action,”
he said.

said he was happy that the prayer
hall of the Penang Wadda Gurd-
wara Sahib had been temporarily
relocated successfully, pending the
restoration of the 118-year-old
building.

“It is not easy to restore a Cat-
egory One heritage building to its
former glory.

“The consultant has confirmed
that there was a dome at the centre
of the gurdwara in the past, hence,
the gurdwara’s Conservation and
Restoration Committee is sourcing
the dome.

“Committee chairman Datuk
Mahinder Singh Dulku has sched-
uled a date, Dec 31, to hold a
groundbreaking ceremony for the
restoration works which will take
about three to four years to com-
plete.

“We hope that the public can
donate generously to the restora-
tion project,” he said.

The project cost is estimated to
be about RM4 million. The com-
mittee has managed to collect
RM2.5 million through fundrais-
ing campaigns.

Swiss plant celebrates
official opening in Penang

KEMIKON Sdn Bhd, a contract
manufacturer from Switzerland,
has invested a significant capital in
its new plant in Penang.

The factory’s chief executive
officer, Marcel Wismer, said they
chose Penang mainly because of
its mixed higly-skilled talents, es-
tablished ecosystem of experi-
enced suppliers and strong govern-
ment support.

The plant, located in the Perai
Industrial Zone, was officially
opened by Chief Minister Chow
Kon Yeow on Oct 3.

“We aim to contribute to mak-
ing Penang an important and grow-
ing hub for world-class semicon-
ductor equipment manufacturing
and also to provide a large number
of high-skilled jobs that will sup-
port the company’s growth and
thus contribute to Malaysia’s eco-
nomic development,” Wismer said
in his speech at the event.

A number of customers, Wismer
said, wanted to relocate more of

their manufacturing operations to
Southeast Asia due to the ongoing
trade war between the United
States and China.

Kemikon, which occupies
75,000sq m, now hires 130 em-
ployees. It specialises in building
metal structures, parts and modules
for semiconductor equipment
manufactures and has a strong cli-
ent base with 80% of its clientele
coming from the US.

Chow said the state govern-
ment, through investPenang, has
been consistently focusing on at-
tracting strategic investments from
companies that specialise in cut-
ting-edge technologies which cre-
ate high value skilled jobs for the
people.

“I believe that the vast ecosys-
tem of specialised suppliers in
Penang is our added advantage and
Kemikon is definitely one of the
good examples,” Chow said in his
speech before officiating the launch
of the production facility.

HE Penang government has

been shaping the young and
preparing them for the future as
they would be the ones meeting
the goals of Penang2030.

“Collaborations between the
state and the industries are ongo-
ing in Penang, especially in pro-
moting STEM (Science, technol-
ogy, Engineering and Mathemat-
ics) education,” Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow said.

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Working towards safer environment for
Malaysians, Americans and tourists

THE Malaysian government and the
United States are working towards
creating a safer environment for Malay-
sians, Americans and tourists.

US ambassador to Malaysia Kamala
Shirin Lakhdhir (pix) said Home Min-
ister Tan Sri Muhyiddin Yassin had a
discussion with the acting secretary of
the Department of Homeland Security
in Washington recently pertaining to the
United States Visa Waiver Programme
(VWP).

“Hopefully, there is a recommitment
on both sides that we could return to
some of the work we were doing that
are related to border security initiatives
and information sharing initiatives that build towards
the visa waiver,” she responded to a question from
the floor during the American Malaysian Chamber
of Commerce (AMCHAM) dialogue on Oct 3.

“Many Malaysians, including the Malaysian
government, focus on the visa refusal rate. This is
something that is publicly known and is very easy to
understand.

“But, that’s not all if a country is to enter the VWP.
There are many (other) aspects such as border secu-

rity, passport security and informa-
tion sharing.

“All these things that we could
do together would increase the
security for Malaysians, Ameri-
cans and other people; in terms of
aviation and border security.

“We are working on all these to
create a safer environment for
Malaysians and Americans. It
would also lead to pushing forward
someday, potentially, Malaysia
joining the VWP,” she said.

Lakhdhir, however, felt that
Malaysians would not be granted
the visa-waiver status by the US in

the near future.

She explained that no country had joined the VWP
programme in the last almost three years.

She encouraged Malaysians who are considering
travelling to the US to apply for tourist visas.

“It is easy for people to apply. You do not need a
set plan. Don’t wait until you know a date or until
you get an airplane ticket.

“We issue 10-year visas, so apply and get your
visa to ease your travel,” she said.

HE brain is the most com-
plex organ in the body, and it
can do wonders!

Keeping pace with the latest
technology, two organisations
held the first brain-computer in-
terface (BCI) competition among
university students recently.

Eighty-four teams from 16
universities in Peninsular Malay-
sia took part in the highly-skilled
contest, organised by Braintech
and TusStar.

The contest was organised in
three regions — northern, central
and southern.

Braintech assistant director Dr
Wendy Bong said the participants
were required to use two types of
human signals — the electroen-
cephalogram (EEG) or the elec-
trooculography (EOG) — to write

Conceptual
approval for
TNB’s pylons on
Penang Bridge

THE Penang government
has given conceptual ap-
proval to Tenaga Nasional
Berhad (TNB) on its plan to
build pylons next to Penang
Bridge.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the plan was to
cater to the power supply
demands of the state.

“We are currently discuss-
ing with TNB after giving
the conceptual approval,” he
said at a press conference in
Komtar on Oct 2.

Chow, however, said TNB
would have to obtain the
planning approval from the
two local councils — Penang
Island City Council and Se-
berang Perai City Council.

Chow was asked by a re-
porter for his response fol-
lowing a report in a Chinese
daily which stated that py-
lons, as high as 100 metres,
would be built on the bridge.

Dr Bong said most teams com-

“We have flown a drone using
aremote control before. However,
this is much better to be able to
assemble a drone and finally fly it
using our mind,” Puteri Ainan

Sofia Nor Rahim, 21, said.

She added one of the most chal-
lenging parts of the entire contest
was to solder the electrical com-
ponents to assemble the drone.

“The components are rather
small, so it is quite a challenge
to solder them,” she said.

With her were her team mates,

Pulau Tikus assemblyman
Chris Lee said the competition
had provided a platform for young
innovators to exhibit their creativ-
ity.

Road safety plan to focus on
young riders, parents

YOUNG motorcyclists will be the
focus in the Penang Road Safety
Strategic Plan Phase 2 from 2020 to
2025.

Universiti Sains Malaysia (USM)
Prof Dr Ahmad Farhan Mohd Sadul-
lah said it is important to address the
attitude and competency of riders,
especially those from 15 to 25 years,
in order to reduce the number of
accidents.

“We need to focus on motorcy-
clists. Some of the riders are as
young as Standard Five or Standard
Six and are allowed by their parents
to ride without helmets,” Prof Ah-
mad Farhan told the State Govern-
ment Transportation Committee
meeting chaired by Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow at Komtar on Oct
L.

“So, the problem is actually with
the parents who allow their children
toride without a licence since young.
They have to be with us.

“We need enforcement, not just
from the authority but also from the
kampung, society or taman (park).
We have to nip the problem in the
bud. Advocacy must be accompa-
nied by enforcement.

“Parents must have control over
their children. We’ve to come out
with new and creative initiatives and
make them take ownership of their
safety.

“The majority of society thinks
this is not their problem until a casu-
alty happens. They feel this is not
their taman’s problem. So, we need
to change that perspective.”

Prof Ahmad Farhan also believes
that social media should be used
more effectively to tackle the road
safety problem.

USM is the project manager for

Penang Road Safety Strategic Plan
2014-2020. One of its aims is to
bring fatalities down by 10% each
year.

Prof Ahmad Farhan said he
would cross-check data with police
on road deaths and also suggested
every assemblyman in the state to
help in their gathering of data.

“The data can be our guide. It can
also be used to show whether we are
progressing and most importantly
whether we are going to achieve our
target. At the end of the day, the
outcome is to reduce fatalities, re-
duce accidents and reduce injuries.”

Chow, after listening to various
views, said the involvement of the
community to develop a culture of
taking ownership for road safety is
very important.

“I believe that if more people use
public transport, accidents involving
motorcycles will be much reduced,”
said Chow.

He said he agreed in principle for
the Penang Road Safety Strategic
Plan Phase 2 to begin next year, not-
ing that there are about 400 fatalities
per year in Penang alone.

On another matter, Komtar as-
semblyman Teh Lai Heng urged
Rapid Ferry to inform motorcyclists
of any breakdown to avoid any in-
convenience to them.

He said he received complaints
from motorcyclists that they had to
wait for over one hour recently be-
fore being informed of a ferry break-
down.

A Rapid Ferry representative
explained that the breakdown was
posted on social media but Teh said
had the front desk personnel in-
formed the motorcyclists, the latter
could make alternative plans.

HE Taman Manggis and

Bagan Jaya People’s
Housing Projects PPRs have
been selected as the pioneers
for the implementation of the
Community Empowerment
Secretariat (Sekretariat Mua-
fakat Komuniti - SMK) at
People’s Housing Projects
PPRs nationwide.

The programme is an initia-
tive of the Housing and Local
Government Ministry.

“In line with the National
Community Policy, the Com-
munity Empowerment Secre-
tariat (SMK) will be formed
and the staff from the ministry
will be placed at the PPRs to
oversee the community and to
engage them in various pro-
grammes.

“The Taman Manggis and
Bagan Jaya PPRs have been
selected as the pioneers for the
implementation of the pro-
gramme,” Housing, Town and
Country Planning and Local
Government Committee chair-
man Jagdeep Singh Deo (pix)
said during a press conference
on Oct 1.

“Prime Minister Tun Dr
Mahathir Mohamad launched
the National Community Poli-
cy on Feb 17 as an initiative to
empower the community,” said
Jagdeep after attending the
Penang2030 Strategic Initia-
tive Workshop.

“This policy aims to create
awareness among the local
community in having a sense
of belonging towards public
amenities,” Jagdeep said.

According to Jagdeep, the
SMK would be a better option
than placing police personnel
at the PPRs as suggested by
Kuala Lumpur police chief
Datuk Seri Mazlan Lazim.

Mazlan had made an an-
nouncement on Sept 29 on

stationing police personnel at
the PPRs in Kuala Lumpur (38
PPRs) as a measure to curb
crime.

“I think the PPRs residents
would feel uncomfortable if
the police are watching over
their activities in their own
neighbourhood. They would
feel like their freedom is inhib-
ited.

“Not all who live at PPR are
involved in crimes. I know of
many good people who live at
the PPR and they are also poor.

“The state government has
always been conducting pro-
grammes related to community
empowerment with the col-
laboration of Penang Women
Development Corporation
(PWDC) at PPR.

“For instance the pro-
grammes held at the Sungai
Pinang PPR have proven to be
a success in which the issues
concerning the community
were rectified,” added Jagdeep.

Jagdeep said the first SMK
would be officially launched by
Housing and Local Government
Minister Zuraida Kamaruddin
on Oct 16 at the Taman Mang-
gis PPR.

“Under the SMK, the offic-
ers from the ministry will be
designing programmes with
regard to empowerment and
awareness for the residents at
the PPR which is more sustain-
able and friendly,” he said.

Fruitful meeting about green, ethnic integration

THE Penang government is happy
with the commitment from the
United Kingdom (UK) in resolving
matters pertaining to the containers
of waste from the UK which were
dumped in Penang.

It was reported that 45 containers
filled with non-recyclable waste
from the UK were stranded at the
North Butterworth Container Termi-
nal (NBCT).

These containers have to be re-
turned to the UK.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said the state was working very hard
to send back the hundreds of con-
tainers left stranded at the NBCT to
their countries of origin.

It was reported that the hundreds
of containers were shipped in from
countries such as the United States,
Canada, Belgium, Germany, UK
and Japan.

“We have only managed to send
back 10 containers. We are happy to
note the commitment from the UK
pertaining to this matter,” Chow said
during the courtesy visit by the UK
delegates at his office on Oct 2.

The delegates were led by Arch-
bishop of Canterbury Justin Portal
Welby. Also present were the High
Commissioner of the United King-
dom to Malaysia Charles Hay,
Chaplain to the Archbishop Bishop

Anthony Dangasuk Poggo, North-
ern Peninsular Malaysia Suffragan
Bishop Datuk Charles Samuel and
the British High Commission po-
litical adviser Dr Lyana Khairuddin.

Hay said they would be working
closely with the Energy, Science,
Technology, Environment and Cli-
mate Change Ministry on the matter.

“We have said that if there are
containers that contain illegal waste
from the UK; then, we are only to
have them taken back to the UK,”
he said.

The meeting also touched on the
integration of various ethnic com-
munities in Malaysia.

Chow said a government agenda
is crucial to address what could be
deemed as the source of conflict in
a society.

“The economic disparities among
various ethnic groups need to be
addressed. And after 30 to 40 years,
I believe that we have narrowed the
gap.

“In Penang, we want people to
feel confident about their role and
place in society,” he said.

Chow added that achieving inte-
gration is a challenge faced by
countries around the world.

Chow said that the process of
integrating communities started a
long time ago.

“Itis very difficult to strike a bal-
ance, but it must be done,” he added.

Meanwhile, it was a memorable
day for residents and staff of St
Nicholas Home in Pulau Tikus when
the Welby, accompanied by his wife
Caroline, visited the home.

They were accompanied by
Poggo and his executive assistant
Raquel Hitchman.

The group was greeted on arrival
at St Nicholas Home by general
manager David Chiang and Samuel.

Chiang, in his speech, said the
purpose of the visit was in conjunc-
tion with the commemoration of the
200th anniversary (1819 —2019) of
the consecration of the Church of St
George The Martyr (also known as
St George Church).

“As amember of Anglican Care,
St Nicholas Home is linked to the St
George Church under its Anglican
Care Ministry.

“Currently, St Nicholas Home is
a multi-service institution catering
to the visually-impaired community
in Malaysia.

N industry dialogue ‘Child-
care(@Workpalce: A Business
Imperative?” was held on Sept 30.
According to the Department of
Statistics Malaysia’s report in
2018, the labour participation rate
for women is 56.9%, which means
nearly half of Malaysian women
do not have a paid job. The reasons
cited for women leaving the work-
force are to raise a family (65%),
lack of work-life balance (43%), to
care for a family member (38%),
childcare is too expensive (35%)
and lack of support facilities for
women from employer (34%). A
study conducted by TalentCorp
also showed that 63% of women
have difficulties to re-enter the
work force.

Contrary to popular belief,
childcare facilities add more gain
than harm for both employers and
employees in the long run. A Har-
vard Business Review study in
2017 revealed that companies that
adopted work-life practices in-
cluding childcare services can
result in productivity increases up
to 2.25 times. A survey on em-
ployee retention from Bright Ho-
rizons (Michigan State Universi-
ty) also found that 23% of parents
turned down a job change offer or
refrained from pursuing employ-
ment options due to the benefit of
having childcare centers at their
workforce.

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Green boost for

MBSP, schools,

science centre

HE first science discovery

centre in Penang, Tech Dome
Penang, has been allocated
RM500,000 by the federal govern-
ment to cultivate curiosity and nur-
ture passion among students to
thrive in the fields of science, engi-
neering and technology.

Energy, Science, Technology,
Environment and Climate Change
Minister Yeo Bee Yin made the an-
nouncement during the Penang In-
ternational Green Conference and
Exhibition (PGIGCE) 2019 on Sept
28.

She also mentioned that three
schools and the Seberang Perai City
Council (MBSP) would be receiving
RM2 million worth of solar panels.

“The solar panels are to be in-
stalled at the roofs of the car parks.

“MBSP was selected to receive
the solar panels because they have
won the Diamond Recognition
Certificate for the Low Carbon Cit-
ies Framework (LCCF).

“MBSP took part in the LCCF
programme organised by the Min-
istry of Energy, Science, Technolo-
gy, Environment and Climate
Change (MESTECC) with the co-
operation of Malaysia Greentech
Corporation.

“We have 50 sets of solar panels
to be distributed among the states in
Malaysia, so at least three schools in
Penang will be receiving them,” she
said.

Yeo said the recipients need not
do anything.

“Everything will be installed and
they will get to enjoy a shaded car-
park and a lower electricity bill.

“They can sell back the generated
energy to Tenaga Nasional Berhad;
hence they can see some savings on
electricity.

“However, it is not feasible to
install the solar panels in every
school.

“It depends on the land size and
land availability. The school should
have a big land with about 30 park-
ing lots.

“That is why we are now doing
the feasibility study to determine
which schools are suitable,” Yeo
said.

HE first robotic beverage kiosk

inMalaysia, known as GrabTea,
officially opened in Gurney Plaza,
Penang, to a large crowd of custom-
ers.

State Tourism, Arts, Culture and
Heritage (PETACH) Committee
chairman Yeoh Soon Hin said Pen-
ang was proud to be chosen by Grab
Tea Malaysia as the location for their
first outlet.

“Penang welcomes artificial in-
telligence or Al development in the
state. Today, we mark the start of the
Al revolution in Malaysia’s bever-
age kiosk industry through the use
of robot to serve customers,” said
Yeoh in his speech at the opening
ceremony on Sept 21.

He was representing Chief Min-
ister Chow Kon Yeow, who was
unable to attend the event due to an
official commitment.

“I'would also like to congratulate
GrabTea on being awarded The
Malaysia Book of Record’s title of
First Robotic Beverage Kiosk in
Malaysia.

“As the Penang state executive
councillor for Tourism Develop-
ment, Arts, Culture and Heritage, |
have always encouraged tourism
players to be creative and innovative
in promoting new products.

“This is to ensure that we are in
tune with the current trend and tech-
nology to remain competitive in the
consumer market, especially with
Penang ushering in Experience
Penang Year 2020.

“This initiative is also aligned
with the Penang2030 vision to be-
come a Family-Focused Green and
Smart State that Inspires the Nation
asunveiled by Chief Minister Chow
Kon Yeow.

GrabTea taking the lead with Al for
the beverage kiosk industry.”

Among those present at the cer-

invest in automation.

“Bubble tea is the in-thing now
and there are a lot of competitions in
that business. These (GrabTea) guys
are very unique as they think out of
the box. They did not just purchase
one set of robotic equipment from
one supplier. They sourced from
some suppliers and fixed them them-
selves,” said Tio.

“Thatis their unique selling point.
So, we recognise they are the first in
Malaysia to achieve that. They think
about creativity and how to deliver
their services.

“One of the challenges in doing
F&B is human resource, like the
difficulty in finding people to work
behind the kiosk. That’s why a lot of
F&B operators hire foreign workers.
But GrabTea uses innovation and
creativity to overcome that.”

It took the three partners — Ang,
Ng, and Hong — at least one year to
conduct research on the business
before deciding on the joint venture.
They also pooled together their en-
trepreneurial spirit, electrical and
electronic know-how and resources.

Ang is from Penang while Ng and
Hong are from Kuala Lumpur. They
have been friends for several years.

The idea actually came from Ang,
who during a trip to Japan in 2017
with his wife, saw a robotic arm
serving ice-cream to customers.

“The robotic arm is from Japan
while some other parts are from
Taiwan and China. So, we combined
everything together and did it our-
selves. We tested the drinks. Some
of our drink ingredients are from
Taiwan and some from local,” said
Ang.

“Although my core business is in
event management, I like to create
something very new. We really love
innovation and technology. And I
believe this the future.

“We hope that we can expand to
every state in Malaysia and we also
hope other countries will buy our
concept and our franchise.

“Now is the bubble tea trend.
Touch wood, but if the trend is over,
we can convert our robotic arm to
sell coffee and ice cream. We just
need to reprogramme it. We also
hope others can buy our concept. We
can provide them our service be-
cause of our company is focused on
technology and innovation.”

Ng, who has the engineering
background, said it would take about
one and a half minutes for the robot
to prepare a cup of milk tea and
roughly two minutes for a cup of

fruit drink.

“Our foremost concept is actu-
ally cashless payment, whereby
people will just come and make the

payment through either visa or
credit card. And when the drink is

ready, they just grab it and go.”
Hong believes that they are mov-
ing in the right direction as the
Government has been talking about
Al and the IR 4.0.
“Al is something we need in the

market and it’s a culture that is com-
ing. So, we have to be ready for it.
GrabTea is something interesting.

“We’re the first (robotic beverage
kiosk) and that’s more appealing,”
she said.
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More clout

for MBPP on
dirty eateries

HE Penang Island City Coun-

cil (MBPP) will soon be able
to close down food outlets that fail
to meet hygiene requirements.

MBPP councillor Wong Yuee
Harng (pix) said the council, from
Nov 1, would be able to order the
closure of dirty eateries.

“Currently, such premises can
only be closed by the district Health
Offices. The council can only issue
compounds.

“The MBPP Public Health Com-
mittee has approved the Food Esta-
blishment Closure (Penutupan Es-
tablisymen Makanan) proposal
under the Food Establishment by-
law on Sept 19.

“The council has also agreed to
follow the standard operating
procedure (SOP) of the Food Esta-
blishment Closure.

“From Nov 1, MBPP can close
an eatery for between three and 14
days if the premises did not meet
the hygiene requirements.

“The council has the authority to
confiscate the necessary exhibits
and proceed with legal action
should the premises ignores the
order to close,” he told a press con-
ference after the MBPP meeting on
Sept 26.

MBPP mayor Datuk Yew Tung
Seang said currently the council and
the district Health Offices carry out
operations together.

“We can issue the compounds,
while the district Health Offices can
order the closure.

“But from Nov 1, we are able to
cover more ground with the additi-
onal authority.

“We can still carry out operations
with the district Health Offices, or
we can also carry out operations on
our own as we can order the shut-
down,” he said.

Yew said the council strove to
improve the cleanliness of food
outlets in the state.

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More logisticians needed in the country

MALAYSIA is in need of more
logisticians as the population keeps
growing.

The Society of Logisticians,
Malaysia, or LogM, president Chang
Kah Loon said logistician was a
less-known profession in Malaysia
some 20 years ago when people
regarded a logistician as a truck
driver, a store-man, or a port la-
bourer.

“The perception has however,
changed. People now understand the
importance and presence of logistics
and logisticians,” said Chang in his
opening speech at the The Society
of Logistics Malaysia Regional
Logistics Conference 2019 at
Komtar on Sept 26.

“Almost every subject today
namely LRT/MRT, ECRL, infra-
structure/superstructure develop-
ment, trade or even waste manage-

ment is related to logistics.

“Logistician is a profession like
others, such as doctors, lawyers,
engineers, accountants, surveyors,
and architects.

“This is simply because the can-
didates are needed to pursue a basic
degree for three or four years in lo-
gistics plus with three to five years
of practical experience before the
status of professional logistician is
conferred.

“Candidates can also pursue
Masters and doctorate in logistics
later on.

“They will not be addressed as
professional or chartered logistician
without admission to a professional
body like LogM in Malaysia or
Chartered Institute of Logistics and
Transport International (CILT),” he
added.

State Welfare, Caring Society and

Environment Committee chairman
Phee Boon Poh, who was the guest
of honour, commended LogM for
oganising the conference for the 12th
year.

“The demand for logisticians in
Malaysia will definitely continue to
increase as I understand that there
are only about 2,500 professionally
qualified logisticians in the whole of
Malaysia out of a 32 million popula-
tion.

“So share whatever you learn
with your friends and make them
realise how important logistics is,
and you will be bringing more peo-
ple into the profession,” Phee said.

Stricter guidelines for hillsite development

THE “Safety Guideline for Hillsite De-
velopment 2012” is being reviewed and
improved, says Local Government, Hous-
ing, Town and Country Planning Commit-
tee chairman Jagdeep Singh Deo.

Jagdeep said the review was being
conducted by the state Technical Advi-
sory Committee, together with the Geo-
technical Division, Penang Island City
Council (MBPP) Engineering Department
and other geotechnical advisers.

“The state Technical Advisory Commit-
tee is chaired by Datuk Dr Gue See Sew,
who was a member of the State Commis-
sion of Inquiry (SCI) into the Tanjung
Bungah landslide.

“We hope to present the improved
guidelines draft to the State Planning Com-
mittee in December,” Jagdeep told a press
conference on Sept 27.

He said the team proposed more strin-
gent guidelines to be complied with per-
taining to hillsite development.

“The state government has proposed

“This is to ensure that the independent
checker is truly independent in his deci-
sion,” he said.

Jagdeep said it was also proposed that
an independent accredited checker be ap-
pointed to check geotechnical reports (by
the geotechnical engineer) for slopes
above 15 degrees gradient.

He added that the cost of appointing the
independent accredited checker is to be
borne by the project developer.

This comes after the SCI into the Tan-
jung Bungah landslide in 2017 made
several recommendations in its 116-page
report.

Also present was state Department of
Occupational Safety Health (DOSH) di-
rector Jaafar Leman.

On a related matter, Jagdeep said both
local councils (MBPP and Seberang Perai
City Council) would be amending their
bylaws pertaining to illegal earthworks.

“The bylaws are scheduled to be
amended by next February,” he said.



Stepplng up interestin STEM

HE Penang government,

through Penang STEM, has
launched the ”’StepUp Initiative” to
address the declining interest in
science and mathematics and their
standards among students in the
state.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow,
who officiated the launch at the
Karpal Singh Learning Centre in
Bukit Gelugor recently, said the
initiative aimed to ignite the in-
terests of students in STEM (Scien-
ce, Technology, Engineering and
Mathematics) learning at lower
secondary school level and inspire
them to opt for studies in science
stream from Form Four.

“Statistics have shown that there
is now a decreasing number of
science classes in secondary
schools. This is something that the
Education Ministry must consider.
Penang can feel it because we are
an industrial state and require a
large number of talents to support
the industry,” Chow told reporters
in a press conference.

“So we, on the part of the state
government, support such an initi-
ative. But the state government
alone is not enough.

“We need the collaboration of
the industry also. This is at a very
elementary level but as they move
up, there is also the skills develop-
ment centre and USM (Universiti

Sains Malaysia) to support this
ecosystem. We hope through this
initiative, we can produce sufficient
STEM graduates to cater to the
needs of the industry.”

He said Penang, with the many
flourishing Free Industrial Zones,
needs to keep pace with IR4.0 and
the digital revolution.

In addition, he said the Pe-
nang2030 vision is also to upgrade
the economy to raise household
incomes and hence, the importance
to prepare the young for the future.

Chow also thanked seven pione-
er sponsors from the industry for
contributing RM20,000 each annu-
ally by adopting a school each in

the ”’StepUp Initiative”.

Of'the seven sponsors, two adop-
ted two schools each, thus bringing
the total number of schools to nine.

“They have not only stepped in
but also ‘stepped up’ to support the
initiative.

“Besides manufacturing, other
sectors like medical services, infra-
structure, property development
and even telcos should also stand to
benefit from an increased pool of
STEM talents.

“And I sincerely hope that the
captains of these sectors will also
come forward to support this pro-
gramme, especially to help reach
out to schools in other districts of

Penang.”

Also present were Deputy Chief
Minister II Prof Dr P. Ramasamy
(who is also the Penang STEM
chairman), Komtar assemblyman
Teh Lai Heng, Seri Delima assem-
blyman Syerleena Abdul Rashid,
Bagan Dalam assemblyman M.

SMK Jelutong principal Loh
Chee Heng said the ’StepUp Initi-
ative” would lighten the burden of
the school to source money for
school projects, especially related
to STEM. His school is being adop-
ted by VAT Manufacturing.

“This will also help the school in
its KPI (key performance index).
We want to encourage more stu-
dents to take up science. We hope
that by carrying out some projects,
we can stir up their interest,” said
Loo.

VAT Manufacturing managing
director Bernd Kirchhofer said they
have begun to see the lack of tech-
nical skills in the Penang workforce.

“VAT as a high-precision com-
pany foresees the need for a higher
skilled workforce. Therefore, we
are keen to be part of the ‘StepUp
Program’ to inspire and attract
young Malaysians’ interest in scien-
ce and engineering at young age.

“VAT is keen to bring up the
technical skills and prepare our
Malaysian workforce for highly
skilled work opportunities with
MNC:s rather than us hiring for-
eign technical experts,” said
Kirchhofer.

“China’s remarkable growth for
the past 70 years has successfully
uplifted the livelihood of her people
and greatly enhanced her influence
and stature on the global arena,”
Chow said in his speech.

“Since 2010, China has also
emerged as the world’s second larg-

est economy and her ‘Belt and Road
Initiative’ in recent years attracted
global attention as a platform for
international cooperation.

“The close friendship formed
between Malaysia and China since
1974 is based on mutual beneficial
and continuous cooperation in the
areas of trade, cultural exchange,

education and tourism.

“The deeply rooted links between
Penang and China will only further
strengthen the ties between our two
nations, which I believe, will be in-
strumental for the closer bonding of
this friendship.”

Chow said while the global
economy is currently engulfed in
uncertainty, Penang did not rest on
its laurels.

For the first half of this year, he
said Penang attracted RM9.2 billion
in investments for the manufacturing
industry.

“While Penang currently reaps
temporary gains due to the trade war
between China and the US, it re-
mains my ardent wish that both sides
could resume talks at the negotiation
table in an effort to reduce uncer-
tainty affecting the business com-
munity and the global market.

“At the same time, I am hopeful
that relations between China and
Malaysia as well as Penang, and the
three northern states, will be based
on a win-win principle for our mu-
tual consultation, development and

collaboration to meet the interests of
all.

“This will further strengthen our
level of cooperation especially in the
exchange of technological knowl-
edge which will boost not only
economic growth but more impor-
tantly, the friendship of our two na-
tions.”

Earlier, Lu said this year also
marks the 45th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations
between Malaysia and China.

“Since the establishment, China-
Malaysia relations have overall
maintained a stable and rapid devel-
opment momentum,” Lu said in his
speech.

“China and Malaysia jointly built
the Silk Road Economic Belt and
the 21st Century Maritime Silk
Road, bringing tangible benefits to
the people of both countries.

“China has been Malaysia’s larg-
est trading partner for 10 consecu-
tive years and the largest source of
foreign investments in the manufac-
turing industry for three consecutive
years.”
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
