approved manufacturing invest-
ment inflows in 2021, it is cru-
cial that the state has a steady
flow of talents to meet the ex-
pected industrial demands.

In this respect, the state
government has initiated the
Penang Internship  Subsidy
Programme (PISP) to attract
talents.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said a healthy talent
pipeline is crucial to meet the
heightened industrial demands
in Penang.

“Holding on to that, the
state has carried out various
approaches in talent attraction
and development with PISP be-
ing the most recent addition.

“We have continuously bol-
stered Penang's welcoming
and conducive environment for
finding and retaining the right
talent.

“Driven predominantly by for-
eign direct investments (FDIs),
the investment projects ob-
tained in 2021 are expected to
generate 12,024 job opportuni-
ties in the state.

“The rising trend in invest
ment value per job created sig-
nifies that Penang is constantly
attracting high value-added
investments. This serves as a
good omen for job seekers in
securing high-income jobs,” he
said in his speech during the
PISP launching ceremony which
was held virtually on March 31.

Chow said Penang aspires
to attract 150,000 knowledge
workers over the next five years.

“The PISP is introduced to
unlock vast career opportuni-
ties for talented individuals to
experience Penang’s captivat-
ing live-work-play balanced life-
style, complemented by the
state’s vibrant arts and cul-
tures, holistic green initiatives,
strong digjital connectivity as
well as developed infrastruc-
ture and mobility,” he said.

On the PISP, Chow said the
programme offers a monthly
wage subsidy amounting to
RM300 per intern for a maxi-
mum period of six months
when companies recruit talent
throughout 2022.

In other words, qualified
companies are eligible to claim
up to RM1,800 per intern.

“The PISP is open for all
Companies Commission of
Malaysiaregistered companies
with a presence in Penang.

“The company must hire a
minimum of three interns in the
areas of science, technology,
engineering, mathematics and
accounting.

“Besides that, the hiring
must be completed by 2022,
with a minimum monthly allow-
ance of RM1,200 per intern,”
Chow said, adding that the
state has approved an initial al-
location of RM500,000 for the
PISP.
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He also introduced the PISP
steering committee members
who are responsible for de-
termining and improving the
eligibility ~criteria, application

OURNALISTS must
J have an ethical respon-

sibility to report the truth
and not the other way round,
says Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow.

Chow said this is important
because what they do can have
farreaching ramifications in ma-
ny circumstances, especially in
elections.

“I have emphasised this be-
fore and | will emphasise it again.
A strong and healthy democracy
relies on voters that have access
to reliable, unbiased, and inde-
pendent information.

“In Malaysia, this information
is largely collected, analysed,
and disseminated by journalists
and their newsrooms.

“Therefore, to say that jour-
nalists must have an ethical re-
sponsibility to report the truth is
not an overstatement.

“After all, voters who are pro-
vided with quality information
are better empowered to formu-
late their own opinions and en-
gage in public discussions more
effectively and relevantly,” Chow
said in his speech during the
closing ceremony of TechCamp
Malaysia 2022: “Smart Jour-
nalism, Healthy Democracy” on
March 26.

Also present were US am-
bassador to Malaysia Brian D.
McFeeters and Penang Insti-

tute executive director Datuk
Dr Ooi Kee Beng.

Chow cited an example of
the 1MDB case that involved
former prime minister Datuk
Seri Najib Razak.

“The 1MDB scandal first made
headlines in The Wall Street Jour-
nal and Sarawak Report.

“And due to public pressure
and indignation, it eventually
led to numerous investigations,
both domestic and international,
and ended with criminal charges
for the former prime minister
and the defeat of the Barisan
Nasional coalition in the 14th
General Election (GE14), which
had until then enjoyed an unin-
terrupted reign over the country
since Independence.

“This happens when the me-
dia is critical in scrutinising gov-
ernmental affairs and policies,
in exposing excesses and cor-
ruption in the corridors of pow-
er, and in holding those in power
accountable to the public.

“In election campaigns, the

media should focus on the track
records of candidates and fact-
check their policies and pro-
nouncements so that voters
can choose the best person
and party to represent their in-
terests,” he said.

Chow also stressed that now-
adays, information is power.

“A democracy where the peo-
ple lack access to impartial, ev-
idence-based, and accurate in-
formation is a democracy where
the people are disempowered.

“Therefore,  understanding
the mechanics of misinforma-

tion and disinformation, and
their connections with the shap-
ing of public opinion is a vital
challenge for our democracy.

“It is a challenge that all of
us, the politicians, ordinary citi-
zens, and the media, should un-
dertake together,” he added.

Speaking about the pro-
gramme, Qoi said TechCamp
Malaysia 2022: ‘Smart Journal-
ism, Healthy Democracy’ was
organised by the Penang Insti-
tute and supported by the US
Embassy in Kuala Lumpur.

“It is a three-day pro-

gramme that started from
March 24 to 26.

“TechCamp Malaysia 2022
aims to provide emerging and
mid-career journalists with the
digital skills and tools to coun-
ter disinformation, particularly in
the field of political and electoral
reporting,.

“I'm here to work with every-
body.

“This is important for me
to know the problems on the
ground and try to find an ef-
fective solution to solve the
problem together.

“As an example, when | en-
gage with state elected rep-
resentatives, | get to know
more about the social prob-
lems in their constituencies
that can lead to crimes if not
prevented quickly.

“After all, the public can’t
expect the police to know
everything. And this is why
such engagement is impor-
tant,” he said.

“And we will try our best to
find the best possible solution
within our jurisdiction to solve
any issue that arises at the con-
stituency."

Hawari aims for the summit

The Penangite is an experi-
enced mountain climber, and
certainly not ready to rest on his
laurels just yet with his latest
challenge around the corner.

The 10 climbers will be repre-
senting the country in the expe-
dition which is organised by the
federal government.

Out of the 10, Hawari, who
has been working at the Pen-
ang State Museum for over 10
years, will be the only physically
challenged individual to partici-
pate in this initiative.

While he has set his sights on
making history, Hawari is also
equally fired up to plant the Pen-
ang flag on Mount Everest if he
reaches the summit.

As a motivation for Hawari be-
fore he embarks on his journey
to the world’s highest mountain,

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
handed over the state flag to
him during a brief handover cer-
emony in Komtar on March 22.

“On behalf of the state, |
wish all the climbers, espe-
cially Hawari, the very best in
completing your mission to the
top of Mount Everest.

“This is a huge challenge and
it is hoped the Malaysian team
will make our country proud.
However, it is important to stay
safe and abide by the safety pro-
tocols throughout the journey.

“l understand Hawari has
previously gained experience
of climbing several challenging
mountains as well, but | am cer-
tain this is going to be a differ-
ent ball game.

“The state sincerely hopes
that he will become the first-ever
physically challenged Malaysian
to reach the Everest summit,”
Chow added.

Hawari, who hails from Ke-
pala Batas, is married with
two kids.

Previously, he has climbed
mountains such as Mount
Rinjani and Mount Tebing Kera-
ton in Indonesia and Annapur-

na Base Camp in Nepal.

As Hawari is deaf, an inter-
preter was present to translate
his message to Chow, state
Tourism and Creative Economy
Committee chairman Yeoh Soon
Hin and others present.

“Lately, | met the Prime Min-
ister and also the Penang Gov-
ernor. They were very encour-
aging during the sessions. It
gave me all the more reason
to complete this mission for
my country and state.

“In- my hourlong discus-
sion with the Governor, he had
a few requests, one of which
was for me to publish a book to
talk about my challenges after
completing this expedition and
for the Penang State Museum
to place my suit (used for the
climb) there as a motivation for
aspiring physically challenged in-
dividuals,” Hawari said.

It was learnt that the entire
journey of climbing and return-
ing to the base is expected to
take 68 days.

from 2022 to 2024.

“It will involve a maximum of
34 schools per year, including
primary and secondary level.

“The ‘Negalitres for Schools’
project involves the installation
of watersaving equipment and
education programme to the
participating schools to reduce
water consumption, thus ‘nega-
tive’ litre.

“We want to increase the
effectiveness of water-saving
practices among schools in the
state by teaching children about
water conservation.

“So far, 40 schools have
registered for this programme
and we would like to encourage
more to take part.

“They should not worry
about the cost as the project
is fully funded by Clean Inter-
national Incorporated and In-
tel Corporation,” Chan said

in his speech before Chief

“Our effort to promote healthy
reading habits must not stop af-
ter we transformed abandoned
old phone booths near the po-
lice station in Beach Street into
stunning mini libraries.

“We plan to rejuvenate the
bus stop at Chowrasta Market
next, turning it into a bus stop-
mini library.

“We will be working with Per-
satuan Kemajuan Nusa Pulau
Pinang (Nusa) to realise this
project,” Woo told Buletin Mu-
tiara on March 24.

“Peka will come up with the
concept while Nusa will be
helping with the general main-
tenance of the mini library,
such as rearranging the books
and others.

“We received numerous of-
fers from the public who wish to
donate their books. The public
has been very supportive of our
cause. We even had callers from

Kuala Lumpur who wanted to do-
nate books.

“This is very encouraging, and
it boosts our spirit to do better
for the community,” Woo said.

The Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) at a recent meeting
announced the approval of the
proposed project.

Councillor Tan Seng Keat
read out the decision by the
local council’s Infrastructure
and Traffic standing commit-
tee during the MBPP meeting
which was held virtually.

“The committee has ap-
proved the proposal on March
9 to rejuvenate the bus stop at
Chowrasta Market into a library-

concept bus stop,” he said.

Woo said the rejuvenation
works of the Chowrasta Market
bus stop were scheduled to
start middle of April, following
the approval by MBPP.

“The upgrading works of
the bus stop will be done in
phases to minimise inconve-
niences to commuters.

“We hope to complete the
project within two months,”
he said, adding that the esti-
mated cost of the project was
RM10,000.

E was born with a rare
Hcongenital condition

called sacral agenesis
but Muhammad Faris Ghazali
was determined to make a suc-
cess of himself.

And succeed he did.

Now, the 17-year-old student
is making waves at the Se-
berang Perai City Council swim-
ming pool where he trains under
veteran coach Ang Tean Hin.

He came under Ang’s wings
when aged 11 and recently won
four gold and two silver medals
at the National Para-Swimming
Championships.

Although Faris’ impairment is
from the waist downwards, he
moves around confidently on a
skateboard. (Sacral agenesis is
a congenital disorder in which
the fetal development of the

lower spine - the caudal parti-
tion of the spine - is abnormal.)

Chong Eng, the state execu-
tive councillor for non-Islamic
Religious Affairs and Social De-
velopment, dropped by the pool
on March 24 to chat with Faris,
Ang and Faris’ mother Khalijah
Ismail, 52.

Besides giving him words of
encouragement, she also pre-
sented Faris with a cheque for
RM2,000 as an incentive.

“Looking at Faris, everyone
can achieve success. The most
important thing is that parents
must not give up.

“Regardless of whether the
child is able-bodied or not, par-
ents must be determined to
develop their potential. Some
enthusiastic people or clubs
are willing to help them achieve
their ambition.

“Faris is a role model for us
to promote swimming to the

disabled. Being physically chal-
lenged is not the end of the
world,” Chong Eng said.

This resonated with Khalijah,
a housewife, who has sacrificed
much to bring up her five chil-
dren together with her husband,
Ghazali Saad, a 53-year-old lorry
driver. Faris is the youngest of
five children.

“I have a message for par-
ents who have OKU children.
Don’t be ashamed of your chil-
dren and please don't keep
them all the time in the house.

“If we parents don’t help
them, who is going to inspire
them?

“We must be brave to expose
them to healthy activities. Bring
them to a coach or teacher who
can assess their talent and of-
fer advice on the type of activity
more suited to the child’s devel-
opment,” said Khalijah.

“When Ang told me he

wanted to try to coach Faris,
| was initially sceptical. He
asked for a one-month trial
and | asked him whether my
son can drown in the pool or
not,” Khalijah recalled.

To her surprise, Faris could
swim after only 10 lessons in
two weeks.

“I have been coaching since
1979. All the time, | had only
able-bodied students. So, when
| saw Faris, | wanted a new chal-

lenge by coaching a physically
challenged person,” Ang said.

Asked about his plan for
Faris, Ang said: “The Asean
Para Games will be his target
before we think of qualifying for
the 2028 Paralympic Games in
Los Angeles.”

For now, Faris is enjoying ev-
ery minute of his time at the
pool. While he is studying at
SMK Junjung in Kulim, he is also
taking up a reflexology course.
