Elna PCB president lan Yang
said Penang stood out for its
skilled workforce, robust mar-
ket and supply chain.

“Our local suppliers have
been very supportive and we
wish to strengthen our ties
with them by enabling more
localisation activities.

“In addition, the state’s
top-notch infrastructure and
the strong government sup-
port are also the key reasons
for us to invest in Penang,”
he said in his speech before
the groundbreaking ceremo-
ny of the firm’s new plant on
Feb 18.

Elna PCB, one of the key
printed circuit board (PCB)
players in Penang, is set to in-
vest about RM1 billion; which
includes the plant, equipment
and machinery.

Established in 1994, Elna
PCB became part of the PSA
Group in Taiwan, following a
joint venture between PSA
Group and Japan-based Elna
Printed Circuit in 2018.

The expansion works start-
ed in December last year and
are expected to be completed
within a year.

Yang said the new plant,
which will be located next to
the existing plant in Lorong Pe-
rusahaan 4 at the Perai Free
Industrial Zone, was designed
to manufacture PCBs for the
usage of automotive, server,

networking, laptop, desktop,
and consumer electronic de-
vice products.

“Upon completion, the new
plant is expected to create an
additional 1,000 employment
opportunities to support the
ecosystem.

“We are optimistic that,
upon the completion of the
expansion project, we will be
able to achieve a five-fold busi-
ness growth from our current
business size,” he added.

The expansion  project
would see a six-storey factory

unit built on a 10,289sq m
land area.

Malaysian Investment De-
velopment Authority (Mida) (in-
vestment promotion and facili-
tation) deputy chief executive
officer Sivasuriyamoorthy Sun-
dara Raja said Mida was opti-
mistic that Elna PCB’s latest
reinvestment would enhance
the transfer of technology and
knowledge, as well as foster
more local supply chain part-
nerships, leading to an even
stronger industry ecosystem
in Malaysia.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said Elna PCB’s decision
to expand is a testament to
Penang’s sustainable location
for investments.

“I believe Penang’s robust
industrial ecosystem, strong
talent pool, and conducive
business environment are
among the key factors for Elna
PCB to deepen its roots in the
state,” he said in his speech.

“The growing demand for
digitalisation is seen as one of
the key drivers for PCB, being
a vital component of many of
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today’s most advanced tech-
nologies.

“Driven by Penang’'s posi-
tion as the country’s leading
Electrical & Electronics (E&E)
hub, the state continues to be
a key pillar of Malaysia’s exter-
nal trade.

“Penang topped the na-
tion’s list in 2021 with an ex-
port value of RM354 billion
recorded.

“The external trade momen-
tum in Penang persisted into
2022 with a 27% year-on-year
spike on the export value,
which reached an all-time high
of RM452 billion in the said
year. It represented 29% of the
country’s total,” he added.

He highlighted that on the
investment front, Penang was
also among the top contribu-
tors in the country, clocking an
all-time high of RM76 billion in
its approved manufacturing in-
vestments in 2021.

Also present were Penang
State Legislative Assembly
Speaker Datuk Law Choo
Kiang, Penang Tourism and
Creative Economy Committee
chairman Yeoh Soon Hin, In-
vestPenang chief executive of-
ficer Datuk Loo Lee Lian, Pen-
ang Mida director Muhammad
Ghaddaffi Sardar Mohamed
and PSA PCB Business Group
president Davis Lai.
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EY claimed it was “re-
Ivenge politics” and that
they did not betray the vot-

ers in their constituencies.

But all these claims did not
wash with Chief Minister Chow
Kon Yeow who slammed the
four Perikatan Nasional (PN)
assemblymen for their actions
which led to their seats being
vacated.

The state seats were de-
clared vacant after the motion
to vacate the respective seats
was passed in the august
House on March 6.

The motion to declare the
seats held by Dr Afif Bahardin

(PN-Seberang Jaya), Zulkifli
Iorahim  (PN-Sungai  Acheh),
Khaliq Mehtab Mohd Ishaq

(PN-Bertam), and Zolkifly Md
Lazim (PN-Teluk Bahang) as
vacant under Article 14A of the
Penang State Constitution was
tabled by Deputy Chief Minister
| Datuk Ahmad Zakiyuddin Abd
Rahman (PH-Pinang Tunggal).

Article 14A of the Penang
State Constitution states that
a state assemblyman should
vacate his seat if he resigns,
is stripped of his membership,
ceases to be a politician or is
chosen as a candidate by an-
other political party.

Chow said the Penang Leg-
islative Assembly started the
process of declaring the affect-
ed seats vacant about two and
a half years ago.

“However, the affected state
representatives started the leg-
islative process after that. We
patiently waited until the legis-
lative process was completed
before we tabled it in this au-
gust House.

“Hence, the allegation that
the motion was tabled hastily
to declare the four seats va-
cant is not true,” Chow said in
his debate on the motion.

Slamming the four PN as-
semblymen, Chow said they
had failed to understand the
crux of the matter.

“The four tried to defend
their interests. One of them
even asked ‘what is the point
of doing this when the State
Legislative Assembly would
be dissolved in the next few
months to make way for the
state election?’

“This is because you do not
see the point. It is not about us
as wakil rakyat (state assem-
blymen).

“This is about upholding the
Penang State Constitution. As
state assemblymen, we swore
to uphold the Penang State
Constitution. It is about political
ethics and morality,” he said.

when he was a state executive
council member.

“You were a member of the
state government and that was
why you could do what you have
done. You benefitted from being
in the (state) government, but
you chose to betray that trust!

“The law is clear. The law
was enacted in 2012 and you
came in 2013 when the anti-
hopping law was already part of
the Penang State Constitution.

“You came in with your eyes
open but you chose to disre-
gard the Penang State Consti-
tution,” he said.

Earlier, Khalig Mehtab ques-
tioned the need to table the
motion when the Legislative As-
sembly would be dissolved in
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the next few months.

“We did not betray the vot-
ers’ mandate. Let the people
decide our fate,” he argued.

Zulkifli lamented about his
sacking from his former politi-
cal party back then while Zolkifly
denied he had hopped parties.

Afif claimed “this is revenge
politics”.

Opposition Leader Datuk

23 project
applications
received under
Jelajah¥Penang
programmes

THE Penang government has
received 23 applications for in-
frastructure and development
projects as a result of organis-
ing the “Jelajah ¥ Penang Ket-
ua Menteri 1.0 and 2.0".

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said from these applica-
tions, 21 have been accepted.

“These project applications
are made by the respective par-
liamentary and state constitu-
ency service centres. And prior-
ity was given to the most urgent
projects.

“Among them are upgrading
sports facilities, repairing and
building a new jetty for fisher-
men, flood mitigation projects,
as well as housing maintenance.

“From the 21 projects, two
were fully completed last year.

“They are the Taman Sri
Pinang housing maintenance
project at Sungai Pinang at a
cost of RM635,465; and the
flooring replacement at Dewan
MPKK Bandar Cassia badminton
court in Bukit Tambun at a cost
of RM40,000.

“The rest of the projects are
still at the early stage (specifi-
cation preparation stage) and
they still need further evaluation
before we can start on them,”
Chow (PHPadang Kota) said
when replying to an oral ques-
tion by Datuk Mustafa Kamal
Ahmad (PH-Telok Ayer Tawar) at
the Penang Legislative Assembly
on March 6.

The Jelajah ¥ Penang Ketua
Menteri is a special programme
where Chow and his entourage
went to the ground, covering all

Gooi had earlier asked
about the progress of URC in
the state.

Jagdeep said the state had
approved the URC guidelines
in September last year.

“The state, through the
Penang Housing Board, has
listed five pilot projects un-
der the initiative.

“The projects are Mahsuri

5 Point Block, Bayan Baru;
Taman Free School flats;
Padang Tembak flats; Taman
Siakap in central Seberang
Perai district and Mak Man-
din flats,” he said.

Meanwhile, Jagdeep, re-
plying to an oral question
posed by Syerleena Abdul
Rashid (PH-Seri Delima), said
the Penang Island City Coun-
cil (MBPP) is now planning to
upgrade the food complex at
Taman Tun Sardon.

O address the traffic
Tsituation on the main-

land, various initiatives
are being worked on via the
“Seberang Perai City Council
Strategic Plan 2023-2030",
says state Transport and In-
frastructure Committee chair-
man Zairil Khir Johari.

Zairil (PH-Tanjong Bungah)
said the plan would consist
of a list of hotspots as well
as suggestions for short-
term and long-term solutions.

He was replying to an oral
question by Goh Choon Aik

“This initiative (plan) will
be completed this year and
will be tabled at MBSP’s Traf-
fic and Infrastructure Com-
mittee meeting.

It will help the relevant de-
partments or agencies to get
suggestions to solve the traf-
fic problem congestion and to
apply for allocations from the
state government or the fed-
eral government,” Zairil said.

Meanwhile, Zairil also gave
an update on the status of
the bypass construction proj-
ect from Jalan Tasek Mutiara
10 to Hijaun Hills, which will
be built by the Public Works
Department (JKR).

He said the project is un-
dergoing the land acquisition
process.

“Drawings and tender doc-
uments have been completed
and they will be advertised
after the completion of the
land acquisition process,” he
said.

Zairil added that the state
government welcomes any
ideas or constructive criti-
cisms which can help solve
the traffic issues.

The Sungai Bakap bypass
road is among the new ideas
that were suggested. And
JKR has also prepared the
project’s estimated cost as
well.

“JKR is in the process of
coming up with the paper-
work to be submitted to the

state government,”
he added.

On a similar %
matter, when re- &
sponding to an o r a |
guestion by Azrul Mahathir
Aziz (PH-Bayan Lepas), Zairil
said the green wave traffic will
be among the efforts to be
taken by the state government
to relieve the traffic congestion
in the Southwest district.

“The green wave can be
created by coordinating the
traffic light system to allow
a continuous traffic flow over
several intersections. And it
will help to ease the traffic
flow and reduce congestion.

“Other initiatives will be the
upgrading of Jalan Tun Dr Awang
/ Jalan Bukit Gambir junction by
constructing an interchange as
well as an underpass at Bayan
Baru roundabout."

Putrajaya over SPRWTS issue

PENANG is seeking a meet-
ing with Perak and the federal
government over the Sungai
Perak Raw Water Transfer
Scheme (SPRWTS) issue.

State Transport and
Infrastructure Committee
chairman Zairil Khir Johari
(PH-Tanjong Bungah) on
March 7 told the State
7 Legislative  Assembly
L sitting that Chief Minis-

ter Chow Kon Yeow had
written to them as Penang
views the SPRWTS as an im-
portant water source to ac-
commodate the growing need
for water in the state.

“Due to multiple efforts and
failures in the past, the latest
update is that the Chief Minis-
ter has written to the ministry
to call for a meeting between
the three parties,” Zairil said
in his reply to a supplemen-
tary question by Heng Lee Lee
(PH-Berapit) at the State As-
sembly sitting on March 7.

While the SPRWTS issue re-
mains unresolved, he added
that the Penang Water Sup-
ply Corporation (PBAPP) has
implemented the Raw Wa-

ter Contingency Plan (RWCP)
2030.

This was introduced as an
alternative route to mitigate
the state’s raw water risks un-
til 2030.

This contingency plan in-
cluded the upgrading of the
Sungai Dua Water Treatment
Plan (WTP) sedimentation
tank which has been com-
pleted and could yield 91 MLD
(million litres/day).

In addition, a new water
treatment module is now 15%
completed. It has the poten-
tial to yield 114 MLD.

Also, Phase One of the
Mengkuang Dam WTP, which
has the potential to yield 114
MLD, is expected to be com-
pleted in 2025 while Phase
One of the Sungai Dua WTP,
with a potential 114 MLD, is
due for completion in 2028.

The new Sungai Prai Wa-
ter Supply Scheme, which is
a pre-treatment process with
the potential to yield 136
MLD, is expected to be com-
pleted in 2028.

On another matter, when
asked by Lee about infrastruc-

ture projects that were prom-
ised by the federal govern-
ment but were yet to be fully
implemented, Zairil said the
water restructuring agreement
that was signed between the
Penang and federal govern-
ments in 2011 was one of
them.

Zairil highlighted a specific
area under this agreement:
the Mengkuang Dam Expan-
sion Project (MDEP) which en-
compasses four phases.

“Phase One, which includes
the expansion of the dam, was
completed on April 10, 2017
and Phase 2A, which is the
upgrading of the Mak Sulong
pump house, was completed
on Sept 28, 2017.

“Meanwhile, ongoing ef-
forts at Phase 2B, which in-
volves the raw water supply
from the Mak Sulong pump
station to the Sungai Dua
river are ongoing and are ex-
pected to be completed in Au-
gust this year.

“Lastly, the construction of
the Lahar Yooi pump house
under Phase 2C was post-
poned indefinitely."

Penang may take two years to be declared free of ASF

PENANG will only be able to be
declared free of African Swine
Fever (ASF) after sampling and
testing of all farms show nega-
tive results, says state Welfare
and Environment Committee
chairman Phee Boon Poh.

Phee (PH-Sungai Puyu) told
the State Legislative Assembly
on March 6 that it may take
two years before Penang is de-
clared free from ASF.

He was responding to an oral

question by Lee Khai Loon
(PH-Machang Bubuk) who
wanted to know about the
problem since the state has
introduced a closed system
that must be strictly followed
by pig farmers.

Phee (pic) said as of Feb 17
this year, a total of 16 pig farms
in two districts, south Seberang
Perai and central Seberang Pe-
rai, had outbreaks of ASF.

Out of the 16 pig farms, 14

were in south Seberang Perai
and two in central Seberang
Perai.

“A total of 14,385 pigs were
culled with an estimated loss of
RM14.7 million,” Phee said.

He added that to save the
pig farming industry in Penang,
the state Veterinary Services
Department (JPVPP) would be
given more comprehensive
powers to control the spread of
the ASF disease.
