WBSP/40/20-12/35 | Bilangan Unit 143 unit Jenis A 1 Tingkat

huk sebahagian daripad tawaran aau kontrak




uStory and Pix by Kevin Vimal

ESIDENTS of Wisma

forward to better water flows
following the upgrading of four
water tanks in the premises.

State Housing, Local Gov-
ermment, Town and Country
Planning Committee chairman
Jagdeep Singh Deo officially an-
nounced on April 20 that the
state government will be con-
tributing RM150,240 to help
upgrade the water tanks.

The best news is that the res-
idents do not have to anything
for the upgrading work.
