Gof South Seberang Perai
(SPS)!

A move by Penang Water
Supply Corporation (PBAPP) to
construct a new dissolved air
flotation (DAF) water treatment
plant within the existing prem-
ises of the Bukit Panchor Water
Treatment Plant is expected to
alleviate water woes in SPS.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Ye-
ow said the new RM20 million
DAF plant would have a maxi-
mum design capacity of 10 mil-
lion litres per day (MLD).

“Work started on Dec 8 last
year and is scheduled for com-
pletion in August this year.

“The new DAF plant can ca-
ter to some 4,000 water con-
sumer accounts and improve
water pressure in certain areas
in SPS.

“PBAPP has been directed
to implement more water sup-
ply projects to meet higher wa-
ter demand and address water
supply issues in SPS.

“Understandably, PBAPP
has operational and budget
constraints. Nevertheless, the
Penang government is prioritis-
ing a post-pandemic socioeco-
nomic resurgence so that we
may achieve the goals of our
Penang2030 vision,” Chow
said in his speech before tak-
ing part in the groundbreaking
ceremony of the project at the
Bukit Panchor Water Treatment
Plant (WTP) on March 11.

The new DAF plant would
draw raw water from Sungai
Kechil.

Notably,

RM11.5 million in 2020 and
2021 to upgrade the Sungai
Dua WTP in Seberang Perai.

i The Sungai Dua
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WTP is the state’s largest WTP
and it supplies 63.37% of the
volume of treated water that is
consumed in Seberang Perai
daily.

Chow added that the daily
water consumption in Pen-
ang surged by 10.4% in three
years, from 843 MLD in 2019
to 931 MLD in May 2022.

“In the preceding nine-year
period, consumption increased
by only 7.8%, from 782 MLD to
843 MLD in 2019.

“The extraordinarily
high  water
demand
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has impacted water supply ser-
vices to some areas located on
higher ground and end-of-line
areas in SPS,” Chow said.

PBAPP chief executive of-
ficer K. Pathmanathan said
the state’s existing nine WTP
have a total maximum design
capacity of 1,599 MLD as of
February this year.

“We expect to commission
this new RM20 million DAF
plant in August 2023.

“It will increase our maxi-
mum treatment capacity by 10

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MLD in SPS,” Pathmanathan
said.

He added that PBAPP is
implementing another project
that costs RM30.69 million,
called Package 12A of the
Sungai Dua WTP.

“Package 12A will see the
construction of an additional
water treatment module in
the Sungai Dua WTP, with a
maximum design capacity of
114 MLD.

“Work on Package 12A
commenced on March 15
last year and this new module
should be functional by De-
cember this year.

“This means that the maxi-
mum design capacity of the
Sungai Dua WTP will be fur-
ther boosted, from 1,228
MLD now to 1,342 MLD by
end of this year.

“The commissioning of
Package 12A will allow PBAPP
to produce more treated wa-
ter in the Sungai Dua WTP and
pump more treated water to
SPS,” he said.

Also present were Penang
Transport and Infrastructure
Committee chairman Zairil
Khir Johari, Sungai Bakap as-
semblyman Datuk Dr Amar Pr-
itpal Abdullah, Jawi assembly-
man H’ng Mooi Lye, and Bukit
Tambun assemblyman Goh

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ITH numerous green
initiatives in place,
Penang is well on the

way to attaining a sustainable
future, says Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow.

Chow said the state has
always emphasised the im-
portance of a sustainable en-
vironment to achieve a green
economy by 2030.

“In fact, we also aim to be-
come a high-income, caring,
inclusive, low-carbon and re-
silient state that focuses on
the integrity of its people by
2050.

“When we touch on sus-
tainable environment, there
are three main pillars — water,
energy and climate and all
three are relevant to support
the ecosystem.

Penang is the first state
chosen by the Natural Re-
sources, Environment and Cli-
mate Change Ministry to orga-
nise the two-day event, which
started on March 11.

Various activities were held
during the carnival, such as
aerobics, basketball, archery,
darts, singing, drawing and
karaoke session.

Chow thanked the ministry
for choosing Penang as the
first state to host the event.

“We are proud of this re-
markable achievement and
this shows our ongoing effort
to promote green initiatives,”
he added.

praised the state for its com-
mitment to hosting the event.

“Penang is synonymous
with its culture and tourism
industry. We are delighted to
have our event held here and
we hope this can help to pro-
mote a sustainable environ-
ment among the community,”
he said.

Nik Nazmi said the people
who attended the event were
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also briefed on the develop-
ment of renewable energy,
adding that the public could
explore various benefits of
such a programme.

When asked by a reporter
at the sidelines of the event,
Nik Nazmi said the Environ-
mental Impact Assessment
(EIA) report for the Penang
South Islands (PSIl) project
has yet to be approved.
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“We are still studying and
evaluating it as a thorough
study is needed,” he said,
adding that the submission
was made in January this
year.

Among those present were
his deputy Datuk Seri Huang
Tiong Sii, Bukit Tambun as-
semblyman Goh Choon Aik
and Machang Bubok assem-
blyman Lee Khai Loon.

THE next two years are ex
pected to be exciting times for
national and state-level MICE
(Meetings, Incentives, Confer-
ences, Exhibitions) in Penang
after the devastation caused
by Covid-19.

Penang Convention and Ex-
hibition Bureau (PCEB) chief
executive officer Ashwin Gu-
nasekeran (pix) is optimistic
that the MICE industry in Pen-
ang will only get better, and
will improve further from 2024
onwards.

“In 2020, we hosted a lot
of domestic meetings since
we had an opening of the bor-
ders in June but in 2021, we
couldn’t do much as | believe
we probably went through the
longest closure of borders as
a result of the spike in Co-
vid-19 cases.

“Meanwhile, in 2022,
things were already beginning
to pick up but it was a little
too late for Malaysia because
our neighbours like Singapore,
Thailand and Indonesia al-

ready reopened their bordersﬂ

before us.

“When we opened our -

borders in April, we thought
the transition would be slow /

MICE industry to hit top gear from 2024

but that was not the case as
things were already moving at
a very fast pace across other
countries.

“But we moved fast and al-
ready have events stacked up
until 2030, and we are arrang-
ing conferences that are in line
with the Penang2030 vision
for ‘A Family-Focused Green
and Smart State that Inspires
the Nation’.

“We are hoping by 2024,
we would be back to how we
were in 2019 when we hosted
3,762 events.

“This year, we are
making good prog-
ress and next year,
we have lined up
quite a number s
of con- _ o
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gresses to be held with local
and international partners,”
Ashwin told Buletin Mutiara
reporters during an exclusive
interview at the PCEB office
on March 2.

Ashwin added 2025 is set
to be an exciting year for the
state when the Penang Water-
front Convention Centre (PW-
CC) is opened.

“We have already identified
a few exhibitions to be held
there, and the best part about
PWCC is that when it is ready,
the event space can comfort-
ably accommodate big-scale
events, as well as exhibi-
tions and conferences that
land with heavy ma-
chin- f f ery.

“This
is not
the case

with SPICE
Convention Cen-
tre because
the ground is
carpeted, and
they don’t al-
low for heavy
machinery to

be used during MICE-related
events,” he said.

PWCC spans 25,083sq m
and it is part of the 381,000sq
m  seaside development,
called The Light City.

Meanwhile, he also said
that this year the calendar
looks very prominent for medi-
cal conferences, some of
which have already started.

“As for BE @ Penang, one
of our biggest business event
conferences, which takes
place annually, will happen
twice this year in September.

“We are expecting a com-
bined 30,000 delegates for
this event.

“Next year, the International
Advertising Association (IAA)
World Congress will be hap-
pening for the first time in
Asia, and it’s in Penang]!

“We will be hosting a high
range of advertising firms,
and globally recognised media
partners, such as CNN, CNBC,
Microsoft and others will be
present during the congress.

“This congress will be fully
supported by the Penang gov-

ernment, and we hope to re-
ceive some 2,000 delegates
from different parts of the
world,” Ashwin added.

Separately, when asked if
organising virtual events would
be the way forward, Ashwin
was quick to say no because
this is an industry that is best
experienced through human
connection.

“There’s this thing called
virtual fatigue. How long can
we exactly sit in front of a
screen and attend virtual pro-
grammes for hours?

“It may apply to other indus-
tries but not the MICE industry.

“Despite it all, | can’t deny
that digitalisation has played
a key role in connecting our
international partners through
multiple virtual events we have
organised during the Covid
era.

“Digitalisation has clearly
helped this industry by boost-
ing or giving an option for
events,” Ashwin said.

Ashwin said he has always
been a strong follower and be-
liever in collaboration.

does not stop at a mere “hello”
when she answers calls.

Her job, she told Buletin Mutiara, gives
her numerous opportunities to reach out
to minor offenders and former convicts.

It pains Pakyalakshmi, 40, better
known as Lakshmi, to see many of them
go through life aimlessly as though there
is no light at the end of the tunnel.

That stirred her heart to run a special
centre for those on the darker side of
society to reskill themselves en route to
picking themselves up again.

“I have been helping these former
convicts and offenders for the past
11 years.

“They include young offenders, school
dropouts, B40 families, single parents,
women and those from underprivileged
communities.

“So, since | am working at the police
station, it is easier for me to help these
people to find life again.

“l don’t believe in giving them ham-
pers every time because that's not a
long-term solution.

“Instead, | provide them with the nec-
essary skills to help them earn a living.

“So, my centre organises work-
shops, courses and skills training to
equip them so that they can use the
knowledge and skills they learn to start
a business,” Lakshmi said in an inter-
view session at her special centre in
Butterworth recently.

Lakshmi was one of the recipients of
the ¥ Penang Community Awards under
the LovePENANG campaign held recently.

The awards, initiated by the state gov-
ernment last year, are a token of appre-
ciation for the recipients’ selfless acts of
kindness to the community. So far, 13
people have received the award.

Lakshmi, who is based at the district
police headquarters in Bandar Perda,
said the centre is run through her non-
profit organisation known as Tamarai, of
which she is the founder and president.

“The award is something | deeply
cherish. A lot of people out there are also
doing marvellous work for society.
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“| always wanted to contribute back to
the community and that is why | started
this initiative in 2012.

“Up until now, | have managed to or-
ganise more than 200 programmes like
classes on henna art, computer sKills,
cooking, bouquet making, tailoring and
social media entrepreneurship.

“These also include courses in electri-
cal, wiring, plumbing, motivational, coun-
selling, mobile phone repairing, T-shirt
printing, air-conditioner servicing and
many more.

“We also sell some products made by
them at the centre for them to gain some
income,” she said.

According to Lakshmi, the classes at
the centre are taught by volunteers.

“Some of them also are former con-

victs who have picked up the skills and
stayed on to teach others.

“Now, we have five in-house trainers
with various skill sets and all of them are
our former students,” Lakshmi said.

She added that the centre, on aw
erage, would conduct about four pro-
grammes per week.

“The public can join the classes if
they want.

“They can check our Facebook page
(Tamarai NGO) to know more about the
classes that we offer every week.

“Some of the courses are free of
charge, and for some we only charge
minimum fees.

“The fees will then be used by us
to sustain the centre’s operation,”
she said.

Penang2030 centre in Air Putih launched

NOTHING political but purely a centre
of information and community-building,
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow said after
launching the latest Penang2030 centre
at the Air Putih state constituency on
March 12.

Chow said the core purpose of a Pen-
ang2030 centre is to inform the public
about the state government’s policies,
organise community-based activities at
the grassroots level, encourage youth
participation and others.

“As state government employees, it is
our duty to ensure the public is aware of
the happenings in the state, especially
policies, current and future development
plans and many other issues too.

Eye for art

There is no hard-and-fast
rule to follow when it comes to
considering the perfect place to
make street art, Volchkova said.

“Sometimes the idea comes
first, and sometimes | discover
the location first.

Early struggles

“l faced many hurdles includ-
ing being a victim of gender
stereotypes. They did not care
about my education.

“l was asked and told ‘You
are a girl, what are you doing
here? Your place is in the kitch-
en’; or ‘Girl, this is none of your
business. This is big money’; or
‘How can we make money from
you?’

“And all | asked was for a
chance to prove myself,” Volch-
kova, who obtained her degree
in Arts and Design from Nizhnev-
artovsk State University in Rus-
sia in 2010, said.

Volchkova said after years of
struggle, Malaysia invited her.

“Two of my first street art in
Malaysia were the ‘Indian Boat-
man’ and the ‘Indonesian Boy’

“At that time, | believed that it
was my chance to prove myself.
Life was not easy for me. That
was my experience. And my life
experience may not be the same
as other artists who may have
had an easier life.

“When | was commissioned
to do art, the money was only
enough for food and lodging.
And it took so much of my en-
ergy away.

“l have to be strong, and |
believe that one day when the
time is right, | will show the world
what | can do,” she said.

She was
like a spiritual guru. | captured
the moment she clasped her
hands, and | knew that the
mural of her would be a good
fit for that wall,” she recalled
the making of the ‘Indian Lady’
mural in Lorong Lumut.

Gift for Penang

Volchkova said she created a
street art of a man playing the

dancing. And later on, many peo-
ple started giving him attention.

“He was so touched that he
started crying. Only then, | no-
ticed that he was without a leg.

“We did not realise that at
first and my friend had already
recorded a video. So, | decided
to make a mural of him. The mu-
ral is about society, about how
some people lived. | want my art
to bring attention to these com-
munities.

“So, we made the second
part of the video of me drawing
him on the wall (in Love Lane).
We put so much time and effort
into it, but sadly, we lost the vid-
eos!

“We did not showcase the
entire process to the people,
and we just left it as that. Not
many people know about this.
Well, this is another of my gifts
to Penang and Malaysia,” she
said.

Building the dream

Being a street artist is also
taking a toll on Volchkova’'s
health.

“My equment weighs a lot.
The paints, rollers, sprays, and
brushes are heavy. My back
was also injured because of my
profession.

“People know me as a street
artist. It took me so long to
prove myself as an experienced
street artist. And now | am diver-
sifying into contemporary art.

“l am growing my Volchkova
Art brand and my new project in-
cludes fashion, paintings, prints
and NFT art.

“This journey is going to be
challenging. It is like starting
back at the foot of the hill, and |
have to climb it once more.

“l am grateful to all my sup-
porters for being there for me
along the way. Some people
are nice. When | am tired, they
give me the strength to push
forward.

“Malaysians, in particular,
are loving,” she said.

Volchkova added she is avail-
able for art collaborations and
projects in Malaysia.

Susanna, who hails from Aus-
tria, is happily married to Shan-
kar Santhiram, a Penangite.

Meanwhile, during the inter-
view, Susanna added that every
“patient” and owner is unique in
their own way, and she has to
cater to their needs accordingly.

“I have a very personalised
approach towards all my pa-
tients.

“Yes, | do get tired at times,
and sometimes | just don't feel
like doing anything. But then |
constantly remind myself that |
have a duty, which in my case,
it is a duty to provide healing for
animals.

“That keeps me going and of
course, | have a husband who
is the reason behind my suc-
cess,” Susanna added.

When asked about her ex-
perience staying in Malaysia
so far, Susanna said she truly
enjoys her time here because
the people are really warm, and
most importantly, many love
their pets!
