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ENANG’s motto of
P “Competency, Ac-

countability and Trans-
parency (CAT)” has paid off
when the state received the
Clean Audit Certificate for its
2022 financial year.

The announcement came
via a statement by the state
Financial Office, which la-
belled Penang'’s financial po-
sition as stable.

It is learnt that the state-
ment was audited by the Na-
tional Audit Department.

Speaking during the Oct
10 engagement session in-
volving all stakeholders, in-

cluding assemblymen and
Members of Parliament, in
the preparation of Budget
2024, Chief Minister Chow
Kon Yeow said the state gov-
ernment promises to con-
tinue governance practices
based on the CAT principles
to maintain Penang as a
state with aclean and dy-
namic leadership.

As for this year (2023)
until September, Chow said
the state government has
successfully collected rev-
enue of RM455.73 million,
with RM221.72 million for
non-tax revenue or 48.65%,
RM143.42 million for tax
revenue or 31.46% and
RM90.59 million for non-of-
ficial tax revenue or 17.68%.

“The state government is
optimistic that an increase
in the total revenue collec-
tion is possible through on-
going recovery methods and
economic measures.

“In the meantime, we be-
lieve that the state’s econ-
omy will improve with pru-
dent financial management
and continuous commitment
from all relevant parties,”
he added.

As of Oct 9, Chow said
the state Financial Depart-
ment had received a total
of 81 project suggestions
from 14 state assemblymen
and Members of Parliament,
with an estimated cost of
RM908.72 million.

“These suggestions

will be evaluated and pri-
oritised accordingly by the
state Economic Planning
Department (BPEN) and
the state Financial Depart-
ment,” he added.

BE warned against forcing
successful low-cost housing
applicants into accepting addi-
tional packages for their new
homes.

When asked by reporters at
the 2023 Inter-state Housing
Symposium at Hotel Mercure
in Tanjung Bungah on Oct 5,
state Housing and Environ-
ment Committee chairman

We have to do it legally and we
are now talking with the state
Legal Adviser on this matter.

“If any developer is caught
forcing purchasers to take
up renovation packages, the
state government and local
authorities will know what to
do when they submit their new
plans to us.

“We have received com-
plaints. The developer is not
supposed to do that.

“I think we have to have
some enforcement here be-
cause we cannot allow this to
g0 on,” Sundarajoo said.

Echoing  Chief  Minister
Chow Kon Yeow’s stance,
Sundarajoo said the prices of-
fered to purchasers must be
upheld by the developers.

He said buyers have the
right to decline renovation
packages and any additional
offers should be based on a
voluntary agreement between
the buyer and seller.

The prices of affordable
housing units are between
RM42,000 and RM300,000
by the state government.

Sundarajoo said it is a pity
that low-income earners who
qualify for the RM42,000
units are pressured to spend
RM2100,000 on renovations.

Proper management of waste
treatment sites a priority

THE catastrophic fire that broke
out at the Pulau Burung landfill
in January this year has had
adverse effects on the environ-
ment, and residents living in the
vicinity, and has incurred sub-
stantial losses amounting to
RM59.5 million for the Penang
government.

State Local Government,
Town and Country Planning
Committee chairman Jason
H’'ng Mooi Lye said his top pri-
ority, among many others, is to
ensure proper management of
the waste treatment sites in
Penang (Pulau Burung and Jelu-
tong landfills).

“This is our main concern
for now although we have many
other plans in the pipeline.

“If the landfills fail, then it
will have further detrimental im-

pacts on the state, its people
and the environment.

“We cannot afford to leave
any room for such an incident
(Pulau Burung landfill fire) to
happen again.

“The Seberang Perai City
Council (MBSP) is now tem-
porarily in charge of the Pulau
Burung landfill until a company
that is more familiar and pos-
sesses the technology and
equipment to treat the waste
there is appointed,” H'ng told
Buletin Mutiara during an ex-
clusive interview at his office in
Komtar on Sept 19.
