Wong said the sector has experienced
a V-shaped recovery following the Co-
vid-19 pandemic.

Wong (pix) also touched on medi-
cal tourism as Penang is an important
hub for the sector in the Southeast
Asia region.

Moving on to conference and conven-
tion tourism, Wong said Penang has
hosted many international conferences,
conventions and expos over the years.

“We have modern and purpose-built
convention centres to cater to the needs
of our industry. Currently, Penang has the

Setia SPICE Convention Centre, the SP
Arena, and the Penang International Con-
vention Cultural & Arts Centre (PICCA) @
Butterworth Arena. Soon, the state will
also house the Penang Waterfront Con-
vention Centre (PWCC).

“From my meeting with the Pen-
ang Convention and Exhibition Bureau
(PCEB), the bureau said that it is sched-
uling its events up to as far as 2031
now,” Wong said.

He added Penang is blessed with two
Unesco listings — the George Town Unes-
co World Heritage Site and the Penang
Hill Biosphere Reserve.

“These accolades are also a drawing
force to attract tourists to Penang, be-
sides the uniqueness of Penang’s street
food which is a tourist magnet.

“Throughout the year, the state cel-
ebrates various festivals, programmes
and events to promote harmony and cul-
tural understanding.

“Among the many festivals are George
Town Festival, George Town Literary Fes-
tival, Dragon Boat Festival, Penang Inter-
national Food Festival and Penang Hill
Festival.

“There are also many places of inter-
est for people to explore in Seberang Pe-

rai and Penang island,” he said.

Wong said the state, tourism indus-
try players and the creative community
must continue to engage with one anoth-
er to introduce more impactful tourism
products.

“A tourism product does not have to
be costly to be impactful. Take a mural
as an example, it is cost-efficient and yet
it draws people from around the world to
Penang,” Wong said, before giving some
examples of several famous murals in
Penang.

HE Science, Technol-
T ogy and Innovation Min-

istry (Mosti) is keen on
strengthening its ties with Pen-
ang by materialising more initia-
tives for the development of sci-
ence, technology and innovation
(STI) in the state.

Its Minister, Chang Lih Kang,
said Penang is one of the states
that plays a significant role in the
development of STl in the coun-
try.

“In the past, we have worked
closely with agencies such as
the Yayasan Inovasi Malaysia
(YIM), Malaysian Research Ac-
celerator for Technology and In-

“It was at the end of 2019
when he resigned from his job
and encouraged me to start a
car care centre with him.

“We got off to a rather bumpy
start because we opened in
March 2020, the first time when
the government imposed re-
strictions on non-essential busi-
nesses due to the emergence
of Covid-19,” Kang told Buletin
Mutiara during an exclusive in-
terview at his business prem-
ises in Bayan Lepas on Aug 30.

“Despite that, | took the op-
portunity to attend a three-day
training course in Bukit Minyak
to equip myself with relevant
skills, such as car washing tech-
niques, coating and others.

“It proved to be very useful
as | became more confident and
had better knowledge about this
business,” Kang said.

Kang's shop is called Ever-
last Detailing Centre.

His wife Chin Nyet See, 60,
also known as Rose, joined him
after being laid off from her job.

When asked about the chal-
lenges they face, Kang named a
few, which included dissatisfied
customers who sometimes an-
grily provide their feedback.

To this, Rose said the best
way to deal with such custom-
ers is to not challenge them but
to accept their comments grace-
fully.

“It is very common to en
counter such scenarios, and
the best thing to do is be nice to
them and tell them that you will
eventually get the problem fixed
for them,” Rose said.

Kang then shared a memo-
rable incident, where one of his
staff found RM600 underneath
the seat while washing a car,
and he returned it to the owner.

“Delighted with the honesty,
the owner applauded my staff,
and also the meticulous clean-
ing job done on the car,” he
added.

When asked about values
and skills that one should ac-
quire to start such an initiative,
Rose mentioned perseverance,
patience and being customer-
oriented as important.

I are up for grabs for deserv-

ing students pursuing un-

dergraduate and master's de-

gree programmes at Wawasan
Open University (WOU).

WOU is partnering with the
Penang government and the
Penang Women’s Development
Corporation (PWDC) to award
the 12 scholarships which are
worth up to RM700,000.

WOU chief executive and vice-
chancellor Prof Dr Lily Chan said
under the WOU-PWDC banner,
the university will award three
scholarships for eligible Malay-
sian women residing in Penang
to pursue higher education.

Six of
these scholarships are for stu-
dents enrolling in the bachelor’s
degree programmes offered by
our School of Digjtal Technology,
while the remaining three are for
students enrolling in other WOU

programmes.

“WOU aims to open doors to
higher education for all, regard-
less of their backgrounds or cir-
cumstances.

“We offer an alternative path-
way, a second chance for many
who missed out on tertiary edu-
cation due to various reasons.

“Our direction is driven by
three strategic pillars — Core
and Continual Education, Com-
munity and Industry, and Cul-
ture,” she said in her speech
during the opening ceremony of
the Special Scholarship Spon-
sorship Ceremony
by WOU for Pen-
angites on Aug
28.

Chan said
the universi-
ty’s scholar-
ship selec-
tion com-
mit-

tee, together with representa-
tives from the Penang govern-
ment and PWDC, would be
involved in the awarding of the
scholarships.

“The selection will be done
relatively soon, hopefully, next
month, as soon as the applica-
tions come in,” she added.

State Social Development,
Welfare and Non-lslamic Reli-
gious Affairs Committee chair-
man Lim Siew Khim thanked
WOU for taking the initiative
to empower women in Penang
through education.

“Through this collaboration,
WOU is awarding scholarships
to residents of Penang, both
men and women, to pursue

“WOU’s financial support
to deserving students in
il Penang will enable them to
enhance their socio-eco-
nomic standing. This,
in turn, opens doors
to improved employ-
ment prospects and
careers,” Lim said.

Marking 50 years
of sister city ties

THE evening of Aug 29 was a
nostalgic journey through fond
memories and historical ties
between George Town and Ad-
elaide, two sister cities united
by a relationship forged half a
century ago.

To mark the historic occa-
sion, the Australian High Com-
mission in Malaysia hosted a
reception on Aug 29 that was
attended by Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow and the Gover-
nor of South Australia, Frances
Adamson.

Chow, during his speech,
said that over the years,
George Town and Adelaide
have collectively withessed the
evolving tapestry of culture, cu-
linary influences, heritage, and
the diversity of races.

“It is also a shared wonder-
ful delight that both cities have
received due recognition from
Unesco, with George Town as
a World Heritage Site, and Ad-
elaide as a City of Music.

“Fueled by enduring friend-
ship and historical bonds, the
sister city relationship between
George Town and Adelaide
stands as a catalyst to en-
hance tourism prospects and
foster meaningful collabora-
tions across various domains,”
Chow said in his speech.

He added that there would
not have been a more appro-
priate venue to hold the recep-
tion than Suffolk House, a his-
torical site in Penang that was
once home to the late Captain
Francis Light.

The Captain’s eldest son,
Colonel William Light, founded
Adelaide a few decades later.

“If we are already im-
pressed by this father and
son tale, we must also give
due credit to two other gentle-
men, unrelated by birth, but
united in their foresight.

“They are the then Premier
of South Australia, the late Don
Dunstan, and the second, the

late Tun Dr Lim Chong Eu.

“Tun Dr Lim is fondly re-
membered as Penang’s sec-
ond Chief Minister and the
architect of Penang’s modern
development.

“Together, they (Dunstan
and Lim) made this George
Town-Adelaide sister city con-
nection possible way back on
Dec 8, 1973.

“We owe them our deepest
gratitude for building the founda-
tion of a bond that we now cel-

ebrate 50 years on,” Chow said.

Meanwhile, Adamson said
she was intrigued and excited
to be in Penang for the first
time as the Governor of South
Australia.

“We hope for this George
Town-Adelaide relationship to
further prosper in the years to
come,” she said in her speech.

Adamson is the 36th Gover-
nor of South Australia.

Also present at the recep-
tion were Deputy Chief Min-

ister Il Jagdeep Singh Deo,
Penang Island City Council
(MBPP) mayor Datuk A. Ra-
jendran and Chow’s wife Tan
Lean Kee, Malaysia Airlines
