IT is everyone’s re-
sponsibility to prevent
suicide, says Penang
Youth, Sports and
Health Committee
chairman Daniel Gooi
Zi Sen.

“Suicide prevention is not
someone else’s problem.

“Most people who die by sui-
cide do not necessarily want to
die. They simply want the pain of
living to stop.

“Thus, getting help for de-
pressed people makes a differ-
ence because someone who
is depressed is 20 times more
likely to take their own life,” Gooi
(pix) said in his speech before
launching the World Suicide
Prevention Day Forum at Tech
Dome Penang (TDP) in Komtar
on Sept 9.

The forum was co-organised
by the Kiwanis Club of Penang
Central, Befrienders Penang, I-
Life and Penang Care Society.

It was held in conjunction with
the World Suicide Prevention
Day that is observed on Sept 10
every year to support the world-

wide commitment to sui-
cide prevention.

The forum also fea-
tured two speakers,
namely consultant psy-
chiatrist Dr Ng Yin Ping
and consultant clinical
psychologist Dr Lynne
Yong.

Gooi added suicide is a sig-
nificant public health concern
closely tied to mental health.

He advocates a robust sup-
port network, comprising loved
ones, neighbours, therapists,
friends or family members,
to assist those facing mental
health challenges.

He noted the increased at-
tention given to mental health
in the internet age and empha-
sised the importance of openly
discussing these issues.

He urged people to care and
reach out to those in need, em-
phasising that our actions can
provide hope and save lives.

“No matter how big or small,
our actions can provide hope to
those who are struggling.

“Everyone has a role to play
by reaching out to a loved one
or a friend who they think may
be having difficulties coping with
life and reassuring them that
their lives are valuable. After all,
one life lost to suicide is one too
many,” he said.

‘MedTech is thriving in Penang’

ENANG is on the right
Ptrajectory towards be-

coming the MedTech
hub of Asia, says InvestPen-
ang chief executive officer Da-
tuk Loo Lee Lian (pic).

"This is possible as the
medical technology indus-
try in Penang is growing
from strength to strength," Loo
said in her keynote address
to 30-0dd participants at the
MAICSA Northern Region Gover-
nance Talk on Sept 7.

She added the global medi-
cal device market is projected to
reach a value of US$745 billion
(about RM3.5 trillion) by 2030.

“Leveraging on 50 years of ex-
cellence, Penang is on the right
trajectory towards becoming the

of Asia,” Loo
said.

In addi-
tion to the
MedTech
sector, Loo
highlighted
that the digi-
tal economy
is another
key area of growth for the state.
Penang is also focusing on in-
dustries such as machinery and
equipment, IC design, and auto-
motive among others.

However, Loo reiterated that
the semi-conductor industry will
remain Penang’'s core growth
area, despite its cyclical nature.

She said the global semicon-
ductor market size is projected
to grow from its current US$600

SECOND-TERM state executive
councillor Zairil Khir Johari is
committed to ensuring the con-
tinuity of large-scale projects in
Penang.

Zairil, who oversees the Infra-
structure, Transport and Digital
portfolio, was among 10 exco
members who took their oath of
office on Aug 16.

Zairil (pix) told Buletin Mutiara
during an exclusive interview at
his office in Komtar recently.

Over the past five years, dur-
ing his term as the state execu-
tive councillor, the state govern-
ment managed to implement
eight high-impact flood mitiga-
tion projects across the island
and mainland.

“Seven have been complet-

ed, while the other one will be

completed soon.

“So, for this new term, |WI||
make sure the state govern
ment continues its efforts to

implement more flood mitiga-
tion projects, especially in the
flood-prone areas in the state
as we welcome more funding
from the federal government on
this matter,” he said.

Asked about the new Digital
portfolio, Zairil said he is ready
to carry out the responsibility.

Loo was optimistic about
the semiconductor industry’s
future, as the demand for elec-
tronics continues to rise. Cur-
rently, Penang contributes 5% of
global semiconductor sales, po-
sitioning itself well to capitalise
on this growth.

Penang houses three of the
global top 10 semiconductor
leaders (by sales) and six of the
global top 50 medical device
companies (by sales).

The majority of the investors
in the state come from the Unit-
ed States, Europe and Japan,
with some Chinese companies
recently entering the market.

Due to limited available land,

Loo said the state is cautious
when considering investors.

Despite being the second
smallest state in Malaysia, Pen-
ang accounts for 30% of Malay-
sia’s total exports.

Loo acknowledged the strong
headwinds the region faces, in-
cluding geopolitical issues, cli-
mate change, talent shortages,
supply chain disruption and in-
flation.

MAICSA (Malaysian Institute
of Chartered Secretaries and
Administrators) president Simon
Yeoh Seng Leong stressed the
importance of members stay-
ing updated on corporate gover-
nance developments, tax chang-
es and government grants.

Dipa Kaur, the vice-president
of MAICSA, discussed the book
she was instrumental in its
publication, titled “Evolving for
the Future,” which serves as a
corporate governance guide for
non-listed companies.
