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ENANG may soon join the likes of Lon-
don’s famed Tube when some of its pro-

posed Light Rail Transit (LRT) stations go
underground instead of being elevated.

This possibility comes following the announce-
ment by the Penang government on Aug 18 on
this issue.

Following a meeting with Transport Minister
Anthony Loke and a presentation by MRT Corp
(Mass Rapid Transit Corporation) on the latest
alignments on Aug 17, Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the proposed underground sections
would be in the city centre in George Town.

“Despite the proposal, MRT Corp will first con-
duct a feasibility study on the suitability of the
updated alignments, the possible effects on the
land surface and the soil erosion issues.

“If this is successful, one of the underground
stations in the city centre would serve as a ma-
jor interchange that will pave the way for a future
undersea train line connecting the island and Se-
berang Perai,” Chow told a press conference at
Setia SPICE Convention Centre in Bayan Lepas
on Aug 18.

In May, Loke announced that the proposed
first alignment of the LRT would be extended to
Tanjung Bungah instead of ending just in Komtar.

In the initial plan there were a total of 27 sta-
tions.

The first alignment, which falls under Phase
One, will stretch as far as 29km, and the pro-
posed LRT station was the Sia Boey Urban Ar-
chaeological Park.

Chow said as per the latest proposal, the
undersea train link would be a part of a future
phase of LRT lines that would extend to the en-
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Kepala Batas to Simpang Ampat. |

Phase One construction works are
expected to start later this year and
are to be completed in five years.

On a related matter, Chow said MRT
Corp has proposed four depots to be built
as part of the entire Penang LRT project.

T(catamarans) that were in-
troduced on Aug 7 to con-
nect the Sultan Abdul Halim ter-
minal on the mainland and the
Raja Tun Uda terminal on Pen-
ang island can be expanded to
other parts of the state as well.
Transport Minister Anthony
Loke has proposed a broader
ferry network, highlighting the
need to consider additional
destinations beyond the But-
terworth-George Town route.

“It can be explored to other
destinations within Penang.
There are other locations that
can cater to this ferry service
provided suitable jetties are
available.

“We should not be too rigid
by only connecting Butterworth
and George Town.

“We need to be creative in
exploring other places where
this ferry service could meet
the demand.

‘Expand fer
services’

“I have discussed with the
ferry operator Penang Port
Commission (PPC) regarding
the feasibility of expanding
the ferry network,” he told
reporters after launching the
new ferry operations at the
Raja Tun Uda ferry terminal in
George Town.

Present at the ceremony
were Governor Tun Ahmad Fuzi
Abdul Razak, Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow, state execu-
tive councillors, and other dis-
tinguished guests.

After the launch, they em-
barked on a ferry ride that last-
ed approximately 15 minutes.

The new fleet of four ferries
cost RM80 million and offered
a free ride until Sept 6.

The ferries are named Teluk
Bahang, Teluk Kampi, Teluk
Duyung and Teluk Kumbar.

Loke said the ferries can also
be chartered for other private or
corporate events.

“It is up to PPC to decide as
they are the ferry operator. This
initiative can spur the state’s
tourism growth,” he said, add-

ing that such plans would boost
Penang as one of the main tour-
ism spots.

On the iconic ferries, Loke
pointed out there were plans
to make the vessels one of the
tourism products in the state.

“We need to discuss fur-
ther with Penang Port Sdn Bhd
(PPSB). Any private operator is
also welcome if they are keen
on such an initiative,” he said.

On the ridership since Aug
7, Loke added that the ferry
service had recorded an over-
whelming response.

“On the first week itself,
about 50,000 passengers used
the ferries. On top of that, about
18,667 motorcycles and 264

bicycles were recorded as well.

“The highest number of peo-
ple using the ferries was record-
ed during polling day on Aug 12
when about 11,000 passengers
took the ferries,” he said.

Loke also said that each ferry
ride takes about 10 minutes,
compared to 20 minutes on the
previous iconic ferry.

“The frequency can be in-
creased if the demand is high,”
he said.

Currently, the ferries operate
every 10 minutes with the first
trip starting at 6am while the
last trip is at 8.30pm.

Earlier, Chow thanked the
Transport Ministry, PPSB and
PPC for their collaboration in ad-

vancing the state’s transporta-
tion sector.

He said the launch of the new
ferry operations in the state is a
significant step forward for the
state’s transportation sector.

“It is a testament to our com-
mitment to providing the people
of Penang with safe, reliable,
and efficient modes of transpor-
tation.

“The new ferries will not only
provide a more convenient way
for people to travel but also re-
duce the traffic congestion on
the roads,” he said.

According to Chow, the new
ferry operations can also help to
provide job opportunities and lift
the state’s economy.

THE Penang government
is committed to promoting
sports in the state through the
“Sports For All” initiative.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Ye-
ow said this during his speech
before opening the Hunza Pen-
ang International Master Table
Tennis Championships 2023
at the Penang Table Tennis As-
sociation (PTTA) training cen-
tre in Macallum Street Ghaut
recently.

“The state government be-
lieves that sports has an un-
paralleled ability to unite peo-
ple, break down barriers and
foster a sense of camaraderie
among people.

“Talent shortage in the TVET
sector has been an issue for
us, and for a start, my office
will be collaborating with all the
relevant agencies in the state
to plan and execute a blueprint
that will serve as an enabler to
address this matter,” Jagdeep
told a press conference at his
office in Komtar on Aug 24 af-
ter chairing his first meeting as
DCM I1.

When asked about the need
to have more training centres
like the Penang Skills Devel-
opment Centre (PSDC) in the
state, Jagdeep said it was im-
portant to first have qualified
trainers who would be vital to
support a new training centre.

Jagdeep, who previously
served as a state executive
councillor for local govern-
ment, thanked the Penang Is-
land City Council (MBPP) and
Seberang Perai City Council
(MBSP) for their excellent work

over the years.

“l worked with them (MBPP
and MBSP) for five years as the
exco for local government and
they have truly worked hard.

“l just want to record my grati-
tude to both my city councils as
well as the entire staff,” he said
after visiting the Kuantan Road
market on Aug 22.

“l am happy that | have con-
tributed to help the then MPSP
(municipal council) receive city
council status (MBSP).

“We are the only state where
both local councils have city sta-
tus,” added Jagdeep.

Jagdeep, who is also the
Datok Keramat assemblyman,
hopes that the local councils
will continue their efforts to
ensure that the public markets
are well kept.

“The public markets must be
maintained at an optimum level,
which is extremely important.

“On the island, MBPP has
executed a total of 24 projects
(maintenance) at a cost of
RM82 million.

“For the Kuantan Road Mar-

ket, the maintenance work car-
ried out by MBPP to address
the piping system issues was
completed in June at a cost of
approximately RM170,000,”
he said.

Meanwhile, Jagdeep said with
the unity government at the fed-
eral level, it will ensure a smooth
implementation of large-scale
projects.

He explained that this setup
now allows for smoother discus-
sions and collaboration on such
initiatives, citing the Sungai
Pinang Flood Mitigation Project
(RTB Sungai Pinang), which is
under the federal government.

Meanwhile, PSDC chief exec-
utive officer E.T. Tan said while
the talent pipeline remains an
issue, the other concern is that
many Penangites, especially the
younger ones, are not aware of
some of the best technologies
that are being used in Penang.

“Why are the people here
not interested in technology-
based work? It is because
they do not know about some
of the advanced technologies

we have here.

“At PSDC, we work very close-
ly with various industries, and we
will continue to do what we do to
ensure the issue of talent is ad-
dressed and hope more people
will come to know about the
technologies here,” Tan said.

Also present was InvestPen-
ang chief executive officer Datuk
Loo Lee Lian, who said that Pen-
ang is now focused on building
a pipeline of 7,000 to 10,000
individuals with technical skills
in the next three to five years.

In a related development,
when asked about funding for
future initiatives, Chief Minis-
ter Incorporated (CMI) general
manager Datin S. Bharathi said
besides just being funded by
the state government, federal
government and the relevant
agencies, industries will also
be absorbed to support the pro-
grammes.

“The state government allo-
cates grants to three key bodies,
namely PSC, Tech Dome Penang
and Penang STEM annually to
implement programmes."

Hospitality sector should go tech

TOURISM and hospitality indus-
try players in Penang have been
called to embrace technology to
enhance visitor experience.
