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BKIP 3 a catalyst for

regional economic growth

HE upcoming Batu Kawan
Tlndustrial Park 3 (BKIP 3)

in Bukit Tambun is set to
be the industrial hub of the fu-
ture, says Chief Minister Chow
Kon Yeow.

Chow said this at the ground-
breaking ceremony of the BKIP
3 on Feb 16.

Prime Minister Datuk Seri
Anwar Ibrahim officiated the
event.

According to Chow, BKIP 3,
costing RM2.2 billion, is the
10th industrial park developed
by Penang Development Corpo-
ration (PDC).

“This proves the state
government’'s  commitment,
through PDC, to provide more
industrial parks to meet the
demand from both foreign and
domestic investors.

“With a nett area of 407
acres, BKIP 3 is expected to
be fully completed in August,
2031.

“There are four phases in to-
tal, with the first phase sched-
uled to be completed in October
2025 encompassing 60 acres.

“Once fully operational, it
can cater to industrial land
demands, especially from
multinational  corporations

(MNCs), large local compa-
nies (LLCs) and small-medi-
um industries (SMls).

“After all, BKIP 3 will be
our new industrial hub in the
future and this initiative will
bring greater development to
Penang and the northern re-
gion as well,” he said.

Anwar added that the BKIP 3
project shows that Penang’s de-
velopment is on the right track.

“Upon completion, it will

open up more potential for Pen-
ang to continue to grow eco-
nomically as a preferred invest-
ment destination for industry
players, local and abroad.
“With the continuous cooper-
ation and synergy between the
state and federal governments,
surely we will be able to achieve
even more success that can
benefit all the people in the
state and country,” said Anwar.

Special Aidilfitri
financial aid for
state civil servants

THE Penang government has
announced a half-month special
financial aid, with a minimum
payment of RM1,200, for state
civil servants in appreciation of
their dedication.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Ye-
ow hoped the Aidilfitri Special Fi-
nancial Aid 2024 would alleviate
the financial burden of state civil
servants, especially in prepara-
tion for the Hari Raya Aidilfitri
celebration this year.

In addition, supervisors and
KAFA teachers; primary and sec-
ondary religious schoolteachers
and staff including government-
aided religious schools; guru
tahfiz, guru pondok; guru TADIS;
staff and teachers of private
Chinese schools will receive
RM300 special financial aid
each.

“This effort is also extended
to the state’s local authorities,
state statutory bodies, and
state government subsidiaries
subject to their respective finan-
cial capacities,” Chow said in a
statement on March 7.

CHOOLS in Penang, including mis-

sionary schools, vernacular secondary

schools (SMJK), and Chinese second-
ary private schools, will get a total of RM3.717
million as a gesture of the state's continued
commitment to them.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow an-
nounced that from the amount,
RM707,000 is for 15 mission schools,
RM1.010 million for 10 SMJKs, and RM2
million for five Chinese secondary private
schools.

“Besides this, we have also received
good news from the Transport Minister
(Anthony Loke Siew Fook), that a total allo-
cation of RM18.9 million will be channeled
to 63 Chinese secondary private schools
in the country this year.

“With the additional financial support
for them from the federal government, it
is hoped that this will further enhance the
quality of education in these schools.

“We hope the federal government will
also consider providing additional financial
support for vernacular secondary schools
(SMJKs) and missionary schools, as they
play a pivotal role in molding a knowledge-
able and responsible younger generation,”

1,500 students annually, particularly for
those from low-income families, and the
provision of laptops for deserving stu-
dents entering higher learning institutions.

Water security boost
for Balik

Pulau’s EoL areas

THE Penang Water Supply Corpora-
tion (PBAPP) has approved the con-
struction of a water reservoir at Bukit
Penara in Balik Pulau.

Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow, who
is also PBAPP chairman, said the proj-
ect is expected to commence soon.

“The water reservoir project in
Bukit Penara is vital for ‘end-of-the-
line’ (Eol) areas in Balik Pulau in case
of future water supply disruptions.

“In the past, there were several
cases of water disruptions in the
Southwest district that affected Balik
Pulau as well.

“While most areas in Balik Pulau
have a normal water supply recovery
rate, EoL areas don’t. They are the
last to receive water supply.

“However, upon the completion of
the water reservoir project in Bukit
Penara, everything will change, as it
can store water for at least 48 hours
for the residents in EoL areas.

“This will minimise the impact
they face during water supply disrup-
tions,” Chow said in his speech at
the Balik Pulau Chinese New Year
open house at SMJK (C) Sacred
Heart on Feb 17.

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Peyadesa bounces back .

after motorbike crash

STAINING six broken ribs from a

Sharrowmg accident less than two

months ago, former Olympian Da-

tuk PLBS Peyadesa found himself in criti-
cal condition.

However, the resilient 76-year-old not
only survived but has made a remarkable
recovery to pursue his passion — coach-
ing young children at his weekly athletics
training at Polo Ground.

Affectionately known as Peya in the
athletics fraternity, he was riding his mo-
torcycle home after visiting a sick Tham-
bu Krishnan at the Penang Hospital when
he was knocked down by a cement mixer
lorry on Dec 20.

“Initially, | did not feel any pain. Some-
one called the ambulance and while wait-
ing for it to arrive, | began to feel the pain.

“l spent six days at the Penang Hospi-
tal and another six at a private hospital.
Both institutions did a good job, inserting
a chest tube to drain out the blood,” Peya
recalled.

Against the odds, he made a remark-
able recovery and was discharged from
the private hospital on Jan 2.

A month into his recuperation, Peya
could not wait to get back to the field. On
Feb 3, he resumed his weekly coaching.

“Simply staying at home with nothing
to do can be boring. Even with some lin-
gering pain, | don’t mind continuing with
coaching. | have been running this pro-
gramme for over 35 years, and as long
as | am alive, | will persist in coming and
coaching them,” Peya shared in an in-
terview at the Polo Ground with Buletin
Mutiara on Feb 10, his second session
with the boys and girls since his acac-
cident.

Peya proudly represented Malaysia

at the 1972 Munlch OIymp|cs in the

4x400m alongside the
late Thambu Krishan, S.
Sabapathy, and Hassan
Othman. Together, they
achieved a national re-
cord, clocking 3:13.51
and finishing sixth in the
heats.

A year later, at the
1973 SEAP Games (now
known as SEA Games) in
Singapore, Peyadesa, Sa-
bapathy, Harun and Victor

5 Asirvatham clinched the gold medal in
. the 4x400m relay by setting a Games

record of 3:11.2.

Over the years, Peya has nurtured
numerous champions from the Penang
schools (MSSPP), national schools (MS-
SM), state and national levels. Notable
athletes include 2014 Sukma 10,000m

] winner Calvin Boon Chang Yik, former

marathon record holder K. Baskaran and
K. Shanmugam.

He concluded his athletic career upon
retiring as a corporal warden with the
Prisons Department in 1998.

Peyadesa’s son, Preemadesa, a for-

mer top national university runner cur-
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rently serving as a principal engineer
in a multinational company in Penang,
lends his support to the coaching ses-
sions whenever his schedule permits.

Reflecting on his father’s resilience,
Preemadesa remarked: “What | can
say about my father
is that he is a fighter.
Thankfully, the lorry
only collided with his
motorcycle, but not
with him directly.

“The general hos-
pital did a good job,
and from there | trans-
ferred him to a private
hospital where he re-
ceived more person-
alised attention. That

accelerated his recovery.

“On top of it, he fought and
never gave up. Speaking with
some of the former athletes,
you can discern the difference
because they never surrender.
They embody the fighting spir-
it,” Preemadesa said.

Among the parents who en-
trusted their children to Peya’s
coaching is one couple, Ku-
maradeva Sooriakumawr, 34,
a technician in Toshiba, and
his wife, Narmatha Nagendra,
33, an insurance agent. Their
sixyear-old daughter, Manisha
Pillai, has been part of the team for two
years.

During Peya’s hospitalisation, several
friends, including Penang State Sport
Council director Harry Chai Heng Hua,
and 1978 Asian Games 400m gold med-
allist Saik Oik Cum, visited him to provide
moral support.

“We greatly appreciate Peya’s invalu-
able contribution to the development of
athletics. | advised him to take a com-
plete rest for a full recovery,” Chai said.

In 2020, Peya was awarded the Dato-
ship title during the Penang governor's
birthday celebration, based on the rec-
ommendation of the state government
in recognition of his outstanding achieve-
ments and contributions.

The training sessions take place ev-
ery Saturday from 8am to 10am at Polo
Ground. Peya welcomes those interested
in enrolling their children for training.

ANY of us are not
aware that there are
pharmacies which pro-

vide treatment for emergency
cases.

Called community pharma-
cies, they are rare in Malaysia.

They are slightly different
from your normal retail phar-
macy as they serve more like a
primary service care provider.

In Penang, we have our very
own Gina Koay Wan Lee, 46,
who founded the City Wellness
Pharmacy in Island Glades.

During an interview with Bule-
tin Mutiara on Feb 6 at her phar-
macy, Koay recalled a couple
of emergency cases she had
to deal with in the past, one of

which involved attending to an
individual with severe hand in-
jury and profuse bleeding.

“| still clearly remember when
a distressed woman on a motor-
cycle pulled up at my pharmacy
to seek immediate medical as-
sistance for her friend who had
sustained a cut.

“She told me to hop on the
motorcycle with her to get to a
place nearby. Without thinking
twice, | quickly grabbed every-
thing that was needed.

“The individual was at a
nearby school, where | admin-
istered treatment to stop the
bleeding. | then advised the
person to visit the nearest clin-
ic for further care.

“Of course | have encoun-
tered various other cases too.

IT was a bond started in prima-
ry school that led two lifelong
friends to transition from child-
hood playmates to dynamic bad-
minton partners.

Their journey, marked by a
shared passion and countless
hours of training, has now led
them to the professional realm,
where they not only excel as
a doubles team but also find
themselves collaborating in the
same corporate arena.

Dymphna received RM6,000
for her achievements, while Bib-
iana took home RM2,750. Tan
was awarded RM750.

Another recipient Nurdamia
Mohamad Yusoff, 14, received

RMS8,700 for winning one gold,
one silver and two bronze med-
als in athletics.

She clinched gold in the wom-
en’s individual 800m race; silver
in the women'’s individual 400m
race; and two bronze medals in
the women’s individual 1,500m
race and women’s 4x400m
competition respectively.

This was Nurdamia’s first
SOPMA competition.

Meanwhile, 19-year-old Nurul
Husna Mohamad got RM7,200
for winning gold in the women’s
individual 1,500m race; silver in
the women’s individual 800m
race; and bronze in the wom-
en’s 4x400m competition.

Other athletes who also re-
ceived the incentives were Aidil
lagram Safry; Nur Alieya Shafie-
na Abdul Halim; Evonne Cheah;

create a standardised system of
trails marked by MAS-Tags along
the routes,” Leng said.

He elaborated on two types of
MAS-Tags: MAS-Tag Reuse and
MAS-Tag Denai. MAS stands for
multi-agency standardised.

“MAS-Tag Reuse is designed
for a shortterm event promot-
ing “Leave No Trace In Our
Jungles.” These tags can be col-
lected back after the event and
re-used for future events simply
by replacing old labels with new
ones.

“On the other hand, MAS-
Tag Denai is used to mark per-
manent trails, displaying use-
ful information such as trail
distance, difficulty level, rain
shelter locations, and a trail

care line (+6011 55577167).
A QR code at the back of the
tag allows hikers to scan and
WhatsApp for assistance,”
Leng told Buletin Mutiara dur-
ing an interview recently.

Acknowledging that this en-
deavour is going to be a long
process, Leng said Hikers
Roundtable would need the
collaboration of a lot of people
and agencies, such as the
Penang Forestry Department
and Penang Hill Corporation.
He added that CIMB Islamic
Bank and The Habitat Founda-
tion are key partners in their
statewide sustainability pro-
gramme.

Thus far, Hikers Round-
table has surveyed 76 peaks

of varying sizes, covering ap-
proximately 170km through
various jungles. They will sub-
sequently study how to make
the best trail for each hill.
