He was also the Universiti
Sains Malaysia (USM) Board

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Operators of illegal

electric scooters beware

OPERATORS of illegal electric scooters are
warned that they face stern action from the
Penang Island City Council (MBPP).

Speaking to the media after the council
meeting at Esplanade, MBPP mayor Datuk
A. Rajendran said enforcement actions
would be taken against those in violation of
the ban on scooters.

"We view this seriously as the electric
scooters have been prohibited in the town.
Locals and foreign tourists can opt for bi-
cycles instead of electric scooters.

"There are currently four licensed bicycle
operators and five illegal electric scooters
operators.

"In fact, we have confiscated 48 electric
scooters since 2022 after the council im-
posed a total ban on them," he added.

Rajendran noted the illegal operators
would conduct business in the wee hours,
posing risks to road users and pedestrians.

"As of Feb 16, we have seized 13 elec-
tric scooters for obstructing pedestrian
walkways, with further actions to be taken
against the operators," he added.

According to Rajendran, the council's au-
thority was limited, and they would collabo-
rate with the police and the Road Transport
Department (RTD) to carry out the neces-
sary crackdown on illegal electric scooter

operators.

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QUASH player Low Wee
SWern, who recently an-

nounced her retirement
after 16 years as a profession-
al, officially started work as the
head coach of the Philippines
squash team on March 5.

She thus becomes the first
Malaysian female squash player
to assume such a role.

In an interview with Buletin
Mutiara, conducted alongside
her coach Aaron Soyza and
Squash Racquet Association
of Penang (SRAP) president
Datuk Linda Geh, Wee Wern,
33, expressed her excitement
about entering a new chapter
in her career.

“It is an honour for me to be
their head coach. It's a yearto-
year contract. The offer came
as a surprise because | did not
expect it to happen so soon.

“I have not officially coached
anywhere, except conducting
coaching clinics in Japan, Sin-
gapore and China, and helping
Aaron coach local and foreign

players here,” Wee Wern said.

Wee Wern’s impressive re-
cord, however, made her a
prime target for the Philippines
Squash Academy (PSA) to ac-
quire her services.

The year 2014 was the ban-
ner year for Wee Wern when she
achieved a career-high of world
No. 5.

In that year, she won her
second Asian Games team
gold medal and an individual sil-
ver medal in Incheon. Her first
Asian Games team gold medal
came in Guangzhou in 2010.

She was also a key member
of the Malaysian women'’s team
that finished runners-up at the
Women’s World Team Champi-
onships in Canada.

Her achievements include
winning 12 PSA Tour titles,
four Malaysian National titles,
the Malaysian Open in 2019,
the China Open in 2012 and
the World University Games in
2016.

However, her journey was ar-

duous, marked by
not one but four
knee  operations
and a lot of strug-

gles.
Her left knee un-
derwent anterior cru-
ciate ligament (ACL)
surgery three times,
and her right knee un-
derwent a posterolateral

corner (PLC) surgery once.

In all, she has 12 screws in
both knees, and running in a
straight line is now no longer
possible.

“Before | underwent my first
surgery in 2015, my mum said
to me, “You have achieved
enough, top five in the world,
why don’t you walk away from
the sport?”

“But at that point, Aaron and
| decided to go professional.
Then, Aaron had not coached
any professional before, so it
would be our first attempt at it.

“If | called it quit there and
then, it would not have been just
the end of my career. It would
have been the end for him and
everybody else who had been
with me throughout.

“So, there comes a point in
life where it is not just about
my goals and what | want to
achieve; it is a bigger picture,”
Wee Wern explained.

The amazing part for Wee
Wern was that, just 10 months
after her first knee operation,
she took part in the 2016 World
University Championships in
Kuala Lumpur and won both the
team and individual events.

During that time, she played
with some discomfort in her left
knee, only to discover through
a magnetic resonance imaging
(MRI) scan, that she was actu-
ally playing without a ligament.

This revelation necessitated
two more ACL surgeries in Lon-
don in 2016 and 2017 to ad-
dress the damage.

After a long recovery process,
she returned after 22 months.

Following three surgeries, ev-
erybody had written her off. But
incredibly, she defied the odds
to win the Malaysian Open in
2019 and bag her fourth Na-
tional title in 2020.

Due to the damage to her left

knee, it took a toll on her right
knee as well. Despite managing
to achieve a world ranking of 26,
she was struggling to cope with
swollen knees.

In 2021, she went under
the knife for the fourth time,
this time on her right knee.
Following a resting period of
more than a year, her ranking
dropped to over 400.

Upon her return to the
courts again, despite being un-
able to perform at her previous
level, her ranking rebounded to
62 within a year.

Realising the strain on her
body, she decided it was time
to retire and hang up her rac-
quet.

Her ability to make come-
back after comeback has es-
tablished her as one of the
iron ladies of the sport.

Asked to describe Wee
Wern in one word, her coach
Aaron, who has been with her
for over two decades, chose
“committed”.

Their partnership is remark-
able, with trust being the key to
their success.

Despite unkind remarks, in-
cluding predictions of “You will
never make it,” and suggestions
to change coach if results were
not forthcoming during challeng-
ing days, they persevered in
their commitment to each other.

Aaron emphasised the im-
portance of creating a positive
environment for young players
to grow and thrive.

“The culture here is all
about good values. Everyone,
be it a coach, player, adminis-
trator or manager, works hard
and honestly. Everybody is
dedicated, punctual, respon-
sible and accountable. This
forms the foundation princi-
ples for players or anyone to
succeed.”

Geh expressed SRAP’s wish-
es for Wee Wern in her coaching
role in the Philippines, acknowl-
edging her potential to become
a successful coach.
