Call for special committee for
2027 SEA Games

THE Penang government is
advocating for the formation
of a special committee by the
Youth and Sports Ministry to
further discuss preparations
for the 2027 SEA Games.

State Youth, Sports, and
Health Committee chairman
Daniel Gooi Zi Sen (pix) said
the committee should include
the National Sports Coun-
cil (NSC), states that have
agreed to co-host the 2027
SEA Games, and other rel-
evant stakeholders.

“This is crucial to determine
the types of sports that will be
contested in each participat-
ing state, namely Penang, Sar-
awak, and Kuala Lumpur.

“Once these matters are
finalised, early preparations
can be made to ensure the
smooth execution of the 2027
SEA Games,” Gooi said dur-
ing a recent press conference
following his visit to the Pen-
ang Table Tennis Association
(PTTA) at Gat Lebuh Macallum.

Gooi added he has been
approached by several na-
tional sports associations
interested in providing techni-
cal cooperation and financial
assistance to facilitate the or-
ganisation of sports events in
Penang.

“However, we are still in
the discussion phase. It's too
early to make any decisions
until the special committee
is formed by the Youth and
Sports Ministry. Once every-

thing is finalised, we’ll have
a clearer picture of the num-
ber of events Penang will host
during the 2027 SEA Games,”
Gooi said.

The estimated cost of or-
ganising the 2027 SEA Games
is RM700 million. The last
time Malaysia hosted the SEA
Games was in 2017 when the
event in Kuala Lumpur cost
around RM608 million.

To ease the financial bur-
den on the federal govern-
ment, the Youth and Sports
Ministry has opted for a de-
centralised model for the
2027 SEA Games, allowing
the costs to be shared among
participating states and cor-
porate sponsors.

Gooi further announced
that Penang has allocated
RM15 million for the 2027
SEA Games, though this
amount could increase with
contributions from corporate
sponsors within the state.

A SPECIAL Men's Health Day
was held at the Design Village
Outlet Mall in Batu Kawan re-
cently to raise awareness about
men'’s health issues.

The one-day event was a joint
effort by the Penang govern-
ment, Penang Hospital, and
Boston Scientific, with sponsor-
ship from Design Village Outlet
Mall and Padi House.

The event offered free health
screenings and on-site doctor
consultations to the local com-
munity, with a particular focus on
men'’s health.

State Youth, Sports and
Health Committee chairman
Daniel Gooi Zi Sen officiated the
programme, describing the event
as a crucial step toward ad-
dressing often overlooked men’s
health issues.

“Heart disease is Malaysia’'s
leading cause of death, taking
one in five lives. Alarmingly, near-
ly 80% of heart attack patients
are male, with many cases oc-
curring in men under 50. This
highlights the urgency of taking
men’s health more seriously,”
Gooi said in his speech.

He also noted that prostate
cancer is the fourth most com-
mon cancer among Malaysian
men, with cases affecting indi-
viduals as young as 40.

“While treatable when detect-
ed early, over 60% of cases are
diagnosed at advanced stages,

underscoring the need for regular
health screenings,” Gooi added.

He emphasised the impor-
tance of changing perceptions
around men’s health, encourag-
ing open conversations about
often stigmatised topics such as
erectile dysfunction.
