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ENANG’s first light
Prail transit (LRT) project

“However, it is just one part
of the larger Penang Transport
Master Plan (PTMP), which in-
cludes numerous other essen-
tial projects aimed at address-
ing the current challenges en-
countered by road users.

“As each project within the
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comes to
fruition, it un-

dergoes a series of
critical processes, includ-
ing design finalisation, land ac-
quisition, and more before be-
coming a reality,” Chow said.

He added that the Penang
LRT project seeks to alleviate
the strain of prolonged com-
mutes for the people, offering
aviable alternative to spending
extensive hours on the road.

Once completed, the new
transport system will provide
a convenient means for people
to reach their workplaces effi-
ciently.

The Penang LRT Mutiara
Line project has been officially
taken over by the federal gov-
ernment and is expected to
take six years, with completion
slated for 2030.

The contracts for the LRT
project have been divided into

three
main com-
ponents - the
Silicon Island to Komtar con-
tract (Segment 1), the Komtar
to Penang Sentral contract
(Segment 2) and the turn-key
systems and rolling stocks
contract.

It was understood that the
Segment 1 Contract has been
offered to SRS Consortium
Sdn Bhd, the Project Delivery
Partner (PDP) of the PTMP.

Gamuda Berhad, a leading
engineering and construction
company in Malaysia, and al-
so the majority shareholder of
SRS Consortium Sdn Bhd, will
spearhead the construction of
Segment 1.

Previously, Chow expressed
confidence in Gamuda’s ability

to manage traffic
_effectively  dur-
ing the imple-
‘P mentation  of
'; the Penang LRT
& project, par-
ticularly in areas
where construction
will occur. This confi-
dence stems from Gamuda's
track record of successfully
executing railway projects,
particularly in the Klang Valley
region.

“While the construction
phase may bring temporary
inconvenience to affected ar-
eas, the completion of this
project is poised to significant-
ly benefit road users in the
long term,” he added.

Chow further urged all rel
evant non-governmental or-
ganisations (NGOs) and indi-
viduals, especially those who
remain opposed to the LRT
project, to consider the broad-
er perspective.

He encouraged them to
acknowledge the widespread
support demonstrated by
many Penangites for this ini-
tiative.

Penang’s LRT

MUCH needs to be done be-
fore physical construction of
Penang’s inaugural LRT project
commences, says Chief Minister
Chow Kon Yeow.

Chow stressed that while the
federal government’s approval
for the project marks a signifi-
cant milestone, there are addi-
tional technical tasks that must
be completed first.

“We anticipate a few more
months before finalising the de-
tails and initiating physical con-
struction.

“However, we are pleased
with the positive progress of this
project,” Chow told reporters
when questioned about the mat-
ter recently.

He added that the Penang
government received warmly the
announcement by Transport Min-
ister Anthony Loke regarding the
Cabinet’s approval of the Penang
Light Rail Transit (LRT) project.

Loke confirmed that construc-
tion of Penang’s inaugural LRT
project is set to commence by
the fourth quarter of this year.

In his statement previously,
Loke disclosed that the federal
government has appointed MRT
Corp as project developer and
asset owner, with a target com-
pletion date of 2030.

He detailed the project’s con-
tracts, divided into three main
segments: the Silicon Island to
Komtar contract (Segment 1),
the Komtar to Penang Sentral
contract (Segment 2), and the
turnkey systems and rolling
stocks contract.

Penang could potentially
experience a decrease in
the number of cars on the
roads, particularly during
peak working hours.

Ground golf is a form of golf invented in
Tomari Village, Japan, in 1982,

The Japanese Garden is located in
Island Park, which is under the purview
of Seri Delima assemblyman Connie Tan
Hooi Peng.
