N architectural marvel

That is the apt description
of the reopened Penang Hill
Station.

It is also a significant
achievement for Penang as the
upgraded station seamlessly
blends a century-old structure
with modern additions, trans-
forming it into an architectural
marvel that serves multiple
functions.

The threeyearlong Phase
Four redevelopment, aligned
with the Penang2030 vision of
“A Family-Focused Green and
Smart State that Inspires the
Nation”, focuses on comfort,
accessibility, education and
green practices.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the station has an
increased capacity of over 700
visitors at a time.

“The inclusion of escala-
tors and a passenger lift in
the building enhances acces-
sibility for all visitors, ensuring
everyone can easily enjoy the
beauty of Penang Hill.

“The project also integrates
educational aspects, sharing
the rich history of Penang Hill
and its significance as a Unes-
co Biosphere Reserve,” Chow
said in his speech during the
completion ceremony of the
Penang Hill Upper Station Up-
grading Project (Phase Four)
on Feb 3.

The ceremony also revealed
additional features such as a
pedestrian pathway to David
Brown’s Restaurant & Tea Ter-
race, enhancing Penang Hill's

appeal as a family-oriented
tourist destination.

Chow said it is crucial for
the state government to fos-
ter the adoption of green and
smart technologies across
various platforms, encom-
passing operations and busi-
nesses throughout the state.

“Guided by this principle,
| take pride in witnessing the
Penang Hill Corporation (PHC)
embrace sustainable prac-
tices, including the utilisation
of renewable energy sources,
rainwater harvesting, energy-
efficient equipment and auto-
matic lighting control.

"With these effective mea-
sures in place, | am confident

that PHC is well-positioned to

achieve recoghnition in the gold
category of the Green Building
Index (GBI), a pursuit currently
underway,” he added.

Renaming the upper station
as Penang Hill Station (Stesen
Bukit Bendera) and the lower
station as Penang Hill Lower
Station (Stesen Bawah Bukit
Bendera) adds clarity.

PHC general manager Da-
tuk Cheok Lay Leng said the
groundbreaking of the RM10.9
million Penang Hill Upper Sta-
tion Upgrading Project (Phase
Four) was held on March 20,
2021.

“The project was supposed
to take 18 months to com-

plete. However, it took slightly
longer following the impact of
Covid-19.

“This Penang Hill Station
aims to enhance the station’s
waiting room, enabling it to ac-
commodate up to 700 people
at a time.

“Escalators and an elevator
have been added to enhance
accessibility for visitors with
disabilities and the elderly.

“The implementation of the
Electronic Queue Manage-
ment System (EQMS) 2.0,
known as JustQ, facilitates
a streamlined waiting experi-
ence, with additional ameni-
ties like toilets, a merchandise
store (Penang Hill Merchan-

dise Store), and 5G access for
visitors’ convenience,” Cheok
said.

During a media conference,
Cheok expressed the aspira-
tion to hold the groundbreak-
ing ceremony for the Penang
Hill cable car project in either
April or May of this year.

“We have obtained the key
approvals for the Penang Hill
cable car project, such as the
Planning Permission and the
Environmental Impact Assess-
ment (EIA).

“When there are approv-
als, there are additional con-
ditions, and we meet all the
conditions. We also consider
the inputs.

“Right now we are going
through the entire process.

“The project is expected to
take 18 months, but realisti-
cally we have to give ourselves
a little bit of a buffer consid-
ering weather conditions and
others,” he said.

Also present were state ex-
ecutive council members Wong
Hon Wai, Datuk Seri Sundara-
joo Somu, Daniel Gooi Zi Sen
and Jason H’'ng Mooi Lye.

One, also known as
Priority 1, of the Gurney Bay
project - is now open to the
public.

The Gurney Bay project, val-
ued at RM247.8 million, is di-
vided into two phases: Priority 1
and Priority 2.

Priority 1, covering 27.70
acres, includes various compo-
nents such as a children’s play
area, skate park, south van-
tage point viewing deck, public
toilets, pedestrian promenade,
hawker stalls, retail areas, rec-
reation park, hawker kiosks,
open car park space and south
water body reclamation area.

Priority 2 (74.10 acres) en-

compasses a hawker centre,
retail area, convenience stores,
north viewing deck, public toi-
lets, additional hawker kiosks,
multi-storey car park, open car
park, water garden, surau, water
taxis jetty, man-made beach and
boardwalk, refuse centre, north
water body and more.

During a site visit on Feb 4,
Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow
said Priority 2's progress is at
40%, with an expected comple-
tion in mid-2025.

He added that 1,500 trees
and 10,000 tree saplings have
been planted in Priority 1, and
3,041 trees will be planted in
Priority 2.

“Priority 1 has 64 parking
lots, and Priority 2 will have 736.
We will consider adding more
parking lots in Priority 1 once
both phases are completed,”
Chow said.

We work very closely
with the federal government as
well, especially the Education
Ministry, which has supported
us in most of our programmes.

Simi-
lar emblems can be found at
various Unesco World Heritage
sites worldwide, and we take
pride in having our unique em-

blem in George Town,” he said
in his speech before the launch-
ing ceremony at the Esplanade
on Jan 29.

Rajendran also pointed out
the use of terrazzo flooring
surrounding the emblem and
Shanghai plaster for pedestrian
walkways, both crafted by local
traditional flooring artisans.

“Additionally, classic park
benches have been intricately
designed by local craftsmen,”
he added.

Rajendran said the setting
up of the Linear Garden aligns
with the United Nations Sustain-

able Development Goals (SDGs)
including Goal 3 (Good Health
and Well-Being), Goal 8 (Decent
Work and Economic Growth),
and Goal 11 (Sustainable Cities
and Communities).

“The Linear Garden project al-
S0 involves upgrading the Ceno-
taph area, a key component of
the project.

“In line with the new design,
the Cenotaph now has a re-
freshed appearance, removing
the existing iron fence to allow
the public to approach and ap-
preciate the monument more
closely, acknowledging the his-
tory and sacrifices of the fallen
soldiers.

“The Cenotaph site was
opened earlier on Dec 10 last
year, providing a venue for the

Penang Veterans Association
to conduct a ceremony in com-
memoration of Remembrance
Day,” he said.

Penang Local Government,
Town and Country Planning
Committee chairman Jason
H'ng Mooi Lye said the state
and MBPP have strived to imple-
ment green programmes such
as upgrading the public realm.

“Since 2010 until 2023,
MBPP has upgraded 23.62ha of
public spaces on Penang island,
at a cost of RM10.215 million.

“In 2024, MBPP is set to
enhance 10 neighbourhood
parks, allocating RM6.5 mil-
lion for public leisure and rec-
reational purposes.

“The state government and
MBPP will persist in their ef-
forts to establish additional

parks as green lungs, aligning
with the Penang2030 vision of
'A Family-Focused Green and
Smart State that Inspires the
Nation'," he added.

Chief Minister Chow Kon
Yeow said the Linear Garden
project is one of the 14 projects
under the RM140 million North
Seafront Masterplan.

“The Linear Garden project
was implemented by MBPP, fol-
lowing the state government’s
initiative in allocating RM1.5 mil-
lion through the State Develop-
ment Budget,” he said.

Chow also touched on the
necessary upgrading of Dewan
Sri Pinang.

“The Dewan Sri Pinang
was built in 1972. This iconic
building has served Penang
for 52 years."

Perai rep vows to address
Tamil school issues

THE Tamil Schools Special Com-
mittee chairman Datuk Seri
Sundarajoo Somu remains dedi-
cated to resolving land issues
faced by several Tamil schools
during his term as the Perai as-
semblyman.

Sundarajoo, who is also the
state Housing and Environment
Committee chairman, shared
updates on three schools - SJIKT
Ladang Malakoff, SJKT Mayfield
and SJKT Ladang Juru.

“We have identified a piece of
land for SJKT Ladang Juru and
negotiations on the land price
are underway. The Penang De-
velopment Corporation (PDC) is
now evaluating the land.

“The school currently has
some 200 pupils, and once re-
built with proper infrastructure,
we expect to see an enrolment
of 500 to 600 pupils in the next
term,” Sundarajoo said during

an interview with Buletin Mutiara
on Feb 1.

Concerning SJKT Ladang
Malakoff and SJKT Mayfield,
Sundarajoo said he had met de-
velopers to discuss land owner-
ship transfer to the respective
schools.

“The land title is important for
us to raise funds for the rebuild-
ing of the schools,” he added.

According to Sundarajoo’s of-
ficial Facebook page, the land-
owner of SJKT Mayfield has
agreed for the Tamil Schools
Special Committee to write an
official letter to their board of
directors requesting the transfer
of the land ownership.

Meanwhile, the landowner
of SJKT Ladang Malakoff has
agreed to initiate the process of
transferring land ownership to
the school soon.

Sundarajoo  attributed the
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ith Tamil Schools Special Committee members, representatlves
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from Tamil schools, pupils and other guests) aims to elevate the status of Tamil schools.

poor enrolment in Tamil schools
to inadequate infrastructure
which needs to be addressed.

“Historically, Tamil schools
were established in estates
alongside temples for the Indian
community.

“However, now estates do
not exist, and even if they do, lo-
cal Indians do not reside there;
only foreign workers do.

“We must move Tamil schools
closer to where the population
has moved, and this is the re-
sponsibility that | have taken.

“Instead of forcing people to
attend Tamil schools, we have
to move the schools closer to
them,” he added.

Sundarajoo also expressed
his desire to solve land matters
for other Tamil schools including
SJKT Ladang Kerian, SJIKT Sun-
gai Bakap, and SJKT Sungai Ara
over the next four years.

“Out of the total of 28 schools
in Penang, several schools are
facing land issues, and if | can
successfully address at least
50% of them during my term as
the Perai assemblyman, | would
consider it an achievement,”
Sundarajoo said with enthusi-
asm and confidence.

Simultaneously, Sundarajoo
mentioned that he is in the pro-
cess of setting up either a non-
governmental organisation or a

foundation that will be managed
by independent bodies to raise
funds for education, especially
for Tamil schools.

He reiterated his commitment
to providing revision books to
Tamil school students.

Sundarajoo shared that last
December, the state govern-
ment, through the Tamil Schools
Special Committee, sponsored
15,900 Tamil workbooks at a
cost of RM55,000 for students
in 28 Tamil primary schools.

As a closing thought, Sunda-
rajoo emphasised the impor-
tance of education as it not only
broadens one’s knowledge, but
also shapes their future.

That is the
heartfelt desire of the elders,”
Min explained.

One of his watercolour paint-
ings depicts a family makiing
kuih kapit (love letters) for Chi-
nese New Year. Min expresses
concern that this tradition, fos-
tering familial bonding, may be
fading as fewer families engage
in making this delicacy, except
for commercial purposes.
