Chief Minister Chow Kon Yeow said
those who wish to make payments at
government office counters on Fridays
must do so via e-payment methods
such as e-wallets, QR codes, online
banking, or debit/credit card terminals.

“Additionally, payments can be made
at smart kiosks and online through gov-
ernment portals like e-Bayar, Aspire,
MBSPPay, Cyber Counter, and others,”
he said.

In a statement, Chow also announced
that Payments Network Malaysia Sdn
Bhd (PayNet) would fund RM500,000
for promotions and cash prizes for the
Penang Government Agencies Cashless
Day Campaign 2024 competition.

A total of RM200,000 will be allo-
cated as cash prizes to winning depart-
ments in three categories as follows:
® Category A: Departments that
achieved more than 30,000 e-payment
transactions in 2023.
® Category B: Departments that
achieved between 1,000 and 30,000
e-payment transactions in 2023.
® Category C: Departments that
achieved less than 1,000 e-payment
transactions in 2023.

“As you all know, the cash rewards
for the winners are substantial. There-
fore, it is hoped that all departments
and agencies will promote and suc-
ceed in the campaign to use e-pay-
ment services in their respective de-

partments to win these cash prizes,”
he said.

The Penang Government Agencies
Cashless Day Campaign 2024 would
focus on assisting small traders and
micro, small & medium enterprises
(MSMES) in their transition to e-pay-
ment systems.

“Implementing e-payment services
will also boost the state government’s
revenue collection, catalysing Pen-
ang’s overall economic development,”
he added.

During his speech at the launching
ceremony of the campaign recently,
Chow was also delighted to announce
that Penang received recognition as a
cashless state this year (2024) follow-
ing its achievement in digjtal transac-
tion rate exceeding 95% from January
to May 2024.

“According to the standards agreed
upon by the Finance Ministry and

PayNet, a state must achieve a 95%
digital transaction rate to be recog-
nised as a cashless state.

“I| am pleased to announce that
Penang is the only state consistently
meeting this standard, with over 95%
of transactions being cashless.

“The state government hopes that
the implementation of this campaign
will help increase state revenue, fos-
ter awareness, and encourage the
habit of e-payments or cashless pay-
ments among the people of Penang,
establishing it as the primary payment
method in the state,” he said.

Chow said from Jan 1 to May 31, all
state revenue-collecting departments
and agencies successfully recorded
5,490,371 transactions, representing
95.31% of the total transactions.

“The revenue collected amounted to
RM516,062,766.73, which is 65.07%
of the total revenue.

“The Penang government aims to
achieve 97% cashless payments by
2030,” he added.

Penang Local Government, Town and
Country Planning Committee chairman
Jason H'ng Mooi Lye said the Penang
Government Agencies Cashless Day
Campaign 2024 would encourage the
people to adapt to the new norm by us-
ing digital technology.

“The campaign aligns with the Pen-
ang government’s aspiration to develop
Penang into a smart and sustainable
state through smart governance and
various initiatives that support this
transformation.

“It will also enhance the efficiency
of public service delivery, and meet
the people’s expectations while
achieving efficient, accountable, and
transparent governance,” he said.
